The recent coal deal in Nova Scotia
will in all probability have the effect of
increasing the price of coal throughout
the maritime provinces, and the
announcement that coal has been dis-
covered on the line of the Caraquet
raitway w.il be of iuterest to the people
of Nosthera New Brunswick at least.
The coal is said to be of fair quolity,
being used for heating purposcs on the
cars of the Caraquet railway, and the
great question of interest is the extent
‘of the coal area. It is hoped the gov-
erament will cause a thorough examina~
tion to be made so that the people may

be enabled to profit thereby if in
quantity sufficient to make it an article
of export. It would bea bonanza to the
Caraquet Railway Company and to the
people of the Northern Counties.

Dr. Weldon's hill to disfranchise
electors wko accept oribes is a move in
the right direction and we hope it wili
pass. It might be the means of teach-
ing a wholesome lesson to voters who
are mean enough to sell their franchise
for aprice. Itis a pity that it would
not disfranchise both buyer and seller.

The question of lessening or abolish-
ing the rate of duty on coal oil is vo
come up before parliament shortly, and
the interest of the people wquld be
subserved by the total abolishing of' the
duty or largely decreasing it.

Departmental Reports.

The report of the postmaster-general
for the year ended 30th January, 1892,
presented to the house last week by
Sir Adolphe Caron, shows that at that
time there were 8,288 post offices in
operation in the Dominion, an increase
of 227 over the last year. Six hundred
and fourteen miles have been added to
the mail route, and the annual mail
travel has increased from 27,152,543
miles in 1891 to 28,462,388 miles in
1892. The number of post offices in
the country at 1st July was 8,288, of
which 3,060 were in Ontario, 1,486 io
Quebec, 3,481 in Nova Scotia, 1,123 in
New Brunswick, 321 in P. E. Island,
187 in British Columbia, 406 in Mani-
toba and 206 in the Territories. The
post route mileage is 59,519 and the
travel thereon 28,462,388 miles.

The estimated number of letters mail-
ed was 102,850,000; ot postal cards,
20,815,000 ; o transieat newspapers 34 .-
- 044 000.

There was a slight decreass in the
number of reg st red 'etters pissing by
mail within the Dominion during the
year, the estimated number being 3,286,-
700, as compared with 3,292,000 in
1891, One huadred and forty-seven
cases of abstraction of contents, or
portion of contents, or loss of register-
ed letiers, containing money sent
through the Cavadian post office, occur-
red during the year ended Jupe 30,
1892, which was eight less than in the
previous year.

With regard <o postage stamps, the
deputy postmaster-general says that
letter cards, similar to those in use iu
Great Britair, aAostria and other Euro-
pean countries are being prepared, and
will be issued Lo the public in a short
time. It is also a intended to introduce
a postal card of =2 larger size than that
now in use, which will be found con-
venient for price lists and notices of
like character. The total value ot
stamps of all kinds issued to postmasters
during the year was $3,356,740.60, and
the amount on hand on 30ith June was
$563,481.40.

The gross postal revenue for the year
was $3,542,611.02 showing an incréase
of $167,723.36 over last year, and the
expenditure was $4,205,985.26 an in-
crease of $185,245.32. The large in-
crease in the expenditure is owing to
the payment of $53,994.42 to the Can-
adian Pacific railway for additional
mail service, and of 844,673 to the
Montreal Ocean Steamship company for
conveyance of mails between Canada
and the United Kingdom.

The amount cf deposits received was
$555,630 in ex<cess of the previous yea.r’
and the withdrawals showed a corre-
sponding diminution of $645,138.43.
Since May the deposits have each month
been in excess of the withdrawals, thus
indicating that the disturbing effect of
the reduced rate of interest (adopted in
-1889) upon the older balances has
practically ceased. The list of savinge
bunks had 9 new offices added to it,
making the number 642 on the 30th
June. The total number of deposits
received was 145,423, and the amount
87,056,002; the total number of with-
drawals 77.381, and the amount $7,230,-
839.14. The average deposit was $48 52,
and the average withdrawal £93.44.
The total balance, including accrued
Interest, at the credit of depositers’
accounts, was 522,298,401.65, heing an
average to each depositor of =201.24,
or an increasc of $5.80 over that of the
previous fiscal year.

Four Persons Bvrned to Death.

One of the saddest ¢venis that has
occurred in this county since the Mir-
amichi fire, was that which took place
on Monday night, 6th inst., by which
James Flynu, a well known Farmer and
Lumberer, of Upper Bay du Viu, his
wife and infant child, also an adopted
girl aged 6 years, daughter of Mr.
Anthony Daley, perished with a burning
house. The particulars, as near as can
be ascertained at present, are as
follows: Mr. Flynn had a lumber camp
some four miles up river from his house.
His two eldest boys were up in the
woods, with the other men of the crew.
Mr. Fiynn geperally came down to his
home on Saturday evenings and remain-
ed home for a day or two, to procure
wood, etc., and to see tha% his little
family were comfortable. Tae little
boy that escaped tells the foilowing
story: ‘On that terrible night I
imagined my father called me and told
me to get up ina hurry and run to
Thomas McGraw's and tell him our
house was on fire. I dressed and
called the little Daley gir. and we ran
down stairs, We tried to reach the
doors. The fire and the smoke 4drove
us back. I broke outa window and
jumped through. I told the little girl
to follow me. Bat Oh! it seems she
didn’t.

Both Mrs. Harrison and Mrs. Cleve-
land made numerous calls on friends,
and the latter is likely to continue the
costom  though etiqueite does no:
oblige her to do s0; tor the President's
wife nee ' er return a visit, and she
is not e en required to send a card
iusi ad,

.The socia) dutiesot the mistress «f
the White House ar¢ exacting and to
perform them weil requires the utmost
tact. Mrs. Cieveland, when she assum-
ed the position as a youthful bride, was
the target of national criticism, and how
well she bore the ordeal is a matter of
history. But she was not the youngest
hostess the Executive manston has
ever had. Mrs. Bliss, the daugbter of
President Taylor, was only seventeen
whea she occupied taat place,

The most trying part of entertaining
at the White House is- the giving of
state dinners. To provide these feasts
is a duty devolved upon the President
by inexorable custom. He must favite
each winter all the Senators and Re-
presentatives in Cougress, the cabiuet,
the diplomatic corps and the high
officers of the army and navy stationed
at Washiogton. To accomplish this
six banquets are required, costing . from
R/700 to 81,500 each. The butler of the
Executive Mansion, who arranges the
dinpers, {8 hired by the government,
but the chief magistrate of the nation
must pay everythiog else out of his own
pocket.

When a law that has been flve years
in operation is found to be, impractic-
able, incapable of enforcement, or
inadequate, tue high time has certainly
arrived when it should citber be done
away with or amended Into shape.
Such is approximately the case with
the interstate commerce law, and this
can nnly be remedied by substituting
for the commission a regular court
tribunal. Itis with thia view that a
bill has been intreduced in the Senate by
Mr. Sawyer, of Wisconsin, creating
pine cou-ts of record, one to each
juaicial circuit of the United Statcs, to
be known as courts of interstate
caommerce appeals, consisting of the
nine justices ofthe circuit courts, the
stated term of which is'to be held once
a year in Washington. Upon courts so
consti'uted the railroad companies could
rely with confidence that their interests
wouid be duly regarded, while the
people at large would here find an
impartial tribupel on which they could
depend [or a prompt administration of
justice.
