Adulteration. care exercised in its growth and select­
ion. Where this increase of price 
fairly represents excellence in seed, 
it can well be afforded by the buyer, 
for cheap seed usually means a poor 
crop, either of onions or cabbage, and 
really good seed is worth double what 
it usually sells for.

Often the seedsmen has to bear the 
blame for seed not coming up, when 
the fault really lies with the ignorant 
or careless gardener, who does not 
give it a suitable temperature, or the 
right depth of covering, or moisture 
enough. The hardy seeds, such as 
lettuce, onions, celery, parsnips, beets, 
cabbage, peas, &c., will germinate as 
seen as the land will work mellow in 
April, when the temperature of the 
ground is about 40”. The tender 
seeds, are planted at this time, fail to 
come up until warm weather, or per- 
haps even rot in the ground while 
waiting. Such are Lima beans, corn, 
cucumbers, melons, and squashes, to- 
matoes, poppers, &c., while the com- 
mon bush beans and summer squashes 
are half hardy and bear planting early 
in May ., the more tender seeds above 
named will gain nothing by planting 
out doors before May 95. And when 
sown under glass, attention must be 
given to the requirements of the 
different sorts in order to avoid dis- 
appointment.

and is done to cover up some defectin 
the sugar. Maple sugar, though not 
absolutely pure, contains nothing that 
is harmful, and good maple syrup has 
a delicious flavor that is possessed by 
no other.

But to insure the best results, care 
and attention to all the conditions are 
required. Cleanliness is the first re- 
quisite. As the season advances and 
the weather becomes warmer, the ves- 
sels, if neglected, will soon become 
sour and the product will be spoiled. 
Washing the vessel in a solution of 
common soda or in weak lye, will des- 
troy the acid and this should be re- 
peated as often as is necessary to keep 
them sweet. The evap oration should 
be rapid and ‘the boiling continuous, 
but not long protracted. If the same 
syrup is held too long at a boiling 
host, the sugar is converted into giu- 
cose. After passing from the eva- 
porating kettles, the syrup should be 
allowed to settle which will usually 
take from eight to twelve hours. Pure 
olay. rubbed up and mixed in a quart 
of sap will accelerate the process of 
settling. The syrup should then be 
drawn off and defecated by means of 
the white of oggs or of milk, which 
will carry down any remaining im- 
purities. . If a very white article is 
desired, lime may be used for defecat- 
ing purposes; this unites with the 
vegetable acids in the syrup and 
forms an insoluble compound which 
settles at the bottom."

The Value of the Spanish Merino.

The Spanish Merino is not domosti- 
eated here, though it is, no doubt, 
well known by reputation to some. 

There is an idea that it is not well 
adapted to our climate, but, that is a 
mistake, as in some parts of Canada it 
thrives. At the International Sheep 
Show, at Philadelphia, last year, a 

correspondent of the New England 
Farmer said:—

The Spanish Morinos were the cyn- 
osure of all eyes. To the untutored 
eye of the visitor, they appeared to be 
a lot of little, dirty, greasy looking 
things, who have been presumably 
treated to a coat of tar. In this black 
outer covering the merit lies, for when 
the wool is pushed aside, fleece ex- 
celling the driven snow in its match- 
less whiteness is disclosed, and the 
wool is equal to any for its softness, 
fineness and richness. “ There is no 
sheep in the world,” said a wool 
grower, " equal to the Spanish Meri- 
nos—their fleece makes the finest kind 
of cloth that is made from wool.’ A 
good I Merino produces thirty-five 
pounds of wool to the fleece. In sell- 
ing the wool it is customary to throw 
off one-third of this on account of the 
oil which works out through the wool 
and causes the blackness, which indi- 
cates the strength of the fibre. There 
was a ram among the Merinos, from 
Washington county, whose pedigree 
is traced back to the Humphrey im- 
pertation of 1802. It was owned by 
four farmers jointly. It was valued 
$5000. Like the rest, its fleece is 
black from the exudation of oil through 
the wool. The importation previous- 
ly referred to was made by a man 
named Humphrey, in that year. He 
brought over a lot of fine Morinos 
from Spain, and it is from this impor- 
tation that we get our fine sheep. 
The ram described is a thoroughbred. 
A Susquehanna yearling buck is val- 
ned at $500 and several yearlingewes 
at three and four hundred dollars 
each.

