The Boston School Board has instruct­
ed the principals of schools to so organize 
their classes that the pupils may not be 
detained more than a year in any one 
grade, unless in rare and exceptional 
cases to be determined by the principals 
in consultation with the supervisor in 
charge.

A committee has been appointed by 
the Welsh Bishops to consider the ex­
pediency of revising the Welsh New 
Testament according to the Greek text 
adopted in the English revision. The 
present Welsh version was not trans­
lated from the original, but from the 
English version, and therefore, is not 
regarded as sufficiently idiomatic.

In the person of Monsignor Vincenzo 
Ambitti death has removed the most 
combative of the clergy in Rome against 
the preachers of the Gospel. The cere­
monies of his funeral were regarded as a 
strong deiponstration on the Catholic 
side. It was the first time since 1870 
that the clerical leaders had taken part 
with the whole body of the secular 
clergy in a public ceremonial.

Rev. Andrew Bonar, D. D., author of 
the Life of Robert McCheyne, (brother 
of Rev. Horatius Bonar D. D., author 
of Familiar Hymns,) one of the leading 
ministers of the Presbyterian Church in 
Scotland, and Moderator a few years 
ago, of the Scotch General Assembly, in 
response to Mr. Moody's invitation, 
comes to spend the month of August at 
Mr. Moody’s home, Northfield, Mass.

A college founded in London for the 
the purpose of giving special profession­
al training to women intending to be 
governesses or teachers in higher class 
schools has been doing good werk for 
the last three years. It sent twenty- 
four students to the first Teachers’ Ex­
amination held in Cambridge last year, 
seventeen of whom passed successfully 
both in the theory and practice of edu­
cation.

A correspondent of the New Orleans 
Democrat writes : “As little as you may 
think, should it ever be squarely placed 
before the people, whiskey will be voted 
down in Texas. It would be more easy 
to carry a prohibition law here than in 
the old States, for none of them—no 
other people on earth— have suffered so 
many woes from its use. Its blight is 
upon almost every household, its victims 
in every prison and graveyard.”

A German paper says the courts of 
Hungary have decided that Catholic 
priests have the right to baptize all 
children, without distinction ; and the 
Baron Radvanszky, the general inspec­
tor of the Evangelical Church of Hun­
gary, has called a meeting of Evangel­
icals (Lutherans) at Buda Pesth, to con­
sider this monstrous invasion of their 
rights.

The Earl of Shaftesbury recently 
opened an attractive bazaar and fancy 
fair at the City Terminus Hotel, Lon­
don, in aid of the Institution of the 
Daughters of Missionaries, which was 
founded forty-two years ago. The hall 
in which the fair was held was trans­
formed for the occasion by cunning de­
vices into a Japanese village, and the 
illusion was heightened by many of the 
ladies who presided at the stalls appear­
ing in Japanese costumes.

“With us in the Methodist Episcopal 
Church, South, the desire on the part.of 
of women to be ordained as ministers of 
the gospel, or even to preach by license 
or permission, is almost unknown. In 
a ministry numbering forty years, we do 
not now remember one who was troubl­
ed with the impression that such a course 
was her duty. We have observed all 
thia time a large and open field for the 
usefulness of women in the Church, but 
it never reached a desire to enter the 
ministry.”—Central Methodist.

Children’s Day, the 12th of June, was 
more widely observed in our church this 
year than ever before. Dr. Kidder, 
secretary of our Board of Education, 
has heard from pastors and Sunday 
school officers in more than “fifty of the 
annual conferences. The collections for 
the education of the coming ministers 
were exceedingly encouraging, and yet 
they are the smallest part of the value 
of the day’s work. We hope that those 
who forget it this Tear will remember it 
next. An annual Sunday-school day, 
observed in all our churches, will be a 
great blessing.—N. Y. Methodist.

At a meeting of the leaders of the Con­
gregational body, held at Cbaring-cross 
Hotel on the 14th ult., Mr. S. Morley, 
M. P., presiding, it was resolved to cele­
brate the jubilee of the Congregational 
Union by the creation of a fund with 
which to pay off the debts on the Con­
gregational chapels, and to improve the 
income of the ministers. Upon a pro­
posal that the fund should be £6,000, 
Mr. R. S. Hudson, a well-known mem­
ber of the body, exclaimed, “ That’s all 
nonsense ; I intend to give £20,000 my­
self. ” He afterwards put his name down 
for that amount. Mr. S. Morley fol­
lowed by a gift of £5,000, and in thirty 
minutes £30,000 was subscribed.-Citizen.

