How the Bird of the Beautiful
Plumage Is Raised.

A Californis Industry That Returns Good
Frofits, Though the Risks Are Groat—
Homeo of the Ways nad Charace
teristios of the Ostrich,

Among the many points of interest about
this city is the Pasadena Ostrich Farm,
writes a Cincinnati Enquirer correspondent
from Pasadena, Cal. It s only a short ride
from town.,

On one of the innumerable sunny, cloud-
Jess days that come to Bouthern California
we visited the ostrich farm. Over the en-
vrance gute sre the words: “Admission
twentyfive conts,” We had been invited
10 look at the rare birds, so our purses were |
none the lighter for the visit,

curious passers-by may not have a view of
ihe ostriches without paying the admission
tee.
