advantage that he got the nucleus of a for-
tune. He finally got control of the Virginia
and Gold- Hill Watsr Oompany, and that, to-
gelher with tortunate investments in stocks,
made him $2,000,000. To-day he is $250,000
worse oft than nothing.yg .

s another who owes his fortune to the Com-
stock. A man of anything but elevated in-
ptincts, yet possessed of native shrewdness,
e hag accumulated a large fortune through
ortinate inveatments in Comstock securities.

IN THE PALMY DAYS OF THE COMSTOCK

Yirginia city enjoyed flush times. In the
city proper there was a population of about
8,000 souls, consisting of miners, saloon
keepers, merchants, teamsters, gamblers and
courtesans ; 15 faro banks and 200 courtesans
lent their attractions to the place in 1876,and
I remember the lavishness with which money
was thrown to the dogs. Everyone had
monev, and everyone seemed to be on a
glorious spree. But the scene changed in
1877. Darkness and despair camped uander
the shadow of Mount Davidson, and the
glory of the Comstock seemed to have de-
parted. Bat in 1878 Sierra Nevada gave evi-
dences of a bonanza. Money was plenty,
stocks booming for a few weeks, and then, the
deal being ended, the town relapsed into a
state of semi-bankruptcy. A joint effort was
made to revive the lode last fall, and Union
and Sierra Nevada were pushed up the scale.
But the experts who saw the drifts

COPPERED THE DEAL,

and it now looks as if the dog was finally and
irrevocably dead. The Comstock has had an
unprecedented history. In 20 years it has
given to the world more than 300 millions of
money, and employment to thousands of
workingmen. It has developed some of the
finest machinery in the world, and made a
quartet of millionaires, who never hoped for
more than $100,000 between them. Its future
for many days will be that of most mining-
camps that have had their day. There is
some low grade ore that may be worked by
the Satro Tunnel mills, to be constructed
goon, but the day of bonanzas has passed.

IN ENGLAND.

THE MEN IN THE NEW CABINET.

What the Places are Werth Finaneially.

e R Loxrpoxn, June 3, 1880.

The new Cabinet and that of the last Lib-
eral administration approach closely to iden.
tity. It may be said, indeed, that if Mr. Glad-
stone had formed it with the express object of
symbolizing his own personal triumph, and of
emphasizing his claim to regard the late
election ns a direct reversal of the condemna-
tion pronounced upon him by the consti-
tusncies in 1874, he could have taken no
better means to that end. Of the eleven
ministers whose appointments have now
been made, two only—Sir William Harcourt
and Lord Northbrook—were without eeats in
Mr. Gladstone’s last Cabinet; and both ot
these were members of his Government, with-
out Cabinet office. A pause, however, has
now taken place in the process of construc-
tion, the delay being caused, it is understood,
by a question as to the modes in which one
or more of the few remaining [ osts are to be
filled.

‘T'be most significant appointment, and that
which 18 most objected to by the Conserva-
tive organs, is the appointment of Lord Gran-
ville us Foreign Miunister. As soon as it ap-
peared certain that Mr. Gladstone would
become Prime Minister, the attention of the
English public again reverted to foreign
affairs, for it Is sufficiently understood, even
by cockney grocers, that results of great im-
portance may depend upon the relations of
the new Government with the continental
powers. Now, even though Mr, Gladstone,
backed by Mr. Bright and other powerful re-
presentatives of the Radical party, bad not
declared his views of forsign policy so em-
phatically during the elections, there would
have been reason eneugh to apprehend a
complete change in these relations. How
much more reason there was for that appre—
heusion after Mr. Gladstone's violent * hands
off” speeches, I need not tell you; becauss,
us wo all know, what Mr. Gladstone bas
lately said and written against Austria
amounts to a declaration of hostility to the
German-Austrian alliance. Moreover, it ap-
pears likely to signalize the re-opening of the
Enstern question—that so it is understood
abroad, in Russls, in Germany, in Austria and
at the Porte, is woll known. Now all this,
as sonn as it became evident, produced much
uneasiness in the public mind., What fol-
lowed? To escape this uneasiness Lord
Hartington was on all hands—by both par-
ties—nominated Foreign Minister, because it
was believed that if he took the post there
would be & reai check on the idealistic treat-
ment of foreign affairs, less disturbance in the
minds of foreign statesmen, and less chance
of continental combinations unfavorable to
the prospects of peace and to ¢ British in-
terests.” But Lord Hartington is not to be
Foreign Minister., Lord Granville is; and
the fact falls with pregnant meaning on the
minds of those who are anxious to see the as-
cendency of England maintained in the
councils of Europe. The difference to them
18 this: With Lord Hartington as Minister of
Foreign Affairs there might really have been
some effective control over Mr. Gladstone's
peculiar notiona ot foreign policy ; with Lord
Granville in that office there will be less con-
trol or noneatall.. Toillustrate my meaning,
it will be enough to recall the fact that Lord
Granville wad Mr, Gladstone's Foreign Secre-
tary in the last Liberal administration, and
that during that period he_conducted affairs
in the purely Gladstonian spirit, and with
what must have been, or, at any rate, is uni-
veraally believed to have been, the sacrifice of
his own judgment. Take, for fnstance, the
violent and even insolent denunciation of the

Black Sea Treaty by Ruseia; nobody believes
that Lord Granville would have consented to

play such a small part in the farce of the
time, but for the overruling determination of
his chief. It was Lord Granville, too, to
whom Count Schouvaloff conveyed the Czar's
royal promise in the Khivan affair; who re-
corded it solemuly as a promise on no ac-
count to be broken: and who, within a
few months afterward, took no notice of its
complete falsitication. These and similar
other things are, of course, not forgotten ; and
when they are remembered all doubt disap—
pears as to how Lord Granville's return to
the foreign office nnder Mr. Gladstone—and
at a less vigorous time of life—must be re-
garded by statesmen abroad. Mr. ¢iladstone,
then, is net only Prime Minister and Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer, but, virtoally, Foreign
Minister too, and this is what is now causing
all the misgivings and trepidation in the ranks
of all intellizent moderate Liberals as well as
of Conservatives.

It may be interesting to some of our
readers at the prerent moment to
enumerate some of the principal offices
which have to be filled by a new Prime
Minister, and the salaries attached to the
same. When I am at home in America 1
often hear complaints made, that this or that
Government official’s salary is too bigh; but
I think my reader, after examining the sab-
joined list of salaried offices, will be inclined
after all to congratulate himself on living in
a country wherae the civil list is comparatively
80 modest :

Beply to the Lord Mayor’s Appeal

o

DxAR Sir~] find in the European news of
this morning o oable wessage from the Lord
Mayor of Dublin, ** addressed to the Mayor of
every town in the Unlted States and Canada.”
The Lord Mayor says :—

** 1 regret to say that more funds are stlil
needed for the rellef of distress in Ireland. In
many districts the pinch is now equal to any
previous time, The distress 18 snuch felt by the
small farmers, who dread workhouse relief, but
can get nothine else till the crops come in.
While deeply grateful for the generous contri-
butlons already recelved, I cannot help askln
further asslstance for the Mansion lHouse Fun
Committee daring this wrying period.”

Not e single dollar should be sent from
Ameriea to the Lord Muyor of Dublln in re-
sponse to this appeal ;—not because the Irlsh
seasantry do not need further ald, but because
the Manaion House Committee ot Dublin, and
the Lord Mayor himself,Jdeserve American con-
demnatlons instead of American contributions.
1 rejer to the real committes, not the orna-
menlal membersof it. Kor thesactive members
of the Mansion House Committec represent a
claas of srishmen whe never hesitate to dis-
grace their country before the world rather than
10 relieve thelr suflfering countrymen by thelr
own individual contributions, America has
£lven more than all the rest of mankind to re-
llava the distress of the Irlah tenantry—g dls-
tress created for the raost part by the exactions
of the Irish landlorda-and yet instead of ap-
pealing Lo these rich landed proprletors Lo have
Flly on the victims of their avarice, and hold-
ng them up to the scorn of Christendom if they
refuse aisistance. the Lord Mayor of Dublin uses
the Atlantic Calble as a beggar's dog to catch &
few more pennles for the paupers whom these
mercilesa and mercenary miscreants have
created?

I never saw men s0 bankrupted in self-respect,
s0 nationally degraded, ag the wealthier ciars
of Irishhmen In bDublin, Thelr spirit of casts is
50 strong that they do not seem to suspect that
in the eyes of the world, outside of their own
soclal cireles, whelever degrades the irish
peusants degrades 1he Irish gentry; that
to the world at large Ireland I8 a
untt, and that their petty Lilliputinn factions
are of no greater interest to it than the fights of
krites and crews In the county Doncgal.

