is, to an alarming extent steeped in infideli­
ty. This holds true both of the higher and 
lower literature. The left hand school of 
Hegel knew how to find its wa/among the 
lowest classes of the people by making its 
philosophy popular in a flood of pamphlets, 
novels, romances, dc_\, but no one would 
credit it, up to the year 1848. In France 
the feuilleton, or light French novels, the 
productions of such writers as Dumas, Sand, 
Eugene Sue, are demoralizing in their ten 
deticies. One Review tells us that about 
two years ago " the total amount of immor­
al publications has been stated at 29 000 000, 
out-numbering the total issues of those ol the 
religious societies." lu the year 1851, ibe 
purely infidel press in London issued publica­
tions amounting to more than 12,000,000; 
of avowed Atheism about.640,000, and up­
wards of 17,500,000 of a negative or cor 
rupting character. All this i£ exclusive of 
what are properly called Newspapers. The 
•- »ent circulation in Loudon of immora 
..-. 'auuped publications, of a half-penny to 
three half-pence each, must fie over 400 000 
weekly, or 20,800,000 yearly. In addition 
to these is the weekly importation of French 
pr.nts and novels, ol so indecent a character 
that once they could only be obtained by( 
e’ealth, but may now be purchased openly 
Ir in any venders of the other periodicals 
The anii-Christian cheap literature, or read­
ing for the million, has been classed thus : 
1st. The avowedly l"fidel 2ud The pol 
luting. To this class belong R-ynolds's 
periodicals—styled “grossly immoral trash,” 
and also what is called the “ gallows litera­
ture," feeding the morbid feeling about crim­
inals. 3rd. Latitudinarian, The Family 
Herald belongs to this class, and in part to 
the first and second also. It has the large t 
sale ol any of the penny or cheap publica- 
l ns among the working classes. Its week­
ly circulation is more than 200,000. " It
has facts and philosophy.for gentlemen, and 
hints * and entertainmeuis lor ladies "— 
Through this channel flows, says one, the 
exbihrating beverage and ihn diluted poi- 
ron' and is more akin to tue sentiments of 
Theodore Parker then those of Christ and 
his apostles. Man’s original uprightness is 
here denied ; non-responsibility for belief is 
inculcated ; the salvation of the whole race, 
without any exception, is preached ; and to 
speak of future punishment, or the docirine 
ol aidneinent, is represented as making a 
sort ol Moloch of God. I present you with 
u specimen. “ The passages which speak of 
toe salvation of all men are very numerous. 
There is one which expressly asstris the 
salvation of infidels (and they ate referred 
to Rom. xi. 32, for proof). The salvation 
ol the Seripiutes is a bodily salvation on the 
earth, in which men will eat bread and drink 
\#1ne, and enjoy the pleasures of corporeal 
existence. Pbilospby has changed all this, 
and we hear almost nothing about it.— 
Wbat can the clergy be about t And then 
follows ibe proof, * Is not the Head of fbe 
Church called • the Saviour of the body ?’ ” 
Here is another lesson : “ A man is respon­
sible for his false or bed faith, just as lie is 
responsible for his bad breath. It is his 
misfortune."

The Concord of Ages.
A few years ago the current of théologie 

ibought was temporarily rippled by a strange 
work, entitled " The Conflict of Ages," writ 
ten by Dr. Edward Beecher ; we have now 
another by the same author, entitled, “ The 
Concord of Ages ; or, the individual and or 
ganic Harmony of God and Man," publish 
ed by Derby & Jackson, New York.

The great object of the first book was to 
show that the doctrine of inherited d^pra. 
vity, as believed by Calvinists, together wilh 
the special call of the Spirit limited to a por­
tion o! the Race and the damnation of the 
rest, conflicts with " the principles of honor 
and right ” as applied to God, and therefore 
there is some method of reconciliation.— 
The reconciliation that satisfies the author’s 
mind, and that ho therefore persistently ar­
gues must be true, is, that human beings 
have all lived before their present life, and 
have all fallen—not through Adam, but each 
for biinseif—and (bat the present system of 
life is designed to save a part of a race de 
serving condemnation for former sins. Our 
present state is thus, in bis view, something 
like the Roman Catholic ideas of purgatory 
some of us, by forces not our own, being 
" prayed nut,” or delivered from it.

We do not care to aigue long upon so 
strange a doctrine. It is sufficient for us 
tfot it is a fancy, a mere human conceit, de­
signed to supplement and complete God’s 
works. If is as much as to say that God’s 
works so far as they are revealed " conflict 
wi;h honor and right," and it is necessary 
for Edward Beecher, and some others, to 
aid the Almighty out of the trouble by fan 
eying a tremendous hypothesis, not capable 
of any proof, and lugging into the world a 
thousand greater difficulties than it pro- 
proses to remove. We humbly conceive 
that the Lord asks for no such apologists.

Jf we have lived in another world before 
this we have been annihilated once, and 
made over again ; for to totally forget our­
selves is equivalent at least to temporaly 
annihilation ; and to live again without re 
collection of a former life is equivalent to a 
new creation. If it be once granted that 
the Lord will allow a soul to merge into anu 
ther existence, wilh new modes of thought 
and feeling, forgetting its own existence, all 
genuine responsibility ceases, and the old 
lies then notion of immortality of substance, 
but mortality of individuals, is revived.— 
Our consciou-ness is our most precious pro­
perty, it is the very ens entium, the soul of 
our souls, and to suppose tbat it is so much 
at fault as to allow a man to live in this 
world without knowing that be has lived in 
one or a dôztn before, is to strike a death 
blow at what Christians and Christ meant 
by immortality.

And, indeed, Dr. Beecher’s hypothesis 
does no! remove any ol the difficulties, even 
of Calvinism. It merely déplaces one, lo 
reveai many mote behind. Ol wbat advan­
tage can it be to a soul tbat has lived one or 
more carters, pi d fallen once or more, to 
come into this world in the body of a wail 
in g child, and then die in three hours, or in 
as many weeks or years ? Of wbat advan 
age to such a soul to be born in India, 

ilraioed a Bi abmin, believing himself to bave 
been once an ox, and perhaps herealter lo 
be a load, and then lo die ? How does this 
make good God’s allegiance to “ the princi­
ples oi honor and right ?"

A shorter way to remove the difficulty is 
to deny that it exists ! This is the Meilio- 
dist way We humbly believe it is the 
Christian way. We repudiate with indig­
nation the idea that the Bible description of 
men, as he H now in this world, conflicts 
wiih “ honor and right ” We believe tbat 
all the ways of God with men in this woild, 
without the hypothesis of another lo precede 
it, are good and holy. We do not believe 
that any son or daughter of Adam and Eve 
has any more right to complain ol God’s 
dispensations than had our first parents 
themselves. Both they and we are dealt 
with according to the law of right, by whicn 
God has declared himeell bound. “ Shall 
not the Judge of all ’he earth do right ?"

Dr. Beecher believes that all are fallen, 
but not through Adam. Whether the fall 
came through Adam or not, does not affect 
the relation of man to God. Even be him­
self has said,on page 40G, “ The fall in Adam 
may be renounced, and no theory of the 
origin of depravity adopted. It may be ac­
cepted as an unexplained fact on scriptural 
testimony, and on the evidence ol history 
and experience." Of course it may be ad­
mitted, and, when properly understood, must 
be admitted. And if it seems to conflict 
with the “ principles of right," we should 
endeavor to learn what explanation of the 
matter God has given in the Holy Scrip­
tures. Searching them, we cannot long be 
at a loss.

If man is depraved he is also redeemed. 
If depraved he is also called, aided and sus­
tained by the Holy Spirit. The Lord is long- 
suffering, lull of mercy, goodness and truth. 
Opportunity fell and fair for salvation is 
given to every human being that lives, and 
no monstrous and incredible hypothesis of 
pre-existence is needed to justify the ways 
oi dod with man.

