Three Heatless Days

On the recommendation of C. A. Ma-
grath, Canadian fuel controller, the
Cabinet p d an order-in | sus-
pending the operation of manufacturing
plants for three days, Feb. 9, 10 and 11.
The only exceptions are plants which
must be continuously operated seven
days of the week to avoid serious injury
to the factured products, plants
manufacturing perishable foods and food

y for i di ption,
and plants devoted to the publication of
daily newxspapers. The order applies to
atl busi and prof 1 offices,
warehouses wholesale and retail stores.
For the purpose of selling food only,
stores may maintain necessary heat
until 12 o’clock (noon) Feb. 9 and 11.
The regulations do not apply to the heat-
ing of restaurants, hotels, or places
where meals are regularly served. The
regulations do not apply to Western
Canada nor to the Maritime Provinces.
The order as passed, will apply to all of
Ontario and Quebec, from Fort William
on the west to Riviere du Loup on the
east. Itis understood that it was the
intention to pass this order last week,
but it was held up owing to doubt as to
further action in the United States and
the possibility of the discontinuance of
their order. The Canadian order will go
further than the American in that all
munition plants must close down for the
three days. The Canadian order also
goes further than the American in that
during the month of February and March
all golf, country, yacht, canoe, or hunt
clubs must be closed except on Wednes-
days and Saturdays. On other days of
the week the coal consumption is to be
restricted to the quantity to prevent
damage through freezing. For the pre-
sent, heatless Mondays are ordered only
for theatres, moving picture houses,
bowling alleys, billiard rooms, private
and public dance halls, and any other
places of amusement. They must re.
main closed every Monday, beginning
February 18 and extending to March 25.
Exception is made where entertain-
ments or special functions had been ad-
vertised before February !.

Trouble Over Shade Tree.

The Township Council stanlds a very
bright chance of becoming the defend-
ants in a lawsuit over the cutting down
of a shade tree on the public highway.
Nearly half a century ago when the
township of Carrick was being cleared
up, a pretty little elm tree was left stand-
ing on the road allowance on Concession
B, near the creek which crosses the road

opposite Lot No. 8. The tree grew up
with the children of that section, and
was the object of considerable venera-
tion by both young and old. A few
years ago it was struck by lightning but
it withstood the shock, and bade fair to
live at least another twenty years.
From the sapling it had grown to a giant
tree, ncarly four feet in diameter, and
was commencing to crowd the-travelled
portion of the road.

Planting the Garden. |

A study of good seed catalogues |
will enable you to decide many people
needed in the course of the season’s |
work, as the information they con-‘.
tain is compiled with a view to being |
of service to their readers to clmble“
them to decide just which ven‘ietie:si
will best suit their purposes.

To insure the best germiuationl
there should be three things: the pro- |

Aids to Seed Planting : !

There are a number of aids to seed
planting which will be of service to
you, A straight-edge is one of them.
With this, and a pointed stick, you
can mark off the furrows into which
to plant fine seeds, drawing the stick
lightly along the edge, which will
make a tiny furrow. By bearing
more on the stick you can in this way
make a furrow of any depth up to,
two inches.

If this straight-edge, which can be
made out of a piece of board, eight|
feet long, four inches wide and half
an inch thick, is marked off in equal
spaces, say one inch, it will be a guido,
for quick and even planting, as you|
can lay it along the furrow and set
the seeds at the right distance very
rapidly.

Tt is an advantage |
to use these devices to
sfraight, as beauty adds much to the |
interest in the garden. A crooked |
row is not beautiful.

If quick germination, especially of
small seeds, planted shallow, is desir-
ed, the top of the soil must be kept
moist.  To accomplish this without
washing out the seeds requires some
care. The average watering pot has
a nozzle too coarse for the purpose.|
But if you have at command a garden
hose with a spray nozzle it can be
done to perfection. Turn the noz-
zle down until the water comes in 2
fine mist. Direct the hose npwar.d
so that the mist will rise into the air,
and fall on the soil containing the
fine seeds. Once a day is usually
sufficient.

The Required Quantity

Keep in mind, however, that as soon’
as there are signs of germination be
careful not to overwater, or there is
danger of a fungus disease known as
“damping-off,” which attacks the
young plants and for which there is
no cure. This is more likely to oc-
cur when watering is too heavy when
the weather has been ctoudy for sev-,
eral days in succession.

