Board Wrestles Wiﬂl

The Board of Education 1l&st even-
ing battled with the question of re-
quisitioning the City Council for a
new public sechool and a new colleg-|
iate institute The intention was to|

bring the matter to the City Coun-'

cil’s attention last night, but thd
Board talked on the question so long
that ‘the Council had adjourned long
before the Board could treach a de-
<ision:

The matter of 'a bonus for teach-
ers on the present year’s contracts
was ' referved to the School Manage-
ment Committee. The ‘Sehool Man-
agement Committee recommended
that the appointment and salaries
of teachers and officers be dealt with
at the regular May session, instead
of in June. THheé report was adopt-
The appointment of Mr. T. D. Rus-
ton as Schoel Attendance. Officer at
‘$25 per month until June, was. con-
firmed by the Board.

Requisition Problem

The Board of Education last even-
‘ng discussed ‘.  motion ‘passing a
requisition upon-the ‘City Council to
issue $3560,800 of debentures, bear-
‘ing interest at 5% %, $100, 00? for
a new public school in Coleman ward,
and '$260,000 for a collegiate insti-
‘tute and‘techmical high school. The
resolution was moved by Mr. D. V.
‘Sinclair and seconded By Dr. O. A.
Marshall. - The Board said it would
be satisfied with the proceeds of the
‘bonds in the event of their selling
below par, the debentures to be pay-
able in thirty years.

Can Undersellk Mail’Order House

The home merchant can sell 'as
cheaply as the maijl order man if he
sells as cheap goods as the mail
order man sells. Hig expenses are
not as heavy ' as those of the mafl
order man. - He pays less rent in.
proportion’' to the business he does, |
his taxes are less in proportion to!
the capital invested. His adver-
tising bills are less. ‘than those of
the mail order man in proportion to
the volume ' of his salées. He.can
undersell the mail order man any
day in the year if he wishes to sell
only goods of the same quality and
style of those sold by the mail order
man, but he doesn’t do this because
he knows that the majority of. the.
people in his town do not want that
quality and style of goeds. There-
fore he keeps in stock geods of all
qualities and all prices. He has the

bourg were ‘made fr the schoon-
ers, then the only ns of travel,
by medhs of a jolly-hat, which was
sent:to shore from the anchored ves-
sel with its passen and cargo.
In many instances Qmimnts and
their belongings, deetined for Co-
bourg and its vieinity, were landed
at the Carrying Place, at the head
of the Bay of Quinte, and the remain-
der of the journey was made in a
wagon or on foof, \

In the twenties, however; the vil-
lage of Cobourg took a progressive
and important step—a harbor com-
pany was formed, and it; aided by
the Government, built & wharf of
cribs out into the lake at the foot
of Division street, and in connection
with it, put up a storehouse for the
freight. That work was.the begin-
ning of the present east pier.

In the forties another pier was
built for the Government and the
company by a contractor named Jos-
eph Metcalfe, and for the first time
a harbor or basin was made in which
vessels had a very fair shelter. When
Cobourg was incorporated as a town
in 1850, it became, by paying the
Government $42,000 for its share,
the sole possessor of the harbor.
Then the building of the Peterboro
Railway . resulted in very large ex-
ports of lumber and other products
from this port, and later another

lives in the building tHere. He is a
bit of an artist, as well as an invent-
or, and 'the walls of one of the rooms
of his quarters are decorated with
oil paintings ‘done by his own hand
between times., He has also at his
quarters a plaster model of a memor-
ial to an ajirman’ who lost his life
over in France and who was per-
sonally known to /Mr. Leclerc. The
model is & miniature reproduction
of the aurship’s position ag it crash-
ed to the groumd.

On a table in one of the rooms are
a sl]ver cup and a large silver wa-
ter pitcher, each ‘bearing the name
‘Lamjeat Leclere’ and an ‘inscrip-

at a comparativeiy late period But
the old histories everywhere are “all
but_silent ‘on the minor affairs per-
taining to the Homestic and commun-
al life; they aré monopolized by the
greater events that went to the mak-
ing of history. "Every modern writ-
er who attempts .to re-create ithe
past knows that; it takes a good deal
of groping, and of piecéwork, to re-
construct the custon:s, the habits, the
amnsements of the' pagplé. - And
that ignoring. of common things is no
doubt why we fail to trace the ifag-
pipes across the European centuries
‘No doubt, probably in a_much crud:
er form than! we know them todav
they were there, but. they were like
the flaws jin the Scottish National
chsracter—they iwere hardly worth
\mentioning .

Up to the beginning of the fif-
‘teenith century, when the Highland
clans wentsto ‘battle, they were: in-
cited to combat by the songs Bt the
bards.

'On the approach of spring the
trees were gashed, with a tomahawk,
in a slanting direction, and beneath
the opening made was inserted a
wooden chip of; spout to direct the
fluid drop by drop into the receptacle
resting on the ground. The sap was
canght in a birch dish and- hoiled in’
earthen kettles.. The small quanti-
ty .of dark; thick syrup this made
was the only sugar available to the
Indians. and is stated by early writ-
ers to have been highly prized.
