The Bunker Hill Mine.
Theo. R. Newman, formerly superin-
tendent of the O. K., and Jno. R. Reavis

ets. Recent developments in the prop-
erly have been of the most satisfactory
character.

The width of the ore body oc-
cupies the entire face of the tunnel,
distance of six feet, and is believed to be
at least nine feet in width. Both walls
are well defined, there being a narrow
streak of mica schist separating the
quarts from the slate walls on either
side.

Some of the Coast newspapers have
resorted to the publication of *Klondike
editions.” But they never issue special
numbers descriptive of the possibilities
of Kootenay. They do not seem to real-
ige that in Kootenay there is a mining
district which is of infinitely greater im-
portance in the production of wealth
and of commercial possibilities than
hali-a-dozen Klondikes. Today, Koot-
enay is producing twice as much precious
metal as Klondike, and as time goes on
the difference in this respect will be even
greater.

Virginia City was undoubtedly the
greatest mining camp ever known so far
as production of walues is concerned.
The famous ‘Comstock lode of that dis-
trict from 1860 to 1889 produced more
than $340,000,000. The greatest out put
of the Comstock mines for one year was
made in 1877 when nearly $38,000,000
worth of ore was marketed. At that
time the lode was developed to about
the 3,0004?.1«781. The prineipal ore
chutes of t ck extended from
the Crown Point' ie Ophir, a distance
about equal to at on the ‘‘mnorth
belt *’ of Rossland between the ‘Le Roi
and the & Kootenay.

The dee orkinge in Kootenay
are down only 600 feet, butitis safe tosay
that the present -development of the
mines of the district would easily admit
of an annual production of $25,000,000
worth of gold, silver, copper and lead, if
adequate smelting and transportation
facilities existed. The enormous pro-
duction of the Virginia City mines was
confined to the Comstock vein. In the
Kootenay and -Boundary districia. there |
are several surface showings that fally |
equal those of the wonderful Nevada
camp, and there is, besides, a territory
400 miles square in southeastern British
Columbia, that is seamed with precious
metal deposits from one end to the
other.

When this country is fully developed
from Golden to Roseland and from Fort
Steele to Penticton, it will produce tens of
millions of dollars and the placers
of Klondike will then be worked out and
abandoned. The newspapers of Van-
couver and Victoria are mlﬂdlrectmg
their efforts.

BOUNDARY SMELTERS.

Grand Forks has commenced to'ex-
perience the lot that falls to all towns of
great promise. The subsidy fiend has
invaded the community and is asking
for all that there is in sight. The bonus
desired in the present case is a value-
able concession of ground for a smelter
site and = certain important water
rights on Kettle river, near the town.
The usual mysterious syndicate with
untold miilions to invest is behind the
scheme.

The future of Grand Forks is too
secure to call for the sacrifice of valu-
able property forsuch purposes. Besides,
it is time enough for Grand Forks to in-
duce smelter men who mean business to
establish worke there when fuel and
other necessary material for the treat-
ment of ores can be economically ob-
tained. In their deliberations of the
matter of the erection of asmelter it

would be well for the good people of
Grand Forks to bear in mind this im-

portant faet: If the Canadian Pacific
railway ever controls the carrying ‘trade
of the Boundary country, that road will
do its utmost to prevent the operation of
smelters there as it has already done in
Kootenay. All the Big Corporation
cares about is the longest haul possible
on the ore, and the unfortunate mine
owner has to pay for it.

BETTER PROSPEOCTS.

The black cloud of monopoly that has
hung so threateningly over Kootenay for
some months shows signs of disappear-
ing, and the sun of prosperity may
already be seen shining through the rifts
of the passing shadow. It is now highly
improbable that the Canadian Pacific
railway will ever be able to accomplish
its fell purpose to place the mine owners
under a condition akin to bondage by
obtaining the exclusive control of the
transportation business of southern and
Southeastern British Columbia. There
are two excellent reasons for this belief.

The first is that the C. P. R. has sig-
Dally failed in its attempt to absorb the
lines of the Columbia & Western rail-

way. After the most strenuous efforts
on the part of the big corporation to ruin
' its little rival, it has reluctantly agreed
ltoa traffic arrangement by which the
two roads will exchange passengers and
 freight at Robson. By its pluck and
‘noble independence in this nnequal
| fight, the Columbia & Western has won
'another host of friends. If it had suc-
cumbed to the bluffs and threats of the
| C. P. R., Rossland and Trail wounld have
fallen mto the clatch of the most merci-
less corporation on earth.
The second reason for believing that a
railroad monopoly will never be possible
in this district, is the recent utterances
of the public press of Canada regarding
the railway situation in this Province.
The plea of Tae Miner for the main-
tainence of competing railways in Koot-
enay and Boundary has been heard in
the eastern provinces with the result
that the argument advanced by this
paper is receiving endorsement from all
independent, honest journals. Only a
few -of the editors residing east of the
Rockies have visited Kootenay and per-
' sonally examined into the railway situa-
tion, but, asa class, they are conscientious
and quick to see. the advantages to be
derived from the existence of rival lines.
Besides,  they know the history of
the C. P. R, and koow it
as a disgrace to Canada. They
are also beginning to realize very forei-
bly that the development of this portion

