By the agreement, the city council 

would have allowed The Trusts and 
Guarantee company, of Toronto, to
fatten on the prosperity of Rossland in a 
manner that would have made her the 
laughing stock 6f every city in the Do­
minion. This star-chamber document 
provides that the $50,000 debentures 
shall be taken by the company. The 
city is bound to redeem them in 20 
years, but under no circumstances shall 
it be allowed to redeem them sooner.
No matter if the city can in a year or 
two borrow as much money as it requires 
at 2 or 2% per cent, it is absolutely pre­
vented by the terms of this agreement 
from converting the loan to that basis 
instead of an exorbitant rate of six per 
cent. But this is not all. The Trust 
company binds the city to pay tbe six 
per cent per annum at half yearly inter­
vals. This sum amounts to $3,000 a 
year. Provision is also made that the 
sinking fund, amounting to $1,679.08 an­
nually, 44 without any deduction, abate­
ment or defalcation whatsoever,” shall 
be paid into the keeping of the Trust 
company at regular intervals and for a 
period of 20 years. In other words, tbe 
city is bound to pay Six per cent for 20

Pleased With Roesland.
Editor Miner—Sir : I beg leave to 

call your attention to an article which 
reflects great credit on the good people 
of Rossland and vicinity. It appeared 
recently in the leading paper of Oregon, 
The Morning Oregonian, and is written 
by Major f)an Moore, a prominent cit­
izen and recorder of the circuit court 
of Multnomah county at Portland, Ore. 
The major, while taking a pleasure trip 
through the Kootenay country, where 
he visited his amiable sister Mrs. Jack- 
son, the wife of Mr. Jackson of the firm 
of Reddin & Jackson, observed what he 
afterwards had put in print. Annexed 
please find the remarks of Major Dan 
Moore :

“Rossland is far, far from being in the 
dumps.

THE BUSINESS OF MINING.

Rev. Robert McIntyre, a Methodist 
minister of Chicago, grub-staked a miner 
to go to Klondike and was hauled over 
the .coals by some of bis brethren for 
doing what they considered to be so 
worldly a thing. Mr. McIntyre has the 
courage of his convictions, and stoutly 
and eloquently defends his action. 
Among other things he said : 
is, I admire a miner’s wealth. It's clean. 
There are no blood or tears upon it. It 
is acquired away from the scheming and 
the cat-throat competition that char­
acterizes ordinary business ventures, 
where the success of one man so often 
means the disaster and down fall of some 
other man, or perhaps a number of men. 
Nobody has been pinched. Nobody has 
been wronged. The miner who digs a 
fortune out of the ground has the satis­
faction that he has not robbed a soul, 
even though he becomes a hundred times 
a millionaire. Then, too, there is an­
other factor to take into consideration. 
The man who makes a fortune on the 
board of trade, or in the stock exchange, 
or in the building up of a gigantic busi­
ness house, adds nothing to the world’s 
store of available wealth. The world, 
in other words, is no richer because he 
is richer; he is rich, rather, because 
somebody else is poorer. The miner, on 
the other hand, whether he digs ont 
$100 or $100,000, adds that much to the 
world's wealth. The fact is, God put 
the gold in 
Yukon for his children, 
consistent with such regulations as are 
necessary for fair play and the protec­
tion of individual rights, has the unde­
niable right to go there and dig and 
delve all he chooses. If he pulls out 
$100,000 he simply makes a draft, not on 
somebody’s bank account, but on na­
ture’s treasury. There is no more wrong 
in that, therefore, than there would be in

%Conformation and Climate.
Boundary Creek district is the most 

important section of the southern por­
tion of the Kettle river mining division.
It embraces a number of mining camps 

c situate to the east and west of Boundaiy 
creek which, flowing in a southerly di­
rection, enters Kettle river at Midway.
The district Is generally mountainous,
though few of its mountains exceed 6,000 five miles above Greenwood, 
feet in height. Most of them are easily 
accessible to their summits. They arô xj

valleys and some of its. foothills are 
. adapted for agricultural purposes,though 

very little of the land has yet been cul­
tivated. The snow only lies on the 
ground during three to four -months of 
the year, and the winters, as well as the 
summers, are usually mild. The official 
records, from data obtained at Midway, 
shows the mean temperature to have 
been last year 42.8 degrees, and the rain­
fall for the same period, 13.3 inches.

