A Budapest despatch says that King 
Charles has entrusted the formation 
of a new cabinet to Count Moritz 
Esterhasy.

Count Moritz Esterhasy, who suc­
ceeds Count Tisza, as Hungarian 
Premier, is affiliated with the Lib­
eral element which, under the lead­
ership of Count Julius Andrassy, has- 
been generally credited with 'anti- 
German tendencies.

Break With Hayti
Amsterdam, via London, June 9.— 

The Haytian Charge ^’Affaires at 
Berlin has been handed his passports 
according to a despatch from the 
German capital. The Haytian diplo­
mat had previously handed tti for­
eign secretary Zimmerman a note 
protesting against unrestricted sub- 
arine warfare, and demanding com­
pensation for losses' caused to Hay­
tian commerce and life. The note 
also asked for guarantees ton the fu* 
hire.

A statement issued by the Berlin 
foreign office in regard to the inci­
dent says;

“As the demands were couched in 
unusual form 4tnd demanded fulfill­
ment within'" a period which would 
not allow ev.en time for examination, 
the Imperial government deemed it 
p'roper to hand at once the charge • 
d’Affaires his passports.

; I % Bulgar Premier
, Copenhagen, via London, June 9.
Premier Radoslavoff of Bulgaria, 

arrived last night in Berlin, accom- / 
panied by Director Stojanoff, of the 
commission on public debt. The pres­
ence of Mr. Stojanoff is interpreted 
as meaning that, the Bulgarian pre­
mier’s mission, in addition to a dis­
cussion of. peace terms with Chan­
cellor von Bethmann-Holiweg and 
Count Czernin, the Austrian Foreign 
Minister, has to do with the German 
subsidy to Bulgaria. Germany has 
been advancing her southern ally* 
40,000,000 marks a month, 
sum is believed to be increasing with 
the war loan, which Bulgarians, like 
the other belligerents, is staggering 
under.

Madrid, via Paris, June 9.—The 
cabinet council today from which im­
portant results were expected, left 
the situation still undecided, although 
the ministers profess optimism. The 
government is faced with grave dif­
ficulties both minority and economic. 
The direct cause of the trouble is the 
discontent among army officers who 
have formed an association to obtain 
a betterment of their conditions.

He said that 
he considered that the problem should 
be exhaustively discussed by parlia­
ment Which could then not only bring 
about necessary modifications; but ap­
portion the responsibility for the pre­
sent situation, which he maintained 
fell in no way upon the existing ad­
ministration. _

The Spanish parliament adjourned 
on February 26 in the midst of a 
crisis which resulted in the resigna­
tion of the Romanones cabinet. A 
demand for the reassembling of the 
certes has been a leading factor in the 
agitation which has convulsed Spain.

NARROW ESCAPE 
London, June 9.—Queen Vftlhel- 

mina, of Holland, had a narrow es­
cape from injury in a> train wreck 
Tursday, Reuter’s correspondent at 
the Hague reports. Four cars of the 
train in which the Queen was return­
ing to the Hague were derailed at 
Houten, near Ulrecht. The ' queen, 
who was unhurt, proceeded to the 
capital by an ordinary train soon af­
terwards.

A Central News dispatch says that 
immediately after the accident the 
Queen attended a number of injured 
passengers, giving them first aid, and

Ottawa, June 8.—Around the divi­
sion of opinion in the Liberal Parlia­
mentary representation, upon the 
question of compulsory military ser­
vice discussion here has revolved to­
day. That difference which had been 
predicted found voice at the party 
caucus and has rent the Opposition 
in the House of Commons in twain. 
That the strength of the advocates 
of conscription on a selective basis 
proved even greater than had been 
anticipated Js also known, and that 
fact was, no doubt, responsible for 
the report that Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
had resigned tile leadership.

