Is it poss\ble that Count
von Hertling does not see that; does
not grasp ‘it, is in faet living in his
thoughts in a world dead and gone?

“Is Couni von Hertling not aware
that he is speaking in the court of
mankind that all the awakened na-
tiohs of the world now sit in judg-
ment on what every public man, of
whatever mnation, may say on the
issues of a ennflict which Las spread
to every region of the world?
