STUDY ONE'S OWN FARM

Solls Differ and General Advice is Not
Enough

The soll s the farmer's capital—
his workshcy: Upon it is founded the
whole business of farming, and upon
its fertility will depend in large meas-
uré the suc.ess of the farmer’s oper-
ations, Too often it is not given the
proper care nor is sufficient intelll-
gence exercised in its use.

The plant derives certain substances
necessary to its development from the
soll; thé most important of these are
nitrogén, pl.osphoric acid and potash
The farmer should know whether his
soll contains these in sufficlent quan
titles to meet the requirements of a
maximum crop providing good cultl
vation is given, or if he s not getting

isfactory ylelds, he shonld find the

PRODUCE NEW MAIZE

Indian Showing Ability to Raise Grain
on Arid Lands

The Indians havé given the white
man & new kind of maize, which will
go another long Atdp toward produc-
ing food. The great arid desserts of
the west have been considered neglig:
ible so far us areas fit for the pro-
duction of food crops without expen-
sive irrigation

The Pueblo Indians of Colorado
have learned to raise a peculiar kind
of maize which will resist ~drouth.
This new kind of maize is planted by
the Indians as deep as 18 inches in
the ground. It sends forth a single
root which penetrates deeply Into the
soll, finally reaching low enough levels
to bring molsture to the plant

By reason of peculiar formation this
plant s able to push Its way up
through 18 Inches of hard, dry desert
sofl and find the light. Becsuse of
the absolute aridity no weeds or other
vegetation seek to crowd out the plant
and therefore it bears quite freely,
By putting all the energy into a single
root, the Pueblo Indian maize 18 en-
abled to reach mofsture and give life
to the plant on the surface,

It is a fact that while the common
snaill has lungs, heart, and & general
cireulation, being in every respect an
air-breathing creature, it Is, neverthe-
less, able to live Indefinitely without
inhaling the least bit of air.
