(Experimental Farms Note.)
Potato Canker or “wart disease of 

the potato is a disease happily known to 
most Canadian farmers only by its name, 
perhaps to some few by its notoriously 
dangerous character to the potato growing 
industry in other countries.

Some ten years ago the Federal Depart 
ment of Agriculture succeeded in averting 
the very near danger of its introduction 
into Canada from abroad, principally from 
Europe. The Department ti en placed an 
embargo against the importation of po­
tatoes from Europe with the usual em­
phatic objections generally resulting from 
such measures. Today Canada has every 
reason to be grateful for the foresight of 
the Department. In Great Britain, not­
withstanding every effort towards the 
eradication of the disease, some 22,000 
cases and more have been reported during 
the period of one (recent) year. The dis­
ease affects potatoes in various degrees of 
severity; either there may be slight in­
fection or wholesale destruction of the 
crop, rendering useless all efforts to har­
vest a yield. Moreover, the disease per­
sists under certain conditions in the soil 
for 10-15 years, always re-infecting a 
crop even when planted after an interval 
of so many years duration. The presence 
of this disease has caused Great Britain 
and other European countries serious 
losses, not alone within their own borders, 
but also in the valuable export trade in 
potatoes. Canada is quite free from this 
disease which causes sud- serious losses in 
other countries; but te danger once more 
looms on the horizon, since this disease 
has been discovered in certain areas of the 
United States.

Canadian farmers are well advised to 
continue their vigilance, expedally as 
potatoes imixjrted from the States are 
concerned. The person who through ne­
glect on his part causes the disease to be­
come established in Canada, will cause 
this country serious injury, probably of a 
lasting and irreparable character.

DIVISION OF BOTANY.
Central Experimental Farm.

One great mistake that many formers 
make in rearing young coirs is in not al 
lowing them time to mature. They put 
them to work at an immature age in order 
to make them pay for their board. But 
when a farmer buys an automobile fie does 
not count the cost of upkeep with such 
a dose scrutiny as he does when he i ids- 
cussing the cost of rearing colts. It is a 
frequently advocated theory thajf colts 
should be put to work at two year an 1 
pay for part of or all their feed, ■foother 
wasteful meUiod is the keeping of mares 
that have to do the work of an equal num­
ber of geldings and look for foals to pay 
for their keep over and above whet they 
give in work. Both theories work far 
better on paper than they work out in 
practice. A rapidly growing draft colt at 
two years old is too soft and easily Injured 
to be put to any steady work. It will take 
considerable time to break and harden hint 
so as to get any work worth while out of 
him. With the high-priced labor which the 
farmer hs to employ now he cannot afford 
to waste time during the rest of making 
and saving crops by fooling with two-year- 
olds. The colts will make him more money 
if they are allowed to run on good pastures. 
What little work they can do fo entirely out 
of proportion to the expense and risk in­
volved, to say nothing of the loss of work 
delayed, and the -stunting of the gfowth 
which is so liable to take place when hitch­
ed to a steady tug at an early age. Heavy 
work between the age of two and three 
years is certain ruin to a young colt.

After the car hqs been brought out of 
its winter storage the çnetal fittings are 
usually dull and tarnished. They may be 
restored by the following method: First 
apply a weak solution of Oxalic acid and 
water to tarnished surfaces by means of 
cloth wrapped around a stick. Any acid 
accumulations are then loosened and may 
be cleanly removed by simply wiping. 
After this, ordinary metal polish used for 
brass work should be applied with a linen 
cloth and the polishing carried out with 
soft woolen cloth. If the surfaces are slow

The fact that Great Birtain 
will have very few sources from which to 
draw winter varieties, except in box pack­
ages leads those acquainted with the apple 
situation to predict good prices for Nova 
Scotia barrelled apples after the New 
Year.

Here is one thihg that is worth cutting 
out and pasting somewhere where it will 
be frequently seen. It is that prosperity 
ruined many a stomach. When money was 
flush in wartime, people slipped away 
from plain food and bought lobsters, fancy 
jellies, candied fruits and high-priced 
canned meats. Fred Dutton, grocer from 
Columbus, O., tells a canners’ convention 
that fancy food is going out and plain old- 
tashioned staples like canned tomatoes and 
corned beef and cabbage coming back. 
This bad news for delicatessen dealers and 
stomach specialists, but it is fortunate for 
the national health. Most of us dig our 
graves with our teeth. Business depress­
ion occasionally is a blessing in disguise, 
starving some into good health. More 
people commit suicide with their teeth 
than with pistol or poison. Cost of living 
during October rose six one-hundredth of 
one per cent, reports the national indus­
trial conference board. This is infinitely 
small—like the thickness of a sheet of gold 
leaf. For cost of living should be dropping 
rapidly. Prices paid by consumers now 
average about 33 per cent higher than 
before the war—far out of line with what 
farmers are getting. Boom times will 
come when everybody is on the same levd, 
balanced. Not before.

Steadily mounting wage demans of men 
for whom work was provided by the gov­
ernment in Ottawa to relieve distress have 
led to the discontinuance of the work. 
One hundred men who have been receiv­
ing $4 a day will again be jobless.

Don't skim the milk for children. Let 
them have it with its cream.

Plenty of it makes them grow. It gives 
them rosy cheeks, bright eyes, strong 
bodies, good brains.

Refuse the children tea and coffee, but 
always give them milk. Encourage them 
to drink it. Put in on their cereals. Pour 
it on the toast. Make it into puddings. 
Mix it into custards. Stir it into soups. 
Use milk, and use it freely.

Milk gives to your children the body 
building protein, one ot the materials 
from which their bodies are made. Milk 
is like eggs and meat in this. This body 

— -building substance, the protein of milk, 
is not new to you, for curd is milk protein. 
Cottage cheese is curd separated from 
milk. When we drink milk or eat cheese 
we give our body, proteins, which are 
changed and become part of our muscles, 
blood and other parts of the body. The 
milk protein is good for everbody and es­
pecially good for children. They need a I 
great deal of it because their bodies grow 
so fast.

Milk should not be the only food for 
children, of course. They need vegetables, 
fruits, and cereals. But even the bigger 
boys and girls should have milk. Milk is 
good for grown people, too. They still 
need its lime and protein and its other 
substances. Don’t think of it only as a 
refreshing drink, but also as a good nour 
ishing food.

Milk is a food. One quart of milk is 
equal as an energy food to any one of the 
following: 1 quart of oysters, 2 pounds 
salt cod fish, 3 pounds fresh cod fish. } 
pounds tenderloin steak, 8 large eggs, 
2 pound cottage cheese, 3|8 pound cheese.
