We learn from many of our friends in 
Upper Çanida, tome of them residing in 
parts not far from the line which divides the 
two provinces, that an unusually active inter­
course subsists with the neighbouring States ;

We cannot conceal from ourselves the fact, 
that there exists at this moment but one 
bond of connexion between the two provin­
ces. The Sovereign of each is the same.

The apportionment of the Revenue col­
lected in Lower Canada, from the duties up­
on British and Foreign importations at the 
ports of Quebec and Montreal, has proved a 
fertile source of animosity and discontent. 
The compacts respecting intercourse are in­
sufficient to guard against local disagreements 
arising in consequence of the peculiar geo­
graphical position of the two provinces ; 
and in order to promote and secure the 
essential interests of both, and to con­
solidate their strength and resources, a 
legislative Union, founded upon fair and 
equitable principles, must, at no distant day, 1 
a:id in defiance of every obstacle, short of 
the annexation of Upper Canada to the Unit­
ed States, or an arrangement which shall

The first of the two Resolutions which we 
quoted yesterday from • series passed at a 
public meeting in the county of L’Acadie, 
commences with stating that the “ feudal 
system is excellent, and perhaps the best in 
practice in its results when settling a new 
country/* It is not our intention to contro­
vert at length this opinion in the above shape, 
though the total failure of the system in Ca­
nada, as far as national and even private in­
terests are concerned, could be so thorough­
ly demonstrated by an examination into the 
present conditions of the Seigniorial portions 
of the country. There is not the smallest 
chance of the barbarous usages of feudal law 
being had recourse to in the nineteenth cen­
tury, to stock an uninhabited region with po­
pulation and capital. But the opinion of the 
adoption of feudalism to the circumstances 
of a new country has its foundation in a very 
popular error, that inhabitants are the sole 
requisites, and that if the wilderness were 
once well peopled, every thing that contri­
butes to national wealth and glory would 
immediately follow. This, we say, is a com­
mon notion, but it is a very erroneous one ; 
and because, before the law was interpreted 
all on the side of tlie Seignior, lands were of 
very easy acquisition in the Seigniories, and 
a dense population has been attracted and 
reared in portions of them, it has hence been 
imagined that the feudal system must be the 
best in “ settling a new country.”

Failing the accomplishment of this desir­
able object, Ijower Canada will ultimately be­
come detached from all, but an unproductive 
intercourse, with the rich and fertile coun- 
trie*. of which nature has proclaimed lier the 
outlet.

I pper Canada, alienated from the I»ower 
Province, by the anti-British and anti-Com- 
raercial policy of a faction in its bosom, 
which is prepared to sacrifice the interests 
ol an entire population, to maintain its own 
destructive ascendancy, will shortly demand, 
m the language of justifiable and indignant 
remonstrance, access to those means of in­
gress and egres* which are supplied in such 
abundance by the States bordering upon her 
iurnts The extension to her inhabitants of 
the unrestricted use, subject to regulations to 
he adjusted between the respective Govern- . 
ments ot England and the United States, of!

Russia, it is true, 
has made some observations on these excursion», 
which it considéré as too liberal, but Swedtn has 
too high a sense of its national independence to 
submit its internal police and foreign policy to 
the dictates of any foreign Cabinets, however 
vast may be the masses of soldier» they beve at 
their command.—Frankfort Paper.

On Thursday tlw Champlain and St. Lawrence Rail­
road was opened in a manner tltuft reflected the grtateac 
credit upon tbe Rail read Company, and that will not be 
soon forgotten hy threw whn took a part on the occa­
sion.

It ie also obvious that the example of Eng­
lish farmers would, conjoined with previous 
instruction, be of the moet material benefit, 
and bsetee the regeoermiion of their agricul­
tural system. We are aware that the force 
of example hue been astonishingly small upon 
the habiteru, even in ports of the Province 
where they are surrounded by English set­
tlers, and that absurd custom has almost 
uniformly prevailed against the most palpable 
evidence whieh the success of their neigh­
bours furnished, of the benefit of a rational 
mode of cultivating their farms. Still this 
only proves more incontrovertibly,their press­
ing need of mental culture and instruction 
on this subject.

To the introduction, however, of British 
settlers in the Seigniories, are opposed the 
feudal rights and uaages which prevail there, 
and which are the real cause of the evils that 
are sought to be remedied. It should not be 
overlooked by those who oppose the reform 
of the feudal laws, that if these laws be not 
extinguished, and if other ameliorations be 
not introduced into the domestic economy of 
the Canadians, the Seigniories will be soon 
unable to support their preeent population ; 
and that this is no idle anticipation is suffici­
ently proved by the fact, that the emigration 
from various parte which used to be consid­
ered the most fertile in the province, has 
been of late frequent and extensive. Even 
the discontinuance of the Echo iu Pays, a 
journal which cost only two dollar* a year, 
through sheer inability in its former subscrib­
ers conveniently to pey that small sura, is no 
equivocal symptom of the downward progress 
of the xgriculturist, in the district where pub­
lished. Every thing in fcet, in the Franco- 
Cxnsdian Seigniories ie xt the present mo­
ment, indicative of approaching ruin, and 
universal poverty, and no time should be lost 
n the application of an effectual preventative.

