The maritime universify- federation
scheme as agreed uponat recent con
ferences, provides for \the removal of
maritime higher educational institu-
tions to Halifax, there to become con-
stituent colleges of a new university,
each retaining its own name, endow-
ment and property. The scheme also
calls for a non-denominational consti-
tuent college with its own board of
governors disfinct from the new uni-
versity. The government shall be in
a board consisting for the first six
years of two from each constitfent
college and twelve others repres‘enb
ing the public at large, and after six
)'ex;rs board shall consist of the presi-
dent of the university, one from ea"h
boari of governors, six elected by the
associated alumni of all culleges,
three named by the governor of Nova
Scotia and three by the governor of
New Brunswick, one by the governor
of P. E L qnd one by the governor of
Newfoundland, and divided snto
gro ps so that one group spall report
each year. The university senate is
to consist of the president of the un-
iversity, the heads of several con-
stituent colleges and one member of
the Arts
faculty of each constituent college,
the deans of the several faculties of
the university, two professors of the
university teaching Pune Science,
two professors of each faculty of the

full professorial rank of

university. The colleges are each to
hand over their library
scientific apparatus, etc. It is hoped
to have faculties of arts and pure

collection.

science, law, medicine, dentistry, ap-
plied science and to organize with
possible faculties of agriculture,
pharmacy, forestry, fine.arts, educa-
tion, et¢., while in theories any ‘con-
stituted college will give lnstruc\llon
and conduct examinations under its
own regulations. As to finances it
is provided that each federated insti-
tution shall retain control of present
property and buildings, that a uni-
form scale of fees shall be adopted,
that each college shall fix its own
board and lodging charges, control
its own scolarships.” The concluding
sectiony of the tentative agreement
provided for the appointment of two
representatives from each university
and government to present the plan
to their government with a request
for aid to present it to the Carnegie
trust for its consideration and aid. In
