FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hints Useful to the 

and His Household.

The following statements of some re­
sults of experimenting with potatoes for a 
period of three years, are taken from the 
bulletin of Cornell agricultural station :

The experiments with fertilizers show 
that the common notion that heavy fer­
tilizing tends to diminish the quantity of 
fruit is erroneous. Uniformly larger yields 
came from heavy fertilizing. Thoroughly 
disintegrated bam manure was largely 
used. But there is some difference in 
varieties, and possibly some difference in 
soils. Tests were made to determine the 
comparative effects of early and late set­
ting. Plants set early in May, and exposed 
to cold weather, gave earlier results than 
those set in June, and yielded some times 
nearly five times as much. They were 
not found to be injured by the cold, raw 
weather of late spring as is commonly 
supposed. They had been twice trans­
planted previously, and were strong and 
vigorous plants. Two transplantings gave 
larger yields than either one or three. 
Tests to determine the relative value of 
plants from seeds and cuttings gave 
variable and unsatisfactory results. Prun­
ing by cutting back all the leading shoots 
from six to nine inches, at three different 
periods, cutting just above a flower cluster, 
produced little or variable effect. Hilling, 
by drawing the soil six inches high 
around each plant, produced no improve­
ment Normal, well grown plants gave 
much better results than slender, “ leggy ” 
ones, even when the latter were set deep ; 
and they should therefore be always 
grown stocky and strong. Moist and 
shady growth is sure to' induce rot ; and 
any system of training which allows free 
access of sun and air and holds the plants 
above the ground, appears to decrease rot. 
This disease is kept in check by the timely 
use of Bordeaux mixture. Single stem 
training gave twice as ranch yield per 
square foot as ordinary culture, with some­
what earlier results, and it greatly de­
creased injury from rot. Although re­
quiring too much labor for field culture, it 
is fitted for early market or for home use.

SOME HOME CURES.
Since we are adopting so many of our 

grandmother’s ways of cooking, why not 
go back to the old way of gathering herbs 
to be used for trifling ailments, instead of 
calling a doctor whenever one of the 
family has a cold or is a little nervous ? 
Every garden should have some space for 
herbs. Catnip is excellent for nervous 
headache, colds, slight fevers and colic. 
It.is also good to put in poultices for boils 
and other painful swellings. Sage is good 
for fevers, nervousness, sore mouth or 
sore throat.

An infusion made from the root of a 
plant called pleurisy root is excellent for 
colds and slight affections of the lungs. 
To prepare it grate the root, pour boiling 
water over it, let it steep a few moments 
and drink it freely. Wormwood is 
another good old ffeshioned herb. A 
simple tea of it is good for children who 
are troubled with worms. The leaves, 
steeped in vinegar, make excellent ap­
plications for sprains, neuralgia and 
pleurisy.

A most excellent cough sirup may be 
made by steeping a handfol each of hoar- 
hound, smartweed, thoronghwort and 
white root,or pleurisy root. When steeped, 
strain, sweeten with loaf sugar and set 
the dish on the back of the stove until 
the sirup is stewed down to the ordinary 
consistency.

For summer complaint and diarrhœa, 
use lettuce roots, blackberry roots and the 
leaves of the red raspberry bush. Horse 
radish leaves bruised, and the under side 
applied to the flesh, make a good substi­
tute for mustard plasters.

CANTERBURY.

