The Callaghan Murder.

Last week's issue contained a full
roport of the pruceedings before the
Coroner and before the Stipendiary
Magistrate, up o the time of going to
press on Wednesday. The Inquest
was resumed on Wednesday evening,
when the following evidence was
received . —

Tuomas Furws, City Marshall,
(sworn. )—1  received information on
\\'-du;-dny, 27th of May, between noou
and | o'clock, that Patrick Callaghan
was lying dead io his house at Sherwood
Cemectery. Under instructions from the
Corouer I notified a jury. We proceed
’ to the Cemetery between 2 aod 3
o'clock of the same day. Oo arriviog
there I procecded to the dwelling house
of Callaghan aod found it occupied by
several persons —men and women. |
weut iuto the building sud found it al
most impossible to make a miaute
search on account of the oumber of
people there. | passel through the
kitchen into the deceased s bedroom and
fouud the body lyiuvg ou the floor on its

face wnd hunds—his head towards
the head of the bed, in the
vortheast  coruer of the room.

There was wuo bedclothing on the
top of the body when | arrived De-
ceased had his clothes ou. The left aro
was arouud the leg of a small table--the
hand resting on the bottom of a lantern
lying under the table, near the head of
the bed. Wo turned the body over on
its back aod discovered the wounds ou
the throat and head, and other parts of
the boly. We theu stripped the body
and searched it. We found wvothing
upon the body but a couple of shoe
“trings, a small memorandum book, and
two or three other papers, and matches,
aod tobacco and the lower part of a set
of false teeth. The deceased had an
overcoat on—dark. It was damp as if
he bud been out in the wet. He had a
sleeved vest on ; ulso damp—brown with
fustian sleeves, as if he had heen out
workiog und had come in out of the
rain. He had on dark-brown paots—
dnmp—cotton  checked shirt, linder
aud drawers, woolen stockings and gaiter
boots, and hie fur cap was lying in the
ceotre of the floor. There were several
marks of blood about the bedstead,
which I belicve to be the marks of
bloody haods. There were ma: ks of
a bloody hand on the wall on the wvorth
of the room. [ also noticed blood stains
ou the inside knob of the front door. |
also poticed blood etaivs oo the inner
kitchen door. The blood on the wall at
the uorth end of the room reached the
ceiling ten feet high, and ou the ceiling ;
also blood stains on the east wall oo
opposite sides of the bed. After examiu-
ing premises, | searched for papers and
property belonging to deceased, and also
for any trace of the murderers. I found
the trunk iu his bedroom open, and the
papers inside all scattered about as it
tossed over by some persons. I fouund
vothing in that truok but a few papers
aud chart belouging to the Cemetery,
which I broughtin. There were three
hat boxes in the room—one contained
papers which I brought in with me, and
placed before the jury. I went into the
kitcheo and searched there, whilst there
vne of the jurymea drew my attentionto
a knife which I secured and brought
before the jury. Whilst searching, I
wus told a watch bad been taken off the
table, also some books. I found out the
parties who had the books and watch,
and made them deliver them up. In one
of the pocket books delivered up to me,
I found a note of hand for $33, sigued by
Swaan and Dooling ; also a receipt filled |
up in blank for interest, payable by'
Patrick Berrigzan. The other papers
were of no value. My search could not
be so diligently executed on
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one. They had
out and went into -
the station.

~bal.  Wheu I got there there was a
pillow lyine over the head. | saw a
watch on the kitchen table. I picked it
up. It had no chain attached.
I left it oo the table again,
I looked around to see if there was aay
weapo~s. | could see nove. I then went
to the cellar. [ saw an iron bar there
which I thought might be connected with
the murder. | brought it up. Tt was
sticking io the mud. Afterwards Mr.
Smith picked up the watch aod told me
to take charge of it wud I gave it to the
Marshall or to Mr. Smith—I am not
positive for I was cutting up kindling to
muke a fire. We afterwards came down
to the railway and saw the same man
aud woman there. We said Were in
the bou~e aud killed the mn'b'{lhou‘hl
it strauge about them being around there.
They declured they did not know there
was & mau arvund there and were not
vear the place. I usked them did they
sec anybody else there. They said they
saw & young man with a wagon there
sbout 10 o'clock. 1 asked if anybody
else was there. They said a had
left iind goue into town by train. T ask-
ed them what they were doing there.
They said they bad come out through the
night with the intention of going away
onthe train. I did not know Johnston
or his wife ‘at the time. 1 found out
afterwards he was a man who goes
around the country cleaning watehes and
clocks. I was told afterwards they were
running away because they could not
pay the rent. | saw them afterwards in
the room when the jury was there. They
told me they were waiging for the train.
The woman was small and was dressed
inblack. The man had a white hat.
They were not excited when charged
with the wurder. They said they went
from town ic the night. I am satisfied
they left town between Tuesday night
and Weduesday morning.
Joux Prowse (sworn)—I first heard
of Callaghaa being dead on Wednes-
day. Mr. Cameron called at our place
and told me he was found dead. I heard
of bim being missing before that. Mr.
Lougworth called on Monday week and
told me. I think I heard it from wo
one before that. Can’t be positive Mon-
day was the day. Told George Kinq I
had vot seen Callaghan, and asked him
had he seen him. That would be on
%ﬂndny I think. I thiok I enquired of
ing if he had seen him, because I had
been wishing to see him and could not
fiud him. It is very likely I told King

—

of the place being iu the hands of
the public before [ arrived. 1 was unable
to discover tracks or marks or anything
else. The lantern was not a dark lantern.
It was a large one with three or four
flaps, and six or eight balls eyes, and
~uch as used for digging graves after

dark. The laotern appeared not to
huve been used for some time,
although there was a candle in it.

