This is an explicit charge, capable of
disproof if it be not well-founded, but
the pamphletesr had no evidence to meet
it with, and he centents himself with
this so-called ‘‘roeply”.

Dewdney’s resistance to his attempts to
speculate in certain lands, set aside by
arrangement with the Indians as a treaty
reserve.”
It so happens that Mr Jackson is in
Ottawa at the present time, and he has
been shown the election literature re-
ferred to. He. asserts that the state-
ments made by the traducer of Mr M.C.
Cameron and all who choose to point
out how fearfully Northwest affairs have
been bungled are false in every parti-
cular, He asserts that he never specu-
lated or sought to speculate in lands set
aside as Indian reserves, and he ugain
challenges his assailant to the proef.
Mr Jackson adds that the charges he
made against Mr Dewdney were based
upon the reportts of Dr. Edwards and
other officials, and facts which came
under his own observation, and he says
that before the present campaign is over
he will be in a position to give additional
proofs of the negteet and mismanagement
of Northwest affairs which aided in fan-
ning the flames of the rebellion.
And s0 it is throughout the entire pam-
pblet. It is the most disgraceful and
one-siled document, intended to mis-
lead the public, and misrepresent the
state of affairs as' shown in the public
documents laid before Parliament,
though those were by no means cum-
plete. A policy of suppression of
damaging facts has been indulged in
throughout, and snatches from reports
that by themselves convey a false mean-
ing are given as showing the true state
of affairs. Even the Ottawa Journal,
which has supported the Government 1n
the majority of public questions, is com-
pelled to eondemn this choice specimen
of Tory election literature.

The Last Milk the Richest.

Why the first milk drawn from a cow
at each milking is the poorest, and why
that drawn last, the ‘“‘strippings,” is the
richest, has been the subject of Dr.
Sturtevant’s and Professor Arnold’s
organics, and together thev seem to have
given the true reasous, says Honrd's
Dairyman. Professor Arnold first says
it is not because the cow’s udder is like
an open vessel, on which the cream can
rise, but there is no such thiog as a
backward motion to milk, or any of its
elements after it has once started from
the point of formation, but the.ducts
converge into the one in the teat.

The facts
correspond witn this view, for it has
been proved that the per cent. of butter
fat increases with the skortness of the
time between milkings, that it adds
wonderfully to the butter production of
the cow to milk her every six hours over
milking once in twenty-four hours. We

‘West Huron Visited by the Tory
Quartette.

Sir Johm and His Aldes Make a Poor Im-
pression—The Old Man a Cunesity.
bat Little More

During the previous three weeks great
preparations had been made in West Hu-
ron by the local Tories for the reception
of the ‘‘four great statesmen” who were
extensively billed in big blue letters to
address the electorate. The quartette
comprised Sir John A. Macdonald, and
his faithful and ebedient aides, Hon. J.
S. D. Thompson, Hon. Thos. White,
and W, R. Meredith. On Thursday
afternoon a ‘‘reception” was tendered
the party at Clinton, and considering the
short notice a very creditable manifesta-
tion was made. The palace car ‘‘Ja-
maica” eontaining the Tory leaders came
tnto Goderich shortly before ten o’clock
fhe same evening. Between 150 and
200 persons were present at the station ;
but as Sir John A, Macdonald had gone
to bed, mo speaking was done, and the
shivering little crowd departed with
their enthusiasm at a low ebb. All the
visitors, except Mr Meredith, who ac-
companied F. W. Johnston to the Brit-
ish Exchange Hotel, remained on board
the cars. Sir John remains on board
nearly all the time—to keep himself from
being bored by office-seekers. On Fri-
day morning there was a crowd of sight
seers numbering a couple of hundred, a
considerable number of whom were Lib-
erals, to see the *‘Big Four” start for
Dungannon. The descant of the Chief-
tain from the car was the siyn for some
(Government cuntractors and other recip-
ients of Government favors to raise a
cheer, but it was feeble and disappoint-
ing to all concerned. The party then
took carriages, and headed by a band
moved around the Square in procession,
nine vehicles in all, and a laughing-stock
for theirreverent Grits who were out
in at least equal numbers with the Tor-
ies. Twenuy persons comprised the fol-
lowing from Goderich. At different
points along the line the ‘‘procession”
was joined by a few waiting vehicles. At
the outskirts of the village of Dungan-
non some of the Tories warmed up,
and taking the horses out of the prem-
ier's carriage, made donkeys of them-
selves by haulin~ the vehicle into the
village.

