PREMIER ROBLIN IS
FURTHER DISCREDITED

Senator Jaffray and Senator Cox Oniy
Own a 8mali Part of the Crow’s
Nest Pass Coal Lands — Legal
Action Threatened for Further
Slanders.

Toronto, October 2.—The iollowing
is included in Sgnator Jalfray’s roply
to Premier Roblin’s chaiges regarding
the Crow’s Nest coal lanls:

“The Dominion government never
owned an acre of the lands, and therc.
fore could not grant them to anybody,
and had no power over granting or
withholding - of them. The Britisth
Columbia Conservative government in
1800 granted lands to the extent of
20,000 acres per mile to aid in the
construction of the Crow’s Nest and
Kootenay Lake Railway Company,
subsequently named the British Col-
umbia Southern Railway Company.

Conservative Most Active Spirit.

Colonel James Blake, a well-known
Conservative of British Columbia;
was the most active spirit in the com-
pany, and from the time of the gmx*
went round the circle of the financia
world endeavoring to interest capital-
iste in the project. He went to Eng-
land and to the United States, and
particularly endeavored to interest J.
J. Hill, the president oi the Great Nor-
thern. Later he approached the 1 };-

Pacific- K
way and for three years was negotiat-
ing with them with a view to their
taking it up. His efforts were with-
out success.

““‘Some one sent him to Senator Cox
in 1867. The concession was in the
position that the coal lands could be
earned by the construction of the line
from Coal Creek to the United States
border, forty miles away. The line in
that direction, running with the trend
of the valleys, would not be anything
like as costly an enterprise as a rail-
way across the mountains. The mar-
ket in the United States was also more
sure, immediate and promising. This
forty miles of railway could have béen
built for about $20,000 per mile, which,
according to our critics, is far less
than the value of the coal lands sub-
sequently turned over to the Dopafim
ion government.

‘““At this time. the Rossland boom
wag about at its height, a large sm«l-
ter had been built at Trail and other
towns were springing up all over *he
West Kootenay. Discoveries had been
made in East Kootenay. It was hLe-
lieved that the whole country woyld
become . a series of mining eamps.
The enormouvs eost of the construction
of a rmilway across the mountains
ceem:d prohibitive, however, and both
Senator Cox and myseclf refused to
take a part in the building of the foyty
miles to the United States border, ¢s
that would only be repeating in East
Kootenay the blunder which was made
in carrying the trade of the West Koot-
enay to Spokane and Seattle.

Agreement With C.P.R.

“We advised the projectors of the
railway to resume negotiations with
the Canadian Pacifie authorities, and
at length they came to an agreement,
the Canadian Pacific purchasing the
charter of the British Columbia Sou-
thern from them for a payment in
cash to cover the outlays for surveys,
ete., and allowing the original charter
holders to receive 260,000 acres of coal
lands. 1t was only after the conclu-
sion of this transaction that Senator
Cox and myself purchased shares in
the coal company. It is sometimes
represented that we arer the whole
company. The fact is that our com-
bined holdings ave a meare fraction of
the whole, but ‘as we happen to -hbe
Libsral in our political leanings ithe
Oonservative press finds it necessary
to represent it otherwise.” The Sena-
tor concludes with threatening legal
action against any publisher of such
slanders in future.

NEGLECTED THE LIGHTS.

Fatal Train Wreck Out of Toledo Due
to This Cause.

Toledo, Ohio, Oct. 1—When a north-
bound, iast freight on the Ohio Cen-
tral railway crashed into a heavily
loaded special, carrying passengers
from the Bowling Green fair to Tol-
edo and way points, this afternoon,
SIX young men were killed and sev-
eral persons seriously wounded. The
accident occurred about 8 o’clock
near Bugar Ridge, a short distance
out of Bowling Green. According to
the story told by the crew of the
freight and Everett M. Cooke, of Tol-
edo, two old coaches were put on to
the rear of the special train at Bow-
ling Green. These coaches not only
did not have rear lights, but were not
h_ghtod inside. The train was run-
ning slow to allow the conduecter teo
collect the fares.. AN -

The freight crew failed %o see “the]
passenger becausc of the lack of lights
and- crashed into it. The rear car
was completely telescoped and the
next smashed. A heavily loaded third
car was d-railed and the impact jam-
med “the first car clear upon top of
the tender.

Four dead bodies have been taken
irom the wreckage and the other two
are etill buried and unidentified as
yet. Owing to the location of the
wreck and the distance from Toledo,
it is difficult to get details. .The ex-
act number injured is not known. The
only names of the dead obtained so
far are: Richard Rideout and Joe Gos-
ler, of Sugar Ridge. A man named
fitonebridge, of Dunbridge, died of
his wounds after being taken from the
wreckage. J. F. McCoy, of Toledo,
and J. C. Boyd, of East Toledo, are
among the more seriously injured.

