Don't go out in the hot sun 
without a hat. A bad case of sunburn 

_ia_a serious matter, from which the 
complexion may be long m recovering.

If your skin be coures seriously tan­
ned or burned, don’t neglect it until 
you go home from your vacation or 
until the weather is cooler. It may 
then be too late to repair the damage.

Never wash the face in cold water 
immediately after exposure — use 
water as hot as you can bear it. Fresh 
buttermilk is an excellent remedy for 
the sunburned skin. Wash the face in 
it as if with water, and allow it to dry 
in.

It is better not to use soap on the 
skin if it is irritated and inflamed. 
Apply cloths wrung out of hot water 
to the face until the impurities are 
removed. Then dry the face care­
fully and rub in (while the skin is 
still warm) a liberal supply of cold 
cream. Pat it in if the face is very 
sensitive.

Remove the surplus cold cream with 
a soft cloth, and apply cloths dipped 
in cold water to the face. Do this 
several times. The water for the last 
application should contain a few drops 
of benzoin, or an astringent should be 
dabbed into the skin before the pow­
der is applied.

A half hour’s attention to the com­
plexion every night during the hot 
weather will prevent roughening and 
coarsening of the skin that is often 
the result of the vacation season.—

Household Notes.
If you live in the country and 

throw soapsuds and dishwater out, 
don’ forget that rose bushes and 
other pet plants will thrive on it.

If you are so unfortunate aa to 
have different sizes of sheets in your 
linen closet, mark all the sheets of a 
size with one distinguishing mark

To take fruit stains out of linen, 
stretch the stained spot over a bowl 
and pour boiling water through i-. 
Peach siatns are an exception to this 
rule.

Salmon or si-mci trout sand­
wiches -ire delicious Flake the fish 
and add a litle cream to il. A dash 
of French mustard, i- an improve­
ment.

If lamp chimneys are only a little 
clouded and you wish to save time, 
simple steam them inside over the 
tea kettle and wipe with a clean 
cheesecloth.

The net guimpes so much worn 
nowadays will last much longer if 
they are washed without ironing. 
Shape them carefully while damp in­
stead.

Add a little salt to the bluing water 
in which white clothes are rinsed if 
you want to be sure to keep the blu­
ing from setting in spots or stripes.

Olives, stoned and chopped and 
mixed with fresh butter or heavy 
cream, and cream cheese make one 
of the most delicious of sandwich 
filings.

To keep the kitchen range fire 
when you are not using it, take the 
stove lids off a little while before pat­
ting on fresh coal. Then put the lids 
on only half way.

A good way to serve salad is in 
tomato shells. Take the skin off the 
tomato, cut a slice off at the stem 
and scoop out core and seeds. Put 
in refrigerator until wanted.

If you find insects when washing 
lettuce, put it through salted water, 
then rinse again in clear. But be 
sure not to leave in the salt waici- 
more than a minute or it will wilt.

In cellar or pantry where it is dif­
ficult to keep the air dry, place bowis 
of unslaked lime on the shelves near 
the- food. The lime, of course, shovel 
lie renewed from time to time.

A delicious Turkish dish can be 
made from left-over roast beef, to­
mato sauce 'and riCe. Chop the benf 
and heat together with the rice and 
tomato In a saucepan; season with 
liepper and dash of curry.

Rally in the season, when apples 
are scarce, the windfalls make excel­
lent apple sauce. Cut out all the 
wormy portions and cores, but do 
not pare them; then cook and rub 
through a hair sieve.

If your family is small and table 
scraps are numerous, the easiest way 
to dispose of them is to put them un­
der the back lids of the stove to dry­
out. When dry, they should he raked 
forward on the bed of coals and burn­
ed.

To make the best lemonade, make 
a syrup of a pint of water and two 
cups of sugar, to which is added the 
yellow rind of two lemons and one 
orange. Bring to a boil and add the 
juice of four lemons and one orange. 
Cool and ice. Add three pints of ici - 
water before serving.

