The wtolf is a long-legged, lanky

The good offices of Sir Edward Grey 
hid fair either to avert war between 
Austria and Servia or to localize it. 
Austria lays upon the Servian Gov­
ernment the responsibility for the as­
sassination of the late Archduke and 
his wife and asks for assurance of 
good behaviour for the future. Ser- 

"<ia is intensely jealous of Austrian 
aggression which is directed mainly nt 
Servian expense. The danger of 
such a conflict spreading arises from 
racial jealousies between Slav and 
Teuton. There is a risk of Russia 
backing Servia, and Germany taking 
a hand against Russia on account of 
her interference, w'ith the remote risk 
of France aiding Russia and the still 
more remote risk of Britain being 
dragged into the war through France. 
Germany has already issued a warn­
ing of hands-off which can be meant 
only for Russia. France it is stated 
will hold aloof, unless Russia is at­
tacked by ar #her power. Sir Ed­
ward Grey, the British Foreign Sec­
retary, is endeavoring to .keep the 
peace between the outsiders and to 
arrange a conference with the object 
of finding a solution for the difficulty 
between Austria and Seryia.

Sir Edward Grey succeeded in lo­
calizing the Balkan struggle during 
the recent war with Turkey, and there
is every prospect of him obtaining an 
assurance from the outside powers
that they will take no part, even if 
war should ensue between Austria and 
Servia.

It is a thousand pities a similar 
foresight and prior care could not 
have been taken in Ireland. The 
stupidity of the Government in per­
mitting non-Government Volunteers 
to be enrolled, organized, armed and 
put on a war-footing is now amply de­
monstrated. They have allowed the 
Ulster Volunteers to grow so formid­
able that they fear to utilize^troops 
against their lawless deeds, and when 
troops are used to stop lawless acts 
of a less formidable force, they are 
naturally and fairly taunted with not 
administering the law impartially.

The fact of the matter is plain that 
regular troops are useless in Ireland 
for enforcing the law either in Ulster

or out of it. If the Government in­
tend to stop gun running, they must 
do it by the navy and at sea. There 
they are still supreme and they have 
plenty of ships for the purpose. In 
Ireland they must recognize that al­
most a state of potential war exists, 
which may break out at any time. 
The restraining influence of Red­
mond is to be seen in the fact that the 
Dublin tragedy has not been followed 
by reprisals of even a worse nature. 
The Government can only act as medi­
ators between armed men, and the 
quicker this is realized the better for 
everybody. Delays are dangerous. 
Such incidents as those of Sunday im­
part intense bitterness and resent­
ment and make a settlement the more 
difficult to bring about.

Broad Cove Regatta.
Those interested in the Broad Cove 

Regatta, have changed the date at 
which it was to be held on the last 
whole holiday in August to the half­
holiday 'On August 12th. Fishing boats 
will be used instead of race boats, as 
was the old-time custom, and this will 
give a better chance to the fishermen 
of the nearby settlements, who might 
otherwise find difficultly in obtaining 
raceboats. Entries must be .made by 
August 5th.

The Commissioners were 
expected to reach here on Saturday 
last but were detained on account of 
the Allan Liner Alsatian being fog 
bound for two days and a half in mid- 
Atlantic by which ship they were 
carried from Liverpool to Rimouski, 
At the latter port they joined the Earl 
Grey in charge of Capt. Marquieson 
leaving there on Saturday. Yesterday 
dense fog was met and continued un­
til shortly before port was reached. 
The ship brought the following pas 
sengers, including the Commissioners 
and some of their wives : Donald 
Campbell, Esq., LL.B., Hon. J. R. 
Sinclair, Mr. Harding, Mr. Bridge- 
man, Lady Landrigan, Miss Tatlo 
Mrs. Tatlo, Mrs. Lorimer, Mrs. Gar­
nett, Mr. William Lorimer, Sir Alfred 
Bridgeman, Sir H. Rider Haggard 
Sir Joseph Largerman, Lady Larger- 
man, Dr. Comstead, Sir George E. 
Foster, Mr. Payne and Mr. T. Garnett 

