Notes on the
Patriotic Tour.
HARBOR BRETON.

L C.
CHAPTER XIV.

Harbour Breton is so long known to 
the business public, and has occupied 
such a prominent place in tile com­
merce of Fortune Bay, that there does 
not remain much that is new to he 
said about it. We have, however, a 
few notes which may be worth re­
lating. and perhaps worth the readers’ 
while. The place itself abounds with 
history, all of which forms a link in 
the trade of Newfoundland, and in the 
enterprise of the Old Country. Here 
it was that the firm of Newman & Co., 
of London, England, during the nine­
teenth century, conducted one of the 
most - extensive fishing enterprises 
that Newfoundland has ever known; 
and every relic of their former occu­
pancy indicates the greatness and ex­
tensiveness of their trade; but great 
as it was, it had an ending, and. now 
the buildings upon which the name of 
Newman and Co. were so long con­
spicuous are occupied by others.

The premises must have been 
well built in the first place, and even 
now after such a long career the 
most cf them are in very good condi­
tion. The stores and wharves are 
specially adapted to our trade, and 
the former dwellings of Newman & 
Cc.’s staff, still present a comfortable 
appearance; and certain it is that 

' things were conducted on a large 
scale, and impressions were made that 
must long be. felt within the district 
of Fortune Bay. Of the many build­
ings of the company which we saw, 
we- think that the stone and brick 
building used as a shop-and office is 
by (hr the most substantial of the lot. 
It is a splemüü building -even now, 
and must have been more so in the 
palmy days of Newman and Co.

We were priviledged to see the in­
terior of the shop for ourselves, and 
also by the kindness of Mr. Elliott, the 
present occupier of the premises, to be 
shown thrôugh the offices, both gener­
al and private; and we noticed that 
they were very large and comfortable, 
and they display the good judgement 
of those who planned them. Some of 
ottr city business men and even -some 
of our professional men, could afford 
to learn a lesson in hygiene from the

offices of Newman and Co., construct­
ed one hundred years ago. The par­
ticular feature about this building 
which mostly impressed us was the 
preservation of the ground floor. This 
floor we found on examination, con­
sists of hard-wood plank, of equal 
width of about one foot each; the 
edges of the plank are ploughed, and 
are connected by an iron tongue, and 
notwithstanding the long while it has 
been used, and the vast amount of 
business which was transacted upon 
it. it is still perfect, its face smooth 
the edges of its seams are unbroken, 
and its entire surface shiny and 
clean.

Within this building and these of­
fices the accounts and correspondence 
of a eentury__has been kept, and a 
thousand problems have been solved 
without the aid of typewriters or the 
benefits of shorthand. Accountants 
ard clerks worked far into the night 
and kept pace with the business of a 
great firm. Who they were and what 
their names and what they stood for 
may not be known to the present 
generation, but like all men who stand 
at duty’s post, they were factors in 
the expansion of the Em pire. Some 
of them, with their contemporaries, 
finished their course at Harbor Bre­
ton, and found a resting place in the 
church yard on the hill side near the 
entrance of the harbour; while others 
of them returned to the homeland, 

' and there found a larger life than was 
possible to find in Harbor Breton.

During our visit to the churchyard, 
we saw several stories upon which 
were engraved the names of .some of 
those who filled a big place in the 
earlier days of HarSo-r Brt fon. Up­
on' the premises proper we were 
shown one very' old stone; but could 
not make out any inscription. The 
stone is of pure white marble, and is 
about four or five inches thick, and 
has long since fallen to the ground. 
Mr. Elliott who showed it to us did 
not know its history, but it no doubt 
marks the spot where was laid to.rest 
the remains of a prominent pioneer 
of Harbour Breton and Newfound­
land.

