12th last, thereby bodily wounding his
son, John Gill. The accused pleaded
guilty and was told that it was op-
tional for him to go before the Su-
preme Court and a jury or be tried
summarily. He elected the Ilatter
course, and his counsel, Mr. Higgins,
put a strong plea for mitigation of
punishment, pointing out the extraor-
dinary circumstances of the case. He
pointed out® that the accused was a
married man of forty years standing
and unfortunately had not experien-
ced the customary happiness during
all that period owing to the heart of
his spouse pointing in the direction
of Robert Dalton the past few years.
Ultimately Gill was goaded to desper-
ation and on the night of Jan. 12th
fired two shots at Dalton’s house,
where Mrs. Gill then was. The third
was fired with the intent of inflicting
some bodily harm, but not upon his
own son, who happened to get the
load in his body. His son's injuries
as well as the fact that his home was
broken up had caused Gill much men-
tal torture. Mr. Higgins asked that
his client be dealt with as leniently
as the law permitted. Judge Morris
agreed with what had been said and
expressed his sympathy for Gill. His

surrounding facts and denounced the
villainous conduct of Dalton, the
cause of the trouble. Continuing, he
said that if Gill had gone into Dal-
in-
jury without a weapon no action
would be taken against him, but the
fact of his using a gun made him
suffer the consequences. Gill. was
sentenced to six months’ imprison-
ment and at the expiration of that
term he was to give bonds in $100 or
serve an additional three months.

In
other words, the procedure that makes
them so successful will simply be car-
ried out on a vast scale instead of a
ismall one when the time comes, and
ithe enormously preponderant artillery
of the Allies will literally blast the
way yard by yard and mile by mile
for the infantry. If it is so, it spells
ithe end of trench warfare, and we
{know what will happen when five
;million French and British get two
‘million Germans into the open.

i But if the major fighting will be in
the West, the way is being excellent-
ly prepared for it in the East. It is
fallacious to oppose and contrast the
two as long as Germany is able to call
troops at will from either end to the
other of the long corridor she holds.
General Maurice’s statement is most
encouraging that Turkey can now
give no assistance to her European
Allies. If the British and Russians
can thus succeed in keeping Turkey
fully occupied in Asia, and mnothing
more, it will be of very great value in
the West, for it will eliminate a large
factor from the problem of the Allies
'in Europe. Equally valuable is the
improvement in the Greek and Salon-
ika situation. Greece may now be dis-
regarded entirely. Her troops are
packed safely away in the Peloponne-
sus, where they can do no mischief,
and the Italians have joined hands
with the other allies in Albania, so
that an unbroken line now stretches
from the Adriatic to the Aegean.

It is interesting at this stage to en-
deavour to forecast the general course
that active operations will take jn this
epochal year, though the result is on
the knees of the gods. Intense fight-
ing will certainly come first on the

lo has already begun. It will in-
crease in fury, but no decision can or
will be expected while Germany is
able to man the trenches with drafts
drawn from the other inactive fronts.
One by one these will cease to be in-
active and have their effect. The in-
vesting of Kut is under way a: i%we
may see more consxderable fighting in
Asia Minor in the next few weeks. As
more and more men are drawn into
the Western vortex, we may expect
Russia to exert such pressure as the
conditions allow her, but it may not
be more than slight at first. The
same applies to Italy and her forces
in the snow-clad Alps. It is danger-
ous to prophesy anything of Macedo-
nia, but it is plain that the Allies have
never yet been so favourably placed
there for an offensive. Possibly it
will be undertaken there next in order
and a concerted drive be made up the
Vardar and Srtuma valleys. Finally,
things will really begin to happen
when spring merges into summer and
the Russian steam-roller is able to
move again. All things point to a de-
cision in the coming summer, with the
most critical moments in May and
June. They will certainly be consid-
ered so in Germany.

report that the schooner Artisan, a
well known Newfoundland merchant-
man, with a ecrew of practically all
St. John’s men, had been lost with all
hands.

The Telegram called upon Mr. P. J.
Shea, the owner of the vessel, and
found the report to be grossly ex-
aggerated concerning the loss of life.
Mr. Shea showed us a message he re-
ceived from Matthew Shanahan, who
was mate on the Artisan. It read as
follows:—

Malaga, 8 p.m., Feb. 22,

“Artisan sunk in collison near
Malaga; Captain drowned, crew land-
ed Malaga, reported Consul.”

What the vessel collided with was
not mentioned and can be only con-
jectured.

The Artisan, in charge of Captain

Jeremiah Callahan, left here on De-
cember 26th last with a cargo of cod-
fish for the Mediterranean. On the
run across two of her seamen, Her-
bert Score and Joseph Aspell, of St.
John’s, as previously recorded were
washed overboard and drowned. After
calling at Gibraltar for orders, she
proceeded to Alicante and discharged
there. She then went to South Pola
and loaded salt, with which cargo she
was on her way to this port when she
met her fate.
The Artisan was practically a new
vessel, having been built at Nova Sco-
tia a. few years ago and was one of
our best fish carriers. She was 99
tons net.

