viki. The greatest importance is at-
tached to this case by supporters of
the League, partly because it has un-
usual complications. One of’ these
ls that a section of the British press
holds that the recent British-Persian
pgreements amount to a British pro-
tectorate, and Persia thus has the
right to look to Great Britain to de-
tend her from attacks. Another is
that the Bolsheviki may reject any
tommunications from the League.
Dtherwise the issue is a perfectly
straightforward one, the League could
pot refuse to take it up if it wished.

BUT THE DUST NUISANCE
STILL WITH US.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I know that city editors
are often hard up for a subject, and
that periodically they feel it incum-
bent upon them to castigate the Muni-
cipal Council for imagined sins of
omission or congmisuion; when they
do so, however, I think it as well to
choose a topic which displays a little
more knowledge and observation than
your editorial on the Dust Nuisance.

I would first call to your notice
that since May 3rd or 4th, when heavy

days of partial showers. Contrast
our present experience with past
years when we are generally swamp-
ed with rain and wet fog. It has
been more like July than May wea-
ther. It would have been possible,
of course, to have had oil and motor
sprinklers and sprinkling carts all
standing ready to start out the mo-
ment the sun shone, but that means
money and the city revenue does not
allow us to expect that everything is
going to be just perfect. Last year
the Reid sprinkler was so unsatisfac-
tory and the motor sprinkler so very
satisfactory that we determined to
stop the former and order another
motor. We also calculated that by
oiling an increased number of streets,
these two sprinklers could take care
of the whole town. Three hundred
barrels of oil were ordered three
months ago and the motor sprinkler
early in May. But it is one thing to
order and another thing to receive
The first shipment of oil hgs just ar-
rived, and the sprinkler we expect by
the next Rosalind.

In nine years out of ten the middle
of June would be the earliest that
dust preventatives would be required,
but unfortunately this seeths to “be
the tenth year. So far as we can see,
however, it will be the last year that
dust will be much of a nuisance in
St. John’s. I confidently believe that
the problem has been solved. As a
matter of fact the plan adopted was

- decided on some years ago, and only

lack of funds prevented its being car-
ried out. Experience has taught me
that dust is more troublesome when
the roads first dry up than at a later
period of the year because, Iimagine,
there is then the powdered accumula-
tions of the winter to be contended
with, which it takes some time to
sweep up and remove.

Very few people are aware that one
half Water Street is swept and flush-
ed alternately every morning, but I
hope the effect has been observed—
that there is very little dust on Water
Street. When the second Motor arrives
the whole of Water - Street will be
thoroughly flushed . ‘every morning,
and I believe it will not then require
watering for the rest of the day. You
make ‘the statement that Dust has
never been so bad as it has been this
year; I am afraid your memory is
short or. yonr experience is slight. In
spite ot the extraordinary season, and
sithough the carrying out of the plans
made by the Council has been delayed
through no fault of theirs, I am of
opinion that conditions are much bet-
ter than they were tormerly when we

You write of germ laden dust
and claim that St. John’s is worse
than it ever was in this respect. A
few days ago you published the vital
statistics for May but you do not ap-
pear to have noticed that the death
rate’ was the lowest on record. One
can only come to the conclusion,
therefore, either that Dust is whole-
some, or that the work of the Com-
munity Nurses has been of some
value.

The Bay-de-Verde

Contrary to the expectations
of the administration manipula-

At the time it was stated that
Mr. W. F, Coaker was interest-
ed in this cargo; and that he had
tried to obtain a guarantee from
the Newfoundland Government
of the Roumanian Bonds.

On subse-
quent investigation we now find
that although Mr. Coaker ship-
ped fish on the Escasoni at that
time, the fish so shipped by him
was -not owned by him but had
already been sold to parties in
Greece and had been paid for
before it was shipped. No part
of the fish sold to Roumania be-
longed to Mr. Coaker or to any
of the F.P.U. Corporations, and
therefore he or they had not
received, and were not entitled
to any Roumanian Bonds. This,
of course, disposes of the sug-
gestion that Mr. Coaker, or any
Company with which he is con-
nected, had wanted or had any
personal interest in the guaran-
tee of the Roumanian Bonds;
and we gladly publish this cor-
rection in justice to Mr. Coaker.

The arguments used in the City;
Council protest to the Government
against the proposed motor tax legis-
-lation, will not stand investigation. It
{s claimed the Legislature is now
ready to hand over half the ‘motor
taxes which the City has been re-
celving; this is misleading and abso-
lutely incorrect. No part of what the
City has been receiving i{s asked for,
as the City will receive more in motor
taxes this year than ever before; it
is only the increase in taxes’ the Mo-
tor Association is asking for, If mo-
torigts are willing to place an extra
on themselves for road improve-
ment, surely they should be allowed
this increase, without interferenc, ee~
pecially when there is no cause or
reason to interfere. The protest says
“If motor car- taxes (amounting éo
$5,800.00) are to be taken from the
city, either ,the expenditure upon
streets must he reduced, or the
ple of St. John's must tax them:
in some other way, to m&ko up thll
amount.”

