Have you taken that “war-
rant” into your conqlderation’ You
suggest that the peopto ofsthis coun-
try should pay for the Reid follies.
Strange proposal, is it mnot? -I bow
unfeignedly to the parity of .your mo-
tives, but it is quite another thing to
consent to the justice of your coa-
clusions. I cannot comsent to them,
for I must regard the ‘whole Branch
line Railway business as -a carnival
of political crime that has plunged
this country into a mad . vortex :of
ruin, and I submit that those primarily
responeible for it, should be made pay
the penalty that justice shall demand.

The First Kmpp

The first Internauonal Exhibition in
Hyde Park, in 1851, was hailed by the
optimists as the inauguration of a mew
era of concord, in which the only com-
i petition was to be'in the arts of Peace.

{ noteworthy exhibits was a 6-pounder

. founder of the firm was born at Essen
on April 26, 1812. Four years before
the exhibition, he had turned out the
first cannon made-of cast stael, a threé
pounder, and in 1857 when the Bes—
semer process of " steel mufacture
came into use in Enghnd toxether
with the steam-ha.mmer. Krupp was

You would be amazed to find just
how great a number of fishermen there
are who dont know how to salt “shore”
fish. A big majority salt by “surface,”
instead of concentrating on their job,
and don’t consider thickness as well
as size. Thick, plump ﬂsh‘ requires
more salt than thin ones of the same
sized surface, and the result of neglect
of this fact is.that in lots of fish you
seldom find uniformity of quality;
Some fish will be too slack of salt,
other fish will have too much, and be-
tween the two there will be found
a little good fish, made good by acel-
dent.

The Lightning made 436
nautical miles in 24 hours; the §over-
eign of the Seas 424; the Donald Mc-
Kay, second largest of all the old ¢lip-
pers, 421; the James Baines, 420; and
the 'Great Republic, 413 miles.

THE PIONEER OF DOUBLE TOF-
SAILS.

The largest of the clippers was the
“Great Republic,” a four masted bar-
que or shipentine, the first vessel to
be fitted with double topsail yards. A
model of her is on view in the Louvre,
