The North Thompaon Valley

The toliowing monograph on the geo-
logical and’ mineral resources of the
North 'Thempson ' is from the pen of
the well-known  geologist, Mr. J. C.
Gwillim, and in’ view of the import-
ange of the North Thompson in. con-
nection with the ‘development of the
Canadian Northern Railway, it will no
doubt be of special interest to ‘the
readerg of this department

Concerning the' geology and mineral
resources of the district between Yel-
lowhead Pass and Kamloops, several
reports ‘have heen issued by the Cana~
dian Geological Survey, but none of
these gives much itiformation of the
central portion of the route along the
upper North Thompson.

Dr. Dawson, in his Kamloops Map
Sheet report of the years preceding
1890, covers the ground as far as the
small ‘coal field, fifty miles . north of
"Kamldops; ‘and south of “Yellowhead
Pass to the .Alberta siimmit, about
thirty miles south of the “Cache.” Be-
‘tween these' mapped, ‘examined ‘areas
is a stretch of over one hundred and
fifty . milés, . traversed in 1871 by
Dr. Selwyn; but his report gives very
little information beyond the octirrence
throughout the district of mica schists
and gneiss—an Archean seriés which
he affiliates with ‘the talcose mitace-
ous schists of Old Cariboo, but which
Dr. Dawson later describes as the
Shuswap.

As far as known, the geology of the
lower North Thompson, south of Raft
Rlver, is similar to that of Dr. Daw-
son’s Shuswap sheet—a mixture of Ar-
chean gneiss, Cambrian shists, carbon-
iferous cherts and limestone, with a
few small areas of greenstone, and
Tertiary sedimentaries.

Placer Gold

Some placer gold has been found on
the bars of the river up to Clearwater
Junction, also on some of the tribu-
taries. In 1891, a mddern dredge, built
by F. Satchill Clarke, of Vancouver,
was operating at a point twelve miles
above Kamloops; but the work was’
discontinued owing to the shallow na-
ture- of these bar deposits, Several
fair showings of mineral in place have
been made on Jamieson Creek, on
Lewis Creek. and on Barriere  River.
Also at a point a little above Raft
River some quartz and galena have
been found. Galena, zinc blende, py-
rites, and .quartz with fair gold and
silver values appear to constitute the
prevailing ore. These are probably
similar to. the known occurrences
about ‘Adams and Stump Lakes east-
wards -and- southwards. ;

‘With reference to.the occurrences of
mineral at these places, they seem to
have ‘been forggtten since Southern
‘Kootenay: came forward as a producer
of metals. Many people may be aston-
ished to learn that. prier to 1890, or
even as late as-1896, the dee mine
shaft in British'Columbia ‘was dohe of
400.feet. at Stump Lake, 22 miles south
of Kamloops Some: of the samples
from this. district are cited as carry-
ing up. to 6 ounces of gold and 90 oun-
.ges of .silver: algo several running $15
in gold with from 15 to 400 ounces ot
silver, per ton.

Another promising district, accordjng
to . Dr. -Dawson, was Jamieson Creek,
fifteen miles up the North Thompson
from Kamloops, with gold values from
*$11- to $22, and silver from 2 ounces to
34 ounces per.ton. The quartz-galena
ore from near Raft River assays: silver
60 ounces; lead 35 per cent; gold $7
per ton.

From - such eccurrences there ap~
pears-to be some promise of mineral
development along the North Thomp-
son, on its lower portion at least. Into
this portion of the district drain several
fairly large streams—such as Clear-
water and Raft Rivers from the pla-
teau country to the north-west; Lewis
Creek, Barriere River, and Lost Creek
from the eastwards. The Clearwater’
especially leads a long way into the
district betweén the North Thompson
and  Quesnelle Lakes. Some placer
gold has been reported fram its upper
waters, and good timber 1lands are
abundant. All of these streams are
clear, while the trunk stream, North
Thompsen, is muddy with glacial wa-
ters derived ‘from the much more
mountainous ¢ountry further north.

Beyond Raft River, at the head of
boat navigation, a barrier of granitic
and gneiss-mica shists crosses the
country, and thence indefinitely, pro-
bably to the heads of Peace River,
these 'crystalline - Archean rocks form
the first:range west of the Rocky
Mountains proper. The only mineral
occurrences 8o far reported are some
gold in.quartz at Mad River; and vari-
ous_showings of white mica at the Big
Bend, on the Columbia, at High Bank,
on the North Thompson, and .at Canoe
River and, Mien Mountain, near Tete
Jaune Cache. Similar deposits were
found far to the northwest om Finlay
River by some of the Klondike gold-
seekers on their way up by the Ed-
monton route. :

The principal tributary of the North
Thompson north of the sharp turn
at the Raft River, is Blue River, com-
ing in from the west. Looking up this
rather straight, long, low valley, one
is impressed with a rapid change in
the, topography on the northern side,
the comparatively low, wooded moun-
tains of the plateau give place to rug-
ged high peaks, with exceedingly green
colored. slopes to timber line.

At the same time the  climate
changes to a damp one, similar to that
of the northern Selkirks about Revels-
toke and Big Bend. Tributary moun-
tain torrents bring down much glacial
debris, amongst which is some lime-
stone and a micaceous sandstone. Oth-
erwise the evidence points to a persist-
ence of the gneiss and mica schist, so
far almost totally. ynprospected, except

'by hunters, who sometimes bring in

good specimens of white mica, which

Many a time and oft has the question been
raised, what is the correct definition of sport,
and it is a question which it is extremely dif-
ficult to answer satisfactorily. Tt'is a term
which has been used and abused in such a
variety of ways, that it has cote to have dif-
ferent shades of meaning, according to the in-
dividual ideas of those who use it. One man
comes along and tells.us of what he considers
a magnificent bag which he has made, and pro-
ceeds to dilate on the magnificent sport he en-
joyed, when up comes another and calls him
a game-hog.  Our ancestors eénjoyed rare
sport,. as. they would call it, witnessing.bull-
baiting; cock-fighting, ‘and - kindred “sports,”

Were they to come to life again and carry on’

their ‘sport in ‘the good old way, as of yore,
they wotild speedily find themselves in a police
court on a chatge of ciuelty to animals. ~
Thousands of men and some women paid
large sums for admission to witness a cham-
pionship prize-fight, and called it good sport.
Other thousands would consider themselves
degraded by doing such a thing, and would call
the ~ others’ sport brutal and demoralizing.
From which it would appear that sport is a
word for which we can give no hard and fast
definition for general use, but that, though
every one who uses it knows. what he intends
