Return of One of the Swimdiers After

BY 4 YOUNG WOMAN,

Four Patients Removed to the Hospital
Yesterday—Nonme of Them Serlous—
Mealth Authorities om the Alert.

Four new oases of smallpox were dis-
covered yesterday, Three of them were
found on Broadview avenue, and the fourth
is the Hayden street case, which has been
under surveillance for some days.

For ‘weeks Dr. Canniff has strongly
suspected the existence of smallpox in the
east end, but it was nob ontil yesterday
that he was able to locate its whereabouta,
When the Mitchell avénue (formerly Gar-
rison street) patient was removed to the
smallpox hospital, Dr. Canniff found that
& young woman who had been working
with him in the same store, a tiiloring
establishmens on King street west, had
left the place a short time before on
account of a rash, Her whereabouts
could not be ascertained until a
few days ago, when she returned
to the shop. Dr, Canniff examined her
and found that she had just recovered
from an attack of smallpox. She stated
that she had been boarding on Breadview
avenue, acroas the Don, but had removed
to Adelaide street. A visit was made to
the Broadview avenue house, where a mar-
ried sister of the young woman lived, and
it was found that a third sister, who had
arrived in the city the day before Thanks~
giviog, had contracted the disease, as also
had the married sister's little girl. The
Hayden street patient proved to be the
proprietor of the tailoring shop. The
whole four were removed to the hospital
yesterday, and the usual precautions taken
to prevent the spread of the contagion,

The medical bealth officer thinks the
above facts account for the cases on St.
Lawrence street and Stelner avenue. The
husband of the married sister was in the
habit of going regularly to and from his
work on Front street, and on each
trip the houses on the. two _streets where
the cases were discovered. Dr. Canniff is
therefore of the opinion that all these cases
are due entirely to the infeotion spread by
the young woman, She herself probably
contracted the disease from some clothes
she was handling. A supposed case in the
oentral part of the city is being watched.

THE POULTRY SHOW.

A Fine Exhibition of Fowl and Pet Stock
. at 8t, Lawrence Hall.

“The cock’s shrill clarion” sounded at
8¢, Lawrence hall yesterday in every key,
from the penetrating pipe of the prettily
mottled gold and black Sebright, or of the
fierce little game bantam, to the hoarse
cackle of the huge Brahma. The Toronto
Poultry, Pigeon and Pet Stock association
were holding their first annual show all
‘day, and will continue the exhibit to-day
and to-morrow. It had been arranged to
have the lieutenant-governor formally
open the show, but owing to Judge Mor»
rison’s funeral neither his honor nor Mayor
Manning were present. The show is
probably the largest exhibit of poultry
ever seen Canada, upwards of
700 birds from all parts of the
province being on hand. Especially good
exhibits are made of white Leghorns, light
Brahmas, Plymouth Rocks and game
birde. A $50 challenge cup for the best
black-breasted red game cockere! was
awarded to Thomas Armetrong of North
Toronto, whose bird scored 95 points out
of a possible hundred. The pigeon show
is fine, Wm, Barber of Queen street west
shows some lap eared rabbits, the ears of
one of them measuring 21 inches from tip
to tip, The judgeis I K. Felch of Natiok,
Mass., and betrays by the very way he
takes hold of a fowl that he *“knows
chickens.” His decisions have so far met
with no complaints. He wiil probably finish
his somewhat arduoue task to-night. Heis
the first to have introduced into Toronto
the system  of scoring by points. Each
bird is allowed 100 points, and these are
marked off for defects, To’ obtain a first
prize a bird must get 90 points, for a sec-
ond 85, and for a third 80.
