More About the Bigamous Acts of Wil-
liam McPherson, Late of This City.

THE PUSONER CONVICTED.

NEILLWILL
3 GALLOWS,

The Record of His Crimes Shows Him to
Be a Remarkable Oriminal—The Judge
in Sentencing Him Denounced His
Deeds as Too Diabolical to Dwell
Upon.

Loxpox, Oct. 21.—The jury in the Neill
case. have returned a verdict of guilty.
They were out only five minutes. ~ Justice
Hawkins at once sentenced Neill to be
hanged. :

After the verdict was announced Neill
was asked if he had anything' to say why
sentence of death should not%a B nounced
against him. He shook s nead in the
negative, but did mot open -his lips. In
sentencing the prisoner Justice Hawkins
said the murder of which Neill stood con-
victed was one of diabolical and unparalleled
atrocity. He did not dare to trust himself
to speak regarding the details of the crime.
The law knew but one penalty aud that was
death. 2

The Crimes,

On the night of April 11 last two girls
named Alice Marsh and Emma - Shrivell,
aged respectively 21 and 18 years, received
a man in their apartments at No, 113 Stan-
ford-street, Lampbeth, The man remained
with the girls \until 2 o'clock the next
morning. Shorfly after he left the house
the two girls were found in agony on the
floor by the. landlady of the premises, a
Mrs. Voght. The girls belonged to the un-
fortunate class, and an officer was notified
and they were. removed to St. Thomas
Hospital. -The Marsh girl died on the way
to the hospital and the Shrivell girl died
three hours after she was admitted. It was
thought at first that the girls had been
ﬁoiloued by tinned salmon, of which they

ad rtaken, but 1t was subsequent-
ly earned ~ that they had
poisoned with strychmine: On  ex-
amining the rooms occupied by the
girls a letter was found, dated April 10,
accepting an invitation to take tea with
them the next night. This letter was sign-
ed George Clifton, but it afterward trans-
pired that the writer was known to the
girls as Fred.- No trace of the author of
the lettercould be found, and for a time
the case was referred to as the ““Lambeth
mystery.” .

‘When the matter of the death of the two
girls came before the coroner for investiga-
tion that official received a letter, which
was proved to have been in the handwrit.
ing of 8 woman named Sebastiani, whom
Neill was at one time engaged to marry.
In this letter the writer said she was in a
position te give valuable information,which
would show that the two girls had been
poisoned by a young man named Harper.

3 ‘The Tell-tale Lotter, :

The letter was placed in the hands of the
police, and from inquiries that were insti-
tuted they discovered that about the same
time the coroner had received the letter
Dr. Harper of Barnstaple had also received
a letter alleged to have been sent by Neill,
in which he demanded the sum of §1500,
and intimating that unless the sum was
paid the writer would give information
showing that Dr. Harper’s son had poison-
ed the Marsh and Shrivell girls. Young
Harper was at that time a student at 8t.
Thomas Hospital and lodged in the same
house as Neill in Lambeth.

On a charge of attempted blackmail pre-
ferred against him by Dr. Harper Neill
was arrested, and then followed the un-
ravelling of the mystery. It was learned
that he had written letters to Dr. Broad-
bent, a well-known London practitioner; to
the Hon, W. F. D. Smith, son of the late
Right Hon. W. H. Smith, and to Countess
Russell, who, during the trial of her suit
for a judicial separation from her husband,
Earl Russell, in December, 1891, had re-
ceived a letter, alleged to have been written
by, Neill, accusing the Earl of having
poisoned the Clover girl.

Neill, though he is described as an
American, which is in England held to be
synonymous with a native of the United
States, is really a Canadian. There is a
Canadian snd an American side to his
career, which places him in a most unen-
viable light—that of a libertine and per-
former of criminal operations on women.
In the course of his life he has been in close
contact with the police of various cities in
the United Stutes and Canada.

