THE M'USEE FRACAS.

Opening of the Enquiry Into the Death 
of Hack Driver Corrigan— 

Walker Tells HI, Story.
In a crowded little room at Agnes-street 

Police Station the Inquest upon the body of 
Frank Corrigan, killed in Moore’s Mnsee, 
was begun by Coroner Johnston last night. 
Crown Attorneys Dewart and Curry looked 
after the case. George T. Blackstock and 
E. P. Malone represented the prisoner, Ro­
binson.

Herbert Ellsworth was the first witness to 
be examined. He saw Walker, Corrlgau’s 
companion, standing in the gateway. The 
prisoner seized bint by the coat and pulled 
him down ebout three steps. Walker said to 
Robinson, “You’d better not do that again.” 
He then grabbed Robinson’s coat and tore 
it,at tho some time striking him with hi, fist. 
In the meantime Corrigan had got to the 
bottom of the stairs. Walker and Robinson 
got down to the landing and the two fell, 
Robinson on top. Robinson struck Walker 
three or four times.

The deceased, who was standing by, step­
ped over and pulled Robinson to hi, feet. 
When Walker dot up Corrigan went over to 
him aud wiped his face with bis handker­
chief. Corrigan then stopped around the 
curve of the stairs. Robinson and Walker 
commenced scuffling aud the three disap­
peared. Then witness went down the other 
stairs aud out the main entrance. There 
they found Corrigan lying on the vestibule 
pavement To the jury the witness said that 
neither Corrigan nor Walker appeared to be 
under the influence of liquor.

Miner E. Pratt of Rutland, Vermont, 
went to the Musee with Mr. Ellsworth. He 
corroborated the previous witness.

William F. Hyde of St. Louis, Mo., was 
standing in front of the Musee between 8 
and 0 o’clock ou Saturday night "I heard 
some scuffling and saw the door fly open and 
Walker came out. Corrigan was lying 
doubled up at the foot of the stairs, and 
Robinson picked him up and threw him out 
on the tiling. I went to him and found a 
large gash in bis head. Immediately after 
throwing Corrigan out Robinson went up­
stairs, saying: ‘I’ll fix you, you peaoe-dls- 
turbers.’ I am not sure that these were the 
exact words.”

George 8. Gates of Oneida, III.,# «ay- 
haired student at the Toronto Veterinary 
College, corroborated the evidence of the 
previous witness.

James Walker, Corrigan’s companion on 
Saturday night, was then called. He saidta

"Wbeu the lecture ball performance wan 
over we "ran over to the stair» to go dowt 
to the theatre. When I got to the ga 
the head of the steps I caught hold of 
save myself from being pushed down by the 
crowd. The prisoner grabbed me by the 
coat aud pulled me downstairs. I asked him 
what be did that for and made an effort to 
step back aud he kicked at me. Then I 
grabbed bis coat and wo rolled down to the 
landing where he got on top of 
struck me several times ou the face and 
bead. I was rather stupid after that.

When I got downstair, Corrigan was lying 
with his bead on the third stop. I stepped 
sideways and got out of the door. Someone 
said, *My God, the man is dead!’ 
with the ambulance to the hospital."

“Did you see Mr. Robinson >" asked the 
foreman of the jury.

"To be sure. W hy it was him and me that 
had the tusslin’ match," responded the wit­
ness quickly.

The witness denied that he was under 
the Influence of liquor, and said that be and 
Corrigan bad but one glass of beer before 
supper.

Island Possibilities.
In another column will be found a letter 

from Col Sweny in reference to tbe pro­
posed Island railway. Advice coming from 
the Colonel in regard to this matter is worthy 
the attention of our aldermanlo representa­
tives. While there is undoubtedly a lack of 
transportation facilities from one part of tbe 
Island to another there ie probably less 
unanimity as to the means by which thero 
facilities should be supplied. The eleotrio 
railway has been suggested and the City En­
gineer I, now preparing an estimate as to 
the cost, feasibility and too on. While 
he i, figuring on the railway it would serve 
af good purpose it be were to make a report 
on Col. Sweny’» plan of meeting tbe trans­
portation problem. CoL Sweny points out 
that the necewary water courses are already 
more than half made. If a dredge were set 
to work It is claimed that one lagoon could 
readily aud cheaply be connected with an­
other aad a complete system of transporta­
tion established in and around the Island. 
Those who saw tbe electric launches at tbe 
World’s Fair to quietly and so gracefully 
making their way over tbe lagoon will readily 
admit that the same kind of service among 
the lagoons and canals on our Island would 
vastly enhance the beauty and fascination of 
tbe sand bar. No city in America has any- 
tbiog analogous to Toronto’s Island, and in 
no city that we kuow of in America are 
there water stretches so naturally adapted 
for these launches and- for smaller craft of 
all varieties.

The cutting of these waterways and 
tbe establishment of a boat service 
of the kind referred to would 
extend the reputation of our Island as a 
unique summer resort. Tbe Island it one of 
Toronto’s most valuable assets.
