Widespread destitution and “nearly &
score of suicides have followed the failurs
of the Oriental bank, which was compel-
led to close its doors on the 3rd inst. No
single failure which has occurred in Groas
Britain since the suspension of the City
Bank of Glasgow has caused such whole-
sale ruin and so many cases ot absoluts
destitution. The organization of the
Oriental Bank gorporation was pecnliar
in haviug over one bundred thousand share -
holders, although its entire capital was
only £1,500,000, so that the individual
holdings of the shareholders averaged less
than fifteen pounds cach. Having ita
head offices at 40 Threadnexdile strest,
withi Sir Wmn. Johnr Walter Baynes, Bart
as chairman or figurchead of the court of
directors. It bad branches at Bombay,
Calcutta, Madras, Point De Galle, Singa-
poroe, Colombo, Hong Kong, Shanghai,
Yohohoma, Mauritius, BMeclburne, and
Sydney. At all these poiuts it was deem-
e1 second only in stabillty to the bank ot
Englaad, and 1t attracted shoals of small
investments from civil service employes,
spinsters, widows, doctors, clergymen,
and in fact from all classes in the Eng-
ish colonies at those points. Not being
organized on the Mmited liability prin-
ciple, each one of the sharcholders in the
concern is liable to the extent of his en-

Youxe Quartz.—It 1s & generally accep-
ted theory that quartz sandstone and
slate are geological formations which re-
qnire thousands of years to form. A few
days ago, in Virginia City, Conductor
Havenor showed & epecimen of quartz
which never could have existed over fif-
teen yearg-ago. The quartz in guestion
was taken out of the Yellow Jack mine
from between the timbers. The timbers
were put in fifteen years ago, and the
matter forming the quartz had spparently
oozed through a crack and adhered to the
timber It was about the size and had
the appearance of the caulifiower. There
was a mass rather soit and crumbling to
the touch and in places woven together
liko threads ; and ia this and a
part of it, were three distinct and persect-
ly-formed quartz crystals. The mass had,
been pushed theongh the crack while in &
plastic state and then formed in the bunch
described, . The specimen in the posgess-
jon of Mr. Havenor shows where it adheres
to the timber. He alco has a piece of
sandstone taken from the creck at Stev-
ens’ Mill, near Dayton.  The mill was
built twelve years azo, and portion of a
wouoden stake driven into the ground at the
timo is soldly and imbeded in the sand-
stone which is a8 firm and hard as any
sandstone of the old sandstone period.

Fourteen pays in a Cave.

TERRIBLE  EXPERIENCE OF TWO MEN UNDER
LOOKOUT MAUNTARN,

On St. Putrick’s day, two men froms
Cinoinnatti, Charles Gower and Cbrist
Schmitzen, entered the eave under
Enokout Mountsin, near this eity pros
vided with a glass Iantern, a bottle of
coal oil, lunch, ete. The men had not
been seen to come out of the ocave, hut
but the gate keeper supposed they had
done so while he was at dinner. The
beauties of the cavern and ite marvel.
Jous curiosities had excited their am-
bition to explare it. Jeff Harper, Emer-
son and Calvin Leslie, recently from
Indiana, to day entered the cave on sn
exploring expedition. When about 3
miles into the cavern they were startl-
od by deep groans in olose proximity
te them. They hastened forward, and
discovered the two men lying prostrate
on a shelf of rock. The men were
unable to articulate a word) but ocould
enly give vent in sobs to their joy at
rescue.

