Louis, and throughout Missouri, as 
well as in most of the purchase 
states, whose governors issued pro­
clamations asking for a general obser­
vance of it as ‘Louisiana Purchase 
Flag Day.’ The United States Gov­
ernment, in 1803, secured from trance 
all the land lying between the Miss­
issippi and the Itoeky Mountains, an 
area of more than a million square 
miles._ and exceeding the territory of 
all the United States at that time. 
Fourteen states and territories have 
been created out of the Louisiana ter­
ritory, having a total present pop­
ulation of about 15.000.000 and an 
estimated wealth of $30,000,000,000.

Kitchener had not been content 
with the -mere “attrition” plan of op­
erations. Unless his admirers are 
much mistaken he has been quietly 
but industriously creating conditions 
which will sooner or later make fur­
ther Boer operations impossible.
