France, Aug. 20, '17.
My Dear Friend:

I am glad to know my letters gave
you and Col. Ford’s relatives some
degree of ocomfort.

To say
that he is brave, is reporting nothing
new, for thig is a characteristic fea-
Sture of his father and every one of
" the sons. This, however, was a time
to demonstrate what was in him, and
the following-official report which ac-
companied the decoration for bravery,
will give our readers an idea of this
faithful young officer's make-up:
“For conspicuous bravery during the
operations north of the village of
Arieux, France, on the 28th, April,
1917. This officer led a Stokes Gun
Section of 18 gunners and 15 carriers
under heavy machine gun and -shell
fire to the objective. After reaching
this objective it was found that a por-
tion of the trench was occupied by the
enemy and that the enemy were mass-

His

ing for a counter attack in a sunken
road a short distance from the trench.
Lieut. Anderson immediately got his
guns into action against the enemy
in'the sunken road and at the same
time gallantly led a small bombing
party against that portion of = the
trench from which the enemy were
bombing and sniping his gun crews.
The fighting at this point was very

gevere and the officer himself bayonet-
ted several Germans and killed others
with bombs, gaining possession of the
‘trench and establishing a block. By
his prompt action he broke up the
enemy counter attack and compelled
them to evacuate the sunken road. It
is- estimated that at least a hundred
German casualties were caused
through the determination and cour-
age of this officer. Throughout the
operations he showed great gallantry
and determination.”
