INTEMPEAANCE.

The Wreck of the Ceylon,of Boston —(abridged from
the Boston Mercantile Journal.)—Many a vessel hos
been wrocked in consequence of having had spirituous
liquers on boord, and many 4 ¢mgo of a wreeked
vessel, which might have been saved, provided the
crew rvers sober, has been totally lost, owing to the
unbridfed indulgence of'the crew i the use o spirilu-
ous Jrinks. Many facts go to show, that the risk is
much greater in the vessels whero intoxicating i
quars are on board, either as stores or cargo, than
in vessels where the cargo and stores sre composed
of articles of an entirely different nature. Ac an il-
lustration of this, we may take the case of the brig
Ceylon, which vessel, owing to 3 strong and wnac-
countable curren’ wus wrecked on the islaud of
Henraga on the 12 of April 1839,

The Captain of the Ceylon says that some watet
and prov sions were landed soon after the brig was
wrecked, and atent was pitched.  Ha then calleg the
crew together, stated to them their situation, and
told them that if they would go cheerfully to work,
doubtiess most of the cargo might belanded, and that
in all probability some wrecker or other vessel would
soon come along, and assist them io saving 1t for the
parties concerned. The men approved of the course
marked out by the Captuin, and weut heartily to
work. DBut mark the sequel: there was unlortunate~
ly thirty barrels of spirituons liquor on board, and ere
two boat loads ol cargo were landed, the craw cgme
across a cask marked ** India Point Gin,”” in charac-
ters not tobe mistaken. The consequence may be
easily imagived. As soon as the captain’s back was
turned, the bung was knocked out, they swallowed
the maddening drink, and riet and discord succeeded
‘o tranqui! 'y, cheerfulness and {indus'rs. ‘The st~
tempts of the captain and the mate to keep the liguor
from them, were unavailing, for discipline, which had
been preserved until that moment was now at an end.
