A new method for ventilating raiiway carriages and preventing dust from
cotering with the air has lately appeared in France. The air 1s made to
traverse a.receptacie containing water, which couls it and reheves it of
dust, after which it goes through another filtering before entering the carnage.

The Uunited States evidently believes that one good turn deserves
another. - No soener has Dritain ceded Heiigoland to Germany than we
begin to hear that it would be a friendly act to transfer the Bshamas to the
Uaited Siates. Yes, yes, brother Jonathan, and it would hkewise be a
friendly act oo your part to cede Alaska tv the Donunnion. 1t would secttle
the Behring Sea difficulty, settle the boundary dispute, and develope in
Canada a strong fecling of continent fellowship.

While Germany has been rejoicing over the ceding by Britain of that
morsel of red sand etone, Heligoland, the British standard has been naised
in another section of the Dark Continent aud upwards of 2 million of square
miles of fertile territory has been added to the British Empire, Stanley’s
reproach that Britain was lJetting slip a golden opportunity has not been
unhceded, and late, but not too late, Britain steps forwar® and now Biitish
Africa constitutes an important part of the greatest empire the world has
ever seen.

Mr. Swinburne has written an ode, * Russia,” which in plain English
means that it is a righteous thing to assassinatc the Czar, Dy doing this
be has probably settled the question of whether the laureatship shall be
given to him after Tennyson, inasmuch as it would be an josult to the Czar
to appoint his enemy court poct. Tho tics between the younger members
of the two royal families are too cluse 1o allow of such a thing. Sir James
Ferguson, when questioned on the subject in the House of Commons,
said, representing Lord Salisbury, that the Govemment could not undertake
to be responsible for Mr. Swinburnc's ravings. While common humanity
makes us all resent the barbarities praciised in Russia, yet we are not all
50 ficrce as Mr. Swinburne and do not advocaic assissiastion as a cure for
the ills from which Russia is suffering. But Mr. Sainbarnc's outbreak
ought to do some guod, by arousing in Britain and Eurupe so much opposi-
tion to the Czer’s cruclties that the censure of nations might be brought to
bear upon the tyrant, e )

Even the Indian, the “poor Iundian,” is being corrupted by Moimon
practices in the North West. The people are therefore taking a decided
stand against allowing polygamous Mormon settlers to come into the ceun-
try. It issaid the Government has been deceived, and not only is polygamy
practiced, but owing to the proximity of the settlement of Lees Creek to
the Blackfoot Indian reserve, the jufluence upon the Indian population has
been demoralizing, The polygamists will have to stop the practica or go.
The better way for Canada would be for them to go.

The St. Tohn Glole, in suggesting that the question of precedence should
be settled by the ability and wiliingness of the church dignitaries to enter-

M tain and give big dinners, puts the last touch of ludicrousness to the affair.

Pethaps now that the idea has been prescated to them, Presidents of con-

3| ference, and others who wish this matter settled, may exert themselves and

entertain and make jolly the lives of ¢ the great persons who occasionally
float across the social path of Canada.” This would indeed be edifying to
the hard-baked sinners of this world who might be called upon to_decide
as to the merits of the feast and award first place to the best provider.

Another cherished illusion gone! A recent despatch says:—*The
authorities of the Swiss Canton of Schwyz have issued positive orders pro-
hibiticg the oft-told and generally accepted narrative of William Tell from
being taught in the public schools us a part of Swiss history. The order
treats the narrative of Tell and Gessler as pure fiction, for which there s
not a suspicion of historical foundation.”” If-this kind of thing goes on
much longer there will be no history left to teach or learn, except the his-
tory of how history was sent to join the stories of gods and heroes who
disported themselves on Mount Olympus, or whose wondrous deeds are
related in the Sagas of the Norsemen.

The Pictou News quotes a portion of a note from THE CriTic, and
claims the right of any party to make political capital out of the exodus of
our youog pevple. We have more intezest in the country than we have in
the success of aoy political party. While on this question of an exodus we may
sar that much might be done to keep our young people at home. We
have wonderful mineral wealth lying undeveloped at our very doors, and
yet we are albiost entirely dependent upon foreign braios, skill and capital,
in working our mines, Give our boys a practical training in mineral-
ogy, aud our capital would soon bs cmployed in profitable mining
enterprises, and our youug men would find that it would pay to stay at
home. As matters now stand there is scarce a bauking institution in the
Province that will advauce a single dollar on s mining enterprise, and yet
this i3 not the case in other countries. The reason is not far to seek. Our
own people have not bzen trained, and our capitalists have no confidence in
mining ; and when they dov invest, it is for the purpose of speculation in
sclling, and ot for legitimate working. Give our bays a training and many
a property which tc day is held to sell will give employment to bluenosc
brain, muscle and capita), and turn the exodus from Nova Scotia to the
West into an exodus from New Euvgland to this fair land.

