The other
branches are also provided with large laboratories for practical courses. There is a Physiological Laboratery, well-stocked
- with modern apparatus ; a Histological L boratory, supplied with thirty-five microseopes; a Pharmacological Laboratory :
a large Chemicaj Laboratory, capab'e of accommodating 76 students at work ata time. '
. Besides these, there is a Pathological Laboratory, well adapted for its special work, and assnciated with it are two
< **culture” roows, in which the various forms of Bacterin are cultivated and experiments on Bacteriology carried on.

Recently extensive additions were made to the building and the old one encirely remodelled, so that besides the
Lahoratories, there are two lurge lecture-rooms cipable of seating 309 students each, also a demonstrating-reom for a
smaller numibor. There is also a Library of over 10,000 volumes, and a muscum, as well as reading-rooms for the students.

In the recent improvements that were made, the comfort of the students was also kept in view.

MATRICULATION . —Students irom Ontario and Quebec are advised to pass the Matriculation Examination of the
Medical Councils of their respective Frovinces before entering upon their studies. Students from the United Stites and
Maritime Provinces, unless they can protuce a certificate of having passed a recognized Matriculation Examination,
must present themselves for the Examination of the University, on the first Friday of October, or the last Fr day of March.

HOSPITALS,. —The Montreal General Hospital has an average number of 150 patients in the ward, the imajority
of whom are affected with diseascs of an acute character. The shipping and large manufactories contribute a great .
many examples of accidents and surgical cases. - In the Out-Door Department there is a daily attendance of between 75
and 100 patients, which affords excelient instruction in minor surgery. routine medical practice, venereal diseases, and

President and members of the Mari-
sal Associubion :~—When requested
gime since by the committee to pre-
“a paper for presentation before this
2y, T was for a time at a loss for a suitable
sulgu't but a diseussion held with a phy-
sician in his office, concerning the insolubility
of some pills that be had oceasion to prescribe,
caused me to Jook into the matter clostly, and
I bave embodied the facts gathered in the
following puper.

It is no uncommon oceurrence in my experi
ence to be told by a physician that a pill of a
certain manufacturer - was passed by a patient
entire, and that having lost conlidence in
them he will use them no more. It has heen
characteristic of man ever since the earliest
records, -even since our original paternal
'mcestor souglht to lay the blmne of steulm-r
the fruit on his dear little wife, our "ood
mother Eve, to shift the "espons]bxhty of his

faults and. misdecds to other sheulders.  We
have alwavs been dshdmcd of Adam 1tor this
act, .an(" have alw ays re"rctted that inflexi-
b]htv of the law of huulltmy transmission,
unounh which his weakuness has permeated
Lis offspring. Lm; we have particularly to

do at the present time, \nth this weakness
as it relates to mewpomtments in elfects
O\I)Lctcd to ensue on the administration of
drugs in pill form for the reliel of discased
(,omh',mm, for the fact that a man enters
upon a particular vocation as a'means of
livelihoor, does not necessarily 1mpl_y that he
thereby raises himself above the weaknesses
inhicrent in poor, frail human nature.

To paraphrase the poet = “ All men think
all men fallible but themselves,” and when
a physician fails to ohserve expected results, or -
diservers unexpeeted resultg, from such medi-
cine or pharmacentical preparation thereof,
as he may have administered, it is among the
rarest puwl)k, things for him to Jnok for the
more immediate cause in some evror of judg-
ment on liis own part.  He isinfinflely more
apt to aseribe the result, or lack of result, as
the case may be, to some defect in the drug
or to some crror on the part of the plmmmuqt ‘
who made the particular preparation pre-
seribed. - He seldom suffers himself to doubt
the fullness of his kuowledge of the physio-
logical properties of the drug or compound,
or to question for a moment the fact that he
overlookéd dny peculiarity or idiesynerasy on
the part of the patient which forbade the
exhihition of the drug in the particular formn
in which it was emp]oyed. While granting
that oceasionally a pill may pass through the
intestinal tract entire, T am .not willing to
grant that the fault lies any more often with
the pill than with the preseriber thereof, and
with a view toward proving the same, I will
first briefly describe the process by which
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pills are made, and then attempt to answer
some of the objections bhased on their mechani-
cal construction and their alleged non-action
in the system. 'The charges against pills by
those opposed to their use, may be condensed
as follows :

. Defective superficial appearance.

2. Deterroration in the superficial aspect
of the pills after storage.

3. Tusolubility of the coating.

4. Tusolubility of the pill mass.

5. Non-action in the patient.

We will comment upon the charges in the
order i which they are mentioned.

L. Defective Superficial Appearance.—
The superficial appearance of a pill refers to
its color, the smoothness of its surface, and
its contour. Althouch these circumstances
have of course only an wmsthetic bearing, and
can have uo relation to its medicinal activity,
it is nevertheless desirable that the pill be

without fault in these partienlars, and more.

especially so when o conform to the highest
standard involves no additional expense.
Pills are first made from the wuss after the
usnal method, the hand machine being pre-
ferred, it having been found fmpossible to
secure by machinery that uniformity of shupe
and exactness of division which are desiraliie
and essential.  After having been rolled into
globules and properly dried, they are trans-
ferred to the coating-pans, in which the sugar
is applied in form of syrup.  To the first
layer some pure starch has been added, in
order to secure opacity of the coating, and o
prevent that bluish tint which woald appear
were sugar alone employed.  In the process
of conting no heat is employed, and thus is
avoided all danger of decomposition or change
in the mass.  Pills coated after this process
should be of a pure, soft, white or creamy
color, without stains, spots, vr inequalitics of
surface.

