Last year 2sum
was paid on aceoun: of the Buxion Mi-sina, and another amount oam account
of th- prunting of the Bk of Forms &:. This year, there i3 an amoung
due on accunt of the exp-uses of & law nit connected with the Charch as
Utica, in the Proshytery of Ontario, besides expenses coanected with the
preparati m of the Model Trust D-ed. F om these coasideratious it will ke
seen that it i3 #esential that every Congresation should contribute. No Con-
gresation on the roll »t S.nud shouald feel itself exempted from the duty of
taking 118 purt ia bearing all these comm . burdens.

The eoll-ction is piac-d fi 8*, an the list as funis ave required for the print-
ing of the minutes, and nther Synudical expenses. Ttis hoped that the col.
lection will be duly attenaed to throushout the Church.

HOME MISSION.

The attention of Presbyt ry Clerks an others interested is respectfully di~
rected to the following martters in counection with the Home Mission work of
the Church.

1. The halfiyearly meeiing of the Hyme Mission Committes will be held
in Enox College on Tuesday Uctober 2ud at 4 o’clock p.m.

2. At that meeting, hesiles other general business, the lists of Mission
Stetions and Weak Congregations, within the bounds of the geveral Presb; -
teries will be revised and amended.

3. The grontsin aid,es promised lastyear to the various Stations and Con-
gregations,will be considered,und reduced cr altered,as in view of information
furnished by Presbyteries may be thought best.
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4. The half yearly reports of Presbyteries willbe received, and payment
ordered of all claims which ure approved by the Commuttee.

6. The missionaries at the dispesal of the Committee will be distributed
for the next half year.

In view of the above action, Blank Schedules will be seat to Preshvtery
Clerks to be filled in, giving the necessary information relative to the Mission
Stetions and Weak Congrexations. In case of any change being made from
the statements furnished lust year, orapplications tor new Stations or Congre.
gations being put upon the Home Mission Lists, extract minutes if the action
of the Presbriery are required.

These Schedules ought to be returned filled up,before the end of September,
to Rev. J. M. King, Toronto. Blank Forms for the Reports of Presbyteries
will also be provided, and it i3 particularly requested that these reperts be as
full as possible, so that any incerease or decrease in Stations and Congregrtions
oy be discerned.

THE LATE MEETING OF SYNOD.

We give elsewhere a pretty full account of the proceedings of Synod.
Although at the time when it met, intense excitem-nt prevaiied, not ouly -
the cities, but througbout the whole country, it was & matter of thanksgiving
that 50 many both of the mnisters and elders were abie to be present, aud that
so much auenuonwas given to the important work of the Church. As mam-
fested parucularly in connexion with the propossl to draw up au address 10
the Queen, and also to the Governer Genersl, the feeling of the Synod was
thoroughly decided and enthusiastic with reference to the state of the country,
aud the necessity of 1ts defence from the inroads of the wicked zud unreason-
able men, who bave heen disturbing the Province. Fervent prayers were
offered for the protection of the Almighty, for His blessing on our Queen and
rulers, for His pretence with those called upon to defend their country aud
homes, and for the comtoris and consolations of His Spirit for those who bave
been called upon to mourn the sudden and violent death of near and dear
friends. We rejoice to think.that not only in the Synod but throughont the
country, there 15 but one teeling in regurd to this matter. We do not believe
that, on any previous oceasion in the history of Cauada, there ever was such
entire unity and such hearty loyalty as at the present time,

Several things in the proceedings of Synod are wortby of notice, although
we have but little space for any remarks. The cordiality man ifested in the
appointment of & Professor in Knox Cullege, and the desire so generally ex-
pressed to have the -ollege placed in an eflicient and unencumbered position,
give good promise as to the future of this nursery of the Church. ‘The har-
mony n the matter of the appointment of & missienary to the South Sea
Islands, and the high character of the missionary selected lead us to anticipate
a great advance in missionary spirit and liberality: In addition to this,
we may state that the very important subject of Howe Mission operations
seems in ke fair way of obtaining that prominence and that snecess which it
is entitied to command. We might refer alsc to the fact that at the late Synod
we have received among otters, 83 ministers of the Church, one who had
been in the bigh position in the church of Rome,—another who tor years was
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8 highly respected minister in the Baptist church, und anotber whose language
and habits specially fit him for labouring a nong our German pooulation.
We trust all shese may be fuithful and successtul lsbourera in our portion of
the vineyard.

We express what we believe to be the universal feeling of the members of
the Synod, when we say that, for the orderly and expeditious way in which so
much important business was transucted, we ave largely indebted to the com-
bined firmaness and gentleness of the Moderator, who discharged in a very
admirable munner, all the important duties of his high and respousible position.
May all the decisions of Synod be followed by the blessing of the Great
Heud ot the Church aud by an abundant outporing of the Spirit,

MEETING OF S8YNOD.

The sixth annual meeting of the Synod of the Canada Presbyterian Church
was appointed to take place in the Central Church Hamilton on the 5th day
of Juae ; and, notwithstanuing the excitement which had prevailed for some
days previously, the session was opened at'the time appointed. The attend-
ance wag a0t large at fust, aud it seemed doubtful whether the business of
the Synod could be transacted. But as, in the good providence of God, the
excitement gradualiy subsided, and the danger of iuvasion from the misguided
men who threatened the peace of the counsry passed away, the numbers in
aitendance increased, and the business was ,transacted maturely, and with a
large measure of harmony and good feeling.

