Year by year
the consumption of lower province coal has
grown with the gradual enlargementi of
our manufacturing facilities, As the varie
ous industries have prospered so has the
demand for conl increased, until it is- now
cortain that the sales of last season, large
a8 thoy wero, will fall 10 per cent. below
those for the present year.

for an n]ipt:ﬂl, on, the ground that in the
absence ot anything showing fraud in the sule
there could-be no conviction under the Act.
It was claimed that many people who did not
like to have others to knowthe article they
wore buying invariably called for butter when
margarine was intended, “butter sounding
more genteel” It was contended thnt “when
o person asked for one thing, and knew he
got anothor, it wag not competent for him to
g0 before the justices und sy thut the dealer
had deceived him” The court denied the
appeal, upholding the conviction with costs
