At one time
every wholesale house had 2 number of retail merchants de-
pending on them for their goods. This has been stopped as far
ag practical, until now there is one retailer instead of five or
more, as formqu, and those w..o0 are laft are almost, il not al-
together, on a cash basis, and can sell goods on 2 smaller margin
than the merchant who had to give or ask for-credit. This cash
man buys in small quaatities and carries a small stock, The con-
sumer recaives newer gonds and the mevchant has less goods
lying idle on his shelves. The prices on many lines of drygoods
are now very much less than they were a few years ago. Tra-
vellers’ orders during the past week have been satisfactory, Or-
ders compare favorably with former seasons, Staple depart-
ments are placing into stock their spring lines, The firat ship-
ments of foreign materials in dress goods, silks, hosiery, stc,, are
advised. Merchants are asking for prompt delivery of smples

THE WORKING OF ARBITRATION.

Iu our article on the Arbitration Treaty coneluded
hetween England and the United States we pointed out
wherein lays the weak point of such an arrangement,
which is the absence of any power to enforce whatever
jundgment the Board of avbitrators may arrive at.. We
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also pointed out that international arbitrations are not
80 novel as most of our contemporaries and some eulo-
gists of the new treaty imagine. The question as to
the liability of England for the losses inflicted by the
Alabama was submitted to arbitration. Had a similar
dispute arisen with an Buropean power the probability
ig that hostilities would have followed, the question
wag therefure one of serious magnitude. We believe
that England would have refused to submit such a dis-
pute to arbitration.. But in dealing with the United
States, as was the case in the Mason & Slidell affair,
the old country was restrzined by a consciousness of
there being such associations between her and the
States as would make a war ‘exceptionally deplorable.
Arbitration was therefore agreed to, as the risk of an
adverse decision was not to be compared to the hopors
of a contest between two nations as closely allied in

blood. The Alabama dispute was not so settled as to

impress the people of England with its general desira-
bility.—-— : :
A writer in the Fortnightly Review rvefers to the dis-

pute over the claims arising from the war of 1812 .

which was referred to the Czar, and, on lns'behalf., de-
cided against England by Count Nesselrode.

President Buchanan very coolly avowed some years
after that, * the Czar was selected because he always
sided with the States.”

In 1831 the;King of Holland as arbitrator over the .

dispute as to the frontier line of Maine gave a decision
which the States refused to.recognize, -one ground he-
ing that, between the king's appointment and his de-
cision being rendered he had lost part of his kingdom,
another plea being that the decision was subject to the
sanction or otherwise of the Maine Legislature. Both
these plans were mere subterfuges to justify the States
inrefusing to abide by the arbitrators’ judgment. In
1839 an arbitration was entered into to settle a dispute
between the States and Mexico, the judgment whizh
was rendered being re pudiated by the States, and war

~ made in Mexico in defiance of the seitlement made hy

the arbitrators. ~The Bulmer-Clayton treaty gave

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CITY AND HARBOUR AFFAIRS.

There seems to he a feeling of antagonism growing
between the City and Harbour authorities regarding
the harbour and flood protection works arranged for,
now some years ago, and the all-pervading question of
money comes in, This is unfortunate and is much to
he regretted. The general interests are identical; what
is to the advantage of the harbour is fo the advantage
of the city in & pre-eminent degree. The failures of the
past may be a fair subject of discussion, but what is
to be done in the future is the all-important question to
- be considered. Although it has been well understood
by those in the inner circles that trouble was brewing,
it was only when the City Surveyor—Mr. St. George—
made a report last week to the Road Committee on the
failure of the Harbour Commissioners to proceed with
the plan of improvements, so that the temporary dyke
‘could be removed, which, from age, he has on many
_ previous oceasions considered to be now unreliable for

flood protection,—that the trouble became public.

In the addenda to his report Mr. St. George gives the
dates on which the different featnres of the plan No. 6,
“ag it was ealled, were to be completed. In 1803 the
guard pier was to be finished, and after that the other
works of whart extension and flood protection were
to proceed, in designated order, until in 1897 when
the whole scheme, as far as the harbonr was coneerned,

~ would be completed.

The gravamen of the matter as raised is apparently
that nothing has’really been done apart from the par-
tial construction of the: guard pier which, it is well
known, is of itself no protection against floods, but it
is coutended will be useful in preventing the ice from
shoving on the wharves and doing damage.

It is a fact patent to every one that nothing has been
done to carry out plan’ No. 6 except the guard pier
which was to have been completed in 1893 but which -
is yet far from -that stage. Why that work has
taken so long might be an interesting matter for en-
quiry, but it would be fruitless in deciding what is the
best to be done in the present juncture of affairs.

