A word about ber ancestor will not baout of place
bore. Avchibald Hamilton Rowan, a gentleman of
property in the County Down.-ons of the purest
and inest chivalrous characters of any age--was con-
yicted by a packedjury (sometime before the rising of
'91) for having cireulated the famous " Unitiersal
Emancipaion Addresaa' he was defended by Curran in
bis still more famous speech, which will romain a
lasting inemorial of Irish eloquence, but notwith-
standing Curran's eloquence, and the influence of
friçnds, lowan ias convicted and sentanced te (wo
year' imprisoument in Newgate. Ris friends plan-
ned and successfully carried out bis escape, as

1 follows: bis faithful steward was permitted te seo
!him for a fewa minutes in jail, they exckanged
clethes in an incredibly shorttime, and Mr. Rewan
•walked out of Newgate in his stewards "ld ha: and
big coat," passing the turnkeys, escaped. Hm friands
had engaged a schoner te take him te France-the
vessel was mannedby five sailors, whe knew nothing
of the name or character of the person they wore
te carry te France. They agreed te take a persan
te Havre for ne hundred guineas uand te sail the
next morning. The night Mr. Rowan escaped eout
of jail, h boarded the little vessel. The vessel

I however could net sail next morning as intended,
the wind being unfavourable-and continued se for
five er six days.

The morning after Mr. Rowan's escape from jail,
Dublin was full. of the "lue and Cry?' A proclama-
tion offering three thousand pounds (£3,000) reward
for his apprehansion, was immediately issued by the
government. The crew of the schooner were all
Irish-men, some of them wert constantly on shore
one brought on board "the proclamationI" and riead
it sloud te the others in Mr. Rowr.'s presence, oe
of the csew looking steadily at Mr. Rowan during
the reading of it-which accuratuly described the
person for whom the reward was offrod-exclaimed,
" 1'u are the man, thiis s Archibald lanuton RtwanI
Mr. Jowan without a moment's hesitatica answored
Iam Rowan, but you are Irishnmen, act a. yoi think

preper," instantly overy *ne of the orew answared
" fr. Rowan yeu are safe. By us yau sall netur be
given up, ive have agreed to carry you te France, and
there yeu ohall be landsd." Next day the wind was
favourable and the schooner sailed fer Franco, where
they safely landed, as they agreed te do, the Iri
patriot.

Theme poor sailors--to their honor, and te tha
honor of Ireland-accepted the 100 guineas for the
voyage, when any one of them could have had the
three thousand pounde by giving him up. This little
episode of Irish history, records an instance of Irish
virtue and patriotism, equal t. anything found
paraded in the pages of Grecian ore Romau history
and should be fully knowu by our people here, thai
tthey muay appreciate the noble couple that hava boee
se lately amongst us.

TrE LITE EPEaRO NAPOLEON IIL-Lt resultS from
the text of a decuanent. fouad at the Tuileries, and
published by the Provisional Government, and
wrich la new before us, that the Emperor Napoloon
II was, early in July, 1879, ascertained by bis
ànedical attendants te be suffering from the disease
of whichb he as died--calculous pyelitis-and that
theythoe urged the propriety of a physical examin-
atian, to wbich, however, the Emperor only consent-
ed to submit for the first time in December, 1872,
under cbloroform, et theb ands of Sir Henry Thomp-
son. Earlier submission ta treatment for the re-
moal of the calculas might obvioubly have greatly
prolongedhis life. The consideration of the post
mortem statement leads ta the conclusion that the
actual cause of death was unrac accumulation in
the blod, consequent on the advanced state of renal
disease, to which a suddenly fatal comma was con-
secutive. Tie drowsinaess noticed in the published
reports confirms this view. This is lndeed the
cause of morteality which is mot- te bu dreaded
whoere runal disease lurks in the patient, the sub-
Ject of. vesical calculus. Its prebability bald beeu
foreseen, and precautions taken against it in this ln-
stanoe. The amounat of renal disease was, howver,
Ibeynd any means of diagnosis, where, as in thin
case it was secondary ta pressure and not of a pri-
amitive character,-Nedical Reacrd.

Now, inas-
much as neither of these objects could be attempted
without the certainty of arupture vith Great Britain,
itis lboth politic and straightforward te point this
out in an amicable spirit and in good time.

CeLA iN Russai. -LaeNDo, Feb. 5,-The cholera
bas again broken out ia e virulent manuner at several
places ai Russia and Hungary.

