‘This accounts for their si-
fnce and for their surprise. For two days they
were working miglht and main to get their men back
fom Liprandi’s army to the town again, and they
kve now 28,000 men inside. The deserter says
“1he place is a perfect hell.” There are 300 French
sitk and wounded in the bospital ; no English.

A letter from Kamiesch, of the 14th ult., in the
Monitenr de la Flotte, gives the following account
of the flying attack made by an English and French
frigate on the fortifications of Sebastopol, uearest to
the harbor :—¢ At abaut nine o’clock last night the
Valorous, English steam-frigate, boldly steered in
towards the Russian forts,and every eye was directed
towards her mavements.  Ou acriving within proper
rnge she suddenly opened her fire, and we could
dearly distinguish a complete volley of shells fall in
the town, The Russians did not at all expect this
attack, and it was iberefore several minutes before
fort Constantine returned a shot. As to Fort Alex-
ander and the Quarantine batteries, they did not fire
“til a second broadside had been delivered by the
Irigate, which, after. lollowing it up by two others,
returned to her anchorage outside without having
wslained any damage. At about one o’clock in'the
worning, the French steam-frigate Caffurelli got
inder weigh and performed the same mancuvre as
e Vaiorous.

The following isa résumé of all that was really

“ We have news by way of St. Petershurg and
Berlin, by Vienna, by Marseilles; but all these
sources of information are discredited we remem-
ber that the more rapid sources of communication
(viz., the electric telegraph from Dalaklava to Lon-
don) is silent, and by the conjectures to which we are
driven in order to account for that silence. The
steamer Caire brings us intelligence from Balaklava
up to April 17. ‘The narrative is a cheguered one.
General Bizot, the Commander of the I'rench En-
gineers, died of a wound received by hLim in the
trenches, and was buried on the 16th. On the 14th
the French exploded three mines under the Flagstafl
Battery, with only partial effect; and, though the
Russians apprebended an assault, the injury was not
sufficiently great to justify the operation. On the
night of the 13th a sortie took place, which cost the
French 300 men and six officers, but was repulsed
with more than ordinary success, and more than
ordinary slaughter. On the 16th, two of the Rus-
sian ships were burnt. ‘Lhe enemy’s fleet liad ad-
vanced [rom the innermost harbour in order of battle,
and had placed themselves near Fort Nicholus, the
work which defends the southers side of the harbor
of Sebastopol. By the Simois we learn that the
English have taken by assault the ambuscades in
front of tlie Tower of Malakofl and that the Rus-
sians have found . themselves obliged to -abandon
one of their batteries. :In the meanwhile the Rus-
sians appear to be drawing their lines more firmly-
around our position; and the concentration of force
is. if 'we are to believe ‘the reports of deserters,
eaormous.

The great Crimean expedition of England and
France is now apparently destined to reulize the low-
est deep of humiliation. Having expended their
combined streagth upon the fortifications of Sebasto-
pol, harmlessly as a wave breaks upon a rock—the
Allies have been at length oblized to discontinue the
bombardment, * for want of both material and men,”
and the meditaled assault upon the citadel is, of
course, abandoued as the most impassible of enter-
prises; and so, after all the labor and perils of a cam-
paign, unredeemed by any genuine glory, a hasty and
ignominious retreat over the Lluxine seems the sole
hope of the chivalry of England and France.

The last week or so of the bombardinent, espe-
cially, seems (o have been a sheer waste of ammuni-
tion, and the fire finally ceased on the 28th of April.
A curious reason is assigned for the suspension—
“The besiegers liave suspended their fire, coolly ob-
serves the despatch; “in order not to exhaust their
ammuaition.” It is quite evident that the Russian
commander was perfectly familiar with the resources
of the Allies, and he appears to have quietly stood
upon the defensive, while they exhausted themselves
in the vain hope of effecting a breach.

