“ Genon, September 11, 1856.

“We know that you love your country, that
you desire to sée Italy free; free men like your-
selves: ‘ought to sympathise with oppressed men
who combat courageously for their own freedom ;
therefore we come now to ask you in the name
of the workingmen of Italy to give us a proof of
this your love and your desire.” We belong to
that fraction of Italy which is not governed de-
spotically, but we hold ourselves bound in a knot
of unity and duty with our suffering brethren of
the other provinces, and we give our pence to
provide them with arms, of which tyranny has
deprived them, and without which they cannever
hope to emancipate themselves.
__“ Will you, workmen of England, second ou
efforts, and even as we give proof that Italy is
one in our hearts, will you also prove that the
cause of liberty is one in yours! We do not
know whether your laws can prevent you from
subseribing to arm the oppressed Italians, but we
do know that no laws can hinder you from giv-
ing your pence for the emancipation of Italy.—
Now, this work of emancipation cuts many ways,
including the liberation of prisoners menaced by
death, and this spreading of the word of action
and liberty, and each effort needs material means.

“ Give us, then, your offering for the ¢ Eman-
cipation of Italy,’ and may God bless you and
the liberty of your country. -In doing this, you
will be conscious of having done a good work,
and of having proved openly that the workingmen
of all countries aré brothers to-day. And we,
counting our names,  can strengthen ourselves ‘in
such efforts as our duty may lead us to make;

watchbing us and our conduct with love and with

% Friends—The above letter has been forward-
ed to us, and though the Society of the friends
of Italy no longer exists as a body, never had
Italy more individual friends among Englishmen
than at this moment. We therefore have re-
sponded to the appeal of the Sardiman working-

‘men by forming a committee, whose first work 1s

to circulate the above letter among you as widely
as possible, and to submit to your judgment—to
your- sense of right and justice—a brief state-
ment of the condition of Italy at this moment.

“ The population of Italy amounts to 23,937 ,-
100 souls, . Of the number 4,730,500~the sub-
Jects of the King of Sardinia—are free men,

Yearly
revolts, and the -three principal Revolutions of
-1821, 1832, and 1848, have'sent thousands to
the scaffold; The Austrian, Papal, and Neapo-
litan dungeons, swarm at this moment with pri-
soners, whose only offence is that they have tried
to set their country free; and a larger propor-
tion of Italians wander in England and America,
poor, famished, homeless, exiled, for that coun-
try’s sake. Do you think all these examples
serve to strike tervor into:the remaining popula-
tion, that ‘they resign themselves to the 'tyrant
whom as yet no one has succeeded in overthrow-
ing?

The
Italians who are both rich and Iiberal, have been
shot or imprisoned, or exiled long ago; and,
moreover, do you know that, in any part of Italy,
except Sardinia, to know that any person living
in the same town with you, holding iiberal views,
and not to denouncz him to the police, is consi-
dered a crime of high treason, punishable by im-
prisonment for 14 years—perhaps for life?

Itis as if,
when the working classes have decided to strive
for higher wages and shorter hours, an'individual
should rise and say, ¢ Wait, suffer, hope! There
is a manufacturer. in Manchester who gives his

-men fair wages, and who does not eblige them to

work quarters. - Be patient, and in the course of
time he and his four bundred workmen will in-
duce all the -masters of England to do as he
does’ You would reply-—¢ No, we suffer ; we
want higher wages, and shorter hours. 'We must

means that those men goaded beyond human en-
durance—these men'who feel their lives 2 bur-
den and a shame, who, determined (o live as free
men, or to die in the attempt to gain their liberty,
kave in spite of the entreaties of their leaders,
in spite of hope held out for the future, grown
sick of hope deferred, have struck one desperate
reckdess blow, careless of the consequences to
themselves, trusting to attain something for their
country, and the cause, if only by leaving other
martyrs’ names to be recorded and avenged.—
This is the meaning of the past attempts that are
wept over by the great Italian patriots—that are
censured and snecred at by those individuals and

-parties, who, hostile and indifferent to the idea

of a free Italy, seek for pretexts to prove that
the Italians are not unanimous in their desire or
efforts to obtain it.

of her press, what would be the denunciations of
her pulpit, and who can conceive the unbridled
violence of Ler mob, if Naples or Span, or Aus-
tria, recommended a similar document from Ire-
land, to be circulated in these Catholic countries
for the revolution and overtbrow of the British
empire ?.

