“ | remain more than ever faithful to the con-
vicuon which you have powted out in my writ-
iugs. All the crvil and political liberties which
coustitute the normal regime of civilized sociely
far from being injurious to the Church, aid its
progress and i1ts glory. It finds in them rivalry,
but at the same Uime rights, struggles but arms,
and those arms emphatcally 1ts own—freedom of
speccl, of association, of charity. Liberty,
liowever, is serviceable to the Church ouly on |
one vondition—that is, that she Lerself enjoys
hiberty, 1 speak here in my own name, without
mission, without authority, relying solely on ao
experience already long and peculiarly ealight-
ened by the state of France for the last ten
years.  But T say without besitation—a free
Charel in a free State, that is my ideal. T add
that ;o modern society the Chureh cannot be
free except where everybody is free. In my
eyes Lhis 15 2 great tlessing and a greal progress.
Auy bow it 15 a fact. Never let the Church be
reproached with not accepting all the liberties
granted by States. In all conntries she accepts
them, and what is more, she makes use of them
—n England as ie the United States, in Prus-
sia us in Holland, everywhere, in & word, where
she is nut subjected {o the gags and {etters 1a-
vented for her. ' .

« The agreement would be complete if Gov-
ernment would accept all the liberties of whick
the Church bas need, instead of making them
the subject of bargains by absolute laws as in
France, confiscating them by odious anaoyances
in Russia, or by trampling them under foot by
brutal iniquity as in Ttaly.

¢ Now, the independence of the Church de-
pends, above all, oo the absolute liberty. of its
chief, the teacher and guardian of the faith, and
that hiberty has bad for its shield during ten cen-
turies a temporal sovereignity constituted inde-
pendently of all States. It depends, moresver,
in the interior of each State on the liberty of
association, the liberty of ¢nstruction, the liber-
ty of charity ; rights which no sensible man pro-
poses Lo reserve for the Church alone, but which
are nol rights it they are oppressed by obstacles
belorehand, instead of being simply subjected to
interference in cases defined by the laws, and de-
cided upon by independent tribunals with publi-
city and tbe power of appeal.

« These are the guarantees and the conditions
for the liberiy of the Church. Now, you vio-
late them all at once—the first by suppressiog
the temporal power of the Pope ; the second,
by dispersing communities ; the third, by coerc-

ing the bishops ; the fourth, by confiscating their
patrimouy.

“JIow, then, would you have religion unite
tiself with a liberty which begins by suppressing
its own.

“ Are you ready to restore to the Sovereign
Pontiff bis temporal sovereignity, a sovereigoiy
which secures lim so much of power aud so much
of resources that, free from all pressure aod all
obligations, be may stretch out bis hands te God
only ?

« Are you prepared to accept the entire liber-
1y of tie Church in your aggrandized States?

«“ Are you prepared 1n the six months which
you allow us to call on the Sovereigns of Europe
to guarantee that liberty 1n thelr Stales—in
France, in Russia, in Pruusia, in Austria, in
Fngland ? If so, you willl be able to speak of
receaciling religion with hberty.

« But instead of this, for ten years past you
bave violated, without amy other pretext than
the right of the strongest, all the treaties, ali.the
engagements soleronly contracted between Pied-
mout and the Holy See. Nay, more, you Ce-
nounced the Sovereign Pontiff at the Congress
of Paris ; you have caluminated his intentions;
you have raversued s acts; bauished bis bi-
shops ; you have braved bhis sentences; you
have violated bis frontiers; you bave invaded
his States ; you have iwprisoned his defenders ;
you have insulted, crushed, bombarded his sol-
diers 7 You make with Garibaldi a rendezvous
in six months’ time over the tomb of the Apos-
tles; and then you say to Catholics, ‘I am
liberty, and I offer you my hand ¢’

# Nn,oo! you are oot hberty, you are but
violence. Do not condemn us to add that you
are falschood ! We are your victims—be it so

" —but we will not be your dupes. You can ac-
pex to Diedmont kingdoms and empires, but I
defy you to rally to your acts one single hon-
est conscience.