Milk and Water.
How difficult it is to get the gen- Adulterators, are, in their way un- 

commonly clever, and have found out 
many ways to make the false appear 
the pure and genuine article; but, 
science follows close and discloses all 
their mean tricks. The most simple 
and least deleterious act of adultera- 
tion is to make the " cow with the 
iron tail " supplement, increase, and 
weaken the lacteal flow of the living 
cow, that is, to add the water of the 
pump to the milk in the pail. Milk 
and water is by means a bad bever- 
age, provided the milk is rich and 

sweet and the water wholesome. 
There is no better mixture for as- 
sauging thirst. But in commerce 
the two elements (if milk can be 
called an element) ought to be kept 
separate. It is not everybody, who 
likes milk and water. To many it 
is an insipid beverage, and those who 
purchase milk, and do not like water 
with it, should have the privelege of 
buying the article pure. The follow- 
ing test to discover how much water 
there may be in any given quantity 
of milk is said to be infallible :—

"A German chemist furnishes a 
simple procedure for testing the 
amount of water in milk, which can 
be applied by any one. All that is 
required is a small quantity of plaster 
of Paris say an ounce. This is mixed 
with the milk to a stiff paste, and then 
allowed to stand. With milk of 1,030 
specific gravity, and a temperature of 
60 degrees Fahrenheit, it will harden 
in ten hours; if 25 per cent of water 
is present, in two hours; if 50 per cent, 
in one and a half hours, and with 75 
per cent in thirty minutes. Skimmed 
milk which has been standing for 
twenty four hours and is of 1,048 
specific gravity, sets in four hours; 
with 50 per cent, of water, in one hour, 
and with 75 per cent in thirty minutes. 
Heat should not be applied, for then 
the use of the thermometer would be 
required. The test is certainly 
simple and not costly.”

The American Dairyman, speak- 
ing of the record of dairy cows says, 
that, " good records are more valu- 
able to practical dairymen than ex- 
treordinary, and it may be said, im- 
possible records. Native grade cows 
can, and do, make as good records as 
blooded cattle." It maintains, "the 
only trouble is, that their owners do 
not feel the same incentive to publish 
their performances." It quotes the 
following case in confirmation, the 
lesson to be learned from which 
is, we think, that, a native grade cow 
may be a 1 excellent yeilder of 
milk, provi it be served by a 
throughbred bull. There must be 
blood on one side or other, specially 
on that of the male :—

In the 
month of June of that year, on a trial of 
ten days, she gave 610 pounds of milk; 
from the milk 27 pounds 13 ounces of 
butter were made, being 2 pounds and 
194 ounces of butter per day. During 
the month of June (same month) gave 
1,736 pounds of milk, of butter 76 
pounds 5 ounces, or 2 pounds 83.5 
ounces per day. She averaged dur- 
ing the year 36 pounds 13 ounces of 
milk, and 1 pound 141 ounces butter 
per day. On a trial of twenty days 
the year before, she averaged 62 
pounds of milk per day, and made 51 
pounds 14 ounces of butter.

She required nearly 20 pounds of 
milk to the pound of butter, which 
may be called a natural and rational 
yield. That is, there are none of the 
elements of a miracle about this 
yield. •

Very much of the future value and 
sizes of horses depend on the condi- 
tion in which they are kept the first 
winter. They should always be pro- 
vided with 4 dry, warm stable, with s 
window having a southern exposure, 
if possible. They should not be kept 
tied up continually, but allowed the 
range of a yard during the day time, 
and especially during pleasant weather 
that they may exercise as muob as 
they please; observing that there is 
no projecting rail, stake, or bit of 
board against which they may injure 
themselves by running. as, when at 
play, they perform with a reckless, 
ness scarcely equalled by any other 
domestic animal; and a colt repre 
sents too much money value to be 
allowed to perform a self-injury 
through carelessness of its owner.