Princess Eugenie, the sister of Oscar 
II. King of Sweden, is deeply interest­
ed in the promotion of Christianity in 
the northern part of Scandanavia. Re­
cently she organized a society of ladies 
at Stockholm who devote their time and 
means to the Lapland mission. She has 
also written and sent letters to ladies of 
her acquaintance in order to secure the 
permanent establishment of this society. 
She has formed at her castle a sewing 
school which labors solelyfor missionary 
objects, and has organized a bazaar 
which she has supplied with articles of 
her own make—paintings and needle 
work-in order to gain means to pro­
mote the missionary work.

The Rev. Dr. Parkhurst recently 
made a “ Pulpit Plea for Purified Poli­
tics. ” Some of his well-put sentences 
ought to stick. For instance, “politics, 
once the science of govern rnent, ia now 
the science of misgovemment. A man 
that will use money for the sake of 
office will use office for the sake of 
money. Men with ambition for politic­
al position, and paying for it by mort­
gaging its perquisites to smaller men— 
that is the real inwardness of our sharp 
political contests that agitate us every 
autumn as a kind of political plague.” 
The preacher did not in the least go out­
side of his text to find material for a 
thoroughly able, practical and timely 
sermon.

RANDOM APPEALS 
TURE.

We have heard of a pious woman who 
bad received proposals of marriage from 
an eligible suitor, but had some conflict 
between inclination and duty, because 
he was not a Christian ; but her mind 
was determined and set at ease by open­
ing the Bible and casting her eye on the 
admonition, “ Arise, therefore, and get 
thee down, and go with the men, doubt 
ing nothing ; for I have sent them.” We 
have read of a good old man who used 
to exhort people by the Ten Command­
ments, and not by impulses ; and he used 
to tell how he got free of the delusion 
himself. When he was a lad he was 
poor and pious, and thought that all 
suggestions in scriptural style came from 
Heaven. Walking one day by a neigh­
bor’s hedge, and in his need wishing 
some of it to burn, instantly the word 
came, “ In all this Job sinned not,” and 
he began to make free with his neighbor’s 
wood. Happily the command, ‘ ‘ Thou 
shalt not steal,” remedied theapplication 
of the text and revealed his error, or, as 
the ingenuous relator remarks, the word 
of God might have led him out of the 
Church into the jail.

But all this is noticing the danger on 
only one side, though it is by far the 
most common side. The word of God 
has its threatenings and denunciations, 
and there are jiersons of melancholy 
temperament and given to dejection. 
They are prone to look on the dark side; 
what wonder, then, when a threatening 
of scripture strikes the mind in such a 
case, if the man, viewing it as a divise 
intimation, is plunged into distraction 
and despair.

We cannot love the word of God too 
much or consult it too often. But we 
•re to “ march the Scriptures,” and it is 

to dwell in us rightly in all wisdom."
It is true always that it is the only in­
fallible rule of practice as well as of faith ; 
that it was intended not only to make 
us “ wise unto salvation,” but to furnish 
us thoroughly “ unto all good works. ” 
But we are not to turn it into a kind of 
lottery, or to use it as a spell or charm.
We are to “ understand what we read.” 
We are not to take it separately, but 
connectedly ; and if we would be direct­
ed by it as to our state, we are to pur­
sue it with diligence, humility, and 
prayer ; to observe the passages that re­
fer to persons of our character and con­
dition, that describe the temptations to 
which we are exposed, or the trials un­
der which we labor. Thus, and thus 
only, will we find it “ a lamp unto our 
feet, and a light unto our path,” lending 
us the most appropriate assistance under 
all circumstances, and subserving “all 
things that pertain to life and godliness. ”

signed. Four dwellings were erected 
for the faculty and two dormitories for 
the students, while one of the very best 
working libraries in the country was 
added, involving an expenditure of be­
tween $600,000and $700,000. 1 Now,’
said Mr. Drew, * I want to give to the 
seminary an endowment of $260,000, not 
in money, but in my note bearing inter­
est at seven per cent., which would give 
an annual income of $17.500. ’ This was 
done and nothing could have seemed 
more satisfactory. The interest 
paid regularly as clock-work, and when, 
aa waa the case in some years, the ex­
penses amounted to $20,000, Mr. Drew 
supplied the deficiency without a ques­
tion. ”

The reverses of Mr. Drew, rendering 
him unable to pay the endowment nets, 

some embarrassment to the in- 
l-stitotion for a season ; but in another 
view of the matter, they were a benefit, 
inasmuch as they proved the occasion of 
mllying the friends of the school and 
thus securing a larger endowment than 
that proposed by Mr. Drew. —N. E. 
Methodist.

be but little danger of its going 
aetray from the path of virtue, be­
coming deceitful, or having an un­
governable temper, when grown to 
-manhood or womanhood.

a child receives should be imparted 
by its own parent, or by one Whose 
religious and moral character is 
above reproach, and no parent 
should tail to ‘see that the will is 
early brought uhfler suhjevtion, and 
that evil tendencies are “ nipped iu 
the bud.”