In the last report of the Mansion House Com-
mittee, I ﬂnd_ that Australla and New Zealand
contrilmuted £53,670 to relieve 1rish distress; the
United Btates, £5,658; Canada, £2,818; Indln,
£3,750; the peoplr (NOT the Government) of
KEngland and Scotland, £10,446; but I can find
no account of the contributions of Irish land-
lords or of the Irish gentry.

Neither could I find uny record of the contri-
butions ot the Inish landior 8 and Irish guatry
’byu the reports of the Duchess of Marlborough's

nd.

Now, I don't know a single Irlsh girl in
America who has not given one dollar, at Jeast,
to the rellef of Irish distress; and thousands of

them have supported theif pdrents in Ireland
since the present distress began. After I lec-
tured in Bosion, the other week, o poor seam-
stress whorafused to tell her name—saying only
“ God knows my name ""—contributed $£50 to re-
llove the Irish distress: a sum that represented
the savings of at least six months' incessant
toll. The doliar subscription represented two
days’ wages, How much did the Queen of Eng-
Jand give? One days’ wages! How much did
the Prince of Wales give? One thousand dol-
lars.  How much did the Lord Mayor of Dublin
zlve? £50,1 heard—but I also heard that he
kpent £700 for the bull given to the officersof the
Constellation: not to honor America but to
procure a knighthood! £:0 for famine: $8,500
for a feast!

The Duke of Edinburgh, the other day, wna
invested swith the Order of St. Patrick by his
thrifty maother, in “ recognition of his services”
{n distributing the food—sent from Amerioa—
amobpg the starving Jmlsantu of the West of [re-
land. Now what did this stripling do? He has
& large income, ag one of the (Jueen’s sons, be-
sldes bis pay a8 an officer in the British navy.
How much did 2 give for the rellef of Irish dis-
tress? Not one penny. But it has been
heralded by “ reverend ” and other parasited of
royalty that the Duke put ceri’in gunboats at
Lthe dispossal of the Amerlean Committece. He
did not do 50, orlginally : for two of the pun-
bouats, to my personal knowledge, had been em-
ployed in that service for several weeks before
the Duke came to Ireland, and one of them, the
Goshawk, to my personal knowledge, had also
been put at tho disposal of absentee iandiords to
send over the constabulary to evict starving
peasants on Clare Island in the county Mayo.
The Duke of Kdinburgh did not go to Ireland to
help to distribute the American supplies. He
way there, when I was in Queenstown, in the
line of his regular daty, as & naval officer, and
spent moat of his time tishiiog and sporting, and
dining out.

Why do I recall these facts?

Because it 18 time for an lndignant outcry
from America aguinst the shameless and heart-
lags indifference 0of (ha werlthy classes of Kng-
land and scotland to the sufferings of the Iris
geasuntry. The Queen, the Duchess of Marl.

orougli, and the Lord Mayor of Dublin deserve
no thanks from America. They deserve re-
proaches for thelr miserly contributions for the
rellef of the Irish distress.

The hushand of thie Ducheas of Marlborough,
for exnmple, recelved $100,000 as salary for the
practically sinecure ottice of Lord Lientenaaot of
Ireland. He inherlited the enormous wealth
of the Churchills,. He married and his
son married into wealthy families, Yet
hig Duchicss, rich in her own right, gave only
£250 to hend her own relief fund. A Cork paper,
before I left Ireland, begged, for the honor of
Ireiand, that the wealth of Ireland should add
an Irish Fund to the Amerlcan, the English,
the French, the Australlan, and the Canadlan
Funds for the relief of the poor of Ireland !

I have not published this d!sgraceful fact so

fully before, lest I might tnjoe, not the Irish
rich, but the Irlsh poor. Butnywthat the Lord
Mayor has become a persisient beggar from
Amecries, it I8 titting that Americans should tell
what we think of his class. Passthe hat again
1o your penurious Queen, Mr. Mayor, and your
mercilesslandlovds,ind {our close-fisted gentry,
pefore you shout across the Atlantic to us.
. There is another phase of English responsi-
bllity for Irish distress on which America's
volce should be heard in emphatic tones of re-
buke. Let It Dbe replled by America to the
Lord Mayor's begglng merssage that the distress
in Ireland can be abolished in a single day
by .a single vote in the Fouse of Commons.

THE FRENCH LOAN.

The following resolutions have been
adopted :—
Regolved, 1st. That the Licutenant-

Governor may authorize the Provincial
Treasurer to contract' a loan, and for that
purpose to se!l aud negotiate bonds or de-
bentures in the name of the province, to an
amount not exceeding——dollars.

Revolved, 20d. That such bonds or deben-
tures shall be payable in thirty yecars from
the date of the issue thereot, and shall bear
interest at a rate not excceding five per
centum per annitm, with a sinking fund of
one per centum per annum for the redemp-
tion of such bondsy and such bonds or deben-
tures shall be issued in the form and accord-
ing to the mode and condition and in such
currency, and payable in the place or places
which, in the interest of the Province, the
Lieut.-tiovernor in council shall deem ex-
pediont to prescribe.

Resolved, 3rd. That the Treasurer may,
under order-in-council, arrange for tho pay-
ment of the said sinkiog fundannually to the
bolders of the debentures, for such a number
of years ag the investment thereof at com-
pound interest frem yenr to yenr will suflice
to rederm tho principal ot such debentures at
maturity, and in such case such dobentures
shall bu fully paid at the expiration of the
time when the sald sinking (und and annual:
investment thereof from year to year will
suffice to redeem thedebentures issted under
the authority hercof.

Resolved, 4th.  That the amounts raised
by such lonn and issue of bondsor debentures
shall be employed in the payment of the
balance due te any rail way company upon any
subsidy granted iy the legislature of this Pro-
vince for the completion of the Q. M, 0& 0.
Railway, and for reimabursing the consoli-
dnted fund of this Province for moneys here-
tofore paid therefrom for railway purposes.

THE BONAPARTE FAMILY.

Wo are enabled, says the london Morning
Purt of the 13th inst, to publish the follewing
letter of Prince Louis Lucten Ponaparte to an
English friend, which sets forth distinctly the
ditterence betweon the heudship of the family
and of the dynasty and of the order of succes-
sion of each :—

My Lrear Friend—You wish to know from
me who are the persons of the m isculine sex
who, according to the laws of the second Em-
pire, are legally entitled to bear the nume of
Bonaparts. I can hardly refuse to satisty this
curivgity of yoirrs were it only for the sake
of preventing fulse notions about the persons
of my family. Or the four brothers of Napo-
leon 1., Lucien, my fatner, and ferome are the
only two who are represented by living de-
scendants.  Cuardinal Bonaparte being Charles
Lucien's eldest son’s son, and Lucion being
Jerome's eldest brother, the cardinal is im-
controvertibly, whatever may be pretendel
to the coutrary, the sole and real chiet of the
Jonapirts family in the ordinary sense of this
word. Prince Nupoleon Jerome, and aftor him
his two song, thanks to Nnpoleon I1L, and ac-
cording to the constitution of the second
Empire, whose fall the Prince now accepts by
his adhesion to the Repnblic, was, undoubt-
edly, the immedinte heir of the Emperor,
and after his desth and before his ad-
hesion to the new rule, the chief of the
Imperial dynasty. ‘This fact, however, can by
no means entit!e bim to the qualification of
uchief of the Bunaparte family,” given to him
by his pelitical friends, who ignore, or pretend
to ignore, the difference existing between
what 18 dead, although capable of being re-
vived by the grace of the Almighty, and the
national wigh, as the imperial dynasty is, and
what is atill in all the vigor of lite, as the Bo-
naparte family. The Cnrdinal, I repcat, is the
only chief of my family, and all its other
wembers can only succeed to him in this
qualification in tbhe following and no other
order :—1. Napoleon, commonly called Napo-
leon Charles, brother of the Cardinal ; 2. Louis
Lucien, the eldest living son of Luclen,
lLirother of Napoleon 1. ; 3. Plerre Napoleon ;
his youngest brother ; 4. Jerome, son of
Jerome, eldest fon of Jerome, the youngest
brothes of Napoleon 1. ; 5. Jerome, his son ; 6.
Charles, uncle of the last’; 7. Napoleon
Jerome, the only liviog son of the first Je-
rome ; 8. Victor, his eldest son ; 9. Lonis, his
youogest son. Sincerely yours.

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| NDON'S UNDERGROUND RAILROADS
Misery—Extension of the

rty and;
pove Framchise—The Game Laws.

‘{From Our Own Correspondent.]
Loxpox, June 6.