The later work, by the same author, is 
designed to show tbat God will hereafter 
harmonise wbat at pnseat et

and unsatisfactory. The time of concord or 
harmony it is believed is not far off ; though 
whether Le adopts the hypothesis of an 
earthly reign of the Messiah, and the pre­
vious resurrection of the dead, is left in the 
dark.

The peculiar view of the book is that 
God is capable of suffering, and the author
expend, a great deal of energy to prove it.
There is mingled strength and weakness in 
his views. Tbat it is an extreme to suppose 
that God is impassive, or mere intellect with

A letter from •* North Shields," in the 

London Watchman contiins the following 
statements :—•• The Revival Services which 
we have held during the past week, have 
been amended by very large numbers of per­
sons. Several times the chapel has tmen 
crowded to excess, and many were unable 
to find even standing room. The beneficial 
results have far exceeded our most sanguine 
expectations. Several hundreds of anxious 
enquirers of vaiious ages and belonging lo 
various congregations have given in their 
n irons, as having “ found peace with God," 
and are giving evidence, in their character 
and labours, that they have been “ renewed 
by lb- power of God."

“ Many of the officers and members of 
our own Societies have been greatly quick­
ened, and are-now evidently “ full of faith 
and ol the Holy Ghost."

“ Our esteemed (fiends, Dr. and Mrs. 
Primer, have consented lo remain with us 
another week.”

The same paper contains a letter from 
“ Dover," in which the writer says :—“ We 
have been graciously favoured with a rich 
visitation of the Holy Spirit during the past 
month at Lymioge and Folkenstone, in this 
Circuit. A holy influence has rested upon 
our assemblies, prayer-meetings have been 
crowded, the churches quickened, and many 
brought under deep conviction of sin have 
earnestly sought mercy, aud not fewer we 
linve reason to believe, than eighty persons, 
varying from thirteen to forty years of age,

“ Abyssinia seems, independently of its 
own importance, to he an admirable basis of 
operations for acting on the masses of the 
heathen population between it and the Equa­
tor. A strong force of Missionary labour­
ers, acting from this point on the neighbour­
ing nations would lie likely to produce greet 
results. Bui to accomplish this there must 
be facilities lor the transport of labourers 
and Christian settlers. The subjects of the 
King of Abyssinia amount lo about 4 000,. 
000, of which about two thirds are Chris­
tian and the rest Mohammedan. The hea- 
tneti population in ihe G «lia country to the 
south i= about 9,000,000, and the Missions 
will pr .bably soon tic commenced among 
them.—Bible Society Reporter.

The King of Abyssinia a Bible 
Distributor.

The King of Abyssinil lias received glad, 
ly the vernaculer Scriptures sent by the Bi­
ble Society, through tne Bishop ol Jerusa­
lem, lo Abyssinia. A brief notice of the 
conduct of the King in reference io the circu­
lation of the Scriptures ie supplied by a Mis­
sionary now labouring in tbat country.

" The King received the Bibles with 
great joy, and began himself at once to dis­
tribute them. Whenever he gives a Bible 
to one of the heads (first priests) of the 
churches, he observes, that henceforth they 
must teach all the^ieople out of this book in 
(he vernacular Amharic. We have fre­
quently conversed with the King on this 
subject, and he is now n&st zealous in his 
endeavours to introduce the Amharic as the 
ecclesiastical language of the country, which, 
if lie succeeds, may be considered as the first 
and most important part of the reforma­
tion.”

In confirmation of the brief but important 
statements quoted, a portion of the journal of 
of the Society's Frankfort agent is now ap­
pended The Rev. G. P. Davies, alter a 
recent visit to Basle, writes

“ I went to Richen, to see Mr Spittler; 
found him at home. He looks well, his 
mind clear, and his old age sitting lightly 
upon him ; his thoughts occupied at present 
with Abyssinia, and the projected ‘ Apostol­
ic Highway ’ from Jerusalem to Gondar. 
He received a letter, dated May this year, 
from Gondar, the capital of Abyssinia. The 
brethren who labour there seem to have 
gained a wonderful influence over the miod 
oi King Tbeodorus. They build roads and 
bridges, blast rocks, introduce useful arts of 
all kinds, distribute Bibles, and recommend 
the truth by their conversation and by their 
life. The King has of late recognised them 
to be right in those points in which the doc­
trines of the Bible differ from the traditions 
of the Abyssinian Church,; he has even re­
ceived the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper 
with them in token of this récognition- There 
has been a school for the children of Jews 
recently established, and the King has gone 
•o far in his recognition of the civil services 
of lhe brethren as to raise them to the rank 
of nobles. But the great difficulty on the 
part of the friends connected with St. Cris­
chona and of the Bishop of Jerusalem is to 
hold communication wilh these brethren. 
Sometimes, a letter takes twelve or eighteen 
months to reach Europe, and many never 
reach Europe at all. To meet this difficulty, 
Mr. Spittler has projected a plan for keep­
ing up a regular communication between 
Jerusalem and Gondar. The distance over-

The Protestants in Toscany.
A Idler from Florence, oi Wednesday 

last, though by no means favourable to the

“ I some time ago alluded to wbat is cal­
led * ev.mgelical Christianity ’ in Tuscany. 
1 said h it little about », for bulb the instinct­
ive prudence and caution of the new sec­
tarians themselves, and the extreme wari­
ness and timidity of the Government, com­
bine to hide us much as possible the candle 
of these new lights under a bushel. The 
movement, however, seems dai y to assume 
more significant dimensions. Two, three, 
five hundred, and even one thousand people 
meet of a Sunday evening in this town, in 
and about the small room doing duty for a 
chapel The brethren are loudly calling for 
a larger locality. They number, I am told, 
a: least 300 cornmnnicaots, and though all 
those woo crowd to the doors of the little 
congregation are certainly not all converts 
(for no less than thirty priests in their cos­
tume were seen in the throng on Sunday 
l-s‘.) still it is difficult to calculate the re­
sults of this affluence of people to such a 
place, of this free distribution of Bib os and 
religion, tracts among all classes. Nor is 
the movement by any means limited to this 
capital Everywhere throughout Tuscany, 
and sti'i more io the Rumagnas, are the 
books spread, and people induced to join in 
the perusal of them. These new congrega- 
lions have as yet no definite symbols, no es­
tablished clergy, no appointed teachers ; they 
proless to ground their faith on the Gospel 
and on freed raj of mquity. They have as 
ye’ no men ol transcendent ability, of strik­
ing eloquence, or cf conspicuous character, 
among ■ hem Their.must gihcd Pieacher. 
is Muzzavelle, a Neapolitan, once connected 
with the Waldenses of Piedmont, then a se­
nder from them, and the founder of an op­
position sect, yclept Evangelical Society, m 
Turin and Genoa The man of the highest 
rank in the flock is Count Pietro Guicciar­
dini, of Florence, the same who years ago 
suffered imprisonment and banishment as 
guilty ol reading the Bible privately with 
two or three friends in his own hous -. Some 
of his congregation think the Count rather 
lukewarm and timid in ibe cause ; they com­
plain that bis faith does not sufficiently shine 
through his works. Altogether, hitherto 
the new sect lacks the lead of a real chief ; 
it lack, a head, a heart, and a tongue. It 
seems also to live merely on sufferance, ra­
ther ignored and winked at than really sanc­
tioned by law or openly acknowledged by 
the Go.-ernment. Of late, nevertheless, the 
talk about it has been loud and incessant ; 
people evidently begin to feel, it not inter 
ested, at least curious about it. Besides the 
regular religious services on Sunday eve­
nings, there are meetings in the eveningsh( 
the week-days for the purpose of instruction 
to individuals and organisation to the mass. 
The great obstacle to it is the state of,per­
fect apathy, ol religious death, in which most 
Italians, whether professed believers or ar­
rant infidels, are content to live. Religion 
has too long been the priests’ business in 
Italy. One priest, 1 am told, has already 
for-a ken the established church and joined 
the innovators in Florence. The success of 
the reformatory movement greatly depends 
on the chances of his example being follow 
ed. Persons who lived in Florence twelve 
years ago remember how, in 1847, there 
came to this town a Preacher, named Am- 
brosoli, a native of Monza, an Augustine 
monk, whose eloquence completely turned 
the heads ol the multitude. His preaching 
was notiiing but pure, sound moral instruc­
tion, ti-iug invited to recite the customary 
panegyrics on the Virgin or the Saints, or 
to draw the usual flaming pictures of Hell 
■ □d Purgatory, he very adroitly observed 
that • be was no poet.’ Not a word fell from 
his lips that could prove him either Roman­
ist or Protestant, yet the very Duomo could 
hardly contain his audience, and his admi­
rers could with difficulty refrain from ap­
plauding. Priests and monks, and the very 
Nuncio from Rome, stormed and plotted 
egainst him ; but the Grapd Duke, to his 
praise, be it said, look him under bis patron­
age, and he went on with his work to the 
end of the Lent season. It is just such a 
man the Evangelicals are in need of at the 
present day.”