In order that you may have some
idea how many seeds to prccure, I
give belcw a list of the vegetables
ordinarily grown in kitchen gardens.
The quantitics are for a family of five,!
and will plant a row of each 100 feet|

furnishings, and exhibi. plenty of
hustle and life even up to time \he}
molt begins.

An experience in my herd has con-
vinced me that it pays, and pays well,'
to feed grain to dry cows-—even at
the present high price of grain, says
a successful U, S. farmer.

In November, 1916, I bought an
ordinary grade cow from one of my
neighbors. She had been fresh for |
about two months with her fourth
calf, and was giving 18 pounds of|
milk a day. Her owner told me that|
she had been out on pasture and re- |
ceived no grain while dry, and that |
she had given three gellons, or about
26 pounds, of milk a day when she|
was fresh. |

As feed was high last winter, I fed[

i

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grain rather sparingly; but when she‘
went dry in June she received a small |
amount of grain along with the other
cows—to keep her quiet, more than |
for any other reason. In August she |
gave us a fine heifer calf, and began|
milking 38 pounds daily. Two months
after calving—being in the same|
stage of lactation as when I bought
her—she was giving 24 pounds, and;
was still going strong.

She was dry a little less than two
months, and during this time she con- |
sumed not over 120 pounds of grain,
being fed at the rate of about two
ounds daily. At'$52 a ton for the
feed, it cost a little over $30. But
during the first two months after
calving she gave on the average

+ pounds of milk more per
day than she had given during her
previous lactation. At a net price

| of $2.60 per hundred for the milk, the

increase in milk was wqrth a little
over $10 for the two fhonths. Be- |
ginning ‘with the first of October,
when the net price of milk is about
$3.50 per hundred, the showing will
be still better. {

This increase in milk was due to;
the grain fed while the cow was dry,’
because her former owner and I
manage our herds very much alike,
even to feeding the same brand of
dairy feed.

How to Avoid Pneumonia.

Pneumonia is a winter disease
identical with lung fever, a disease
to which the mature and the aged are
very susceptible. It is espectally
prevalent at the present time in con-
junction with war, pestidence and fa-
mine, and because of strains of all
kinds which have made people un-
asually susceptible to it, its toll of
victims is unusually high.

The young are suffering from it in
great numbers this winter, and be
cause of high prices and poor nutri-
tion they have not the power to resist
it they have in normal times. Those
who are enfeebled by disease or dis-
sipation particularly alcoholics, are
its easy victims.

Pneumonia is a germ disease due
to one or perhaps several varieties of
bacteria. When doctors speak of a
mixed infection they mean that sever-
al kinds of germs are found in the
material which is coughed up by the
patient.

This’ diseaseé usually begins with a
hard chill, high fever, severe head-
ache and soreness and aching of the
entirz body. The air cells of the
lungs become filled with mucus and
other material and theref
pervious to air.

Conscription of labor to help in the
food production campaign is proposed
in some quarters. Toa certain extent
that is already being done by the tribu-
nals, who exempted thousands of young
men from military service on condition
tnat they get on the land or remain on
the land. Out of Ontario’s population
of 2,500,000 there are about 1,000,000 en-
gaged in farming. Taking for gramted
that every man thus engaged is doing
his utmost for food production, it stands
to reason that with each ene working
out his own plan there is a tremendous
waste of effort through lack of system
and co-operation. Our armies of pro-
ducers should almost be organized on a
plan similar to that of our armies of
fighters. It is through such industrial
organization that Germany is able to
continue to defy the world in arms and
maintain her food supply. While we
may not look for any move to form our
farmers up into battalions of land work-
ers, ‘t may become necessary, if the'
struggle continues much longer, to call
every able bodied young man into the
army and conscript many other classes
of labor to do the work on the land.
Not. only will it be ‘necessary for the
Government to assist farmers to procure
workers, but also to formulate a scheme
for raising grain extensively on the great
stretches of fertile vacant land in the
west. Youths under military age, mcn
over the age, also girls and young
women can all be trained to assist eithcr
the farmers or such government plans
on the food line, and their services be
made a great factor in beating the Ger-
mans.