mense possibilities for the increase of
trade, to the benefit of the commercial
centers of the East. Again, they appre-
ciate the fact that the Columbia & West-
ern is purely a Canadian road, and that,
should it be extended to Penticton and
shortly afterwards to tide water, south-
ern British Columbia will be served to
the very best advantage.

the most important question affecting
the principal mining district in Canada
is engaging the attention of the mould-
ers of public opinion throughout the
country. Under such conditions right
will surely prevail. It is now quite rea-
sonable to suppose that parliament at
its next session will unhesitatingly de-
cide against the C. P. R. and in favor of
the people.

Tre MINER will
live up to its promise, knowing that the
best interestsswof the community demand

public fonds should be handled by
‘men who are respongible for the negotia-
tions of the $50,000 loan and the sewer
contract. The word “knowing’ in the
foregoing sentence is used advisedly.
This journal promises that in the course
of the next few days it will offer to the
public all the evidence necessary to cause
the defeat of the loan that has been
negotiated, as well as the two bylaws
now put forward for adeption.

Tae MINER is absolutely independent
in every respect. Itis opposed to cor-
rupt politics as bitterly as it is to mon-
opoly. The worst charge that can be
brought against it is that it represents
and advocates the cause of the ‘‘common
people’” as against the greed of corpora-
tions and the sordidness of professional
politicians. The welfare of Rossland is
its first care, and as time goes on it
hopes to demonstrate to the most skep-
tical that such is the case.

THE BUSINESS OF MINING.

Rev. Robert Mcintyre, a Methodist
minister of Chicago, grub-staked a miner
to go to Klondike and was hauled over
the coals by some of his brethren for
doing what they considered to be so
worldly a thing. Mr. McIntyre has the
courage of his convictions, and stoutly
and elogquently defends his  action.

It
is acquired away from the scheming and
the cut-throat competition that char-
acterizes ordinary business ventures,
where the success of one man so often
means the disaster and down fall of some
other man, or perhaps a number of men.,
Nobody has been pinched. Nobody has
been wronged. The miner who digs a
fortune out of the ground has the satis-
faction that he has not robbed a soul,
even though he becomesa hundred times
a millionaire. Then, oo, there is an-
other factor to take into consideration.
The man who makes a fortune on the
board of trade, or in the stock exchange,
or in the building up of a gigantic busi-
ness house, adds nothing to the world’s
store of available wealth. The world,
in other words, is no richer because he
is richer; he is rich, rather, because
somebody else is poorer. The miner, on
the other hand, whether he digs out
$100 or $100,000, adds that much to the
world’s wealth. The fact is, God put
the gold in the wvalley of the
Yukon for his children. Any man,
consistent with such regulationsas are
necessary for fair play and the protec-
tion of individual rights, has the unde-
niable right to go there and dig and
delve all be chooses. If he pulls out
$100,000 he simply makes a draft, not on
somebody’s bank account, but on na-
ture’s treasury. Thereis nomore wrong
in that, therefore, than there would bein

ture to yield twenty, fifty or a hundred
fold. It’s a private matter between
man and his Maker. I have said that
the miner who actually adds to the
world’s wealth is a public benefactor,
and that his wealth is 'the cleanest in
existence. Believing that, why would I
not grubstake a miner?”’

The minister who gave utterance to
the above is something more than a
mere theologian, as there never was a
greater truth than the one he uttered
when he said that there are no blood
or tear’s on the miner’s gold. It is
clean wealth and is not gained by sharp
practices or the swindling of the miner’s
fellow man. That is one of the main

reasons why there are g0 many noble,

whole-souled fellows engaged in the
business of mining. The Rev. Mr. Mc-
Intyre has shown himself to be so much
in touch” with mining and with those

who follow it that he should be called to

the first vacancy that there is in a
Kootenay pulpit.

In 1866 the only telegraph line operated
in British Columbia was the few milesof
wire that was strung across the
American border as far as New
Westminster.

Dr. Robertson regarding thé morals of
British Columbia mining camps, which,
to say the least, is & gross misrepresen-
tations of the econdition of affairs here.