Geology and Ores.
The geological features of the district 

-ore described by S. S. Fowler, A. B., E.
M., of Nelson, as being “varied and in­
teresting.” In the report of the pro­
vincial minister of mines for 1896, at 
pages 580-1, may be found a brief Bum- 

„mary of the geology of Boundary Creek, 
contributed by Mr. Fowler. Thoiollow- 
ing reference to the geology andores of 
the district was made by Geo. A. Guess,
M. A., and J. C. Haus, M. E., in a 
pamphlet compiled by them fpi* dis­
tribution at the recent fruit fair at Spo­
kane: “Altered sedimentary and met- 
amorphic rocks, occurring with numer­
ous eruptive ‘porphyries’ and ‘diorites,’ 
flank the basal granites which occupy 
the upper portion of the creek. The 
cres of the district * * * may be 
conveniently divided into : I, copper;
II, heavy sulphide ores ; III, concen­
trating quartz ores; IV, free milling 
ores ; V. high grade shipping ores.” 

v , Early History.
It is hardly possible to now obtain an 

authentic history of mineral discoveries 
in this district. Accounts vary very much,
but there appears to be no doubt that 
placer mining was successfully carried 
on nearly 30 years ago along Boundary 
creek, the workings extending a mile or 
two up from its junction with Kettle 
river. It seems, though, that it was not 
till about 1884 that the first quartz claim 
was staked. This was located near 
Boundary Falls. Other discoveries were 
afterwards made in what is now known 
as Smith's camp. Copper camp «at­
tracted the notice of pioneer prospectors 
in 1886, these men having first visited 
Rock creek.and what is now known as 
Camp McKinney, and then explored the 
mountains lying northeast of those 
places. As the years passed locations 

. became numerous and were sprend over 
an increasingly wdde area. Intermit­
tent attempts were made to work some 
of the claims, but under so many diffi­
culties little effective development was 
practicable in such an isolated locality.

; So prospectors did little more than as- 
- sessment work, holding only the best 

claims, in the hope that the country 
would eventually be Opened up by roads 
and railways. Slowly the district came 

„ into notice, until three or four years ago 
it attracted the attention of several en- 
prising Americans, who, realizing that 
its prospective value was great, acquired 
some of the best of the mineral claims.
In one or two instances shipments of 
ore were made by the new holders, and 
notwithstanding that the charge for 
hauling to Marcus, which was the only 
accessible railway point, was $30 per 
ton, they realized a profit on their ven-

purchased by numbers of outsiders, the 
Majority being American citizens resi­
dent at Spokane or Butte.

It has 
been severely criticized for having 
adopted the prospectus of the Golden 
River Quesnelle company, with which 
genuine enterprise it has nothing in 
common. Its directors are on the boards 
of 43 other companies, and are men of 
no weight in the financial world.

Whittaker-Wright’s company concern­
ing which so many rumors have lately 
been afloat, was registered today with a 
capital of £1,500,500. Its articles take 
very large powers. It will be remem­
bered that Mr. Whittaker Wright is the 
guiding spirit of the London <fc Globe 
Finance company, which recently feted

A large exhibit of Trail Creek ores is

Messrs. McGarvey only intend to sell 
£8,000 worth of stock at present, and 
have already found purchasers for the 
greater portion of this issue, which 
proves that the interest in British Co­
lumbia is more considerable than some 
people would imagine. The papers have 
not been very kind to Mr. Comiske and 
the Vancouver syndicate, though in cer­
tain quarters it is believed that the 
blame lies at the door of Mr. Callahan. 
The galena fiasco has undoubtedly had 
a depressing effect on the British Colum­
bian market.

As the bylaws had been read for the 
third time at the previous meeting all
that remained was to go through the 
formal ceremony of reconsidering them, 
since under the law the reconsideration 
and Anal adoption of an ordinance must 
be done in a meeting held not less than 
24 hours after the session of the council 
when the bylaws were read for the third 
time.