Sir Wilfrid’s rejection of the pro­
posals of the Prime Minister that a 
Coalition government be formed has, 
it is true, placed him out of sym­
pathy with Liberals in the greater 
part "of Canada. Nevertheless he has 
not up to the present formally prof­
fered his resignation. He is under­
stood, however, to have expressed to 
some of his followers a willingness to 
vacate his present place it such a 
course be deemed desirable. From a 
political standpoint certain Liberals 

inclined to the view that he 
should do so. He may retire, and as 
far as can now be foreseen, might 
logically be expected to do so if an 
attempt is to be made to heal the 
breach which has taken place.

It is asserted that at the Liberal 
today it was resolved to make 

no final decision upon the questions 
looming up before the party until 
Tuesday.

The Government’s Military Serv­
ice hill will be presented and the cau­
cus agreed to postpone 
duration of policy until after that 
date.

He referred to the food shortage 
and the unprepSredness ot Great 
Britain, he also referred to the pre­
paredness not only of men and muni­
tions ot Germany, but the food pro­
ducers tor the last 30 years back. He 
also* referred with optimism, the way 
Great Britain is taking hold of the 
food shortage and that ^e in Cana­
da should do our utmost to produce 
all we can so that we can send many 
exports to the Mother Country. •

Mr. J. W. Clark of Calnsville, one 
of the most prominent poultry men 
in Canada and a Government lec­
turer on poultry and bei 
enthusiastically received, 
first of Great Britain’s first call for 
men and munitions and the call now 
Is tor food. He spoke ot Canada’s 
patriotic duty td aid this. The farm­
ers he stated, are handicapped for 
labor, they were asked to increase 
the production of cereals. They are 
doing there utmost In this, therefore 
had not much time to devote to their 
poultry. The people In towns and 
cities should do all in their power to 
see that nothing was wasted that 
could be ted to poultry to produce 
more eggs. He remarked that people 
•objected’to keeping poultry on'ac­
count ot the roosters waking up the 
neighbors. He said it was not ne­
cessary to keep roosters and this 
would overcome neighbors com­
plaints. He stated that all thejihic- 
kens should be hatched In June and 
July that could be possibly done, so 
they' would be matured before cold, 
weather. The feed be advised to use 
to bring the chickens to maturity 
quickjy was crushed oats. He also 

: stated that green food should be a 
third of their diet, also animal food 
in large quantities, lawn, clippings 
and an extra row of lettuce In . the 
garden would be excellent green 
food, a mash should be fdti once, if 
not twice a day and buttermilk given 
■as a drink,-he also remarked that- 
young chickens should be fed four 
or five times a day so they ^will 
develope stronger and faster. He 
also drew emphasis on having large 

: coops ,as chicks grow, also that the 
chiekb should have plenty ot fresh 
air and ventilation. He spoke on 

poultry diseases due to small and 
badly ventilated quarters, he also 
spoke upon the great detriment of 
growing chicks that the different 
vermin of poultry has on them. He 
said that coal oil poured on the 
roosts would overcome this consid­
erably, and remarked that it was not 
so much the breed one has, but the 
strain of breed that would make the 
best layer.,. He'advised the audience 
to procure stock from some heavy 
laying strain to get good results.

He ended his speech in emphasiz­
ing as the former speakers that only 
a few eggs produced in the back 
yard for home use would leave all 
the more for export to Great Britain 
and he particularly mentioned that 
all the waste that is thrown in the 
garbage could be boiled up and make 
excellent food, along with the masii 
that could be fed at least once or 
twice a day.

The third speaker of the evening 
was Mr. Burgey, poultry expert ot 
the O.I.B., and gave a short address 
to explain the scarcity ot eggs in 
Great Britain. She imported most 
of her eggs from Russia and Bel- 
giqm, and some from France. This 
was entirely cut off. Denmark, he 
was sorry to say, shipped her eggs 
the other way. He stated that On­
tario and Prince Edward Island were 
the best exporters. Quebec, he stated, 
had not produced enough eggs To 
supply Montreal for a few months. 
He also dwelt on poultry houses and 
gave a few hints to the audience eas

Saying that the hospitals for 
convalescing soldiers were in great 
need for these, the first food that 
the soldiers are allowed to enjoy af­
ter a,serious illness Is eggs, and in 
many instances they were compelled 
to go without eggs on account Of 
their being a shortage of eggs. The 
people of Canada should do their bit 
to produce all the eggs they possibly 
can, so that as many eggs can be 
exported as possible from Canada to 
Great Britain.