To Use Citizen# of Montreal.
The Committee appointed by th* citiiene of 

Montreal to establish a House of Industry or 
Poor Houee, earnestly request the attention of 
the public to the following coaaideratioiie :—

1. The poor are new supported by the public, 
ae they always muet be, in one shape or anoth­
er, but they are supported in a manner which 
precludes the possibility of method and discrimi­
nation, whereby the imposter often secure» more 
of the public charity than the really destitute.

Si. The lame, the Mind, the idiot, the old and 
decrepit, and the victime of incurable diseases 
being all dependant on chance compassion, must 
resort,as a means of exciting it,to the loathsome 
and disgusting exhibition of thoir tores and in­
firmities ; whereas, were these wretched beings 
conducted to a PoorHouse.they would no longer 
•hock the feelings of the humane, and would be 
supported with much greater comfort to them­
selves at an expence far below what they now 
coat the public.

3. As long aa the poor ere left to support 
themeelvee by begging from door to door, so 
long eball we have -a frightful amount of vice 
and wretchedneea among ua ; for their occupa­
tion furniahee them with the beet opportunities, j 
and their want* incite in many of them the 
strongest desire to commit crimes and miede. ! 
meanoura. The impossibility also of diatin- ; 
guiahing the really deserving from the idle and 
profligate,enables many to support an abandoned 
life upon the contribution» extorted under the 
name of charity ; and many abandoned charac- 
ters who roam about under the name of street 
heggirs, do not hesitate to insult thoee (especi- 
olly if females) who refute them assistance.

4. At preeent, in the absence ef all system, a 
great number of children are training up to be 
the scourge of this generation, and perhapa the 
terror of the next. Let any one observe the con. 
duct of these young reprobate*, and he will ac­
knowledge the necessity of a public Institution 
for their reception, whatever it may cost. The 
whideing language in which they solicit chari­
ty, for instance, ia often changed the moment 
they think themeelvee unobwrv« d, into exprea- 
■ione of a moet indecent description ; and girls 
ae well ae boys appear to glory in their profi­
ciency in such language, the natural conse­
quence of their abandoned pur eu its. Thus, at 
the ape when they might eaafly be taught the 
principles of boneety and virtue, they only learn 
to be expert thieres, precocious prostitutes, and 
fit instruments for all manner of wickedness.

5. Common sense and experience both, teach 
ua lhat any number of poor may be maintained 
better and cheeper in one entwhhahmeni then in 
their own detached dwelling» ; fer i notre oe, one 
large houee may be warmed at much lew ex. 
penee than a hundred email ones, and one meal 
for a hundred poisons may he provided muei 
better and cheaper than a huedred diffèrent meals 
for eo mey individual». Beoidee, a greet part of 
wlmt ie now given in eharity ie expended for 
rum, tobacco, Ac., ail of which ie au unjust tax 
upon, and would he weed te the public.

Let it not he imagined, however, that il fa in­
tended to furnish pauper» with comfortable sup­
port, and allow them te remain ie idleness.

Tw* ax.RoTAL Family of France —Advice» 
from TooliU, of the 26tk alt., announce that 
Charles X. the Duke of Angoukme, and the 
Duke of Bordeaux, had arrived in that city with 
the intention of taking the waters.

Electrical Exfemmexts.—A salad consist­
ing of mustard and cress may be produed in a 
few minutes by an electrical experiment. The 
process is to immerse the s.:®d for a few days 
previously in diluted oxymortatic acid, then sow 
it in a very light soil, letting it be covered with 
a metallic cover, and next bring in contact 
the electrical machine. By the same agents 
employed in this process eggs, which require 
from 19 to 21 days application of animal heat to 
hatch them, may bs batched in a lew hours. 
Rain water, apparently free from any noxious 
animalcule, in an hour can he rendered full of 
living insects. Water, in a short period, de- 
composed of its two component parts, oxygen 
and'hydrogen, and by the same power restored 
to its former state, and pDlma, the most difficult 
of all metals to melt, in a moment can be fused 
and ealemed by the discharge of an electric bat. 
tery. An iron bar, by the discharge of a suffi 
cient accumulation of the electric fluid, will be. 
come magnetic to such a degree a* to lift more 
than its own weight ; and it" a pound of red lead 
and a pound of sulphur lie mixed together into 
a mass which no human ingenuity can separate, 
a stream of the electric ti uJ will do it at once.

Himt to Ladies.—Stair carpels should always 
have a slip of paper put under them, at and over 
the edge of every stair, which is the part where 
they fir*t wear out, in order to lessen the frits 
lion of the carpets against tl.e boards beneath. 
'The strips should be within an inch or two, a* 
long as the carpet is wide, and about four or five 
inches in br adth, so os to tie a little distance 
from each stair. This simple plan, so easy of 
execution, will, we know, preserve a stair carpet 
half as long again as it would last without the 
strips of pajier.—Miguztue of Domre'ic Eco.