FEED AND BREED.
There is no disputing the fact that every, 

thing is in the feed. The best layers in 
the country are utterly worthless if not 
properly fed. No one would expect the 
Brahma fowl to be classed among the 
heavy layers, yet we know of a contest in 
which a flock of these big bodied birds 
beat the record of a flock of Leghorns- 
It is not a common thing for them to do 
so, but as an experiment they were fed for 
that purpose and won. If we feed fat 
producing food to our layers can we 
reasonably expect them to lay many eggs? 
Would not common sense teach us that 
such a thing would be next to impossible ? 
Likewise, how can we fatten fowls for 
market with food that has no fat forming 
qualities in it ? We feed broilers for quick 
growth ; we feed hens for eggs ; we feed 
fowls for the table. Our birds become 
just what we make them. As an experi­
ment, we penned twelve hens and a 
cockerel in a yard and fed them on oats, 
bran and eornmeal. They were regularly 
supplied with green food and grit. From 
thaf yard we are getting an average of 
five and six eggs a day. In another yard 
an equal amount of hens are receiving 
corn, eornmeal, and boiled potatoes, and 
the eggs are few and far between. Again, 
we place two ducklings in a brooder (with­
out heat) and feed them on eornmeal and 
bran, and we killed them at two months 
of age perfect models of what market 
ducklings should be. While, on the other 
hand, a neighbor gave two ducklings the 
run of the form with plenty of feed, and 
they are not fit to kill ; yet oars have 
been devoured over a month ago. Verily, 
there is more in the feed than in the 
breed.

EGGS IN DRY PACKING.

A few of the methods of packing eggs 
dry for keeping have been tried at the 
New York experiment station and re­
ported upon. With these the eggs were 
all wiped, when fresh, with a rag saturated 
with fat or oil in which had been mixed 
someanti-speptic.and were packed tightly 
in salt, bran, etc.

Eggs packed during April or May in. 
salt, and which had been wiped with 
cotton-seed oil, to which had been added 
boracic acid, kept from four to five months, 
with a loss of nearly one-third, the quality 
of those saved not being good. Eggs 
packed after the same preliminary hand­
ling in bran were all spoiled after four 
months.

Eggs packed in salt during March and 
April, after wiping in vaseline, to which 
salicylic acid has been added, kept four 
and five months without loss; the 
quality after four months was much su­
perior to that of any ordinary limed eggs. 
These packed egg were all kept in a bam 
cellar, the ordinary temperature of which 
varied from sixty degrees Jo seventy 
degrees Fahrenheit, r ^h. box w"fa 
tamed once every t
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The half yearly public examination of 
the advanced department of our school, 
under the efficient management ofB. B. 
Masterton of St. John, N. B., was held on 
Friday, the 18th nit. There were pres­
ent forty pupils, who were examined by 
Mr. Masterton on varions subjects of the 
revised course of instruction, such as read­
ing, composition, drawing, geography, 
history, mineral, plant life and animal 
life, arithmetic, algebra, geometry, etc., 
and by the ease with which they replied, 
even to difficult questions showed the 
thoroughness of the work of the term,and 
the great skill of the teacher in imparting 
to younger pnpils by gaining their affec­
tions. Although Mr. Masterton has only 
been engaged for three terms, the ad­
vance made by the pupils compared 
most favorably with that of former terms, 
when our school was allowed the superior 
grant. Inspector H. V. B. Bridges during 
his last two visits, expressed himself as 
being highly pleased with the organiza­
tion of the school and the superior 
methods of the teacher, also of the great 
interest taken by Mr. Masterton in mat­
ters educational. It is to be regretted, 
hoirever, that Mr Masterton has severed 
his connection with the school at present 
and intends taking a second course at the 
provincial Normal school. But we hope, 
while wishing him success in his studies, 
that with his new stock of psychological 
training, he will favor us again with his 
presence as .teacher and make his stay 
among us permanent. He left for the 
celestial city on the 28th ult. His suc­
cessor for next term will be E. N. Dryer of 
Mount Pleasant, Carleton county ; while 
the primary department will be conduct­
ed by Miss Longstaff of lower Canterbury, 
York county.

On Saturday the 27 ult., Ira Grant had 
his leg broken below the knee, being 
struck by a felling tree.

Reuben Dow and Miss Levina Dickin­
son,^tyoth of this place, were married on the 
24th ult:, in the Trinity church, by Rev. C. 
A. S. Wameford. The bride and groom 
were, supported by Mire Annie Price and 
Robert Dow.

HORSES FOR A DOLLAR.
Immense Drove» In Queensland Whleh 

Have Become a Nuisance.

In Queensland, Australia, the horse 
market is away down. A sound, well 
broken animal can be bought for $5. 
Farmers in the interior cannot afford to 
send horses to Brisbane for sale, because 
ordinary stock will not bring more than 
$1.75 per head. They shoot them instead. 
And, what is still more startling, they 
pay at the rate of 62 cents per head for 
having them shot.