Am strongly of opinion deceased met
his death on Saturday morning which
was wet. The watch I did not see on
the table. It was handed to me by a
Indy and had vo chain. 1 believe
that the parties holdiug the watch and
books did so for safety and and with no
improper motive  When they handed
them to me they asked me to take care
of them. From the appearauce of the
remains the body would appear to have
been dend three to five days. |[The
Coroner here remarked that the clothes
covering the body helped to preserve
it from decomposition.] The knife tound
is Callaghan's property. It has been
in Court before, and can be identi-
fied by the Police Officers as being part
of articles which coovicted prisoners in
Penitentiary. There were two old table
knives, a couple of forks, and four or five
razors lying on the table. I examined
all the other clothing besides clothing
on deceaced, aud made three diligent
searches. I went down the well and
searched there. My idea is the man had a
revolver and that he weont to the head of
his bed o get it when he got that blow

and fell. T believe he received most of
the blows after he lay on the floor. His
sister told me he had a revolver. The

hand mark ou the wall might have been
made by deceased or by the morderer.
The wooden billet and iron bar, both
beforo the jury, were found in the cellar
in the water.  The iron bar was stick-
ing up in the mud. The billet was
floating. There were blood stains on
the billet, also hair. They looked to
have been thrown down into the cellar.
I found no books of private account.

Government of British Columbia
transferred to the Dominion Gov-
ernment a belt of land extending in
width tweaty miles on each side of
therailway. Upon this land farmers
and lumbermen settied on the assur-
ance that when surveyed thoy would
be allowed to purchase their hold-
ings at §1 per acre. Now that they
have cleared and built upon their
lands, it is claimed that they are re-
quired by recent Government regu-
Iations to pay as high as $2.40 an
acre. From what we have been able
to gather of both sides of the question,
we are disposed to believe that the
British Columbians are a little too
previous in crying “ woif,” and that
the excitement, exaggerated as no
doubt it is, is due to parties who are
interested in promoting disaffection.
We do not think that the land regu-
lations adopted so lately as 20th
April last, are capable of such an
interpretation, as those complaining
of them would have us believe. On
the contrary, they make special pro-
vision for the cases of settlers occu-

ying lands within the forty-mile

It previous to 1st July next
They provide that:

“The person who shall have first
boma fide settled and made improve-
ments on Dominion lands before such
confirmed survey may stake out the
land o settled upon, and after the
land shall bave been eo staked out he
shall, in addition to the prior right of
obtaining homestead entry, be entitled
if he shall have continuously resided
on such land, to bring such actions of
trespass and ejectment as he would be
eatitled to bring, were he the owner in
fee of the same land.

“At the expiration of three years
from the date of his perfecting his
homestead entry, the settler, upon
proving to the satisfaction of tae local
agent that he has resided upon and
cultivated the land during the said
term of three years, shall be entitled
to ngtent for the land on payment of
one dollar per acre.

“Provided that in the case of a
settler who may bave obtained home-
stead entry for land occupied by him
previous to survey thereof, residence
upon and cultivation of the land for
three years next preceding the appli-
cation for the patent shall be held
equivalent to that prescribed in the
foregoing clause.”

These regulations appear very just
and designed, in every 1msibl¢?v;'ay,
to protect the settlers, so that we fail
to see where their grievances arise.
Not only do the settlers of unsur-
veyed lands enjoy the prior right of
homestead entry, but they have the
power of bringing actions of tres
and ejectment, as though they owned
the land.

We believe that, when full enquiry
has been made into all the circum-
stances connected with the North-
west rebellion, it will be found that
little, if any, cause emists for the
grievances of the half-breeds, which
we have seen paraded in the Qppo-
sition press.
can it possibly be to the Govern-
ment to harrass and oppress such
people? Is it not far easier to grant
their demands and keep them quiet ?
Buat the Government owe a duty
to the inion at large, as well as
to the residents of the Northwest,
and it is part of their duty to protect
the treasury of the people, the money
of the people, and the money's worth
of the people, whether that money
be in land or in coin.

He
was instrumental in bringing the
Oblat Fathers intw his diocese, where
they arrived on the 3rd of December,
Is41. He also reestablished the
Jesuits in Canada, the rev. Fathers
arriving on the lst of June, 1842,
The ladies of the Sacred Heart, in
obedience to a request of Mgr. Bour-
get, sent a band of their Religious
trom the Rue de Varennes in Paris
to Montreal in December, 1842, The
nuns of the Good Shepherd were
brought there by him in 1844. In
1847 the Religious of the Holy Cross
were invited to Montreal and estab-
lished in St. Laurent by the Bishop,
who also established the Clercs of
St. Viateur in Joliette. To enumer-
ate the works of the saintly prelate
would take many columps; like
Champlain he needs no monument
to keep bis memory green in the
hearts of the Canadian people. His
friends loved him with a passionate
attachment ; his enemies, while they
feared him, respected him ; his word
was a power in the land up to the
last days of his life. The venerable
sentinel on the watch tower of Israel
has given up his sword to his Master,
as pright and unsullied as the day
on which he received it. His sor-
rows and sufferings are over, but his
saintly presence and sweet words of
counsel will be sorely missed by
those who bad the privilege of access
to his retreat by the dancing waters
of the Sault-au- liet.