THE GODERICB MEETING,
The Tories of this town worked

for the meeting held there in the eve-
ning. They deserve credit for the taste
and comfort of the arrangements  Near-
ly 2,000 persons occupied seats, and pro-
bably between 500 and 1,000 had to
stand. The audience was about evenly
divided in political sympathy, although
the old and reliable Tories wore packed
in well toward the platform by the
ushers. Flowers and evergreens, with
bunting, decked the platform, and the
Union Jack and the American flag flank-
ed the rostrum. The clergy of the town
by special invation occupied seats on the
platform. Among the mottoes, nearly
all of which were borrowed from Lon-

HON. MR. THOMPSON.

Hon. Mr Thompson said they were
there to give an account of their steward-
ship, and he thought they could do it
with satisfaction to those present. O:ze
of the great planks in the Conservative
platform was the union of the provinces.
At Confederatica our foreign commerce
amoanted to thirteen million dollars;
to-day it was two hundred millions.
Our revenue at Confederation was thirty
millions. He asked them, . therefore,
whether the Liberal Conservative party
had not reason to be proud of the in-
scription on its banners. On the other
hand, the leaders of the Opposition were
playing with secession; they were apxi
ous to break up the union, and for this
the people of Canada would call them to
account.

We have never
pretended that we were able to control
the foreign market, said he.

He assert-
ed that ‘‘a young Englishman, unfit to
do anything in his native country, was
shipped off to Canada, consigned to the
care of the First Minister of the
Dominion. (Laughter.) He was pro-
vided for in the Indian service of the
North-West territery, and he had heen
living there for three or four years,
revelling in the sensual enjoyment of a
western harem plentifully supplied with
select cullings from the western prairie
flowers.” That statement was made out
of whole cloth. It was wholly untrue.
Only two officials of the Government
live with Indian women to whom they
are not married under the Christian
rite. These took their wives, as the
Indians took them, under the pagan rite,
and in both cases the men have asked
for the performance of the Christian
ceremony. But it was said that these
officials bought the Indian women from
their parents. There was no proof that
any of the oflicers of the Government
had purchased Indian women, but white
men probably had bought them. The
‘Government had no control over a white
man’s actions, and if a man purchased an
Indian wife he was simply acting in
accordance with the custom prevailing
among all the tribes. (Hear, hear,)
He did not know how Mr Cameron
could complain of that system when it
was practicailly the system “prevailing
among wealthy white people in most
marriages, a man having to settle a
handsomne dowry on his intended wife to
suppert her in the event of his demise.
{Hear, hkar.)”” That men could be found
in Huron to applaud so low a moral
view of the conjugal relation is a
painful evidence of the depth to
which ~ Tory politicians have sunk, !

HON. THOS. WHITE.
Hon. Mr White, referred to the
flattering reception given the Premier in
the various places of ihe Dominion,
evidencing that the grand old Chieftan
had still a warm place in the hearts of
the people. He asked them to contrast
the promise and professions of the
Reform party with those of the Con-
servatives, and he thougbht after such
a contrast the people would continue to
support the present Government in
power. He crniticised the style of attack
made on the Government by the Reform
party, an attack not on the Govern-
ment's policy, but on the public and
private characters of the men com-
posing it. A system of slander had been
introduced, and one of the leading men
who had adopted it was the member for
that constituency, Mr Cameron. That
gentleman had charged the Govern-
ment with having distributed timber
limits among members of Parliament.
The records of the department showed
that ouly two members of Parliamennt
had received limits, one being a Gnt,
the other a Tory. Mr Cameron or any
other opponent of the Government had
been challeuged to name any single
member of Parliament or supporter of
the Government, whether in or out ef
Parliament, who had ever received from
the Goyernment in concection with
timber limits any favour which was not
open to the world or giyen in any other
way than in accordance with ordinary
regulations of the department, Mr
Cameron made his attacks cn certain
members of Parliament, they were
completely refuted on the floor of
Parliament, and yet despite these proofs,
he repeated his charges last week in
Torento. He proceeded to refer to the
cases of Messrs. Taylor, M.P., H,
Macdonald and Tupper, and others
which Mr Cameron had mentioned, and
he affirmed most emphatically that
there was not the slightest evidence
iu the department showing that any of
these gentleman had applied for fevors
for themselves. Mr Cameron charged
the Government that they had issued
115 licenses to cut timber in the disputed
verritory. One huudred and nine
orders in Council were passed, but only
22 licenses were granted, and all these
licenses had lapsed since the decision of
the Privy Courcil in respect of the
territory.