The -eonstant repetition of charges of
graft and self seeking against those in
power, fits in sveH with the natural first

f -Strange and unsympathiétic sur-
reundings.

Then tl‘u’re is the purely political para-
site striving by any means to compel at-
tention from ' the party in pewer, he is
always with us, and as a seeming factor
we touch, among much that we cannot,
we give him an altogether incorrect plac-
ing in our early judgment of conditions.

A further determining factor at this
stage is the presence of so many in the
active political lists with no apparent re-
straing prineiple, but blgtantly acting on
either side on the plan of “Every man
for himself and the Devil take the hind-
most.” These factors, most unjustly,
work against the party in power, as re-
presenting the dominant political influ-
ence of the time. Whereas, every exploit-
ed feature of the present position would
exist under any party holding power in
Canada at the present time.

Any sort of intimate knowledge of the
hopes and fears of so many of those at
present in opposition, and most actively
werking for the downfall of the present
government discloses them to be so ob-
viously waiting for an opportunity to
get both hands on some good thing—any-
thing—everything pessible that to %ccept
them is to accept fully the supposed con-
ditions they "themselves deplore, and
weemingly so strenuously oppose. ¢

There is “a lot of human nature ‘n
man,” and it is this phase of the thing
that rings oyt most persistently, as
though a violent hankering after many
things, had deluded their vain fancies.

The present line of Ame’s eriticism is
the very easiest possible, and is made
very artistically, wholly suggestive. But
in this reseryation probably lies the
whole fruth of the question.

TUBERCULOSIS GERM
WILL NOT LIVE HERE

French Commission Reports to Goy
ernment That Near Woodward
Oklahoma, Peculiarity of Climate
Will Not Permit Development of
Tuberculosis,

Woodward, Oklahoma, October 2.—
According to the official report to the
French government, made by the com
mission of French doctors sent out t-
investigate the whole world with re
gard to the climatic conditions and
tuberculosis, Woodward is within on:
hour’s ride of the centre of the dis-
triet which this commission d-scribes
as not only free from tuberculosis ai
this time, byt of such peculiarity of
climate that tuberculosis will not de
velop or live here. The distiict de
signated by the French experts is
described as having its centre midway
between the Arkansas and Red Rivers

at a point approximately ten degrees
west longitude and as having a radius
of 100 miles.

The Railway Policy.

Oppasition to G. T. P.

The minister reviewed the Conserva-
tive party’s opposition to the Grand
Trunk scheme, and said that notwith-
standing the fact that the government
was being attacked for its extrava-
gance on that account, it was prepar-
ed to build the Hudson Bay road.
Mr. Oliver showed what a ‘boon this
new Yailway ‘would be to the prairie.

“When the Conservative party built
the C. P. R.,”” remarked Mr. Oliver,
*“it was generally understood that in-
stead of the government controlling
the railway, the railway controlled
the government.  Although the Liberal
government had been more energetic
in its policy of railway development
it has accompanied that policy by a
policy of railway control. Nobody to-
day suggests that any one railway
controls the government. One of oun
chief titles to credit is that we devised
the rallway commission, and that
body has been so effective in its con-
trol of transportation companies that
the country has demanded the en-
largement of its jurisdiction so as to
bring in within its scope, express, tele-
graph and telephone companies. The
demand has been acceded to and the
additional members required to dis-
charge the additional functions have
been appointed. The Liberal party
legislates for the masseés and not for
the classes.

No Elevator Discrimination.

“The transportation companies for-
mally dictated as to whom should
build elevators or warehouses along-
side the railways.

Inspection as Responsible—What |

Ottawa, October 1.—The piece de re
sistance in the campaign speech which
Hon. W. J. Hanna is making in ms
tour with Mr. R .L. Borden is an
attack on the immigration po.cy of
the government, which, as he alieges
has filled the asylums and jails of
Ontario with the foreign-born Azt
Pembroke on” Monday last, and in
other places where he has spoken, h-
has made much of what he terms thc
enormous increase in the cost to the
province by reason of the lack of pro-
per inspection of immigrants. In
quiry at the Immigration Department
and a careful analysis of the records
reveal the fact that Mr. Hanna nhas
grossly misrepresented the rea! facts
of the case.

+. Remarkable Assertion.

At Pembroke and throughout his
Maritime Province tour Mr. Hanna
stated that he found that in the last

five years the foreign element had in-
creased by twenty per cent. in the pro
vince of Ontario, and therefore if the
Federal Government had exer~ised a
proper supervision of the immigratioy
the increase of the foreign element 2

the asylums and at.the Central Prison
would be only twenty per cent But,
he said, there had been an increase in
the five years between 1903 and 190%
of about ninety per cent. Tak’ g these |
figures as his basis, and using the cal-
culations that each of these ‘foreigr-
born” unfortunates would rec-ive at- |
tention for twenty years at a cost of
$200 a year, Mr. Hanna asserted that,
as a consequence of the increase i1
the foreign-born population of the asy
lums and jails of the province, th:
people of Ontario were saddled with a
liability of $1,200,000 for the past yea-
alone.