Sandwiches are greatly preferred 
to cakes at the fashionable afternoon 
teas in England. One delicious sort 
is made with thin toast, with filling 
of grated parmesan cheese made into 
paste with anchovy sauce and cream 
and seasoned with cayenne, salt and 
black pepper. These have to be serv­
ed instantly, ot the toast gets sodden.

The most delicious fruit pies are 
made in the English way. Line the 
sides of a pudding dish with past, 
put a cup upside down in the midrib 
to hold the juice, and fill the dish witli 
the fruit sugared to taste. Cover the 
whole paste, making a pastry "rose” 
for the centre. Before the pie com-'s 
to the table, this rose should be cut 
out circularly, the cup removed and 
the rose replaced.

If he if 
promoted to profits and pleasures, sur­
passing the imagination of the Chron­
ics. we shall still rejoice at his go­
ing. All that we want is that he shall 
go and go quickly, and we are more 
than delighted with the assurance tha* 
new his uselessness is shown up hi 
will go in due course.

We must confess that we were not 
only delighted hut really surprised at 
the"refreshing frankness of the Chron­
icle. We did not expect it. an.d xvi 
would hazard the guess that the Gov 
eryor expected it even less, and rub­
bed his eyes as hard as the Reids did 
when they read the famous Chicagi 
letter. That is the surprising side o' 
it. You never know what to expect 
from the writer, when a Government if 
tottering and times are critical, anil 
the delightful aspect of it is that thesi 
unexpected surprise's are signs of th 
times, that all in Newfoundland cat 
read.

The assurance that delighted us mos 
of all was contained in the words "in 
due course." The Chronicle does no 
leave us in doubt that the time wil1 
lie short. The writer illustrates hi: 
meaning. He tells his readers thi 
Telegram cartooned Governor Mc-Cal 
lum, and attacked Governor Mac 
C-regor.

“In due course." iv 
these precedents, was measured b- 
months. The Chronicle's words there 
fore, must he comforting to the Go\ 
efnor.

It surely cannot be that 
the Secretary for the Colonies ma> 
give as short a shrift to the suggested 
lire ferment as he did to the Gover­
nors effort to saddle him with the 
Morison-Coaker Memorials. After all 
the Secretary of State did not seem 
to hanker after commending Mori- 
boii's ethical standard.

It would lie a sad spectacle if the 
Secretary of Stale should forget to re­
ward His Kxcellency for taking Mori- 
son to his heart. We hope sincerely the 
Chronicle is right and that the Sec­
retary of State will not forget to move 
him out of Newfoundland. The sooner, 
the bettor.

Ice and Re­
frigeration.

The Municipal Fish Co., of Cleve­
land. or rather what is left of it, has 
decided selling fresh fish just out of 
the water in large quantities cannot 
be done from day to day. as It were, 
so the concern has decided to build 
a cold storage plant, capacity 60.000 
pounds, near the company's dock near 
West Third Street. Temporary stor­
age will l>e rented until it Is com­
pleted. The Company's three tugs 
are now out to catch fish for storage.

The cold storage committee ap­
pointed by the Chicago Association of 
Commerce, after a year of Investiga­
tion. have come to the following con­
clusions embodied in a recent re­
port : Your committee finds at the 
outset there is an unreasonable pre­
judice on the part of the public to­
wards food products which have been 
in cold storage. The responsibility 
for such prejudice is traceable direct­
ly to the retailer who sells food pro­
ducts unfit for consumption, many of 
which have never been in cold stor­
age. The consumer finding the pro­
duct tainted and unfit for use readily 
denominates the article as a cold 
storage product. To cite a specific 
example—fish caught in the winter 
time are frequently allowed to drown 
in the nets because of the inability 
of the fisherman, by reason of ice and 
weather conditions, to empty his nets 
more than once or twice in a week. 
These fish are sold In the market and 
deteriorate rapidly. The consumer 
blames cold storage, whereas, as a 
fart, a cold storage fish delivered in a 
frozen condition and properly thaw­
ed out is perfectly wholesome and 
greatly superior to the so-called 
“fresh" fish. Your committee, upon 
careful investigation, believes it to be 
a fact that articles when taken out of 
mid storage deteriorate more rapidly 
than fresh articles which have never 
Veen In cold storage; and for this rea­
son the retailer should he obliged to 
exercise more care in the handling oi 
these articles. We believe a great 
deal of the criticism iff cold storage 
products is due to the fact that the 
retailer displays them on his counters 
cn.l in his shop after they have been 
permitted to thaw out, and takes lit­
tle precaution to see the article is not 
subjected to temperature which will 
cause deterioration.