On arrival the Earl Grey was pro­
fusely dressed with bunting and the 
Commissioners were cordially receiv­
ed by Hen. Edgar R. Bowring, our 
Newfoundland representative on the 
Royal Commission, Rt. Hon. the Pre­
mier, the Colonial Secretary, Hon. J. 
Bennett, the Minister of Finance and 
Customs, Hon. M. P. Cashin. Mr. J.’ S. 
Munn, President of the Board of 
Trade, Sir Joseph Outerbridge, Hon. 
John Harvey, E. A. Bowring, Esq., 
the Chairman of the City Commission, 
W. G. Gosling, Esq., and other prom­
inent citizens. On landing, the dis­
tinguished visitors were driven in 
motor cars, provided by Messrs. Bow­
ring (2), Munn and Reid, to Water­
ford Hall, where they will have lunch. 
To-night they will be dined at Gov­
ernment House. To-morrow they will 
tour our principal country roads by 
motor cars. This afternoon the Com­
missioners will have their opening 
session in t£e Hous^of Assembly, and 
each subséquent day until their work 
is completed a session will be held. 
The three stenographers appointed by 
the Government to take evidence on 
the matters, are Mr. B. E. S. Dun- 
field, Mr. L. S’.

The cruiser Earl .Grey is now at 
the Allan pier and after receiving 
coal and getting supplied by Mr. T. 
Cook, will return to Rimouski. The 
Earl Grey is a well constructed and 
up-to-date ship.

Cable News.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, To-day.
David Campbell or the Elder Demp­

ster Line, gave out in an interview 
that Campbell had been discussing 
with the London management of the 
line the advisability of inaugurating 
a service between Newfoundland, Bra­
zil and the Argentine with the object 
of extending the salt fish trade from 
Newfoundland. The movement is 
considered especially timely, now that 
the Norwegian Government has a 
subsidized service in that trade, be­
tween Norway and South American 
countries. It is proposedthat the 
Elder Dempster Une seek a Govern­
ment subsidy for the purpose of ex­
tending the Newfoundland trade.

LONDON. To-day.
The St. Petersburg correspondent 

to the ‘Times’ says the Russian Em­
peror left on Monday night for Fin­
land, and adds that matters have be­
come calmer. The correspondent says 
I may quote a sentence used by the 
Emperor at the close of a Grand 
Council on Saturday. “We have stood 
this sort of thing for seven and a 
half years, that is enough.” There­
upon. His Mejesty authorized the is­
sue of orders for a partial mobiliza­
tion, confined to the fourteenth army 
corps on the Austrian frontier. At 
the same time an intimation was giv­
en to Germany that orders for mobil­
ization of the Russian army would 
follow immediately upon mobilization 
by Germany. These words and acts 
are believed to be largely responsible 
for the sudden change in the interna­
tional situation. The general im­
pression in diplomatic circles is • that 
Austria has gained, so much by Ser­
vians acceptance of the terms of ulti­
matum. that it is difficult to believe 
she would risk war with Russia and 
a European conflagration by driving 
Servia to the wall.

1 BERLIN, To-day.
Berlin morning papers note the sig­

nificance of the fact that Sir Edward 
Grey’s proposal contemplates only 
mediation between Austria end Rus­
sia and not Servia and Austria. Well 
informed circles assume that Ger­
many is disposed to regard the Brit­
ish Foreign Secretary’s proposal 
sympathetically, but so to act only 
within the limits wholly agreeable to 
Austria. Any scheme of mediation 
distasteful to Vienna will forthwith 
be rejected as an attempt to exert 
undue pressure on Austria.

REPORT TO BOARD OF TRADE.
July 24th — From W. J. White 

(Aquaforte to Caplin Bay)—The total 
catch is 2,015 quintals and for last 
week 4C0. Fourteen boats, 49 traps 
and 76 dories and skiffs. are fishing. 
Prospects are good and there is en­
ough caplin tor bait. Two traps had 
20 quintals each to-day and the others 
from 2 to 5. Practically nothing is 
being done with trawls. Dogfish are 
still about and causing trouble.

July 25.— From A. Brown (Upper 
Amherst Cove to Cape L’Argent)- 
About 70 traps are in the water and 
the total catch is 2,800 quintals with 
1,000 for last week. Five large boats 
carrying 6 men each and 380 dories 
and skiffs are fishing. There is no 
cod on the grounds and prospects are 
very bad though there is enough cap­
lin for bait. No fish has been taken 
by the hook and liners and the traps 
have only an average of about 20 
quintals.

July 18th.—From N. Simms, (Goose 
Cove to Cape Norman) — Codfishery 
prospects are very poor, in -fact the 
worst for 20 years. The total catch 
is about 1,000 quintals, but for last 
week, nothing. Caplin are plentii.'ul 
but nothing is being done with lob­
sters.