Harbor Breton was settled princi­
pally by the young men who came 
from England in connection with 
Newman’s firm; but very few of that 
claes now remain. We met one man 
who came from London nearly fifty 
years ago and who has lived and 
worked there ever since. He is much 
like the “Last Rose of Summer,” “ail 
his companions are faded and gone.” 
The conditions under which he came 
to Newfoundland are radically chang­
ed, and while Harbor Breton directly 
has lost that prestige which the firm 
of Newman and Co. brought it, there 
is still a splendid spirit of independ­
ence amongst the people of Fortune 
Bay, and they seem to have outgrown 
the limitations under which their 
fathers lived. The past conditions 
seemed quite satisfactory in their 
day, but a newer order has arisen, and 
a wider vision is upon the people.

Foreign Fish Merkel.
The folowing letter, dated Feb. 3rd, 

from Lin'd ârià Conto, of Oporto, is 
now posted at the Board of Trade 
Rooms:—

“During the first half of January 
the demand. Was very poor owing to 
the rise in prices occasioned by the 
further fall in exchange which ÎS now 
fluctuating round about 35d. At this 
basis, the prices of codfish and other 
imported foods are almost prohibitive- 
to the ordinary consumer and the con­
sumption is therefore considerably re­
stricted, dealers taking from day to 
day only the small quantities they re­
quire for orders on hand. There does 
not seem to be any prospect of in­
creased demand so long as the ex­
change continues low. For example, 
to give the shippers ~a return of 35|- 
per cwL at the exchange of 35 pence, 
it is necessary now to sell at the 
price of 17600 reis per 60 kilos as 
compared with 14000 at the exchange 
of 46 pence, ruling at this time last 
year. It is evident therefore that 
Spain and Italy with their exchanges 
at a normal rate are easily able to 
show better returns than this country, 
apart from the fact that the wage 
earning classes of these countries are 
considerably better off and can afford 
th pay more for their food than the 
Portuguese. Schr. Leif is in Lexi- 
coes Harbor awaiting orders.”

SEE AMERICA FIRST —HARVARD 
UNIVERSITY.

Author of “At, Good Old Siwash.”

The American citizen who hasn’t 
money enough to go to England and 
take a look at the ancient universi­
ties olf Oxford and Cambridge should 
not despair. He can see something 
twice as great, though not nearly so 
peculiar, by inserting himself into the 
subway at Boston and getting shot 
under the Charles River into Cam­
bridge.

He will there discover himself in a 
wilderness of buildings, parks and 
historic remains known as Harvard 
University. It is the oldest college in 
the country and will celebrate its 
300th birthday in 1936. This is a 
mere teething age as comared with 
European schools, some of whose 
buildings have not been dusted off for 
that length of time. But Harvard is 
old enough to have accumulated 25,- 
000 alumni, including three presi­
dents of the United States, are endow­
ment of $25,000,000. .and enough ven, 
erable American history to keep a 
genuine American citizen busy and 
happy for several days while rambling 
about Cambridge.

Harvard University began its career 
in a few plain brick dormitories. In 
1638 John Harvard left it $3,750 and 
300 book®. This has made him so 
famous that his old home in Stratford- 
on-Avon is now a shrine of American 
tourists. It pays to advertise In a ju­
dicious and scholarly manner.

Harvard now has upwards of a hun­
dred building®, but they do not awe

the casual visitor from the great west 
who has roamed around Chicago Uni­
versity, the University of Illinois and 
other monumental achievements. Har­
vard’s campus resembles a (free-for-all 
debate between architectural schools 
and brick masons—and the latter, who 
designed its little old college build­
ings which still stand, have the best of 
the argument. Harvard was once 
famous for its magnificent elms, but 
the gypsy moth, which respects no­
thing, not even unlimited learning, 
has invaded the campus and defied the 
concentrated wisdom of the entire uni­
versity to eject iL

Harvard has 700 instructors and 5.- 
000 students. It also has the largest 
university library in the world.- The 
wisest men in the country sit on its 
faculty and some of the most foolish 
boys in the world live on its cele­
brated “gold •coast” in palatial apart­
ments and retire from school without 
having even suspected the benefits of 
associating with these men.

Harvard has a vast concrete stadi­
um in which other college teams may 
play if they are respectful and do not 
cross the Harvard goal line. It has 
the champion football team of Massa­
chusetts and Connecticut, and also 
béât Michigan in 1914, but hastily de­
clined to tackle the job again this 
-year. ' i *

Harvard students also row a great 
deal on the Cambridge river, and their 
second crew caused more consterna­
tion in England last summer than the 
war did by beating all comers on the 
Henley.