The deceased Captain Callahan was
a well known mariner of this city and
belonged to the old school of seaman.
He is a brother of our fellow towns-
man, Mr. R. Callahan, and resided for
vears in the West of the city, where he
is survived by a widow, one son and
daughter. To the bereaved family the
Telegram tenders its deepest sym-
pathy.

There is, however, a deal of gratifi-
cation and consolation in the fact that
the death roll is much less than fear-
ed. The loss of the Artisan and her
cargo tends to further aggravate the
salt question which is so acute at the
present juncture.

THE DOVE OF PEACE.

Then came the
great war, which showed that brother-
ly love is a goo)i thing when it doesn’t
interfere with business, and the dove
of peace went into total bankruptcy.
Millions of men are being thrown un-
der the sod over in Europe because
half a dozen men controlled the levers
which opened the bloody gates of hell,
made every cabinet a mad house and
transformed the dove of peace into a
red-eyed vulture with gory talons.

Many attempts have been made to
revive the dove of peace, restore her
plumage, remove her splints and put
her back on the pedestal, but at this
writing it loeks as if nobody is geing
to be thoroughly satisfied and pleased
until everybody is whipped. There is
one consolation, however. The next
time the dove of peace gets back on
the job it will n‘ot be left to five or six
men to kick her off the nest. The
people who are doing the fighting and
paying the bills will have something
to say about thé next war, and they
will say it in-a tone of voice that will
not have to be run through a code

Incensed Over City Plumber’s Letter.

The regular weekly meeting of the
City Fathers took place last evening,
there being present Mayor Gosling
and Councillors Morris, Brownrigg,
Tait and Mullaly.

In reply to a letter sent by the
Council to Messrs. Gear & Co. asking
for suggestions respecting plumbing
regulations, which were drafted by
the Civie Board, this letter was re-

ceived:

“J. L. Slattery, Sect'y &c.

Dear Sir,—We are in receipt of
yours of Deec. 2nd, 1916, enclosing a
copy of new plumbing rules.

You ask if we have any sugges-
tion to make? Yes! We would re-
spectfully suggest that those rules be
kept in abeyance until times become
normal, or the war is over.

Our reasons for this are, that the
rates increase the cost of plumbing.
The present cost of plumbing ma-
terials is 25 to 50 per cent higher than
pre-war prices. If you enforce the
new rules you further increase the
cost to the consumer.

With flour, foods of all kinds, now
at an .exhorbitant figure (justly or
unjustly) with no protection from the
general government to prevent un-
just persons from grinding the face
of the poor, it is not in the interest
of the tax payer, that those rules
should be enforced at this time.

In the intense desire to pull the
mote from the other fellow’s eye,
your Council forgets the beam that
obstructs their own sight. We call
your attention to Rule 22, That
Rule does not permit a gtack of 4”
soil pipe to cpen within feet of a
window, though that stack of 4” soil
pipe has an intercepting trap between
the open end and the sewer;. but it is
perfectly legitimate for the St. John's
Council (being a law \unto them-
selves), to have a 12” ‘or 14” open
hopper with no intercepting trap
within 5 or 6 feet of an open dwelling
house door. Comment is unnecessary.

Trusting you will see the reason-
ableness of our suggestion.

We remain, ete.

The reading of the above letter call-
ed forth a storm of criticism, in which
the members of the Council were
unanimous. Mr. Brownrigg was es-
pecially strong in his condemnation
of the tone and matter of the com-
munication, which were insulting and
incorrect. Touching the irrelevant
introduction of the subject of food
prices. he depreciated the practice of
certain portions of the press in giving
a false impression of the real state
of affairs and responsibility for it. He
instanced a case where he himself had
been compelled to sell an article at a
less price than it had cost him.

The Mayor suggested that no atten-
tion be paid to the letter. The only
part of it which called fer comment
was that which spoke of the increas-
ed cost of plumbing which the regu-
lations would cause. From this it
was evident that the writer had not
even read the regulations. He, Mr.
Gosling, had handed the letter to
Messrs. Rooney and Ryan, whq report-
ed that in this respect there was no
difference whatever technically
between the proposed regula-
tions and those which had
been in force for twenty-
four years. , Other Councillors fol-
lowed, endorsing the opinion of the
first speakers. Routine matters were
then taken up. ¢

A Mills, plumber, did not agree with
the proposed system and suggested
the calling of a meeting to consider
the same. X

T. H. Stevenson suggested a meet-
ing of Master Plumbers.

It was decided on métion of Coun-
cillors Tait and Brownrigg that the
plumbers be asked tagcall a meet-
ing and to appoint ‘. “delegation of
three plumbers to meet the Council
and make known their views.