This statement is open to much cri-
ticism, as Mayor GcN'ng, when writ-
ing it, knew the Cou\:l was to re-
ceive $700.00 more this year than last,
as he was informed by the Commit-
tet of the House on the bill that the
City would receive $6,000.00 this year.
In the face of this, I would, like to
ask every right thinking person in-
terested, is it fair for him to write
such a protest? Surely the City Coun-
cil could not have bcen advised by
Mayor Gosling that the City. was to]
receive $700.00 more in motor taxes
this year than last, as had they been,
it is impossible to think that men of
the calibre of Councillors Morris,
Ayre, Vinnicombe and Mulally would
vote for such a protest, as it is mis-
leading and unfair.

The protest also says “It seems
hardly possible that the Legislature
can contemplate depriving the City
of this revenue in order that motor-
ists may have e pleasanter trip through
the country.” This is “not playing the
game” and is written for the purpose
of prejudicing parties against motor-
ists and the bill. How could any one
write such a protest knowing the city
is not being deprived of one sipgle
cent. The whole protest is'a tissue of
misrepresentations, and the author of
it must think Newfoundland Legisla-
tors “too green to burn” if he imagines
he can “get past” the keen sharp
witted members composing the House
with such unfounded representations.

Since writing the above I read
Mayor Gosling’s letter in this morn-
ings news, in which he acknowledges
being present when the Government
Resolutions were being discussed,
and at Premier Squires’ suggestion
it was agreed to allow the City $6,-
000.00. I would like Mayor Gosling to
explain why he kept this fact of his
protest, and why he claims the City
is being robbed? Regarding the $4,-
000.00 originally in the resolutions I
will give Mayor Gosling credit for
having the amount raised from $4,000-
00 to $6,000.00. The reason for $4,-
000.00 being considered fair was that
the Motor Association executive con-
sidered with the machinery we pro-
pose importing the City would receive
better value from $4,00.00 than they
are now getting from $5,300.00—the
amount collected last year.

Dear Sir,—Referring to the ques-
tion of the applicability of Section 4
of sub-Section 41 of the English Cor-
rupt and Illegal Practices Act 1883
of Newfoundland, we have received
by last English mail the written .op-
inion of English Counsel and we here-
with enclose same.

Our people in London advised us
that they were unable to get an op-
infon from Sir John Simon, as that
gentleman was out of town, hut the
enclosed opinion is the joint opinion
of Mr. Douglas Hogg, K.C., and Mr.
Geoffrey Lawrence. Mr. Hogg is a
prominent King’s Counsel wiﬁx a
large practice and Mr. Lawrence is
one of the best known members of
the outer Bar. i

You will note that the enclosed op-'
inion confirms that which we have al-
ready given yom , hamely, that the,
parties to the making of an agree-'
ment of the character referred to in
said sub-section 4, section 41 of the,
English Act are, under the law of this i
Colony, guilty of a misdemeanour and |
liable, on conviction, to imprison-i
ment for a period, of one year and to
a fine:

Re Newfoundland Statute Election
Act 1918, Joint Opinion.

We are of opinion that S 41 (4) of
the English Corrupt and Illegal Prac- |
tices Prevention Act 1883 (46 and 47
Vie. C. 51) is part of the law of New-
foundland in so far as it makes cer-
tain. agreeménts unlawful and pro-
vides a certain penalty for making
them.

Subsection. 4 of Section 41 is-part.
of the law of England as to crimes |
and offences, the case for which it
provides does not appear to us to be
provided for by local enactment in
Newfoundland, and it appears to us
that it can be applied in Newfound-
land. K

It follows that it is made part of
the law of the Colony by S. 1 of Ch.
63 of the Consolidated Statutes of
Newfoundland 1892. The only Section
Act (3 Geo. V. C. 21.) which might be
said to be a provision of local enact-
ment on the subject is 8. 186. This
section does not in our opinion pro-
vide for the case provided for by S.
4} (4) of the English Corrupt and
Illegal Practices Prevention Act of
1883. It is true that it provides that
an Election Petition may be with-
drawn by leave of the Court on ap-
plication of the Petitioners subject to |
such terms, as the Court may direct
but this does not, we think, mean that
the Court could allow the withdrawal
of a petition in relation to which an
agreement obnoxious to S. 41 (4) of
the Act of 1883 has been made. The
section of the English Statute can be
read and stand side by side with sec-
tion 186 of the Newfoundland Statute
without any inconsistency. It may be
that the Court in Newfoundland in
the exercise of its discretion under S.
186 would not insist upon all the pro-
visions of S. 41 of the English Act of
1483 as to affidavits (though we gather
from the judgment of 23rd March,
1920, a newspaper report of which
is before us that the Court in New-
foundland is disposed to follow the
English practice as closely as pos-
sible). In such case it would, of
course, not be a misdemeanour to
omit mention of a lawful agreement
in whatever affidavits were required.