Known in Oanada,

In Canada Neill, or as he is known here
“Dr. Thomas Cream,” has an unenviable
reputation. He studied medicine at Me-
Gill College, Montreal, and was graduated
in 1876. He took up practice in Kingston,
and had been there only a short time be-
fore he was suspected of illegal practices.
The body of & young woman was found in
a shed back of Neill's office and a post-
mortem examination showed that she had
died from the effects of a criminal opera-
tion,

Though the people were morally certain
Neill had performed the operation there
was not legal evidence enough to warrant
his arrest. Public opinion, however, forced
him'to leave Kingston and he went to
Hamilton, Here he was shortly afterward
arrested ona charge of killing a woman by
performing an illegal operation on her, but
the charge could not be proved against bim,,
Again he changed  his residence,
this time going to (Chicago. 'This
was wbout 1878. He had only beef
in that city a short time when he was
again srrested on the charge of causing a
woman’s death by malpractice. The crime
was proved against him and he was sentenc-
ed to imprisonment for life. He served 13
years of this sentence and was then released
on account of ill-health.

. In the meantime his father had died leav-
ing him $16,000, and he went to England a
ghort time after his release. It is said that
while Neill was in Ontario he was forced to
marry & girl he had wronged. Neill sought
to escape marriage by flight, but relatives
of the girl caught him just as he was board-
ing a train and he was marched to the altar

. BREIZURE OF THE SEALBKRS,
Rassia’s Version of the Captare of British
Vessels.

Sr. Prrerssure, Oct. 21.—The Official
Messenger publishes to-day the first author-
itative version of the Russian-capture 0
sealing vessels in the Pacific Ocean.
The paper declares that Bsix vessels
were  seized ~at points distant
18 to 20 miles from the Russian coast, not
from 30 to 40 miles, as has been assertec.
The captures were nearly all made outside
the territorial water boundary. This is ex-
plained by the fact that the sealers, seeing
the Russian cruisers approaching, fled and
the cruisers chased them sometimes for an
hz,ur and a half. Only the vessels’ logs,
charts, ete., which proved that they
been sealing in Russian waters’ were, geized.

Three of the vessels captured were re-
leased with a warning. 'ghe conduct of
the Russian officers was blameless. he
British flag was not insulted. It was cnly
‘hauled down and replaced by the Russivn
colors after the vessels had been
seized. The crews of the captured
vessels were well treated, buat
when they became quarrelsome and insulc-
ed the Russian ot%cers order had to be
restored by force of arms.

The Official Messenger claims the poor
catch of seals on Copper Island is due to
the fact thgt the rookeries bave been de-
stroyed by sealers, especially the English.

Loxpox, Oct. 21.—The recent mani-
festations of mutiny coming on top of one
another in cm:{ regiments = like the
Guards and the Th?mm.h Hussars
are creating a feeling bordering on
consternation throughout the ecountry
and causing a general outory for &
thorough enquiry into the cause of what
appears to be widespread discontent.
Letters published in the newspapers from
soldiers, some of whom still belong to dis-
contented regiments, force the belief
that the officers are  greatly to
blame. It is asserted that many
officers of the Life Guards are quite
ignorant of their duties, rarely attend
vills and are obliged to have subordinates
near them on field days to tell them the
Boldiers
have even been known to execute
movements without commands from
their officers in order to save the
credit of the troops. Yet the same offi-
cers when they inspect troops, rooms and
stables find the most stupid and most
triviul faults, and impose extreme punish-
ment on the soldiers for their alleged re-
missness,

The Radieal members of the
House ¢f Commons have been discussing
the situation recently, and when parliament
re-opens Mr. Campbell Bannerman, the
Secretary for War, will be closely question-
ed on the subject. A result of this ques-
tion will probably be an official enquiry
that will probe the whole matter to the
bottom.

THE FORMAL DEDICATION OF THE
GREAT SROW.

A Great Procession in the Streets and an
Immense Crowd in the Dedication
Building—An Oration at Night at the
Columbus - Congress by Archbishop
Ireland.

Cricaco, Oct. 21.—In the presence of
100,000 and amid the echoes of the largest
chorus assembled in the history of modern
times, the World’s Columbian Exposition
was formaily dedicated to-day by the
dignitaries of the nation. .

he scens presented b{vnbhe vast gather-
ing in the dedication ildimg was one
never to be forgotten. In many respects it
was without precedent. Everything was
on the order of superlative. The
dedication hall, the manufacturers and lib-
eral arts buildings, is the largest structure
ever erected, and in it was gathered the
largest crowd ever assembled beneath a
single roof. In the audience were probably
more distinguished Americans than have
ever been seen together on any commemora-
tive occasion in the history of the republic.
All those gathered here to-day to do honor
to the great silent student of 400 years ago,
who in his way was the pioneer of them
all, who led the van of human thought
and manly daring and gave to the
world a new continent and to posterity an
imperishable reverence for Christopher
Columbus.  This was the name thay was on
every lip, in every ode and song, that.
crowned every peroration, that found ut-
terance in the opening prayer and was
softly breathed in the closing benediction.
All did him honor; and time, that ripens
and mellows the gratitude of nations, after
400 years gives greatest homage to his
memory and name.