Afver being removed to the outside
world, the men said that they entered
the oave on the morning of March 16th.
They only had a small lantern, not ins
tending to go far into the cave. After
they had proceeded about three miles
Gower stumbled and fell, the lantern
fell from his hand into the water, and
the bottle containing the oil was broks
es. They had no other means of maks
ing a light. They groped their way
!iuck a few hundred yards, but found
the undertaking useless, as they were
in danger of falling over unseen preci
pices. They ocould hear the trickling of
water, and orawled toward it, and by
lowering their hats by means of strips
torn from their clothing, into the cre-
vice, they obtained u small supply of
water from time to time. They re-
meined at this spot ahout three days,
and driven to desperation by hunger,

made another eflort to escape their
terrible doom. About the filth day
they threw themselves down in hopes’
less despair to meet their awful fate,
snd were unable 0 move from that
jime until rescned.

When brought to this city, the men
presented a pitiable spectacle. The
ordeal seemed most severe on Mr,
Schmitzen, At times he is delirious,
Physicians ssy that the men are doing
as well as could be expeoted.

2. Long root, corresponding to the
branches of the tree, which supply the
nutriment fuor ‘woody growth. These
should be pruned to limit and regul-
ate such growth,

3. Fiower and fruit feeding roots,
which are small and thickly eclustered
round the trunk of the tree. These
are to be cultivated and nourished
that they may supply the. fruit-making
materials.

To restore & fruitless tree to its pro.
per funotion, pruneaway susplus wood
among the branehes, but leave emough
for fruit. This may be best done in
Autumn. Jo the spring whem the
tree is about to blossom, dig a trench
about it from four to six feet from the
trunk —acoording Lo the sise —and
about a foot in depth, and ocut off the
spreading roofs. If the tree be small,
this can be done witn a sharp spade.
‘This will check the growih of wood
and allow the life foree of the tree to
be ‘chiefly expended upon its fruit.

The next point is to feed the starv-
ing fruit rootlets, As soon as the
blossomses sppear, do what the gardener
i the parable of ihe barrem fig-tree
proposed to do— dig abowt ard dung
‘i, Carefully open and loogsen the
soil within a yard of the trunk, and
moisten i8 deily with lignd man-
ure, a basketful to & small tree, and
two or three to larger ones—half com-
mon manure and balf water ; and, Mr.
Kynaston insists, all sewage and suds
from the house, whioch, as the waste
matter of human, fruit-esting éreatures,
is just the material needed by the tree
to menufacture fresb fruits, Guano
also does well and the sweepings of the
hen-bouse. The great point is to pro-
vide the matter of which frujs is made
at the vight- place, and in sufficient
quantity. :

The right time is from the flower to
the full grown fruit.

The right place is near the trunk of
the tree, where the fruit rootlets thick-
ly cluster.

The right quantity is emough. The
roote will not absorb more tban they
need. What remain wil? be good for
next yeaz. The trees will be none the
woree for the winter orop of cabbage or
other hardy plants.

In one case Mr. Kynston restored an
old wosn out, neglected orchard to such
vigorous bearing that the treee had to
be propped uwp %o kebp them from
breaking down with the weight of
fruit,  Trees that bad not borne fruit
for fifteen years were restored to vigor-
ous bearing in asingle ssason.

short time, and then leave it until next
day to ferment, Skim off the yeass,
snd baving carefully poured the sedi-
ment, it may then be botiled for use.
Take care that the corks are good ; just
before using put thes into boiling wa¥
ter, and, having placed them in the
bottles, let them be firmly secured with
wire. This gusntity will make rather
more than a dozen bottles, and will be
ready in two days.

addition to the housewife’s bill of fare,
is a8 follows: Take one dozen ears of
der corn, ing ears that are
nearly of one size ; grate them, then add
one quars of sweet milk, in which you
bave stirred till free from lumps, three
tableapooonfuls of flour, a quarter of a
pound of bulter, or a piece as large as
an.egg will do; four eggs, whites and
yolks beaten together, with pepper and
salt to your taste, are all the ingredients
called for, bntter a large earthen dish,
and bake this mixture for one hour,
this will be long enough if the oven is
bot enough when the dish is put in.
This is to be served with meat and po-
tatoesas a vegetable, though with the
addition of sugar and with rich sauce it
takes the place of a pudding.