Dr. Barnardo was rccently examined before the Oatario Prison Commis-
sion in reference to his systern of bringing boys and girls-of the pauper and
criminal classes to Canada, in order to give them a chance in the world.
Mr. Jury, of the Commssion, is represented as condemniog the whole sys-
tem, and much opposition is felt 10 niany quarters agsinst the Doctor’s
work. If itis true that therecord of Dr. Barnardo's proteges shows the
conviction of only ten boys and no girls since 1882, the arguments of those
who say that these waifs of the city streets go to swell the dumber of our |
criminals, can have little weight. The demand for these boys and gitls is
said to be greater than the supply ; and although there is every objection to
importing children physically afllicted, there can b2 no really valid excuse
for refusing to open a career of useful *:%: 10 thuse who are able to work in
our broad Canadian land. Kept in Eagland, these children are exposed to
the same conditions which kept their parents in poverty, or led them
into crime, but once removed from these associations there is every reason
to hope that environment may prove strooger than heredity, and good
citizens made of those who under other circumstances would have little
opportunity or inducement to reform. That Dr. Bsraardo is doing a good
work, despite some of his peculiat and arbitrary mothods, cannot be. quest-
ioned, and one of the factors in making the work successful, is the possi.
bility of providing homes in a new country for those he has rescued. If
there was no demand for these children, if the country could supply ail the
laborers of that class that it needs it would be wrong to allow them to- b
brought here, but as the case stands 1t can do little harm to the country and
muéh go&)d to the children to,grant them the opportunity _to. do their best
in Canada,
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The commencement of & complste history of all the wars in which Rus-
sia has been epgaged slncs the time of Peter the Great is announced from
St. Petersburg. ft will e edited by Gen. Leer, who will be nssisted by
some of the best known Russisn authorities on military matters.

The Nizam of Hyderabad recently bought in Madres a magnificent
diamond for 165.000 rupees. It lg called the “ Gordon-Orr.”  Its weight
before setting was 67§ carats. It is reporicd as being the best, purest, and
wost brilliant stone known to conoleseurs.  Ilis Highuess will wear it in his
puggarec or crown,

In a recent speech made before the City Council, Bishop Courlney
spoke encouragingly of the future of Halifax, and thought it highly desira-
blc that the city fathers should aid in fostering the spirit of progress which
was indicated on allsides. He said :—*" A feeling of hopefulness s manifest
in every direction, a feeling that Halifax is not to stand still and allow the
other great ports of the continent to eclipse her in growth and prosperity.”
Just here we would ask the Bosrd of Trade what has become of the repost of
the joint committee sent to Ottawa by that body and City Council. Some-
body is asleep, and if the new amalgated board does not look alive it will
have to apologise 10 an expectsnt public for its existence.

External ugliness has been known to be the cause of the rejection of
matrimonial capdidates, but it remained to the French authorities to find
out that it was o disqualification for military service. This however is one
of the causes of exemption laid down by the head of the medical depart-
ment in a manual just issued “ on conscription in France.” Excessive
ugliness, says this military doctor, makes a man ridiculous, prevents him
from having authority over his comrades, and leaves him morbid and sen-
sitive. If the ugliness be adequate the claims must be allowed. * Male
hystina” is another valid plea. The army doctors say it exists amongst
French conscripts, and it is the more objectionable as it is contagious.

The stoty of George Washington and his little hatchet is not unfamiliar
to most of us, and the effect of it has been to establish that gentleman’s
reputation for truthfulness firmly in our minds. An attack on his veracity
has, bowever, just been made by L'Economiste Francais, Paris, which
states that it bhas discovered that the * Rules of Civility,” writlen by
General Washington when a youth, are copied from an old French book,
entitled “ Les Maximes dela Gentillesse et de I'Hennesteté en la Conversa-
tion entre les hommes,” written in 1565, by Father Périn, of the Company
of Jews. Washington's master for several years was the Reverend James
Marye, of French origin, who bad tsken orders at London, and it is supposed
that it was through him ithat Washington obtained the book, or had pas-
sages from it dictated to bim. At aby rate extracts from the *“ Rules” and
Perin's book printed side by side wear a striking resemblance to each other,
No one can suspect that a man of auch transparent character as Washing-
ington would be guilty of plagiarism, and the resemblance may be only in
glc fact that the rules of good breeding have been very much the same in

ages.

The recent proclamation of the young Sultan of Zanzibar, with regard
to the cherished institution of slavery, is a progtessive movement, and one
in keeping with the influence of the British protectorate. In October iast
the Jate Sultan promised that all slave children bu:n in the territory of
Zanzibar after January 181, 1890, should be free. This in time would sup-
press slavery, but the proclamation of the present rulers will hasten that
happy consummation. The cxchange, sale, and purchase of slaves are
actually probibited from the date of the decree, August 1st, and sll houses
hitberto ueed for this purpose are henceforth forever closed. Buyers and
sellers of slaves will henceforth be severely punished. All slaves, alter the
death of their present owneis, become free, unless the owners leave lawful
children, who may inherit, but pot sell or will away the slaves, and all
slaves are to have the absolute right to purchase their freedom at a reason
able price, andto have the same rights in courts of justice as the Arabs.
This decree practically puts an end to the institution of slavery in Zanzibar,
and is, if not the direct result of the operation of the British protcciorate,
st any rate largely attributable to British moralinfluence. This is the great.
est blow ever struck at slavery by a Mahomedan ruler.