In coating with gelatine the process is
entirely different from the above. Formerly
the globules were stuck upon the joints of
needles, and then dipped into liquid gelatine.
This process, though ‘still relained by some
makers of gelatine coated pills, is liable to
two objections, one of which at least, is a
serious one.  After long use the needles
become corroded, and in pulling the globules
therefrom the needle points sometimes break
off aid remain in the pill mass ; this, and the
hole left in the coating, which renders opida-
tion of the pill mass more probable, have
caused certain pill makers to discard the use
of the needles. Instead small hollow tubes

are used, and the globules retained thereon
by a pressure or suction obtained from a
small engine. After removal from the coating
material they are suitably disposed for drying.

Notwithstanding the greatest care in the
pracess of coating, a number of defective pills
will be found after its completion. This is.
of course, unavoidable in the verv nature of
the case.  The mannfacturer who is solicitous
of his reputatinn will, however, be careful to
cull out all such defective pills, but notwith-
standing great care in this matter, an ocea-
sional misformed one will he uverlooked.

2. Deterioration in the Original Superficial
Appearance —Under this head we reler to
the (a) staining, and (b) cracking of the
coating, (¢) the exudation of the mass
through the swelling thereof, and (d) the
shrinkage of same through the absorption and
drying out of the moisture. The comyplaints
under this head will apply almost exclusively
to suzar-consed pills, on account of the brit-
tleness and porosity of the sugar,

(a). The reason for the Staining is due
entirely to the absorption of the oily or other
essential fluid constituents of the mass hy the
porous sugar.  This charge, while standing-
against the appearance of the coating, is
really complimentary to the mass, for the
staining of the pill is prima fuecie evidence
that the ingredients which thus unavoidably
impair its appearance were really added in
accordance with the formula, and not omitted,
as is sometimes doue by irresponsible munu-
facturers more anxious to preserve the
appearance than to guarantee the medicinal
worth of their products. A formula baving
heen sabmitted to a manufacturing pharma-
cist, it will first be criticised by him as to
whether the ingredients will tend to form a
perfect pill which will retain its form, and
avoid the tendeney to stain the coating. If
it is found that the pill contains too large a
proportion of some objectionable ingredient,
as oil of peppermint or oil of cloves, for
instance, there remains but one of three things
for him to do to insure ahsolute certainty as
to permanency in the original color of the
coating : ‘

'L To exclude entirely or materially
reduce the quantity of ‘the objectionable
ingredient.  This, it will be seen, will be
practically dishonest.

2. To add the full quantity of the objec-
tionable ingredient, but to expose the pill
hefore coating, in an absorbent powder, to so
high a degree of heat in the drying room as
to force out by heat and absorption a large

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proportion of it. This incurs the liability of
producing a pill so hard as to be difficult ot
solution.

3. To add the full quantity of the objec-
tionable ingredient and avoid the danger of
insolubility through drying, by protecting
the mass against exudation by means of a
coating of insoluble varnish, or hy using a
so-called sngar-coating composed of either
plas er-of-Paris, carbonate of lime, soapstone,
-or French chalk, set with syrup, thus making
-essentially the “pearl coating” for which
admiragion is solicited. Some manufacturers
in this country use ingredients of this nature
in their coating. They can be casily detected
either by their insolubility or by writing on
a slate with the pill as a pencil. - It will be
seen that all these methods are objectionable,
and such action would be taken only by
manufacturers with whom the activity of the
pill is a secondary consideration. In spite
however, of such precautions as have been
suggested by experience, the staining of a pill
will be liable to ocenr, and the fact of its
occurrence cannol justly he attributed to a
fault of the manufacturer. The discoloration
is, on the contravy, prima facie evidence in
many cases, of the honesty of the product. A
slight discoloration is often due to carelessness
in bottling-wet bottles or corks, damp labels
on wouden or paper boxes, ete.

(b). The cracking of coating is due to
either shrinkage of the mass, through the
evaporation of moisture of the jill, or to
expansion due te inherent peculiurities of
certain ingredients of the pill mass.  The pill
itself having shrunken from contact with the
coating, leaves a thin shell of sugar unpro-
tected by any backing.  When, then, the
pills are subjected to rongh handling in car-
riage by rail, or even in the shop of the
pharmacist, the coating is liable to break or
crack.  This result is generally due to the
fact that, in a desire to fill ordevs more
promptly the pills are couted too hastily. It
occurs very exceptionally, and ean only be
excused on the ground that the line, manu-
factured by a given house, is a very extensive
one, and that it is almost impossible to keep
the stock of every formula complete, owing
to the peculiar and- sometimes.'changeable
demand which will occasionally unload the
stock of a generally unsalable formula on
short notice. In order to replace such stock,
manufacturers may be compelled frequently
to coat the pills hefore they are sufficiently
seasuned.  The cracking may also he due to
the expansion -and contraction of the mass.

Certain resinous substances as copaiba, aloes,
myrrh, and the gum resins, are peculiarly
sonsitive to the expanding and contracting
action of heat and cold. :

(¢). The Exudation of the Mass Through
the Coating.—This result is peenliar to cer-
tain formulze into which leptandrin, henbane,
aloes, ete., laruely enter.  The  pills thongh
carefully prepared as usual, passing through
the process of drying, so-called, and being
coated without trouble, will afterwards by
means of some species of decomposition
which occurs in the mass, due either to inher-
ent characteristics or to the action of high
temperatares in different climates; melt and
swell, cracking the coating, exnding therefrom
and gluing the pills together in one mass.
When these accidents occur in connection
with such pills, it is'no fault whatever of the
manufacturer, but is due entirely to the
peculiarity of the ingredients and the com-
pound itself. R