The devotional exercises at the apening of the Synod were couducted by the
retiring moderator, the Rev. W. Aitken, M. A. When about to commence
the sermon, he wag taken with 4 sadden agygravation of the indisposition under
which he had been for some time labouring,and was obliged toretire from the
pulpit. His place was kindly taken by the Rev. W. Gregg of Cooke’s Church,
who preached from Rev. V: 6. The roll wasmade up and called ; and there-
after a statement read of the changes affecting the roll which had taken place
during the year. From tbis statement it appeared that there had been four
deaths viz. Rev. J. Skinner, Rev. M. Y. Stark, Rev. J. McKinnon, and Rev.
P. D. Muir. There haq been thirfeen demissions, one suspension, two deposi-
tions, sizteen ordinations ; five inductions, eight inductions, three mimsters
received from other churches, and ¢n students of Theology licensed.

The Synod proceeded to elect a Moderator, when the Rev. D+ Inglis, of
McNab street Church Hamilton,was elected unanimously,and,on tekmg the chair
addressed the Synod in appropriate terms. After appointing a committee to
draw up 2 loyal and dutiful address to the Queen, andalso to the Governor
General, and appointing several Committees, the Synod olosed its first

sederunt.

The first part ofthe morning Sederunt of Wednesday 6th, was apentin
devotional exercises, which wexe conducted by the Moderator, Dr. Thornton,
Mr. W. McLaren, and Mr. Proudfoot. Thereafter,applications were taken up
from Presbyteries for leave to license certain students, and to receive certain
ministers from other charches. wcave was granted to Presbyteries to license
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ten students viz., Messrs. R. H. Warden, A.J. Traver, R. Knowles, Geo,
Sutherland, Alex. Mcuennan, Archibald McLean, D J. Melnnes, J. Little,
A. Thompson, W. H. Simpson, and J. Hastie. Leave was snbsequently given
to Puesbyteries to receive the following ministers into the church, viz, Mr.
Bates, a probationer of the Prestyterian Church, O. 8., in the United Siates,
Mr. S. Jones an ordained minister of the Baptist Church, Mr. Leutzenger a
probationer of the O. 8. Church, speaking the German language and Mr. C.
Lafontaine, a converted priest of the Roman Catholic Churen.

SUSTENTATION OF THE MINISTRY.

On the afternoon of Wednesday 6tn, the Synud tock up two overtures, one
from the Prosbytery of Torvato, and the other from the Presbytery ot Brock-
ville on the importaut suoject of the sustzctation of the ministry. These were
on motion, referred to aspeeial commitiee, with instructions to take into con-
sideration the best means of secaring a suitable support for the pastors of the
chureh, ard to report at an early diet. ‘The Committee at a subsequent diet,
presented a report which was adopted by the Synod. It is as tollows :

The committee appointed to consider the best means of securing an ade-
quate support for the pastors of the Church, to which also were referred the
overtures of the Presbyteries of Brockvilleand Toroato, anent the sustenta-
tion of the gospel ministry, beg to report,—That in the opinivn of the com-
mittee, the present very inadequate support of many of the ministers of the
Church is largely due to the very defective organization in their congregationg
for raising the contributions of the pcople for this purpose. That it is not
deemea advisable at present to recommend the constitution or a Sustentation
Fand. That the Home Mission Fuad, asat present constituted, affords a
suitable channel through which the liberalitv of the church may angment in-
adequate salaries. That a very small increase in the liberality of the churen
would enable the Home Missicu Committee to grant such supplemeunts as
would insure that no minister of the church shall receive less than $500 per
ancam, $15,000 being at present sufficient for that purpose, and for all the
other work of the committee, while the amount actually raised during the past
year as reported, ie about $12,200. That your commitiee submit to the Synod
for adoption, the following recommendations :—

1. That Presbyteries be enjoined to visit by deputation or otherwise, all
the congregations within their bounds, which they have reasou to thinkare
not doing their duty towards the anpport of their pastor, and to see that an
efficient system of raising funds for this purpose, i8 brought into operation.
2. That the Synod strorgly recommerd, fitst, that in cities and towns, weekly
or mouthly offerings b2 introduced, ana the contributions thus given for the
salary of the minister, be taken up along with the nsual Sabbath collection.
Secoud, that in countiy districts, collectors be appointed to call upon the
peovle at their homes, montkly or quarterly, as may be deemed most suitable
for the locality, and that great care be taken that these calls are made with
punctuality. Third, that in congregations whera it is still deemed necessary
to continue the system of pew rents, care be taken that they sre coilected re-
gularly, and that arrears are not soffered to accmmulate. 3. That Presby-

teries be enjoined to see that Missiouary Associations are fcrmed in all the
congregations withlu their bounds, except where they have good reasou to
believe that the present system is producing equal pecuniary results. 4.
That wherever Missionary Associations are formed, the Synodical collections
shall not be iraperative, provided a contribution be givea by said ass:ciations
for the objects of said collections. 5. That Presbyteries be instracted to
gee that contributions for the missionary aud other general schemes of the
Church are taken up regularly i all the Mission stations within their bounds.