The increased size of the vessels coming here within
the last few years, has suggested to many interested
parties that the plan for further accommodation in the
harbour proposed in plan No. 6, is not the best adapted
for the requirements of the future. The report of
the commission of government engineers sent to ex-
amine the matter, accentuated that opinion and ad-
vised certain echanges in the interest of the harbour.
By the law as it now stands the department of public
works has to approve of fhe new works before they are
begun, and hence the clashing among the engineering
authoritics comes in,  Whatb the outcome may be re-
mains yet to he seen.  'What is for the best general in-
terest should be done regardless of the preconceived
ideas of individuals, T'here seems to he a disposition
in'certain quarters to carp at and annoy the govern-
menb engineers on aceount of their opinions on har-
bour matters. This is unwise and should be depre-
cated. The Public Works Department has in charge
the deepening and improvement of the ship channel,
which is of great importance to the whole country and

espeeially fo Montreal, and the further deepening and*

widening is promised to be continued. Under the man-
agement of the engineer of the department that work

-harbour enlargement as a whole.

has been carried on energetically and so far with suc-
cess for the last few years.

The O'uard pier,which has in some quarters come to
be known facetiously as the “Isle Aux Millions,” has”
been much eriticised from the beginning. The Pro-
vincial Board of Health recommended for sanitary
reasons, that an opening should be left at the upper
end to admit the river water to enter and cleanse the
harbour. The Government Engineer took the same
view of the matter and reported accordingly. The har-
bour engineer strennously objected to the interference,
and it is now well understood that the differences as-
sumed a more extensive range as regards the plan of
The result is that’
the whole questlon of harbour improvements is ab the
present moment in a kind of deadlock.

Time will doubtless bring a proper solution of the
matter, but the sooner it is brought about the hetter it
will be for all interests. There may be some of a dif-
ferent opinion, but it is generally admitted that more
wharfage is required in the upper part of the harbour.
Some important lines complain that they are ata dis-
advantage in having their berths allotted below the
long wharf, and they naturally want to be further up,
nearer their patrons.

The bearing of all this on the trade and commerce
of the country is very important. The local complica-
tions sought to be broughtin should have ne weight in
considering the interest-of the country at large. When
the question of any further payment of money to the
harbour works was up hefore the City Couneil at its
last meeting, the chairman of the Finance Committee
asked for tine fo consider whether or not the city had
an agreeement with the Harbour Board on this mabter,
and the nature of it.

To those who have followed the subject in its various
aspects from time bo time itis well known that the
only agreement was the terms of the by-law for the
million dollar vote for harbour improvements and
flood protection. There may be reason for a re-consid-
eration of the whole question, but it should be put on
the tangible ground that perhaps wise changes might
be made in the whole scheme that would wmeet the re-
quirements of the changed conditions.

Anything that can be done that will remove the
temporary dyke from sight will he most welcome. It
has outlived its—at the time it was builb—prospective
usefulness. Tt was placed on the revetment. wall in
1887, and since that time there has been no flood to
reach above the level of Commissioners street. The
two pumping stations provided by Mr. St. George for
the city have annually proved their value and offici-
ency in dealing with floods below the level of Commis-
sioners streeb. Tf we are to have no more floods to rise
above that level why not at once remove the obsolete
and unsightly object the people have for so many
and years called the temporary dyke, and which dis-
figures the whole front of our noble harbour. '

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THE BOAKD OF TRADE AND THE'
GROCERY COUNCIL. °

We are in receipt of the 24th annual report of the’
Montreal-Board of Trade, which contains more than
the usual amount of valuable statistical information,
all compressed within some 130 pages. Our attention
has been directed specially to the report of the Whole-
sale Grocers’ Association, given on pages 74 to76. The
first paragraph therein refers to interference on the
part of “several wholesale grocery firms in this city”
with its arrangements, houses not connected with the
Association,—but that nevertheless “the Association
has steadfastly continued to hold its own and has main-
tained its agreements” ete. The worthy President, Mr.
Charles Chaput, is probably not wholly unaiare of the
causes of the disfavour with which some of the whole-
sale grocery houses in the city regard the matter. It
was doubtless impossible within the compass of his re-
port to enter into details reciting the causes of this dis-
affection; or he may possibly not be wholly acquainted
with the circumstances. It is no secret among the

* trade that the conditions and agreements of the Asso-

ciation have been violated in certain eases as opportun-
ity was found, and thab but little satisfaction was ob-

tained in reply to complaints formulated at the fime.

Names are withheld for obvious reasons.