REVOLUTION i Bruss.-Tha Revolution is protean
in the disguias it can assume. It adopta character-
istics suited ta each country. I am certain that the
respectable Starophiles little suspect that they are
acting as the pioncera of that plague which ia iavag-
ing other countries. The mania for nationalities is
only ene of the shapes Revolution puts on. It
diverts attentton, it flatters the passions and tIe
ignorance of the Russians; it is quietly undernaining
the soil, taking power and political initiative out of
the bands of thiir present holders; professing te
make publiaopinion all-poverful for the goed of the
people, but really to serve the ends of unprineipled
and godlessa schemers; and then, out of aIl this
comes, sema fine morning, the Revoluion full-blown.
Doubtless there are goed social elements still loft in
Russia; but what of that? Are thera nt sucha
everywhere? The turbélent minerity takes no
account of the well-disposed majority; the moste
dangerous are aiso the meut active and pertinacious;
and they obey the word of command.

Tos CuRco.-Religion might yet act with powex-
ful offset in Russia, for the people hav astill pre-t
servei thei primitive faithb; but, as Mr. Hepworth
Dixon has remarked, the established clergy are net
the men to keep it in vigour and te put it in action
when it is needed. That la why the religious
question ha such a critical thing in Russia, and why
her re-unioi with the the Catholic Church is the
sole condition on which the prinuiple of religion
eau b preserved lere. I bava said this before, and
I do se because I have had il so strongly impressedv

Of
the 5,000,000 who inhabit Belgium, Protestauts
amouat te about 13,000, and the Jews to about 1,500
with perfect freedom of religion. It is at .present
the happlest and mont- prosperous country .In the
world, rejoicinginits nowly-acquired liberty from
the yoke of,Holland. The statistics which I quote
are taken fram official and Parliamentary returns,
and fromn Protestant authorities alono-froma Fred-
erick Martin's Year Book for Politicians and Mer-
chants for the year 1871, tram iKay, travelling
Bachelor of the University o Cambridge, frem
Thom's Almanae, and from Mayhew's "London
Labour and the London Poor." I do net wish te
infer tîat religion i the cause of ail this, but cer.
tainly it does not hinder prosperity. The cause of
th distress of the Catholic Irish is that four-fifths of
their lande were taken from thea and handed over
to Protestants. Nearly ail the rich landlords spend
the incomes derived from their lands out of Ireland,
£4,000,000. ier commerce was destroyed by the
unjust legislation of a foreign parliament; £1,000-
$00 surplus taxes is spent yearly te adora public
parks in London. That neithe religion nor nation-
ality tends te the impoverishing of the Irish ia
proved [rom the immense fortunes and comfortable
circuamstances whih the tens of thousands of Irish
who came ta this country poor, have procured for
themselves by honest industry. Besides, by a most
unjust arrangement made at the time ofthe so-called1
Union in 1800, Ireland must be kept poor. The1
debt of England, at that time, amounted to £450,-1
504,984 sterling-that lP, sisteen and a half times1
the debt of Ireland, which was £28,545,134. Topay
the iaterest on the debt required £17,718,851 ster-
ling; but the Irish interest was paid by £1,244,463.1
I quote trom Parliamentary papers No. 35, in the 
year 1819. It is not a good speculation te take in
as a partner in business eue enormously in debt.E
Ireland at the time of this Union was in a mogt
prosperous condition. The debt ofrelaud, managed
by the English Parliament, increased. It was agreed t

at the time of the Union that all the Irish surplusz
revenue should bo appropriated, ta its own usesi
exclusively.

Exchequer was consolidated with that of England
in 1816, at which time also her debt, under the1
manipulation oftan English Government, had in- f
creased four-fold, and consequently the porer coun-
try, though its riches are culy 7 per cent. as con- ,
pared with England, bas te pay 1@ per cent. ci the
taxes.

If we put tihe loss in Irishi
manufactures at one million yearly we have £69,00o- E
000 ; and computing exported taxes at the samea
average,.we have another £69,000,000-cggregating
£345,009,000 sterlikg. 'But. it may be alleged that I
we are averaging the taxes at' te:higb a figure; on a
the contrary, oue million is considerably below the
mark.

They have the Gospel withont the merci-
ful and soul-sustaining blesings of the Sacraments. a
From the facts and statistics which I have presented, E

patroness of the sciences; and frein the statistics et
Catholicas-comparedwithProtestant countrles, aIe
lias not been unfriendly ta material progress.