Had' the Allies at any period been adventurous
enough to attempt a storming, there is strong reason
to believe thatit would have incontinently decided
their fate, for the garrisen was perfectly prepared for
the contingency. One incident enables usfo con-
ceive the warm reception designed for the «forforn
hope.” On the 10th of April the French intended
to have spreng four mines whicl they had succeeded
in making under the Flagstafl bastion, but on at-
tempting the mancuvre they could effect the explo-
sion of only three—the result being the destruction of
some insignificant portion of the outworks. ‘The re-

ABANDONMENT ofF T Emprron’s Visit 10
THE CRIMEA—LIAISING oF THE StieE.~The Paris
correspondent of the Lieily News, writing on Satur-

“That which [ reported yesterday as a rumor, I

The Emperor, owing to unforeseen circumstances,
has renounced the idea of going to the Crimea atthe
beginning of next month. ~ You will have inferred,
as the public has done here, from the adjournment of
May 15th of the opening of the Universal Ixhibi-
tion, that his Majesty’s departure would be at least
postponed. It isnol, hawever, to be supposed that
the “impossibility of cempleting the arrangements in
the iaterior of the Palace of Industry by the day
oviginally fised can have weighed a feathers weight
in balancing any such great question relating to the
war, as the moment of the Tmperor’s assumption of
the chiel command of the allied armies.  So longas
tha eriginal determination that the Iixhibition should
be opened on the Ist of May was adlicred to the
Emperor was prepared to inavgurate an incomplete
spectacle, on the ground that enpagements affecting
the Lighest inferests of the civilised world called lhim
hence in a few days alterwards.  If his Majesty, as
[ believe he will do (although it is wot officially so
stated) opens the Exhibition in person on the 15th,

He has never explained his incon-
gruous conduct, for there was no necessity ; every-
body saw its obvious motive. The new temper of
the Administration- has already made itselfl felt in
Parliament in the aid given to independent motions
of an anti-ecclesiastical character. Tlhus, when the
motion for legalizing marriage with a deceased wife's
sister or niece, (that is for assimilating the law of
Britain to what it is with us,) was before the House,
it received the ' hearty support” of Lord Palmerston.
These are among the degrees forbidden by the
Canons of the Church of England. TLord Palmer-
ston said jauntily that they were not forbidden by the
faw of God, but by an act of Parliament called Liord
Lyndhurst’s Act. The bill proposed to exempt
Scotland from ils operation, because public opinion
there was opposed to it; an Irish member begged
that Ireland might also be exempted, assuring the
House that everybody in the Island of Saints looked
upon the idea of such a marriage with-perfect horror.
Thus it is in England that latitudinarian tendencies
are, after all, the strongest.

If we turn from the ministerial {o the conservative
side of the House of Commons, we find cven there,
among the listoric and natural allies of the Churel,
similar symptoms. Lord Stanley, the heir of the
Earl of Derby, told the members of a literary insti-
tution at Preston that, in spite of prejudices to the
conirary, the overtasked workingman could not do
better than devote a part of Sunday to intellectual
culture, and that his views were shared by a majorily
of the enlightened public. The other day, in Parlia-
ment, he gave effect to these principles by speaking
and voting in favor of the radical motien for opening
the British Museum on Sundays. In his speech he
avowed that, “to force upon a class of men, espe-
cially when not vepresented in this House, practices
and modes of thought which we do not ourselves ob-
serve, is consistent with neither religion nor morality.”
The late day of fast and humiliation, unlike all pre-
vious fast days, was greeted with one universal sneer.
So unanimous was this feeling that the British public
could hardly abstain from laughing outright at the
absurdity of remedying the Crimean disaster by that
means.