Mr. E. Jones, the celebrated Chartist agitator
has been lecturing at London on the Government
Church. The following-are extracts :—

“1 will endeayor to show you the State
Churcl, in the following three aspects :—Llistori~
cally, financially and morally. I uadertake to
prove to you, that throughout history, its course
has heen one of mischief, cruelty, plunder and
oppression, and that it has been one of the great-
est bulwarks of despotism, and barriers of free-
dom in the annals of our country ; in the second,
tbat its revenues are raised by spoliation and
maintained by fraud, theft, and false returns; in
the third, that its precept and its practice are
both unchristian, and that it is one of the princi-
pal demoralisers of the people.

“ What is the historical rise, development and
conduct of the Established Church? Tts origin
is a sample of its aftercowrse.  As it began, so
it grew. It flowed from personal vice, and it
pandered throughout to individual iniquity. Itis
another of those pillars of oppression that beaw
the dark roofing of misrule above our heads. [
have shown you the foundation, the erushed pave-
ment of work and idleness, the mosaic of misery
and want, on which the superstructure rests. [
have shown you one of its vasts supports, aristo-
cracy. To-night I bid you touch another. And
liere T wish again to direct your attention to the
facts I shall attempt' to prove; that the Estah-
lished Church has been one of the chief evils of
this country ; . that'it is not the exponent of the
Reformation but its destroyer, and to the full as
cruel and iniquitous as any other church that has
preceded it (you have heard it called the church
of the reformed) ; that it has doue its utmost to
prevent constitutional liberty and parliamentary
legislation (you have heen told that it has saved
our liberties and been the champion of the peo-
ple’s rights) ; that the good the Dissenters and
Presbyterians effected, ‘it effaced; they fought
the battle—the State Church seized the fruits
and nullified the victory; that it has been the
abettor of imrhiorality and vice, and presents not
one redeeming feature to our view, in the least
commensurate with the vast amount of injury it
has effected.

. the question as to whether thero are any survivors or
| not, we owe to the memory of these 135 Englishmen,
whose lives have fallen a sacrifice in the accomplish-
ment of a great geographical problem, that the mys-
tery attending their fate should be cleared up. Be-
sides, he says, we owe it to our national honor that’
we should eccomplish what we have begun; and not
gtand still when the noble object which has eccupied
the atténtion of the whole civilised world for the last
ten years is fairly within our grasp.

The citizens
have appointed a commitiee ta examine into the
matter,

leave them both an easy prey to the malice of
their common adversaries. We are all children
of one mother; we bave been all fed with the
same spiritual food ; and there should therefore be
no other jealousy, no other rivalry amongst us,
than as to who shall approve himeelf the most
faithful, loving, and obedient child.

for mstance, it could be shown that, s a general
rule, 2 boy grew up to be a wrcked drunken,
impure, and dishonest man, because of his early
‘Catholic training—that he was a dangerous mem-
ber of society, just in proportion as he was do-
cile to the precepts of the Church, and, in all
things, conformed his conduct to ber teachings—
that the best Catholics, the most assiduous at
Confession, the most frequent at the Altar, and
the most faitbful in the observance of the fasts,
abstinences, and all other ascetic practices en-
joined by the Church, were the worst citizens,
the most dissolute, immoral and disorderly fre-
quenters of taverns, and the most prone to riot-
ing, excess, drunkenness, and impurity—we should
at once admit that the Montreal Witness had
made out a strong case against “ Romanism.”—
‘Whilst, on the other hand, f it could be shown
that, just in proportion as boys neglected and vio-
lated the lessons instilled into their minds by
“ nuns and friars,” did they grow up to be bad
men—that the Catholic inmates of our jail were
precisely those who were Catholics in name only,
and notin pract:ce--that they had never approach-
ed her Sacraments, aever, or rarely, set their feet
within her temples, and had habitually violated all
ber rules of discipline—we should claim an equally
strong case in favor of Catholicity, and against
Protestantism—i.¢, the denial of Catholicity.
Now, what are the real facts of the case? Is
the Catholic criminal population of our jails re-
cruited from amongst the most obedient, or’ the
most disobedient, sons of the Church? from
amongst those who approach closest to the beau
ideal of the Popish Saint, or from those who do
most recede from this, and therefore most ap-
proxzimate towards the Non-Catholic, or Protest-
ant type? 'We answer without besitation, that,
in every instance it will be found that the Catho-
lic criminal is one whose life bas been a constant
reproach to the -faith which he professed; one
whom, from his conduct, it would be impossible to
distinguish. from a genuine Protestant. He may
call bimself, in faith, a Catholic; but upon en-