« The blessed and necessary concord of reli-
gion and liberty will have its hour ; but if alas !
that hour be long delayed, it will be your fault
and to your eternal dishonour ! .

Yet, with all our esperienco of the past, we must
cordially confess that we were totally -unprepared:
for such a tirade of envenomed malice, such a tor-
rent of vile defamation as that with which the Times
apsails the gallant bearing of the Irish soldiers at
Spoleto. Not content with barefacedly vilifying the
conduct of .the Brigade, it has studiously insulted
Catholic Irishmen in general with the most bitter
taunts and opprobious epithets, and has lied —aye,
basely and wilfully lied in the face of Europe—for-

-getiing, in it blind aod implacable hate, that the
truth wouid soon dash throughout the world, adding
s new balo of lustre and glory to the martial fame
and prowess of old Ireland. Let the readers of the
Irish American, however, bear in mind that the spacizl
correspondent of the Times, 1 Italy, is the truculest
miscreant and bloody-minded Galenga—an Anglic-
ised Italian < of assassination notorieiy, and lately

cxpelled from the Sardinian Parliament for his mis-
deeds in the short-lived Republic of Rome, Such is
there representative of the paper thet would exter-
minate the Trish and Catholicity from the face of the

earth, ‘* Ezx wno disce omnes.”

Almost at the outset of the ‘teditorial,” the writer
in the Times confessea that no account had been re-
ceived of the battle; the telegram had flashed the
joyful music (to English ears) that Spoleto had sur-
rendered, and six bundred Irishmen were prisoners i
the haods of the Sardinians, Withont watting to
test its accuracy, the hireling scribe of Printing
House Square vomited [orth bis splenetic malignity
agaiost Lemoriciere nud the Irish Brigade. With
all the exocerbxation of the eftusion, however, some
few grains of truthare to be gleaned from it-~though
intended by 1he writer for the opposite effect: for
1wstance—'* Aitbough all elsewbere is going wroog;
althongh Lamuriciere has been routed before An-
cons, and guns, ares and generals are among the
spoils, vet there is a resting-place of satistaction in
the desperate gellantry of the noble Irwsh who have
made the defence of Spolsto, if disastrous, still dlus-
trious.” And ibis bas turned out to be sibstantially
true, despite the bitier sneers and gibes of the Times,
The writer then becomes grandiloquent over the dis-
aster of the Brigade, and fulminates bis indignant
anathemas of contempt at its cowardice, or with
caustic and trenchani irony lauds its valor: “ What
brave deeds have been done for the hooor of Ireland.
Bow brightly the valor of the Irish will shine among
the nations.” From first to last the Times has bit-
1erly opposed the Brigade. To enlist for the Pope,
in its estimation, was a crime of the greatest magni-
tade—an ucdertaking never to be forgotten or for-
given—and the rage of tbe T'imes was spent in im-
potent denunciations. The * Wild Geese"” still flock-
ed to the Holy Father in Rome maugre ail the threata
and mepaces and fearful malisons imprecated on
their hesds. *“ We knew they were going outto
dizgrace u3. But then indeed we never sought out
this class of Irishmen fit for the work to which these
men were destined.” True, for these men despised
the British army too much to enter it; and Irishmen
take service in it not from love but necessity, The
Brigade was composed of Volunteers (in the true ac-
ceptation of the word) who had resigned comfort-
able homes and circumstances to embrace hardships,
and with & stern determination and n holy and no-
ble purpose to fight for and protect, the representa-
tive of Christ, and his dominions, against the as-
saults and briganduge rampant throughout distract-
ed ltaly.