Treat them kindly, occasionally 
feeding a little from the hand, and 
thus gain their confidence. Break 
them to the use of the halter ; lead 
them about by it; tie them up for a 
few hours when you are busy about 
the barn ; and until they will stand 
quietly leave them unwatohed but a 
short time at once, for it is difficult 
imagining what position they may 
not get into. There is but little or 
no use breaking them to the use of a 
bit until at least one year old, and at 
the age of two is a better time to com- 
mence the operation of bitting and 
checking up. By exercising a little 
patience and kindness, a colt may 
just as easily be brought up as a pet, 
and, in one sense oi the word, be 
broken ere it is hitched to a vehicle, 
as to be necessitated to call: into re- 
quisition the services of a horse-tamer- 
—Cor. Ohio Farmer.

E Warm the Food.

It may seem old-fogyish to some to 
warm the food given to the poultry 
during the winter months, some per- 
sons contending that the fowls in their 
natural state never had aught else 
than cold food, and but sparing of 
that. That is true as far as it goes, 
but how much profit would be secured 
from birds left to care for themselves? 
Domesticated live stock of all kinds 
are subjected to altered conditions 
from what they were under when free 
and not under the restraint of man, 
and we must conform in our feeding 
and management to these altered con- 
ditions, else we will be just that far 
from success. If we want a good, 
healthy growth, and an abundance of 
eggs from our fowls during the winter, 
we must not only feed them liberally 
on suitable food, but we must feed it 
in such form and condition as will se- 
cure the best results.

After an experience of several sea- 
sons we have adopted the system of 
warming the food all through the 
winter and cold weather, both morn- 
ing and evening, and we attribute the 
excellent laying qualities of the fowls, 
in a great measure, to doing this. 
The food, whether whole or broken 
grain, or other food, either dry or 
moistened, should be warmed well be- 
fore feeding. Some breeders as well 
as farmers make a practice of parch- 
ing their wholo corn, and are assured 
it is beneficial. Where new, unsea- 
sened corn is used for chicken food, 
this parching is a decided benefit, for 
it makes it equally as good for feeding 
the new crop of corn, and parching it 
will effectually prevent any trouble 
from that score.

Wheat, which is no doubt the best 
kind of grain for the laying fowls, 
much better than so much corn, (which 
latter fattens so quickly as frequently 
to stop the production of eggs tem- 
porarily), is much improved by being 
heated well before being fed, and then 
given to the fowls while yet warm, 
not hot. lo feeding wheat, only about 
two-thirds as much by measure should 
be fed as of corn, and when fed in that 
manner is very little if any more ex- 
pensive than corn. Good, sound 
wheat only should be used, for while 
we see no objection to screenings on 
the score of unhealthiness, screenings 
give but little available food.

We copy the following seasonable 
article on the above topic from the 
last Maine Farmer :—

f* The season for maplesugar mak- 
ing will soon be upon us, and those 
who have the facilities for manufac- 
taring this toothsome and wholeseme 
sweet should be getting things in 
readiness in order to secure the largest 
possible amount. All the indications 
point to a good season, and we shall 
be very much surprised if it is not so. 
The continuous cold weather during 
the latter part of autumn and the first 
half of winter, has always been re- 
garded as favorable to a large flow of 
sap in the spring. When winter 
weather comes en early in November 
and continues for a few days followed 
by a warm, spring-like spell, as is 
sometimes the case, the buds begin to 
swell indicating that the vegetative 
functions have prematurely awakened 
and a portion of the sap of the tree 
passes into the form of glucose and is 
lost to the maker of crystallized sugar.
‘Maple sugar and syrup are a great 

luxury which no farmer who has a 
sugar orchard can afford to be without. 
Besides it can be made a source of 
profit. The season comes when the 
demand for farm-work is light, and 
the product of sugar-making always 
brings a good price. It is a whole- 
some sugar, but no more so than that 
from cane, provided the latter is pure, 
but as now sold in the markets it is 
rarely found pure. It is adulterated 
with glucose, and powdered with 
terra alba, a white earth which is also 
used for the adulteration of cream of 
tartar. We have recently purchased 
several samples of granulated sugar, 
having a decided blue tint and when 
dissolved the same tint is imparted to 
water. Such sugar has been colored 
with ultre-marine, a pigment com- 
posed of various mineral substances.