The means for acquiring an edu­
cation are now so ample that I be­
lieve the health as well as the mor­
als of our children would be im­
proved and advanced if they were 
kept at home, and under the-perso­
nal care and instruction of parents, 
until at least eight or ten years old;

be subjected to the evil contam­
inations that more or less exist 
in all schools until that age is 
reached.

We cannot begin too early ia no­
ting the inherited characteristics 
and disposition of our children, and 
it behoves us to see that the spirit­
ual and moral nature of our chil­
dren is preserved from contamina­
tion by associates and playmates, 
as much as it does for us to see that 
poison is not taken for food, or 
health destroyed by contagion.—N.

RUINED BY A SPIDER.
Spiders crawling more abundant­

ly and conspicuously than usual up­
on the indoors walls of our houses 
foretell the near approach of rain ;

They 
delayed their retreat. Within 
twelve days frost had returned— 
the French army triumphed. Dis­
jonval was liberated ; and a spider 
had brought down ruin on the 
Dutch nation.

A lady unused to the rough trav­
elling of a mountain land went thi­
ther to make her home, and receiv­
ed from one of her new friends this 
bit of advice : She had been telling 
ot her faintness when guiding her 
horse through a deep ford where 
the water ran swiftly and the roar 
was incessant, and said she feared 
she would never be able to over­
come the abject physical terror 
which dominated her whenever she 
found herself in the strong current 
midway between the banks.

“ Oh, yes, you will,” said her 
companion. “ Just take a leaf in 
your mouth and chew it, and as you 
ride across, keep your eyes on the 
other side.4’

When I heard this, I thought 
there was a lesson in it for myself 
and perhaps for others. The leaf 
in tho mouth, a simple thing and at 
first glance unnecessary, neverthe­
less had a meaning, and I soon dis­
cerned it—occupation, diversion of 
the mind from an unreasoning fear, 
something to attract attention from 
fright and peril half unconsciously. 
The look over and beyond the flood 
was emblematic of the power of 
faith, which enables us to go for­
ward, no matter how environed 
with difficulties, because we are not 
dwelling as much on the present 
distress as on the joy that is set be­
fore us.

How often we are encompassed, 
beset and thoroughly perplexed by 
the contrary circumstances ot out­
lives ! Going up stream is hard 
work when everything about is 
combining to drag us down. You 
are a young Christian, and have re­
solved by the help of our Divine 
.Saviour to livq singly and consist­
ently for him. Bntyour home influ­
ences tend to worldliness, to money 
making, to securing social position 
or to stepping higher in the sight 
of men. They who love 3’ou most 
tenderly set stumbling-blocks in 
your path, and your household af­
fections strive against your spiritu­
ality. Do not grieve about it. Take 
the leaf in your mouth. It'may be 
the leaf of Bible study. A sweet 
verse in the morning, read, thought 
over and assimilated, is a wonder­
ful onward helper. It may be the 
leaf of unobtrusive humility, for 
you are tempted to pride and Phar­
isaism more than you are aware. 
It may be the leaf of gentle effort 
for the Master, in the Flower Mis­
sion, in the invalid’s chamber, in 
the daily homely house-work or in 
the Sunday-school. Take the leaf,

«mb to Horeb.’’ Hoieb was tbe name 
of the whole mountainous district in 
tae northern part of the peninsula, 
there Moses had been dwelling with 

. his father-in-law.
Here • strange sight met his eyes. 

One of the large acacia bushes, which 
sooaad ia that region, appeared to be 
® fire. That was not an unnaual 
circumstance- What was remarkable 
is* that the bush continued to blaze 
long after it first arrested attention, 
md was yet not consumed. It was 
that which made him go np to the 
qpot, to aswUun the cause of such a 
«range phenomenon. His steps were 
«rested by a voice from the midst ot 
the horning bush calling him by name. 
Me was instructed to take off his shoes 
because he was standing on holy 
gruand. In the East still it is tbe 
custom to uncover tbe feet where we 
uncover tbe bead. Though the idea 
underlying the two actions is similar, 
it is nut exactly the same. “Wiihus 
the removal of the hat ie an expression 
ef reverence for the place we ente-, or 
ruther of Him who is woishipped 
there. With them the removal of the 
ihoes is a confession of personal defiie- 
■ent, and conscious uu -ortbiness to 
Hand in the presence of unspotted hol­
iness. ” Tbe spot where Muees stood 
was not ordinarily holier than any oth­
er spot. It was God’s presence made 
it so , and his presence makes any spot 
holy. We should have this feeling 
shout a place of worsuip ; it is God’s 
house, bis name is recorded there, and 
he manifests his presence to his peo­
ple.