The London system of underground rail-
ways are truly one of the wonders of the
Last year on these underground iron
highways there were six million passengers
carried in safety. They run for miles and
miles under the city in every direction, bat
{he most wonderful of any ie the one beneath
the Toames embankment, for again under the
rsilway is the northern mais sewer—a very
river of fillth—carrying the sewerage of Lon-
don ten miles below the city into the Essex
Marshes, where there are immense filtering
beds to deodorize the putrid river and dis-
charge the afluent waters into the Thames.
From Blackfriar Bridge to Westminster
Dridge, along the entire length of the em-
pankment, the railway runs underneath, and
pnder the railway the sewers, both being
made in the shape of two great tunnels of
cement and brickwork, one over the other.
Those underground lines run in every direc-
tion, aud at various places connect with all
the great railway stems of the country.
The constructjon must have cost millions,
but stock in them is the best railway property
in the world. From five in the morning till
twelve at night there are a succession of
traine every three or four minutes, no train
remaining longer than a few seconds at a
station. The ease and rapidity with whichthe
locomotives are stopped and started is really
surprising. Man, indeed, bas now great con-
trol over the mqst powerful of all natural
forces, namely, steam. Every one ot those
trains is lighted by gas—not by oil—which is
carried in a reservoir fitted on the root of each
carriage. From five to seven in the morning
¢ gll the London lines run workmens' traing,
{ carrying thousands of men in and out of the
metropolis to their work at two-pence per
day, or ashilling a week. This, on the rail-
way companies, is comspulsory, under an Act
of Parlisment, for now, by the continual im-
i provement of the city, the working-classes are
compelled to reside in the suburbs, while
their business lies in the town.

LONDON LIFE

is something entirely different from life in
any other city, It is so large, and inhabited
" by 0 many nationalities of people, that it has
entirely a social system of its own—nccent,
manuers, customs and usages, the growth of
its institutions and existence. We will take,
for instance, the common lodging houses, ‘o1
which there are nearly fourteen hundred, in
the area of the metropolitan police, or within
twelve miles in acircuit round the Poat-Office.
Some of these houses are eatirely for men,
while others are exclusively for women, and
sume again for both ssxes. They are all re-
gistered under an Act of Parliament and sub-
ject to the control of the police in sanitary
matters. The proprietor i» bound to con-
form to the Act by giving each lodgera single

. bed for three or four pence a night, a kitchen
to cook in, a good fire, salt, papper, and hot
water. In every police station a maun is told

' to do duty among the lodging houses in

he district, which duty comsists in eeelng
that everything is kept in order and that
¥ there is no overcrowding. "The detectives
also occasionslly visit these places, just to
keep their eyes on the poorest ot the criminal
class, aud to now and them make arrests.
Every landlord is a relieviog officer, as far as
his own house is concerned, for the guardians
of tue poor allow him an order-book to give
to sick or deatitute lodgers tickets for the
workhouse as parish doctors, but not for anvy
out-of-door relief, The seething mass of
vice, poverty and wmisery in this overgrown
city is something fearful, yet, with all that, it
is probably the healthiestand, considering its
sizv, the best arranged in its cleansing, light-
ing aud police of all the towns in the world.
Thirteen hundred common lodging houses,
oach on an average having two hundred beds.
The inmates of those places the very poorest;
waifs and strays without homes or babita-
tions. I bave been of an evening through
many of those houses, and in them I have
often found men of cultivated intellects,
victims of circumstances, but more frequently

. of drink. I have found doctors, lawyers and
! clergymen glad of a bed in a common lodging
house and to associate with'the broken down
gamblers, the destitute laborer, the reckless
tramp, the hungry beggars, the idle lout, the
impecunious magsman aund the poor, honest
man looking tor employment, All those
types, and mawy others, enter into the
" aconomy of Lendon life and form a portion of
its daily exlstence. They are the residoum
filtered down by our class system of society,
and it could not be otberwise in a country
where there are so many class privileges as

in Eagland -

Of this I think the men now in power are
cogunixant, and, in justice to the millions who
have no voice in making the lawa they are
bound to obey, wijl extend the franchise in
Ireland and assimilate the borough and
county franchise, which for both countries
will be practically household suffrage. The
Iate elections in the London districts were
conducted under Sir Charles Dilke's Act for
keeping the polling places open from eight
in the morning till eight in the evening, thus
giving the workingmen an opportanity of
voting without losing tlme. The plan was
tound to sult admirably, ard now the measure
j8 to become lay throughout the Kingdom.
This is merely an introduaction to the greater
measures, but it is a good one, and one that
will give to the mass 6f the people greal
satisfaction,

divine precept, « Dounto othersas you would
bedone unto.” What matters it that tens of
thousands of acres of land lie waste tor this
game to roam over while Canada and the
United States are pupplying us with food.
What matters it that annually ten thousand
people are sent to prison to be kept at the
public cost, for, in the day. of destitution and
bunger or in the hour of temptation, taking a
hare or a pheasant! William the Conqueror
depopulated some hundreda of square miles to
make the New Forest. He drove out the
wretched Saxons and buorned their homes,
towns and villages. This done he planted
the sites with forest trees, and enclosed the
entire area in a ring fence. He then brought
in from his estates in Normandy a great num-
ber of deer, which he turned loose. To pre-
serve this forest he made a law that, wound-
ing one or those sacred deer, a man wag to
have his nose slit, and for killing one was to
be hung. This was for many & century the
law of England, with the exception that the
aristocracy claimed portions of the privilege
which the inhuman Conqueror arrogated en-
tirely to himself. In this way, by division,
the despotism weakened, but still a very ugly
remnant of it has come down to our time;
however, I think the present party in power
will before long, to a large extent, abolish
this relic of a feudal despotism.

THE NEW IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

“ It is our Openiog Day."

The oft-repeated predictions of the
neglected prophet Bepjamin Disraeli had
come true at last, and the terror was upon us.
Deep had spoken unto deep; there had been
an upheaving of the waters; and the floods,
breaking loose, and carrying onward in their
terrific rush the stirred-up social residuuw,
had overwhelmed the Imperia!

Sir Walter
Barttelot, adorned with a cravat of flaming
crimson, intended to propitiate raging incen-
diurism in the mass, and to soothe roues de la
revolution, shared Mr. Mowbray's refuge and
his views; and Mr. Baillie-Oochrane—soon
to be trauslated into Cochrane-Baillie, Baron
Lamington—surveying the fearful scene from
the still intact peers’ gallery, felt glad, almost,
that he was out of it. Those persons with
beaming countenances and sparkling eyes
who were jostling each other soenergetically,
shaking hands with 8o much’ fervour, talking
and gesticulating and darting hither and
thither as if possessed bv demons of activity,
were radicals, democrats, republicans, atheiats,
communists—sans culoftes, That was the
notion of the noble lord, the right hou.
gontlemen, the hon. bargnet, and one or two
other relice of a pasterk: rescued from anni-
hilation to prove thnt“’ﬁ"l‘ory majerity once
existed.

THE PROVIDENCE BOAT RACE.

Wallaee REoss Wins the Ruce-Rliley
Secona—Hanlan Nowhere.

Proviprxcr R. 1., June17.—=The following
started in the amateur race to-day :—William
Marray, Portamouth, Va; Timothy Murphy,
Norwich, Conn; Frank E Holmes, Paw-
tucket, R 1; Edward Hayden, Boston; Geo
QGaizel, New York ; John Buckley, Portland,
Me; Joseph Laing, Montreal. The Fits.
geratd Brothers, Philaduvlphis, did not appear.
The oarsmen got word at 1:23 or 4:221.2
Holmes promptly shot to the front, catching
the water at the signal, aund rapialy drew
ahead, followed by Gazlel and Hayden. These
positions remained unchauged at the half-
mile, but at the mile Gaizel pushed to the
trous, Holmes second, Laing third. Holmes
rounded the turn first, steering direct tor his
Luoy at a lead of four orfive lengths, and fol-
lowed by Gaizel and sMurray. Buckley and
Murphy followed, turning Holwes' buoy,
Laing sixth and Hayden reventh. Helmes
retained his lead to the finish, keeping to the
frout without much exertion, although
Gaizel spurted once or twice. The latter
a1 the finish was at least three lengths in rear
of Holmes, with Laing third, Murray fourth,
Buckley fifth, Hayden Sixth, Murphy seventh,
Othcial time, 22m 44s. Holmes was grected:
with prolounged u;:r!nuse. Ho received the
silver trophy valued at $1,000.