Union Prayer Meetings.
Both in London and (tie provinces (says 

the Evangelical Christendom ) we bear ol 
the increase nf Meetings for United Prayer.’ 
A lict is now lying before us of nineteen 
daily and forty-seven weekly Meetings in 
Loudon ; the latter being special at well as 
tbe tonner. This list, we have no doubt 
might be considerably enlarged, for there is 
scarcely a neighbourhood were such meet­
ings on a larger scale are not held. Indeed 
none of them a| present are to be called 
large, and not a few, of several of which we 
are cognizant, are held in private houses. In 
tbe diflerent barracks about London a de­
vout spirit is also manifested in a most un­
usual and ’encouraging manner among the 
soldiers, who in considerable numbers hold 
meetings among themselves for the reading 
of the Word oi God, with mutual exhorta­
tion and prayer. In the country, we max 
mention the daily prayer-meetiog at HasT 
iogs, which was commenced about a month 
since, and continues not only wilh unabated 
but increasing interest. In the North, also, 
at Neweastle-on-Tyne and other places, tbe 
various Christian Churches are more fre­
quently coming together for prayer, and the 
Wesleyan Church in that large town seems 
to have been especially signalised both by 
its augmented fervour and by large acces­
sions io its members. From the central part 
of England, al.-o, we receive intelligence of a 
similar kind. IVe believe it is tbe universal 
experience that, however much of the divine 
presence may be enjoyed when Christians 
meet dénomma ionally, they possess the con­
sciousness of receiving a much larger bles­
sing when they meet apart from their de­
nominations. and unitedly. This was 
ticularly felt in a series of extraordinary 
meetings lately convened for three success­
ive days by the Rev. E. H. Bickersleth, at 
Hampstead. In those meetings we were 
ourselves privileged to take some humble 
part, and we know how eminently they were 
distinguished by those characteristics which 
leave no doubt of the presence of the Com­
forter.

John Milton on the Evil Conse­
quences of Oppression.

Lord Macaulay, io his essay on Cowley 
and Millon, attributes the lui lowing truthful 
language io that great man,who was as de­
voted tu liberty as he was distinguished in 
•poetry. His thoughts sir worthy of silin- 
lion in these days of commotion.

When will rulers learn, that where liberty 
is not, security and order can never tie ? 
We talk of absolute power, but all power 
hath limits, which, if not fixed by the mode­
ration of tbe governots, will be fixed by the 
force of tbe governed. Sovereigns may 
send tbeir opposers to dungeons ; they may 
Clear out a senate-house wilh soldiers ; they 
may enlist armies of spies ; they may bang 
scores of tbe disaffected in chains at every 
cross-road ; but wbat power shall stand in 
that frightful time when rebellion hath be­
come a less evil than endurance ? Who shall 
dissolve that terrible tribunal which, in tbe 
hearts of the oppressed, denounces against 
the oppressor the doom of in wild justice ? 
Who shall repeal the law of self-defence ? 
What arms or discipline shall resist the 
strength of famine and despair ? H6w often 
were the ancient Cæ.ats dragged from their 
golden palaces, stripped of their purple robes, 
mangled, stoned, defiled with filth, pierced 
with books, hurled into the Tiber ! How 
often have tbe Eastern Sultans perished by 
ibe sabres of ibeir own'Janissaries, or the ' 
bow-strings of their own mutes ! For no 
power which is not limned by laws can ever 
be protected by them. Small, therefore, 
is the wisdom of those who would fly to ser­
vitude as if it were a refuge from commotion ; 
for anarchy is ihe sure consequence of ty­
ranny. That gove.nments may be sale, 
tialions must he free. Their passions must 
have an outlet provided, lest they make one.

When I was at Naples, 1 went wiih Sig­
nor Manso, a gentleman of excellent parts 
and breeding, who had been the intimate 
friend of ihat famous poet, Torquato Tasso, 
to see the burning mountain Vesuvius. I 
wondt red1 how the peasants eould venture to 
dwell so fe .ilessly and cheerfully on its sides, 
when the lava was flowing from its summit ; 
but Manso smiled, and lold roe that when 
the fire descends freely they retreat before 
it without haste or fear. They can tell how 
fast it will move, and how tar ; and they 
know, moreover, that though it may work 
some little damage, it will soon' cover the 
fields over which it hmh passed with rich 
vineyards and sweet flowers But when 
flames are pent up in the mountain, then it 
is tbat they have reason to tear ; then it is 
that the earth sinks and these* swells; then 
cities are swallowed up, and their place 
knowetli them no morn, ho it is with poli- 
tics ; where the people are most closely re­
strained, there it gives the greatest shocks to 
peace and order ; therefore would i say to 
all kings, let your demagogues lead crowds, 
lest they lead armies ; let them bluster, lest 
they massacre ; a little turbulence is, as it 
were, the rainbow ol the state ; it shows, 
indeed, that there is a passing -bower, but it 
is a pledge tbat there shall he no deluge.

The Egyptian Sphinx.

Conscription ia France.
The following account of ibe Conscription 

in France is from the English United Ser­
vice Magazine. It is in the way here de­
scribed, tbat the vast army of France is 
replenished :—

“ This military lottery occurs every year. 
The annual contingent ol troops levied thee- 
by, varies according the necessity of the 
State, being in war times very high, and in 
peaceable lime comparatively low ; at all 
limes, however, it amounts to at least 20,000 
men ; tbat being tbe number who annually 
receive ibeir dismission, their term of service 
having expired. A census of all the depart­
ments is taken every year ; and the number 
of men required is divided in equal propor­
tions among all the provinces of the empire. 
The names of all ibe young men between 
the age# of twenty end thirty, both years
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lion lists of iheir respective localities, snd 
•very attempt to evade conscription is pen- 
itbed by an imprisonment ef from one month 
to one year, while any oae aiding or abetting 
a fugitive from lbs dreaded ballot, is liable 
to the same penalty.

The scene which lakes place at the draw­
ing is one of much pictaresque animation. 
Gronps of the finest you.be ol a wide neigh­
borhood, with generally their fathers and 
mothers, relatives and friends, are assembled 
in the spacious hall of the town boose. The 
mayors, prefects, and sub-preltcts, are there 
to receive them, with usually several officers 
quartered in the district. On every face 
there/ is an expression of hope and fear, 
anxiety and excitement ; ami as each ad- 
facets towards the fatal urn, and draws the 
paper dtcid.ng his future destiny, all the 
spectators, as well as the parties immediately 
concerned, feel the most lively interest. 
Those who draw a higher number than the 
number of recruits required, are exempt, 
while those who draw a tower are condemned 
to serve their country, as militairet, lor the 
space of seven years. Some are exempted.