" The communication is dated Winnipeg,
and the Rev. Dr. Robertson ‘states a8 a
preliminary to his epistle that be wants

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that comes from the United States and
hence there is considerable danger to
morality. The presbytery in respouse
to this moving appeal, to those unae-
quainted with the facts, appointed &
committee to. organize means to col-
lect funds with whieh to send mission-
aries to Western Oanada.

The statements set forth in the com:
munication are totally at variance with
the facts. The rough element does not
dominate in this camp, nor does it in
any of the mining towns of the Proy
ince. :

As for Sunday observance, there are
but few quieter towns in the world than
Rossland on the Sabbath. The stores
are closed and so are the saloons, and
all ordinary employments are stopped.
There are five religious organizations . in
the city, and the churches of fhese are
well filled with as devout bands of
Christians as can be found in any city.
In fact those who have been used‘to
more stir in less godly cities than Ross-
land complain of the lack of ‘life’’. that
characterizes this camp. It is as quiet
and orderly as most Christians could de-
gire. The same condition of
exists in other of the mining towns of
the province.

A word as to work on the Sabbath in
the mines. It isthe custom that pre-
vails in mining camps all over the world
to carry on the werk coutinuously.
This is necessary in order that profit
may be made out of the business. Ifthe
Free Church Presbytery will take the
trouble to go to the mines in Cornwall,

the Swansea smelter in Wales, and to

other parts of Great Britain, it will find
men who are compelled to work on the
Sabbath, and that there is -a field
for reform for them at home which might
be worked togreat advantage. They will
learn,too,that Sunday work has been con-
ducted in mines for hundreds of years,
and will continue to be for reasons that
are obvious. It is impossible to shut
down steam plants and to stop the
pumping of water from mines for one
day in the week. To do this would be
rainous to the mine owners’ interests,
and would render the working of mines
unprofitable, and hence the men per-
force are compelled to work on the Sab-
bath.

The Kootenay mining region can get
along very well without the services of
parsons of the Pecsniffian type of the
Rev. Dr. Robertson. We want more
ministers of the stamp of our own dearly
beloved ‘‘Father Pat’’ Irwin, who i8 an
honor to the cloth, and ‘who can see the
good as well as the evil that is in us.

and its developments in this country of
enormous possibilities. And -since in-
formation to be of much value for refer-
ence pur should be thoroughly re-
liable and opinions distinctly conserva-
tive, the writer will endeavor to kee
steadily in view the fact that over-col-
ored statements or anything else'of a

Geology and Ores.
The geological features of the district

ore described by 8. S. Fowler, A. B., E.
M., of Nelson, as being *‘varied and in-

teresting.”” In the report of the pro-
vincial minister of mines for 1896, at
pages 580-1, may be found a brief sum-
_mary of the geology of Boundary Creek,
contributed by Mr. Fowler. - Thgfollow-
ing reference to the geology and ores of
the district was made by Geo. A.Guess,
M. A, and J. C. Haus, M. Ei, in a
pamphlet compiled by them for dis-
tribution at the recent fruit fair at Spo-
kane: ‘““Altered sedimentary and met-
amorphic rocks, occurring with numer-
ous eruptive ‘porphyries’ and ‘diorites,’
flank the basal granites which occupy
the upper portion of the creek. The
ores of the distriet * * * may be
conveniently divided into: I, copper;
II, heavy sulphide ores; III, concen-
trating quartz ores; IV, free milling
ores; V. high grade shipping ores.”
Early History.
It is hardly possible to now obtajn an
authentic history of mineral discoveries
in this district. Accounts vary very much,

but there appears to be no doubt that
placer mining was' successfully carried
on nearly 30 years ago along Boundary
creek, the workings extending a mile or
two up froin its junction with Kettle
river. It seems, though, that it was not
till gbout 1884 that the first quartz claim
was staked. This was located near
Boundary Falls. Other discoveries were
afterwards made in what is now known
as Smith’s camp. Copper camp .at-
tracted the nctice of pioneer prospectors
in 1886, these men having first visited
Rock creek and what is now known as
Camp MeKinney, and then explored the
mountains lying mnortheast of those
places. As the years passed locations
became numerous and were sprend over
an increasingly . wide area. Intermit-
tent attempts were made to work some
of the claims, but nunder so many diffi-
culties little effective development was
practicable in such an isolated loeality.
So prospectors did little more than as-
sessment work, holding only the best
claims, in the 'hope that the country
would eventually be 6pened up by roads
and railways. Slowly the district came
into netice, until three or four years ago
it attracted the attention of several en-
rising- Americans, who, realizing that
1ts prospective value was great, acquired