(1900 to 1919). Five others that 
spent nothing on the roads, as part 
of the system, lost 14.7 per cent. 
And poverty follows loss of popula­
tion in any county.

Present Day Road Expenditures
Apart from roadwork, there is 

considerable cash expenditures. The 
township in Norfolk spent in 1900 
to 1910, $240,811, and last year $27,- 
192. Townsend alone spent $40,945 
and $4,380 last year. Had one half 
of this money been spent on leading 
roads under government supervisibn 
Townsend alone would have receiv­
ed $1500 a year.

of Watejford. Municipal Advisor, 
now engaged in ufiging counties here­
tofore lethargic, to take up the work. 
In a.n exhaustive two hour address, 
Mr. Squires moved the council to 
present action. As he sat down, one 
member observed, “I wish my whole 
township had been here.’-’

Mr. Squires on Good Roads.
On rising, Mr. Squires remarked 

that there were but two members 
about the board, who were here three 
years ago, or previously, Reeve Dick 
of Middleton and Reeve McDowell, 
of N. Walsingham.

What Is Being Done Elsewhere ,
Recent legislation is a government 

acknowledgement of present day 
conditions, which demand adjust­
ment of the government’s attitude 
towards good roads.

Figures From 1900-10.
Average production increased $19 

per acre throughout Norfolk, Wood- 
house leading. This production in­
creased tonnage drawn over road;. 
The other modern condition was the 
introduction of the automobile, for­
merly a rich man’s luxury, now a 
necessity. The new vehicle made a 
new demand upon the roads.

Good roads, the government thinks 
will encourage greater production in 
tonnage. Auto licenses fees were 
$670,000 last year. Estimated $800,- 
000 this year, and may reach $1,- 
000,000 for next year, were figures 
for auto licenses, which staggered 
the government, and the money is 
taking care of interest on bonds for 
good roads.

Twenty-five counties have placed 
themselves in position to receive 
provincial aid for roads.

Necessity to Qualify
1. Designation and selection by 

council of roads to be known as 
county roads. Thesé are generally 
those receiving most traffic, 
selection is generally 10 per cent, to 
18 per cent, of the ’mileagè of all 
roads in county.

2. Appointment of a superintend­
ent^* -Middlesex paid $3,000 to Supt. 
on $78,000 expenditure. The aver­
age in 25 counties is $1,500 a year, 
40 per cent of which is paid by gov­
ernment.

(From the Country Gentleman)
The potato patch should be laid 

out in long rows neighboring the 
corn patch, if you go in for a good 
sized area, so it will be handy for 
one or two horse cultivators during 
the season. For this purpose the 
rows should be three fet apart. With 
all hand work, the space may be 
skimped a little.

The modern style is to plant po­
tatoes shallow and heep up the dirt 
afterwards as needed. Th^ home 
gardener often hasn’t the tools or 
the time for much after banking and 
may be permitted. to plant, a little 
more deeply. On newly turned sod, 
a good depth, say six inches, is ad­
visable so that the roots will not And 
themselves in an air space and out of 
contact with the earth.

I drop my pieces of seed potatoes 
14 to 16 inches apart in the furrow, 
then cover with the hand plow by 
making two trips to the 
throwing the dirt back on each side.

What Was Necessary.
What was necessary was that ther# 

should be called together the most 
important rulers of the Empire, say, 
once a year, to discuss matters which 
concerned all parts of the Empire In 
common, and in order that cause of 
friction, and misunderstanding might 
be removed. We needed a meeting 
like that in order to lay down a 
common policy in common matters 
for the Empire, and to determine 
the true orientation of our common 
Imperial policy. There was. for in­
stance, foreign policy on which the 
fate of the Empire might from time 
to time depend. Some such method 
of procedure must lead to very im­
portant results and very great chan­
ges. Thev co>nd not settle a com­
mon foreign policy for the whole of 
the British Empire without changing , 
that policy very much from what It 
had been in the past, because the * 
policy would have to be, for* one 
thing, far simpler.