Horse breeding in Australia was for 
many years a rumerative business. A 
great demand was created by the taking 
up and occupying of new country, from 
the opening up of new gold fields and for 
the prosecution of the sugar industry.

Every one who had land began breed­
ing horses. Now the demand has ceased, 
the sugar industry is declining, the min­
ing is stationery, and the owners of what 
was formerly new country are sellers in­
stead of buyers. The consequence is that 
the whole country is overrun with un­
salable horses. They cannot be eaten like 
sheep and cattle, and a boiling down fac­
tory for the manufacture of glue and other 
products failed, after consuming 50,000 
animals.

Now, in a semi-wild state, they overrun 
the entire interior of the colony. The best 
of them bring at auction not more than 
$13 or $14 a dozen. Property holders in 
New South Wales have relieved them­
selves of the burden on their grazing lands 
by shooting them. On the Barwon river, 
within two years, between 60,000 and 70,- 
000 head were destroyed, at a cost to their 
nominal owners of 2s. 6d. per head. 
Queensland has now the same trouble to 
fight. A law entitled “The Marsupials 
Destruction Act ” is now in force, directed 
against the kangaroos, to check the in­
crease of these noxious animals. But a 
kangaroo skin is worth $3.75 in the open 
market at Brisbane.

How much more need is there then of a 
horse destruction act, when horses are 
larger animals, eat more, are more numer­
ous than kangaroos and are nearly worth­
less ! This is the question which is agitat­
ing the property holders of Queensland at 
the present time, as is learned from the 
recent bulletins of the department of agri­
culture of that colony. Will it pay Austra­
lians to ship these horses to the United 
States? The passage to San Franciso 
will take 20 days. The Pacific Ocean at 
certain times is always smooth. One of 
the Australian steamships will probably 
carry from 700 to 2,000 horses at a trip. 
The import duty on horses and males at 
present is $30 per head It resolves itself 
into a question of water carriage.

At the trial the 
defendant’s attorney expended hie energy 
in trying to confuse and frighten the op­
posing witnesses, especially a certain ferm­
er whose testimony was particularly 
damaging. The lawyer kept up a fire of 
questions, asking many foolish ones and 
repeating himself again and again, in the 
hope of decoying the witness into a con­
tradiction.

“ You say,” the lawyer went on, “ that 
yon can swear to having seen this man 
drive a horse past your farm on the day 
in question.”

Reciprocity is expressed by the adverb 
balvoto when the reciprocity would be 
expressed in English by “each other,” or 
by ko balvoto when the English would 
be “ with each other, ” or by balim len 
votim, when the English would be “ of 
each other ” thus :

The impersonal form is always the third 

person,and may be either active or passive. 
It adds the indefinite pronoun os to the 
verb root, thus :

Etotos.it has thunder­

ed.
Pasagos, it is said. Pesagos, it has been 

said.

The farmers are beginning to see the 
wisdom of raising good colts instead of 
poor ones, and nearly all farms in this 
parish can show one or more colts, bred 
from imported sires that are not only a 
credit to the country but a source of pride 
to the owners. Among others may be 
mentioned, a neat yearling, by Knight of 
Chester, dark brown, weight 1,000, owned 
by John McCuskar. Clarence Jamieson 
has two handsome yearlings sired by 
Gipsey Boy. James Smith shows a pair 
of three-year-olds, each of which tip the 
beam at 1,300. Ira Grant has a two-year- 
old stallion, dark brown, that is worth 
any day $250. All of above are after 
Gipsey Boy, who stood in the parish, and 
who showed that the recent government 
importation had some extra horses if 
proper care was given.

John Jarvis has a fine team of mares, 
2 and 3 years old, black and gray, sired 
by a son of old Republic, weighing 1,200 
and 1,250.