He aspersed the memory of
two of the men who fell during the out-
break. Payne was an Englishman, and
Delaney was an Irish Catholic. 1t was
a calumny of the most outrageous kind.
These men were good, faithful public
servants. Riel had aroused the Indians
to madness. The Indians when they
fight spare neither men, women or
children. The Indiams robbed the store
houses and tried to get into the public
stores. Payne and Delaney resisted
the breaking in of these stores. And
were wmurdered for duing their duty.
The two priests came to hear their con-
fession as they were lying on the ground
and while preparing them for another
world these men were slaughtered by
Indians. It was adding to the pangs
of the family of these men that they
should be characterized in Parliament
as  brutal wretches. This is one
specimen of Mr Cameron’s falsehoods ;
I caunot use a milder word. In reply
to Hon, Peter Mitchell, Mr Cameron
said he got his information from a report
of Hon. Lawrence Clarke. The Hon.
Lawrence Clarke emphatically denies
that he ever made such a statement as
that imputed to him. He affirms not
only that he never made such a state-
ment, but the statement itself was in
fact the reverse of that.

One ox was old, snd another was
blind, but Mr Cameron left out that
portion of the report which said that
these cattle had been used by the In-
dians for fifteen years’ service on an
There was a misap-
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prehension in the ceuntry that the Gov-
ernment were supposed to give the
Indians food when they needed it. That
would be s burden that would greatly
embarrass the revenues of a young coun-
try like the Dominion of Canada. They
were in their own country and had the
same means of livelihood as they even
had, except in the extreme west where
the buffalo had disappeared. All that
any white population could do could not
affect in any appreciable degree the
game of the country. They are just as
capable now in 1686 of supporting them-
selves as they were in 1776 ! Governor
Morris employed by Mr Mackenzie had
put in an unfortunate clause in one of
the treaties (with the Blackfeet) that in
the case of starvation the Indians should
be fed by the Government. When that
treaty was sent down by Governor Mor-
ris, Mr Mackeuzie censured him for in-
serting that clause. It was not obligat-
ory, but only a claim on the humanity of
the Government when these other In.
dians were found to be stawviug, to
feed them. One of the charges of Mr
Cameron’s was with regard to some
Stooies, whom he said were found in a
starving condition at Pincher Creek. He
deliberately suppressed the information
that these Stonies were out on a hunt
far from the reserve. and that Mr Pock-
lington, the agent, arranged to give them
provision for their present requirements
and to enable them to proceed to their
hunting grounds through Crow's Nest
pass. Then Mr Cameron charged that
the Indians were being fed on bacon—
no, salt pork—and lgat it was killing
them. Instead of giving them beef, that
they are fed with this noxious article,
(Laughter.) In my country in Scotland,
the agricultural laborer would consider
it a luxury if once a week he got a bit of
bacon with his porridge. The KEnglish
laborer would nEofor nothing better than
bacon and eggs. (Laughter.) Mr Cam-
eron would doubtless ask that we put
with each camp of Indians a butcher shop
to furnish them with fresh meat, I
could give you many other instances of
the utter want of truthfulness of Mr
Cameron. He then advised his hearers
to read the pamphlet “‘issued from the
department of which I am the tiead,” I
challenge Mr Cameron or Mr Blake to
say that these statements are inaccurate,
There are sixty misstatements in this
book, and only one of them should not
be charged to Mr Cameron.