It must be noted that the Provincia!
Secretary places all persons burn out!
of Canada within the -category of
“foreign-born.”” Any person who has
become insane, or wbo has been con
victed of any felony, if born in Great
Britain or any other country outsid«
of Canada, comes within the defini
tion, no matter how long he may have
lived in this country. A resident of
Canada for fifty years is placed on the
same footing as a resident of {iﬁy
days.

Now what are the facts of the cas-
as shown by the official reeords?

The Actual Record.

In 1906-07-08 there arrived in On
tario 155,460 immigrants. In those
years the insane imgmigrants placed ir
asylums numbered 130, so that if al"]
of these arrived since 1996, it is seen
that the ratio of increase per thousan
is only 0.7, instead of the Omntariy
average of 3.3; and this is in spite of
the mental stress of leaving home, of
getting work in a new country; with.

Moreover. it i3
important to note that of th2se K
admissions 64 were deported, leaving’
only .4 per thousand of insane. - _

The United States had an mmigra-
tion in the year 1906 of 1,085,849, and
only deported 367 insane, thus proving4
clearly that the system 6f inspection
in Canada is much more stringent
than across the border.

Friday morning Mr. Willison issued
a statement declaring that“the Globe’s
policy on the Crow’s Nest Railway
continued and ended by
himself, without consultation with the
directors of the Globe or any of them.

Mr. Roblin has not yet retracted his
declaration nor apologized for it. Un-
less and until he does so he stands
convicted of ‘having slandered his
friend and party-worker, Mr. Willi-
son, and of being too cowardly to
withdraw the statement wnen - Mr.

“Optimism being a good servant only,”
he continued, ““it is pleasing to learn
that something substantial is at present
behind this optimism.

Impressions of the West.

The
first is the genuinely Conservative tone
which is noticeable in business spheres,
Wild' speculation in all kinds of vistas
did certainly hit the country hard.

A banker a few hours
later said, “I do not think they are; I
know they are.”

Probably in the whole of the north-
west there is no resident who is more
thoroughly conversant with the
sibilitics of navigation by means of
the Hudson Bay than H. W. McKen
ney, M.P.P. for the St. Albert distriet.

WATCHING U.S. ELECTIONS.
Germany is Greatly Interested in the
Contest.

Berlin, October 2.—Amrerica’'s red-
hot campaign is being watched in
Germany with a degree of interest
greater.than that manifested in any
other presidential contest during re-
cent years. While a month ago
American politics attracted little at-
tention, the public generally assum-
ing that the election of Taft was ul-
most a foregone conelusion in view oi
the strong infiuence cercised by Pre-
sident ‘Roosevelt, sensational develop.-
ments - of the past fortnight have
brought the campaign into the fore-
ground in public interest. Leading
papers here publish whole columns re-
porting eciting incidents of. cthe con-
troversy between Roosevelt and Bryan,
and speculating upon the probable re-
sults, In general, German comment
is impartinal and academic in tone so
far as concerns any preference in tha
matter of candidates. Popylar inter-
est is chiefly absorbed in the peculiar
campaigning methods followed, which,
according to German ideas of elec-
tioneering, are divertingly . pictures-
que.

[aiter he "has paid a visit to Prince
Rupert- and discussed plans with
them.

tion, and fo impress upon the govern-
ment- their conditjon.

WARNING TO SHIPPERS.

Qf Apples Issued By Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture.

Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 2.—Apple ship-
pers are warned by the Department
of Agriculture that pink rot appears
to be very prevalent this year. and
hence the shipping of apples not per-
feetly free irom apple scab and show-
ing any signs of pink rot, is particu-
larlv hazardous. Many carloads of
fruit were examined at the dock in
Montreal to-day by the Dominion fruit
inspectors, and were found practical-
ly worthless before they went on
board ship as the result of this infes-
tation, Shippeérs will lose heavily on
this week’s shipments. At least §1
of expenses has been put on each bay-
rel of apples to reach Montreal, and
freight and other charges when they
reach Great Britain will amount to an
equal sum, so that the loss will be
verv serious.

City a Vast Grave.

Bombay, October 3.—The correspon-
dent of local newspapers -who has
reached Hyderbafl, the - capital of the
flooded district, describes that city 2s
a vast grave. . The streets have been
transformed into a giuesome mass of
stone and mud and decomposed flesh.
It is impossible accurately to esti-
mate the death roll in the stricken 1e-
gion, the correspondent declares, but
some natives put it as-high as 50,009.
Six hundred corpses were taken out of
the mud at one spot on Thursday and
funeral pvres are burning day and
night. The damage is estimated at
$100,000,000.