Boy Burned
to Death.

who earned a 
large bronze 
m o n u in e n t 
by lioldng the 
pass of TL- r- 
moyplae with 
th r e e hundred 
men and a shoe­
string.

Lronidas w a s 
king of Sparta at 
the time this oc­
curred. Sparta 

was a small, irritable country, about 
the size of a Florida town site, but it 
wan never stepped upon with any suc- 
vt ss. The male population lived on 
cayenne pepper and rare beefsteak 
and practiced shooting at a mark 
eight hours a day. Every once in a 
while some foreign potentate would 
make up his mind to tie Sparta to his 
chariot wheels and subdue heir proud 
spirit, but he invariably returned 
home and kicked himself into a state 
of sweet somnolence.

Along about 480 B. C. Xerxes, king 
of Persia, became offended at some­
thing Sparta had said and decided to 
annex her in a hostile tone of voice. 
He accordingly rounded up a neat lit­
tle army of 2.000,000 men and headed 
for the Grecian archipelago, which 
was about in the same place it is now.

Xerxes did not get far before he 
: .:ii into the pass of Thermopylae, 
which was a short cut between the 
mountains wide enough to allow two 
: iiin men to pass each other without 
being telescoped. Here Xerxes found 
Leonidas drawn up in battle array, 
defying the whole Persian army in 
some of the rudest Greek adjectives 
ever used.

Xerxes took the affair as a joke un- 
: il Leonidas had spitted a few tlious- 
; iid Persian husbands on bis trusty 
sword, when he concluded that this 
was increasing the pension roll too 
fast and hired the only crooked Spar­
tan ever discovered to lead his army 
through a pass in the mountains until 
he could get in l>eonidas' rear.

When Leonidas discovered that he 
was sifrrounded he mounted a stump 
and announced that it was his present 
intention to die with his boots on, or 
words to that effect. He thereupon 
wive his three hundred men a nice 
course dinner, and after adjusting his 
ioots charged the entire Persian 
army, whch filled him so full of ar­
rows that he had to be pin-feathered 
In-fore l>eing removed to the family 
residence.

I^eonidas' name became at once a 
household word, and autographs and 
kodak pictures of the deceased were 
eagerly sought after. His death ar­
oused so much indignation that the 
Spartans rose up and threw Xerxes 
across the Hellespont with chagrin 
written all over his profile. Leonidas 
did not die in vain, as hé has furnish­
ed the impassioned high school grad­
uate with some of the most livid elo­
quence and weird rhetoric ever un­
corked from an opera house stage.

In 
olden days he had a magnificent barge 
on the Thames, and whenever he went 
on a voyage down the river with his 
flag hoisted, all vessels, British 01 
foreign, whether belonging to the 
Navy or to the merchant service, were 
hound to salute him.

The Duke of Argyll is Admiral ol 
the Western Coast of Scotland and the 
Isles. The MaeCutlv.m More, a former 
admiral, used to keel) a very tight 
hold over the western coast and lev­
ied tolls on the various ships. His 
rule, however, does not extend to the 
Orkney and Shetland isles. The 
Sheriff there is the Vice-Admiral, and 
considers all Duiottv <|uestions dealing 
with the sea.