Harvard’s equipment for educating 
the young and agile mind is probably 
unsurpassed by any school in the 
world, hut it does not pay enough at­
tention to geography. The average 
Harvard graduate' grows hazy and 
confused when asked to describe the 
United States West of New England.

Asquiths Answer 
To German Piracy.

After, long and careful considera­
tion and consultation with her allies 
Premier Asquith told in the Jdouse of 
Commons yésterday- what Britain and 
her allies would do to make reprisals 
on the enemies for the campaign of 
submarine piracy instituted by the 
Kaiser. He said that they would lise 
all the force at their disposal to cut 
off ail sea commerce with Germany, 
Austria and Turkey, and do their best 
to put a stop to all cargoes being sent 
out or received by them. In other 
words they would try to enforce a

.strict blockade, although they will 
not avail of the full rights of a block­
ade and confiscate all the ships and 
cargoes seized, nor will they extend 
the list of contraband goods. Pre­
sumably, this means that they will 
compensate neutrals for cargoes seiz­
ed, which are not of the class of goods 
already listed as contraband. The 
most important difference however 
between the policy of Germany and 
Britain is in the treatment of the 
crews of ships which may come with­
in the scope of this action. They will 
do their best to avoid all danger to 
the life and limbs of the crews of such 
mercantile vessels, whether they be 
those of the enemy or those of neu­
trals. This decision of Britain and 
her allies is not unexpected. It is 
just what they were expected to do. 
But it is too much to expect that neu­
trals will willingly acquiesce in it. 
American firms are after the dollar, 
and we may expect a howl from them, 
when they find their trade in what 
has been regarded hitherto as non- 
contraband cut off with Germany. We 
shall probably find President Wilson 
sending in another protest, but the all 
sufficient answer will he to declare a 
strict blockade and carry it out.

Findings of 
the Sealing 

Commissioners
Cist ot Majority Report of the 
Chief Justice and Mr. Justice 
Emerson, and Minority Report 
of Mr. lustice Johnson.

By the courtesy of the Attor­
ney General, Hon. R. A. Squires, we 
are able to furnish the gist of certain 
portions of the findings of the Chief 
Justice and Mr. Justice Emerson, 
who agree on their report and the 
minority finding of Mr. Justice John­
son:
The Chief Justice Horwood and Mr.

Justice Emerson
join in a report 18 pages long. An­
nexed is a schedule containing a draft 
bill dealing with certain matters in 
connection with the fishery.

Fifty-two witnesses were called. 
The disaster was due to various caus­
es, the absence of any one of which 
might have been sufficient to have 
avoided it, but its primary cause was 
the sending of the men so great a 
distance from their ship that there 
was no expectation of their being 
able to do the work for which they 
were sent in time to return to their 
ship for the night. Such a risk is 
sometimes taken by those in search of 
seals, but it is obvious that it can be' 
excused only where there is a certain­
ty that shelter for the night can be 
found on board a neighboring ship.

It is cler that in the circumstances 
Tuff committed an error of judgment 
in leaving the Stephano to go in pur­
suit of those seals without having 
made an arrangement that that ship 
would return before night to take him 
and his crew on board.

While Tuff and Captain Abram 
Kean were in conference, the Steph­
ano was under steam and Tuff had 
been informed by the Captain that 
the steamer was taking him two miles 
nearer to the Newfoundland. It was 
upon this that Tuff made his calcula­
tions as to the course and distance 
when he subsequently decided to turn 
back:

The Newfoundland’s men had been 
sent out from the ship that morning 
in response to a signal from the Sté­
phane inviting them on board that 
ship to obtain information as to seals 
in the neighborhood. This signal 
made per se relations between the 
Captain of the Stephano and the visit­
ing crew and placed him in a position 
of responsibility towards them. It 
placed upon him the duty of seeing 
that the advice which hè-had volun­
teered did not expose them unduly to 
danger, and of exercising the pru­
dence and consideration towards them 
as would be reasonably expected from a careful master when dealing with, 
his own crew.

was under the impression they had 
come in two hours and twenty min­
utes; and his First Officer, Yetman, 
states that he was responsible for 
having earlier in the day given him 
this information. Yetman, however, 
fails to explain why he had not seen 
the Newfoundland’s crew earlier on 
the ice than 9 o’clock and how they 
then appeared to him as only then 
leaving the ship.