W. H. Rennie in reply to a com-
munication of the 17th inst., re the

refusal of the Council to grant per-
mission to Messrs. Hiscock and Edgar
to erect buildings on land on Rennie’s
Mill Road, said he had given guaran-
tees to the purchasers. He will have
to agree to the Council’s instructions.

Jas. Kenny submitted cost of pro-
posed alterations to house on corner
of New Gower and Springdale Streets.
He will have to discuss the matter
with the Engineer.

R. Legge will have to furnish plans
before he is allowed to erect building
on Fleming Street.,

T. Baker, late Water Inspector, ap-
plied for increase of pension. Coun-
cillors Brownrigg and Morris moved
for a reconsideration of the matter
and it will be further dealt with at a
future date.

road beiween Goritza, in southern Al-
bania, and Leskovie. The Central
Powers are now restricted to wireless
and airplane communication.

At the Court at Buckingham Palace,
the 16th day of February, 1917.

Present: The King’s Most Excellent
Majesty in Couneil.

WHEREAS by an Order in Council,
dated the 11th day of March, 1915, His
Majesty was pleased to direct certain |
measures to be taken against the
Commerce of the Enemy;

AND WHEREAS the German Gov-
ernment has now issued a memoran-
dum declaring that from the 1st Feb-
ruary, 1917, all sea traffic will be pre-
vented in certain zones therein de-
scribed adjacent to Great Britain and
France and Italy, and that neutral
ships will navigate the said zones at
their own risk;

AND WHEREAS similar directions
have been given by other enemy pow-

ers;

AND WHEREAS the orders embod-
ied in the said memorandum are in
flagrant contradiction with the rules
of international law; the dictates of
humanity and the Treaty Obligations
of the enemy;

AND WHEREAS such proceedings
on the part of the enemy render it
necessary for His Majesty to adopt
further measures in order to maintain
the efficiency of those previously tak-
en to prevent commodities of any
kind from reaching or leaving the
enemy countries, and for this purpose
to subject to capture and condemna-
tion vessels carrying goods with an
enemy destination or of enemy origin,
unless they afford unto the Forces of
His Majesty and His Allies ample op-
portunities of examining their car-
goes, and also to subject such goods
to condemnation.

His Majesty is therefore pleased by
and with ‘the advice of His Privy
Council to order, and it is hereby or-
dered that the following directions
shalil be observed in respect of all ves-
sels which sail from their ports of
departure after the date of this order.

1. A vessel which is encountered at
sea on her way to or from a port in
any neutral country, affording means
of access to the enemy territory, with-
out calling at a port in British or Al-
lied territory, shall, until the contrary
is established, be deemed to be carry-
ing goods with an enemy destination
or of enemy origin, and shall be
brought in for examination, and, if
necessary, for adjudication before the
Prize. Court.

2. Any vessel carrying goods with
an enemy destination or of enemy ori-
gin shall be liable to capture and con-
demnation in respect of the carriage
of such goods, provided that in the
case of any vessel which calls at an
appointed British or Allied port, for
the examination of her cargo, no sen-
tence of condemnation shall be pro-
nounced in respect only of the car-
riage of goods of enemy origin or
destination, and no such presumption
as is laid down in article 1, shall
arise.

3. Goods which are found on the ex-
amination of any vessel to be goods
of enemy origin, or of enemy destina-
tion, shall be liable to condemnation.

4. Nothing in this Order shall. be
deemed to affect the liability of any
vessel or goods to capture or condem-
nation independently of this Order.

5. This Order is Supplemental to
the Orders in Council of the 11th day
of March, 1915 and the 10th day of
January, 1917, for restricting the com-
merce of the enemy.

WAR BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.

Small engagements by raiding and
reconnoitering parties and reciprocal
bombardments, which are of
considerable intensity at vari-
ous points, are still going
on in all the war theatres, but
no where has an engagement taken
place. The Germans in Belgium, near
Roodeport and in France, east of Ver-
melles and south of Neuve Chapelle
made thrusts with raiding parties
against the Entente lines, but accord-
ing to both Paris and London they
were repulsed with losses. Berlin re-
ports that near Armentieres.the Brit-
ish entered German positions, but
later were driven out, leaving 200 dead
in the trench in addition to 39 men
made prisoners.

ENGLAND’S IMPORT RESTRICTION
. LONDON, To-Day.

The speech of the Premier in the
Commons to-day will be an event of
the first importance. It will an-
nounce not only the imposition of
drastic new restrictions of import-
ance, but the adoption of a big agri-
cultural programme. Bulky imports
which do not contribute directly to
the pursuit of the war ‘are to be cut
down to a minimwm. It is understood
that in some cases only 25 per cent.