It is arguable that apart altogether
from 8. 1 of Ch. 63 of the Newfound-
land Consolidated S\atutes Act in-
corporates S, 41 (4) of the Act-of
1883 by providing that the principles

No one quoted them
in May and no one appeared to want
to handle, we doubt if they . could
realize $8.00 per barrel in the local
market. There is a large quanity of
split herring now coming forward
from Notre Dame Bay by steamer and
schooners, and the prospect of
marketing them profitably just now
i not at all bright. The whole system
will have to be reformed before money
can be made here at the herring
trade.

Lobsters.—The fishery throughout
May at Western and South Western
sections of the Island where it was
as promising as packers could desire
and they all believed that it will be
a good Summer for lobsters. There
are more packers than last year. The
price is expected to open at about

| $30.00 on the Coast. The cost of out-
' fit is nearly three times what it was

before the war, and this is the reason
that packers are looking for $35.00
per case. But if the market outside
does not warrant that price, buyers
are not going to give it at the risk of
losing on the trade as some of them
did last year. We are informed that
the lobsters this Spring are not only
more plentiful but very much larger
in the run.

Pork.—The importations of Pork
for May were remarkably short, the
total being only 1,782:barrels. As the
market was declining all the Spring,
importers held off waiting for lower
prices. Only those who realized that

they would be obliged to have a sup-
ply for their fishery dealers, gave any
attention to importing Pork. The de-
cline from ‘the highest point since
New Year is now over $10.00 per bar-
rel, and $49.00 will purchase a good
barrel of F. B. Pork. Ham Butt is
about $57.00. Stocks held all Spring
are now going out fast to the fisher-
men in schooners here, but there is
sufficient in to meet all requirements.
Planters and skippers of fishing
schooners are taking a smaller
quantity than in other years, and are
wisely substituting more of other
food.

Beef.—Imports of Beef to St
John’s for last month were only 809
barrels. This is accounted for by two
facts, there was already a fair stock
on hand, and more favorable prices
were expected later. Beef it is grati-
fying to record is one of the food pro-
ducts that continued to graduaily de-
¢line the- past month and showed the

The imports to
date here since New Year are about
8.200 barrels, which is to the last of
May 1000 barrels in excess of 1919.

Flour.—During the past month St.
John’s imported 35,912 barrels and
7,493 sacks of flour. The price in the
local market was increased in the
latter part of the month to $18.50 for
leading brands. It is thought that the
price will go over a dollar higher
here before he new crop is available.
The trade in flour increased to great
activity on the arrival of the first of
the northern schooners the last week
of May, but the stocks were kept up
by the arrival of the steamers from
Montreal which brought large con-
signments. European demand has in-
creased, and as the acreage sown in
the States and Canada is very much
short of that of last year, there is no
prospect of a reversion to anything
like pre-war prices this year. The im-
ports to St. John’s up to the end of
May was about 61,000 barrels.

By the S. S. “Sioux Falls® this
week 12,500 barrels of flour were
brought here from Montreal which,
with 2,548 that arrived by the S. S.
“Sachem” from Halifax, and 2,399 b,
the S. S. “Rosalind” gives a total of
17,483. This is.the biggest one week
receipts of flour since last Fall and
makes the total since New Year over
75,000 for $St. John's. The whole
year’s flour requirements for all New-
foundland is about an average of
860,000 barrels.

Hawker’s Undercarriage
Put in Museum.

The Telegram is pleased to be able
to announce that Hawker’'s under-
carriage has been placed in the Muse-
um by Hon. W. B. Grieve. ‘It will be
remembered that this paper announc-
ed exclusively a few days ago that Mr.
Grieve was about to do this. The
undercarriage is comprised of two
rubber-tyred wheels attached to an
axle ‘and frame, which was, in turn
attached to the bottom of the fuselage,
or main body of the Sopwith biplane,
flown by Hawker and Grieve, the first
to attempt the transatlantic - flight.
The weight of the undercarriage was
about 700 pounds, and the object of
releasing it was to lighten the ma-
chine. An - automatic device re-
arranged the fuel so as to keep the
“plane evenly balanced. The under-
carriage was dropped just outside the
Narrows, thousands of citizens seeing
it fall and thinking that it was one
of ‘the daring fliers. Hon. W. B.
Grieve’s agent at Presque purchased
it from a fisherman who picked it up
and paid him, $200 for it. Mr. Grieve
has held it ever since.