As the dawn broke the skies were clear,
and the reddening east brought furvher assur-
ance that the thousands should see and shout
and go away unsoaked. Business was
suspended, and at an early bour nearly
everyone in the city was on the streets
moving toward the “white city” of the
Colum%ian Exhibition, where the ceremon-
ies and pageant of the day should transpire.
Michigan-avenue, from the auditorium to
Fifty-fourth-street, was fringed on the
curbs as earlyas 7 o’clock, and inthe streets
through which the great people should pass
and out on the boulevards thousands were
struggling for points of vantage. The crowd
was in good humor.

The Procession.

The procession which escorted the digni-
taries to the grounds was an imposing one.
The troops massed in review numbered 15,-
000 men. As the federal representatives
at the head of the procession neared the
park the first of 21 guns, the presidential
salute, boomed forth. The troops of the
regular army and the state militia were
drawn up at present arms as the
salute was fired. The opening gun
boomed just as the vice-president’s car-
riage reached the south open green.
Just after the salute concluded and.
the head of the pr ion had’ passed
the battery was removed hurriedly to the
north inlet of the exposition grounds, and
when the long line of carriages rolled
slowly over the big viaduct at Sixtieth-
street - the national saiute was sounding over
Lake Michigan. The show of troops was
imposing. Krom the entrance of the park
to the midway plazeance and thence to the
great fair gronnds the way was banked
with the blue and brass of the military
pride of many stétes, while at intervals the
solid ranks of the regular troops lent
strength to the array of glistening arms.
As the vice-presidenr’s carriage passed be-
tween these columns there wasa sharp
present arms, and the procession moved to
the “white city” beyond. -

The Dedicatory Speech,

Arriving at the dedication hail Vice-
President Morton was escorted to the plat-
form and delivered the opening oration.

At the conclusion of the last sentence of
the Vice-President’s address and as he pro-
nounced the dedicatory words, the mem-
bers of the foreign diplomatic corps arose
simultaneously to their feet in graceful ap-

roval of the sentiment, and the example so

elicately set by the representativesof foreiﬁn
pations were instantly followed by all the
thousands assembled béneath the vast roof.

The hallelujah chorusthat followed added
to the deep solemnity of the scene, and the
true gravity of the moment was ineffaceably
impressed on every wind, and when at the
conclusion Henry Wattefson advanced to
deliver the formal dedicatory oration the
great editor received an ovation worthy
crown a lifetime of glory. J

The Columbian Congress, ,/

CH10AGO, Oct. 21.—The brightest point,
erhaps, in the galaxieties of the World's
Pair celebration was the night at the
Auditoriom, when the Columbian Con-
gresses, the purely intellectual part of the
exposition, were inaugurated by Archbishop
Treland of St. Paul. Certainly the occasion
was brilliant beyond all expectations, and
the demand for seats to hear the
famous American prelate was relatively
greater in comparison with the facilities
than the extraordinary pressure for admis-
sion to the Dedication hall at Jackson Park
to-day.

The world-wide'broad character of the
Congress and of the audience wasexemplified

The invo-
cation contained references to Columbus,
to Isabella, and without naming him to
Archbishop Ireland that challenged  quick
attention.

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. Kitchen Boilers and Frost,