The interest in tall chimpeys has lately been increased by the account
of scaling of $he damaged chimney of the Clark thread works, near Newark,
N. J., and a few notes on this subject may be of interest. The Clark chim-
ney, very geneally referred to as being the tallest structarz of its king in
the world, is far from realizing this distinction, for remarkable as it is for
its great height it is surpassed by one other in the United States
and by a2 number in European countries. The only one on this
side of the water which exceeds the Clark chimney in sizz 1s that of
the Fall River Iron Company in Boston, which is 350 feet from base to cap,
15 feet higher than the Clark chimney. Huge as are these two structures
there are two in Scotland and one in Eogland which are much larger, the
Jargest one, that at Townsead's works in Glasgow, is 454 fect to the top of
the brickwork, but owing to the fact that it was struck by lightning and
alightly damaged, as a precsutionary messure a copper extension was subse-
quently added lo it, makiog its total height 488 fcot. In order to do this
perilons job, a kite was flown over the chimney, and a line dropped across,
then a rope was hauled over and a workman pulled up, to whom the copper
aheets were hoisted up one at a time, and who finished the wark at the top
alone. When this chimney was nearly finished & heavy gale canted it nine
feet out of plumb, but this was remedied by sawing into the mortar on the
side from which the chimney leaned until the immense stack gradually set~
tedinto its proper position, It was three years building, and cost §40,000.

While many of the nations of Europe show few signs of progressiveness
Japan has in the last decade made centuries of progress, and who can say,
now that western civilization has taken permanent root in the east, that its
future growth may not be phenominal.  Jupan has gres! possibilities, and
now that she has adopted a responsible form of government we may expect
to see rome of the possibilitics realized at an early date.

The statement has heen made that the elecuic light kills trees, the theory
being that plamts and trees require the night in which to sleep as much as
humaan beings do, and that by the continual blaze of light they are gradunlly
weakened and die. The theory advanced by an American paper is much
more probable. It considers that the destruction of trees is due to insects
which are attracted by the light. They hover uround every light in swarms,
and as soon us the blaze is extioguished they seek reluge in the trees, and
are of course very destructive.

The meeting of the Maritime Press Assaciation in Charlottetown has
been more than ever representative. In this union of jrurnalism we may
hope for good results. Now that the quill drivers are coming to know each
other and to have s better knowledge of the provinces, we way hope for ay
abolition of the petty provincial rivalries, and a more neighborly appreciation
of the advantages that onc may possess over the others, May we not also
hope that journalistic union is tho forerunner of that closer provincial union
which self-interest and economy in the conduct of our governmantal affairs
should lead all thoughtful men to consider favorably.

The Farmers' Alliance, which has been playing havoc with all the old
parties in the west and south of the United States, is a new political seeret
association, and in this differs from the Farmers' League, which operates in
the New England States, and has no secret formula. While the Alliance
has done excellent work, and has many admirable planks in its platform, it
also vigorously advocates the * Sub Treasury Bill,”’ a schewe of quze-
tiopable soundness, as it provides for large loans to the farmers from the
National Treasury on real estate security. Candidates for Congress in the
South who refuse to endorse the measure sign their political death warrauts,
and there is consternation amongst the old party war horses in consequence.
In Kansas the Alliance has declared war on Senator Ingals, and the recent
bresk of Senator Plumb from his political associstes on the McKinley tariff
bill may be traced to fear of the Alliance. Manufacturers of the ultra
protection type, in their continued demands on the Government for exces-
sive protection, have roused the farmers to united action, and in the ond we
are convinced that great geod will result from the action of the Alliance.

The decision of the Suprcme Court of Iowa on the original package
question affirmed the right to import and to sell liquor in the original pack-
ages, and proceeded  in the absence of Congressional permission to doso,
the State has no power to interfero by seizure or any other action, in prohibi-
tion of sale by the foreign non-resident imporier.” Had Congress
adjourned without takiog action there would have been no power to stop the
sale of liquorin original packages, but the house confreres decided to
accept the Senate's original package bill in the place of the one passed by
the house, and the State officials will now have full authority to deal wath
the question. The following is the text of the Senate bill :—**That all fer
mented, distilled or other intoxicating liquors or liquids transported into
any Stato or Territory, or remaining therein, for use, consumption, sale cr stor-
age therein, shall, upon arrival in such State or Territory, be subject to the
operation and effect of the laws of such State or Territory, enacted in the
exercise of its police powers, 10 the same extent and in the same manner as
though such liquids or liquors had been produced in said State or Terri-
tory, and shsll not be exempt iberefrom by reason of being introduced
thersin in «riginil packages or otherwise.”