(d). Shrinkage of the Mass.—This point
has been canvas=ed under the head of eracking -
of pills, and as stated, is due entirely to the
evaporation of moisture. Tt is L}ms apparent
that the appearance of the pill is very n:.u({h
dependent on the formula after which it is
made, and for such formula the medical pro-
fession is, in the vast majority of instances,
responsible.  To illustrate : A physician -
orders a sugar-coated pill containing a salt of
such great hygroscopic properties as would
practically preclude the possibility of pro-
tecting it from the moisture of the atmosphere,
as acetate of potash for instance  These
properties would naturally canse a disfizure-
ment of the coating, and it would be correct
to assume that any pill whose coating does
nat become distigured does not contain this
salt as an ingredient of its mass. It is well
known also, that exposure to the abmosphere,
the direct rays of the sun, a high tempera-
ture, ete., ¢ause changes which are inevitable
from the essential watuve of many drugs.
These changes the coating of a pill may
sometimes retard, but occasionally it is guite
powerless to prevent them. ‘

3. Insolubility of Coating.—In seeking to
gain for the piils made by the houses which
they represent, the “preference of the profes-
sion, some representatives provide themselves
with small wire sieves, adapted to fit into an
ordinary - tumbler, and so bagging in the
centre that the wire mesh will dip in ‘the
water contained .in the tumblér. . Two pills
of competing houses,- properly. marked for
identification, are now placed. in this sieve

R
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and sunk just beneath the surface of the
water. By close watching a slight film of
syrap or gelatine will be seen to fall from
the sieve to” the bottom of the tumbler, and
the time of the solubility of the pills is noted
with wateh in hand.  Now it is quite need-
less to say, the acute compnting representative
will take pains to select pills of his own
manufacture from samples which Le knows
to be very soluble, and those of a competing
line which he has reason to believe are not.
Without indieating in this connection the
fallacies of such a test, we would merely
suggest that the degree of solubiliny of u pill
in water has little to do with its solubility in
the stomach. If the stomach have any
digestive action at all, it will act upon a
simple eonting of sugar or glue or gelatine as
readily as it would upon an insoluble mince
pie, a raisin, a hiekory nut, a buckwheat
cake, or any other of the articles which are
insoluble in water.  The test by water is a
specious one, but too absunl to be suggested
by common sense, and the influence of sach
illustrations and argaments will only be
exerted upen the most unthinking of physic-
ians and (1I‘Uggl‘~bb. Sugar- coated pills made
after the manuer which I have indicated, not
varnished, and having but a thin film of
starch as a primary cuatm" to give opacity,
which is followed with the ap;lhmmon of pure
sugar, offer 2 minimum amount of resistance
to the insolvent action of the gastric juice.
Gelatine-conted pills, also unvarnished and
covered with an application of pure gelatine,
are not less soluble, as to their coating, than
gelatine itself. It is sometimes made the
basis of a charge againgt certain manufac-
turers, that tlmy use glue in making their
"ehmw-cmte«l pills. .Such a charge is 'ﬂﬂurd
on the face of if, as gelatine is nothing but
glue of a fiver quality, and there is but listle
comparative difference in their solubility.
warm water acting on either with almost
equal avidity.

It is to be regretted that physicians and
druggists are often influenced by the specious
arguments to which I have referved.  While
the immediate effect may be to create distrust
of some partlouhr brand of pills, the remote
effeet is the creation of an unwarranted sus-

"picion of sugar and gelatine coateld pills in
. general.

4 Insolubility of the Pil Mass. —Under
this head we of course have reference to the
pill after the coating has been removed. 1f
sueh insolubility is demounstrated, it is due to

one of these causes :
F

(a) The absolute msolubmtv of the
ingredients.

( b) The absolute insolubility of the
compound.

. (¢) The drying of the pill toa deffree of
lm‘dnes\ which will tend to preveut its
solubility during the short time it remains in
the alimentary tract.

() The varnishing of the pill- before
coating, to prevent, as 'IbOV(‘ referred to, the
staining of the couting.

(a) The Insolubility of the Ingredients.—
It will be veadilv seen that if we were to
make a pill of plaster-of-Paris, India-rabber,
or other like insoluble ingredients, there
could be no question whatever as to the final
result. It happens, however, that formulas
frequently call tor ingredients which are
almost or absolutely msol\\b]e as for instance,,
reduced iron, calomel, COI)dll)d mass, (which
is composed ofuop'ub(\ hardened with ealeined
magnesia), Canada balsam, Venice turpentine,
metallic antimony, and the like. So powerful,
however, is the digestive and chemical action
of the gastric and other alimentary secretions,
and’ so great the assimilating power of the.
ahmnntmy tract, that 'mvthmrr of a medicinal
nature is prep.xred for '\bqorptmn aud taken
ap by the absorbents. Remarks are not
necessary from us on this point, forif there is.
any failure of ahsorption, it mast be attributed
entirely to the inherent unassimilable nature
of the ingredient or ingredients entering into.
the formula.

(b) Insolubility of the Compound.—Cer-

tain ingredients, themselves perfectly soluble,
may Le 50 uo'npoundad as to constitute a
mass which is nearly or quite insoluble or
indigestible. The fault in such cases is again
due to the nature of the ingredients or “the.
excipieut preseribed in the Formula.  This
matter of excipients is a very important one.
in the production of a soluble pill.  In
selecting the excipient, regard must be had
to the nature of the 111¢rx'ed1mt entering into
the mass : any substam.(, that will in any
way produce a chemical change in'the com-
pound, must of course be avoided. W hile,
as a rule, such exeipients should be nsed as
will tend o keep the pill soft, particularly in
those formule lurgely composed of extracts,
it is sometimes necessary bo use sagar or sugar
of milk with such as pepsin pills, in which
the aim is to make a soluble product or one
that is easily disintegrated.