That a small committee be appoioted o prepare for general circulation
throughout the Church, & statement 2xplaining more fully the snggestions of
the ahove resolutions, in so far a3 they velate to the duties of congregations,
and also containing such other information as may be deemed aecessary for
the practical guidauce of congregatione, '

HOME MISSIONS.

On the evening of Wednesday the Synod called for the Report of the Home
Misgion Coremittee which was given in and r :d by Rev. J. Laing, the Con-
vener. The Report will appear in our columns either in whole or in a con-
densed form. We may only state here that the report called forth the warm-
est expressions of approbation, not merely on account of the manner in
which it was got up, but also on account of the large measure of success of the
operations of the new Home Mission scheme, greatly owing to to the efforts
of the Convener. We may here state that from the reports of Presbyteries,
t appears that there are 69 groups of mission statioas, with 132 preacning
stations, embracing 2,266 families, and 2,015 comwmuanicants, besides 41 weak
congregaticns requiring support. There has been raised for the central
fund $7,099 60 exclusive of the amount raised by the Presbytery of Mon-
treal, viz., $3,177 45. The great want was, and still is, missionary agency,
the number of labourers being far below the necessities of the case.

The report was referred to a committee to consider the various point
bionght forward, and to rapore. The Committee at a subsequent meeting
presented the following report.

1. That the Report of the Homs Mission Committee be approved, and the
diligence of the Committee comm:nded ; particalarly that the action of the
Committee in reference to the cougregation of St. Sylvester, as anexception
t the Home Mission Regulations, be approved.

2. That Presbyteries be eajotnec to co-operate with the Committee in an
effort to raise the mininum of all mioisters and mssionaries by urging an n-
creased liberality in the coatributions of congregations, and taking necegsary
st>ps to obtain & contribuiion from eve.y congregation and station within
their bounds. As the counsideration of ministeral support has been in-
trusted by the Synod to another Committee, itseems uanecessary to state
what the minimum shonld he,

3. That with the view of overtaking the wants of our large mission field,
students be required to labour in mission stations till the middle of October,
after their last year's attendance in Knox College ; and thatia the meantime
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and during the winter ha.f year, a!l probationers on the roil be put at the dis-
pusal of the Home Mission Committee for Home Mission work, tor a third
purt of the tme ; and that the Home Mission Commirtee be instructed to con-
sider the propriety of using means for securing an addition to our laborers
from the Presbyterian Churches abroad with which this Church holds frater-
nal ‘ntercourae.

4. That the Synod earnestly u rge on congregations the formation of mis
gionary assocciations, or the adoption of some mode of more frequent syste-
matic contribution for missionary purposes.

5. That the change proposed in the Home Mission Regulation relative to
the renumeration of Missionaries be sanctioned as follows—¢ That the
amount ot salary to be paid viz, each congregation, station or group of
stations shail be determiuved by the Presbytery of the bounds, and specified to
Committee ; and it is recoramended that & minimum be aimed at by the Pres-
bytery and Committee conjointly,nf $400 for 2 ordained miuister or licentiate
without board ; $300, without board, for a catechist; and for a studentin
Divinity, at the rate of §5 per Sabbath, with board, and travelling expenses t,o
the field of labour.

The following clauses were ordered to be sent down to Presbyteries for
their considerusion.

1. Presbyteries when they shall see fit, sball appeint ministers,or ordained
missionaries over missionary districts, who shall have, w hile thus engaged by
Presbyterics, a seat in the Chureh Ceurts.

2. That instead of having separate Committees meeting half-yearly for
business, the business of the Church be transacted by a large Committee to
consist of the Conveners of the several Committees appointed by the Synod,
and two members from each Presbytery, and appointed by tke several Pres-
byteries, who shall meet for business in October and April of each year.

It was agreed that the expenses incurred be paid out of the Central
Fand.

FOREIGN MISSION REPORT.

.The Foreign Mission Report was presented and read by the Convener, the
Rev. R. F. Burng, on Thursday evening. The Report was of an encouraging
character. It referred to the departure of Rev J. Nisbet to the Saskatchewan
with two assistanis,to commence a mission among the Indiar s in that quarter,
to the appointment of Rev. A. Matheson to Red River to sncceed Mr. Nisbet
and to the labours of Messrs. Jamieson and Duffin British Columbia. It recom.
mended also the appointment of a missionary to the New Hebrides. The state
of the funds was encouraging ; the receipts from all sums had been $3,997 34
and there was a balance in the Treasury of $5,381 66. The Report was re-
ceived, the diligence of the Committee and Convener commended, and the re-
port referred to a Committee to consider and frsme a delxver&nce to be sub-
mitted at a subgequent sederunt.