Instances have been brought-to our notice, one of
which may suffice. It is that of a retailer in a village
not 200 miles from Montreal who, not far from the he-
ginning of the year just expired, notified the firm who
had been selling  him for some years that he should
be obliged to discontinue his purchases. On lnquiry it
was ascertained that he had been able to purchase from
another member of the Grocers' Association here & bill
of goods on which he was- allowed an extra 2 per cent

- discount beyond that which had been fixed upon by the

terms agreed bo by our wholesale grocers. It is not in

‘ " “this respect alone that violations are complained of, and

it is to be feared that as the case in point resulted in a
transfer of customers, the breach has not in any way
been healed. : : .
Complaints have reached us from time to time affirm-
ing on the part of retail houses atb distant. points that
their orders had been filled at prices and disconnts far
below those fixed upon by the. Association. It would
be interesting tolearn how often city retail grocers
have during the year received goods a day in advance
of the time for making a change in price. We have
heard of instances in which a wholesale house has
shipped so many harréls of sugar (never ordered) just
on the eve of an advance in quotations. Inquiry being
made by the retailer the following day, the invoice was

~ referred to for explanation, and the retailer was thank-

ful for the hint thus significantly and practically con-
veyed. : : < ‘
The President's report is brief and to the point in
other respects, and contains some pertinent suggestions
as to the position of the tariff on teas. He says that.a
duty of 5¢ per b, would not be unfavourably consider-

ed by the trade generally—that it would have little or -

no effect upon the consumer—although the Association
did not favour it when appearing before the Tariff Com-
mission recently, "1t might be objected that such a
duty would bear ratber heavily upon the very cheap

teas, those ranging from 5c to 10¢ or even 20c per 1b.

W

On the first named the tariff as indicated would be 100
per cent; on the last named it would be 25 per cent.
The variety of * ways for killing a cat”isnot
greater than those for avoiding the laws of combines.
One instance must suffice. A wholesale house in this
city wished to obtain a great many dozen of a certain
line which had been over-produced in the United Statess
goods which are also manufactured in this city. The
New York house could not *break the price” fixed by

‘the Association, but it agreed to ship them fourteen

articles for every dozen paid for, or two extra for every
dozen. There are others besides the grocery houses.

MR. CHARLTON VERSUS MR. CHARLTON.

Mr. John Charlton standsin the awkward position
of one whose business interests are liable to conflict
with his political duties. Heisa resident of Canada,
with an establishment across the border. If he stands
by Canada, he stands aside from the States; he might
be happy with either “were t'other dear charmer away,”
but in the presence of both he is necessarily embar-
rassed. c .

Mr. Charlton has been on a visit to Washington fo
talk reciprocity with-Americans. His views are such.
as naturally arise when a man oceupies a dual position,
as no one can look af two opposite points without his
eyes becoming ~ detached in focus, or afflicted with
strabismus, which is a long word for squint. Mr.
Charlton advocates the free entrance of Indian corn
into Canada as food for hogs and cattle. He also ad-
vocates the free entry of pork and beef. That is to.
say, he wishes to stimulate the production of pork and

beef in Canada by one change in the Tariff, and by an< "~ -
other change he wishes to give Americans the husiness . _

of providing Canada with beef and pork. Appaiently
he finds no inconsistency in. thése diametrically con-
trary ecourses, for one emanates from ,John Charlton, -
M.P., Canada ; and the other from John Charlton, Am-
erican lumber merchant. He also advocates the remove
al of all duties on American flonr and meal in order
that the States may supply the Maritime Provinees to
the exclusion of the flour and meal of Ontario and
Manitoba. He is also anxious to crowd out the use of
Nova Scotia coal in all Canada West, including Mont-
real, ' ‘ T

Such is Mr. Charlton’s programme. He wants Am.
ericans to supply Canada with pork, beef, flour, meal,-
corn, coal and manufactures ; and in exchange for this
we are to be given nothing whatever, as the advantage
would be so great of being served by Americans ! It is
a wonderful form of reciprocity—too wonderful to be
ever realized. .

When at Washington Mr. Charlton, M.P., described
Canada as standing at  the parting of the ways. One
path, if taken, would lead her to fall into line with “a
movement for the consolidation and unification of Brit-
ain’s world-wide domain " ; the other course, if taken,
would lead to the “closing of the gup between the

‘United States and Canada,” ‘which is a mere polite
_phrase for annexation. Mr. Charlton desires Canada

to take the latter path, and to detach herself from ‘the
movement for the consolidation and unification of the

Empire. In that wish he does not speak as a Cana~- -
dian, but as-one whose business iuterests are intimately - -«

associated with those of the United States. ‘
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THE PUBLIC ACCOUNTS.