The anli-ecclesiastical movement will probably, for
some time o come, display itself most prominently
under the guise of a movement for religious equality.
Lnst year the Legislature enabled the Dissenters to
enter and take degrees in the University of Oxford,
the Bishops of the Upper House standing aside,
aftaid to act. A bill for deing away with the bar-
barous Leclesiastical Courts is on the tapis. The
recently introduced measure of Sir Joln Pakington,
for a Nationa! Lducation, proposes to put all sects
upon an equality with the Church of England, a con-
cession the more significant inasmuch as it emanates
from the Conservative side. The church tax can-
not be collected in the large {owns, and the country
parishes are beginning to revolt. A bill for its legal
abolition will soon come before the. House of Lords
with the stamp of approval fixed upon it by the
Commans.  "The august Upper House is the strong-
hold of ecclesiastical bigotry, and is two centuries
behind the Lower in (his respect. That a Jew may
not sit in Parliament—1ihat a witness may not make
a secular affirmation and declaration in liew of a re-
ligious oath or affidavit—that 2 widower may not
marry the sister of his deceased wife—is due, not to
the Commons, but to the Lords, who have repeatedly
thrown out bills for removing those disabilities sent
up to them by the Commons, The Anglican Bishops
will seon have hotler. work before them. The pre-
_carious ienure of their own seats rests. ,en'tirely.. upon
their  good behavior” and the forbearance of the
British public, but a still larger question is in the
backgraund ; it is that of the Irish Church Establish-
‘ment., This odious relic of foreign conguest, this.

- Tre Poor Irisi 18 ExLAND.—On the arrival of the
Elg steamer at Belfast, from Glasgow, on Thursday
‘week, two thinly clad woemen, accompanied by three

having been sent froin Glasgow by the aathorities there
under the provisions of the Poor Law Removal Act.’
The cases of these women present features of extreme
hardship. One of them Sarah Frazer, or Jeunings,
left this coun!ry when six.years of age, and has been
for the last twenty one years in Glasgow, where she
married, and has two children. The other woman,’
wheo also married in Glasgew, and bas one child, has
been resident in this city for the last seventeen years,
Both their husbands were Jaborers, and some days
since, being unemployed, they left their homes for the
puarpose of seeking work. On the following Wednes-
day, the women wers foreced to apply to the work-
house for temporary relief, but when it transpired thgt,
they had been born in freland, the officers, withd
making any farlher inquiries, foreibly detained them
Aill the sailing of the steamer, when a car was pro-
cured and they were conveyed on board, getting ounly a
loaf of bread each. The poor creatures, wilh their
children, suffered considerable during the passage,
and on arriving here expressed the greatest affliction
at being sent away from their husbands. Captain
M*Bride, Deputy Harbor-master, ou learning the par-
ticulars of the case, very humauvely procuted them re-
lief, and had them sent back teGlasgow by the same
steamer after having seen them comfoitably provided
for ou board. They left quite happy in the hape of
being reunited to their husbands on their arrival.—
Belfust Paper.

Tutsu Pavrrrs 1y Cork.—On Monday a case was
brought before the borough magistrates, al the police
office, exhibiting the outrageous charanter of the pro-
ceedings taken, under the existing law of settlement
and removal, in regard Lo our ponr country people. lu
the present instance an employe of oue of the Iuglish
workhouses brought over a number of women, who
had resided many years there, and landed them on
the quays, to find their way nome to their respective
localities.  Some belonging to Limerick le seot onj
but one poor Kerry woman he refused w transmit to
her destination, leaving her in our streets a burthen on
local churity. He was charged before the local ma-
gistrales, in her case, for not acting legally under his
warrant, and turning the woman adrift in Cork with-
out her consent. This morning it seems a fine of 20s.
was recorded against him by the bench, but on his
refusal to pay it, they declined taking auy step to en-
force the payment. This we regand as worse than
useless, for it only encourages such conduct as by
creating a complete conviction ofimpanity for itin the
mind of the offender. 11 the case were one in whicl
the fine could not have been enforced it was worse
than ridiculous te impose it, and i{ it could have been
enforeed It was quite inexeusable not to enforce it.—
Such a penalty as 20s., in any case, was lo have no
eflect, however. The whole law calls loudly and em-
phatically for alteration.— Cork Reporier.

Deatn By Porsow,—A MrystERy.—A fine young
man. aged 19 years, died at Commons, near Duncor-
mack in this county, on Friday morning the 20th in-
stant.