‘quiry it will invariably be found that his practice

bas been that of a thorough Protestant. That
like a Protestant,_he never went to Confession ;
that, like a Protestant, he never approached the
Sacraments ; that like a Protestanty he never, or
rarely, heard Mass on Sundays ; that, like a Pro-
testant, he would eat fat pork, if he could get it,
on Fridays; that, like a Protestant, be .never
mortified his flesh with fasting or abstinence—
that, in short, like a Protestant, he bad ‘always
set the autborrty of the Church at ‘defiance, and
had invariably so comported lnmself that no one

could suspect from his conduct that he was any-
thing but a genuine Pope-bating Protestant ; and
finally, that it was decause of this close approxi-
mation to Protestantism,because of his violation of
the precepts of the Church,because of his disregard
of her counsels, and because of Lis deviation from
the models which she had set before his eyes, that
be was a criminal and an inmate of the jail. If this
be "so—and no one who knows anything of our
criminal population will dare to deny it—it would
seem that.a strong -case has been made out- for
“ Romamsm” and against * Protestantism.”

Mr. M‘Ginn, the chief jarler of Montreal, could
easily settle this point, by answering such a sim-

—“Glory to God in the Highest, and on earth
peace”—Protestant eyes are dim, their ears dull,
their senses all too gross for such sights, for such
sounds. They would see only the abject poverty
‘of the parents, and would thence conclude to their
guilt ; they would regard only the humble condi-
tion of the -Child, and send Him off to prison
accordingly, as a “ juvenile oflender,” and a con-
temner of their gréat Deity—Mammon—whom
they worship, with all their heart, with all their
soul, and with all their strength.

In spite however of the diatribes, and the holy
borror of the Montreal Witness at our “ Ro-
mish” superstition, we still persist in drawing a
distinction betwixt crime and poverty, vice and
destitution, betwixt the haunts of immorality, and
the stable of Bethlehem. We will not accept
wealth as a proof of the Divine favor, por the
want of it asa signof guilt; neither will ‘we
admit pauperism in Catholic countries to be a
conclusive evidence of the immorality of Catho-
lic training. . Could we hope to impress upon the
mind of the genuine Protestant, that a boy may
be homeless, fatherless and friendless upon earth,
without being a moral offender—that not having
where to lay one’s head no,more implies guilt to
day, than it did in the days when Our Lord walk-
ed upon earth—we should recommend bim, if
honestly desirous of forming an impartial judg-
ment upon the comparative moral results of Ca-
tholic and Protestant training; to contrast the
criminal—not pauper but criminal—statistics of
Upper and Lower Canada respectively. We
should point to the far greater number of moral
offenders amongst the Anglo-Saxon Protestant
population of Upper Canada, than amongst the
Romish population of the Lower Province, as a
conclusive test of the comparative morality of
these two classes of our community, and of the
relative effects of Catholic and Protestant edu-
cation. ,

In conclusion we again challenge the Mon-
treal Witness to prove by reliable statistics his
-bold assertion that, 88 per cent of the «juvenile
offenders” committed to the Montreal jail during
the past year are, or have ever been, *pupils”
of the nuns® or friars’ schools, eitber in Canada or
elsewhere. 'We pause for a reply.