The Brigade was mainly officered by men who hed
held commissions in the crack regiments of Great
Britain, The taunts and sneers at Irish cowardice
mny be passed over in silence as tvo coutemptible to
notice—the reputation of Irish valor being too firmly
establisbed in every quarter of the globe to need
apology here, or 1o be lightly impugned even on the
testimony of the Limes. Irich soldiers may mieet re-
verses, may be overwhelmed by superior numbers;
but cowards they bave never been; even on British
autbority they stand confessed the best and ablest
soldiers of the world—that authority being one
competent to give judgment undeterred by the party
malignity of a penoy-a-line scribbler. ¢ They had
no right,” raves the Times, ‘' to go abroad to dis-
grace the name of Britain ju that res;ect, We all
expecled at least, some good rough fightivg from
them. Perbavps, however, we ought to have known
better, How ireackicrous the memory of the Times
must be—how oblivious of facts that bhave happen-
encd in other quarters of the globe within & recent
date. Suppose for a moment that 600 Irishmen—
little better than raw recraits, ill armed—head surren-
dered Lo & corps of 10,000 well disciplined troops,
with siege traiz complete, it would be no extraor-
dinary or remarkable evidenve of cowardice. But
what does the Zimes say to the following unques-
tionable fuct—that 400 Eaglizh veteran troops were
ingloriously routed Ly 800 nrked, untntored savuges.
armed with bews, shot-guns, and tomabawks ouly—
or the fact that o hundful of contewptible Chinese
scattered the flower of British chivalry at the mouth
of the Peiho? The specnl correspondent of the
Times, writing st a late dute from China, rejuctapily
confesses, and with deep humiliation to English pride
that British soldiers were shamefully and disgrace-
felly defeated by the deepised Qhinese. Our read-
ers cao draw their own inferences.

The most ridiculows cunurds and outrageous fulse-
hoods have been perpetrated and circulated regard-
ing Lamoriciere and the Irish Brigade, cue account
represeating bim as a coward! The idea of Lamo-
riciere a coward ! oue of the ableat generals ever pro-
duced by France. Again, we were told he was
shooling the insubordinate Irish by platoons; that
he was disgusted with the Papal service, but could
not honorably withdraw then; these sith a thous-
and monstrous rumors, with ie legible on their face-
were circulated through Europe and Amectica with-
out attainieg the object for which they were fabri-
cated. Despite the thick atmosphere of lies which
surrounded the action of the Papul troops—the
truth, at last, like the noonday sun piercing n dense
mass of clouds, bursts forth in all its brilliaocy and
splendor, and we are presented with the affair of
Spoleto, in its true colors, and oh ! how different the
French from the Eaglish version. Spoleto coatain-
ed 700 or 800 men, of whom 260 only wore Irishmen,
misernbly armed ; the attacking force at least 10,000
or 15,000 Bardinians, it was madness to think of op-
posing-such overwhelming odds; and at a council
"of the-officers it was proposed to surrender, but 0'-
Reilly, in the name of the Irisb, indignantly protest-
ed against such a proceeding, and threw himself
with his bandful of men into he citadel determined
to fight to the last, sending word to Rome to that

siers with a bandful of balf-naked Irisk veterans,
and holding the Imperial army at bay until Cremo:
na was saved—and, with awelling pride at the proud
challenge ‘of Sarsfield wheo the Irigh yielded to
overwhelmiing numbers at the Boyne, after & long
day's protracted fight—* Change us kiogs nnd we
will fight you over ‘again.” But language fuils to
express tha throbbing of our heart on reading the
reply of O’'Reilly: when summoned to surrender:
 Return and tell your commander that we ure Irish-
men, and that wesbold this eitadel for God snd tbe
Pope. The Irish:who serve the Pope ere ready to
die, but not to-anrrender ”- Imperative orders, how-
ever, from Rome, compelied them-{v submit, and O'-
Reilly and his heroes sullenly yiclded themselves pri-
sozers. The Irish Brigace in the service of the Pope
has added finotlier chaple. to the laurels of old Ire-
:1a4d, and their conduct is wetl worthy of & nicheiin
Ireland’s temple-of -fame, or- an jnscription. io letters
of gold on the pages of her military acnoais. Had
Lamoriciere 50,000 drilled ‘Trishmen, hé could bave
-held the Papal States pgeigst Garibaldi and, Vietor.
‘Emmanuél combined, and,” at the same, dispensed
wilh the hypoeritical kindness of Napoleon IIL.