RAISING PIGS.—The production of 
pork should be encouraged on the 
further consideration that it carries 
off Jess of the valuable constituents ef 
the soil than beef. The fat pig con- 
tains only three-fourths as much 
mineral matter per hundred weight 
as the steer. and only two-fifths as 
much nitrogen per hundred weight; 
and therefore the production of a 
ton of park on the farm will carry off 
only a little more than half the 
fertility carried off by a ton of beef; 
besides, a ton of beef will require 
nearly fifty per centum more to pro 
duce it. This gives in round numbers 
the comparative effect of producing 
pork and beef. It is thus evident that 
the pig should be fostered in every 
way, his capabilities studied and push- 
ed, his diseases carefully noted and 
prevented, for he in the most profit- 
able meat producing animal on the 
farm. The pig is an excellent adjunct 
to the dairy, turning all the refuse 
milk and whey into cash.—Moore’s

Disastrous Season for Western Cattle.

The Syndicate Lands.

Much was said by Opposition members, in 
the course of the Pacific Bailway debate, of 
the tyrannical monopoly of land which the 
Syndicate would create in the North-West. 
Under their system of disposing of lands, 
that specious and fertile territory (of which 
they chose to forget the Government would 
still, after giving them the 25 million acres, 
hold the far greater area) would become a 
second Ireland, and the unhappy emigrants 
flying from dear land and rack renting land- 
lords, would change their sky but not their 
burdens and misfortunes. But that doleful 
picture was mere imagination. The Syndi­
cate are not going to hold the lands granted 
to them, which the Opposition said were 
worth $5 per acre. They intend disposing 
of them at a reasonable price, hoping to make 
a reasonable profit. The Toronto Mail says:

“We have reason to believe that tho ar­
rangements to be made by the syndicate for 
the sale of their lands include terms very 
favourable to the settler. It is stated that 
the lands will be sold at from 82 to $2.50 
per acre, and that half the purchase money 
will be returned When the lands are put 
under cultivation. In fact this arrangement 
will net the company about one dollar per 
acre on their lands. Of course the expense 
of immigration business will be great and 
this with other expenses will naturally re­
duce tha net value of the lands to the com­
pany. But on the whole one dollar per acre 
is as much as they will receive, supposing 
them to get the best available price origin- 
ally for their lands."

uilsioq The Boers.

Bad news have coma from South Africa, 
of another reverse to the British at the bands 
of the Boers. Tho chances of peace, which, 
last week, seemed hopeful, have been dissi­
pated, as neither the British, who have been 
defeated, nor the Boers, who have been vio- 
torious, will cease hostilities now, till the quee 
tion who shall be masters in ths Transvaal 
18 fought out in grim earnest. A dispatch, 
27th ult., by way of London, from Newcastle, 
a rough collection of shanties protected by a 
fort on the high mountain rood half way be­
tween Pietermalterberg and Prastoria,brought 
the intelligence that 627 men and 22 officers, 
consisting of the infantry naval brigade under 
Gen. Colley, occupied Magela Mountain on 
Saturday, and were attacked by the Boers, 
largely reinforced by the Boers of the Orange 
Free State, at seven o'clock on Sunday 
morning. The British were in position at a 
place called Spitzkop. The fighting was 
very severe, and firing heavy. The Boers 
charged four times up the hill, and the Brit­
ish were forced to retire, having expended 
all their available amunition and as the re­
serve of it had been taken out of roach to the 
summit of the mountain. The loss on both 
sides was heavy. Col. Colley is reported as 
undoubtedly killed. Only 100 of his force 
escaped. Further particulars of the disaster, 
and news of the movements of Sir Evelyn 
Wood, whose headquarters are in Newcastle, 
will be awaited with anxiety.