Having made himself known, the 
Lord pioceeded to unfold bis gracious 
purposes on behalf of Israel. They 
t*d not been forgotten through all 
thuse lung yeuis of their bondage ; the 
Lord bad only been waiting the right 
üme t# interpose. And we may rely 
upon it that it is always thus with 
iim. Then Muses was commissioned 
to go and undertake the task of de­
manding from Pharaoh the release of 
the Israelites. In his reply we see tbe 
change that bad been wrought in him. 
In genuine humility he disclaims all 
nine* for such an important mission, 
dut he was assured of the Divine pre- 
^uee with him, that he should sucve.d 
m hi* task, and that the liberated peo­
ple ahould worship their fathers’ God 
on that very spot.

FOLIAGE PLANTS.
A great mistake is made by many in 

tbe arrangement of tbe garden in not 
giving sufficient attention to foliage 
plants. A bed of fl iwers may be ever 
so rich, and the display of colors may 
be dazzling, but if there is uo frame 
work of living green the effect on the 
ey.. is rather painful than otherwise. 
The fault of many gardens is too much 
glare. Masses of brilliant flowers— 
red, yellow, white and scarlet—are 
grouped together until tbe garden ie 
all aflame with radiant colors, and its 
very gorgeonsoees is oppressive. How 
retreebing it is to the eye to have here 
and there a clump of rich daik-grten 
foliage to rest on! While the gaudy 
hues of the flowers have a tendency to 
aggravate tbe beat of tbe summer day, 
tbe living green of the foliage is sugges­
tive of cool, refreshing shade. In eve­
ry flower garden there should be bor­
ders of eeeralé turf as a framework to 
tbe beds and to occupy space not al­
lotted to flowers. Foliage plants are 
used with fine effect interspersed with 
flowers, and in every garden green 
should be the predominant color, or 
ground, while the flowers form the ehi- 
broidery.

USEFUL HINTS.

T-i make mucilage in «tick form »t - 
lidified dissolve gum arable in hot wa 
ter to form asyrupv l.qutd. add a little 
clove oil, and thicken with powdered 
gum dexterine ; mould and dry slowly.

In making sandwiches, spread the 
batter on .the loaf of bread, and cut 
the slice» afterward, as you can cut 
them much thinner. Even if the bread 
is new, you can still make them as deli­
cate ae wafers.

Some men fill tbe air with their 
strength and eweetnees, as tbe orchards 
in October fill the air with ripe fruit. 
S -me women cling to their own houses 
like the honey suckle over the door, 
yet l^ke it, fill all the region with the 
subtle fragrance of their goodness.

Furniture can be cleansed with kero­
sene oil but muet be wiped off well. 
White spots on varnished w»od are 
removed by rubbing with a flannel 
wet with cainphene or kerosene. Dull 
varnish is brightened by rubbing with 
a flannel wet with strong alcohol, which 
dissolves a trifle of the gum of the old 
varnish, and gives a treah surface.

Fuchsias may be trained into any 
desired shape if taken in time. Take 
tbe little upright plants, pinch otft tbe 
centre, and in place of one there will 
spring two, often three, ahoote. Let 
these branches make about the same 
growth, and repeat the same process to 
each, keeping tbe side branches of equal 
length or tapering like a pyramid, or 
by clipping off all the lower limbs, and 
letting tbe upper ones droop over you 
have an umbrella.

There is nothing better for wires and 
daughters, physically, than to have tbe 
care of a garden—a flower pot, if noth­
ing more. Wbat is pleasanter than to 
spend a portion of every day in work­
ing ameng plants, watching their 
growth, and observing tbe opening of 
their flowers from week to week, as the 
season advance»? Then bow much it 
adds to the enjoyment to know that 
your own hands have planted them and 
bave pruned and trained them ! This 
is a pleasure that requires neither great 
riches por profound knowledge. Tbe 
advantages which woman personally 
derives from stirring the soil and sniff­
ing tbe morning air are freshness and 
beauty of cheek and brightness of eye, 
cheertulnevs of temper, vigor of mind, 
and purity of heart:—American Culti­
vator.

VISIT TO ST. 
NFLD.