The following started in the pratessional
race— Wallace Ross, St Juhn, N B: George
W Lee, New York; Jawes Riley, Saratoga;
Horatio ODclano, Chelsea, Mass ; James A
TenEyck, Delano, Poughkeeprie ; Fred. A,
Plaisted, Boston; Jacob Gaudur, Toronto;
James A Demsey, Geneva; Robt W Boyd,
Middleboro, Eng ; Edward Hanlan, Toronto
At the signal Huanlan rushed tothe frout, fol-
lowed by Boyd and Riley.  After a time Ross
pushed nhead of Boyd nud they fought steadily
for third position beyoud the half mile.
Finally Ross passed the Englishman and
sped for Hanlay, passing hiw beforo 1eaching
the turning poiut by three or four lengthe,
with Riley 2ud, Hanlan 3rd.  Gaudur seemed
to hove touled with his buoy in turning and
Boyd tarcd L6 iwticr. for ho cawe in contact
with his buoy aud was deidined nearly balf a
minute. As the buoy was rounded the wind
fresbened perceptibly, with white capr and
billows at frequent intervals,  Boss steered
toward theeastern shore, with Hiley 2nd and
the Champion 3rd. Ross maintained hie lead,
and about half a mile from the turn, Hanlan
was obrerved to cease rowing and rest on bis
oars. When asked what was the matter from
the press boat, he placed his band on his
chest as though experiencing pain. At this
time Ross was several lengths in advance,
with Riley second. The water was excoeed-
ingly rough, and one oarsman was rfeen to
leave hic boat, The police boat and several
other bonts went to his rescue.  Plaisted and
TenEyck were steering for the western shore,
with the latterin advance. Ross kept a lead-
ing position very easily, and at the tinish had
alend of thirty-gix seconds, with Riley 2nd and
TenEyck 3rd.

The
water was iu rood condition, and everything
seomed favel sable. as war expected. Holwes
won easily. He rowed the third halfmile
straight for hix buoy as a line, aud makinga
pest turn, was well ou his way home betore
the others turned. Everybody scemed tobe
sutisfied with their race. The crowd inat.
tendance is cstimated st 50,000, Bulletine
sent out during the progress of tbo ruce proved
to be generally incorrect,owing to the failure
of the telephone system of signslling by
means of coloured balls. This failure is due
to the oarsmen failing to wear the colours
ussigned them in such positlon as to make
them confpicuous. In turning tue stakes the
nrew bers of the press on the tug boat Reliance
found it impossible to dietinguish the per-
sonality of the contestan’s, several of them
turpicy the same rtuke, thus ndding to the
contusivn, until the arrival of the tiwe
keepers. On ebore it was generally believed
by tho spectators that Buyd was third wund
I’laisted second, while in fact both were so
far behind that their time was not taken, QOne
of the stunds gave way before the race.

Although the profersivnal race did not end
as expected, thero is no general feoliog tha
everything wus not “square.”  Ilanlau's

After the regatta many thousands of people
proceeded down the bay to Rocky l'olnt,
where the oarsmen were enterlained and the
prizes delivered. Speeches were given by
ex-Governor Lippett and Mr. Soule, and the
presentation by Colonel Spooner, Speaker of
the Rhode Islund House of Representutives.
There was a brillinnt dis lay ef fireworks.
No definite ivformation can be gained ro-
specting Hanlan's disability. Riley vays after
mnkiog the turn he seemed to indicate he
coulduot pull, and gave up the contest as
though suffering from cramps.  Alderman
Flypn says he wus simply outrowed and

Sik A. T. GALTS ENTERPRISE.

The generusity of Sir A. T. Galt is only
equalled by his want of patriotism, always
supposing it is not a blunder, if not & crime,
for a Canadian to love hiscountry. Of course,
it is expected from our Canadian Ambassador
in London that he should do something in
return for the handsome salary of $14,000 and
expenses, but he need net have been in a
hurry, no one required of him that he should
do something grand all at once. No,one for
instance, was prepared for his first great en-
terprise, which consists in sending us over
3,000 pavvies to build up theCanadian Pacific
railroad. We never wanted this same rail-
road, but if unfortunately it is to be construct.
ed, even by instalments, it strikes us very
forcibly that Canadians can do the work as
well as Englishmen; and if advances are to
be made at all, they should be to our own
people. There is no necessity for straining
one's eyes to see poverty abroad and relieve
it, we bave lots of it in Canada and to spare.
Stalwart Canadian men, and willing, are every
day crossing the border in quest of cmploy-
ment, most of whom are lost to the conntry
forever, and now here goes ourtitled mini=ter
and announces that the Canadian depr.riment
of Agriculture is prepared to bring out 3,000

Allan people will manage to be connected in
some shape or another with the railroad, with
American contractors, and with English nav-
vies, to the detriment of Canada. In 1877,
when a body of umemployed laborers and
mecchanies waited upon the Minister of Public
Works at Ottawa,and asked for employmeni
for God's sake, he never dreamed of sending
them to Manitoba as navvies. In 1878, when
mestings of workmen were held in Montreal
and this very same question of sending the
unemployed to our Northwest, the Govern-
ment looked on with the supremest uncencern.
We would like to ece the unomployed, the
poor, the indigent of the three Kingdoms, sent
to the Northwest and made prosperous, it we
had no workmen of our own toassist. In a
matter like this it should bec Canada first,
and Canada second, and Canada every time.

The more closely one looks into the Galt
scheme, the more absurd it appears. Here
are the workingmen of Canada paying taxes
and supporting a Government, though it may
be indirectly, some of which workingmen

would wish above all things to be assisted to
Manitoba, where their foture would bein a
measure secure, but instead of looking after
them, what does our Government do? It
strains its eyes and finds 3,000 men in Eng-
land, who, it must suppose, have better right,
although they don't pay taxes, and think this
a « blawsted country you know.” Of a truth,
charity begins abroad. It way be told us
that we did not grumble when the Government
of Canada granted $100,000 to relieve Irish
distress, but the cnses are altogether dissim-
ilar. ‘The Irish peasantry were in dapger of
dying of hunger and Canada relieved them,
or at least attempted to relieve them, for it is
now beyond doubt that most ot our $100,000
will go into the pockets of the landlozds, if it
is not there already. There is no starvation
in England, there is no danger of starvation,
and if there was there is the richest Govern-
ment in the world to prevent ii. On the
whole, we imagine Sir Alexander Galt should
be recalled, and if he wants the money badly
the $14,000 thould be given to him here in
Canada, where he can spend it without doing
mischief.

TBLE SHIELD OF ACHILLES.

We are intormed by the cable that King
George of Greece received an entbusiastic re-
ception in England. A grand banquet was
given in his honor, at which the Phile-
Hellenic British Premier was present, a8 well
as other distinguished Englishmen who love
freedom with such an intensity, and whose
classic education makes them revere Grecian
poets, sages and warriors, as if they were
their own. When Greece was struggling for
freedom against the unspeakable Turk Lord
Byron, the foremost Englishman of bis age,
dedicated his life and his fortune to her
cause, and aroused a feeling among his
countrymen in her favor which has not yet
died away, although it is true that Beacons-
fleld played her a seurvy trick at the Berlin
conference. But then. the QGreeks are
Aryans, while the ancestors of D'Israsli were
of the Semetic race. This may account for
the brilliant trickster's conduct, With
Gladstone, however, it is diflerent, He is a
great claseical scholar; his soul feeds on the
memory of Greece's mighty past, and not
only that, but he isan advocate ot freedom in
all countrles with one solitary exception.
His powerful voice and pen it was which
had the most potential effect in stirring up
the nationalities and chasing the hated Bour-
bon from Italy. He made the maudlin por~
tion of the British Empire weep tears of
molasses at the treatment dealt out the poor
prisoners in Neapolitan dungeons, and he

carried out on a gigantic scale and immigra-
tion has commenced, and the Celis are going
with & vengeance.

Now, if
Canada were divided into electoral districts
or arrondissements and the electors entitled
to plump for one, that is to say, give him four
votes, the lrish element would return mem-
bers to Parliament commensurate with their
numbers and poeition. Even if there were
but thf®e members to the disirict Toronto
could return an Irish Catholic as well as
geveral counties in Ontario, Quebec and other
Provinces. At the present time the Irish
Catholic electors can enjoy the consolation—
it consolation it is—that whereas by uniting
they can oust any party from Jpower without
benefiting themselves, they connot, because
of bigotry and prejudice, elect one of their
own to Parliament except with the assist-
ance of folerant Frotestants in a few consti-
tuencies. But it is not the Irish Catholics
alone who suffer in this respect, Irish Pro-
testants are also ostracised, though not to the
same extent, ax the following figures, taken
from Mackintosk’s Parliumentary Companion,

ELECTORAL STATISTICS.