» These exceptions inc ude all below the height 
of five feet five inches ; all criminals ; all 
who are the subject of any physical incapa­
city ; the eldest of orphans ; the only son, 
cr eldest son, or grandson ol a widow, or of 
a father of seventy yeere of sge ; certs in 
classes of students iq the public schools ; 
including ail those who have carried off" '.he 
great prises of the institute, or of the uni­
versity. None, however, are exempt from 
the ballot ; all must appear, and drew their 
lots ; and ibis over, such as have objections 
to urge send them In to the council oj revt- 
tion, which is appointed for the purpose. 
Were it not for this close examination, many 
would evade the common national responsi­
bility, and some would intrude themselves 
into the service, whom the service would 
otherwise reject.

Believe me, Sir, could I have subjected 
circumstances to my «ratroi, it would have 
eflfu.tled me no ordioary degree of delight, to 
have complied with the wishes of those of my 
Brethren who requested me to accompany 
our beloved President on his late mission, 
along the scene of my early ministerial la­
bours— especially, as hie visit extended so 
far north as the Cap* of good view, where, 
among manifold objects, well calculated to 
please the eye, and gratify the mind, was 
found by me one of peculiar interest, whose 
worth has hot become the more estimable 
os the last two scute yqars have gone by with 
all their cares, toils, and joys, to mingle with 
the past-

There will be no difficulty however in 
potting my imagination in the stead of my 
personal pr-sence, and thereby to accompany 
my respected Brethren along their northern 
route.

Having so frequently gone over the same 
line ol distance, both by see end land, which 
fotms the recorded direction of the Presi­
dent, end his official companion^ there is no 
peculiarity of cape, creek, light, bay, or 
island but reproduces some reminiscence 
of facts ai d circumstances made familiar 
to my mind, maoy years ago,—and which 
leaves, and ever will leave, while memory 
endures, some trace behind.

Mentally embarking with my brethren 
from one of the metropolitan wharves, we 
pas- the Cove whose name we omit to men­
tion ; and so pass on to the narrows. Fort 
TuA-oaend in the rear—Signal-hill with its 
barging batteries on the lelt. Fort Amherst 
on the right. The undulating waves ol the 
wide Atlantic ahead. v

Three and forty years ago I, for the first 
time, passed out through this cliff-bound, nar­
row inlet f/om the ocean. Had an event 
similar to that which then occurred happen­
ed to my brethren on the occasion of their 
recent egress, very likely there would have 
been some disturbance ot the nervous sys­
tem.

What the order of things is now, I am not 
prepared to say. Then every coasting ves­
sel had to hoist the colours. The vessel 
-was hailed from the Fort, and the place ol 
detonation demanded. The Captain of the 
schooner in which I had taken my passage, 
omitted compliance with this regulation. 
Presently one of the artillery men rushes 
to the extreme point of the Fort, places the 
speaking trumpet to his mouth and bellows 
out the order to send the boat ashore. The 
Captain knowing that to heave,the schooner 
to, and put cut the boat in so critical a/sit- 
ualioj, would be to imperil both life and 
property, resolved to give them the run.— 
His purpose being perceived, instantly the 
match was applied to one of the pieces of 
oidnapce, which sent iis pealing thunder 
athwart the narrows.—Still the old coaster 
was bent on going ahead.—Again the thun­
der bursted out, sending forth a something 
mor.; solid than the simple cartridge. The 
sound, as the shot cut the air over our beads, 
tell somewhat strangely on my ear. The 
old Captain’s plan became hereby discon- 
rerted. The next shot, said he, will be into 
Us. Amid much confusion the schooner 
was hove to, and the boat, the only one we 
had, sent on shore. Unfortunately, under 
the excitement of the occasion, the two best 
men we had were sent off" in Ibe boat, leav­
ing only one hand and the Captain to man­
age the schooner. A heavy swell coming in 
from sea, soon stopped the vessel's headway, 
nearing us by its motion to the northern 
headland, against whose lofty and overhang­
ing iront, in less than fifteen minutes, we 
should hare been thrown, had not a pilot 
boat, already in the narrows, whose crew 
saw our danger, come opportunely to our re­
lief.

Tais somewhat exciting scene was wound 
up by the Captain having to pay a halt 
guinea as a consideration lor the consump­
tion af His Majesty’s powder and ball.

May 1 not presume. Sir, that my re peel­
ed Brethren were allowed to make their 
egress through the narrows, without the ne-, 
ceas.ty of paying ten shillings and sixpence 
stei mg lor being shot at—andjalso exposed 
to the peril ol a watery grave.

Brother Daniel informs os in his letter 
thaï the little vessel which bore them along 
in “ gallant *ly!c,” proving as she pranced 
onw.itd lr<im wave to wave her “ excellent 
tailing properties," is cwoed by James Saint, 
K-q The name falls familiarly on my tar 
—eh l awakens in my soul a sweet response. 
His venerated father was in the early years 
of n.y mission one of my most endeared and 
valued friends.—A clast leader—a local 
prcucher—a lover of our doctrine and dis 
ciphue—and a warm and generous supporter 
ohjtfUthoJism, in proportion to the measure 
ot h s mean».

As was his name, so the power of divine 
grace had moulded his nature. He was a 
Saint indeed ! 1 have in my possession, a
long letter, received from him more than a 
quarter of a century ago, which on account 
of it? piety and sound sense, I have oft 
thought, ot tending for insertion in the Pro- 
vimial Wesleyan. Squire James, wad^at 
the time of my residence in Bonavista, ol 
cou.-.-e quite a youth ; but glad 1 am that 
wot idly prosperity has crowned bis man­
hood's prime—and above all that the Chair­
man of the District speaks ol him thus hon­
orably—that he has for years evinced a 
lively interest in the work of God—and is 
also the most liberal supporter of the, tonds 
of cur church. Our travellers to the north 
having run the guanilet of the narrows, are 
now fairly at sea. Pissing the sinuous en­
try to Qutdi-Vidi cove, they come soon to 
the land elevation known by the name of 
the Sugar Loaf; trom whose conical top Un­
wind frequently falls strong and fitfully on 
the canvass cf the vessels as they sail be­
neath, thereby often endangering life and 
property, and sometimes effecting the de­
struction of both.

lu connection with the memory of the peel 
we may be allowed for a moment here to 
panse.—I know but ef one instance, though 
our Missionaries are so much exposed on the 
island of Newfoundland to the dangers of the

sea, in which any who have laboured there 
have had the destiny of • watery grave.

Thie melancholy occurrence took place in 
the person of the Bev. John W ard, in pas­
sing this dangerous portion of the coast—an 
event thie which brings to mind other cir- 
enm-tances than the lose of the person above 
named.

The schooner was the property of Mr. 
Giles Hosier, a merchant then residing in 
Bonavista, Ibe lather of my wife. Hie eld­
est son wae on board. The schooner was 
seen off this land, struggling with wind and 
wave. A signal of distress was flying from 
the mast head. No relief could be rendered, 
and therefore the vessel, laden with supplies 
for the fishery, with all the hand? on board 
were soon submerged beneath the angry 
billows.

Leaving this solemn event, the loss of a 
Christian Missionary—an eldest son the en­
deared object of a family's love and hope—a 
member of the Church of Christ—the loss 
of other lives, as well ae property—in the 
hands of Him whose providence permitted 
it,—we pursue our northern course.

Passing Torbay, and places of lesser note, 
we soon come to Cape St. Francis.