A Simpler Policy.
In the other/parts of the Empire 

they did not understand diplomatic 
finesse: ■ If our foreign policy was 
going to rest not only on the basis 
of our-Cabinet here, but, finally, on 
the whole of the British Empire, it 
would have to be a simpler policy, a 
more intelligible policy, and a policy 
which would in the end lead to lees 
friction and greater safety. No one 
would dispute the supremacy of the , 
Imperial Parliament. They would 
always look upon the British Gov­
ernment as the senior partner in ths 
concern. But the Imperial policy 
would always he subject vo the prin­
ciples laid down from time to time 
at the meetings of the Imperial Con­
ference. Such a policy would, he 
thought, in the long run, bé- saner 
and safer for the Empire as a whole.

He also thought it would If ad to 
greater publicity. After the great 
catastrophe which Jiad overtaken 
Europe, nations in fututg would 
want to know more about that for­
eign policy. He was sure that the 
after effects of a change like this, 
although it looked a simple change, 
were going to be very important, not 
only for the Commonwealth of na­
tions but for the world1 as a whole.
He thought-that far too much stress 
had been laid in the past on the In­
struments of government. People 
were inclined to forget that the 
world was growing more democratic, 
and that public opinion and the for­
ces finding expression in public opin­
ion were going to be far more pow­
erful than they had been in the past. 
Where they built up a common pat­
riotism and a common ideal the in­
strument of government would not 
be a thing that mattered so much as 
the spirit which actuated the whole 
spirit of government.

Only One Mission
That, General Smuts continued, 

seems to be your mission. You talk 
of an Imperial mission. I think the 
British Empire has only one mission, 
and that is’a mission for liberty and 
a mission for greater self-develop­
ment. 'You represent the only 'sys­
tem in history in which a large num- J 
her of nations has been living In 
ynity. .
nations. You are the only league 
of nations that has ever existed. It 
the lines I am sketching here are 
correct, you are going to be even 
more a great league of nations in the 
future; and If you are true to your 
old traditions of self-government and, 
freedom and are true to those views 
of .your future, you must exercise far 
greater and a far more beneficial In­
fluence on the history of mankind 
than you have ever done before. I 
pray that we may have the clearness 

(Laughter and loud of vision and of purpose and the 
strength of soul in the coming days 
which will be even more necessary 
than strength of arms. It will depend 
largely upon us whether In the pres­
ent struggle the great prize is ach­
ieved, or whether the world shall 
once more be plunged into disaste**. 
The prize is within our grasp; if'we 
have the strength of soul to see the 
thing through until victory crowns 
the efforts of our brave men in the , 
field. -(Loud cheers.)

You want them to develop on the 
principle of self-government; and 
therefore your whole idea Is different 
from anything that has ever existed 
before. That is the fundamental fact 
we have to bear in mind—that this 
British Commonwealth of nations 
does not stand for standardization or 
conventionalization, but for the full­
er, richSr, and more various life of 
all the nations comprised in it.

Even the nations which have 
fought against it, like my own, must 
feel that their interests, their lan­
guage, their religion, are as safe and 
as secure under the British flag as 
those of the children of your own 
households and your own blood. It is 
only in proportion as this is realized 
that you will fulfill the true jnission 
which is yours. (Cheers.)

lution supplied by our past traditions 
—the traditions of freedom,

Many travellers who have made the , ’ 
trip through Banff, bake Louise, Field 
and points along the Canadian Pacific 
to the Pacific Coast declare that even 
the glory of the Aips is dimmed by the 
grandeur of the Canadian Rockies, 
Switzerland’s mountain scenery, say 
those travellers, in comparison with 
the lofty peaks of the panadian Rock­
ies, is toy-like. Several Switzerlaiids 
could be placed in the Rocky Moun­
tains of Canada, and still not deprive 
that country of many of its chief 
points of interest.