James English, sr., has one of the best 
matched teams to be found anywhere, 4 
and 5 years old, blacks with white stars, 
no white points, both by grandson of R. 
R. Morris. This team is speedy and 
showy and can do a good clip on the 
road. They took the prize for matched 
team at last exhibition. They can be 
bought at a reasonable rate as Mr. English 
has more horses than he has work for. 
H. Hamilton has a beautiful 4-year-old 
Percheron stallion. He is by a son of 
French Republic, weighs 1,300 and is a 
nice one. E. M. Cummings has a neat 
2-year-old Hillmont filly by Olympus 
that shows her breeding and gives 
promise of being very fast. Will breed 
to Harry Wilkes next season.

Thomas Shannon has a great grey 
horse, 1200 pounds weight, sound and 
kind, a grand horse for the woods, sired 
by Blackwood. This horse is nine years 
old and can be bought at a fair price.

Luke Lawson has an Aurora colt, a 
good one. This colt has done more to 
advertise the good qualities of his sire 
than pages of printing. Luke knows he 
is a good one and prizes him accordingly.

In speaking of speedy stock, the 
veteran trotting horse breeder and trainer, 
Horatio Grant, must not be forgotten. 
He is the authority of the parish in all 
matters connected with trotting horses 
and as he has made a success of the busi­
ness, his ideas have weight. He believes 
that the horse should be kept as com­
fortable as possible, and for his horses he 
has a stable forty foot square, with four 
box stalls, each 10 x 14. The building is 
well finished in all respects and neatly 
painted. As to the horses we can only 
take a passing look at them. First on 
the list is the chestnut stallion, Dread- 
naught, 2.28, sired by Fearnaught. He is 
handsome, showy, weighs 110Ô, has won 
several prizes at shows and is as speedy 
and gamey as ever ; a regular hurricane 
on the road. In the next stall is Iron­
clad, a neat, rangy grey mare. In a 
race at Woodstock she took the fifth heat 
in 2.38, doing the last quarter in 35. She 
is 1,000 lbs., by R. R. Morris, dam by old 
Warrior. Stranger occupies the adjoin­
ing box. This is a recent importation, 
and is intended for a surprise party for 
the boys when the lake is in shape for 
fast going. Mr. G. says that they will be 
built on “ flying lines ” that can down 
stranger. The pet of the flock is a 
suckling, five months old, by Edgardo, 
dam, Ironclad. It is of good size, well 
gaited, dark grey, and by breeding should 
be one of the best colts in New Bruns­
wick. There are others worthy of men­

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THE PUBLIC HIGHWAYS.

The time we think is rapidly approach­
ing when public opinion will sustain the 
provincial government in radically de­
parting from present methods respecting 
the construction and maintenance of pub­
lic roads. In saying this we do not com­
plain that the present administration has 
been indifferent to the subject. On the 
contrary, we admit that some improve­
ment has been effected under their man­
agement. But we are still far and away 
behind the standard in this respect which 
other civilized countries have, attained. 
There is nothing within the domain of 
common property so much used and so 
conspicuous as the public road, nor is 
there, as has been well said, a more cer­
tain index of civilization or of national 
character. The condition of the public 
highways in any organized state or com­
munity is the best possible exponent of 
the progressive character of the people. 
If they are in a neglected state — almost 
impassable — lull of ruts, rocks and quag­
mires, we may depend upon it, the people 
will be found wanting in the elements of 
thrift and progress. The history of other 
countries in respect of their roads might 
be studied by us in New Brunswick with 
advantage. We will not go so far back 
into remote antiquity as the days of im­
perial Rome, although if we do we should 
find that her industrious road builders 
spread a net work of highways through 
her territory, all of which by the way, led 
direct to the imperial city, so splendid and 
so permanent that we are told of not a 
few of them are in good condition to this 
day. But we may come down to a 
comparatively recent date. Within sixty 
or seventy years the common highways 
were dirt roads in England and were 
kept up upon much the same principle as 
ours are in New Brunswick. • A system of 
parish management obtained and a high­
way tax worked out by statute labor was 
imposed. Plenty of work was done and 
plenty of money raised as is the case in 
this province to have provided much bet­
ter highways, but the art of road making 
was not understood and so the labor and 
money was expended but no permanent 
improvement made. As early as 1819, 
parliament was aroused to the import­
ance of this subject, interest increased and 
grew from year to year until 1835, when 
the general highway act was passed, and 
from that date there began a systematic 
and intelligent management to which the 
superior quality of English roads is now 
chiefly due. Roads in England are ad­
mitted to be good. Nothing is more 
striking to an American or a Canadian for 
the first time visiting the old country 
than the superb condition of the public 
highway, and she is not alone in this re­
spect Travellers through Ireland, Scot­
land, Italy, Austria, France, Germany, 
Belgium and even Spain will tell you they 
found everywhere the same unvarying ex­
perience attesting the efficiency and skill 
with which the common roads are cared 
for and managed.