All these places are kept up the whole year
round, with full staffs of servants, horses, &c.,
with lors supplied, furniture uncovered,
fires burning—in i or pancy at &
moment's notice. To this rule no exception is
sllowed, no matter how far away the Duke
may be. He has an income of wbout
$1,200,000 a year upon which to do this, and
is said to practically spend it all. The vast
estates come only in ‘nrt from the unhappy
Monmouth, who, as all known, was the first
Duke of Buccleuch. He married the heiress
of the Bcot:s, and she byought him wuch
wealth and land, only a portion of which
was lost in the subsequent attainder. But
hisgrandson, the second duke, married the
heiress of the Queensbe:-rys, and their son in
turn  wedded the heiress of the greater
Montagus. Thus the blood of three famous
ducal houses of older England, as well as the
royal fluid itself, ran in the veins of the
handsome young heir who shot himself to
death the other day.

Seme Qucer People In Vermont.
From the New York Tribune.

Chatting about country speculations Mr.
Heath said: *“‘It is astonishing how many
persons there are throughout the country
who wre taking flyers in the markets in New
York. For instance, T have been spending a
month in Rutland, Vermont. It's a place of
16,000 inhabitants. 1t has more wealth, T be-
heve, than any other place of its size in the
country. There are six or eight millionaires
in the town, who made their money mostly in
the great marble quarries. There are a score
of men worth half a million each and the men
worth a quarter of a million are as thick as
bees in clover. Vermont is a staid and moral
old state. Yet I have known of rich men of
Rutland dropping $90.000 in a single deal in
Wall street without even so much as a whim-
per. What would you think of a town of
that size and in that agmesphere of morality
where you might see a poker game played out
of which one man came the loscr of §1100?

You do not see many such games as that in
the city of New York. They have prohibition
up there, which makes every drug store a
liquor saloon. 1f & man is arrested for drunk-
enness and is fined and ordered to the work-
house, he can escape by disclosing the name
of the person who sold him the liquor. Dis-
closure is followed by fining the seller. The
prosecutions are all in the hands of
what is known as a state's attor-
ney. When he walks into a drug store
and asks for 8§60 to $100 Le gets it every
time. The druggist knows that 1t is cheaper
than to stand a series of prosecutions. Therc
is & case on record in Vermont wherea woman
had sold liquor for a long number of years to
a man who finally got mad at her. He kept a
daily record of the drinks she had sold him.
Every drink was a new offence. He went into
the court and disclosed, as they call it, and
swore to all the sales on his memorandum.
She was senteneed for terms of imprisonment

which, in the te, amounted to ninety-
nine years. 1 believe she was pardoned after
she had served some time.”

American Good Enough for Us.
“Carp” cor. Cleveland Leader.

The day for cheap shopping in Europe for
Americaus is fast setting. Nearly everything
sold here can be bought for about the same
in the United States, and New York city,
with the exception of a very few articles,
such as clothes and gloves, sells as cheap as
Paris or London. I think the American
goods as a rule are fully as good, and except
in the cases of articles upon which a very high
duty is charged, they give n.ore for the
money. Clothes for men are cheaper in
London than in New York, butthe English
tailor cannot compare with his American
brother. He gives you goud stuff and
oderately good fit, but his cut lacks the
finish and the style of the tailor of Broadway.
The men of America are the best dressed men
in the world, and our Amenican girls know
better how to wear tlieir clothes than any
other women in the world. A walk in the
afternoon in the shopping parts of New York
will show yeu more elegantly-dressed women
than a whole Sunday in the Champs Elysees
or Hyde Park, and some of our servant girls
on three dollars a week cut a better figure on
Sundays than their English and German
sisters who come of families well-to-do in the
worl

A Schoel Boy Who Was Nearly Manged.

In the autobiography of the late S. Irenwus
I’rime, now being published in the New York
(bserver, the writer tells of a scholar who
went to school to him in Sing Sing, and was
rather stupid at first as he blundered over his
A BCs Oneday Mr. V'iume stood the small
boy in the middle of the room as a punish-
ment.

Some'{|itemarkable ftories Thzt White
Travellers Have Nct Golng.