The onlv admiral with a lake of his 
own is the Marquis of Donegal, who 
is the Hereditary Ivord High Admiral 
of Lough Neagh. Lough Neagh is th. 
largest lake in the United Kingdom.

To Reduce 
Cost of Living.

There is still a chance that the high 
cost of living will be reduced. Dr. 
Wilfred Grenfell, of the Labrador Mis­
sion, tells of the latent resources of 
Labrador about bow the reduction can 
h» brought about by merely changing 
the dinner course from beefsteak to 
reindeer.

At present too little attention is 
paid to the conservation of animal life 
in the northern country', and reindeers 
are left to be exploited and diminish­
ed. The reindeer development Is In its 
infancy, but despite this fact, the 
herds number ,30.000. and with regular 
breeding it is likely that 20.000 fawns 
will he added this season.

"Here is an opportunity for large 
investment of private capital, which 
would be a profitable money making 
proi>osltion." says Dr. Grenfell. “The 
meat of reindeer could be made to add 
much to the world's supply at a smqjl 
cost, the animal's milk could be ex­
ported and the skins could be made an 
important factor in the fur market. 
The skin could also be tanned, creat­
ing another industry, and used for the 
making of gloves. Three or four mil­
lions of deer could be maintained with­
in the hounds of labrador.

Ireland's Police.
Some Eads About the Royal Iris;

Constabulary.
The Royal Irish Constabulary, h 

consequence of the Home Rule Bill, i 
now- a much-discussed police form 
Many people have only a vague ide 
of its existence and know nothing c 
its inner working. It is a semi-milt 
tary force. The rank and file are arm 
ed with the i^e-Metford rifle, sword 
bayonet, thirty rounds of ammunition 
and Webley revolver.

It consists of one inspector-general 
one deputy, and three assistant; 
These reside in Dublin, and have thei 
offices in the Castle. From here tin 
whole police force of the thirty-tw 
counties is controlled. In addition t 
the above there are thirty-six count 
inspectors, whose position cor re 
sponds to that of chief constable it 
England and Scotland.

There are 196 district inspectors 
serving under the county inspector 
in the various counties, and abou 
10.000 head constables, sergeants, act 
ing-sergeants, and constables Th, 
district inspectors are the lowest com 
missioned officers, and are comprise* 
of two classes. One class join th. 
force by competitive examination a: 
cadets, the same as the army. Tin 
other half are promoted from tin 
ranks, some by competitive examina 
tion. some for good police duty, am 
last, a goodly number by private in 
fluence. The latter is the least popu 
lar officer with the men.

The force cost the nation over sb 
million dollars annually. The officers 
salaries— county and district in 
specters—and allowances are extreme 
|y littéral in comparison with the rant 
and file. A youth, after passing hit 
examination, is sent to a county dis 
triet. and commences at $6fltl per an 
mini. This may look small, but thei 
take his allowances, which tot up ti 
more than his pay. He gets $250 fo 
the upkeep of a horse—that sometime; 
does not exist. $225 for a groom. $15- 
for lodging allowance, $50 for- hi; 
office. $15 for stationery, etc. Not ; 
bad job for a young fellow who ha 
only to sign his name to a few docu 
merits daily, written and tabulated b; 
a head constable, perhaps of ove 
thirty years' service.

Now for the other side. The efficien 
constable, who acts as clerk to th; 
district inspector, commences at $17: 
lier annum. He remains at about $■' 
a week uhtil he attains fifteen years 
service. If he is fortunate he attalu; 
the rank of sergeant with more pay 
and when on the eve of retiring oi 
pension, say at twenty-eight or thirty 
years' service, he may lie promote) 
head constable on 'the minim mi 
wage." less than a district inspect)) 
is allowed for pis horse and groom!

Final Meeting.
A large and enthusiastic meeting of 

the Regatta Committee was held last 
night with President Hiscock in the 
chair.