There can be no question that a 
grave error of judgment was com­
mitted by the Captain of the Stephano 
in advising their going on to kill 
seals at the time and in the circum­
stances, without arranging with them 
that the Stephano would return to 
enable them to board her for the 
night.

Mr. Justice Johnson’s Report (17 
Pages.)

The evidence reported shows that it 
had been arranged between Captain 
Abram Kean, of the Stephano. and his 
son Wesbury, of the Newfoundland 
before they left port that the hoisting 
of a derrick on board the Stephano 
would notify Wesbury that the Steph­
ano was among the seals. No other 
private signals were arranged be­
tween them. A derrick was hoisted 
on Monday; March 30th. On Monday 
morning, Wesbury Kean sent two- 
fifths of the crew of the Newfound­
land to the Stephano. In sending 
away his men in charge of George 
Tuff, a man of long experience at this 
fishery, Ça.ptain Wesbury Kean was 
fully justified in the circumstances. 
Tuff is a man of considerably more 
experience than Wesbury Kean, and 
the party was therefore entrusted to 
the best leader in the ship. Hedly 
Payne, a particularly bright witness, 
whose evidence recommended itself 
to the Commission, thought that the 
Stephano took them about two miles 
while they were on board her. He 
also observed that Captain Kean, 
while in conversation with Tuff, 
pointed in the direction of the seals 
to which- the Newfoundland’s meti 
were going. Tuff says Captain Kean 
told him while on board the Stephano 
that he was taking them two miles 
nearer the Newfoundland. At the 
time of this statement no one thought 
of disaster, and it is impossible to 
believe that Captain Kean would 
have made such a statement if it 
were not true. I have no doubt what­
ever that when he told Tuff of how 
the seals and the Newfoundland then 
lay front the Stephano, he knew per­
fectly well what he was talking 
about . I am equally satisfied that 
their failure to reach their vessel was 
not in any degree attributable to any

mistake on Captain Abram Kean's 
part.

In the evening the Stephano picked 
up her pans and ultimately .proceed­
ed as far towards the Newfoundland’s 
position as she could get, she being 
ultimately blocked by, the heavy ice. 
In the circumstances I find that so 
far from being guilty of any omission 
whatever, the Stephano’s Captain 
went beyond what was incumbent on 
him and displayed commendable care 
for the safety of these men for whom 
he was in no way responsible. It 
must be remembered that the New­
foundland’s crew left the1 Stephano 
voluntarily at the call of their lead­
er; that there still remained five 
hours of daylight; that the distance 
between the ships was less than four 
miles; and that the weather gave no 
particular causé for alarm until an 
hour after the crew took to the ice. 
In these circumstances Captain Kean 
had sufficient reason to conclude that 
they had reached their ship. About 7 
p.m. the Florizel sent a wireless to 
the Stephano reporting progress and 
asking whether the Newfoundland’s 
men were on board the Stephano. 
Captain Kean replied that he had met 
them before noon within 3 miles of 
their ship, and that he had no doubt 
they were on board her. The derrick 
signal was no more than notice to 
Wesbury Kean that the Stephano was 
in the seals.' It left him to send men 
to the seals or bring them in the 
Newfoundland if he could. It impos­
ed no duty or responsibility upon 
Captain Abram Kean. There would 
be an end to all kindly help if the 
giver were to be saddled with onus.