The approach of winter with its attend-
ant forts forms an apology for dwell-
‘ing briefly on that source of anxiety in
many households when frost sets, in—thé
water supply and the poasible risk of acei-
dent from derangement of the domestic hot
water system: The careful housekeeper,
‘though cheered by the advent of seasonable
woather, with clean roads, and clear, crisp

atmosphere, yet regards the kitchen boiler
with anxiety, and not without reason, for
“explesions of houschold boilers and pipes
. become mumerous. In some instances ex-
plosion is 5o dreaded that the kitchen fire
is put out until the frost is over, an incon-
venience and discomfort needing no com-
ment. When, however, we consider the
disastrous effects of explosion on the: one
band and the exceedingly simple means by
which safety can be insured, it seems mar-
velous that persons should run, year by
‘year, the risks they do, when at trifling
| ¢ost immunity from danger can be secured.
" There is no mystery about these boiler
explosions; they simply occur from over-
pressure of steam, arising from the outlets
becoming choked and the steam having no
escape.  Cases do mnot occur of such
stoppages arising from rust and the “‘furring”
of the pipes; but most frequently from the
. pipes becoming frozen. |
" Tho immegiate cause of disaster is that,
during the Hight, the pipes leading into the
boiler become frozen; and on the fire being
relighted in the morning steam, is gener-
ated, which, being unable to escape, in-
creases in pressure until explosion results.

It cannot be too emphatically pointed out,

or too repeatedly insisted on, that the

remedy for all such disasters is to provide
every boiler with a reliable safety-valve,
which shall relieve the pressure of
gteam before ~the ultimate strength
of the « boiler is. approached. Into
the question of the particular make of
safety-valve most suitable for the purpose
we do not propose to enter. Many excel-
lent patterns now hold the market, leaving
nothing to be desired both as regards effi-
ciency and cost, the outlay necessary being

- pmall compared with the discomfort, to say
pothing of possible injury to life, limb and
property arising from explosion.

-The main points in a safety-valve are
thas it should be simple in construction,
‘with as few wasting parts as possible;
* should not easily get out of order; should
act readily at all times ; and should be so
placed that it can be inspected withou
difficulty from time fo time. :

' and ot imagination. The most noteworthy
result was that due to a faculty which
may be described as emotionalism. The
emotional girls, who in their description
used such adjectivesas*‘beautiful,”*lovely,”

. wvaluable traits of character, and it would
seem that in these cases emotion” super-
seded thought. These tests would, The
World believes, prove valuable if made in
every school,and weare inclined to think that
if it were possible to extend this system of

and thus supersede the ordinary competi-
tive pxamination method of selecting can-

A Good Word for the Revolver.

According to this paper almost
every nation seems to consider that the re-
volver is the most important weapon that
cavairy can be armed with, 1n Raussia, for
instance, all officers, sergeant-majors,
drummers, buglers, and even clerks, carry
revolvers.

How a Partridge Drums.

Editor World: Ornithologist is certainly

kept perfectly rigid and striking on a_har
luglta.noo like a log or rock, which is
always worn smooth by the contact. The
same noise is produced by the common
barnyard turkey dropping his wings on the
ground. This peculiar drum-like sound is
caused by the hollowness of the quills, not
of the object on which they strike. I have
on more than one occasion for several
minuteés watched a cock partridge drum-
ming, and know whereof I spéak.

At the same
time it has beenn necessary to introduce an
underground system on the principal thor-
oughfares, for the city agreement signed on
Oct. 1, 1891, provided for the removal of
unsightly * poles from ‘the leading
streets. In  making these changes
an enormous amount of material has
been consumed. - Over .1200 miles of out-
side wire and 50 miles of inside wire have
been used, and 60,000 feet of overhead

- cable has been added to the large amount

reviously erected. In addition 107,000
eet of condait Eipe has been laid during
the summer - months, chieily upon streets
now being permanently paved; while 100,-
000 feet of cable, worth nearly $1 per foot,
his been drawn through this.

The construction of this underground
cable is particularly interesting. The out-
side is lead piping, about an inch and a
half in width, and into it are erowded 100
wires. These wires are insulated with
pager, that has been scientifically dried and
tested until not an atom of moisture is left.
Theu'ea,les are soldered at the ends and
abe perfectly air-tight 3

Many thousand of these underground
wires are being introduced into the new
buildjing in Temperance-strest. A new
switch-board is in course of construction
with accommodation for 5000 subscribers
and the new wires cannot be all placed in
position in less than six months time. The
moving of the system from The Mail bnild-
ing to Temperance-street necessitates the
laying of entirely new wires for every sub-
scriber, and in the new metallic circuit that
is being adopted there are two wires for
every subscriber. When all the new wires
are in place on the new switch-board and
iffworking order communication with The
Mail building will be cut off, and
no more will the melodious hellos of
the telephone -girls ring out in the
shadow of the pulp-tower. There will not
be a moment’s interruption in the service.