Much attention has recently been directed to British Columbia. Its
climate and resources have been writlen up and illustrated in several Carna-
dian newspapers, and it is gratifying to us to find that the sttiing sun
province of our fair Dominion is progrossing so favorably. The Canadian
Lumberman, while lamenting the fact that the supply of timber in the
Ottawa region is becoming smaller year by year, states that already many
Cenadian lumbermen are turping their wistful eyes towards the setting sun.
Much has been said of the wonderful timber resources of British Columbia ;
acd Washington State, lying immediately to the south, in tho western part
between the Cascade Mountains on the cast and the Pacific Occan on the
west, is the greatest timber region of the Ubited States. “ The causes
which led to its greatest density,” says the Canadian Zumberman, “are to be
found in the large amount of annual rainfall and the mildaess of the climate.
There are no heavy frosts or extremely cold weather to interfere with the
trees, por is the summvt heat sufficient to deprive the ground of the
necessary moisture. 1. «dmber belt of Washinglon is estimated to con-
tain one huadred and seveuty-five billion feet. Most of this timber will cut
from twenty-five thousand to os high as sixty thousand fect to theacre. It
is composed chiefly of fir and cedar, the former growiog to a height of two
hundred and fifty feet, with an average diameter of four ject. Theso
maguificeat timbers are shipped to all parts of the world, while sawed
lumber from this region is sent to California, South America, Europe and
Asia, and its famous cedar shingles are encroaching upon the markets of
the cast. Tho cut of Washington's mills now coversabout two million feot
per day, yet it will be over onc hundred years before this vast timber
country will perceptibly facl this immense consumption of its supphies. The
Pacific Coast is the timber slayer’s future paradise.” The British Columbia
timber ought to be in every way as fino as the Washington product, as the
sanie causes operate to make it 50,

Two
other pigeons arrived at their destination a little later, and 1wo others which
had bzen freed with the rest did not put in an appearance.

A terrible story of cannibalism comes from Buckingham, Quzbze. A
baby, was left by its parents, with criminal neglience, 1n the care of two half-
crazy or [idiotic deaf-mute boys who were necighbours. The boys ate the
baby alive, orat least so much of it, that it died. Idiots or crazy people
should never be left to their owa devices, the danger is tod great.

The trial of J. Rex. Burchell, for the murder of Frederick C. Benell,
will take place at Woodstock, Ont., next month. The details of this brutal
murder are more or less familiar to all newspaper readoers. Great interest
is being taken in the case, and as entertaining or having expressed an opinion
as to the guilt of the prisoner is sufficicnt to exclude a jurymasn from serving,
it promises to be tedious work selecting a jury.

A correspoudent in Regina, Assiniboia, writes us on August 1Gth:
¢ The crops of graia and vegetables in thess tertitories wero never so prom-
ising, and harvestivg will be general this week. We have hid no frost yet,
and if kind providence delay¢ it a weck or ten days longer the country will
bo made. Many fields will cut 44 bushels of wheat, 65 bushels of oats, 45
bushels barley to the acre, and there 1s a very lirge area planted.” Since
then despalches have told of frost, but it is said very little damage was
donc to the crops.

1o the superior force. A dispute has existed for some time between England
and Venezuola as to a portion of territory lying between British Guiana and
the mouth of the Orinoco River, which is the natural outlet for the produce
of the country,

Luc Ranges, are all timely and disclose a fresh impulse of enterprise on the
port of the management. The views of the Old Chambly Yort and the
Gaspe Coast will be appreciated alike by lovers of the picturesque and by
students of Canadian history. ‘The letter press also reveals some vew and
sttractive features—including a military column, specially prepared. The
Dominion Hlustrated is published by the Sabiston Company, (J. P. Edwards,
manager) and the office s still at 73 St. James street, Montreal.

General Middleton has made a farewell address to the people of Canada,
in which he explains his position with regard to the appropriation of the
Bremner furs.

The recent ternble railway disaster at Quincy, Mass., which resulted in
such a loss of life, was caused by a “railway jack™ being left attached to one of
the rails, the workingman who was using it having been upable to dislodge
it soon enough, though he worked uatil the train was alm6st upon him.

The bakers of Cork have struck for bigher wagos.
A genuine casc of Asiatic cholera is said to bave appeared in London.

The Queen has pardoned Dhulecp Singh, who has apologized for his
hostility.

Cholera is spreading io Japan. The number of victims has increased to
100 per day.

At a socialist meeling in Berlin on Monday night serious collisions
occurred with the police. Many were injured oo both sides.

The great dock strikc in London commenced on August r4th last year,
and tho anniversary was celebrated this year by a partial hohiday at the
docks, followed by 2 demonstration on Sunday in Hyde Park. The ioitia-
tive was taken by the South-West India dockers, who commenced the strike.