(¢} The Drying of the Pill, ste.—The
charge based on this process is one of the
most plausible and effective .in the hands of
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the representative, who is more ‘intent on
selling goods than on subserving the cause of
science.  To any person competent to form
an opinion, who has taken the pains, when
passing through a laboratory conducted on
the most approved scientiic methods, to
examine the drying-rooms, little need be said
by me on this point, but lest the matter
has been passed over without careful exam-
ination, we wonld eay that the so called
drying-rooms are simply three rooms regulaterd
by different degrees of temperature, wherein
are placed the pills afler rolling uutil they
obtain sufficient firmness to euable them ta
be passed through the coating process. Many
pills as they pass from the pill rollers are in
such soft condition that if they were placed
in the coating pan they would assume all
sorts of irregular shapes, which would render
them unsatisfactory in the market, and
besides this, if they were not properly dried
hefore. coating there would be great danger
of staining the coating.  Uncoated pills are
therefore placed in the trays, carefully cov-
ered and protected against each other hy
means of heavy layers of lycopodium or
licorice dust.  They are then placed in a
drying-room. the temperature of which never
exceeds ordinary summer heat, or 90° F. It
will he seen that the pills themselves are not
exposed directly to even this temperature,
but receive their impression of warmth only
through the covering of powder with which
they are enveloped.  They ave then removed
to a room averaging from 75° to 80°, where
they remain until they are ready for the
coating operation.  If however, there is s
large overstock of these pills on hand, wore
than it would he advisable to coat, and the
possibilities are that they will remain in stor-
age hefore coating, they are finally removed
to the third drying-raom, which is kept at a
temperature of from 60° to 70°, where they
remain until they are called for in the coating
depariment. It will be thus seen that the
process cannot properly be termed a drying
process. It is nothing more than a process of
seasoning, and in no case is the pill. exposed
to a drying method which, under any cir-
cumstances, can be regarded as injurious. It
must be acknowledged, however, that the
sooner the pills are coated the better, for the
application of a sugar ot gelatine coating will
tend to preserve what little moisture and
softness exist in the mass. This is fairly
illustrated in the case of pills of- blue mass
and many other substances. Take the blue
mass formula for instance: T{ is a well

known fact that where these pills are made

-up by the druggist from soft mass, and stored
away in licorice dust for any considerable

time, they become exceedingly hard and
insoluble, whereas when they are protected
by a coating of sugar or gelatine, and more
particularly sugar, they retain their softness
for an indefinite period. . “In "this respees
sugar is a mueh hetter protective agent’ than
gelatine, as may be demonstrated by experi-
ment. ‘

5. Non-action tn 1he Datient.-—The worst
charge of ali ngainst sugar and gelatine-conted
pills, is that based on its non-action in the
patient.  \When a physician states positively
that a pill has passed through a patient with
its coating orits mass intact, he is not dis-
posed to listen to any excuses or explanations,
but is apt to freely denounce the manufac-
turer whose name appears on the label. There
are, however, cases in which such non-action:
is not the fault of the pill, but is due to some

1 idiosynerasy of the patient orin the physician

himself, whose administration of a pill may -
have heen ill-advised, in  view of the peculiar
eondition of the particular patient treated. -
In canvassing this important matter, it may
not he amiss, in order to a clear understanding
thereof, to consider the evidence, first as it
applies to the pill, and then as it has reference
to the patient,  This evidence is both cir-
cumstantial and direct :

(1.) When a formula for pills is made up
by the manufacturing chemist, it is neces.
sarily manufactured in a large quantity. The.
pills are distributed among wholesale 2nd
retail dealers throughout the length and
breadth of the land ; therefore it is fair to
presume that were such pills  absolutely
insoluble, and because of theirinsolubility to
pass through the patientintact, complaints of
this fact would ¢come from all sections of the
country. When, however, only one complaing
of this nature is veported out of possibly a
thousand physicians who have preseribed of
the same lot, it is fair to assume that the favlt
is not traceable to the pill, but to circum-
stanees for which it is no wise responsitle,

{2.) If, as is often the case, the sulubility

of a pill is dependent on the method of its ‘

manufacture and the quality of the material
entering into its' muss, it would be suicidal
policy for a manufacturer to endanger his
hard-earned reputation by employing any-
thing but the mosy approved method and best
material obtainable.  The wanufacturing
chemist, careful of his reputation, runs no
risk in these regards. He subjects his material
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to assay to determine its quality, and exer
cises the most absolnte carve in the seleetion
and ‘mixing of the ingredients, and the divi-
sion of the pills. t is improbable, and
almost impossible, for him to make the mis-
take of omission or of substitution, and so far
as the usc of inferior ingredients is concerned,
that supposition may be dismissed at once
from the question.

(3.} The process for making pills has heen
touched upon above, It is therefore fair to
assume that there can be nothing in the
manufacture of pills which can produce in
them 2 greater degres of insolubility than
that whichk inherently pertains to their ingre-
dients, If any such fault is chargeable to
pills manufactured after formnlae furnished
by those whose order has been filled hy the
manufucturer, the compiainer must go back
to the physician who originally preseribed
the combination.

(+.) The question ot the insolubility of the
coating has alse been iouched on, and it must
be dismissed at once, for as already noted, it
must be assumed that neither sugar or
gelatine, under any ordinary condition of the
alimentary tract, will be less soluble thax
erdinary food taken into the stomach. These
substances are indeed more solable than many
articles of diet,

(5.) The charge that the pills have heen
rendered insoluble or indigestible through
long storage is also untenable, inasmuch as
it can be demonstrated that sngar and gela-
tine-conted pills of quinine, blue mass, ete.,
which have been properly made und which
have been stored for years, are quite ns soft
as when they were. first issned from the
laboratory.

CANADA MEDICAL ASSOCIATION.

The 24th annual meeting of the Canadian
Medical Association was held in Montrenl on
Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday, the 16th,
17th, and 18th of beptembex, .md was the
most successful ome in the history of the

ssociation, about 120 members having regis-
tered

The opening session was devoted to organi-
zation, after which the members pl'on,cedetl
in carriages that had been provided for them
to the Hotel Idieu Hospital, where Dr.
Hingston, the veteran surgeon of the institu-
tion, delivered a very able address on “The

Dmrrno is of Abdominal Tumors bty Exclu-
sion”  He then, with remarkable skill
removed the head of the femur from a hoy
9 years of age..