In view of the fact that the missionary agents to the Indians were about this
time to go forth on the work as-"zned to them,and that Mr. Matheaon was now

also on his jouraey to the Red River, it was azreed that the Moderator be re-
quested to ask one of the brethren to offer soiemu prayer to God, commending
our missionaries to the grace and direction of God. On the call of the mode-
rator, Mr. Caven of St. Mary’'s led the 8y «od in prayer,

‘The Synod, on the report of & Committee appointed to consider the various
subjects embraced iun the report of the Fox;eign Mission Committee, agreed :

1. To express their gratification at the commencement which has been
made of a nussion amony the Cree Indiaus in the Saslertehewan valley 5 and
offsr their best wishes and prayers for the safety and success of Mr. Nisbet
and his co-labourers who have gone forth on this mission ; and that a suitable
labourer has been found in Mr. Matheson to succeed Mr. Nisbet in co-oper-
eting with Mr. Black in the work of the Gospel at Red River.

2. To express their satisfaction in hearing that the missionaries i British
Columbia persevere in the discharge of the duties assignea to them ; the
satisfaction being enhanced by the consideration ot the great obstacles to suc-
cess with which these brethren have to contend with, and which spring from the
social peculiarities of their field of labour.

The Synod at a sabsequent diet unanimously and cordially appointed the
Rev. N. McKinvon of Wardsville to proceed as & Missionary to the New He
brides. Mr. McKinnon in affecting terms expressed his acceptance of the
appointzent ; and the Synod ordered that the Presbyiery of Liondon take the
necessary steps to release him trom his charge at Wardsville, and that the
Foreign Mission Commiittee make arrangements for the designation of My,
McRinnon at Toronto in the begirug of Octoher. Before his departure
Mr. McKinnon willy D.V., visit various parts uf the Church, From an ap-
pointment 80 uvanimous and cordial we hope, through the blessing of Gud,
for the happiest results.

DELEGATE FROX CONGREGATICNAL UNION,

The Rev. Mr. McGili appeared a3 a delegate from the Congregationa
Union, and addressed the Synod, conveyinz the fraternal greetings of the
Body represented by him. On motion of Mr. Cochrane, seconded by
Mr. R. F. Burns, the Syncd agreed to receive with great satisfaction the
greetings of the Cougrevational Uuion, reciprocate these friendly greetings,
and pray that the great Head of the Church miy pour out upon them the
Holy Spirit, and prosper them in their work of spreading the Gospel in the
iand.

Thé Moderator in suitable terms, conveyed to Mr. McGillthe Synod’s
warm regard for the Bodv representea by him and their cordial reciprocatioy,
of the fraternal sentiments to which he had given expression. At a subsequent
diet, the Moderator and Mr Cochrane of Brantford were appointed to represent
the Synod ot the meeting of the Union next year.

APPLICATION FOR OGRGANIZATION OF CONGREGATION IN CHICAGO.

An application from tke Presbytery of London for the sanction by Synod
of the erection of acongregation in Chicago was brought before the Synod
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The application was supported by Rev. J Scott or London aud Rev. J, Fra-
ser ot Thamesford. Atter ocg and earnest discussion the Synod unanimously came
to the tollowing deliverance: That the Synod having neard u petition from the
Presbytery of Londun, for leave to orgauize a congresation in the city of
Chicayo, agree to graat the prayer of tne petition, and instruct the Presby
tery of London toproceed to the organization of said Corgregation with all
convenient speed, according to the rults and forms of the Church. !

Two appeals cawe befors the ynid: va=z by Me. F. Andrews agaiusta
finding of the Presbytery of Cobourg, ead the otneran appeal by Mr. W.
Silver against afindiug of the Presbytery of Paris, The first was referred
to a Comnmittee, on whose reportit was dismissed by the Syaod. The second
was found to be brought up with some degree of irregalarity,und was ~emitted
to the Presbytery. A memoriar from Rev A. Lees, who had been suspended
for contumacy by the P.asbytecy of O itariv, oc:upied a considerabie share of
the time and atieution of the Synod. The Memorial prayed the Sycod to
sllow Mr. Lees to be heard with the visw of saowing cause why the Synod
should reverse the action of the Presbytery of Outario. Mr. Lives was heard,
butatter full discussion and after various motiuns had been proposed, the
Synod by a majority resolvea that tnere was uo caase shuwn why the action
of the Presbytery should ve intacfored wich, oat that the case be left in the
hauods of the Presbytery. Befoce the Syaod closed its proceedings, it was
stated on the part ot the Piesbytery thar Mr. Lees had submitted to the deal*
ing o1 the Presbytery, and that the sentence of suspension had been rewmoved

BIBLE SOCIETY.

The Synod took un overtures trom the Presbytery of Paris and the Pres-
bytery of Huron on the subject of Bibte Societies. The overtures set torth in
substance that it is expedieat that ihe Synod should advise their people as to
the support of Evangeiistic Schemse ; that it 18 generally believed that too
great a proporuon of the funds of tke Upper Canada Bible Society 18 absorb-
ed in carrying on the budiness of the Socisty ; that said Society does not
circulate copies of the Scriptures with the metrical version of the Paalms,
and praging the Synod to inquire whether the expeases of the U. C. Bible
Society mizght not be lesseaed, acd its egulations 30 modified as to admit of
therr circulating Bibles with metrical Psalms, or whether the National Bible
Society of Scotland should be invited to extend its operations iuto this Pro-
vince. Messrs. Straith and Ure were heard in support of the overtures. After
full discussion and after various motions had been brought forward the tol-
:owing was adopted:

That the Synod receive these overtures, recognize that there is so far
ground for such reference, appoint & committee to investigate further, to cor-
respond if they shall see necessary with the officiale of the Upper Canada
Bible Society, and to report at the next meeting of Synod. Several members
dissented from this finding.
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REPORT OF KNOX COLLEGE BOARD.