A copy of the $Blue Book containing the Public Ac-
counts of Canada for the fiscal year ended 30th June
1896 has just been received. Reserving for alater date
more extended comment we note in brief that the re-
ceipls on account of Consolidated Fund were $36,618,-
590, and expenditare $36,049,142, showing a deficiency
of $330,652, The expenditure on capital account was
43,716,184, including $2,519,174 on acccount of rail-
ways and canals, $114,825 on public works, $82,184 on
Dominion lands, aund $1,000,000 on militia. 1t Is
rather disquieting to note that the net debt was in-
ereased during the year by $5,425,505, and amounted
on June 30 to $258,497,432. The new Ministry, it is
hoped, will soon show us that the policy of economy
which was such o prominent ““plank ™ in their political
platform during the election campaign last year is not
less prominent now that the wheel of fortune has
turned in their favour. 'The increase came thus :

The first three items are explained in the above. The
Quebee railway subsidy is the capitalization of a liabil-
ity which the Dominion is said to owe to the Quebec
Government as a share of the cost of the bhuilding of
_the North Shore Railway. The amount at the credit
of depositors in the savings banks at the close of the
year was $16,799,318, an increase of $2,348,819 in the
twelve mouths. The cireulation of Dominion notes in-
creasad $85 1,982, and amounted to $20,372,215 when
the year closed. The average rate of interest on the
gross debt was $3.23 per cent aguinst $3.20 per cent
the previous year, while on the net debt the rate was
$2.80 per cent against $2.87 per cent in 1895,
Deputy Mlmqtel of Iinance gives a brief summary of

THYE DUTY ON COAL OIL.

At the Quebee sitting of the Tariff Commission, Mr,
“A. L. Vallerand, a dealel in coal oil, submitted some
suggestions for a reform of the tariff respecting coal
oil which are of considerable practical interest. Instead
of having a duty on American crude oil at 3 cents per

imperial gallon for making gas only, he suggested that.

it be made general at the following rates of duty :

3} cents per imperial gallon on American crude for all
purposes, with no restrictions whatever, packages free.
7'cents per imperial gallon on American refined oils
compounded oils, as well as on its products, covering
the whole tariff ; packages should be free. Mr. Valle-
rand, thought that this would meet every one's interests,
Producers of Capadian crude oil would be sufficiently
protected. Canadian oil refiners would become refiners
and compounders of American oils as well. That would

benefit the laboring classes considerably, and, ag the

The"

" $9,341, was the amount.

refining and compounding would materially increase,
the consumers would buy a far better oil much cheaper.
The Government would also derive more revenue, with-
out encroachmg upon any one's interests, as the pro-
duction was at present insufficient for the Dominitn's -
wants. /The changes made in 1893-4 were made, Mr.
Vallerand stated, by the late Governiment as suggested
by that powerful trust, the Standard Oil Company, of
the United States, whose agents were stationed all over
the country. In Montreal, to-day, American refined
was sold at 19 to 22 cents per imperial gallon, wnole-
sale, and Canadian refined at 14 to 15 cents. Although
the duty had been taken off in 1893-94, the price of oil
had remained the same ever since. If the Canadian oil
industry was wiped out, the country would have to pay
just what the Americans wished to ask for their oil.
The following table contains the only trustworthy
statistics of Canadian production of oil that are at
present av‘ulable, and these figures do nob give the total
production, since the quantity of crude oil, use as sueh,
is not included :—

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THE LONDON GOLD AND SILVER MARKET.

As was anticipatdd at the end of 1805 the London silver
market has been singularly steady during the past year not-
withstanding that there has been disturbing influences at work
whicl: might have caused considerable variations. The av-
erage price of bars, howeves, from HFebruary to August
ranged between 81d and 31 7-16d per ounce, the highest
point, 51 9-16d., being touched on three occasions—Feb, 24,
March 13, and June 25—fox ouly one or two days each time.
In September a very gradual decline developed itself; but it
was only toward the end of October that the quotation fell
below 30d, the lowest being 294d on Nov, 5 on the news of
the defuat of vhe fres silver candidate for the Presidency of
the United States.

Thursday Ev'g., Jan. 21si, 1897,

Rejailers, too, report & less active
weelk, and even the ¢ January sales ” have
not attracted so much business as had been
hoped. $till, better things are looked
for in the near future. Locally, a good
deal of interest is being centred on the
Board of Trade elections, and with a large
number of nominations probabilities are
for an oxeciting contest. A feature this
week has been the ILondon fur sales,
which so far have proved very disappoint-
ing, and losses in many cases have result-
ed, -Following are the results of the Hud:

Al-
though more cheerful in sentiment the
market is not actually any firmer than a
weelt ago. In fact, there have been in
brown, bleached and coarse colored cot-
tons instances of buyers being able to do
better than before, with some sellers whose
stocks are growing burdensome, and prices -
show considerable irregularity.