Clancy gave
the pocket with its coutents to his servant, Mary Ma-
grath, who took it home, and luid it on ashelf, intend-
ing to give the cake to her sister’s child,the cake Jonk-
ed so nice, However, on Thursday, a Mrs. Dumphy
and her two children went 1o Clancy’s, when Mary

L Magrath gave them the cake, of which they all par-

took and went home, taking some of the cake with
them., They had not arrived home very long when
they all took sick in their stomachs, Michael Dake,
the deceased, was sitting by the firé at Dumphy’s,
and when he heard what was going on, he said oot of
bravado ¢ you have very delicale stomachs, give me
a bitof the cake and I will eat it,>* which he «¢id, and
went home to his father’s, where he was taken very
ill, and discharged a large quantity of blooad and froth
fromn his stomach, and died the next morning at five
o'clock. Dr. Boeyd, of Bannow, made a post-mortem
examination, and found the stomach showing every
symtoms of arsenic. A piece of the cake was pro-
duced at the inquest and appeared {nll of arsenic.
The verdic was, ¢ death caused by voluutarly eating
part of a cake which contained a large quantity of
poison.” Mrs. Dumphy and her twoshildren are still
very ill, but likely to vecover under the skillful treat-
ment of Dr. Andrew Furlong.— Wezford Independent,
Aprit 25.

And in times like these, when crimes, I do not say of
gigantic, but of eolossal magnitude, are unpunisherl
or praised, to single out for our anathemas au archdea-
con against whose moral character no shadow of an
imputation had been cast, is not the zeal avthorized
by Seripture. In conclusion I remark, that those
who wish to strike at the root of the evil of which your
Lordship so héavily camplains, should set themselves
to repeal the Act of Uniformity, and the vicions system
of subscripiion consequent thereon. ‘

Words are the last resource of those who have no
arguments te offer, and who, unable to give reasons,
are content to get wp a popular “cry-” Thus are
the words, * sectarian, unsectarian,” made to per-
form strange seryice in the Anti-Catholic ranks ; and
the bigot cry,  no sectarian schools,” is the only an-
.swer given lo our simple, and self-evidently just, re-

- quest that, as Catholics, we be not forced to support

a school system of which we cannot conscientionsly
avail ourselves for the education of our children.—
"Our demands for justice are silenced by the answer
—% no sectarianisin in education.”

This is the logie of the Gllobe, the Montreal Wit-
ness, and the other organs of “ Liberal Protestant-
ism 3 and they do well to confine themselves to it,
for such logic is indeed unanswerable. And yet it is
susceplible of an application of which our opponents

" do not seem to dream. For, if ¢ sectarianism? be so

Such schools moreover would
be ¢ seciarian” in the strict sense of the word, be-
cause “cut off” from the Cliristian’ Churcli. They
would, could they be established, be merely * Pro-
testant, or Nou-Catholic schools; and therefare
worthless to the Catholic, or Non-Protesting portion

Catholics indeed, are not po-
sitively prohibited from holding, or teacling schools;
but, as they are heavily taxed for the support of
“public schools” of which they cannot conscieuti-
ously avail themselves, and as they are, for the
most part, too poor to be able to bear the burthen of
paying—first, {or a school which they can not use;
and, secondly, for another to which they can send
their children with a safe conscience—they are as ef-
fectually, though indirectly, deprived of the enjoy-
meat of their rights as freemen, as were the Chris-
tians of the IV, century by the cruel edict of Julian ;
an edict which even the pagan Ammianus Marcelii-
nus finds himself obliged to condemn.* The effect ol
this ¢ unsectarian” policy is thus summed up by our
author :— .

« The Christians were directly forbid to teach ; they
were indirectly forbid tolearn, since theywould not fre-
quent the schools of the Pugans.” ‘

In the same way are Catholics on this Continent—
who can no more frequent the “unsectarian schools of
the Protestants,” than could their predecessors in the
faith, ¢ the schools of the Pagans”—indirectly pro-
hibited [rom either teaching or learning. Because,
unable to support two schools, and being by an iniquit-
ous law compelled to pay for schools which they
can not frequent, they are thus effectually debarred
from the privitege of maintaining such schoals, and
such teachers, as alone they can approve of. And
thus—as did the Pagan Julian with his Protestant
subjects—do ¢ Liberal Protestants™ deal with their
Catholic fellow-citizens. The latter must either ex-
pose the ¢ tender minds of the rising generation to
the impressions of literature and heresy 3 or «if deter-
red by their own scruples, or by those of their parents
from accepling this dangerous mode of instruction,
they must, at the same time, relinquish the benelits of
a liberal edueation.” It is impossible 1o avoid being
strucle with the resemblance betwixt old Paganism,
and modern Protestantism !