- For &very body knows what manner of men
these Prlgrrm Fnthers real]y weres That their ob-
Jectm settlmg in‘the 'wilds of North "America was
ot only to escape “from. the, cruel tyranny of thexr
brother Protestants but to estahhsh an ecclcsras—
trca] government or theocracy of their own, in
which’ they might-'be “the : ‘persecutors instead of
the 'perseciited—rthat their whole: system of go-
vernment ¢ivil.and rehgrous, was based upon prin-
crples, not on]y rrreconcrleable with, but the di-
rect opposite. of, those prrncrples wh:ch in the
language ‘of ‘the XIX' century are comprised ug-
der the words: ¢ civil and relmous liberty”—that
the’ Prlgrrm “Fathers would have .deemed them-
selves iusulted. and traduced 1f, in their days, they
‘bad been taxed with' such an utter abandopment
of all. their prrncnples, as is comprrsed under the

-word 'J.‘oleratron,” a2 word which in the ears of

the Puritan’was synonomous with Latitudinarjan-
ism”—that in lberr eyes, to tolerate Popery, or
Eplscopacy, or Quakerism, or Unitarianism or any
ism save their pecuhar Congregahonahsm, was a
rebellion against the Lord, and as the sin of witch-
craft—that in their system- of pohty, none but a
member of "their church could - ‘enjoy the civil
rights of a freeman—that - the. right of the civil
magistrate to punish religious errop with fines,
imprisonment, torture and death was not an acci-
dent, butan essential part, nay the hasis, of theis
whole polity—that this right was invariably ex-
ercised without seruple—and that the entire his-
tory of the New England colony is but a record
of brutal cruelties inflicted by the dominant Pu-
ritans upon all who presumed to exercise the right
of private judgment in religious matters, cruel-
ties which the English authorities were constant-
ly but vainly endeavouring to mitigate—all these
things are so well known to every tyro in history,
that it is not worth while to insist upon them.
There was not a speaker at the late New Eng-
land Celebration who did not know—who did not
know that his bearers knew—and that all s
hearers knew that he knew—that, mn extolling
them as the champions of civil and religious -
berty, he was indulging in cant, pure unmiti-
gated cant ; which again isnota lie merely, but a
llel raised, as Carly]e says, to the highest power of
a lie.

This was unworthy of a Pilgrim Father Cele-
bration ; for with all their faults these men had
some sterling qualities, and at all events never
were guilty of the absurd Lypocrisy of pretend-
ing to be the advocates of “ religious liberty”
except for zhemselves—Why' the pulpit orator
of the day kmows, that, if, in the good old times
of New England he had presumed to broach his
pestilential errors, he would have had his .nose
slit, and his tongue boredwwith a red hotiron ; that
his ears would have been lopped off, and that tied
to the cart’s tail, he would have been whipped
within an inch of his life ; whilst his groans,
bis shrieks, and bieeding back would have beea
pleasant in the eyes of the farr daughters of the
conventicle.

‘What the Protestant sect of Monnons are in
the present century, that were the Pilgrim Fa-
thers in the seventeenth. The latter founded
their Utah on the Atlantic sea board ; and there
set up their peculiar theocratic form of govern-
ment, just as has been done in our days by Joe
Smith, and Brigham Young. In the same sense
and. in 10 other, that the latter are the foremost
champions of “ civil and religious liberty® in this
century, were the Pilgrim Fathers the apostles
of religious freedom in their days. To us,as
Catholics, Puritan and Mormon, Brigham Young,
and Cotton Mather, &c., &e., are alike indiffe-
rent ; we have no more sympathles with, or res-
pect for the one than the other; buta sense of
Justice compels us to enter our prolest against ig-
noring the claims of the more recent Protestant
sect to the honor of being the charhpions and Apos-
tles of civil and rehgrous liberty. Why should we
not lave a ¢ Utah Society” as wellasa “New
England Soclety ’—why should not the names of
Joe Smitk and: Brigham Young be associated
with those of their Protestant predecessors, the
Prlgrrm I‘athcrs" .

It is-with. unmlxed satisfaction that we observe

To the Edifer of the True Wilness.
Quebec, December, 27th, 1856.