The Pope's Brigade may favourably compare with

the Irish Brigade of Louis XIV. -Io every engage-
ment the Irish companies participated and upbeld
ihe national character of undaunted bravery. And
wherever they have yielded it has been to over-
whelming numbers. At Castelfidardo, the Papal
troops had but four gnos, whilst the Sacdinians bad
eighty. Lamoriciere bad 11,000 men, and Cialdini
43,000—guch were the odds. Among otber battles
where Irish glory bas shown in all its brillianey, we
may meation Clontarf, Blackwater, Benburb, Lime-
rick — Almnanza, Fortenoy, Cremons, Oudenarde,
Malplaguet, Ramilies, Blenheim, Vendome, Vittoria,
Luzzars, Cassano, Calcinato, and throngh all the
wars of Lthe Low Countries. In Indiz the bones of
thousands of Irisbmen lie bleaching; 1broughout the
Peninsular war they saved England from: total anni-
bilation ;—Wade, Wellington, Gough, Napier, Wolfe
and other Irishmen whosze names would fill volumes,
have fought and conquered for England. The read-

Sistans oF Cuanirv.—At a late meeting of the
Association for the promotion of Socia! Science, at
Glasgow a paper on the employinent of women was
read by a Misa Parker. We make some extracts re-
lative to the Siaters of Charity :—

The populas noiion of « Sister of Charity ia Eng-
lagd is, that she is always nursing the sick, or search-
ing oa a field of battle for wounded men with a vest-
ige of life in them, or visiting the poor at H‘\exr own
houses—poeticn] and somewhat shadowy Evangel-
ines, with bazkets on their arma.  Butin good truth
these are but o small part of their multifacious du-
ties. They get through in separate divisions aearly
all the work performed (or unperformed) in our
workhouses; they take, feed, clothe, and teach o:-
phan and destitute children, and bring up tbe girls
for service; theytake bodily pessession of the old pec-
ple and the cripples and tend them in other establish-
ments—they distribute wedicines and manage most
of the casual relief tunds of foreign cities. They al-
go~-and let me particularly draw your stlentioa teo
this point-—undertake the care of criminal and va-
grant children. 1 saw in the moath of Apeil last the
grent reformatyry in the Rue de Vanguard, in Paris,
where 100 girls of the lowest ctass—the majority ac-
tuslly prisoners and consigned there by Government
—are uuder the care ¢f the Sisters of Marie-Joseph.
This establishment was founded partly in conse-
quence of the exertions of Madame de Lamartine, xud
it was shown to me by Madsme Lechevalier, who ac-
tually holds the sularied post of Goverament inspee-
tress of the female prizons of Fruces, Why bavenot
we 2180 an inspectress for our female prisons ? Madame |
Lechevalier hus often kuocked up a prison at 11 o
clock al night when she suspected anyibing wrong;
and 1 suw enoagh of lier power of characicr, even
duricg the fow leurs | spent with ber, to convince
me that she wius o woman to hold a legion of female
prisuners in awe  “ Sigters of Charity are n[sq 0w
in Frauee trying to make head against the evils of |
the faetory system.  § had not time, when it Lisong |
last year, 1 travel 40 miles by railway tosse M.
Bonnart's tactory, where they superintend the femsle
workers; but ia the Nerue Jes dewx Moadvs tor last
Pebruary is to be found o very inleresting accotnl
of three establishwents where the young gicl aze vn-
gamed in manufactures under the care of disters, —~
ane at Jujucleus, for talfetas ; another st Tatare, fur
blush ; and the third at Ls Seauve, for ribanda.

not feel justified in declaring thar the peopls of
Southern [taly had nou good rensons for throwing off
their allegiznce to their furmer governmeats. Her
Majesty’s Guvernment canpot therefore blame the
King of Sardinia for sssisting them. Lord Jobn
Russell adds:—* Her Majesty’s Government can see
uo gufficient grounds for the cemsure witk which
Austria, France, Prussia and Russia have visited the
acts of the King of Sardinin.” The despatch closes
with the following passage :—* Her Majesty’s Go-
vernment will turn their eyes rather to the gratify-
ing prospect of & people building up the edifice of
their liberties, aad consolidating the work of their
independence, with the sympathies and good wizhea
of Earope.”