Another account of the fight at Spitzkop 
states—

When the ammunition failed the slaughter 
was fearful. Finally, the British made a 
desperate but unsuccessful rush. The 60th 
Foot fought their way back to the camp. It 
is stated that only seven men of the 58th 
survive. The camp is being fortified at every 
point.

A despatch says General Colley was shot 
through the head. The lose of the Sixteenth 
foot is supposed to have been light. All the 
officers escaped. Tho other regiments suffer­
ed heavily in both officers and men. Com­
mander Romilly, of the Naval Brigade, is 
said to be dead.

A despatch from Mount Prospect says the 
Boers carried the British position on Spitz- 
kop by a rush. Tne correspondent was taken 
prisoner but was afterwards released. He 
says the body of Gen. Colley is on the hill. 
It is quite clear that the loss of the bill was 
not due to the failure of ammunition. Gen. 
Colley over estimated the strength of his posi­
tion end left its most vital part, which the 
Boers attacked in force, but poorly defended 
The detached squadron will immediately 
land, a brigade of seamen and marines with 
guns at Durban and they will be sent to the 
front.

The troopship “ Euphrates ” has 
been ordered to embark the 85th regiment at 
Bombay in a week, thence to proceed to 
Columbia and embark six companies of the 
102nd regiment and proceed to Durban, 
where she will arrive on the 22nd inst. The 
reinforcements number 2,000 men.

The loss of life on the side of the British, 
was not so great as at first reported. ‘A des­
patch let inst., states : —
In the Oommine Childers, Secretary of 

War, eaid the loss of life in the recent en­
gagement with the Boers was exaggerated. 
Thirty-five officers and 693 men were engag­
ed. Three officers were killed, nine wounded 
and seven were taken prisoners. The total 
killed is 83; the wounded 122, and taken 
prisoners or missing 50. Besides reinforce­
ments already announced—consisting of the 
99th regiment from Burmuda, 85th from 
Bombay, six companies of the 102nd from 
Colombe, and a brigade of seamen and 
marines—it has been decided to prepare three 
further infantry regiments to be shipped from 
Gibraltar and Malta.

The following from the London Times, let 
inst., is the latest concerning the disaster :— 

Detailed accounts received to-day render 
it certain that the British were driven from 
Spitzkop because they were fairly beaten. 
The fight ended in a rout. The most moder­
ate estimate of the loss places it at 300 killed 
and wounded. The latter lay exposed to a 
heavy rain from Sunday afternoon until early 
Monday. A correspondent of the Times 
with Colley’s force at Spitzkop gives the 
following account of the engagement; 
Spitzkop is about 3,000 yards from the Boera 
position. Two companies were left at the 
base of the hill and the remainder of the 
troops toiled up the hill, which is very steep 
and difficult of ascent, on their bands and 
knees. It was impossible to have carried up 
even mountain guns. Had we had these the 
result might have been different. The 
whole force reached the summit of the hill 
before daylight and about five o’clock began 
firing. The Boers bad no videttes posted, 
and were completely surprised, but they 
promptly returned fire. Our men had 
little cover, though somewhat better than 
at the Ingoge River. I estimate the 
number of Boers at the base of the hill at 
about 2,000. Up to midday their loss was 
certainly heavier than ours. Colley was con­
spicuous for his coolness and courage. He 
kept up constant communication with the 
camp by signal. Shortly after noon the Boer 
fire, which heretofore averaged 50 shots a 
minute, increased to a terrific volley. Our 
men were unable to withstand it. They 
wavered and were rallied; they wavered 
again in a general sauve qui pent. The Boers 
climed to the summit of the hill and followed 
them with a terrible fire as they went down 
the other side. The correspondent was cap­
tured by the" Boers, was treated him well, 
and gave him a pass to return to camp. He 
identified the body of General Colley on the 
field.