Nor will a Christian man or woman be 
content with a merely negative view 
tA the influences of the summer vacation. 
Positive effort ought to enter Into the 
question. None but the lonely and
sometimes depressed pastor, who has
iieen cheered by the presencè of profess 
«d Christian visitors, or tried by their 
uegligenoe, can imagine how greatly 
the wanderers from cities and towns, 
-during their summer sojourn, may bene­
fit their fellow men and honor their 
Lord. The brief residence of some de­
voted Christian -man or woman in some 
quiet district has often set in motion 
influences the value of which can only 
"be calculated in the arithmetic of eter- 
•nity. The brief call on the pastor, the 
-aid in the prayer-meeting, the visit to 
-the Sunday-school, the call on the sick, 
the quiet word of Christian counsel, the 
tract, baptized with prayer and then 
-sent forth—all these and numerous 
other ways of doing good, have led to 
benefits never dreamed of, and perhaps 
■siever known to the willing agent,

It is of course to be presumed that no 
Methodist, because in the country, 
will p*«s his own church, however huin 
tile, on his way to some more pretentious 
place of worship. Perhaps we should 
not have alluded to such an act ; it may 
die that it ought to be treated as beyond 
the region of possibility. The words, 
however, are written, and may tend to 
aid some weak-kneed church-member, 
whoee absence from our larger churches 
cdsewhere has revealed a weakness pre 
viously unknown—not so much in fact

lost a President by similar means, and 
had passed through a severe civil strife, 
to come out of it with greater honor and 
influence than before, needed no outlay 
of anxiety on the part of strangers, but 
thought, quickened by the sudden flash 
of such tidings, will sometimes magnify 
present difficulties.

To 
that class of Americans, with whom 
Provincials are meet in sympathy, there 
must also have been present the thought 
of a repetition, for a long season, of that 
unseemly dead lock which has on\y re­
cently been broken, and with a termi­
nation less likely to prove satisfac­
tory.

The recovery of ftestyent Garfield 
can scarcely yet be placed- within the 
region of probabilities,—happily it _ be­
longs within that of possibilités. Let 
us pray—in the spirit in which such 
prayers ever should be offered—that 
through the blessing of Heaven upon 
human skill, life may triumph over the 
efforts of the assassin or madman, 
whichever he may be. Recovery from 
Impending death would add, there can 
be little doubt, to the previous power of 
the President in the development of the 
schemes of civil reform which he has evi­
dently cherished.

Wé can only regard the act which has 
startled the world as that of a madman, 
whoee method in madness gives little 
color to any presumption to tile contrary. 
His deed, however,' terrible as it is, 
serves to bring out tho^ features of hu­
man sympathy which Heaven has per­
mitted to linger in our souls and which 
Christianity quicken# into beautiful and 
vigorous action. Very grateful to the 
people of the United' States will be, we 
believe, the inf#reft taken in the suf­
fering President oy dur1 Queen, whose 
life mote than dice bfiên ttied it 
by the hand of the madman ; more espec- 
tally as there is every reason to 
conclude that she thoroughly repre­
sents the people- of - Britain And', her 
colonies. Druopin| banners and Anx­
ious hearts on the great hâtions! day 
will not he m vain, sad' ,as may be the 
cause, if by this means the bonds of na­
tional brotherhood be rendered 
likely of eternal duration.

Rev. J. Gaetz of Aylesford, writes 
under date of the 4th inst. : “At the 
very threshold of our Conference year,

On Tuesday last a fishing boat 
went out from Morden, having on board 
Francis Benedict, Joseph Cook, and a 
young man named Power,from Berwick, 
ill of whom met a watery grave.

The sessions of the Newfoundland 
Conference of the Methodist- Church of 
Canada, were begun in Gower Street 
church, St. John s, June 22nd, 1881.

The Conference was opened by the 
retiring President,—the Rev. Thomas 
Harris. After singing the 478th hymn, 
and the reading of the 14fith Psalm, 
prayer was offered by the Re va J. 8. 
Peach and Thonys Fox. Nearly all 
the ministers were present to answer 
the roll-call.

The Conference then proceeded to 
choose its chief officer, when the ballot 
resulted in the election to the Presiden­
tial chair of the Rev. Charles Ladner. 
After some appropriate words of con­
gratulation offered by the retiring Pre­
sident to him^ the President-elect ad­
dressed the Conference. His words 
were well given and meet cordially re­
ceived.

The Rev. George Boyd was elected 
Secretary, who also addressed the Con­
ference in hie usual characteristic style. 
The Rev. F. G. Willey was re-elected 
to the office of Journal Secretary ; and 
the Revs. Wm. Swann and G. P. Story 
Sub-Secretaries, and J. Nurse, Assist­
ant Journal Secretary.