The Ottawa Frer Pressis calling attention
to the curious fact, that, in so far as Ontario
ie concerned, while the Conservatives carried
the general election of 1878 by alarge ma-
jority (68 agninst 25) the numerical majority
at the polls was ridiculously small, or some-
thing over 6,000. In other words, the Con-
servatives, with 128,000 votes, clected the
larger numbcer, and the Liberals, with 122,000,
the smaller. Thus, while the Conservatives
had only one fwenty-fourth more votes than
their epponents, the Conservatives had twice
and halt more members as & final result. If
the Free Press carried its statistics & little
further, it might, very logically, supposs that,
under tho present electoral system, an actual
minority in the country could return sn actual
majority to Pailiament, and not only that, but
a larger wajority, The 7ree Press does not
give us thoe total votes cast for the parties, for,
being Liberal, it only shows the outrage
where it pglares. It it did furnish the mll
numbers it might be seen that the Con-
scrvatives obtained a majority of the Do-
minion votes, but that, atter ull, is not the
question, and our contemporary is right in the
main if his intention to show up the anoma-
lous election law of Canada, a law which,
among a great mapy other stupidities, we
have borrowed from England. Here is Mon-
treal, for instance, equal in population, wealth
and intelligence to fifteen average Ontario or
Quebec constituencies, and ce:tainly equal to
a1l the constituencies in Manitoba and British
Columbia thrice told, and BMontresl returns
but three members, while Manitobs and Brit-
ish Columbia sends ten to the Ottawa House.
Can aunything be more glaringly unjust?
Now it does not takeca person with arich
imagination to conceive that it will come to
pass that chance may some fine day or other
throw all those beggarly constituencies of
Manitoba, British Columbia and the other
Provinces, with their average of a few hun-
dred voters, on one side, and Montreal,
Toronto, Quebsc and the populous counties
on the other, and that the beggarly ones may
win. Itis common gense t0 say the major-
ity should rule, but it is rank nonsense to say
it does rule under the present system. What
is 1equired i a redistribution of seats and
cummulative voting. If, for instance, the Do-
minion were divided into districts, according
to population, with so many membersto each
district, not only would the arrangement be
just and equitable tawards the whole country,
but certain elementsin our population, which
are now all but disfranchised, wonld have &
voice, and minorities would be fairly repre-
sented as well as sectionsa. in the Province
of Ontario and Quebec there$sa large Irish
Catholic population, which possesses the
franchise true enough, but really, only for the

Canadian nation.

CANADA AND THE ['NITED STATES.

In the number of the Nortk American Re-
ciew just published there is sn able article
from the pen of Goldwin Smith, under the
head of « Canada snd the United States.” It
is a reply to a former article of “Sir }rancis
Hincks, and a vigorous reply it is, though
covering but ten pages. The gist of the ar-
ticle written by Sir Francis Hincks was to
the effect that 1t was the interest of Canade
to preserve intact the connection with the
mother country, to make the tie stronger if
posdible, and (although he does not state it
broadly) to be jealous and watchful of the
United States, while smothering her own as-
pirations for natural existeuce. Goldwin
Smith snys this state of eternal vassalage is
unnatural, aud that Canada ghould first look
to ber own Interests, and second to the con—
nection, which it was beneficial Lo preserve, if
it did not inlerfere with Canadian prosperity.
Sir Francis writes, in fact, llke a man who has
guined by British connection, and Proteesor
Goldwin Smith like one who is honest, im-
partial and disinterested. Inreferenceto the
present movement for commercial union, the
writer thinks it is more economical than po-
litica), and that the journalists and commer-
cial men who me looking for ite consuma-
tion “are no more agitaters than he (Sir F)
is mow, and not half as much agitators
as he has been in times past,
The wmovement is not the ofispring of
intrigue, but the behest of nature.” The
writer proceeds to say that Canada consists of
four districts, separated from each other by
great natural barriers. B:otween the Mari-
time Provinces and Cauada proper lies the
wild country through which the Intercolonial
rups ; between Manitoba and British Colum-
bia lies not only a formidable tract of desert
but a series ot mountain ranges still more
formidable, while each of the separated terri-
tories is by nature connected with an adja-
cent portion of the Union; Nova Scotia and
New Brupswick with New England, Quebec
and Ontario with Vermont, New York and
British Columbia with California, and Mani-
toba svith Minnesota. While naturs joins the
two countries, Canadian politicians, at the dic-
tates of Imperializsm, do ell in their power to
keep them asunder,and Canadians ara advised
to look everywhere in the world for connec-
tions and markets except at their very doors.
The result is injurious to the United States
and uneatisfactory to Canada. The Inter-
colonial military road cost the country
thirty-six millioas of dollgrs, and is run at a
heavy annual outlay in the interest of the
British aristocracy, while the matural route
lies through the State of Maine. The Caneda
Pacific, another unprofitable military road,
will cost hundreds of millions,and will never,
never pay. It will, however, bring the honor
of knighthood to s great many, The politi-
cal railroads of Canada sltogether are a ter-
rible drain on her resources. The Canada
Southern is a natural road and pays dividends

Liaten to the words of Goldwin Smith:—
u The Canadian people, apart from any wish
for political change, are disquieted, as well
they may be, by the finenclal results of a po-
licy which adds the ruinous expenditure of a
chimerical Imperialiem to the commercial
atrophy caused by the severance of Canada
from her own continent and natural markets.”
Further on the writer says, with great force
and truth, that, were it not for the part the
Americans took in fomenting the troubles of
1837, the Fenlan raids, which they compla-
cently connived at, and the antagonism bred
in the U. E. Loyalists on account of the.con-
fiscation of their estates, Canada would have
been long ere this a commercial part of the
Union at lesst. The Fenian raids (we
quote) also gave a fresh stimulus to Orange-
isin, which is an embodiment of exclusively
British sentiment.” So that the Fenians, in
their erratic endeavors to swamp the bold
Briton on this continent, actually intensified
British feeling in certain classes. Neverthe-
less, the great bulk of the people of Canadas
bear no ill-will against the great Republic.
A young Canadian goes to push bhis fortune
in Chicago, just as naturally as & Scotchman
goes to London or Manchester, and finds him-
self at home immediately. Forty thousand
Canadians fought in the Union ranks during
the war, and a million Canadians, French or
English, are now living in America” (says
Mr. Smith). As regards the fighting, how-
ever, Mr. Goldwin Smith must not be carried
away with theidea that a big bounty had not
something to do with it. The writer con-
cindes his spiendid article with the following
paragraph ;—

«We are dealing with the commercial
it question, and with that alone.

ARMIES of missionaries, with their bug and
baggage and cargoes of bibles, are annually
despatched from FEogland to convert the
heathen wherever he may be, and, perhaps, to
found British colonies and trading posts.
The Queen is reported to have shown a bible
once upon atime to some semi-civilized
foreign potentate as the cause of England’s
greatness. And Her Majesty was right in a
degree, for although England is a bad hand
at converting with the bible she makes it
pay indirectly, and the people who imagine
that the millions upon millions of bibles
shipped for foreign parts every year are a bad
investment labor under an immense delusion:
‘What, however, people cannot so ensily un-
derstand is sending missionaries and bibles to
the Weat of Ireland—an unfortunate district
which has been fleeced long and long ago—
except it be, as the Yankees say, through
sheer cussedness. If the missionariea really
wanted to convert they need but open their
eyes and look around them t{o find thousands,
aye millions, of poor Englishmen, women
and children as ignorant of the Christian
doctrine as they are of astronomy. The fol-
lowing clippivg from an exchange will illus-
trate our meaning ;—

A few houie missionaries are needed in Eng-
land. A dying man in Hampshire, wlien visited
recently by his parish clergyman, was deeply
offendcd at his being called a slnner. ** Sinner,”
he aaid, *I be nosinner. I havebeen tochurch
evely Sunday for twenty-two years and never

DuoLiy, June 17.—Theland tronbles in Ire-
land are beginving to assume a very serious
aspect. Land League meetings are growing
in numbere, and ecenes of violence are of
everyday occurrence. The non-payment of
rent programme is bearing its inevitable fruit
in the hundreds of evictions which take place
every week, nccompanied Uy lawless threats
and in many cases snnguinary outbreaks. The
people assemble in thonsauds to resist the
processes of eviction, but the landiords, with
the assistance of the police, are asually snc-
cessful. An ejectment inthe county Leitrim
yesterday ended fatally so far as one of the
assaulting party was concerned. The facts
are as follows :—Henry B. Acheson, of the
county Roscommon, attemped two months
ago to fence in a farm which belonged to bim
near Ballinamore, in Letrim, from whicha
tenant bad been ejected. He was then fired
at by a crowd with blackened faces. It was
tbought better to let the matter pass un-
noticed.

A FATAL AFFRAY.

Yesterday the attack was renewed upon
Achesen, who is only eighteen years old. He
was guarded by fourteen constabulary. His
agsnilantg, who were peasantry from the sur-
rounding ceuntry, armed with shovels, pick-
axes, &c., were & thousand in number. At
first Acheson was anxious fo retire, but the
constabulary encouraged him to remain, say-
ing they would protect him. An old man
advanced from the crowd and asked why he

wished to disturb the peace of the country. |

Acheson replied that he merely wanted to
fence his own land. The old man then re-
turned to the crowd, which immediately at-
tacked Acheson and his men. Qae laborer
was knocked down with & hlow from a spade,
and Acheson received a stabin the side.
Ache-uon's men and the police then ran,
Several shots were fired by the aseailants.
Acheron wae gradually dirtanoing all his
pursners but five, who kept close to him. One
of them named Meehan armed with = spade,
was about te strike, when Acheson drew a
revolver and told him to stand back. Meehan
ran forward with the spade raised. Acheson
then fived to the right and left of Meehan to
frighten Lim, but he rushed on undsunted.
Whereupon Acheson took straight aim nud
lodged a bullet in Meohan's side. Hedropped
at once. A policeman came up, and putting
Acheson on his car, drove him to Ballinamore,
where Lie remains underarrest. Meehan died
several hours afterward.