Recollections of the past compel me here 
to pause. In the coves immediately adja­
cent to the Cape I have on several occasions 
bad the privilege of performing religious ser­
vice daring the period ol my appointment «• 
the Black Head Circuit

Tho extensive revival with which the 
Lord was pleased to visit that Circuit in 
1829 extended up the Bay as far as Harbour 
Grace, and across the Bay also, to these 
Coves—a circumstance which led to the 
visits above alluded to. Passing in imagi­
nation this Cape, with my respected Breth­
ren, we cross the Bay of Conception, con­
taining it is supposed from 26 to 30 thous­
and of the Island’! population. Flamborough 
bead ae we pass over, looms its lofty head 
on the northern shore, nea- which, in time 
past, nature must have indulged in some fit- 
iukpussion of displeasure, threatening ap­
parently to submerge that lofty eminence 
headlong in the water* of the Bay. The 
eftidence of ibis the traveller has oft per­
ceived, as he used in olden time to track his 
uneven and wearying way from Island Cove 
to Old Perlican.

Then leaving Bay DeVert in its quiet 
nook, taking the inside passage, we glide 
through the narrow straits dividing olf the 
Island of Baccaloo from Grates Cove point.

Two events connected with my Mission­
ary life h* re rush on my recollection.

Toe narrative of these, I must leave for 
my next communication.

Procuring a boat and , rapueh, 
we obtained his body a few yards from the shore, 
ly ing on its face, the hands resting across the 
bear, as if placed there under the influence of 
devotion. A tlead du’ek lying inshore, -eemi to 
prove that in endeavouring to secure In prize 
he lost his life.

The deceased was my dear frieod. I aw bin, 
first at Ebenezer Camp Meeting, and then com 
meneed a friendship broken ofi now I at to be 
renewed in eternity. I knew be wan p uns and 
pure, and l loved him for hi« simplicity and 
guilelessness. From almost the first hour of his 
missing I lelt convinced of his death, :.ud only 
searched for bis body. From the bow. of the 
boat I caught sight of his dear remains, -nd as I 
held his head on our return home, I thought wiil 
not our dear friend? in Canada weep w h us in 
our deep sorrow. The same boat that conveyed 
us Irom the vessel's side when first w - came 
here, conveyed hie lifeless body to the s. me har­
bour and the same pier. We could no: see th ? 
then; hid it been so, we abould ha e sunk 
beneath it.

His death was sudden, and we were unpre­
pared to sustain it. He died young—tl youth­
ful and promising are ever beloved. Wc are in 
a strange land ; be was one of os ; with him we 
lelt Canads, and met the perils of our long 
journey ; and to lose him so soon and so t ddenly 
is a great grief. But mercy is mingl d with 
bereavement. We know be is gone to be with 
God, and that He who brought us here hath 
taken him home. We have bis body ; suspense 
as to bis fate wouid have oeen ruinous.

GexTLEitKN—I have no apology to offer 
for my presence here to-day—none for the 
cordial sympathy I cherish toward the patri 
otic movement so happily, I tt uet l may add, 
successfully, by you begun. 1 heartily ap 
prove of your purpose, t.nd shall be delighted 
it aught I can «ay or rightfully do shall aid 
you in its accomplishment. 1 cannot permit 
myself to think that uniting with my fel­
low-subjects "m the endeavor to arouse the 
'lumbering energies and the unquestioned 
loyally ot my countrymen, to that point of 
patriotic fervour which shall impel them to 
ruch military organization u? may be within 
their reach, and which the mighty interests 
they have at stake demand—is passing be­
yond the sphere of professional duty, or is 
m any measure inconsistent wiih ns just 
performance. I do not so read the records 
of our holy religion as to believg that war 
in defence of all that n good man upon earth 
holds dear, is at variance with the letter or 
spirit of Christianity. On the contrary, I 
hold that when the independence of a coun 
try is wantonly assailed, or its great interests 
jeopardised by the violence of a foreign foe, 
all honourable means having been exhausted 
to prevent the aggression, then, to Christian 
men, Ibe fierce arbitrament of war becomes 
a terrible but an imperative necessity. And 
ibe blood red register of warlike achieve­
ment abundantly 'demonstrates that more 
lenrleae, death-defying heroism, never en­
nobled the dread carnage of the field of death 
-bar, that displayed by Christian soldiers, to 
profoundly penetrated by fear of Gad as to 
leave no place tor fear of man. Among the 
many thousands of England's chi va Iry,whose 
remains lie entombed beneath the reanty 
soil of bleak Crimean hills, there were none, 
whether tney kept watch through the long 
night in the deadly trench, exposed to the 
biting blast and the benumbing cold—in 
hunger aud thirst, in nakedness and peril, 
or with a woman's tenderness soothed the 
last moments of a dying comrade, or breasted 
the dark waves that came surging up the 
rocks of Iokerman, or stood dauntlessly in 
ibe thin red line of Balaclava—there were 
none more worthy than Hed'ey Vicars, of 
ibe country that gave him birth, or the cause 
that sent bint forth

Fertile of great men as India has lately 
been—men who worthily upheld their coun­
try’s name, and avenged her slaughtered 
dead — not lorgetlu! ol that glorious old 
Scotchman, Lord Clyde, who, prodigal of 
his own life, hoarded the lives of his soldiers 
with a miser’s care—not forgetful of the 
other great men whom the hour created, at 
least, revealed—yet prominent, if not pre­
eminent, among all these, was Henry Law­
rence, in whom genius, and statesmanship, 
and courage, were so finely blended ; and 
Henry Havelock, of passionless intrepidity, 
of stern devoiion to duty, and simple, fervid 
piety, redolent of the limes and the men of 
the Purnan commonwealth, braver, truer 
men tlisn whom England never named 
among her sons ; and John Lawrence, of 
the Puojaub, to wtiose promptitude, sagacity, 
comprehensive combinations, strange mas­
tery over alien peoples, and moral courage, 
England owes so much—these wonderful 
brothers, and that wonderful 44 Old Phlot,” 
have again proved that among Britain’s 
Christian soldiers will ever be found some of 
her ablest and most heroic defenders.

Gentlemen, were the sad hour to overtake 
you, when your cities should be sacked, your 
hamlets given up to plunder or tu flame, your 
liberties imperilled, the' altars ol your God 
deseciated, aed the light upon your hearth­
stone quenched in the blood of your best be­
loved—ihe man among you who would 
shrink trom hi? country’s defence in the time 
ol her extremity, would be a craven or a 
traitor unfit in a land ot liberty to live, and 
doomed unwept to die.

Gentlemen, that theme is too comprehen­
sive—the facta connected therewith too nu­
merous, to be Ircated exhaustively here.

Recently perhaps, the crowin of the 
cock on the Gallic dunghill and the scream­
ing of the tame eagle have been rather more 
threatening than incomplete preparation* 
would render it safe to indulge in just now. 
The vene »h'e British Liof,,-jcumbent some­
what too long, and reposing somewhat too 
confidently on achieved greatness, gives un- 
mistakeable proof of displeasure at the cla­
mour which disturbed his slumbers, ar.d 
begins to disclose an array of teeth in a re­
markably fine state of preservation, and 
which have been lelt at well remembered 
epochs in the past, from Cressy and Agin- 
court, interpolated through the centurie» 
down to the Nile and Trafalgar. Hence the

voices, and speak »i1 h baud breath cf perfi- 
dious Albion, the dear Ally of Fiance. Obe- 

! dience prompt and unhesnà'irg entues, such, 
a? a government of bajot'v> can alone en­
sure.

] press ba? changed it? tvn-, il-, French doeh- 
; yards arc constructing frigate», and floatin'* 
batteries, and sietl-clad îtiip», and steam 

| rams, with unremitting en- ray—-the French 
coasts bristle weekly with increased arma­
ments—new war pests ate designed along 

! the British channel—old ones tenderedtim- 
preenable—thp French arsenals are being 
gorged with inexhaustible materials of war 
—vast depots of coal lor the Frtnch war 
ships ate being formed throughout the world, 
wherever France has foothold,.from which, 
when the hour comes, to launch the red 
thunderbolt of war."