The first part of this reply must re­
fer to the will qf God, the determinate 
counsel and foreknowledge of God, that 
which His hand and His counsel deter­
mined before to be done (Acts ii, 23; lv,
28), the last part to the high priest 
who delivered Him to Pilate. There 
are degrees of sin and degrees of pun­
ishment for the lost, as there are de­
grees of rewards jpr the righteous 
(Luke xli, 48; Rev. xxii, 12).

Flour was again on the downwat i 
trend during tlie week, a decline of 
50c per barrel having been recorded 
in Manitoba first patents.

George Frederick Kunz is one of 
the great living authorities on rings, 
the history and their uses. Dr. Kunz 
has applied the same minute inves­
tigation to the evolution of rings 
that he has given to the history of 
precious stones and allied subject's. 
Rings, in the scheme for decorating 
humanity, are older than clothes. 
Men n"d wo-'o-i found satisfaction 
in rip «-a for their fingers and toes 
and ankles in primitive times, before 
they found out the fascination of 
aprons and girdles, the beginning of 
clothes. Dr. Kunz thinks that the 
simple trick of knotting a cord 
around the finger may have been the 
inspiration for rings. Did primitive 
man forget to mail a letter until liis 
spouse, in desperation, tied on a 
piece of red twine to-serve as a re­
minder? If so, the idea made a hit 
with the procrastinator, 
knot of cord the ring was develop­
ed in ivory, amber, iron, silver and 
gold. According to Genesis xl. an 
early Pharaoh bestowed a ring upon 
his subjects as a token of authority. 
Dr. Kunz finds other records of rings, 
Egyptian gold boons supposed to 
date back to the 18th dynasty, 1400 
B.C.

IN Mil 81i! ,;1 m L IIIFrom the New York Times: About 
the last place in the world where 
coaches are operating is in the Yel­
lowstone NatiiAial Park, but on 
June 20 next these, comfortable re­
minders of a less hectic period will 
be cast aside, together with about 
2,000 coach horses, and in their place 
will be luxurious and speedy automo­
biles. Tourists have shown that they 
desire this sort of transportation, and 
Franklin K. Lane, secretary of tho 
interior, has authorized the change. 
Automobiles, by their greater speed, 
will be a convenience to tourists hav­
ing but a short time at their disposal 
and also to those, infirm in health, 
who have found the long stage rides 
fatiguing.

The new method of transportation 
will also permit travelers to pass 
hurriedly by the less interesting 
places, spending more time where 
they most wish to be. It will be pos­
sible to go through the park in two 
days, and, if a longer trip is under­
taken, tourists may arrange to visit 
the remotest parts of the reservation 
which have been inaccessible to or­
dinary vehicles. Touring cars will 
carry visitors within the girdle of the 
park’s snow-capped peaks, two 
thirds across ithe continent, hidden 
away in the heart of the Rocky 
Mountains, 8,000 feet above the level 
of the sea, while they look upon a 
constant series of stupendous sights 
—a blending of the beautiful and 
terrific, the strange and sublime. The 
Greater Yellowstone Park will be 
about the size of the state of Mas­
sachusetts, and the 450 miles of 
roads in it are being put in shape for 
motor traffic.

The road system of the park fol­
lows a giant circle, from which three 
long legs project to the most uncon­
ventional and scenic sections of the 
reservation, places of tremendous 
interest, to which the coaches could 
not travel because of the great dis-, 
tance. It will now be possible for 
tourists to make headquarters at any 
of the hotels and reach all such 
points in comparatively short time.

The animals of the park are less 
annoyed, it Is said, by automobiles 
.than by thq coaches and horses. A 
man who has driven a car through 
the park asserts that he motored to 
the summer ranges, where the elk, 
deer, antelope, mountain sheep, buf­
falo and bear stay, and that last 
summer he left some chocolate and 
sandwiches one night in the car. A 
bear took the door off the car, be­
cause the chocolate was in a pocket 
of the door, and on another occa­
sion the upholstery of the automo­
bile was torn off by another animal 
in search of something tasty.