We should like to see the people in 
New Brunswick aroused to the value and 
importance of good roads, and shall use 
our best endeavor to stimulate public in­
terest in that direction. In those countries 
we have named, the principle of govern­
mental control is recognized and it is based 
upon two principles. (1), that the pub­
lic roads like the public post office and 
public buildings are public property es­
tablished for the use of the people, and 
(2), that bad roads mean an extravagant 
waste of time, labor and property. Time 
is lost in crawling and picking your way 
over ruts, rocks and mire; labor and 
money are thrown away in tinkering and 
patching up holes and repairing bits here 
and there; and property is destroyed in the 
knocking out of horses and carriages 
which would wear much longer if the 
highways were in proper condition. 
France is a striking illustration and per­
haps the most conspicuous of the working 
of an intelligent system of road making. 
She has to-day 130,000 miles of macadam­
ized roads. They work upon the princi­
ple that the road is a structure and must 
have a foundation, and thousands of 
skilled workmen are everywhere em­
ployed each in his own section and all 
under the supervision of competent 
inspectors. The French people spend 
eighteen millions of dollars per "year to 
keep their roads in good repair. This 
means about half a dollar per head of 
their population, and they will tell you “it 
pays.” The Frenchman knows and will 
also tell you that a horse can draw twice 
as much load on the surface of a macadam­
ized road as upon a dirt roac^in its best 
condition, four times as much as when the 
dirt road is in its average condition, and 
ten times as much as when it is turned to 
mud by the rains of fall and spring. He 
will also tell you that good roads increase 
the value of your farm, shorten the dis­
tance to market, save time, wagons, horses 
and harness, and generally add to the 
wealth of the individual and the state. 
Our people will perhaps doubt this but 
the Frenchman knows for he has 
tried both ways. We shall recur to this 
subject at an early day and hope to be 
able to make some practical suggestions 
that will be deemed worthy of considera­
tion by the powers that be.

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•vIARY AND ELECTION 
TRIALS.

We view with apprehension the grow­
ing tendency of the press and people of 
Canada to question the integrity and Up­
rightness of our courts and judiciary. 
Newspaper attacks upon the judges are 
now not infrequent and often involve the 
very gravest reflections upon their charac­
ter and conduct. We observe the Nova 
Scotia conservative press is charging the 
judges of that province with unfairness 
towards conservatives in the election 
courts, and the liberal press in New Bruns 
wick and Quebec is making similar 
suggestions as respects liberals. It may be 
presumed that there is little if any foun­
dation for the strictures of either party 
upon the judges; but that they are 
made and, what is worse, believed in by 
great numbers of people, is a consideration 
of the utmost gravity. When a consider­
able section of the public comes to lose 
confidence in theimpartiality of the judges, 
although it may be at present only in re­
lation to election petitions, the seed of 
distrust sown will germinate and grow. 
Confidence and trust, if withheld from 
the judges in controverted election causes, 
will of necessity be withheld in respect to 
all other causes. Indeed, we believe there 
is a feeling now abroad that political bias 
disqualifies some of our judges from hold­
ing the scales justly, even in non-political 
cases, whose former political associates 
and friends happen to be interested. Such 
an impression might arise in some meas- 
sure without any fault of the judges 
themselves, from the necessary operation 
of the controverted elections act which 
casts the duty of trying and deciding 
election petitions upon the judges ; but it 
is noteworthy that the feeling exists with 
regard to some of the judges and not 
others, although all are equally saddled 
with this class of duties. But we are 
straying from the point which we started 
out to make, which is that the state is 
much more likely to be injured than bene­
fit ted by continuing to impose jurisdiction 
in election cases upon the courts. It is 
done in England, we know, and on the 
whole without any apparent ill effects; 
but England and Canada are two different 
countries. In Canada there is more elec­
toral and governmental corruption in an 
hour than in England in a decade of 
years, and in great communities also the 
chances of a judge being a friend of any 
of the litigants before him, are reduced to 
a minimum. Not so in Canada and 
notably not so in New Brunswick. In the 
United States the judges have no election 
cases to try such as in this country, and this 
may account for the well known feet that 
although their judges are chiefly elected, 
the public confidence in them is un­
questionably greater than with us.