Travellers have told wany strange
stories about new countries they haye
visited, A great many wonderful yarus
have been spun by sailors aud traders
who are often tvo iguordnt to tell the
truth about what they see even if they
can resist the temptation to tell & goud
story at the expense of accurucy.  Here
is a striking instance of the ditfereuces
that may occur in the accounts given by
an ignorant and an intelliyent man of
the same thing.

Capt. Lancaster, many years agv, told
of a wonderful plaut he tound ou the sea
sands of an island in the Eist lndies. He
said he fouud the sliore covered with
small twigs growing up like young trees.
When he tried to pull them up he was
astonished to find that they ehrank down
to the ground and even shrauk out of
sight unless he held on very bard. In
the course of time Mr Darwiu examined
the wonderful products of nature which
Capt. Lancaster had discovered. He
found that the supposed plant did mnot
belong to the vegetable kingdom, but
was u species of the animals known as
zoophytes or seapens. ‘‘At low water,”
e wrote, “*hundreds of these zoophytes
might be seen projecting like stubble.
When touched or pulled they suddenly
drew themselves 1n with force, so as
nearly or quite to disappear.”

One of the funniest stories that ever
gained wide circulation .was that about
the hone-eating trees of the Louisiade
archipelago. The story ran that during
the night the branches of these trees bent
to the ground, and that the leaves, like
those of the fy-catching plancs, closed
about all bits of bone or flesh that they
happened to touch. Before morning all
tracea of the bones and meat entirely dis-
appeared, the trees haviug completely
assimilated them. The natives worship-
ped them as deities, and placed offerings
of bones and flesh near them to appease
their appetites. This story was doubt-
less derived from the fact that many of
the Pacific islanders place thousands ot
bones in the crotches of trees, and in the
process of growth many of these become
imbedded in the wood, like the horseslioe
which has leng been on exhibition in a
Nassau street window.

The imaginative element is largely
Ceveloped in most savages, and they are
always happy to entertain their white
visiturs with wonderful stories, some of
which are afterward repeated in civiliz-
ed lands as solemn facts. There are
many sailors who believe to this day that
there is a tribe in Certral New Guinea
which is adorned with tails. Some of
the natives of the southeast coast are
willing to swear by all their gods that
they have seen men from the interior of
whose anatomy tails are a natural and
highly ornamental feature. The eailors
think they ought to kuow. Jack Tar
has also circulated that other interesting
yarn from New Guipea to the effect that
some of the natives bore holes through
their left hands to fire arrows through
them,

Newspaper editors as well as states-
men sometimes make curious blunders
on account of their limited acquaintance
with out-of-the-way parts of the world.
A while ago some Englishmen were in
one of the New Hebrides Islands. Ap
Australian newspaper, in a burst of in-
dignation, advised that a gunboat lying
in the harbor be sent to draw a cordon
around the island, drive all the natives
into the interior, and there exterminate
them. The gunboat force available for
this purpose was sixty men. The island
happens to be forty miles long and ten
miles wide. A mountain range about
4,000 feet high runs through it, and it
has a tighting force of at least 1,000 men.
If the 'sixty Australians had tried to
form the propored cordon they would
probably have made a bad mess of it.

Mr Romally says that a few yearsago
a traveller who was addreesing an
audience in England which included
many scientifi¢ men solemny assured
them the natives of New Britain mend-
ed broken legs by insertiug a piece of
tortoise shell into the bone. The shell
way neatly fitted into a gruove that was
cut in the bone, and the ends of the
broken bone were in this manner kept
together. His hearers never thought of
questioning his  varacity when he
surprised them further by asserting that i
the science of dentistry was far
advanced in New Britain. He said the
natives made beautiful teeth of mether of
pearl, which they attached to the jaw by
fine threads of sinnet. Later visitors to
New Britain have failed to fid any
evidence of these accomplishments.
Besides the travellers who wilfuly or
ignorantly distort facts there are not a
few who could journey around the world
without being able to tell much worth
hearing of their travels, A while ago a
man who had travelled a good deal in
the Western Pacific was asked to describe
the Solomon Islands. All he could say
was that the water there was very blue,
that the bathing was excellent, and that
he saw many lovely sites for villa resi-
dences. It was learned that he had long
been a real estate agent in Melbourne.