One of the most successful Regattas 
ever held will be witnessed by our 
citizens tomorrow, and all that is re­
quired is fine weather.

Mr. Hiscock had a letter from the 
Fin : urn's Union enclosing $10; Mr. 
P. F. Moore handed in $119.50 as the 
contribution of Duckworth Street, 
and R. Jeans. $8.15 from several per­
sons.

The various sub-committees report­
ed pond, tents, and everything else in 
readiness.

Mr. Hiscock in announcing that re­
freshments would be provided for the 
Committee at their own individual ex­
pense spoke very strongly as to the 
statements of one or two individuals 
in the city who bad Industriously cir­
culated the report that the committee 
wined and dined themselves out of 
the funds subscribed by the general 
public. It was untrue and a libel on 
the committee which he and several 
others resented. For several years 
past the committee have paid—as they 
are doing this year—for their own re­
freshments.

Mr. Emerson asked if he could not 
enter a crew of Mercantile Marine 
men, all A. B.s and members of the 
Seamen’s Union. It was decided that 
they are not eligible for the Naval- 
Reserve-Firemen's Race.

It was decided that boats starting 
from stakes 2 and 3 should turn No. 
2 buoy, and from stakes 5 and 6 No. 
4 buoy. Boats starting from stakes 1 
and 4 will each have their separate 
buoys Nos. 1 and 3. As an extra crew 
had been added to the Fishermen's 
Race the coxswains in this event are 
requested by the committee to call at 
the Committee Marquee and get theii 
cards amended before entering this 
race to avoid trouble.

Mr. John Barron, of the Trask Mo­
tor Co., offered the Company's motor 
boat for the Judges or for any other 
service which the Committee might 
wish to assign to her. and the com­
mittee expressed their thankfulness. 
As the committee have a boat of their 
own for the judges. Mr. Barron's 
motor boat will be placed at the foot 
of the lake with other boats where 
she will be most useful.

Mr. P. F. Moore pointed out the 
great risk there was at the buoys, 
especially in the Fishermen's Race, 
when 6 boats are running and hoped 
that every precaution would be taken 
to prevent accidents.

Messrs. Higgins. V. P.. Crotty. 
Treas., A. G. XX'illiams and others 
agreed with him. and 4 boats includ­
ing- Mr. Barron's manned by Quidi 
Vidi men will patrol the lower waters 
of the lake to be ready if necessary to 
save life.

Mr. Nicholas Vinnleombe who was 
present at the meeting brought undei 
the notice of the committee what hr 
considered to be a very unsports­
manlike and unfair proceeding on the 
part of certain crews who have en­
tered for this Regatta. These crews 
had practiced in the new boat Sham­
rock of which he and others were

the owners, and after holding her for 
two weeks or more, often preventing 
others from taking her for practice, 
they threw her over in favour of other 
boats at the last moment. He hoped 
that the committee would take notice 
of such a proceeding and so amend 
the rules in future as to prevent a 
repetition of it. He cited cases where 
boats believed to be inferior by many 
won out when properly crewed, and 
where boats which had been practi­
cal! condemned were afterwards 
found to be good racers.

Messrs. J. P. Crotty. A. G. XX'illiams 
and the President spoke strongly on 
the matter and it was decided that 
next year provision would be made to 
obviate such unfair and unsportsman­
like conduct.

The public having at the request 
of President Hiscock withdrawn, sev­
eral other matters of moment were 
discussed, and Messrs. J. R. Bennett 
and J. J. Bates were appointed as ex­
tra judges.

The sums collected for financing 
the Regatta, including the entrance 
fees, was $1,216.58.

The meeting adjourned at 11 p.m. to 
be convened again at the Marquee on 
the course.

If the weather is not suitable when 
the committee meets at 8 a.in. to-mor­
row the Regatta will be postponed till 
Thursday.

Eight crews were entered including 
the Blackhead men and a crew from 
the French XX’arship Descartes.