Britain’s R eply
To Submarine Piracy

Policy of the Kaiser.
Britain and Her Allies Will Stop all Sea Com- 
merce to and From Her Enemies—War Costing 
$7,500,000 Daily-Will soon Cost $10,000,000
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, To-day.
If the combined fleets Qf Britain and 

France can prevent it, no commo­
dities of any kind except those now 
on the seas, shall henceforth until the 
conclusion of the war, reach or leave 
the shores of Germany. This is Eng­
land's answer to Germany’s submar­
ine blockade, and it is to be effective 
forthwith. Premier Asquith, reading 
from a prepared statement, made this 
announcement in the Commons this 
afternoon at a session which will he 
history.

Likely to Grow to $8,500,000
or more daily by April, was a theme 
of that part of the Premier’s address 
not dealing with the blockade. He 
gave these figures asking for a sup­
plementary vote of credit, making the 
total $1,810.000,000 to carry on the 
war till march 31st, 1915, which the 
House unanimously granted. The en­
tire struggle with Napoleon cost Eng­
land onlyx $1.831,000,000. and the 
South African War only $211,000,000. 
These were Asquith's figures. Before 
the Premier had finished,' newspapers 
were on the streets proclaiming our 

= answer to Germany, in big letters, 
and it was apparent everywhere that 
the entire nation bad been

(’hating for Reprisals
against the sinking of merchant craft 
by submarines. premier Asquith 
said the plan of the allied Govern­
ments for the regulation of shipping 
to and from ports of hostile nations 
contemplates the prevention of com- 
qtodities of every kind reaching cr 
Reaving ports, without, however, in­
volving risks to neutral vessels or 
their crews. The Allies will held 
themselves at liberty to capture any 
goods presumed to have come from 
hostile countries or to be destined for 
them. They have ho intention, how­
ever, of confiscating ships or cargoes, 
which are detained, unless they are 
liable to confiscation under normal 
conditions of war. The Premier re­
vealed these measures of reprisals to 
the Parliament and nation on intro­
ducing the third and fourth votes for 
the credit to meet the expenses of 
war. These are. respectively, $185,- 
000,000 to balance the expenditures 
of the current fiscal year, making the 
total cost of eight months' war $1-, 
810,000,000. Another vote of $1.250,- 
000,000 as the first instalment for the 
year opening 'April 1st. The Premier 
pointed out that by April the war 
would have lasted 210 days, with an 
average expenditure of $7,506.000 
daily. After making . full allowance 1 
for all items not in their nature re­
coverable as loans, the daily expendit­
ure would not work out less than 
$6.000,000. The total amount raised 
under the votes for crédit during the 
current financial year. $1.810,000,000 
represented broadly the difference in 
experfditure cn the peace and war 
footing. Of the total $190,000,000 re­
presented advances for war expendit­
ure of the Dominions and Crown 
Colonies. In addition to which there 
has been advanced $50,000,000 to Bel­
gium, and $4,000,000 to Serbia. Fur­
ther advances to those allies are in 
contemplation. The Premier contin­
ued: It is probably within the mark 
to say that by April 1st we shall be 
spending roughly

$10,000,000 Daily Above the Normal.
The vote of credit for $1,250,000,000 
is the largest single vote ever put 
before the House. It will cover the 
period to the second week in ^luly. 
Referring to the German naval cam­
paign against British shipping, Pre­
mier Asquith said, Germany had vio­
lated systematically all the conven- j 
tiens intended for the mitigation of 
warfare. She had taken further 
steps, the Premier said, by organizing 
an under sea campaign of piracy and 
pillage. Germany, he declared, was 
not blockading and could never block­
ade the English shores. Referring to 
the attack on the Dardanelles, the 
Premier said there had been no im­
pairment of the strength of the Allies 
in France or in England, as a result 
of the withdrawals of men for service 
in the campaign against Turkey. We 
shall continue to give the fullest and 
most effective support-there, he ad­
ded, referring to the western front. 
Neither has there been for the pur­
pose cf the Dardanelles operations, 
any weakening of the grand fleet en­
terprise. carefully conceived with dis­
tinct political, strategical and econo­
mic objects.

BOMBARDMENT OF INNER FORTS 

RESUMED.
PARIS. To-day.