‘The outlook for peace in Central Awerica is still gloomy. The terms
of peacc presented by the diplomatic corps from Guatemsla have been
rejected by the Salvador government as not advantageous in the leagt to the
lavter country.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Tho threo steamers—the Ewmpress of India, Empress of Japan and
Empress of China-—which aro to carry on the Imperial mail service via the
Csuada Pucific Railway to China and Japan, are now making rapid progress
towards completion at the yards of tho Naval Construction and Armaments
Company, Barrow-in-Furness. The Empress of Iuia is so far advanced
that sho will bo launched with due ceremony on August 3uth, and leave for
tho Pacific, probably by way of Australia, about November 1st. The other
two vesaels will follow at intervals of about two months, ¢. ¢., about January
1st and March 1st respectively. Arrangements are being made for through
rates to all eastern poiote, and an agrecment has been concluded with the P.
and O. Company for the issue of round the-world tourists’ tickets. ‘That
no expeuse or trouble has been spared the Barrow Company and the Cana-
dian Pacific authorities to make the service equal to any afioat, may be
judged by a few details of the vessels. Tiey are twin-scrow steimers, of
10,000 horse-power, & gross tonnsge of 5,700, and are contracted to do 18
knots on tho moeasured mile, and 16} knots on a 400 miles’ sea trial. The
dimensions are : Longth between perpendiculars, 485 feot ; breadth, moulded,
51 feot ; and depth, moulded, 36 feet. Erch vessel will be lightly rigged
with pole masts and fore and aft canvas, and the form, both under and above
the water, is of sucu symmetry and finish as to ensure propulsion at the
high speed roquired. The greatest possiblo attention has been paid to pre-
cautions fur the safety of the vessols. The plans wore submitted to Mr.
White, the Superintondent of Naval Construction at the édmjrqlty, and
approved by him before con.‘ruction was cowmmonced. .I'hers is, too, a
complotely-divided set of engines and boilers, and the grestest possible
sirength has been concentrated in them, so thal the canvas will not be
required except to hold the vessels down in a beavy gale. Tbo accommoda:
tion for pa sengers is extensive and luxurious. Eich vessel will carry 120
firat-class, 50 second, and 300 steerago, as well as nearly 4,000 tons of cargo.
On the upper deck an oxtra promenade is provided for the use of passengors
in tho heaviest weather, while a good many special state rooms are also to be
found on this deck. On the lower deck, which is 220 feet long, thero is a
coveted promenado of 100 feot, where shelter and fresh air may be sought
in wot weather ; while tho dining saloon, library and other parts of the
saloon accommodation aro richly upholstered. A special fealure will be
mado of the second-class travel, which the Canadian Pacific authorities
believe may bo oxtensively develope'l. They belisve, t0o, the whole traffic
by this route is capable of mucb expansion. Westorn ideas have of late
so permeated the lifo of China, and especially of Japan, that the peoplo of
theso countries are travelling far more than they did formerly ; while the
success which has already attonded the effort to divert the toa and goneral
Eistorn trade to the Capadian route is s good augury of what may be
expoctod when this increased and improved accommodation is available.
‘The total cost of tho thres vessels is ostimeted at betweon £600,000 and
£650,000.—London Canadian Gazette.

COMMERCIAL.

Notbing now can bo said as to the condition of trade during the past weok.
Farmers are too busy over harvesting their crops—in which they havo boen
soriously hampered by continued wet woathor—to give much attention to
solling their produce or to buying dry goods, grouceries, etc. Conse-
quently trace has been comparativoly quiet and dull. Sull payments aro ro-
purted to have improved considerably, and solicitations for rgnowals aro less
frequent than thoy have been for some timo past.

The building business is having » decided * boom” in this city, and a
largo numbor of dwellings, stores, olc., are under course of construction or
have been completed this season. Similar reports como to us from nearly every
section of the courtry. Ship-building is activein eovoral portions of Nova
Scotia-——notably about Windsor, Maitland, ete., where a considerable number
of vessels aro being built, Tho crops throughout the Provinco continue to
promise to bo above tho average excopt as regards apples, which are roported
to bo small both as to size and quentily as compared with the yield of the
past fow years Ilay will be a very largo crop. Some fo. 3 are expressed
that tho wet weather, of which wo have had so much this s2sson, may pro-
duce rot in potatoes. No sign of ro$ has yet beon doveloped so far as wo
havo learned, and a fow weeks of fair, dry weather would doubtless enablo
the crop to boe harvested in safety.

Dnry Goops,—The market continues quiet as to actual business, bul the
indications for futuro improvement grow more definite. Returns continuo
favorable, and travellers now out with their samples return eucouraging
reports as a general rule, in fact more so than for sowe time. Tho tene of
values is firm and the outlook is against any cutting, as the situation of
British aund bome manufactures is strong, and a smull advance has already
beeu mado on English woollen dress goods. The city retail trade is dull,
but this is its normal condition at this season with niast people out of town.