The members were then conducted over
the building .md finally entertained at lunch
by the izdy Nuwns. ‘ :

At the afternoon session Dr. Bray, of
Chatham, rvead a paper on * Malaria,” in
which he brought up wany practical points
for diseussion.  Living, as he did, in the
heart of a malarious country, he was able to
throw some valuable light on its nature and
treatment. He said three things were required
te produce this disease, namely :—heat,
moisture, and vegetable decomposition. The
disease was shown to he due to a microseopi-
cal organizm in the blood. Tt appeared like
cells—some with cilia and some without—in
the blaod corpuscles. He believes they are
introduced into the system by the stomach ;
either in the food or drink, or simply with
the saliva ; and this explains why malaria is
so often accompanied by dysentery, which
can only e cured by cleaning out the intes-
tines and giving quinine. It was ulso intro-
dnced into the circulation through the lungs.
If the disease comes from the soil, how is 16
we have it in winter when the soil is frozen ?
He thought the answer to this question was
to be tound in the fact that a supply of the
germs was stored up in the system, and thuos
remained dormant as long as the constitution
was in full vigor; butif the system were
run down the germ would rapidly develop.
This also explains the appearance of diph-
theria in localities where there is no walaria,
He also expressed his views of the different
varieties of malaria—quartan, tertian, ete.—
which he thonght depended upon the tem-
perature.  In hot weather we have quotidian
exacerbations, while in cold weather they may.
be quartan.  Ague was always worse in new
countries where the land was being plonghed
up for the first time by the settlers; bug
after the country had bheen cultivated, the
forest cut down, and the Jand drained, it
assumed a much milder type.  He did not
believe in typho-malaria. I the two diseases
were coneurrent, it was only a coincidence.

The paper was discussed by Dr. Christie,
of St. John, N. B., and Dr. J‘unex Ross, of
Toronta.

Dr. Gardner, of Mongreal, then read his
paper “on “Pregnancy Complicated with
Ovarian Tiwwors,” placing three cases on
record in which he had removed ovarian
tumors without in any way interfering with

operated on the third month, another the
first month, und the third at four and one-
half months. The prognusis of the operation
was just as good in pregnant women as when
there wa= no  pregnancy, hnt leaving the
tumor there increased the danger of pregnancy
very much.

Dr. Barbour, of Edinburgh, who was intro-
duced as a visitor, referred to a c: 1se of torsion
of the pedicle of an ovarian cyst on which he
had operated while the woman was pregnant,
and although the operation was follow: 1 by
the bursting of stitches, escape of the bowels
and an attack of peritonitis, there was no
miscarriage.

Dr. Allow ay referred to the rvreat dlfﬁcultv
sometimes experienced in mduung the uterus
to cmpty itself under certain conditions,
while on the other hand it sometimes empties
itself very easily with little provocation.
This depends, he thought, on the stage of
pregnancy and also on the endometrium. It
the uterus goes past the third or fourth month
a miscarriage iz very unlikely to oceur.

Dr. Lapthorn Smith wished to lay particu-
lar stress on the pussibility of pus tubes and
ovarian cysts being present at any confine-
ment, for two serious reasons. 1st, hecause
the slightest force used upon the uterus, such
as in Crede’s method, might rupture the cyst
or the pus.tube.  2nd, if this vceurred and
puerperal peritonitis set in, no time should be
lost in opening thie abdomer, and washing
out, otherwise death was almost certain.  In
any case the operation would not increase
the danger.

Dr. bloan enquired if Dr. Lapbnoxn Smith
advocated abdominal section in all cases of
puerperal peritonitis, to which Dr. Lapthorn

Smith replied he most certainly did—if pos-

sible by a specialist, but if not, by the "envml
practitioner.

Inieplying, Dr. Gardner thought the pomt
raised by Dr. Lapthorn Smith was a most
important one, as in one of Lis cases the cyst
‘was not quczpet,ted and might have been rup-
tured during labor had it heen left. ln reply
to a questlon by Dr. Ruttan, Dr.
said, if the - practitioner, on t.kag charge
of a case of labor, found an ovarian tumor
in the pelvis, he should endeavor to lift
it out before the head was engaged. If
on the other hand the tumor were in. the
abdomen, he should leave it alone untiI labor
was over. -

Dr. Gibney, of New York, then read a
paper on ‘“ A Plea for the Early Diagnosis of

At the evening session the President deliv-
ered an address on ** Montreal as a Medical
Centre,” in which he sI‘owed the great amount
of elinical material at' present av.ulahlu in
this city. He also described the new. Royal
Victoria Hospital which, when completed,
would be as- nearly l)er{ect as science and
money could-make it.

Discussion then ensued upon the hest
means of increasing the interests of the prn-
fession in Canada in the National Association.

Dr. Phelps, of New York, then read a
paper on the Mechanical Treatment ot Hip-
joint Disease.”  He held that spasm of the
muscles -was the principal cauuse of the
inflammation ot the joint, and the best means
of cure was extension and eounter-extension
sufficient to overcome muscular contraction
apart.  He
detailed a number of experiments showing
that Anchylosis never followed the immobo.
lization of a healthy joint, and when it Jdid
take place, it was only when the joint surfaces
were very seriously damaged. He generally.
placed on a child 6 or s years old, 12 lbs
longitudinal extension and 3 lbs lateral
traction, so as to draw the head of the bone
away from the joint.