The resort of the Culiese Boarl was given in by Me. Aitken, chairman,
The report was ou the whole encomasing, The attendance had been 43 ia
the Thlogical departmeat, and 9 ia the Prepa.ratorv department ; the receipts
for the Colle se had b-en somawhat less than Jast year, but the position of the
College was better than last year by the umouat of $778 89 ; the classes in
Exegeucul Theolory and Avolosstics had been conducted with great satis-

-faction by R:v. W Cus1, ant Rewv. W Grezg, the Chucch History depart-
ment havieg baea, a3 fremerly, uniec the care of Dr. Burns. The repott re-

‘commended. 1 Sm: plan for tne permanent endowment ot the College :
2. The appointment of & permanent Professor; 3. That the Convener or
Chairman of the College Board should notbe changedso frequently as here-
tofore.

Dr. Ormismn, Convener of the Board of Examination gave in a report as
to the examina'ivn conduc .21 st ths ¢y 0 ne1e:ment of last session of College,
which was onr the vaule sa isfictocy . and submitted, in accordance with the
instructiong of the Sy.aod, a cucriculum for che Preparatory department.

In conaexion with the Cillage rerory, there was also takeun up an overture
from the Presbytsry of Paris ocoprsing the appoiatmeat of two permanent
Professors.

The Synod receivei ths cesart, arl procieded to consider seriatim the
various subjects embrac:d 1 it. After mature consideration the Synod
agreed.

1st. Thatit was of great importance to secure the permaunent endowment
of Knox Coitege, and 1that u« Commi tee be appointed to consider the practi-
cability of such an undertaking, and should they deem it expedient, to draw
ap a plan for its accomplishment, and to report at next meeting of Synod.

2ud. That a Permanent Professor be immediately appointed.

In practically carrying out this resolution, it was moved by Mr. Gregg,
seconded by Rev. Dr. Ormiston, that the Rev. W. Caven of St. Mary'sbe
appointed to fiul the vacant Professo:shipin Kuox College. This was unani-
mously and most cordia ly asreed to by the Synod; and.at a snbsequent sede-
runt,Mr. Caven,while regretti.g bis separation from an attached congregation,
intimated his scéeptance of the appointment ; and the Presbytery of Stratford
was instructed to take the 1 ecessary steps for loosing Mr. Caven from his
pastoral charge. In the Synod, M. Cavea’s appointment was most cordial,
and we have no doubt it will be received with equal cordiality throughout the
Church.

3rd. It was agreed that the recommendation of the Board as to inexpedi.
ency of 8o frequently changing the chairmau of the Board be adopted.

41h. It was agreed that the Students reported to the Synod as not having
passed the Board of Examination huve the status assigned them which they
would have bad, ifexamined and approved by the Board.
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5. The Synod adopted the curriculum reported by the Board of Examiners,
for Students who do not take a tull university course. The circular is as fol.

6. The Synod adupted the subjects drawn up by the Scnate (as published in
the Record for March) tor the examination ot Students in Theology.

7. The Synod called the attention of the Board of Examination to tl{e insti
tution of Scholarships, that they m.y useall diligence for the attainment
of 80 durable an object.

REV. MR. MCGILL, AGENT OF THE AMERICAN MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

The Rev. Mr. McGill, Agent of the Americar Missionary Society, address:d
the Synod at the sederunt  +n Saturday Mosung, with special re{erenc'ti‘ho
the work of that Suciciy amung the Freedmen in the Seuthern States. 19
Synod appointed s Committce 10 consider the subject and draw up 8 minu ef
for the adoption ofthe Synod. At a subsequent, diet the Synod,on the report O
this Commtiee, expressed iis thanks io Mr. McGill, snd agreedlo re(;lqng
mend the Society represented by him as a snitable chanvel through whic
the liberahty of the people might reach a people previously oppressed.

SABBATH SCHOOLS.

The report of the Commwittee on Sabbath Schools was presented by Mr.
Gregg, Convener of the Committee. From the returns recerved the the Com-
mittee estimated that there were 1 connexion with the Church 500 Sabb‘f;b
Schools ; tzughtby about 3600 christian men and women ; having abuut 32,-
000 children 1n attendance ; with over 400 libraries conwining some 90,000
volumns; besides about 9060 yuung people in Bible Clusses. The Repurt
comaincd varivus recommendativns with a view to the growing impiovement
of the Sabbath Schosls. :

_ The report was referred to a Committee, who brought in, at a subsequent
diet, the following deliverance.

Whereas it is most desirable that every encouragementgbe givenand every
facility aftoraed by the Synod for the more efficient management of Sabbath
Schools, and the traiping of the children of the Church in Seriptural know-
ledge, the Cummittee on Sabbath Schools be instructed to take such steps
as they may deem most snitable to briug before the Church generally the sub-
ject of Sabbath School instruction, and specially to inquire what arraunge-
ments can be made with Publishers for the supoly of such text buoks,
hymn books, libraries, lessons, and periodicals, as, after due - cousideration,
they may recommend and report at next meeting of Synod.