The only argument that Protestants can urge in
excuse of their tyrannical behaviour towards Calho-
lics, .is—that the latter have no right to entertain
scruples against sending their children to « public
schools” frequented by Protesiznts, and conducted
upon DProtestant principles.

"Thusthe
scruples of the Christians of the days of Julian
against his © PuBLic ScHooLs,” were not better
founded, nor a bit more reasonable, than are those of
Catholics of the XIX. century against our modern
* pPUBLIC SCHOOLS.” DBut, admitting that they were
—granting, for the sake of argument, that our con-
scientious scruples against the ¢ Common schools” are
fourded on error and misconception, we still contend
that the State is bound to respect them ; because, in
matters of conscience, the State has no jurisdiction
whatsoever., T’he Methodists, the Presbyterians, the
Unitarians, the Baptists, the Mormons, and other Pro-
teslant denominations, may be most unreasonable in
their conscientious scruples against the « Church as by
Law Listablished.” Their objections to the book of
* Common Prayer” may be as unfounded as are our
objections to the *“ Common Schools.”” But, whe(lier
reasonable or unreasonable—well or ill founded—so

tarian State-Schoolism,” that the Apostate Julian
hoped to overcome the obstinacy of the Christians of
the 1V. century; for it isa fact, which Catholics
would do well to remember, that the “ Common
Schoo! system” is essentially a Pagan, and anti-
Christian institution. Thus Gibbon, the Protestant
historian and panegyrist of Julian, tells us that, under
that anti-Christian Emperor :—

# In all the cities of the Roman world the education
ol the youth was entrusted to masters of grammar and
rhetoric,. who were elected by the magistrates, and
sustaiued at the public expense.”— Decline and Fall,

. Nothing, in short, could be more * unsectarian”
than the Roman “ Commen Schools” in the days of
the Pagan Julian ; and it was through their poswerful
influence on the minds of the Roman youth, that he
hoped to eflect what all the sanguinary persecutions
of his predecessors had been unable to accomplish.—
His policy—as Gibbon describes it—was, to deprive
the Christians of all the temporal honors which ren-
dered them respectable in the eyes of the world ; he
excluded them from all offices of trust and emolu-
meat ; and, aaticipating Mr. Putnam and the New
York Legistature, he seized upon the revenues of
the . Bishops, and disallowed all gifts, or bequests of
property to the Christian Clergy. Evidently Julian
.was the father of the « Kuow-Nothings”—and of all
such 25 swear by the name ot Mister George Brown.
-~ But the master stroke of his % Liberal’ policy was,
as'we said above, the ‘establishment throughout the
em;ire of a system of ¢ unsectarian State-School-
1m3” a system which it is the glory of modern Pro-
testant legislators to servilely imitate in their.% Com-
mon Schools.” Having, by an Imperial edict, closed |

long as these scruples exist, and are constientiously
enlerlained—Methodists, Mormons, Baptists, &ec.,
bave the right Lo urge them as a valid plea against
being compelled to puy for the support of places of
worship which they canmot frequent; and against
being taxed to deflray the salaries of teachers from
whose ministry they can derive po profit:  Now, any
argument that is good against compulsory State-
Clinrchisin, is just as good against compulsory State-
Schoolism.

The two systems are identieal in principle, and
must stand or fall together. As Catholics—repudiat-
ing the maxim, that betwixt State and Church—re-
ligion and politics—there should ke no connection—
we recognise the duty of the State to make material
provision for the support, both of Church and School,
of education and religion. DBut we insist that, in
making that waterial provision, the Stalte is bound so
to do if, as to do equal justice to all ils subjects, and
5o as to offer violence to the conscientions scruples of
none.

BLOWING THE COALS.