Sir—1It is much lamented by the teachers of Lower
Canada, that their grievances Lhave been left unre-
dressed, and their complaints treated with silent con-
tempt during the late debate on separate education.
During this debate, we, of the ¢“inferior race” have
becn Inred along by the hope of “live horse, and
you'll get prass.” The last report of the Superinten-
dent of Education for Lower Canada, shows a total
of 3671 teachers, receiving annually about £2400 from
the Common Schopl! fund, or an average of about
£5 10s cach. Again, we have 24 inspectors receiv-
ing £4406, or a yearly average pay of £183 12s.
The latter useless staff are sent on & mock-mission,
without any authority, save tbat of visiting schools,
examining pupils, and sending half-yearly reports, to
the Superintendent, of the imaginary wonders that
they are working in the progress of education—
wonders fowhere to be seen but in their own studied
€553y8. o

During the late * hard times,” the Logislature aug-
mented the wages of some public servants 25 per
cent; and the Executive, on the kind suggestion of
the Honorable P. J. Q. Gfmuvenu, cxtended the same
privilege to inspectors, besides reatricting their visits
from quarterly to semi-annual. The report of the
Special Committec of 1852 showed an account of
419 teachers working out a miserable existence on
an average pay of less than £24'a year, without
board.. Here, thén,were public scrvants under ‘govern-
ment patronage, reduced to & low state of destitution
by the adverse fortune of being school teachers;
worse paid and more despised for their poverty than
menials. Who has heard 2 solitary voice from the
Legislature to raise those teachers from their lowly
conilition? Did the Executive make any move dur-
ing the almost famine prices of food, to grant them
€25 per cent angmentation 7’ Noj-they were in too
low a state of drudgery to attract the sympathy of
our bloated legislators; they bad neither time nor
ihe means of appearing in society, nor the impn-
dence, of course, to address their grievances to those
two faced worthies who indulge luxuriously on the
public wealth. Neither would any -of ‘our mere
teachers, like some inspectors, arrogantly presume
to go pick bones at the Cauchon Dinner, :and drink
brandy toasts, or address compliments to the Honor-
able Commissioner of Crown Lands. % .- -
*Add, again, to the bare faced injustice exercised on

‘teachers, ihe " delay of their half-yearly  payments; |
_Bometimes extended - four or ‘five months beyond the
"proper time, in consequence of-thé von-payment of

the gdvernment ‘money, while these‘teachers, under
the effects of abject pioveriy; are tolerated rather from
sufferancé' than as an exponent part of society which

the benefits aceruing from education richly deserve.

By such & recommendation, he might hinve suggested
the merng of establishing 1,135 elementary schools,
atthe annual rate of £6 10s.Government expenges
for each. But there would be too much' self-denial
in such a suggestion. Mr. Lesperance, Inspector for
part of Gaspe, receives a salary of £62 10s for in-
specting one school containing 32 children; lhow
oust the teacher be paid? - = ‘
What s mockery of justice! to pay such an amount
‘from a too limited school fund, to salary a body of
men without power, and in many instances, more un-
fit for their offices than the teachers over whose "¢ in-
‘capacities” and ‘**negligences,” they ‘seem so eager
to.whide, mourn, and bellow ; crying out in vain for
sufficient authority 10 bring under their direct con-
trol, the. teachers whose unenviable position no others
covet. 'What a public humbug, to expect any good
from an Inspector paying two visits yearly to a school
containing- 150 pupils, and after balf au hour spent
in esamining, pretending to furnish the correct answer
required by law for such institutions. .

Notwithstanding this sad picture, we must, never.
theless, be cheerful ; a ray of bope still dawns thro’
the gloom. We ghall soon have & Journal of Edu-
cation, for which. Inspectors can actas travelling
agents; and well-paid correspondents, whose style of
sentiment will cheer us on to ‘ the light of future days ;'
will beguile and wile away our unhappy dreary
bours as we feast our €yes on its rich editorials. We
shall also have a Normal School in which.we can re-
ceive training in the various branches that ensble a
teacher to aspire to £24 or £30 a year; and perhops
acquire a knowledge of some wise system of political
ecopomy, that shall teach us how to live kappily on.
small capital, and dance to the tune of ¢ The good
time is coming."