As a further instance of the alarmirg spread of
crime in England, we have the testimony of the Re-
corder of Liverpool, who, in charging the graud jury
the other day, spoke as follows:—Crentlemen of the
grand jury, after an interval of nearly two months
I find in my calendar, which is more complete than
the printed copy, 118 casea—81 charged with felony,
and 37 with misdemeanour. This number i3 above
the recent average, and it i3 raised chiefly, I re-
gret o say, by ciiarges againsi persons of cutting
and wounding with knives and other sharp instru-
ments. You will find no fewer than 13 charges of
that description. If acything approaching to sucha
series of savageriea liad been perpetrated from the
period of one assizes to Lhe other in Treland, not only
would the English press have run fairly frantic inits
denunciations of the people, Lut the entire country
would have been placed uoder martial law, or sub-
jected to some summary procedure especially {ramed
for the emergency.—Dublin Telezrapk.

South of the Alps, and a dangerous competitor
for naval supremacy in the Mediterranean. He
has «n object in what he is doing, and that object
wiil most liksly display itsell in the shape of a
beavy bill ot costs charged to Victor Emmuanuei
and whict the latter will have to pay. We bave
not, we inay be sure of it, arrived at it last act
of the druna.

In other respects, the European news is un-
important. Austria sulks behind the ramparts
of ber fained fortresses, and will not, at preseat,
come down and fight, seeing that she bas no Lelp
to expect from Northern Powers. Great Britain
is earuestly addressing hersel to the task of comn-
pleting ber National Defences, and of coustruct-
wg impregnable, iron sheathed moveable batte-
ries—baving on band also Lwo very troublesome
o hitle wars”—one with the Celestials, and the
other with ihe insurgent chiels of New Zealaud.

_The former has been sigvalised by the capture of
the Chinese forls, and a barren victory, which
the Chinese of course represent as a defeat.—
The French and Englsh representatives were
about proceeding to Pekin, but without the army,
to conclude another absurd treaty. ‘They will
be represeuted, as the Times observes, as pevi-
tent rebels, humbly suing for parden and peace
at tlie foot of the Tmperial Throse, and the
whole work of threslng the Chinese will have
to be done over again.

The excitement in the United States on the
« Secession” queslion seems to have somewbat
abated, though the tone of somne of the Southern
States is still loud and blustering.  There is not,
bowever, as yet, any valid reasons for expecting
an immediate rapure of the Union.

Liberals likewise, inasmuch as their religion teach-
es them to do to all men as they ‘vould that men
shiould do unto them; but further than this, there
is nothing in their religion which itnposes upon
them the necessity of marching beneath the ban-
ners of any political party.

So far then the Freemun and the TRUE
WiTNESS seem at last to be at one, and for the
interest of our cause, that cause which we will
assume that both have at heart, we pray that that
unity may continue. Still, as of old, we prepose
our policy as the best adapted to promote Ca-
tholic interests, though worthless towards procur-
ing for any of its individual followers, Govern-
ment situations, or political advancement of any
kind.

and on the other haud, that the Catholics of Up-
per Canada should cordially co-operate with
their coreligionists of the East in opposing to the
death every attempt that may be made, upon any
pretence whatsoever, to increase the influence of
Upper Canada in the Provincial Legislature.
We ask them to fight with us against Repre-
sentation By Population, whilst we should en-
gage ourselves to stand by their sides in their
struggle for Freedom of Education, and religious
equality.

when speaking 1 the name of, and addressing
the Catholic Chiurch, in trust for whom he bolds
the ternporalities in question.