By the time the cavalry were in re­
treat the Fifty-eighth Regiment was attack­
ing the hill. "The first rush up tbe incline 
made the men blow hard, the grass being 
long and the ground wet. After two minutes 
rest they went on to a slight ridge between 
them and their goal. No sooner were their 
heads seen above this ridge, before they had 
time to deploy, and while they were rather 
crowded together, than the front companies 
received a terrific volley and were also en­
filaded on tbeir right flank. After about 
five minutes of this fire, our men returning 
it as best they could. Colonel Deane called 
for a charge. Immediately this, horse was 
shot under him nud he “fell. Springing to 
his feer he remmured hie men-hy shouting 
“Irum-alh rights”-- The words were, hardly 
uttered when he fell- mortally wounded. 
Major Hingston, "Who. with the other officers had kept in the front, cheering the men on 
their desperate task, then took command, and 
ordered the men to fix bayonets. He was 
instantly shot down, and has since died. 
The Boers at this time kept well in their 
trenches. Our men were lying on the ground, 
taking a shot whenever an opponent was 
seen, but when they uprose to charge the 
fire poured in upon them is described by all 
as terrible. Before the final charge our men 
were lying down within twenty yards of 
the trenches, but their fire was necessarily 
less destructive. Here Major Poole and 
Lieutenant Dolphin were killed, their bodies 
being found lying well in front of the men. 
Captain Lovegrove was seriously wounded, 
while nearly all the non-commissioned officers 
were killed or seriously wounded. “Out of 
five staff officers only Major Essex, who 
escaped at Isandula, reappeared. Lieutemeut 
Bailie, who carried the colours, being mortal- 
ly wounded. Lieutenant Peel offered to help 
bi.

A Romance of the Tay Bridge Calamity.

A singular story connected with the Tay 
Bridge catastrophe is told by the correspond- 
ent of a Dundee paper. Briefly put, it is as 
follows; ,A gentleman, whose name there 
are obvious reasons for not divulging, left 
his wife at home in a large town in the north 
of England, and started in December, 1879, 
on a tour through Scotland, travelling for a 
firm. He kept his wife acquainted with hie 
movements, and wrote to her from the Scotch 
metropolis about Christmas, telling her when 
she might expect him back.

She went to Dun­
dee, passed in review the bodies recovered, 
and eventually returned home believing ber- 
self to be a widow; the firm for which the 
missing man had been collecting accounts, on 
their side, giving up the money as loet.

An Irish leader, addressing a crowd at 

Manchester, stated that I1 if Englishmen did 
not change their temper toward the Irish, th. 
latter would long for the day when they 
could join the United States. Mr. Parnell 
would, within a month, stand in Congress at 
Washington an honored spokesman of tbeir 
wrongs.” A cable despatch has since 
stated that Mr. Parnell would probably 
come to this country directly from France 
before again visiting England. Kos- 
suth came to the United States in 1861, and 
addressed meetings in all of our principal 
cities, being received et Washington with 
distinctions which had never been bestowed 
on any foreigner except Lafayette—yet he 
failed in tbe object of his mission, to embroil 
our Government in European quarrels. 
American sympathy for the Irish people has 
already expressed itself ip liberal contribu­
tion, of money. It is nearly a universal 
sentiment here that Irishmen should have the 
opportunity of earning a comfortable liveli­
hood on the soil nt their own country. The 
hard conditions by which the land there is 
now tied up should be destroyed, and an ar­
rangement made whereby the peasants may 
become proprietors. This was done by 
Alexander in Russia, where the average 
holdings of small farmers, formerly serfs, 
and bought and sold with the land, are ten 
acres, Any peaceable measure to relieve the 
peasantry of Ireland will be strongly favored 
on this side of the Atlantic. But the Irish 
managers utterly mistake our people if they 
suppose that the United States will do any­
thing to weaken the ties of amity and friend­
ship that bind the English-speaking nations 
of the globe into one great family. Any 
amount of buncombe’ speeches may be toler- 
ated, but not one step will the American 
Government budge in a direction threatening 
the relations of peace and concord now pre­
vailing between this country and England.