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A PLEA SINa RECORD.
We believe our readers will thank us 

for republishing, from the St. John 
Globe, the speech recently given by Pre­
sident Inch, of Mount Allison, before 
the members of the N. B. and P. E. I. 
Conference, and several interested visit­
ors. Its perusal will be the best reply 
to certain charges of unfairness, prefer­
red against the speaker. The following 
is, after all, only an outline of an ad­
dress. to which we listened with great 
pleasure :

Dr. Inch, being called to the platform, 
paid a high tribute to the President, 
feeling assured, he said, that the inter­
ests of the Church would not suffer if 
his efforts could keep them up. (Ie said 
there was no thought of disturbing the 
old landmarks which the fathers have 
made. We were never in the midst of 
a greater crisis. Opponents were trying 
to frighten us out of our work, and 
want us to become a joint in the tail of 
a college monstrosity.

Preat wood was brought 
into competition with one of the lead­
ing educationists of Nova Scotia, and 
led him over 20 marks, standing first on 
the list ; Goodwin stood second. At 
the matriculation examination at Hali­
fax in 1879 there were eight candidates, 
of whom four were plgeked, and the 
fiast and aecond positions were taken by 
the two representatives of Moant Alli­
son, Murray and Hsott In 1880 five 
went up, <»f whom four were from Mount 
Allison, who took first, second, fourth 
and fifth positions, one of them beilfg 
Miss Stewart, daughter of Rev. Dr. 
Stewart, the others being Tweedie, Mc­
Keown and Webster, in the order giv­
en. During this period these students 
secured prizes worth $396 frein a total 
prize list of $470. Such, arid the speak­
er, was the record of Mount Allison 
College in couqiarison with its Nova 
Scotia competitors. Referring to the 
New Brunswick University, which, tak 
ing its present income as the average, 
had cost the Province $800,000 in turn­
ing out 274graduates,or atleastan expen­
diture per graduate of from $2,000 to 
$2,200 ; lie did not estimate the value 
to the country of scholars in dollars and 
cents, for it could not be estimated in 
that way ; but why should an institu­
tion, doing excellent work for the 
country, be regarded as unworthy be­
cause it is not supported by public 
funds 1 It had lieen hinted that in view 
of the difficulties now presenting them­
selves we should abandon our college 
work and cast in our lot with the Prov­
incial University. No such thought 
could be entertained. There lied been 
dark days, but the experience of the 
jiast gave assurance that success could 
be achieved by the hearty, united and 
sympathetic action of the people. He 
urged the minirterial brethren to be 
more earnest in advocating the chums 
of the Institutions and obtaining stu­
dents therefor. The College had al­
ready the endowment of $50,000, thir­
ty-six thousand of which were paid, and 
the balance secured and bearing inter­
est, but the endowment needs to be 
doubled to enable tbs college to do the 
work successfully.

At the close of a most excellent 
speech, of which this is only an outline, 
the speaker said : “ Brethren, our col­
lege—your college—must not go down."

timore and Potomac Railroad Depot, 
just after his arrival to take the train 

I for New York in company with several 
members of the Cabinet. The assassin 
was an apparently half-crazed offioe- 

1 seeker named Charles Guiteau, known 
in Chicago and Washington as a worth­
less cliaracter. Two shots were fired,

• one taking effect in the President’s 
I shoulder, the other making a dangerous 

wound in the groin. The aaaaaain was 
1 arrested and removed under a strong 
guard for fear of lynching.

It was at first supposed that the 
wounds might not prove fatal, but the 
physicians could not reach the bullet 
lodged ia the groin, and the internal 
bleeding gave rise to the gravest appre­
hensions. Several times during the , 
day false reports of the President’s 
death were in circulation. Toward even- i 
ing hope seemed to be abandoned, even > 
by the physicians and death waa looked | 
for. Later, however, a marked and 
hopeful change took place, and the lat­
est indications are encouraging.

The news created intense excitement 
throughout the even try and in Europe, 
and there wa# universal expression of 
serTOw and indignation.

The American Methodist missions are 
making progress as rapid in Italy as in 
Germany. Hardly ten years have elap- 
eed since a mission was fqgnded in toe 
former country, and exactly eight years 
since, on June 16, 1873, the first ser­
vice was held at Modena ; and now an 
Italian Conference has been duly organ­
ised comprising seventeen pastors and 
two evangelists, there being churches in 
the fallowing cities ; Rome, Naples, Bo­
logna, Turin, Milan, Venice and else­
where.’

Since 1870 Protestants have built 14 
churches in Rome, opened many 
schools, asylums and reading-rooms, 
and distributed millions of Bibles and 
tracta Several new church edifices are 
in contemplation.

The col porteurs of the American Bible 
Society in Georgia and Florida have 
visited during the last few months 49,- 
550 families, and found 18,200 (the ma­
jority of whom are colored) without the 
Scriptures. Forty-three thousand vol­
umes were distributed. ,

The building for the Yarmouth Wool­
en Mill, will be of three stories, with a 
half mansard roof, a front tower and 
cupola Rapid progress is being made 
in its construction.

Wells.