LAXRDLORD AND TENANT,

In the House of Commons to-day Right
Hon. William E. Forster, Chief Secretary for
Ireland, stated that the government cannot
assent to thereading of Mr. O'Cornor Power's
bili for extending the right to claim compen-
sation for disturbance to tepants evicted for
non-payment of rent, but that be will propose
a clause in the Relief of Distress bill enlarg-
ing the powers of local boards tor awarding
compensation to occupiers of land, and that
Mr. Gladstone would move for a commission
of inquiry into the Land act of 1870.

THE FRENCH AMBASSADOR AND
AUGH O’DONNELL, M.P.

THE DUELLO CROSSING THE STRAITS,

No idea can be formed of the excitement in
Fleet street and the city about the O'Donnell
scene in Parllament. The press messengers
spread arumor that the Irish members were
in oper rebellion nnd deadly conflict with
the Government. Itwassaid Mr. Biggar had
defied any member of the Government to
mortal combat, and that the Premier had
ordered the member into custody of the
Sergeant-at-arms. A party of mounted
constables happening t& pass through the
Strand westward while this sensational story
was in circulation, it was concluded tbat
they were an escort on the way to bring the
rebels to the tower. A movement was made
to the Palace yard, and at eight o’clock 3,000
people were massed in the enclosure, pa-
tiently gazing at Westminster Hall. Mean-
while, newsboys rushed about yelling.
There was a great crush at the House
on Thursday in the hope of seeing more fun,
but the people were disappointed. O’Don-
nell is for the present a very crushed com-
moner., An explanation of O'Donnell’s at-
tack on M. Lacour ig given by the Paris
correspondent of the Pall Mall Gazette. He
says :—% A Home Rule niember of PArlia-
ment is the London correspondent of L'Uni-
vers, which may have promoted the attack,
but the most poswerful stimulant was Zamour
propre. M. Lacour le a bad tempered man ;
his ambition has been hungering, but when
he chooses he can be delightful, Two years
ago a deputation of Home Rulers came to
Parls, and called at the office of ZLa Repub-
ligue Francaise.

He began to feel that
the Home Rulers were compromisiong friends,
and to ask himself what would the Chan-
cerics think if Lu Republigue Francaise, of
which he was an editor, took their part. So
next time they went to his ofice he took no
pains to be civil. His sourness degenerated
into cutting acerbity, and the Home Rulers
ended by shakiog the dust of the chaussee
d’dntin off their feot, and taking M. Lacour
en yrippe. 'This more than auything else was
the causs of Mr. O'Donunell’s question.

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WRECK OF THE ** NARRAGANSEYT.”

HOW THE DISASTER OCCURRED.

The steamer Narragansett, of the Provi-
dence and Stonington Stecamship Line, sailed
{rom her pier, at the fout of Jay street, North
river, Friday afternoon, 11th June, at 530
o'clock, baving on loard, it is estimated,
about 300 passengers. She was commamded
by Capt. W. S. Young, who took her out on
this occasion for thoe first time. It was a
pleasant evening, and everything gave pro-
mise of a prosperous vayage to Stunington,
where the passengers were to be trausferred to
cars for Providence and Boston. Upon enter-
ing the Sonnd a genite swell was enconnter—
ed, but there was no sign ot rough weatber,
and the passengers thronged the saloon, and
chatted together full of life and animation.
Darkness settled down upon the waters, and
most of the passengers retired to their state
rooms or betths to enjoy a good night's rest.

The (vg-whistle was blown at intervals as
the Narrugansett plunged on hor way through
the water. and this, with the splashiug of the
wheels aud the groaning of the massive en-
gine, was the only noise which disturbed the
stilloess, The whistle was uot blown as
often ag it should have been, or the sudden
breaking-up of this pleasaptly-beguu voyage
would never bave ocerrred, Suddenly, jast
before midanight, when the steamcr was oft
Corntield Light, opposite Clinton and Madi-
son, Conn., and Greenport, Looyg Island, with-
in 17 miles, or two hours sail, of Stoningten,
and 100 miles from New York, there was a
crash, the lights of the suloon suddenly went
out, and the air was filled with tho screams
ot frightened men and women. lona mo-
ment vast volumes of scaldinyg steam pagsed
throuzh the calin, and the place resounded
with the cries of oflicera and men giving
orders and calling for aid. For a brief
seasoh nobody kaew what bad bappened, but
those on Jdeck saw Jimly a huge hulk locked
fust to the Narragansett, and the cry went ont
that there hud Leen a collision.  The Ston-
ington, of the sanmo line, bounl from
Stonington to  New York, had crushed
through the Narraganeett, her how sticking
in the port side, just forward of the wbeel-
liouge, Several of the Narragansett's pas-
sengers were struck by the Stonington. and
three state-rooms were carried completoly
away in the collision. The Stonington bucked
out as Boon as possible, having lost her bow-
sprit and about three feet of her stem.

The panic which followed this inde
awakening of the pussengers on the Narra-
gansett was terrible. Mon, women and
children jumped from their beds and 1ushed
shriekine from their state-rooms and berths,
some in their night.clothes, and none com-
pletely dressed. They fitled the darkened
saloon, and pushed and jostled oach other in
their frantic efforts to get upon the dock.
The oflicers seem 1o have lost their heads
completely, and, with the cxception of the
purser, -Jobn Kiernan, not one of thum, from
the nccounts of the pusrengers, seems to have
done anything to stop the panic. Kiernan
rensoned with the frantic men and women
who surrounded him, but he might as well
have talked to the winds.

In the midst of the tumult the Narragansett
was discovered to Le ou fire. The bow of the
Stonington hal penetrated the boiler of the
other boat, the burning coals of the finnnce
had been scattered on the oiled wood-work of
the steamer, and now to tho fear of death by
drowning was added the horrors of 2 death by
vurning. This increasod the panic, and n
rush was made for the boats. But there wers
no oflicers at their posts to sbip them, and the
pnssengers cut them adrift and piled into
them like sheep. The firét to reach the
water was overcrowded and it was swamped,
but the others were put ndrift with their pre-
cious cargo. The steamer was settling, the
heat from the fire was grow’ng too severo to
be borne, and men, women and children
plunged into the dark waters with chairs,
mattresser, planks, and whatever else they
could lay their handa on.  Ono mother had
{oft her babes in the rtateroom, and the fire
and smoke fonght her back as she attempted
to rescue them, 8o that she was obliged to
leave them to perishin the {lnmes.  Another
jnmped with her babe fnto the water, alieady
tilled with struggling men and women, and
the little one was wrenched from her grasp
and sucked heneath the waters. The inci-
dents of that terrible night are full of suffer-
ing and agony to scores of hurnan beings.

The steamer Narnagansett was burned to
the water’s edge, and then the hull, with her
entire cargo, sank in cight fathoms of water,
No accurate list of her passengers was kept,
and many who sailed in her ate not now
known. It is, thercfore, impossible to osti-
mate the exact loss of life occasioned by this
collision. Of the estimuted number of pa=-
sengers, abint 300, the City of New York
brought to this city some 250, while the
Stonington carried several to Stonington.
Between 70 and eighty lives were lost.— New
York Sun.

THE PRIESTS AND PROPLE.

Paris, May 26, 1880.

Nir Charles Cavan Duoffy, one of the most
earness and distingulshed of that brilliant set
of young Irishmen who constituted what was
eslled © the young Ireland party,” and many
of whom died in exile, has been passing a fow
weeks in Paris on his way back from
Avgualin. 1t will be remembered that he
expatriated himeelf in despair of seeing his
hopesof justice for his country realized. He
wead to Australla without any other idea
than that of practising his profession of bar-
rster, and had ne purpose whatever of en-
gaghog again in public life. He had not
been there more than a year, however, when
e was pursuaded to enter the Legislative As-
sbmbly. The experience acquired in the
Eaplish House of Commons soon singled him
eut jor grave responsibilities,  After the
Rabit of new couutries, he held in succession,
during twenty years, offices with the mobst
waried doties.  He was successively Ministor

of Public Works, Minister of Public Laonds,

Minister of Roads and Railways, and finally

Prime Minister. Hia experience in the

Honse 0f Commons, as I have stated, had

made him thoronghly acquainted with Parlia-

mantury precedents and practice, and at the
eommencement of a new colonial Parlisment
¢three or four years ago) he was elected

Speaker and held this office until the eve of

Bis return to Europe, when he announced his

imtention not to hold it again. He left his

eidest s0m, however, in the Ministry, and 18

hmself now on his way to Ireland to carry

out a purpese which he deems a sacred duty
and for which he has renounced the emolu-
ments of a Ligh position.