The French policy is to attach to her the 
Latin nations throughout Europe ; and 
Spain, by adroit management, may furnish 
for France on the Mauritanian coast a 
counterpoise 1er Gibraltar. Very many 
are the indications which warrant the be­
lief that Napoleon 111. intends or anticipates 
war with Britain, and is most energetically 
preparing for the emergency. Yet, it may 
be, that if Spain can forget the cruel per­
fidy of the first Napoleon, and Italy the 
faithlessness of the third, Russia, Prussia 
aud Austria may be suffieitmly sensitive to 
the memories of earlier wars, and sufficiently 
alive to the danger of a revived Napoleon- 
ism to all Europe, as to combine in a de­
monstration of force so imposing and irresis­
tible as to compel the French Emperor to 
forego the attack But it is not to be over- 
Icoked that the war might assume a charac­
ter so peculiar as to leave Britain unaided 
to bear the brunt of ihe trcmendous assault. 
In tuch a crisis she must look to the justice 
of her cause, to the valour and genius of 
her sons, and, above all, to the favor of her 
God.

And, alter all, no considerations would 
weigh more heavily with the French Ruler 
than the fact that Britain and her Colonics 
were armed from bead to foot—that Ihe un­
conquerable vigor of the Anglo-Saxon race 
swept at lull tide through the national heart 
He will pause long before he delivers the 
blow, if it be almost certain that retribution 
sure aud certain awaits the aggressor. Dc- 
pend upon it, Gentlemen, he knew the de­
fenceless elate of London, of Liverpool, ol 
Portsmouth, of Piymouih—of England’s 
dockyards, and arsenals, and marts of com­
merce—he knows what resistance the forth 
filiations of Quebec would otter to rifled can­
non—what Ions guard Halifax—what gune 
arm its citadel, what their calibre and range 
—what a helpless prey St. John would 
prove, and in what parts cf England’s Colo­
nial Empire he might hope to find British 
subjects eager to welcome the eagles ol 
France Nor less he knows how rapidly 
all Ibe great strategetical points on the Eng­
lish coast are being fortified—how ceaseless­
ly blaze the fires that weld tfie iron bars for 
.he Armstrong guns—bow enthusiastically 
progresses the volunteer rilla movement in 
Great Britain—how thoroughly lh* nation:,! 
spirit is aroused. And when Volunteer 
Rifle Companies spring up in all parts of 
our land, animated by the true Bru sh spirit, 
that fact will be known to him, an i will aid 
to trouble the head that dreams ol undoing 
the woik of Wolfe, so bravely lought on the 
plains of Abraham.

When it poured in tba whirlpool of death.

And ihu foemen will find neither coward nor ?!sve 
Neath the red cross ol England—the flig of the

Fiercer blasts may chill your blood, and 
more rigorous climes spread their snows 
around your dwellings, than the men of 
England know ; yet, 1 doubt not, when the 
crisis comes, you will act worthy of the 
slock from whence you sprung New Bun­
ker Hills and Lexington’s will illustrate 
Colonial History, not as mementoes of de­
feat and suffering to our mothei land, but a? 
monuments of Colonial loyally and Colonial 
valor. You must see to it that to the native 
manliness of your race you add the skill, 
the discipline, and the organization without 
which, in these limes, valor must succumb.

But the French pres? were graciously 
promising to us Colonists liberation from the 
tyranny of England. Frenchmen, who vo- 
led away their own liberties to the keeping 
of a military despot, promise liberty tb us ! 
to us, the freest people on earth, whose herit­
age is an unfettered Bible—to us, wbo make 
our government and unmake it, who make 
our own laws, raise our own taxes, and ap­
propriate them, who enjoy to the fullest ex­
tent the civil and religious liberty which our 
fathers won by patriotic and martyr blood 
—to us who think a? roe please, speak and 
write what we please, go arid stay where we 
please ; French libei ty to us, wbo speak the 
language oi Milton and Burke, of Hampden 
and Locke—who are the conn*r)men ot 
Sydney and Russell, of Nelson, uod Wel­
lington, and Peel !

It waa with a view to remedy this very nerim#, 
evil that the Colonial Life Awurance Çgwfîny 
wa? founded, and its Management rffFustod to 
Mr. Win Thomas Thomson, a gentleman whose 
name has long occupied a distinguished' place 
among the Actuaries of this kingdom.

The undertaking wa? a bold one; tor aa ob 
served by Mr. Hoir, wbo presided in ffie Gen­
eral Meeting o! the Members, reported incur 
present number, “ alihoogh before the formation 
ot the Company the Directors Lad endeavoured 
to obtain Ibe "best statistical and medical infor­
mation for i‘a guidance, until that period, [ be 
first investigation ol ihe Company’s affaira -which 
-<ok place in 1854.J was approached with con­
siderable anxieiy, in consequence of the wide 
and untried field ot business on which the com- 
pany had entered, atid the uncertainty whether 
some element seriou.!, afecting the re.ui:s 
might not accidentally, or unobaerved.v, have 
been overlooked in ihe calculations." It was, 
we may suppose, in order to guard against such 
contingencies in Ihe great experiment upon 
which they were entering, that the Director* 
determined npon starling wiih a subscribed capi 
tal of Fite Hundred Thousand Pounds, 
divided into Ten Thousand Shares ot Fitly 
Pounds each,— subsequently increased to Onr. 
Million, on a like principle ol division.

Lnder the plan laid down. Policies i-sued bv 
the Company were divided into classes, accoid- 
ing to the degree of risk supposed lo arise from 
unbealthiness tf climate, or from Military ot Na­
val employment. The higher rates required lor 
these climate and war risks only come into 
force from the time the Insurant quit? Great Brit- 
ain or Ireland; and cease on his return. As­
surances effected on the lives ol persons who 
have not prevsously resided in a Tropical cli­
mate bear also a supplementary rate tor the first 
year, gradually ascending in amount lo the fourth 
annual payment when Ihe individual become» 
Jree of the 7topics ; and Ihe aupplementary rate 
cease».

The great advantage of this plan, for persons 
who have views of going abroad, i«, ibas-"^As­
surance on their lives can be effected in tfcndS- 
tvmal Office, af Ihe ordinary rates, with an ab­
solute right to proceed at any time to any part 
of the world, on Ihe payment of a specified ex­
tra rate, wiibool frosting lo the, favour, or ca­
price of a Board possessing the power to impose 
whatever term? they please for Ihe additional' 
risk incurred.

From what has been stated, the inference 
might be drawn that these additional charges for 
foreign residence would bring Ibe rates ol Prem- 
ipm up to a very high figure. That this, how- 
ever, is not the case will be seen by a very cur­
sory inspection of the following Tabular state- 
ment of the Company’s transactions for the last
five years.

commencement of butiness in 1846 to the present 
time.

A very good lest, we believe, d# Ihe position of 
a Life Assurance Company whose business has 
been at all uniform is lo take its accumulated 
Fund at diflerent period?, and compare ft with 
the receipts for the three, or four preceding 
years; and npon adopting this test in respect of 
the Colonial, we find that thCj results ate quite 
as satislactory a? those arising from a like com­
parison of the annual receipts and accumulated 
assets ol Companies enjoying a high reputation 
lor prudence in management and tbeixtent ot 
their transactions.

The Company, during the period lo which I*- 
recent Quinquennial Investigation applies, has 
been exposed lo two sev-re trials, (he Crimean 
war and the Indian Mutinies.

The Grand Trunk bas avoided this 
error; its passengers will escape this danger 
We have beard much about the extravagance ol 
the work. We have been told that in America 
ihe practice is to put up with wooden bridges ol 
chexp construction ; and that the Grand Trunk 
committed a serious error, in point of economy 
when it departed from this rule. The time is 
not far distant when it will be generally admit­
ted that it was a wise act, born of a tar seeing 
policy, to Cons'ruct onr great Provincial road io 
a manner equally pet manent and excellent. The 
structures will not require renewal at the end of 
a few years, and passengers will have no fears of 
their safety.