“I was driving my machine 
through the park at night not long 
ago,” said Huntley Child of the Yel- 
lewstoue Park Transportation com­
pany, “and missed by a short dis­
tance a band of about fifty elk. I 
missed one elk by less than a foot.
I blew my siren, but there was no 
traffic cop there, and the whole band 
crossed the road in front of me. At 
night you can see their eyes a mile 
away. If you are coming toward 
them in a machine they won’t move. 
You simply have to stop. I think 
the lights must hypnotize them.”

It be­
came known when it was learned 
that Dr. Henry Smith Pritchett, 
president of the Carnegie foundation 
and one of Carnegie’s closest friends, 
has been appointed conservator of 
the vast Carnegie funds.

Carnegie’s reason has been dwind­
ling since war began, but the condi­
tion of the old ironmaster has been 
guarded jealously.

Quickly, but cautiously),, the pow­
er to give away money was taken 
from him. The appointment of Dr. 
Pritchard was without publicity.

Aged, penniless and heartbroken, 
the once powerful industrial mon­
arch and apostle of peace sits In his 
castle home waiting the great arm­
istice.

Closest friends are no longer rec­
ognized by Carnegie. Only now and 
then does he know Dr. Pritchett 
Emperors, masters of finance, steel 
kings—these are but shadows now 
to the man who once mingled with 
them as a power.

’ NOSEBLEED.

N THE ORDINARY CASE of nosebleed the loss of blood will stop 
spontaneously in a few minutes if the sufferer will remain quiet. In 

cases the loss of a few teaspoonfuls of blood Is helpful rather 
than harmful, and, therefore, it is just as well to wait a few minutes

for spontaneous stoppage. ..... , ...
Wuen the time to do something arrives it is well to make use of the 

simplest procedures possible. Grasp the soft part of the nose between 
the thumb and index finger in such a way as to close both nostrils, and 
press the wings of the nose against the septum. The septum is the parti­
tion which separates the nostrils from each other. The head is then leaned 
forward without bending the back. After about ten minutes the pressure 
of tae fingers on the nostrils is very slowly and gradually lessened. Five 
minutes should be consumed In turning the nose loose. In the majority 

instances the bleeding takes place from a vessel within the territory 
pressed upon. When such is the case the pressure is reasonably certain to 
stop the hemorrhage,

The method is also efficacious when the bleeding point is higher up. 
The method of cure in that case is as follows: The nostrils fill up with 
blood. The blood coagulates. The clot stops the hemorrhage. It is 
good judgment to leave the clots in the nose for at least an hour after the

SIX-YEAR MOLARS.
Notice the mouth of any middle-aged man or woman when he or she 

laughs or opens the mouth widely in speaking or singing. The chance 
Is that you will notice one tooth gone on each side of both upper and lower 
Jaws. The vacant space Is always at the same place—toward the corner 
of the mouth. If you ask a dentist which tooth it is that is missing he 
will tell you the six-year molar.

It is significant that the loss of teeth begifis with the six-year molar. 
The reason is easily understood. The six-year molar comes in at about six 
years of age. It seems to be the last of the temporary teeth. It is in fact 
thè first of the permanent teeth.

Boys and girls do not begin to brush their teeth until they get into 
school, begin to have sweethearts, and in consequence take pride in their 
personal appearance. The urge to brush the hair, to keep the clothes clean, 
to wear a tie, and to brush the teeth all ground in the same instinct. In 
consequence the six-year molars have had several years of neglect before 
the habit of brushing the teeth is established. And then again they are 
not cleaned as easily as are. the front teeth.

Presently the molars begin to ache. A dentist is consulted. He finds 
a large -cavity. “The tooth is too far gone. It will be easier and better to 
pull it,” is his verdict. And in consequence the unsightly gap so nearly 
universal in middle-aged people.

The six-year molar is not a delicate tooth. It can be saved. To save 
it a habit must be changed. In’stead of beginning the care of the teeth as 
a prjrt of the preadolescent sex urge, it should be begun in the home in the 
pre-school years.