The object of transferring election 
Bcrutineys, as they used to be called, from 
committees of parliament to the judges, 
was to insure a better enforcement of the 
laws against bribery and corruption ; but 
does any body imagine that there is less 
bribery and corruption now after we have 
had all of twenty years experience of the 
change than there was before. We are 
constrained to believe that bribery is on 
the increase. Is it worth while for us to 
keep our judges in the whirl of political 
conflict for the sake of more stringently 
enforcing a law which experience proves 
is never, or rarely, enforced for the puri­
fication of the electorate and when used 
is employed for securing some party ad­
vantage or as connected with some party 
manoeuvre. The law has not answered 
expectation ; it has not contributed to or 
insured purity in elections, but it has 
weakened and impaired the implicit faith 
and confidence in which the judges of our 
land were held.

COMMERCIAL TREATIES.

There is at the present moment 
greater national activity in the mak­
ing of commercial treaties than at 
any period since the era of protection set 
in. Germany, Austria and Italy, have 
not only made trade concessions to each 
other, but have about concluded an offen­
sive and defensive trade alliance against 
France and Russia as the two powers 
with whom their political relations are 
also the least friendly. The other state1’ 
of Middle Europe have been drawn into 
the zollverein so that Denmark, Belgium, 
Holland and the central states who dread 
France and Russia and look upon them 
as national enemies have made with the 
three great powers a very considerable 
advance in the direction of international 
free trade. The treaties are prompted less 
perhaps by a return to enlightened eco­
nomic principles than by political consid­
erations, but all the same the interests 
and influence of monopolists must have 
been disregarded to have made even so 
much progress. The system established 
by the new treaties is an artificial system 
and in its operation only those countries 
which are parties to the arrangement 
participate ; but it could hardly be ex­
pected that night will break all at once 
into noonday. The process is a gradual 
one.

The Toronto Globe makes an editorial 
statement to the effect that Lady Mac­
donald was a partner with minister Dewd- 
ney in the Regina township speculation. 
Mr. Davin, M.P., says that one of the 
partners was “ a personage of great in­
fluence at Ottawa.” The Globe says: 
“ It is not worth while mincing matters. 
The personage referred to is Lady Mac­
donald. She, the wife of the premier of 
the day, is accused by this conservative 
journal of having been a partner with 
Dewdney and the rest in a transaction 
which all concerned must have known to 
be shady and disreputable.” What next?

A Flood — Strange Disease Among the 
Cattle — Minns a Coat.

Owing to the heavy intermittent rain 
the past two days, we are having a small 
flood that is causing some anxiety to mill 
owners in regard to safety of dams and 
mills. The streams have risen and the 
ice is breaking up and running out and 
coming with such a pressure of water 
behind it, together with the strength of 
the new ice, demolished every obstacle in 
its course.

The president is preparing a proclama­
tion of retaliation against those countries 
that refused to enter into reciprocal trade 
relations with this country, and will prob­
ably have it ready for issue the present 
week. The president’s action is based on 
section three of the McKinley tariff act.

It is said that the “ wilderness of rail­
road tracks,” extending 15 miles from the 
Michigan Central railway depot, to Ken­
sington, in South Chicago, is occupied by 
freight cars laden with grain. Fifteen 
thousand cars of grain dumped into Chic­
ago in a fortnight and the elevators all 
full.