The bombardment of the inner forts 
of the Dardanelles was resumed at 
10 o’clock yesterday morning, says 
cur Athens despatch. A Russian Ad­
miral. delegated to attend a council 
of Admirals, has joined the allied 
fleet in the Straits. A despatch from 
Salcniki states that the mines and 
submarines destined for tb£ defence 
of Dedeaghatich have arrived at that 
port. According to a Havas despatch, 
fire from the guns of the allied fleet 
has destroyed the fort Killid. Bahr 
and the fort Sultanie (Chand Kalesi). 
which guard the entrance to the nar­
rowest part of the Straits. Informa­
tion from Mitylene and Tenedos is to 
the effect that over 100,000 Turks have 
been posted along the coast of Galli­
poli Peninsula, near the sea of Mar- 
more, about 130 miles from Constanti­
nople.

88. The great founder of the relig­
ious communion cf the “people call­
ed Methodists.” He was the son of 
an Anglican clergyman and took or­
ders himself in 1735, . hut later he 
abandoned all ecclesiastical tradi­
tions and established on a wonder­
fully well-devised basis the connexion 
called by his name. He accomplished 
a great work of religious revivifica­
tion, taking the world as his parish ; 
and, profound as was his conviction 
of his high calling as an Evangelist, 
John Wesley “builded better than he 
knew” in rearing the denominational 
edifice which is the monument of his 
faith and strenuoSity.

HORACE WALPOLE died 1797, 
aged 80. The younger son of Sir 
Robert Walpole. In 1768 he retired 
from public life and devoted himself 
to the writing of books and the ac­
cumulation of works of art.

SIR JOHN FRENCH VISITS LON­
DON AGAIN.

’ London. Feb. 3.—Again unknown to 
the British publie. Sir John French, 
Commander-in-Chief cf the British 
forces in France and Belgium, has 
paid t.nether flying visit to London, 
conferred with the King and the War 
Council, and returned to the front 
without a word cf his trip appearing 
in the newspapers.

Contrary to precedent, the King 
called on Sir John at his residence. 
94 Lancaster Gate W„ instead of Sir 
John going to Buckingham Palace.

Sir John crossed the Channel and 
reached Loudon on Tuesday morning. 
January 12. Dressed in a dark suit
nd a Derby, no one recognized him 

either on the train from the coast or 
when he stepped from a motor car in 
front of his house.

His first caller was Premier As­
quith, who remained about an hour. 
The Premier was followed by Win­
ston Churchill, First Lord of .the Ad­
miralty, and he by Lloyd George.

It was evening and dark when the 
King arrived by motor: No one knew 
of .his coming, and there was no 
crowd to greet him. It is doubtful 
even whether Sir John’s butler for 
the moment recognized Jhe distins 
guished visitor.

For more than an hour the King 
remained with Sir John in a confer­
ence in which they alone participated. 
What they discussed it will remain 
for some future chronicler of the war 
to disclose.

London’s dim street lamps were 
lighted when the/King left. His de­
parture was as unostentatious as his 
coming.

Next day Sir John, dressed in the 
same brown suit and wearing the 
same Derby, took train from Charing 
Cross station for Dover.

There he boarded a cruiser for 
Calais. To guard against mines or 
sudden attack a destroyer preceded 
the cruiser and at each side of her 
steamed a battleship.________

It isn’t enough to wash the face. 
Each feature, the eyes, lips, mouth, 
nose, ears, fofehead and chin need at­
tention. Many a discriminating wo­
man would receive a shock if she 
would see the cloth with which the 
masseuse has given t^e preliminary 
wipe of her features.

Here then are some hints for the 
regfular morning toilette of the face: 
Commencing with the chin, raise it 
high to remove any dirt that may have 
collected in the loose skin or the 
lines or wrinkles that may be appear­
ing, and scrub, especially up behind 
the ears.

Particular carq should be exercised 
in removing cold cream from these 
parts, since they invite and hold the 
dust, and once started blackheads are 
difficult to subdue, for the pores' be­
come enlarged syid receptive.

The eyes should be washed out with 
boracic acid and water at least twice 
a week, and in the meantime the fin­
gers should be kept from them.