Inoy, Hanpwane axp Merars.—There has been vo change in the iron
warket sioce our last, but the firm feeling continues aud is, if anything,
intensified this week, although we can cite no actual change. All the con-
ditions indicate that present prices will ba at least maintained, if they do
not go higher. Recent cables from Glasgow quote the market strong with a
strengthening tendency, whilo warrants gradually improve, and the geueral
touno of the market there is firm. Oa spot, here, however, business rules
rather quiot on the whole. Mos buyers appear indifferont and persist in
holding off in the expectation of better terms. The outlook now is that they
will be disappointed as tho conditions above enumerated certainly point the
other way. A nice little buginess has beon transacted in pig. In other
lines tho tin market presents the samo aspect, and for the plates, espocially,
our rematks of a week sgo apply fully to-day. Recent cables indicato a
contlnued strong feeling, and an advance of Gd. per box i3 noted in
Great Britsin.  We have nothing to note locally, business ruling rather

1 Breavsrorrs.—The locai flour market continues strong under a good de-
mand. Prices aro unchanged. Becrbohm's cable reports wheat and corn
very firm. Liverpool spot wheat and corn, firmer. Wheat in Paris, a turn
dearer. Al pow York the wheat market cootinued rather easy in toue,
experioncing a declino of about §c. Corn and oats have beea steady thero.
At St. Louis wheat was irregular and declined about de. for August; at an
advance of c. for September, 2§c. October, while December and My wero
unchanged. At Loledo the wheat market was quiot and easior, all options
showing a docline of Jc. to }c. excopt September, which showed an advance
of 3c. Oata there wero dull. At Duluth wheat was steady and unchanged.

ProvisioNs.—Thero is nothing new to note concerning provisions, husi-
ness continuing to bo made up of a fow jobbing siles. Is Liverpool lard
continues to advance, having gained about Od. in the past weeck. Tallow
was aleo stronger and made a like gain.

Burrer.—Tho market continues in the same dull and uninteresting stato
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and a review of it from day to day reveals a jobbing business only. 1lolders
aro all prossing for bids, but few aro forthcoming.

Cuerse.—Thero is nothing now to note. A confident fecling appears
to actuato thoso who have boon manipulating recont operations in the cvantry,
but no oncouragement is afforded by the general run of truders, while the
Toglish buyer cannot bo induced to concedoe any higher figures,

Fruir,—The fruit market shows no material change, but there is a stealy
feoling all round, withstocks of all lines of both dried and greon well in
hand.  In dried fruit little has boen doing during the weok, but tho feel.
ing i firm and stocks aro moro reduced overy day ; in fact therc is now
litlo or no stock in first hvnds,  Prices are firmly  hold with Lu iucss at the
outsido. Thore will bo no new stock till about the end of October. The
quality of the crop this year is reported geod. Green fruits are unchauged
and lemouns avd oranges are nuw in a few hands ouly. Tho first apples of
the eoason arnved last week, thn quality bemg fawr but the fruit small
Califurnia fruits are also on the market in fair quantity, the grapes and
peaches being particularly nice.

Suaar axv Movasses —The sugar market has developed no now foitures
during the week. Tho Iluropean markels are reported somewhat easier.
The New York market has been fairly steady. I.cally there has been a
good domand for yellows, but thic class of sugars is scarco, and the refiners
could only supply limited quantities. The country is said to be bare of
stock, and it is claimed that little inducvinent is needed to cause large buying
in a1l quarters. The Montreal Trade Bulletin says :—" T aco appears to
have been considerablo misunderstanding betweon st of the sugar
refineries on the question of prices, resulting in culting all round. It was
proviously stated in theso cvlumns that Gic was said to have been shaded
for granulated, and it now turns out that such was actuslly the caso, sales
baving transpired as low as G}c., owing, it is alleged, to the cutting on the
part of the Moocton and Halitax refiveries, which, it is said, forced our city
refiners to follow suit. The Nova Scotia Refinery, however, denies the
impeachment, although its agent admits that the prico of granulated has
been down to Sic. here It issaid that the depredations of the Maritime
Provinces' concorns have been chiefly in the west, where they havs placed
a considerable amount of low priced sugars, The New York macket bas
recently partaken of a decidedly firmer tone, granulated having moved up
to Gfc. in that city, heing a riso of 3c. per 1b. from bottom figures. D -alers
here say that prices neced not have gone beluw Gic.in this ma.ket, nur
would they have done so bac. it not boen for the cutting on the part of out
side refiners.” Nothing ne v has transpired in molssses here, and the small
stocks in hand are firmly hel,

Tea aNp Correk.—A4 brisk business in Japan teas has been dona during
the week. Tho New York market is quoted 11c. to 2z. higher than here on
oll grades. There has been some improvement in the coftee msrket during
the weck, but Lo business of any account was accomplished.

Fisu O1Ls.--Montreal market report is as follows :—* Tho market for
steam refined seal oil is dull, but demand is slightly bettor than last week
and prices firmer. We quote 50c. to &2¢. per gallon in round lots. Cod oil
is dull with light demand, and we quote Newfoundland 34c. tv 35¢., Halifax
and Guaspe 32¢c. Cod Liver Oil dull and heavy, Newfoundland 50c,
Norway SOc.