*Mr. Thomas Bryant, of London,. was
enthusiasticaly received. He helld it as a
principal that when a joint is-inflamed, rest
will cure it; but if the disease in the syno-
vial nwmber is tubercular, it is bound to
soften and break down and suppurate. When
there is suppuration we know we will find
diseased bone, and it must be removed. In
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some cases he had I\ept *he joint at rest fur

rears. -
; Drs. Hingston, of Montreal ; Sullivan, of
Kingston ; benw.cl\, of .\I(mm al ; Chuistie,
of 8t. John, and Roddick, of Muntreal, joined
in the discussion, the majority being in favor
of the long lateral splint with a similar splint
on the opposite healthy leg, with extension
and counter-extension.  Dr. Phelps showed
a very serviceable iron splint for these
patients to wear when they are fit to go about.

Thursday morning was devoted to_a dis-
cussion of the President's address, which
included such topies as “The Best Place for
the Meeting of the Association,”—the general
opinien being in favor of Moutreal ; ¢ The
Perind of Study for the Medical Student
of the Future,”—the majority being in favor
of five years of ten months each. Dr
Bryant urged there .shouid be one central
examining Tboard for the whole of Cunada,
and that an Arts degree should be possessed
by every candidate.  Some were in favor of
having meetings only once every three years,
but the mujority were in favor of having
them every year. ‘

Sir James Grant made a stirring address
in which he favored the union of the Canada
Medical  Association  with the American
Medical Association,

The members then adjonrned to the Mon-
treal General Hospital, where they were
handsomely received by the staff, who showed
them a number of interesting cases, and
afterward entertained them with a champagne
luncheon in the Giovernors’ Hall.

- In the afterncon Dr. Praegar, of Nanaimo,
B. €., read an address on surgery, choosing
for his suhject * Railway Spine.”  He men-
tioned a number of cases which had come
under his observation. He had re-sected twe
cases in which there was a displacement of
the vertebree, with the result that both died.
During the disussion, Mr. Bryaut was not in
favor of operating, but reccommended gentle
manipulation and fixation with Sayre’s
Jacket.  Sir James Grang called attention to
the symptoms ol injury to the spine, which
were uften situated at a cunsideruble distance
from the injury.

Dr. Fenwick then read a pﬂper on “Cal-
culus Pyelitis.”

These compounds
are nof, as Burge maintains, directly con-
verted into hemoglobin in the animal, but
they are assimilated ‘and  covstitute the
chict nuclear substance of every cell in the
body.  This nuclear substance, chromatin,
has been now definitely determined to he
an iron compound and it is abundant in
miniature red blood corpusclus, some of the
excess hecoming converted into heemoglobin,
The latter is. therefore, not divectly formad
out of the iron salts and proteids of the food
and if inorganic iron salts are assimilated at
all, the iron of such compounds. passes into
the hemoglobin after a delay, during which
they are held combined in chromatin. Ou the
other band, as the author contends, inorganic
iron salts ave not assimilated at all for the
animal embryo  receives all its chromatin
already formed from the maternal organism
and for some time after birth the fuod (nnlk)
of mammalii contains no inorganic iron salts
while there is present an iron- holdmn nucleus
(one of the hematoges. of Burgc) “derived
from the chromatin of the broken down cells
The inference from
this is that if in the embryo the assimilation
of i inorganic iron salts does not occur, neither
does it take place in the adult aniwal. »The
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results of experiments on the administration
- of iron salts to animals supports this inference.
A deficiency in the quantity of hemo-
globin. as in chlorosis patients, indicates then
a deficiency in the amount of chromatin in
the body, a condition which - practically
means starvation ot each cell of the body, a

limitation of its pwolilerating energy and
therefore an  under-devolopment  of  the
organs. . This under-devolopment of the

organs has been referred to by Virchow
ander the nawme Jypoplasia.

The author, furthermore, contended that
hemoglobin is derived from chromatin by
processes which may be classed as degener-
ative, and which finds a good illustration in
those by which hematoidin is derived from
hamatin or hemoglobin,

‘Anzemia, then, bemg primarily a deficiency,
not of heemoglobin formation, but of chro-
matin absorption the action of inorganic
iron salls is, ‘as Burge supposed, p'nblv to
protect the food chromatins from decompnsi-
tion of aikaline sulphides and,
retard the devolopment of hacteria which
decompose these iron compouunds and set
free the iron.

Dr. Cotton, of Cowansville, read a puper
on ¢ Appendicitis” e citerd A wuber of
cases in which, after making his (,hagnosxs
sure by means of the epidermic needle, he
had operated and drained with goord results.

THE PARIS SCHOOL OF MEDICINE.

To the Editor of The Post-Graduate.

Dxzar Sme: Your letter asking for some
infurmation about medical studies i France
came duly to hand, and it will give me great
pleasure to comply with your request.  The
study of medicine in this country is orcan-
ized in such an entirely diffevent way from
everything with which we Americans are
fumiliar. that possibly yonur readers may be
interested in hearing aboug it.

Al medieal training in Franee is in the
hands of the Government—an absalute

aonoply.  The Government has established
six  faculties  throughout France — Paris,

Lyon, Nuney, Lille, Bordeanx. and Mont-
pellier—and the degree of doctor in medicine,
the only French degree, has to be taken in
one of these faculties before one can practise
in this conntry.  No foreign degrees of any
kind ave received as equivadent to the French
degree ; a loreivn physician wishing to scitle
in Frauce is obliged to pay the fees for a full
course of medicine at a Freuch fuculty, to
pass all  the examinations, and to hand in
and defend a printed thesis. Up to quite
recently foreigners were excnsed from pass-
ing the first examination (botany, physics,
chemistry, and zoBlogy), Lut it has now been
decided that this favor will henecforth be
discontinued.  The fifth examination has
also just been split up into three parts, and
a new system of voting by the professors at
examinations has heen introduced, . whereby
all favoritism is excluded as far as it can
practically be done; so that foreign aspir-
ants for a Freneh degree now will not have
a- very easy task. The fact that the
Government has entire control of medical
cducation here has great advantages ; that is
unquestionable. Let us take Paris as an