PSALNODY.

The Synod bad transmitted to itan overture on the subject of Psalmody
from the Presbytery of Montreal, and another on the same subject trom the
Presbytery of Hamilton. the overtures substantially set forth that Para-
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ohcases and Hymns, were now in use in the Canada Presbyterian Chur-h ;
that the Basis of Union in 1851 provided for the administration of worship in
the Church, as had hitherto been observed by the two branches comprising
the United Church ; that the Hymn book of tne United Presbyterian Church
was used in certain of the congregations; while others were not at liberty to
use it ; and prayiug the Synod to take such steps as it mizhtsee fit to extend
the same liberty toall the congregations, with respect to Hymas. and to pre-
pare a Hymn book based if deemed proper, wupon that already recognized.
Messrs. McViear, and Inglis, were beard in suppoat of the ministers. The
subject was discusse] at greut length. The followinz motivns were brought
forward with a view to settle the question.

1st. It was moved by Mr. Waters, seconded by Dr. Thornton, that a com-
mittee be appointed to correspond with sessions and Presogteries, on the sub.
ject of the overtures, and to report to next Syned.

20d.  Mr. Cochraae, moved in am:ndmant, seconded by Mr. Burns, that the
Synod heving considered the overtures from tie Presbyteries of Hamilton and
Montreal in regard to the desirability ot uniformity in che worship of God in
the congrezations of this Church, approve generally of the object contemplated
by thuse who advocate a revisal of the hymas a1d pharaphrases at preseat used
ag part of public praise, aud appoint a committee to consider maturely the
whole subject, correspond with Presbyteries and Kirk sessions, and report to
next meetiog ot Synod.

3rd. Mr. McLaren. seconded by Mr. J. Fraser moved that the Syned hav-
ing heard rhe partiesin suovort ot the overtures on Psalmody from the Pres-
byteries of Montreal and Hamilton, agree that they be laid on the table till
the next meeting of Synod.

4th. Tt was moved by Mr. William Inglis, seconded by Mr. Turnball as fol -
lows: The Synod, baving heard the overtures and the pleadings of the Pres-
byteries of Montreal and Hamilton in their support, resolves that, whereas as
by the very constituiion of a Presbyterian Church itis impossible that any
congregations withius its bounds should have special spiritual privileges and
others shonld labour under particular disabiliies; and whereas the larce
majority of the consrezations of this Church are now using one or other of
two collections of Hymns, and which have already been sanctioned by the
Synod, it is not in_present circumstances depmed necessary to take snystep
io the direction indicated by these overtures.

On 2 vote been teken the motion of Mr. Cochraae was carried, and a com-
mittee was appuinted in terms thereof. Foom this fiading several members
dissented.

REPRESENTATION OF SESSIONS.

. It was agreed to send down for the consideration of Presbyteries the foliow-
ing questions with refurcnce to the rcpresentation of sessiors in the superior
courts, the subject having been by ovecture brought betore the Synod.

1. When two or more district congregations, having separate Sessionsare
uader the care of one pastor. should eacn of such congregations have a repre-
sentative elder 1n Presbyteries and Synods ?

2. Shall the practice hitherto obtaining in this Church of allowing Sessions
to choose others than their own members as representatives be continued ?

BEACHVILLE CHURCH DERT.

A verbal report was presented as to what bad Dbeen done with reference to
the Beachville Church debt, to the effect that correspomdence had been had
with several parties, but that nothing of consequence had been accomplished.
The Synod received the nterim report, and again referred the matter to a
Committee to prosecute it further, and to report to nest meeting of Synod.
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MONTREAL .C()LLEGE.

A report was presented in behaif of the Presbytery of Montreal as to the
progress made in the marterof the College in Montreal” The report stated
that the sum of $10,C00 had been subscribed towards the endowment of one
chair, and that there were bopes thut this sum would be increased. Further
explanations were given by Mr, McVicar. The Synod agreed to receive the
the report, express satisfaction with 1be progress which has been made, and
remit to the Presbytery of Montreal to prosecute and mature ihe schere,

BOOK OF FORMS &C.

Returns from Presbyteries with reference to the Book of Forms were re-
ceived. It was agreed sguin to adopt the Book ad interim to appoint a com-
mittee to revise the book and to report such changes as they think necessary
to the Synod at its next meeting. Witn reference to the Model Deed, it was
agreed to re-appoint the committee for the purpose of completing it aud pre-
paring 1t for use by such congregations as may choose to avail themselves of
it. It may be stated that immediately atter the Synod this was done. Copies
mey be obtained on application to the Rev. W. Reia, Toronto.

EXPENSES OF COMMITTEE.

An overture with reference to the paymen$ of the expenses of Committees
was brought forward, praying that some plan be adopted for defraying such
expeases. The Synod received 1he Overture and appointed a Commitiee to
take the whole subject into consideration, aud report at an early sederunt
next Synod.