# Blessed are tbe peace makers,” said our Lord
Biessed are they who cause strile, and prévoke to blood
—is the intreprefation put upon His words by certain
of our cotemporaries, to whom every drunken brawl,
if the combalants happen to be prolessors of different
creeds, furnishes occasion for enforcing their eminent-
ly Protesting doctrines. Thus, 2 drunken row hav-
ing occurred a few days ago at Brockville, ‘in which

That the author of the above "paragraph in the:
Commercial Advertiser was aware ‘that, in writing
that, © @/ accounts concurred in stating that the vic-
tim gave ne other provocation to his assassin than
that of being a Protestant”—he was giving utterance

to a deliberate falsehood, is evident from this—that, on,

the same page he published the account of the whole
affair, as given by a Protestant paper, the Brockvélle
Monitor, of May 8th, and as sworn to before a Coro-
ner’s Jury. T'rom this official account it appears
that, not only the said jury did not attribute the death
of Bradford to religious animosity, but did not even
find a verdict of * murder® or even * manslaughter®
against the man who killed him; so clear was it that
the crime was the result of a drunken brawl, betwixt
a parcel of rowdy blackguards—a lot of Orangemen
oa the ane hand, and two bad Catholics, Boulger
and Haonahan, on the other.  Tn support of this view
of the case, we appeal to the evidence elicited on the
Coroner’s Jury, from the different wiinesses examin-
ed—all of whom were friends of the deceased, and
more or less implicated in the row, of which therefore
they were naturally very caveful to conceal the ori-
gin. However we will let them speale for themsel-
ves. .

“Fhe first witness examined was a man named Jas.
Noble. He depased that on Monday the 14th inst.,
about midnight, immediately before the murder he had
been fighting with the prisoner Haanahan—(it will pre-
sently be seen that this was not the first fight that had
occurred)—that the’ deceased, in company with an-
other man, Michael Murphy, eame upybehind the com-
batants—that Idannahan turned round and grasped ene
of the new comers, Bradford, round the waist—that
Baulger then came up and struck a blow at Brad{ord —
that with the assistance of Michael Murphy, the wit-
ness Noble dragged the deceased away, who exclaim-
ed * i murdered amongst you™—that the blood was
pouring down his legs on the side walk, and that
shortly after he expired from the effects of a wound
inflicted by a * dirk knife.”

Michael Murphy was next examined. From him
it was elicited that, at some previous period during
the sane evening; there had been a fight, i which
Nable, prisoners, and several others had taken part—

that the Rev. Mr. Kelly, Catholic clergyman near |

whose house the row look place, came out, and with
much trouble separated the combatants. In the words
of the Brockviile Blonitor : —

¢ He endeavoured by all means in his power to pre-
venl a collision, and to qnell the feelings which the cri-
minals appeared to possess. Previousio the murder he
remonstrated with Boulaer and Hannahan, who were
fiehning®—why or wilh whom the Adonitor does not
tell us—¢ and making night hideous with oaths and
cheering.”?

Trom this it is evident, that, the crime of which the
men Boulger and Hannahan were subsequently guilty
was caused, not by their being Catholics, not because
they were docile and obedient to their clergy—but
because they were not Catholics§ because they were
Protestants in practise ; and beeause they refused to
to listen to, and Protested against, the remonstrances
of their spiritual adviser. However, to continue the
evidence of Michael Murphy : —

He deposed that the fighting having been put an
end to, aud the combatants separated lor the timne, by
the exertions of the priest, he, in company with de-
ceased and several -others, went away to get some
more liquor—« We went round another street lo
avoid Mr. Kelly's house, fearing that he might
suppose they were trying to gel up another fight.”
Somehow or anather however, by one of thase coinei-
dences which wi{ occur in drunken rows, it so lap-
pened that in a few minutes they came upon Noble
and the prisoncr fighting again.  The deceased—who
had sharp ears for a fight—said he thought they were
fighting ; and proposed to witness to go over with bim
to the scene of operations. They did so; when
Hannahan turning round, seized the deceased round
the waist, and then the tragedy as described by the
former witness, took place.