'Fhe hunting after place,
the grovelling anxiety to put on the official Livery
of « Jack-in-Office”—the greedy hankering after
the—in most cases—degrading wages of the Go-
vernment hireling—are here it Canada, as iu
England and Ireland, the bane of Catholicity,
and the disgrace of our people; the only thing

peculiar to Canada being, that the « Government
hacks” . do sell themselves wonderfully cheap :—

& The modern interpretation of' the principle of as--
societion has become so profoundly rooted in men’s
minds that it ceems a hopeless task alwost to com-
bat it. It makes us, on the one hand, lazy, and on
the other, mere believers in Gevernment. We have
such a notion of the power and vivtue of the civil
authority that we shrink from anything that may
displease it, and will not even do our own duty, be-
cause we expect it 10 be done for us by the Govern-
ment. The people in whose hands les the power of
the State, and those who expect to wield itin their,
turn, contribute all they can towards the propaga-
tion of this delusion, the immediate eflfect of which is
to destroy faith, and convert us into a tribe ol slaves.
We talk of self-reliance and independcnce, and very
often in unchristinn language, but it is dificult to
trace the shadow of those virtues in our public con-
duct. We fall, as it were instinctively, into the
hands of our masters, and humbly beg of them to do
with us according to their sovereign pleasure. If we
can get a place or two for Catholies, we give infinite
thanks, and then, when we find our placemen, like
Mr. Justice Keogh, tura vound upon us, and prose-
cute our Priests, we are cither surprised or shame-
lessly adroit that he could not refuse 10 do what he
did.

“1f we are efer again to become.a Catholic people

within the three kingdoms of the Queen, we must be-
gin anew, and, in the spirit of the first Christians,
assert our place in the empire. It was not by get-
ting places at court, or the government of provinces
for their nephevws, that the early Popes took posses-
sion of Rome. Converts came from the court, from
the bar, the senate, and thearmy, but we do aot bear
that the Pagans promoted them because of their con-
version, or that Christians ever solicited places where
their principlesmight be tried, or where they might
be called upon to punish their fellow-Christians. By
thus abstaining they grew in numbers and in power,
and at last became masters of all the places that were
to be had, because they were none others to take
them. ‘
" The rage for gelting into place s certainly most in-
Jurious to our highest inlerests, and very often futal to
the men who get them. There are some conditions of"
society in which the utmost thati men can do is to
hinder evi], it being almost impossible, bhumanly
speaking, to do good. It may be a humiliating posi-
tion, but it may beall; we must be sometimes satis-
fied with a negative service, and content ourselveg
with a simple opposition. Ifa general cannot beat
the opposing army, he contrives, i’ possible, not to
be beaten himself: and though it may not be very
glorions to escape a defeat, it is still better than |
Deing beaten. 1f we could present before the Govern-
ment of the day a body of men, a3 mere obstructives,
to borrow a word of reproach, we should do better
service 1o the cause of God than by accepting office,
and belping on the unchristian policy of the old Pa-
gans.”

A very important dtscmery has been made
in the Catacombs of St. Calixtus, which has
given new motives for devotion towards the
Blessed Cecilia; the very spot where the body
of the Saint was deposited by the Christians of
her tlmc, has been found, and where the mortal
remains were left until therr removal to the shrine
which now forms the principal ornament of her
Basilica. The Holy Father, whose zeal for the
restoration of the Catacombs is well known, had
given orders that the chapel whick bad received
such a precious charge, should be opeded to the
public on the day of ‘the consecration of this holy
Martyr, and the tomb was opened, not only on
the 92nd November, but also on Sunday the
23rd November, when a great number of the
Taithful offered their devotions at the tomb of
the Blessed Cecilia. The cavity, where the mor-
tal remains of the Saint had been deposited, was
liferally filled with flowers and lighted tapers,
tastefully arranged round the Sanctua.r) It
will be recollected that in the month of May the
Basilica of St. Alexander 1s opened on the an-
niversary of the martyrdom of this holy Pope.—
In a short time the primitive Sanctuaries will, it
is hoped, be opened up, and faith will then have
a well from whence to draw new sentiments of
devotion. T'be- discovery of the spol where the
body of the holy martyr, St. Ceiclia, was depo-
sited, is due to the Chevalier Rossi, who, it is
thought, will be elevated to chair of Archeology,
to Gll the vacancy caused by the death of [
Professor Orisli, of the College of the  Sapi-
enfia.”

The insurrection in Sicily, which bas made a
good deal of noise this week, seems, as far as
accounts have reached us, to be on a small scale,
and of sheht importance. It is more important
that the French and Belgian papers generally at-
tribute it to English arts.