The Reviewer also cepsures, and we think
undeservedly, the action of the Bishops of his
own couatry, for wsisting upoa retainmg in their
hauds the tile deeds of buildings by them dedi-
cated to the worship of God. and for refusing to
comply with the Jaw respecting the registry of
marriages.  But if the action of the Prelates
required vindication—it would be sufficient to
remarl that the State bas no right to impose
special duties upon those to whow it accords
no special privileges; and that therefore, it has
no right to impose the special duty of making a
registry of marriages upen a Catholic Bishop,
since in every raliec respect, it treats bim as a2
simple citizen. [ the State want these regis-
tries, it should pay for them. It may be re-
wmarked also that in order to prevent the risk
even of a Catliolic Church being desecrated, of
its being leased occasionally for a lecture roon,
or opened during the week as a kind of % Bur-
num Curiosily Shap,” it is essentially requisite
that the right of ownershup therein should be
vested in an ecclestastical person ; aud notin a
body of laity, who wight, if iz a bad bumor with
their priest, bid him clear away his things from
the Altar, as the Chair was in requisition for a
Band of * Etliopian Sivgers.”” 'These things
might all occur were a body of laity the owners
of the sacred edifice ; and that 1 may oever rup
the risk even of being o desecrated,and in order
that the due supremacy of the Bishop iy spirit-
vals be maintaised, it i {ndispensably necessary
that i should have the conwol of the teinporal,
Thus has the Church ruled ; and it is because
the Reviewcr would fain republicanise the Chureh,
and assimilate the eccelesiastical to the political
order of the United States, that he objects to
that decision. e sees not yet perbaps whi-
ther he is tending ; hur to be consistent, he
shauld go for Bishops elected for a limited period
by ballot and universal suffrage, and the right of
the majority in any city, ward, or district to or-
dain and appoint the inferior clergy. Pendiog the
adveut of this ecclesiastical willennium, the pow-
er of coercing the Bishop in bis selecuon of
clergg, 15 lo be secured by vesting all church
property iu the haods ot the laity, who would
thus huve the power of bringing a recalcitrant
Prelate 1o their own terns. 1t was precisely
by the same process that in the Middle Ages,
unprineipled kings attempted to exercise domin-
ion over the Church of Christ; and the same
great principle that a }lildebrand bad m bis day
lo assert against the Emperor, has the Ciurch of
this Continent to assert agamst democracy and
the Lyrny of brute majorities.

Aunin on tbe School Question the Reviewer
almost seem to insinuate that education is
a tuvetion of the State, thus countenancing one
of the worst evils of modern Socialism.

This vile fellow, guilty. of a crime
which men of all creeds agree in brandmng with
lnfat_ny, bas been selected by Garibaldi—(and
otincorrectly)—as the true type of the Italian
Patriot, and as one whom a regenerated Italy
shoulgd delight to honor. He has been, by edict
of the Liberator, proulaimed *sacred to his
Country,”—and a pension from the public funds
has been allotted o the surviving relatives of the
triminal.  These things, be 1t remembered, have
been done, not in the heat of the moment, or in
a it of passion, but after mature deliberation, and
33 an exposition of the moral and political prin-
ciples of Garibaldi and his brother patriots.

uch harefaced, dehiberate and public approba-

tion of assassination has disgusted even the not
very scrupulous Naples Correspondent of the
Times—who, in 2 recent communication, thus
comments upon the revolting proceedings:—

 An attempt i3 made to justify the bonours paid
to the memory of the soldier Milano, who tried to
assassinate the Jate King of Naples during n review.
The decree of the 28th of September lust, which pro-
claimed Milano as a person *sacred tothe country,”
and which instituted a dotation fur his relatives ex-
clusively for that act, is one of those faulis ‘* worse
than crimes” which stain the noblest of causes, and
which furnish material ‘to the enemies of Garibaldi.
It is certain that Garibaldi himself would recoil from
imitating the deed for which he has ‘* honoured” the
memory of Milano. King Ferdinand was nssuredly
83 bad a Sovereign as auy nation was cursed
with; aod his system of government oce of the most
execrable that history mukes mention of. But Milano
was not the less an assassin; and the canse of liberty
must not be poliuted by assassinniion.