Rev. J Eatey, being first called, said 
he thanked hi* Heavenly Father that 
he bad been pieserved to see this sol­
emn and impressive hour. As he look­
ed ba ck over ins past life he remember­
ed the time when he felt that he was a 
lost sinner, in the gall of bitterness and 
in the bonds of iniquity. He did not 
remember the time when he was not 
under the influences of religions in­
struction ; he wandered from God but 
was finally influenced by the Holy 
Spirit to give his heart to God. He 
was under conviction of sin for some 
months.

When young he had lost hia mother— 
his best earthly friend, but under a 
faithful guardian he was carefull> 
trained aud his mind impressed with 
religious tbiugs. Notwithstanding this 
he wandered into sin and away from 
tbe path of rectitude, but often when 
thus wandering he felt a desiie to turn 
to God and consecrate his life to Him. 
But still be continued to sin against 
God. It was on a Sabbath,and dining 
a sermon preached by the Rev Rilpti 
Bteeken, t hut lie was deeply affected, 
and—tb-n resolved to consecrate bis 
life to Cbrist, but the good impressions 
vanished and again he wandered into 
sin. Four years after he heard a ser­
mon preached by the Rev. Mr. Earle, 
which orougUt tmu to see Lis wicked­
ness—he cast ui in self upon tbe atoning 
sacrifice of Calvary, received the foi- 
giveness of his sins and was adopted 
into tbe family of G >d. He i ever 
had reason to doubt his convei - 
sion, and always had a longing de­
sire to spend bri life in the ministry, 
and to do good to bis fell jw men. 
He found it difficult to enter- upon 
the work until finally encouraged to 
do so by tbs R3V. John Prince. To 
that father in lstael be was deeply in­
debted for the position he occupied to- 
night. Was ieceived oil trial four 
years ago. G-><l bad smiled on him and 
blessed his tffoiU in winning souls to 
Christ, and be was willing to sacrifice 
his life upon the sacred sbnne of tbe 
Christian Chutoh.

Rev. W. E. Johnson said he felt pro­
found gratitude to God for having 
blessed biin with a pious mother. Seven 
years ago he had been converted to God 
under the faithful preaching of Rev. J. 
Lathern at Halifax. For we-ke he 
struggled to obtain the mastery, but at 
last he obtained the knowledge of sins 
forgiven, and to night he felt that be 
was still on tho Rock. He had fre­
quently felt that be was called on to 
preach the Gospel. He was impressed 
with this belief while taking his college 
bourse at Sackville, and still felt that 
he was called ,to tbe ministry. He had 
bad bin dark ha well as his bright days, 
but all along since his conversion be 
felt that “ Woe is me if I preach not 
the Gospel." He was willing to devote 
bis life to Him who died foi him, to 
consecrate tho remainder of bis days 
to His service, and to work in His vine­
yard until He should call him home.

The solemn and impressive ordina­
tion service of the Methodist Church 
of Canada then followed. The charge 
delivered by the ex-President wafc one 
of the ablest and best ever heard by 
the oldest member of the Conference. 
As it will in all probability be publish­
ed in pamphlet form, l need not say 
more here. The service, which was 
witnessed by a crowded church, closed 
with the doxology and the benediction 
by Rev. H. Daniel.

IN MBMOMAM.

SABAH BARTLETT.

Sarah Bartlett, at the ripe age of 
eighty-one years, fell asleep in Jeans, 
on Sunday, June 5th, 1881. At the 
age of twenty, under tbe ministry of 
tbe Rev. John Lewis, the first Metho­
dist minister stationed in Burin, our 
defeased sister experienced the con­
verting grace of G<>d, and from that 
time till her death—a period of sixty- 
one years—was a faithful witness for 
Jesus. Among those who welcomed 
the faithful missionary was her devo­
ted mother, Hannah Goddard, who was 
waiting for tbe good news of salvation, 
and having heard, immediately em­
braced the faith of Christ, and became 
the fi st convert in Burin. Through 
her influence tbe man of God found a 
home at the bouse of her husband, 
Thomaa Goddard, and from that time 
the missionary and his eaccessors ever 
found a home with those good people, 
Though they have long since been re­
moved to the Church above, their chil­
dren, and new their grandchildren, in 
affection and liberality to the servants 
of God, are following their pions ex­
ample. The first class-meeting in Bu­
rin was commenced in their house, and 
two of the first to join were the moth­
er and her daughter, Sarah Bartlett, 
now departed to be w.th Christ. These 
are now numbered with the faithful 
dead, with the exception of one of our 
leaders—our good sister Darby, who is 
waiting to join tbe heavenly company. 
For over sixty years, Mrs. Bartlett 
regularly attended the class-meeting, 
and, like her mother, dearly loved the 
ministers of God, and in her daily life 
most beautifully exemplified the prin­
ciples of Christianity.