Chance having brought me iu contact with
3he veteran patriot, I put some questious to
bim as to his impressions regarding the pre-
gent poiitical situation in Ireland and as to
®is own views in connection with it. He
said ke had always declined to be questioned
on thu part of newspapers aa to bis opinions
and intentions, but the muuilicent donation
of $20,000 which it had made to the Irish
yoor entitled the HErALD to exceptional rom-
2lsirance from Irishmen, and he would
answer anything I asked in reason.

In reference to a paragraph which had ap-
peared 10 the London Times announcing that
ho was expected in Loundon very soon and
wonld be putup for an lrish constitueacy, Sir
Bsvan said that he had been communicated
with on the subject, but did not desire to re-
%um to Parliament at present. He had been
»enrly thirty years in Parliament at home or
in she colonies. He knew what counld be done
there and what could not bedone, and he pre-
Jerred being outside it for a time. He had re-
trned to Europe for the purpose of publish-
ing a book, and he would not let Parliament
or anything elsedivert him from that pucpose.
The book was & history of the group of
onators and jonrnalists known as * Young
Ireland,” beginning with the period of
@Gounell’s monster meetings and ending
with the conviction of Smith O'Brien and his

. frierds in 1848.

I asked bim whether it would not be well
o postpone the publication of the book until
%6 had done some work in Parliament.

He said he would rather postpone Parlia-
ment until he had finished his bosk. Maany

WHY HE LEFT IRELAND,

1 enquired how it happened that, with his
atrong interest in Ireland, he had ever gone
%0 Australia ?

He replied that he had gone there because
Jreland had lain down basely at the feet of
Lords Aberdeen and Palmerston. In 1850
dhe people wers flying to America and the
golonies at the rate of a theusand a day from
the famine and the exterminating landlords.
2n conjunction with Froderick Lucas, George
Henry Moore and ethers, he had founded a
parlinmentary party to obtain such a change
m the laws affecting land as wouald save the
Erish race from the extinction with which they
seomed to be threatened. More than fifty
mambers were elected, pledged to a sweeping
meform, and pledged also not to accept office
with any administration which would not
msake this reform a cabinet question. Sadleir
and Keogh broke their pledges, took office
and carried off more than half the Irish them-
Ters to the support of the Aberdeen govern-
ament, which did not adept the proposed re-

- %orm. The honest members fought the de-
sertors at the hustings, in the press and at
public meetings, but the superior clergy, es-
pecially Archbishop Cullen, supported those

- who had fallen away from them, and a Inrga
Juass of Jbe p oople did the gamy:  The btulk

e s

of the priests remained faithful, and the Irtsh
party would have succeeded in the end but
that the clergy were ordered by certain
bishops to refrain from political meetings, and
thus the most substantial prop was struck
from under the popular platform. The Irish
party appealed to Romo aguiust the polioy of
Archbishop Cullen. Lucas, who carried the
appeal, was supported atthe propagands by
geveral bishops and by one archbisbop, but
he was unsuccesiful and died of disappointed
hopes, He was au Englishman, but he loved
the Irish people, and served them with per-
fect fidelity, according to his convictions. He
(8ir Gavau) bad declared at the outset that if
the priests were withdrawn from politics he
would throw up his seat in Parliament and
leave the country, and he did so. Hedid so
under the belief that you could no more sway
the peasantry agalnst the exterminating Innd-
lords in 1855 without the aid of the priests
than you could have raised the Highland
clans a century earlier without tke help of
their chiefe- In his farewell address he(8ir G.)
remembered he had used a phrase which bad
been misquoted & hundred times gince. He
said, “ You might as well appueal to a corpse
in a dissecting room to rise and walk as ap-
peal to the Irish peasantry to combine and
act without their clergy.” This had been dis-
torted and coustantly cited as if he had sald
that ¢ Ireland was as dead as a corpse on the
dissecting table.”” Now he hated controversy
and did not think it worth while contradict-
ing the misstatement.
House of Commons the party of fifty had biag
reduced to five by desertion inside ADA gptside
Parliament. .

I enquired if he Bad gone into politics at
once ln Australia®

He replied in the negative and said bhis in-
tontion originally was to practice as & bar-
rister and refrain from colonis! politics, and
he did so fora ime.  Butthe new constitu-
tion was coming into force, he was offered a
seat in the firstParliament under it, became a
member of the first government created by
the will of the people,and thus became com-
mitted to a public career.  The system of
government in Australia Sir Gavan des-
cribed a8 the freest in the wacld. Whena
reform commended itself to the people it was
immediately carried into effecct. Al public
offices were filled at the discrotion of Minis-
ters enjoying the confidence of the commu-
nity. The government of Englaud or even
the Queen could not appoint or remove ¢ven
a policemran in Australia. She appuinted the
Goveinor a3 her immediate agent or represen-
tative, but no one ¢lsv.  Australin wad one of
the most progperous celotries in the world,
and he rejoiced to say that nowhere, not even
in the United States, was there so large a pro-
portion of Irishmen who were landed proprie-
tors or in good professional and industrinl
positions. .

THE IRISH IN AUSTRALIA.

I enquired if it was because Irishmen
were & majority of the population that
I:ish statesmen were so successful in Aus-
tralia? ‘

Ho said that the [rish, so far from beinga
majority, only amounted to a fourth orfifth of
the population, and there was actually a
smaller proportion of Inshmen in the parlia-
ments there than in the British House of
Commons. Butmen who emigated generally
got their prejudices rubbed off, and a popula-
tion chiefly Euglish and Scotch allowed
Catholics to attain to office in Australia
which no wisdom or virtue apparently would
enabie them to reach in England, where there
had not been a Catholic Prime Minister or
Speaker since the time of the Tudors.

I asked him his opinion in regard to the
existing division amouag the home rulers, but
he said he had refrained from mixiug in por.
sonal controversies in Ireland for more than
twenty years, even when hisown name or con-
duct was in dispute, angd heintended to purse-
vere in the samee course.

I enquired whether he thought the Glad-
stone administration then in course of forma-
tion would bo usetul to Irsland.

Hia reply was that it a man of genius and
courage like Mr. Gladstone could not carry
practical reforms it was vain to hopo that any
one else could. But for the individual will
of Mr. Gladstone the Irish Church establish.
ment would bestil! in full operation, and the
Irish tenantry in three provinces bare ot all
defence against unjust landlords.

1 suggested that the Irish had not shown
themselves over gratefal for theso services.

He said there was some truth in that
charge, but perbaps only a halt truth. It was
hopeless to expect men to be euthusiastic
over imperfect justice, and the English people
would not suffer Irish questions to be settled
fairly. The disestablishment would have
formed a temporary theme for a satirist like
the autbor of « Gulliver's Travels.’ Religious
equality was proclaimed, and it was estab.
hished by giving one party all the churches,
all the glebes nnd the bulk of the fund by way
of compensation, and when the other party
asked a single ruined church, dear tothem
from historic associationg, the House of Lords
threw out the bill which granted the conces-
sion. The bases of a liberal land code were
certainly laid by the Gladstone government,
and the new administration might perfect it,
but they found the principles of it ready to
their hand in the speeches mnd writings of
the Irish Land Reformers in 1853. Sir
Robert Peel, when he carried Catholic eman-
cipation, and nagain when he carried free
trade, recognized the services of those who
had made his path easy, and it would not, he
thought, have wmisbecome Mr. Gladstone to
have remembered men without wnom he
would have never heard of the Irish land
question. Whea he took uplrish claims again
there was a very simple meothod by which he
could secure the gratitude of the country and
of the world; let him insist on Parlin-
mentsettling them in the same spirit in which
he settled the Alabama claims, and not
always proffer a pitiful composition of so
many shillingsin the pound to Ireland. One
of the few generous lord lieutenonts sent to
Ireland told a great English minister a truth
still worth remembering when he sald « that
an imperfect settlement of a national griev-
ance leaves a splinter in the wound."— New
York Herald

adirect vote ef the House of Commons. The
second victory, in short, of the Irish party was
won on the evening of Friday week.— Nation.

The linen trade of the noith of Ireland is at
present in & very depressed condition. Mat-
ters are much duller now than they were prior
to the revival in business which set in some
mounths since. The propriety of patting the
mills upon short time was under conrideration
lust week, A trade meoting was held, but a
sufficient number and proportion of the spin-
ners had net signed the agreement regarding
the short time, and 8o for the present the pre-
posal has fallen through. In yarns, business
during the past tén d4ys for both home trade
and exportation has been very dull, and the
stocks on the market have been increasiug.
Tow yarns are slightly lower. It is said that
in consequence of the precarious position of
the flax crop, some gpinning firms have for
the present witbdrawn theilr yarns from the
market. In brown power-loom linens very
little new business is being done As regards
light goods, stocks bave been on the increase
and prices tend downwards, while for medium
linens the demand is very quiet, and stocks
show a slightincrease. Very little has been
done in heavy goods. Production is barely
consumed, but there has been no alteration
in prices. Very little is being done in linen
handkerchiefs, very few of which are being
manufactured at present, and as to cambric
handkerchiefs the demand ie slow. In bleach-
ed and finished livens the business done of
late in the bome trade has net been extensive,
which is largely owing to the Whitsuntide
holiday season, and both the Continental and
American trade are dull. Thestocks held by
the trade generally over Ulster have increas.