The estimated cost of the Victoria bridge was 
£1,500,000 sterling ; ils actual cost is little if 
anything over £ 1,300,000.

This immense struc 
lure bas not been a single day longer than was 
estimated, in the construction. Tbe contrast 
which such punctuality presents, with wbat gen­
erally occurs in great undertakings is striking. 
Wf need go no further than the Great Eastern 
for a case in point, tihe was to have been fin­
ished in the summer of 1856, and she is not yet 
ready to make .an Atlantic voyage.— Toronto 
Patriot, Dec 21.

United States.
The St. John Church Witness informs us that 

the message’ll the President ol the United States 
was delivered to Congress, on the 27ih ult., not- 
with# anding the failure of the House ot Repre 
tentatives to effect an organization. He congra­
tulates the country upon the settlement ol the 
slaverv question by ihe Supreme Court cf the 
Uniixd Siates, by which tbe rights of slave- 
owners-m Ihe territories are secured, and con 
demos in tbe most emphatic manner the revival 
of the African slave trade. The terms of the 
treaty with China and Paraguay are next advert­
ed to", and he Hates that friendly re ations exist 
between the United States and all European 
countries except Spain He reiterates bia re- 
commends! on io appropria'e a sum of money 
for the purchase of Cuba. The difficulties with 
Great Britain, arising out of tbe Clayton Bulwer 
treaty, are not yet adjusted, but be anticipates 
they soon will be. He narrates the satisfactory 
adjustment of the San Juan queationby General 
Scott. He calls the earnest attention ot Con- 
grers to the unhappy condition of Mexico, and 
then refers to some unimportant questions telat- 
ing to the Central American States. He antici 
jiaTes a deficiency in the revenue to meet tbe 
ordinary expense"» of the country. The receipts 
into the treasury from all sources during tbe fis­
cal year ending 80th June, 1859, including the 
loan authorised by the act of 14tb June, 1858, 
and the issue of treasury notes authorized by ex- 
I sling laws, were 881,692.471 01. Tbe public 
expenditures during the fiscal year ending 30tb 
June, 1839, amounted to $83.751,511.57. Of 
ibis mm $17 405,285 41 were applied to the pay- 
ruent ot interest on the public debt and the re­
demption of the issues of treasury notes.

Truro to Pictou the line of travel was indicated 
by blazed trees. They who, either Irom expe 
rience or the records of others, know anything ot 
life in new countries, need not be told that under 
such circumstances the career of a laithful minis­
ter could not fail to be marked by incident at 
every turn, vrhick» must render his biography 
etlrac'ive. But the interest of this memoir does 
not depend upon the character of the coun­
try or the times in which its subject lived, al­
though enhanced by tbe circumstances which 
these supp-y. One’s pleasure is derived Irom 
the picture ol the man himself. Yet it will be 
to tbe general reader no email recommendation 
of this volume that so much of historical value is 
contained in its pages.

bestow. Tbe rotce of Ood peeling aa from 
Mount Sinai, with toe* ne distinct ae those 
which shall call the world to judgment, 
could not make thie matter more plain !

•• The word ol God plainly declares that 
there new was a time when one church 
ceaaed to esiet. and another ooe commenced 
an existence. Can it be, then, that the chil­
dren of the Gentile belieeer, who ie ingrafted 
inm the eame church, and with rones of its 
old members,eharw the prieilegee of ita root 
—ita eorenant and promite—can it be that 
they (the* children of promiw) are exclu' 
ded from all the* adrauiagea, without one 
word hiring been said to that effect ? It 
there now to belter*** no eorenant embra­
cing ibeir children, no token or seal of that 
eorenant of Ood with them, to be applied to 
their children ! Could snythiog abort ol 
an edict from Jaboeah bimeolf, cut off one 
of the parti* of ibet eorenant, end declare 
them not entitled to its pririlegea ? We 
acknowledge no other nut horny, we dare 
not recognize any other ; bet if you will 
point ns to the * Thee eaith the Lord’ for 
your position and your faith, then we will 
bow rerereotly and obey. Bur so far fioro 
your being able to do lbal.ee bare tbe * Thus 
eaiih tbe lord* all on our aide, perpetuating 
and eternising these bleaainge and piirilegee 
to tbe children of the believer through bis 
everlasting covenant and promiee,

•' If you could prove, Squire Taoner, 
that children ere excluded from the cure 
end pririleg* of ihe church of Ood, ns you 
are trying to do, ibtre would be a higher 
wall ofpimiion between ihe Gentile and 
Jewish nation—or cboreh if you prefer ihai 
term—than ever (listed under ihe old dis­
pensation. But Pdul Bays in Eph. ii. 14, 
that Christ broke down the middle well ol 
partition which sepsraieU tbe Jews and 
Gentiles; • For he ia our peace who hath 
mad* balk ene, and hath broken down the 
middle wall ol partit ion bet ween u*.’ This 
was very forcible, coming as it did from a 
Jew, and addressed to tbe Genulee, and 
what do you euppnw they understood by 

Tt ? What could they understand by it, hui 
that Cririst bad made boih Jews and Gen­
tiles one church—ooe people. He removed 
the wall of parhiioo, and the Gantiles were 
brought in and made ooe wilh lis members. 
The Gentile bel'cters were added to the 
Jewish believers, ihe branches not broken 
off, because ih.-re were many Jess who 
boliered on Jeans Chriet, or tbe language 
ol the Apostle is the merwt nonsense !”

Tanner opened bis 'ext-book ( Theodosia 
Ernest, rnl. I.), page 1291, and read ; * The 
noth is simply this; God made a coven at 
or sgreemeui wuh Abraham, when be was 
ninety-nine years old, in which he promised 
to hie seed the land of Canaan. The 
token or memento of tbia conunci, was Ihe 
cireomcisioo of trery mile. This was the 
condition of their entering Cinaao. This 
is now the condition of tbetr restoration to 
il. Tbe promise still stands. The Jews 
•re still a separate people. This is their 
mark. By this they are yet to claim their 
inheritance- This is their object, and this 
the sum of its value."

'■ Then 1 must reply," said Halley,
•' that God ie no1, n covensnt-kwping God ; 
for through their whole history the Jews 
hare rigidly, *»en superelitiouely, adhered 
to the rite of eiicimciiion, so ibet there 
has been no failure on their part in this 
contract, if your author has allied it truly 
Wby then, I ask, are they not in possession 
of the land of Canaan to-dsy ? Why base 
they not ever been in permanent possession 
of it ?

” Wby have they been turned out of (hat 
land again and again for this, ihe', and ihe 
other reason, if God, as you sfBrm, 
cosenanied to give it to ihem for an inheri­
tance,* if they would simply perform this 
act—the act of circumcision ? , Can you 
tell me'/ Is that ihn way God deals tritli 
mao—with his intelligent creatures ? Such 
violations of cofrnanted and plighted pro­
mises would disgrace ihe rouet absolute 
tyranny on earlh ! Is ah is the chancier ol 
that God whom the Baptists worship Î 
What an object lor Jehovah to enter into 
Covenant wim * nat.oo, requiring them to 
wear a national badge, for fear He, the 
Searcher of hearts and the discerner ol onr 
moat secret though,», might not know 
them ; anil as a compensation promises 
them a spot of earth for • dwelling-place !
Is not this an nnp-'acbment of tbe character 
of God ? What saith the 
‘ Circumcision is that of tbe\be*n in ihe 
spirit and no: in the letter,’ or outward aci. 
How does that harmonize with your 
author's assertion of its nature—oi ns com­
plete sum and value aa a mere oavonal 
badge Î