Oscar H., king of Sweden, is dangerously 
ill in his palace in Stockholm from a 
severe attack of influenza, and shows no 
signs of improvement. His lungs are af­
fected and great alarm is felt at his con­
dition. During the king’s illness the 
crown prince has acted as regent of the 
kingdom.

William Scott and John Conery, lum­
bermen, were returning after dusk from 
work to their camp, on St. Croix waters 
one evening last week, when they were 
suddenly confronted by a spectre in 
white. They took to trees, where they 
remained until they discovered, two 
hours later, that the dread apparition was 
only a white buck deer.

The Chilian government has cabled 
orders to minister Montt at Washington 
to make a sincere apology to the United 
States for the attack upon the Baltimore 
sailors on Oct 16. The apology is said to 
be unqualified in character. Other mat­
ters which have been in dispute between 
Chili and the United States will be speed­
ily considered by the new administration.

OUR STREAMS CUT LOOSE.
lee. Fourteen Inches Thick, Tearing Its 

Wa7 Down River.

The rains of Sunday and Monday caused 
considerable damage in various parts of the 
country. The Nashwaak raised four feet 
beyond its wonted level, swept its covering 
of ice along with irresistible force. The 
islands and low intervales all along the 
stream are covered with the blocks of ice, 
some of it being fourteen inches in thick­
ness. The jam tore everything along with 
it till it reached Peters' island, at the mouth 
of the Penniac, where it was held, after 
covering the island three or four feet deep. 
Wade's, Price’s and James Gibson's farms 
suffered severely from the ice. The damage 
to the hay crop will be considerable, as the 
land on which the ice is left, will not bear 
any grass the coming year, as the ice will 
not melt till the last of June. The ice from 
Peters’ island, swept along down in one
heavy jam, till the railway bridge was 
reached. The piers held solidly, but the 
water rising with the jam, damaged one of 
the piers so that trains could not cross. 
However, it was repaired in short order so 
that traffic went on as usual. After the ice 
had passed the bridge it tore on to Marys­
ville, where it took out the temporary dam, 
the foot bridge, from the mill to the old 
bridge, and the gate out of the slip. Had 
the bulkhead given away at one time the 
mill would have stood a hard chance. One 
thing the ice flood proved, that is that 
Jacob Libby knows how to build a pier. 
Although the pressure was severe none of 
his work moved. The ice ground the tops 
away from some fifty piers, but they had 
been placed there to stay and did so. Mr. 
Libby built the bulkhead and it stood the 
strain and saved the mill.

At Miramichi the storm began with hail 
but soon turned to rain, and continued for 
twenty-four hours, the ground being frozen 
all the felling water at once found its way 
to the river. On the 4th the ice ran, 
creating considerable excitement. Little 
damage was done. It jammed at Doak- 
town, the water running into Mr. Freeze’s 
mill and standing on the main highway 
about two feet deep.

All the small streams are clear of ice 
except what has been made the past two 
days. It was the greatest freshet ever seen 
in these parts in mid-winter.

Supreme Court.

Schofield vs. Anderson—new trial granted,
Ex parte John A. Edwards — rule for 

certiorari discharged, Palmer J„ dissenting. 
The conviction which it was desired to 
bring up was for the fifth offence under 0. 
T. A.

Ex parte George Howard —the like, 
Palmer J. dissenting. The conviction in 
this case was for the fourth offence under 
the C. T. A.

Ex parte Hugh Edgar — rule absolute for 
certiorari.

Walton vs. the city of Moncton — rule for 
new trial refused, Palmer and King dissent­
ing.

The chief justice announced that the court 
was unable to deliver judgments in the 
other C. T. A. cases against J. A. Edwards 
and F. B. Coleman which had been standing 
for several terms on account of the continued 
illness of Judge Wetmore, who, with him­
self had heard the arguments on the appli­
cation for certiorari, and that the cases 
would have to be argued again.

The chief justice on the 6th gave judg­
ment on motions made some time ago by 
Mr. Gregory on behalf of defendant, for the 
dismissal of the two equity suits of the New 
Brunswick railway company vs. Margaret 
Kelly and the New Brunswick railway 
company and David Brown vs. Margaret 
Kelly, dismissing the motions. The ground 
of the motions was the delay in the prose­
cution.