Fisu.—Little or no change can be noted in the condition of the local
fish market since our last report. Most of the fish appear to have left our
coasts for tho present, aud only a few have been taken during tho week.
Owing to an improvement in pricez in Boston holders are not likely to push
their holdings to market just now. Cod, herring, pollock, ete., are in fair
supply, and receipts are, 1f anything, in excoss of the demand. Our out
side quotations are as follows :—Montreal, August 25.—* Thero is a good
demand fur large dry cod at §4.50, but stocks are very light and busine:s
limited. Green cod is enquired for, but nono will bo on the market this
month. Capoe Breton herrings to arrive, barrels $6, halves 33"  Glouces-
ter, Mass., Aug. 25.—* We quote new Georges codfish st $5.25 a qtl. for
large, and small at 34 50 ; Bank 34.75 to 85 for largeo and 34 for small;
Shore $5 and $4 25 for large and small. Dry Bank 85 25. Cursd cusk at
84 per qtl.; hake $5.62; haddock $3; heavy salted pollock $2.25, and
Eoglish-cured do. $2.87 per gt1  Labrador herring $5 bbl.; med. split
84 50; Nowfoundland do. 85; Nova Scutia do 86 ; Lastport $¢; split
Shore $1.25 ; round do. $3.50 ; round Eastport $3.25 ; pickied codfish 57 ;
haddock 86 ; halibut heads $3; sounds §11; tongues and sounds $9.50 ;
tongues S8 ; alowives 34 ; trout $14.50 ; California salmon $15; Halifax
do. 823 ; Nowfoundland do. §16.” Port of Spain, Trinidad, July 31.—

With 1ts aid explosions of fire
damp, that terrible enemy of the miuer, which hes csused 80 many terrible
sccidents and bsuch immonse losses of life and property, are practically
impossible, and cosl mining is thus shorn of its most subtlo dunger. Mr.
Shaw ie 2 noted inventor, but must foel prouder of his last ackiovemont tban
of any of his provious great successes, as it bas already proved & boon to his
fellow-man in minimising the risks of life and limb. Tho apparatus has
altcady been adopted by the coal coropanics and minors of the great cral
States of Pennsylvania and Obio, and in fact wherever it has boen
exhibited its merits have been so apparent ss to cause its immediate intro-
duction. Mr. Wileon, who is a son-in-law of the inventor, is now visiting
this Province to explsin the merits of tho systemw, and has a sample appara-
tus on exbibition at tho Quoen Hotel, where he demonstrates its accuracy
by test. of gas from the usual city supply. Inspector Gilpin and other
minicg experts aro invaztigatiog its merits, and we hope apoan to bear that
the apparatus has been introduced into some of the large Pictou collieries.

A New Care Brrroy MiNeraL Srrixo.—At Sandfield, North Side
Mira, thero has recontly been discovered s gusbing mineral spring, tho writer
finding it similar in tasto to the St. Leon Water of Canada, sold so
extensively in Ottawa, Montreal, Toronto and elsewhero in tho Dominion.
This spring was first discovered through tho cattle, which for many yoars
have frequented the beautiful iitile hardwood valley in which the spring is
situsted to lick tho waters as they gradually discharged through the clay.
In July last the cattlo were scen in berds wsaking their way to the valley and
there githering round the fountain, the strongest baving tho ficst horn.  This
mado the writer feel sorewhat curioua 1o know why such a nuwber of cattle
should makosuch sn onset on tho sprivg, and, lowering himself t> iton his
hands and knees, he took a drink, and found it to taste strougly of minerals
snd to bo sxmllar to the well known East Bay Spring.

HOW SOUNDS ARE MADE \;ISIBLE.

Among tho most intoresting results of its investigations that modern
seionco has revanled to ug, is the discovery that musical sounds can, 8o to
speak, imprint themselves upon mattor, and produce definito forms as surely
ar 1 unorringly a8 tho olectric needle can record the motions of the fluid
w ch is discharged from a distant battery.

Sound is a thm 1 80 cthoroal to faucy that its vory nature long Laitled the
pcn(lrr_\tun of men, and wo cannot wonder that the rcconduo aspoct of
s power to which we specislly allude should have romsined entirely
unknown until n comparatively recent period.

Yet if wo reflect upon thoe constitulion of sound we shall see nothing
very aurjuising iu the fact that it can be productive of form. When an
elastic budy vibrates it impants 1ts vibrations to the surrounding stmosphore.
The uir vibratiug in rosponsa to the movemouts of the body is itself the
scund, theagh not recsguized by us s such until theso vibrations have hoen
cony d lu vur ear.  But us a breezs will cause a twig to etir, and as the
slightest whisper of a wind will create motions among the leaves, and lift
thew to 2 new peeitiva from that which they occupied in the dead and
tnnqml cum preezding, so similarly the harmonicus vibrations of the air
wiil evidunty have ther efiect 1n altering the conditions of the body they
impingo ou, o less than the breezis which striko the leaves.

Expetiment has amply proved that the human voice slone is capable of
priming form vpon matter as successfully and as distinetly as a violin bow
drawn acioss the edges of a plate.

The discoverer of this great fict is a lady, Mrs. Watts Hughes. The
experiments aro conducted ss folluws: A hollow receiver is procured, over
tho mouth of which is stretched an claetic mombrine. The surfaco of
tho membrane is covesed witha semi-fluid paste, of such consistency that ver;
light imprescions can bo easily received. The singer thun spproaching the
spparatus ~ings on 1o the surface of the niembrane, exercising tus greatest
ca10 that s notes are singularly steady and perfectly accurate in the
intunution of the given sound. At orce the musical noto mirrors itself on
the pasto, aud in tho most unexpected forms.