.example. Paris has about 24,000,000 inhab-

itants. There is but one facuity in the city,
consequently the attendance on its benches
is very great, between 3,700' and 3,900
students on an average each year. This
makes it by far the largest faculty in the
world, the next being Vienna with 2,200,
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I helieve.  Of these 3,700 students, aboul
750 are forcigners, of every race, color, and
sex—as co-education reigns heve, there being
about 125 women students entolled each
year, mostly Russians,

With such a large attendance of students
it becomes possible to do things on a big
scale, and this is an evident advantage.
There is here no straggle for life, with sur-
vival of the fittest, bhetween a number of
rival schools, each quite conscious of its
shortcomings, kut afraid to alter its curricu-
Tum for fear its opponents may draw away
the students whereby it lives. There are
here no rival doctrines; everybody miust
hold & Government degree, the degree of a
regular practitioner. If, after having fol-
lowed the teaching of such intellects as
Charcot, Potain, Bonchard, Fournier, Guyon,
cte., for five years, a gradnate is then inspirerd
to adopt other ideas and hecome a homeeo-
path, or to walk in some other similar path
of light, he is free to do so.  Such deserters
are, I am glad to say, very few and very far
between in France—* rari nuntes in yurgite
tusto P—so’ few that practicallv one never
meets them, and T think this says a great deal
for French common sense.  IFrance is with-
out doubt the country where charlatans (in
medicine) make the poorest show.

The homeepaths, eclectics, faith-curers,
dosimetrists, “ of id omne gerns,” have not a
chance here.  Too much is required of a
disciple of Asculapius in France. To begin
with, Le has to be a bachelor of arts and
seiences (restricted) before he can apply for
entrance to a French faculty.  What would
be said in New York if each man entering a
medical zchool were required to present a
degree from Yale, Harvard,, or Columbia?
For the French entrance requirements ave
the equivalant of these degrees, only differing

from them in that they are more practical,

the French student coming up with a ground-
ing in zoology, botany, chemistry, physiology.

and anatomy, but with not so much Latin

To

and Greek as the graduates at home,

take this preparatory degree supposes a

certain amount of intelligence and education,
and when the edifice is crowned with five

years’ teaching from the disciples of Trous-

the teaching of their muasters was erroneus.
The French are able tu require more from
their young doctors in the way of education,
because the carveer offers greater advantages
here than in other countries in the following
The French look up to their
corps of physicians and respect them. The
title of physician will carry one a long way
in France, and in this country of marriages
with dowries it corresponds to a good round
sun: of money on the bride’s part. There is
much less guying of young physicians here
than in Awmerica, where, 1f the present state
of things continues, they will soon be on a
par with the time-honored mother-in-law in
the eyes of the press. People here are much
mere inclined to admit at once their incapac-
ity of judging a medical question, and to
submit quictly to what their physician
may say. .

The main superiority of practice here,
however, lies in the fact that the profession
ix so much less crowded than at home.  In
TFrance there are abont 12,000 physicians to
a population of 38,000,000. This makes one
physician to over 3,000 inhabitams. At
home the population is 1 to 500 or 600.

Another point: At home they are turning
out physicians at the rate of 3,700 a year.
So that in three years the United States
could supply the whole of France with the
necessary physicians ! In France last year
less than six hundred men took their degrees.
Lven the humblest practitioner can get along
comfortably under such eircumstances.  But
when we come to consider the shining lights
of the profession, then the difference becomes
infinitely greater.  The men who reach the
position of professors in the faculties siniply
have the country at their feet. ©Ils faul
la pluie et le beaw temps,” as the natives say.
Autocrats does ‘not express the situution ;
no autocrat ever oceupied the position held
by suek wen as Charcot’ or Guyon.  They
are simply demp-gods, and it is difficu’t for
an American to grasp the degree of authority
they wield.—Zetract from letter to the
Post-Graduate.

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PHYSIOLOGICAL EXPERIMENTS ON
THE EFFECT OF ALCOHOL.

It has been well established in late years
that under certain eircumstances the contin-
ued use of alcohol produces a form of inflam-
mation of the nerves known as multiple
newritis, or clinically, as alcoholic paralysis,
These cases are rare and often occur in
those whose indulgence in aleohol has not
heen excessive, so that it has seemed as if
some element besides aleohal alone was neces.
sary 1o cause the vervons disorder. Expert-
meuts with aleoliol upon the lower animals
have not heretofore shown that its continued
use produces any such cendition as multiple
neuritis in man.

In a recent essay, however, by Dr. P. T
Spaink, of Baarn, Holland, to which was
awarded the \lason Prize, some facts are
given which seem to show that uleohul does
have a directly degenerating intinence upon
the periphiernt nerves,  Only an absticet of
Dr. Spaink’s work Dhas as yet appeared
(Jowrnal of Inebiriety), and many details are
lacking.  Dut we learn that Dr. Spaink fed
several series of ralbits with pure aleohol,
giving them from 2.3 to 8 cubic: centimetres
daily (3 ss.to § ss). The animls were
finally killed and the peripheral nerves ex-

amined microscopically, control animals heing

used  In the great majority of cases degen-
erative changes were noted, They consisted
essentially in a splitting or fissuring of the
nerve, with the appearance of elongated,
usually large. coliections of myeline, thick-
ened or thinned parts of nerve fibres, mye-
line drops, or simply newrilemnna sheaths,
Very ravely could any inciease of nuclei be
observed. ) ‘

Besides this a large number of specimens
showed, in addition to the above-deseribied
degeneration, a further peculiarity.  This
was a twisting or looping, after a corkserew
fashion, of the axis cyclinders.  These corkx
screws recwrred at varying distances on the
same cr neighboring fibres. At these twisted
spots the axis c¢ylinders appearved thicker,
broader, and more diffuse than when their
course  was direct.  Sometimes in hadly-
stained preparations these corkscrews were
all that conld beseen of the axis cylinder.