TUNION.,

The Synod had under consideration an Overture from the Presbytery ot
Cobourg on the subject of the union of Presbyterians in 1the Province. The
Overture set forth that it was the auty ot Churches agreeing in doctrine and
discipline to enter into unicn, and that there was reason for believing that
such a8 unien could be eflecied witheur compromise of principler. It
was, on a division, agreedhat the Synod recognize the desirableness of union
amoung Presbyterian Churches in 1his Piovince ; but deem it inadvisable to
do more at this time, than 10 appoint asmall commitiee, who thatl be ready
to consult with or receive ove.twes fiom ary similar committee that may be
appointed by the other Presbyienian Churches in these Provinces. Mr. J.
Ross dissented from this finding for bimself, and any who might adhere to
him.

MISSION AT ST. ANN'S EANEAEEE.

The Synod on the evening hefore the close of its sessions, took up & memo-
risl from the Presbytery of London, in relationto the mission at. St. Ann’s
Kankakee, under the supermiendence ot Rev. C. Chiniquy, representing the
pecuniary difficulties unde which 1he mitsion bas been 1ubouring, tbe efforts
of the people to sustain divine ordinances amongst them, rud the necesrity of
pecaniary aid to 1the amcunt of from §1000 to $1200 per avrum.  Mr Prond.
to.t and Mr. Chiniquy were heard in 1eference to the mission. The Synod
agreed to express their satisfaction with the diligence of the Presbytery of
Lcndon in the matier, and to grant aid to the smount of $600 :—&2) to-
waids the suppost of Mr. Chiniquay and $400 for the support of the mission
schools at St. Anns, contiruing the missiva under the care of the Presbytery
of London.

MARRIAGE LAW IN LOWER CANADA.

An Overture on the subject of the Marnage Lawin Lower Canada was
brought before the Synoa by the Presbytery of Montreal seuiing forth
several practical grievances arising fiom the present state of the murriage
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law. The Syuod agreed to receive the overtace and aonomt & Committes to
consider the whole subject of the marriage law, both in Lower Canada and
Upper Canade, and report at next meeting.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

The Synod took up the rewurns from Presbyteries on the subject of & Gen-
eral Assembly, with the report of the Committee appointed to esamine these
returns. )

The Synod agreed to refer these retcrus with the draft act on a General As*
sembly to a committee, with instructions to take into consideration the recom”
mendations of Presbyteries, and if thav s -e cause, revis: the draft act for an
Assembly, and send it down again to Presbyteries, instructing them to report
thereon at the next Synod.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES.

The Synod before closing, had before it reports from ths various standing
Comumittees. That on Subhath observance, given in and read by Rev. P.
Gray was adopted, and ordered to be printed ia the appeadix tc the minutes
andnthe Record. The reports from the Committees on Widows’ Fand, dged
aud [nfirm Munsters, Fu id, Statistics and Finince were, on the whole, highly
satisfactory.  ’he Sutistical and financial returns, with the accounts of the
various Schemes will be printed in the Record. With scarcely an exception,
there has been an advance in all the schemes of the Church, whileit isto be
regretted that there still too many congregations neglecting the important
missionary undertakings of the Charch, and too many in arrears {or the salary
of their own mumsters.  We trast that thece wilt be an advaace during the
present year on every department of our work. :

CLOSE OF SYNOD.

On thie afternoon of Thursday the 14th. the business was brought toa close.
Thanks were voted to the Accommodation Comm..ee for their taitbfal discharge
of their onerous duties ; to the uffl -e-bearers of the Central Church for the use
of their Church during the meeting of Synud ; to the membe:s of the several
congregations and other chrisuian friends, for their kindness and hospitality ;
and to the Rauway and Sieam-boat Companies tor their liberality in giving
members of the Syunod 1he privilege of travelling at reduced rates in attending
this meeting. Afier a brief address from the Moderator, and the singing of
the 133rd Psalm, the Synod was declared to be ciosed, and next oidinary
meetinyg of Bynod called to take place in Gould Street Church Toronto on the
lat Tue-duy in June, 1367 at 7 p.m.; the Moderator then pronounced the
benediction. and the members departed. with many expressions of thaukiulness
for the plessant und harmonious meeting.
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ECCLESIASTICAL MEETINGS IN BRITAIN.

UxiTEp PressyTEriaN Syvop.—The Synod of the Unitea Presbyterian
Chnrch met at Edinburgh on the 12th May and following days. The Rev.
Dr. McFarlane, of Clapham was chosen Moderator. The report of the Home
Secretary showed that there were counected with the Svnod 592 Gongrega-
tions, with 172, 175 members, giving per member 28s. 6d, or including lega-
cies und personal donations30s 6d., the missionary contributions being
£51,000 The total number of Ministers is 620, Elders 4.466, Preachers
105, Stodeata of Divinity 134, Sunday School ‘Feachers 8,977, Scholars 72.-
501. The question of Tnion enzaged the attention of the Synod fox: thr.ee
sittings, It was agreed to send down the inferim report to Presbyteries, in-
structing the Commirtee to receive any suggestions that muy be sent by Pres-
hyteries before the 20th December, and to repurtto next Synod. The ques-
tion is to the extent of the Union was considered. aud sume of the Committee
promised in furure negotiations, to give special attentivn to the point.