Other witnesses ere examined, but nothing impor-
tant was elicited from them; aod after a consultation
of twenty minutes, the Jury returned a verdict.—
“ We find that the late Bradford came to his death
by wounds inflicted by some sharp instrument in the
hands of Moses Boulger, assisted by Gilbert Hau-
nahan. ‘

We may add that, according to the Brackuille
DNMonitor, Hannahan, one of the prisoners, bad evi-
dently been brutally ill used during the night’s fight-
ing—¢ his face presenting a muilated appearance,
being all swelled, scratehed, and cut.”

That the stabbing of the deceased was a brutal
cowardly act—that the ruffian who did it deserves to
be made-an cxample of—we admit. But, in the
name of common sense, and common humanily, we
deprecate the attempt of the Commercinl Adverti-
ser to make a religious quarrel betwixt Catbolies and
Protestants, because,. in a blackguard drunken row,
one of the latter was stabbed by the {ormer. Wl
were the aggressors,we know not—nor how the figlit,
which the Rev. Mr. Kelly interrupted, but which
was again renewed betwixt Noble and Hannahan,
originated. .

We are sorry to see our esteemed (riend, the Bos-

should, as an American, give the preference to his
pative land over all other countries in the world, is
gat only quite natural, but highly laudable. Fe is
an American, and should therefore love America ;—
put lie is also a Catholic, and should therefore love
ke Church more. No doubt, the United States
wotld suffer morally and materially were the stream
of Trish Catbolic emigration to be suddenly checked,
or diverted to some other country. But the question
is, not, what is best—for the United States 1 but, {or
the Catholic Church? And it is because we sincerely
believe that, in Canada, the Trish Catlolic immigrant
will find greater facilities for practising his religion,

of Catholicity in Canada. A wise general will not
not fritter nway his forces in isolated detachments.—

‘one point where their numbers will ensure success.—
Now, in the United States, so great is the numerical
superiority of Protestantism, that the Catholic imnmi-
gration produces, and can produce, no sensible effect
whatever upon the relative numbers of Catholics and
Protestants; the former are at once absorbed and
lost in the latter.
‘the Catholic and Protestant portions of the popula-
tion are at preseat nearly equal ; but to preserve this
equality, it is of the highest importance that the num-
birs of our Catholic population should be annually
increased by the Trish Catholic immigration; for
which purpose it is quite sufficient. Thus, that Ca-
tlolic emigration, which is merely frittered away in the
United States, would, if directed to Canada—Dbe-
come of the highest importance to the religious and

labors -of the' campaign in the Crimea'and the dan-
gers of ‘the war, have produced z salutary impression
on their spiritual state. As soon as the 21st received
the-order to depart, a great anxiety was expressed to
bave recourse to'the Sacraments, not only amongst
cominon soldiers, but also by mary of the officers.—
During the two or three days preceding their depar-
ture confessors vould hardly be found to suffice for
their wants. Ivery one was desirous of -putting his
conscience in order before he embarked.

SPAIN.

Maprip, APRIL 24,—At the Cortes to-day the
report on the bill brought forward by the govern-
ment relative to the creation of Protestant cemete-
ries was presented and read. Tt is favorable to the
measure. T'le Minister of Finance has stated in the
Cortes that the government had not received any
protest irom the Pope against the sule of the pro-
perty belonging to the clergy.

Political affairs grow from bad to worse. The
telegraph informs us that the project of a law has
been presented by the Minister of the Tnterior, to
prevent the national militia from interfering, as an
armed force, in politics. This project, or rather dis-
cussion, has produced a violent agitation, and by the
last despatelies there seem to have been several at-
tempts at insurrection. In the sitting of 4th April,
the Congress rejected, by 168 voices against 50, a
private vote of M. Vargas Alcade opposed to the
plan of the Government.  On Thursday the wtting
was suspended; the depnties fearing a hostile mani-
festation amidst the four or five thousand persons sur-
rounding the place of the Cortes, deserted their cham-
ber.

Commerce is more and more depressed ; persons of
fortune leave the capital, which is likely to become 2
dangerous residence, and isery increases. There s
nothing new. {rom the provinces, only constant com-
plaints of great distress.— Uniyers. '

TURKEY.