osis of assassination should not be celebrated by the
soldiers of liberty. It has nothing in common witk
liberty ; ivia as different from the struggle for diberyy
as night from day. Milano doubtless exhibited cou-
rage in his attempt to kill the King in the presence
of the army ; but it is a quality which ho sbows in
common with many who kave, for similar acts, ended
their days upon the seaffold, with the reprubution of
mankind. Guaribaldi bas, uuquestionably, rendered
great servicea to the cause of ltalian independence ;
but the sooner he shakes off the influences which
have led bim 10 this ostentativus sympmthy with the
poinard the better for bis cause and himself. There
are certain crimes which ell parties that wish not
to be dishonoured ngree in denvanciug, aad 1his is
oue of them.

In the
meantime it is coasoling to fiod that the gallant
stand made by Francis I1, against the immense
odds with which be bas bad to coutend bhas,
though unsuccessful, extorted the praise and ad-
miration even of the Loadon Temes. With ali
his faults, Francts 1. of Naples s the only
native actor in tire Ttalian drama for whom it
is possible for a brave or Lonest man to feel the
slightest sympathy. lo s defeat he is more
glortous, more worthy of envy, than Viclor
Euannanuel in his trinmph.

PRUSSIA.

The threc Nortiern Powers agreed at Warsaw 1o
decline any proposition for the assemblizg of o Con-
gres3 on the [talian yuestion.

The relations between the Emperor Francis Joseph
and the Prince Regent of Prussia appeared to be very
good. The Emperor Alexander was e¢xtremely kind
and attentive to his illustrious guestis, aud the only
perceptible differcnce in his treatmeant of them was,
that he was somewhat more punctilious with the
Ewmpezer of Austria than ke was with the Prince-

“straw, with crenelated walls and a deep ditch.

After the - reconnaissnce of the 9th, it was deter-
mined to make a double attack on this position, ae
a8 to turn the left flanks of the Tartars, and drive
them into the forta in their rear.

After marchicg upwards of an hour we arrived bo-
fore Sinho, about s mile from which place General
Napier halted. The plain extended up to the wown
which was apen in front. General Napier's digposi-
tions were soon made ; three Armstrongs in the cen-
tre, three more on the Britisk left fiank, with Stir-
ling's battery to cover the road. And now the Arm-
strongs were ordered to open fire. [ stood by as the
firat gun was fired at a raoge of about 1,200 yurds,
The firat sbell passed barmleasly over-the eaemy. 13
was the only failure. The second shell burst right
in the middle of the largest zroup, and half & dozen
saddles were inatantly empty. For upwards of ten
minates the battery made magnificent practice. Not
8 shell that did not burst in the exact spot to which
it wae directed. Right and left, at 1,200 yaords, at
1,600, at 2,200, were the shells pitched with unerring
accuracy. The Tartars stood for ten minutes, when
they found the place too hot ; so,after some wavering
they took the desperate resolution of attempting to
turn the flanks of the English, and get inta the rear.
Alarge body rashed np the Tien-tzin road, while 4
smaller force advanced oo our left. The latter were
soan disposed of by the three Armstronga. The for-
mer halted when they saw our cavalry, stood irrego-
Inte for o time and then retreated. Captain Stir-
ling brought hi3 battery 1o bear, and pounded them
well in flank.