A faithful God sustained Hia faithful 
servant in the time of old age, who 
long before her departure wae eagerly 
but patiently waiting her Master’s oall. 
For the last ten years of life she waa 
deprived of eight and suffered much 
from age and weakness, but her spir it 
ual vision was clear and strong. 
Though during these years often de­
prived of attending the house of God, 
she found eweet co Am union in the 
class led by her devoted daughter, 
sister Pine, with whom she spent the 
evening-time of life. A few days be­
fore her death there were indications 
of ber approaching end, which aug­
mented her joy. In affliction she often 
praised God and asked those dear ones 
who so faithfully ministered to her 
temporal and spiritual necessities to 
unite with her in singing. Not long 
before her death her daughter aaia, 
“ mother, you will soon see the King 
in his beauty” etc. “ O yes, my child, I 
shall soon see Him for myself. Praise 
the Lord I shall soon be there and dwell 
m everlasting light.” Then aa the Sab­
bath was closing, without a doubt or 
fear, like an infant in ita mother’s arme, 
she sweetly fell asleep in the arms ot 
Jesus.

CORRESPONDENCE.

THE NOVA SCOTIA CONFER 
EN CE OF 1S81.

The ancient town of Annapolis, and 
its growing rival, Granville, never be­
fore greeted so many Methodist minis­
ters, as during the third week of June, 
1881. About eighty were piesent, a 
little moie than three-fourths of the 
whole number in the Nova Scotia Con­
ference. Ninety-nine yeais ag > tbe 
fi'-st Methodist sermon in Annapolis 
was piea -bed by the Rev. Wut. Black, 
on the first day of July. The next day 
he preached twice at Granville. Ever 
since that day Methodism has bad an 
existence’in those places. it was not 
the first Methodist Conference ever 
held in the place. Eighty one years 
hive passvdj away since the first con­
ference of Methodist ministers met in 
Annapolis. And strange to say, they 
met there the next year also,—1802 
There were only ten Methodist preach­
ers then iu the Maritime Provinces. 
.As follows : William Black, X\ lliam 
B -noett, James Mann, John Mann, 
James Lowry, Joshua M;vsdeu, J. 
Cooper, Thomas Olivant, Duncan Me- 
Coll, and J. Bulpit. of Newfoundland. 
All were not present. The next Con­
ference was held at Windsor, in 1803, 
where we have appointed our next to 
be held. In those early days of Meth­
odism tho Confèrence was held more 
fiequently at Windsor than at any 
other place.

The writer found a very comfortable 
home in a very old building, which had 
been transformed from a place of wor­
ship to a dwelling house. It was the 
old Methodist church built in 1798. 
A stone taken from its foundation, 
bearing tbe initials of the name, “ Wil­
liam Black,” is now to be seen as one 
of the corner-stones of our compara­
tively new church at Annapolis. The 
timbers seemed consecrated ; and while 
I endeavored, in imagination, to call 
up before my mental vision those 
men of God who met here for 
Oonference business, and to preach 
the word of life, I could sweet­
ly realize that faith in Christ 
unites in an undisturbed brotherhood, 
“ tb« whole family in heaven and 
earth." Such thoughts made my sleep 
sounder and my dreams more pleasant 
than they would have been under other 
circumstances.

The recent Conference was marked 
by a pleasing, and I rejoice to say, a 
growing feeling of brotherly love. All 
must have felt throughout its sessions, 
the truth of tbe Psalmist’s exclamation, 
“ Behold how good and how pleasant it 
is for brethren to dwell together in uni 
ty.'” Asoompared with former yeare- 
there waa §leo a decided improvement, 
in the strength and tone of devotional 
feelipg. The tabulated results of the 
year were somewhat more encouraging, 
both in reference to spiritual and finan­
cial matters, than they have been for 
some years past. The pu bîie devotion­
al services, highly appreciated by the 
people, were times of refreshing, be­
cause of the presence of the Lord. As 
a branch of Christ’s Church oar great­
est joy is to know, that God ia with 
ns. May this, the glory of our Israel 
never depart from us.

There were about thirty-five removals 
this year, nearly half the number in 
the effective ranks; sixteen of these 
were two years men. Oar enpernamera- 
iee, already one-fifth of oar whole num­
ber, were increased only one. Four 
wore received into tbe fall ministry, 
three of whom were ordained, tbe oth­
er was received from another Church. 
Three were received on trial. None 
died daring the year. Judging from 
the outward appearance of physical 
vigor,mental energy,moral purpose and 
spiritual power, we think the outlook 
for the coming year is encouraging— 
full of promise. G. O. H.