Laxprorp axp TENANT Birn,—The follow-
ing is the full text of the bill introduced by
Messrs O'C. Power, Gray, O'Sbhaughnessy,
Commins, and Synan. 1t is entitled « A Bill
to amend the Landlord nnd Tenant (Ireland)
Act, 1870," and is ag follows -

« Whereas it i8 expedient to amend the
Laundlord and Tenant (Ireland) Act, 1870,

« Be it therefre enacted by the Queen’s
Most Kxcellent Majesty, by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the Lords spiritual and
temporal and Commons in this present Par-
liament agsembled, and by the authority of
the same as follows :—

«]1. From the passing of this act so much
of section 9 of the act of the 33rd and *34th
years of her Majesty, cbap 46, as provides that
ejectmemt for non-payment of rent shall not
be deemed a disturbance of the temant by the
act of the landlord shall be repeated, and in
case of & tenancy or holding determined by
such ejectment or other legal process on the
part ofthe landlord for such non-payment,
the court shall consider such a determination
of the same a8 a disturbance by the act of the
landlord, without prejudice, nevertheless, to
any rights which such landlord may have
under tho said act or otherwise, to any deduc-
tion from or setoff against the tenant’s claim
for compeusation under the said act for such
disturbance or determination of his said ten-
ancy.

“3;. This act shall be constructed with,
and form part of, the Landlord and Tenant
(Ireland) Act, 1870, and may be cited as the
Landlord and Tenant (Ireland) Act, 1880."

examination (imprisonment for not more
thaa one year, with or without hard labour).

A larye portion of every day is devoted just
»ew :lo‘,thgodutmcuon of insects. Tbhe first
visit 1s to the potato-field, where as many
Desties as can be picked from the vined are
gathered into a suwall tin pail, in the bottom
of which is au lach or two of water, with a
little kerosene oil upou it. ‘The beetles die
spea touching the ofl. This is slow work,
but it pays, for every female bestle will lay
over 1,000 oggd. and these may give a great
deal of trouble when the young larvx appear
in swarms, besides the damsye done to the
crop by eating the leaves. In three hours 1
oollected in this way ovsr 3,000 beetlos, equal,
if balf were females, to 1,500,000. Then the
early cabbage plot is visited, and the youung

n worms killed by crushing with ¢ o
finger; ora little pepper is dusted upon taoe
leaves, which kills the worms. Roso-bugs
are very numerous, and are found upon pota-
toes, cabbage, meloms, cucumbers, cherrics
and grapes, devourlpg the leaves, fruit aud
bloasoms. Theseare picked uff or caught in
the small pail above mentioned, as they drap
from the leaves at the slightest touch. The
currant-worm is also crushed with the finger
and thumb, or, when plentifal upon a leaf, the
1eaf is plucked off and dropped into the pail.
This 18 not labor lost, if every one would do
the same; but it is exasperating for those
who thus work, or who hire some oneto do
this work at considerable cost,to find neigh.
bors neglecting the pests, and leaving them
to breed and increase without an eflort to de-
stroy them. Ifa popular sense of what is
vight sod just could be evoked, and the
means of destroylng noxious Insects be used
by every farmer, we should soon be free from
thers.

CLITIVATION IN HOT, DRY WEATHER.

The stirriog of the Foil in the dryest, hot-
test weather 38 very useful. Ope may readily
perceive this on an examination, in very div¥
weather, of the soil o1 A garden or tield which
has been frequently stirred ; and that under a
sod or onaroad. The former will be found
moist, from the surface downward, while the
iatter »i!l be hard and perfectly dry. Onthe
retnre of wet weather, the condition of the
caltivated soil 1s favorable to the inimediate
abeorption of the rain, while the hard soil by
its dryness and hardness repels the water,
which fows over and away from it without
moistening it. This is a fact that may be
studied with advantage, for one never learns
anyuhing 80 well and remembers it so per-
mumently as when he has personsally inves-
tigated and seen it for himself.

PAINTING BARNE,

‘fho Hon. George Geddes, not long ago,
startled many of those who have great con-
fidence in his opinions, by declaring against
painting barng and stallles as a waste of
money, the preservative effects of the paint
not cearly returning its cost. Itis not likely
that Mr. Geddes ¢ praotices what be preackes’
in this respect, or acts consistently fn regard
toit. Forifit isa waste of money to painta
barp, it is equally & waste to paint a house,

‘and would he bave farmers to leave their

wooden houses all nopainted and leoking
wretchedly, or are his own baros bare and uan-
painted It is not always that we should
thus counsider expenditures. If we are to
measure the mera meney value of a thing, we
should come down to first principles, and do
pothing at all unless we could see the money
peofit in it. We should, to act conmsistently,
return tolog cabins and bark camping places,
and eschew soap and good clothes, because
they cost money, and filth is cheap. We
cannot carry any such principle Into execu-
tior. The mere worry and loss of self
respect to a man who has a rongh, unpainted
house and farm buildings, and the sense of

. skame and inferiority to the neighbors which

hie family must feel. would considerably out-
weigh the money cost «f the painting. I
would have &ll buildings painted. My hay-
barracks, evep, are painted, posts and roof-
boards, and the paint pays for itself; for the
roof-boards have not curled up, do not warp,
or skrink and sweli alternately, as if un-
painted, and the small costis a trifie com-
pared with the comfort and the profit. Red
is too conspicuous a color, and although
it is now extremnely fashlonable in country
places jor garden and piazza furniture and or-
nament, yet it is too prominent and glanng
io suita refined taste. 5o with thered barns;
a much more agreeable and appropriate color
is the rich brown, so nearly matched by the
brown rocks, brown soil, and brown bark,
which are natural and complementary to the
green verdure, This color is cheap, durable,
and fire-proot., Itisthe brown oxide of iron,
wade from the earthy iron ore known as
hematite, which ie ground fine, and, when
mired with linseed-oil, oxidizes with it and
forme a hard durable coating. It spreads
and covers well, and one coat will last many
years. Any farmer's boy can learn to paint,
and as the paint costs but $1 50 per 100
pounds, and oil is cheap, every farmer should
paint hie buildings, even to the pig-pen and
the hen-roosts.
IRRIGATION OF GRABS LANDS.

Eyery year, In some locality, crops are infured
or destroyed by dry weather. Bofar asraln is
tongerned we arc Lelpless, but there is water In
cvery stream which passes through parched
felde. and yet it gives them no help.,” Every
Jear a8t some seasonsg rain falls in excess, the
strepms =gn full, and the low places are ficoded
umtil Lthe 4iminishing water-oourses in time
carry off tee surplus. Yet this water flows
ihrough hollowg and valleysin which it might
be impounded and kept to be made useful in the
ever-recurring 0'3" seasons of the year. Grass
s the most usefin crop we produce, and dry
Urmes injure the grass more sericusly than al-
inost any other, yet thera {5 no other that could
be watered 8o easily and so effectively as grass.
In Evcrope, where the climnte is not so gry as
ours, one sees constanily water meadows so
arranged as tobe irrigated by the streams which
pass through them, and tlese grasglands, peren-
alally verdant, are valued more highly than any
other land. Some water-meadows cauld not be
purchased for less than $3,000 to 65,000 per acre,
and they pay interest upon this enormons va-
luatjon.’ The present year there are thousands
of agres of our grass fields which will not vield
a pound of hay, and which lie many feet below
the levels of strenms which rise in the hillg

H. Ball, of Bristol, Englaund, was also
a buyer for the Glasgow market,

and made several purchases at from 5}c to
5)c per b live weight. Montreal as a cattle
market anpears to be attracting considerable
attention, there being three representatives
of different eattle firms in Great Britain on
the market to-day. Cables received from
Glasgow on Baturday reported the cattle mar-
ket quiet, with prices slightly receding, and
advising shippers to operate cautiously. Al-
derman McShane has & quantity of distillery
and stere-fed cattle ready for shipment, most
of which will leave this week. Ocean freight
space is still scarce, most of it having been
engaged ahead.

At Viger market butchers’ cattle met with
an indifferent sale at prices ranging from 3ic
to 43c per 1b. Calves were scarce, and sold
at $4.50 to $8.50 each for fair to good sized
stock, smalier ones selling at $1.50 to $3.00
each. A few sheep sold at $4 to $5.50, and
lambs at S2 to $4.5¢ each as to size.