“If be had been a Jew he would have 
been of that class who make broad iheir 
phylacteries, and en arge ihe bordera of 
Iheir garments, thinking that thereby they 
me t Ihe requitemenis of God; for he 
eeems to have the greatest difficulty ti per­
ceiving the spiritual import of auyilnng. 
He .direct!» contradicts the testimony ol 
Paul, fur Paul says, * Circumcision n a 
tee! of ihe righteousness of taiih ;* but your 
author, Mr. Graves, says, *• No, Paul, you 
are mistaken ; that ao’t true ; circumcision 
ia merely the seal of a worldly inheritance !' 
But says Paul again, Abraham, and Isaac, 
and Jacob, who were heirs with him of the 
same promise, when commanded to gb out 
into a place which they should receive for 
an ii.beri,suce, went, not knowing whnher, 
and by faith »oj mined in tbe laud of pro­
mise, looking for a city whose builder and 
maker is God. • Thaw all died in faith, 
not Jsaoing received the promises (although 
they dwell ia the promised land—ia ihe 
lend of Canaan), but coofeaaed tbit they 
were strangers ami pilgrims on the earth. 
For ibey that say such things declare plainly 
that they seek a country. But now they 
dee.re a battel countiy, that is, a heavenly ; 
wherefore God la not ashamed to be called 
Ibeir God : for be bath prepared for ihtro 

•a city.* And farther, do’nt you remember 
how God covenanted * to be their God/ 
and now be • is not ashamed to be called 
Ibtir God,’ for by tbe ryt of faith they dis­
cerned ihe land of promise, even lb# 
heavenly, end that • city which huh foon- 

, dation# whose builder end maker ie God.' 
“ But our brother Baptist repli*, Why 

you are altogether mistaken, Paul • It is 
abaoluiefy decenary that we differ from 
you on that subject, for that promise and 
eovteant bad nothing to do with ibat better 
country, that is, a beerenly/ nor with that 
Jerusalem which is above, * who* build*

and maker is God ;* it was only ihe land of 
Canaan 16ey were talking end covenanting 
about. God told Abraham if be would go 
end sojourn in that strange lend be woo'd 
give it to him, and to his seed after him, if 
be would circumcise erery male child. It 
was a sort of legal contract by which he 
and bis hairs were to claim an inheritance, 
and ciicumcision is tbe token, memento or 
seal of that contract This is ita object, 
and this la the sum of iia relue.

il But, eeyi Paul, tbia ia not tbe sum o> 
in raiue. The most precious promise in 
that covenant was, * I will be a God to thee 
and to thy seed after thee/ and ‘ If ye be 
Christ's, then art yt Abraham’t teed a)td 
heirs according to the promise'—see Gal. in. 
29. Heirs of what? Of ihe earthly 
Canaan ? nay, but ihe heavenly. Think 
jou that God made a covenant of works, 
saying, Circumcise your male offspring, 
and 1 will gire you this land of Canaan for 
an inheritance T 1 tell you, nay. They 
did not inherit the promise in thu world, 
but lived by faith, ' that it might be by 
grace; to the end that the promise might 
be sore to sll the seed ; not to that only 
which is of the few, but to thst also which 
is of the faith of Abrehsm, who is ihe 
father of us alt, as it is writieo, 1 have 
mid# thee a father of many nations,’ (Rum. 
iv. 16, 17). Here Paul quotes a part ol 
this covenant (see Geo. zvii. 6) for fear it 
might be uoderetood to refer tv some other 
promise, and this puts, tbe matter beyond 
question nr cavil, that be is «peeking of ihe 
piuuiua io the covenant wilh Abrabero, ol 
which ciicumcision is the sesl, ihe original 
seal, and which p1 omise and covenant arc 
inherited by the Gentiles as well aa by the 
Jews, so that Abraham is the /other of us 
all, and thereby the word ol God ia literally 
fulfilled, • A father of many nstioos bave I 
made thee,' (Gen. zvii. 6)

"And Paul further remarks, 1 recognise 
this promise, ‘ 1 will be a God m thee,* as 
involving ihe mast precioes blessings of tbe 
Gospel of Christ: 'Ye are the temple of 
the living God ; as God hetb sud, 1 will 
dwell io ihem and walk in them, and I will 
be their God, and ibey shall be my people” 
(see 2 Cor. vi. 16), that is, ibeir God as he 
is not tbe God ol other men, and they his 
people, as other men ere not his people. 
A'eo see Hah. viiL 10, ‘ This ia tbe cove 
nent that I will make wiib the house of 
Israel after those days, saith the Lord
will put my laws into their mind and write 
ihem in their hearts; and 1 will be to them 
a Ood, and they shall be to me a people.* ** 

Bui weie ibere not temporal blessings 
included iu that covenant !” asked Anna.

Yes, very many,'* continued Halley ; 
" as their Jille and possession of the land ol 
Canaan, iheir prominence among ihe 
unions around them, their success sgsiosi 
their enemies, and in laet all ibeir worldly 
adviioiages and privileges.

God 
exhibited in them the same character ae to 
us, itnd required ihe same chancier and 
life ol his people under the old dispensation 
s« under ihe new. If any one doubi thie, 
he had belter search ihe Scriptures and see
11 b» can find beutr Gospel piety than lhai 
ol Enoch, Abraham, Elijah, Samuel, David, 
aod a host of others ; and then point oui, il 
ha can, the difference between this and tbe 
otbsr.

A,isio, ihe enma demands are made of 
the Jews sud the fo'lowers of Chriei. See 
Deut, vi. 5. ‘Thou shall love ihe Lord ihy 
God with all thy heart, aod wilh all thy 
sou!, and with all thy might.' See Mali., 
xxii. 37, 1 Jesus said unto them, 1 hou shell

all bn dealings with bis people as recorded 
in his word ; saith Jehovah,1 I will visit 
the iniquities of ihe faihers upon their 
children, unio tbe third and fourth genera­
tions ; and show mercy unto thousands (of 
generations) of them that lore me sod keep 
my commandments' (Ex. xx. 5-6).

•• Again be saya ; * They are ihe Med ol 
the blessed of the Lord ( Isa- Ixr. 23), and 
their offspring with them.* it mattered 
not whether mercret or juigmems felt upon 
the race of men, their children were equally 
partskere of ihe aatne. And Low is il now? 
Look out upon sc-cieiy ; see what wreich- 
«unes» su'd misery ihe diunkard tntfils up­
on his family, upon hie child'tn, ai d even 
upon his children’s children ; see what mor­
el evils the godless aod openiy vicious man 
brings upon bis lutte ones, when they go 
forth lo meet and to lake upon themselves 
ilic responsibilities of life ! Witness on ibe 
oilier hand the bieeiiugs, temporal sud 
spiritual, physical and moral, flowing from 
proper training and euliure, where ibe pa­
rent faithfully diecbsrgee his duty both to 
his child and to hta God ‘ Train up 
child in the way he should go, and when 
he is old be will nntdepsrt Iront it—train 
ihem up in ibe feat and admonnion of ihe 
Lord these are inspind teachings, and 
when fully complied wnb, are invariably 
accompanied with manifold blessings”

“ Did not Chiist recognize the eame 
principle, when be said io ihe Scribes and 
Phinsee*, is recorded in Mall. 23J chapter ; 
* Ye are ihe children of them that killed 
the prophet* ; fill ye up the measure of your 
faihers, "bat upon you may come «II ibe 
righteous blood shed upon ibe »arlh from 
Ibe blood of righteous Abel, umo the blood 
of Zicharias, whom ye slew between the 
temple end ibe altar ; verily 1 say unio you, 
all ibere things shall be required of ibis ge­
neration ’ la not ibe same principle here 
inculcated ?" ashed Anna.

“ Yes,” replied Halley ; " and thie pro­
phecy of our Savior, and tbe curse de­
nounced upon thaï -génération of unbelievers 
met with a most terrible fulfilment and