MOUSSES AS A WEAPON.
Decent Bnoonnter Between n Methodist 

Minister and n Legislative Councillor.

[Charlottetown, P. E. I., Guardian.]
To the Editor or the Island Guardian ;

Sir, — The old saying that one must go 
from home to get news ” has proved true in 
my experience with newspapers during the 
last few weeks. A so-called horse-whipping 
scene in Centrevllle, New Brunswick, which 
our local newspaper did not think worth 
while to notice, has, through someone with 
an “ itch for scribbling,” been published 
and then copied and re-oopied in the more 
distant papers. Now, all these items are 
shamefully misleading, Inasmuch as they 
give to the public the impression that I was 
actually forced to submit to a horsewhip­
ping at the hands.of hou. G. W. White, and 
friends have been led anxiously to write 
me from my Island home for explanations. 
As the Guardian is one of the papers which 
have given a painful publicity to this mat­
ter, as it professes to stand for the support 
of public morality, and as my contest with 
Mr. White was begun and carried on in de­
fence of truth and righteousness and in the 
name of the Methodist church, I hope you 
will give me space in your paper to make a 
brief and plain statement of the facts in the 
case. ,

During the first year of my pastorate of 
the Methodist church at Centreville, N. B., 
I was compelled to prefer charges of gross 
misconduct against bon. G. W. White. 
These charges were investigated before the 
chairman of the Fredericton district in ac­
cordance with our church discipline. They 
were amply sustained. Mr. W. was there­
fore suspended, and upon appeal to our next 
higher court was expelled frora-membership 
in the church. Thereupon Mr. W. began a 
series of actions towards myself and the 
leading members, of my church,, which were 
a disgrace to civilization, not to say religion. 
The so-called horsewhipping was the last 
but by no means least of his unmanly 
deeds. How he fared in the attempt is well 
known to the town. Mr. W. planned to 
meet me as I was returning from the store. 
He had a lash (without handle) coiled up 
in his hand, with which he assailed the un 
offending tail of my overcoat. As he was 
loudly vociferating and making a disgrace­
ful “ scene," and as he did not desist after 
my having warned him several times to do 
so, I then assumed the defensive. My wea­
pon was almost as unlikely as that of Samp­
son’s— a tightly covered pail of molasses! 
It did grand work, however, for the swing­
ing blow which i lie honorable gentleman 
received from it lamed his arm, and, the 
cover flying off, part of the contents be­
daubed his beard and clothes. I prepared 
to follow up my success, when lo! the 
enemy retreated very sweet without and 
very sour within. Thus met with such a 
humiliating defeat, he took up his stand at 
a safe distance and, to the amusement and 
disgust of the onlookers, proceeded to pour 
a characteristic torrent of abuse on his 
victor's head.

Of course, as the insult offered me was a 
grave one, I at once began an action against 
Mr. W. in the civil courts. To prevent such 
action and its damaging results, he readily 
signed the inclosed document. This docu­
ment I ask you kindly to publish, as it 
shows just where I stand in relation to this 
whole affair. In this place that relation is 
so well known that no explanation is needed, 
but it is otherwise when a misrepresenta­
tion of it reaches the city of Charlottetown.

Now, Mr. Editor, it is frequently charged 
against ministers and churches that ungodly 
men are allowed to remain in and rule the 
church, simply because of their wealth 
worldly influence. We have disproved 
that charge so far as the Methodist church 
at Centreville, N. B., is concerned. Finan­
cially our church could ill-afford to lose'its 
wealthiest man, but we have made the 
sacrifice and have the moral support of all 
who love righteousness. Malignantly as 
Mr. W. has treated myself and other mem­
bers of my church, I have to-day no feeling 
toward him but that of pity. I have for­
given him more than I «ver expected to be 
called upon to forgive towards any man. 
When others cried for the vengeance of the 
law I stepped in, against the advice of some 
of my best friends, to show him mercy, and 
I pray still, as often as before, that God may 
bring Mm to repentence, that so he may be 
saved from “ the wrath to come.’’