‘The statement will doubiless not readily be believed whon we say thst
the forms of flowers, as prifect as if they wero drawn, occur among tho
rest, and, indeed, contribulo the majority of the figures. Daisies, with overy
pu.sl onctl) sl«apui aro common ; lilies, as s_)mmetncally made, are not
rare. A cliangeof note, or of luubre, will produce a miniature tree on the
paste. By scino stight variativo, impossible to «stimate, the figure of a star.
fish will appear op the surface of the membrane ; avother impercaptible
difference of sound will lsy sido by side with the star-fish an anemone.

Occasxonnlly tho vibrations — presumably owing o an unconsmous
augmentation of forcoe on the part of the singer—will nupnnt themselves in
tlw form of shells, beautifully voluted, the wrinkles in tho scroll being so
mclsnely indented that when pholugraphed thoy appear as if creases in ' the
picture. Suddenly deserting theso marice forms as capriciocusly as it tuok
them up, the sound will creato ferns, suspend bunches of fruit, and other-
wise adoin with similar embles the surfaco.

"There ir, of course, much room for covjecture in the explanation of these
various forms Somo facts, however, wo know for certain When the
sound is producing flowers on the paste, the singor can at pleasure increase
the number of petsls by gradually making the tone ascond. At oach frac.
tien of a tone on which his vuice rises, 2 new petal is added 10 the flower.
Ho can thes by careful maragement of his breath increase a pygmy daisy
that lies first imprinted on the piste to 3 gigantic sunflower, occupyivg nearly
tho whole susface.

In the other forms—e g, the shells—this sddition of pieco by piece duos
nct ajpear, and the scroll once fashioned remins. The forms thus pro-
duced on the paste are photographed whilo tho wembranoe 13 in sonorous
vibration ; or water-color impressions aro taken, which are transferzed on to
glass immediateiy after being produced. The advantage of the lattor met-
rod is that the minute beaul) and delicacy of the forms can be shown to
perfection by the use of various colors for differont paits of the same object.

Such results of moderu scienc: as the preceding bring us to tho thres:
hold of an intercating inquiry into the reality of cne of tho most extraor-
dinary ideas of antiquity.

The Crecks, who wero cerlasioly innocent of any such resesren into the
mysteric of sound as we have just described, held in the person of Pytha-
goras, his rchool, and numerous natural philosophers who followed him, the
doctrine that music is the principle of form in nature, and that every shape
and natural figore in the animsle and inanimate world was determined and
created by the divine infusion of music intu the formless matter of chsos.
** By whatever means it wera tutroduced,” says one of tho greatest of theso
ancient thiukers, “ for on that point wo aro left entirely without a basis for
speculation, mu.ic, and nothing else but music, must have been infused into
matter so as to bring the furmless universo to harmonious order, ard to pro-
duco the forros we too around us of landscapes, rivers, troes, flowers, instead
of tho c\-erlasting chaos which preceded.”

It is not a little singular in illustration of this ancient idea to find the vib*
rations of musical sound at the present day being proved to produce the
forms of flowers, trees, aholls, and other natural objects, spontsncously and
without any previous suggnstion of the form hy pencil or the hand of man ;
to ses the same power, when excreised upon a chaos of grains of sand, at
onco throw ke s3nd into patterns of. symmetry, whose hues and curres
might very casily, if wo were disposcd to carry ontthe aualagy, bo construed
into miniature uodels of windiug rivers, swoeping mouutain chains, and
other vbjacts, which give order and outline to the vaguo moastony of a
landscape.

Mone CoroN1aL MiNERAL DiscoveEries.—Fresh discoveries of gold and
silver continue to bo made in our Australian Culonies. From Western Aus-
tralia comes the news that 1ich silver oro has been found in large quanti-
ties on the surface of the Candyup eststo. In Tasmania speculators are
much exercised over the discovery of extensive argentiferous lodes at Mouant
Dundss, one lods being over two chains in extent, the specimen ore con-
taining 150 oz. of gold to thoton, whilst it is now koowa that paying gold
exists at Grmpie, Queensland. It is; howover, ata depih, and a diamound
drill capable of boring over 3,000 fect is being despitched to the spot. Iu
fact, the Colonials a1o stimulated to actively prospect in overy direction by
the fact that gold-mining continues to bo a higaly lucrative pursuit. Take,
for instance, the cise of tho Sandhurst Goldficlds, Vicloria. For the fisst
half of the present year the quantity of gold obtained was 86,400 oz, being
nearly 16,000 oz. in excess of the quintity produced during the simo period
of 1889. Tho dividends paid for the two half-years have bzen 75,5001 and
60,1007, resbectively

Gold mining in Nova Scolia has been making very satisfactory progress.
Several now finds have beon reported of late, and mapy fresh mines aro
being opened up. Judging from sppearances, we should think that this
new industry has entered upon a perwsnent and prosperous cireer 1 ils
new howe.—The London Weekly Bullelin.