Since a splitting of the nerve fibres and

. corliserewing of axis cylinders are changes
unknown to human nerves in alcoholic neu-
tiris, the correctness of Dr.Spaink’s findings
is likely to be questioned.

A corkserew appearance of the nerves in
aleoholism is, however, very sugaestive, since
that interesting and useful spirval instrument
plays so large a part etiolegicolly in the dis-
ease,  Is it possible that Di. Spaink is a
grim joker who has Leen trifling with the
pundits o the American Association for the
Study and Cure of inelriety 7 One must
not forget Dr. Dajardin-Beanmetz anid the
pigs to which he gave aleohol for two and
a-half years without causivg serions stroe-
tural charees anywhere.  There  were no
curkscrews in the pies. —Med. Rec.

Steesss 1y Pracrice depends upon some
essential elenents, says DL L. (. Gordon in
the Bostow Medical awd Surgical Journal,
First and most important he says, ix a
capacity for work, and a willingness to do it
—work for work’s sake, for the love of it,
regardless of the immediate recompense.
Unless the vonng man just entering the
profession is willing, at all times and under
all  eirenmstances, to do any and every
kind of professional work that may come to
hand, he can never expect, neither has he
any right to expect, snieess.  Any case, how.
ever simple, or however poor or humble the
patient, developes something, either in ex-
perience or another ease.  The former is most
needed at this period in one's career. The
young man’ who shows this willingness to
work, for work’s sake, is not usmally long
without something to do, neither is he long
before he knows how to do it.  The older
men in the profession are soon to find out
who are the drones among the young men
and it is an exiremely simple question, who
are the men to call upon whenever duties are
to be delewated, or whenever adviee is songht
in reference to such young men.

In deciding the pos-
ture which a woman should ocecupy during
labor, we must take into consideration her
comfort and safety, the child’s safety, and the
accouchewr’s comfort, which again contributes
to the mother’s safety.  While the child is
passing through the hony part of the par-
turient tract the semi-recumbent position is
best.  The contraction of voluntary muscles
and gravity cooperate with the contraction of
‘the womb ; the entrance of the head into the
superior strait is fuvored ; the stethoscope can
-easily be applied to the abdomen; manual
pressure may be exercised on the womb,
Somietimes a change of position is useful.
Wken the vulva be«rm\ to open, the patien
should be turned on her left side, and lje
horizontally, ber thighs at right angles with
the trunk and legs, “and the lumbar region
stretehied.  All support should ‘Le taken

away from the hands and feet, and chloro- .

form should be given. In this position the
‘os cocyx has free scope to recede, the genitals
visible and easily abeessible, while the rest
of the body remains covered. The fundus
uteri sinks down so that gravitation works in
a direction opposite that of uterine contrac-
tion. These facts and others showed that the
left Interal position oflered a safeguard to the
perineum.  During and after rn\pulcmn of
the plicenta. the woman should be on her
back, a position favoring Crede’s method.

The kneeling, uqn.xttuw posture is fatigu-
ing, predizposes to biwmorrhage, makes the
use of the stethoscope diflicult, nearly pre-
cludesany kind of protection of the perineum,
and renders the use of ¢hloroform impossible.
In cases of lingering labor it may be tried
like other pmmm's.——b/ Iozm Medical and
Surgical Jonrual.

The
cervix is then constricted with a rubber eord,
the tumor is removed, and the cavity of the
stump is packed with jodoform gauze (after
being thoroughly canterized), which is closed
in with temporary sutures.

ABSCESS OF THE FRrONTAL Sivusis.—In a
paper on “Surgieal Treatment of Suppuorative
Disesse of Nuzal Sinunses,” Dr. C. H. Mayy,
of Rochester, Minn., gives
a case of abscess of the frontal sinuses recent-
Iy operated upon by hin.

The patient, a lady of 60, had suffered
from severe franta]l headache for over a
year. Six months previous to examination,

the left eye beran to bulge out and down,
the protuberance increasing uniil the globe
was foreed almosy completely from its cavity.

Examination revealed parw alysis of the ocular
muscles, with a hard tumor at the inner and
upper part of the orlat ; the ophthalmoscope
revealed dilated retinal veing, retina other-
wise normal. Nasal examination disclosed
congestive awl hypertrophic catarrh ; the
nasal cavities were free from pus. The real
nature of the case was not suspected until
extensive dissection revealed a tense cyst-
wall at a considerable depth.  The eyst was
ineiseld, and over one and ane-half ounces
(45 grammes) of muco-purnlent Huid evacu-
ated. A Vaital examination vevealed un
enormaus cavity originating in the frontal
sinuses, with complete absorption of that
pertion of the orbital plate forming its floor.
The iuner table of the troutal bone was sn
thin, frem atrophy, as to allow more or less
brain-pressure, accounting for the severe
head-aches iu the past.  The sharp, thin
Cedge of the supra-orbital ridge was removed,
and the cavity drained and frrigated with a
solution (1 to 50) of tincture iodi.  The
patient was discharged cured 1 three weeks.

The author advises, should simple drainage
in these cases fail to effect a cure, permanent

drainage by trephining the frontal bone at

the root of the nose and revpening the
infundibulum from above down.—North-
western Lancet, Aungust 1, 1891, p. 250.

On one thousand inquests poted by him,
if we eliminated deaths caused by accident,
mnrders and suicides, and those of c¢hildren
under twelve years of age, there remains
three hundred and thice cases of sudden
death. One hundred and eighty-five among
the male sex and one hundred and eighteen.
among the females.  In one-third of the
cases sudden death should be attributed to.
alcoholic excesses.