Frre Carren.—The General Assembly of the Free Church was opened on
Shursday 24th May. The Rev. W. Wilson of Dundee was called to succeed
the Rev. Dr. Begg, inthe Moderator’s chair. The various schemes of the
Church were reported ssina prosperous state. The general collections for
the year were as follows :—

The mount raised for building purposes was £55,188 6s. 0d. and for Sus-
tentation £13%,228 5s 6d. The total amount raised during the year for all
objects was £383,572 4s 10d. The subject of Uniox was fully discussed, on
the report given inby Dr. R. Buchanan, who moved the adoption of the re-
port, and that it he transmitted to Presbyteries fur their information, in order
that they mirht communicate any suzgestions on the subject to the Committee,
such suzgestions to be sent on or nefure the 20th Dec. An amendment pro-
posing ‘o discharge the Committee was moved by Mr. Brodie or Monimail
seconded by Dr. Forbes of Glasgow. But this amendment on a division only
obtained 7 votes, while there voted for the motion 439. The subject ofa
Hyux-nook was before the Assembly in conscquence of an overture from the
Presbstery of Edinburgh-  The subject was fully ana freely discussed, snd
the result come to was the appomtma tof a Committee to consider maturely
the whole mattte~, and to report to next Assembly whether in their opinion
any of 1he chanaes recommended in the overtures should be made ; and ifso,
in what way this might be done ~0 as to preserve the peace and harmony and
edification of the Church. In cornexion with the question of HoME Missions
the Rev. C. H. Spurgeon by request addressed the Assembly in an expressive
and effective speech which was well received. and which was afterwards pub-
bished in pamphlet form. The reports on Foreign Missions, Conversion of
the Jews, the College and the other departments of the work of the Church
were full of interest and encourngement. In connexion withthe Foreign
Mission report Dr. Duff mentioned that a number of gentlemen, not connected
with the Free Church, but who bad been in Indie, had given £10,000 for the
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ondowment of a missionary or evangelistic orofessorship in the Now
Gullege.

Estaprasuen CacacB.—The Assembly of the Batablished Church met also
on vhe 24th May. Tne Rev. De.J. Cook of Haddington was called to the
Modsrator's chair, A soitable minute was drawn up with refesence to the
death of Dr. McFarlane, late Moderator. Oa the subject of the us: of a
prayer-beok in the Church of the Rev. Dr. Lie of Elinbargh, a motion by
the Procurator of the Church was carried by a majority of 11, remitting the
case to the Presbytery of Edinburgh with instuctions to inquire, by conference
witn Dr. Lee or otherwise, 1nto the maauer in which pubiic worship has been
conducted 10 Old Greyfriurs since 1339, and in which Dr. Lee proposesto
conduct it hereafier,and to take such steys as may be reguisite foe the regula-
tion of the service in the said Chureh in a manuer consisteat with the law and
usage ¢ the Church. Various overtures were beiore the Assembly on the
subject of the importance of the judicatories of the Church seeing that those
who signed the standards observed them. Dr.Lze and others beld that noth.
ing should be dene in the ma-ter,buta motion was agreed to in support of the
overtures, and that their recommeundation should be carried ont. Dr. Lee
was sgain defeated on a discussion on the Declaratory Act of 1865 on the sub-
jeect of 1onovations by a very large majority, the votes being
207 to 94, An overture was brought forwardon the modification of the
law of Patronage, and, after discussion,a Comamittee was appoiated to consider
and report to next Assembly. The various mussionary schemes ot the Church
were favourably reported of.

Gexeran AsseMuLY oF THE [RISE Pressyreriay CrurcH.—The General
Assembly of the Irsh Presbyterian Church met in Belfast on  the 4th Juge.
The M .derator, the Rev. Dr. Wilson of Limerick was re-elected Moderator.
The report on the state of relizion was given in by the Rev. Ur. Kirkpatrick
and was on the whole satisfactory. The subject of Eduecation vccupied a
larze share of the attention ot the Assembly. The discussion ended in the
adoption of resolutivus, adhering to the principle of united education and

deprecating the’ changes propused to be intruduced into the National
System.

The Connaught missiors were reported as prosperinz,five additional schools
had been formed. The missivnary reporis were satisfactory. At date of our
latest files the Assembly was still in Session.  The uext ineetiug takes place
in Dublin.

PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN THE UNITED STATES.

The Assemblies of the Old School and New >chool Church met, tais year
in St. Louis, Missouri. While there i3 oppositivn 1a sume quarters to Unioa,
the prospects are fuvoarable. [a the Oid School Assembly, there was warm
discussion 2 to the reception of delegates from the Presbytery of Kentucky,
by whow the authority of tne Generai Asscmbty had been virtually set aside.
It was by a large majority agreed not to receive the deiegates.  The Assembly
took very decided sieps to vindicate its authority in the wmatter. Dr.
S. Robinson, for the last few years a resident in Canada was one of the
delegates of the Presbytery of Kentucky. We observe that in cons:juence of
the action of the Assembly, some influential ministers aud congrezations in
Baltimore are seceding, with the view of uniting with 1he Southern Church.