‘THE SurLTAN, AND THE SI1STERS 0F CHARITY.
—The Annales diw Bien relates the following trait,
transmitted by the Sisters of St. Vincent at Constan-
tinople to the Sisters of their Congregation at Paris :

will of a hostile neighbor, and she has there a position
which will secure for her the lion’s shars 'in any fu-
tare spaliation of the Chinese and Japaness Empires,
and will enubla her to threaten not only the commerce
of the Last, but also the Indiaa and Australian pos-
seasions of Great Britaju,

‘“I1 js evident that the present great rebellion in
China_ owes much of its importance and success to
some [oreign ageney, but it is uot yet certain whether
that ageuey is Russian or American, or both combined.
Ona'thing however is clear, namely—that Russin is
the only power which has yel known how to profit by
it; for since ils commencemeni she has obiained,
from the embarrassmeunt of the Caurt of Pekin, a treaty
yielding to her the navigation of the Amoor, and she
has already converted that permission ints absolute
possession of the whele course of the river and an
enormous tract of conntry, above 1,000 miles in Jength
and in some paits as much as 500 in breadih, [Kut,
in addition 1o the mere extension of territory, she has
acquired the exclusive ownership of the Yablounci
Mountains, from which her subjects havealready pro-
cured large quantities of gold and silver by the rudest
methods, and which are said to surpass in mineral
wealth anylhing that has yet been discovered in Ca-
lifornia or Australia. And, what is to her of far greater
importance, she has rained access to the Pacific Ocean
in a temperate climate.

“ The Amoor, which lias a course of 2,240 miles,
is formed by the junction of two rivers, one of which
rises in Mongolia and the other has its source in the
Siberian province of Irkutsk, at no great distance irem
the Lake of Baikal, the waters of which flow by the
Yenisei, into the Frozan Ocean. The most important
of jts tributaries in the Songari, which rises in the
mountains 1o the north Corea and is almost as noble a
river as itself. Cannon and stores are already carried
down the Ameor by steamboats, and sent frum its
month to the Russian possession in America; and it
may, at no distant day, be one of the great channels
of European and Asiatic commerce, for the watercom-
munication between the Baltic and the Caspian has
long been complete, and, according to Cottrell, nnly
400 versis, or 260 miles of additional canal, will be
required to connect the Pacific with the Caspian.

‘¢ It is a marvel even iu the history of Russian dip-
lomacy aud Russian success, that at a moment when
she is an object of jealeusy and a eause ot alarm to
every European and Asiatic people, and is actually at
war with tliree great empires, she should have been
able to seenre such an acquisition as the Amoor, and
at the same time so nearly 1o complete a gigantic sys-
tem of inland communication, 8000 miles in Jength,
without more than a vague rumor of her design hav-
ing reached the enlightened and farseeing nations of
the West. Shonld they suffer her to consolidate this
her latest conquest, they will soon discover that the
course of commerce has been changed, the balance of
power altered, aad that the giant, whom they vainly
imagined v be still fettere: by the Soand and the
Bosphorus, has shaken off his chains, and can dely
willh impunity the natives of England, France and the
United States.*”

We hava pledged ourselves 1o destroy her flsels, to
raze her fortresses, to diminish her resources, and to
render her harmless far the future.ft wasa fearful task
al the commencement of war; it is more so now. The
peace establishmeni of Russia was 600,000 men,
while we had ouly 102,000 men,  The disproportion
has immensely increased. Levy afler levy bas been
made until her army has almost doabled its numbers.
Since the death of Nicholas she has ealled inlo exist-
ence a fresh force of 150,000 men, Evary day she
adds to her strength, expands her dimeusions, and be-
comes more colassal. ~ What have we done? Din-
inutive a8 our forces were, are they not less diminutive
in comparison now? Have we made up for our pre-
vious apalhy by onr present exertions 7 Have we
compensated for the smallness of onr permunent #5-
tablishment by the vastness of.our additions? Hare
we raised fresh armies for the field, and organised an
immense reserve at home?