Juat at this momert the guns of the First Diviszion
and the French were beard on tbe left, 50 the Arm-
stiongs were ordered to cesse firing. I galloped
acro3s 10 Stirling's battery, and was admiring his
practice, when a body of eighty or ainety Tartars
rughed from tieir front 10 1ake his guns in fank, Qp
they came with the most unearibly cries. Capeain
Stirling had barely time to fre two rounds of cise,
when they were within one hundred yardz of the
guns. There was oo iofantry near, but a guard of
25 of Fane's Horse, vpder Lieut. M‘Ciregor, was at-
tached to the bhatiery, Now was the time to test the
Sikbs agninat the Tartars. Lieut. M*Gregor gave
word to charge, and away weat the Sikh:. No
flinching ; every spur was well ia the horse's side,
when one-hall’ the Tartars nmiet them ia full shock.
The effect was ipstantoncous  Qae of the leadine
Sikbs rao his spear right through the body of 2 Mlon-
gol horseman, the head entering at his ebeat and go-
ing out at his back.

The spear broke in tiie middle,tke Mongol feli o the
ground spitied, aud never moved a limb. Lieut,
MiGregor singled out hiz mag, and was {u (Le act
of speacing him, wben anether Tartar dred his
matchlock within 10 vards. The slugs Lit the
Lieutenant ia five places. For a moment e was
blinded vy tihe fire, which burnt his face, but the
work was doze. [ am happy to say shat Lieatesact
M:Gregor is fast recovering. The First Division and
the French, who bad advanced aloag the canseway,
now commenced & tremeadous fire. The Tartars
openad & sharp and harmless tire from gingals aud
matehlocks, but were driven from one intrenchment
to the other by the artillery alone, no infantry hav-
ing been engaged. At the ead of an hour the enemy
had retreated over the river. Sinho was in posses-
sion of the allies. The Sikb horses were muchk ex-
hausted by their struggles in pursuing stray bodies
of Tartars in the mud, so Probyr ordered his men
10t to charge 100 soon. At length, when within 200
yards, the Sikhs bacame difficult o restrain. The
chief Rissildar shouted hia war vell, the others fol-
lawed suit, and dowa they weat full speed after the
Tartars. Away they rushed, helter-skelter, along
the cansewsay, but the little galloways of the enemy
were nearly a mateh for the splendid Arabs after
their days fatigue ; and, to use tbe words of nge of
the officers engaged, they ** killed awfully few, not
more than 50 or 60." Of these no fewer than seven
fell before the sword of Licutemant Anderson.—
Sowar Wayeer Khan, of Fane's Horse, was killed, as
he manfully stood by Licutenant Anderson, Duffadnr
Berjon Singh, of Probyu's was dismounted ; while on
foot be had two desperate eacounters with geveral of
the encmy His life was only saved by several Sowars
going to his assistapce. Fane maintained his well-
earped reputstion. He was the first 1o get a: the
Tartar horsemen, of whom ke gave a good azccount,
though they escaped rather too quickly for his wishes.

After theaction I walked carefully over the ground
The effect of the Armstrong fire was everywhere vi-
sible. Many of the shells had gone strsight through
the embrasures. The wounds were awful. Que mun
was cut completely in two., A shell bad burst right
in the middle of another apd blown him to pieces.
Horses were lying about with their legs banging by
o thread, and the frightful effect of the missiles waa
completely proved. There lay the seciionai picces
into which tuey burat, each shell exploding into 49
fragments, in addition to the top snd lenden casing,
all the same weight and size, sharp-pointed and ac-
gular. Notwithstandiog the tremendaus disadvac:-
agea the enemy acted like brave men. 4,000 or 5,000
Tartar cavalry, with a few gingals, fought agaiost
enormous adds, for the Englizh had upwards of 10,-
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Regeat of Prussia. Should there be a European
Congress for the zettlement of the afairs of Naly,
it witl be found that Austrian and Prussin consider
the conditions of the Treaty concluded a: Vi!lafranca
binding.

Divorce Mape Easy.—The following is the sub-
stance of a bill now before the Vermont Legialature:
—4 A divoroe from bonds’of matrimony may be grant-
ed where either of the parties is an habitual drunkard ;

and wife to be unlawful ; or refuses to cohabit with
each other for the spaee of three years.” According
to the above provision, & wraagling or indiferent
couple have but to agree toliveapart for three
years, and they sre divorced for the asking.
