I was puncteal 1o the time agreed upon with
Senor Manuel, and both father and son being in
readiness, we mounted forthwith, and set off at a
canter.

indeed of any other tangible person, and koown
simply as Katerina, Joan Alvarez to be sure,
had always given out that she was the stray scion
of an illustrious family of the old Gothic blood of
Spaw, consigped to his care uvnder paiaful cir-
cumstances for a while, but - certain tu be ulti-
mately claimed and restored to her nightful posi-
tion wirh prodigious eclat and rejoicings. Tins
was a kind of story that would pever, under any
circumstances, have gone down very well with
me ; and, in the present instance, the Gothic
blood and parentage part of the romance was
quite evidently a fiction, If ever there was a
damsel of the genvine Andalucian race, Katerina
wag one. This her hair, complexion, glancing
Arab eye, agile, shght, yet warmly rounded
figure, quick gushiog susceptibihty of tempera-
ment, and keen eager enjoyment of hfe, unmis-
takably proclaimed. Luisa, now, judging from
appearances, mught bave bad a2 smart sprinkling
of Gothic blood i her veins. She was farer
than Knaterina ; her hair, especially, was wany
shades lighter thap the glossy ebony of Kateri-
na’s loog plaited tresses; and her feet, thongh
well formed erough, and by no means excessivelv
large, were of nothing like such delicate sym
melry as her companion’s, Then ber speech
and manner, compared with the half-Moorish
maiden’s, were unimaginative, cald, and formal.
Livisa, m brief, although, i¢ might be a handsomer
person in a strict sente, wag certataly not a more
l:vable one than Katerina, whose charming face
hewed as many dimples as there were letters in
ber baptismal name. Good well srincipled girls
botb of them withal were, and ardently atiached
to ezch otber—in fact, but for complexions of a
deeper glow, and a certain foreign colormng of
tone aod demesnor, Just such genile, graceful,
heart-breaking damsels as lead caplive the inge-
-auous yonth of Britain, bath north aad south of
the Tweed, Edueation, it 15 true, in a conven
tional sense, they possessed but little, except
the arts of reading, writiog, spelling, and sewing
acquired, I beleve, at a nun’s school, attached
to the not very distant convest-church of ILos
Gozos de Neustra Senora (the Joys of Our
Ladr) ; yet were they superior artists in two at
least of the acecomplishments that atiract and
lascinate maokwd. But then danciog 1 Spain.
In Aundalucia at all events, posifively does come
by nature; and first-class scholars were they
botb, each alter her distinctive bent of mmd, in
tbat primal academy. Music was also theiwrs by
sperial gift of Heaven; for certainly they bad
po teacher in the science,if you except the
organ-swell of the wind, and torrent-voices
sweeping down from the forest clothed sierras in
the not far distance, which might, perbaps, have
gisen resonspce and powér te Lwsa’s rich and
ringing toues 1o the heroic chasts celebrative of
the exploits of Kl Cid Campeadar ; and that you
alwo ignore, as & preceptive influence, the mur-
mured melody ot the Guadalquivir, stealing its
bright way through perfume breathing cistus and
myrtle groves, of which ever a dull ear might
detect a silver echo in Katerina’s Romanres
Morzseos,

But I must have done with this damsel draw—
ing, or I shall get carried oft my feet into atti-
tudes for which I have no wings—they went
with my black bawr and whiskers—and T turo,
therefore, Lo Senor Juan Alvarez, a lithe, sinewy,
black-eyed, black-haired, sallow, shrewd-face
dividual of mddle age, ot neither repulsive nor
prepossessing aspect and manvers, according to
my taste and impression, I was, moreover, very
soon satisfied as we strolled throvgh his old-world
cnltivated vine and olire fields, that he possessed
neither more nor less of sptitude for business
than the generality of his lejsure loving eouniry-
men, albert there would a glimmer now and then
shoo! forth from his deep-set, cavernous, flurried
eves, which convinced me that be was by no
means mdifferent o the matter of profit, if ob-
tainable without much personal eftirt. Qae thing
1 rather like him for ; he was ewidently strongly

Bot to resume this parrative ; T found
Alvarez to be 1o so unbusiness like a mood, so
impatiently 1adifferent to my instructions and ex-
planations relative to an improved mode of pre.

_As she'did come in very soon afterwards—
and I bave no taste either for fatherly or lovely
Taptures on such occastons—1I elipped out, just
to take a turn oe two, and ask myself a few
questions, What ‘could have been the true
meaning of that which I bad seea and heard 2—
"Fhat both Alvarez and Maouel were playwg a
part more-or less deceitful, T had not the shghtest
doubt ;: and' as to the latter, I guessed pretty
well where his secret lay. [El Cronica de
Cadiz had informed him of the death of Don
Lopez de Gonsalvo ; anl haviog thoroughly satis-
Bed himselt tkat Katerina was the true Constan-
<ia, be was desirous of burrymg on the match
before the news reached Alvarez, and nduced
Dbim either to nsist upon more onerous conditions,
or possibly to break off the negotiations altoge-
sher. This I mentally looked on as certain,
with regard to Senor Manuel. -But Alvarez
puzzled me. My first vague impression had

Inglese
perhaps, as least Jiablé to suspicion—should come
over and confer with bim, Juan Alvarez, as if
upon business. _ :

Alfonso’s miserable phiz inflienced me more
than tbe merchant’s proferred hberality. ~The
disappoiotment he was sufferiog under is, I know,
fatal only, like the maladie de mer,to exces-
sively weak and sepsitive organizations, but, like
tbat also 1o another respect, 1t is cruelly distress-
ing whilst 1t lasts; and I consented, after a little
besitation, to do my best fo set the troubled
course of true love smooth again. Two hours
afterwards I was on the road to San Lucar, it
having taken Alfonso all that time to indite the
voluminous love epistle | had undertaken to place
in Coustancia’s hands, but which, I rejoiced to
think, it formed no part of my self-imposed mis-
ston to read.

FENIANIBM IN ITS RELATIONS WITH THE
STATE AND CATHOLICISM.

The ‘ollowing appears in Berrow's Worcester Jour-
nal:—

Drar Sir.—No one can be more anxious than a
Oatholic priest to see the State, and indeed every
wember of society, from the highest to the lowest,
gecured againgt the detestable plots and machiaations
of unprincipled revoiutionists, who, acting in opposi-
tion to God and to God’s Ohurch, entail on society
multifarious miseries. Catholica are, and have sl-
ways been, a2 & body, the mest loyal of subjects.
Even kings who bad persecated them bave, when in
their power and entirely dependent on their fidelity,
ever found them most falthful. Ohbarles I. openly
avowed that Oatholics wers his most loysl subjects;
whilat Oharles II. experimentally proved their de-
votednesa both before aud after the fatal battle of
Worcester. Though solicited, bribed, influenced by
every human consideration to abandon the monarch
to the mercies of bloodthirsty Cromwellian rebels,
they would not do 80 ; they preferred their allegisnce
to riches and honors and every otber attestation of
revolutionary favor. Even in the hour of greatest
pressure and injustice Oatholica were wiliing to for-
got their own grievances snd the crimes of their op-
pressors, and raise up whole legions fur the defence
of their country and Queen. And what was formerly
done they do now ; they man our fleets; they fill our
armies ; they enter on every arduous enterprise. This
they bave done from generation to generation ; and
who. has ever beard of a Catbolie who was a coward
jn the battle field, and not the foremost in the fight
when thus allowed to attest his courage and love of
country, Ask their leaders, and they will tell you
enough of Catholic bravery and of Catholic nnswerv-
ing fidelity ; the papers of the Buke of Wellington are
fortunately not unknowa docaumeuts,
~ And, asif to guard still further the interests of
States the Pontiffa of Rome have passed the most
striogent laws—laws which are of universal applica-
1jon—againat all gecret societies, These having been
proved experimentally to be the focuses of fnsarrec~
tion and disloyalty and crime were solemuly inter.
dicted ; nor priest nor lsyman being permitted to
aggregate themselves to such aseociations. Not only
were Cattolics not permitted to be members of such
gocieties, they were, in case of disobedience, placed
under the ban of the Chureh, and tkus deprived of all
sacramen'al privileges. The priest was ipse fucto
guepended from his sacred ministrations, whilst the
layman was refused, even at the hour of death, in
cage of an obstinate adherence to the societies, the
benefits and consolations of religion These regula-
tiong were not promulgated by the Holy See in conse-
quence of the uprising of the Fenian society; they
existed scores of years prior to the formation of that
destroying and gelf destructive agsociation ;and every
Bighop was and is bound when couferring missionary
jurisdiotion on any priest to limit his faculties in the
following words:—* Notandum Sacerdotem nullam
habere facultatem absoivendi eos qui secretm adscripti
eam degerere recusant.” From this 1t is evident that
the Feniana are in open watfate with the Oatholic
Ohurch, Inetead of ceferring to heras toa Queen
and obeying her as a mother, they oppose her autho-
rity, are under her anathems, and are looked upon as
among the worst enemies both of Church and State.
Not to Catholicism, then, which i3 tbe supernatural
enemy of all rebellious, but to other influences are the
acta of certain desperadces who have filled society
with horror and alarm, and whose plottings and mas
chinatioas are still dreaded and being guarded
against, to be ascribed, Others have raised the storm ;
it ia for them to quell it. They have let loose the
doga of rebellion ; they have to catch and hold them
gafely by the restraining leash. But who are these
othera? This is indeed the important guestion—a
question, bowever, which very few Englishmen are
willing to apswer. Some few, indeed, like Mr. Bright,
have made no mystery of their convictions. They
bave laid the biame at ear own doors. They have
declared that we have goaded the Irishman into fury,
and that if in his fury be has turned upon us no one
can wonder. Kven the worm when trampled upon
rizes up against its crosher. Butit is from other
quarters that we ara to learn the whole trath. Fo-
reigners are not afraid of lookiog fixedly at onr pre-
sent position ; and, when they have traced effecta to
their rea) causes, of npenly stating the origin of ounr
calamities. They say then that the Russell and Pal
merston administrations were the opea fautors of
toreign rebellion. They advocated for other lands
the principle of nationalities and plebiscites, They
did more; they, as well as the princes.and nobles
and merchants and magiswates of this country,
publicly hopored and feted and praised and
almost idolised that sad originator of Italian migery,
misrale, rebelllon, sacrilege, aod blasphemy—tbat
foolish man Garibaldi. They sopplied him and bis
lawless hordes with advice and money aund arms.
They did more ; with their ships they protected, and
with their soldiers they helped the spoilera of Naples
and the Sicilies. Tue [talian Feniaus have made the
avowal :. the avowal has been repeated in'the Pied-
montese and Florentine Assemblies of Deputies, and
published in the records of the Italian Government.
Thus do unbiassed spectators report of us; and as it
geems to me every syllable of the accusation bears
the impress of trath upon it. They make us then
anawerable for the calamities which we are still dev
ploring. Irishmen know—who does not—what has
been done and said in favor of rebellion, and in justi-
fication of the assumptions of democracy over thyones
and all constituted authorities, They know, too,
how many men in whom they trust, both here and
eleewhere, have interpreted our national interference.
Irishmen 8re quck learners—they are quick too in

drawing coneequences —and if tiie contequences flow-
ing from our lessons and-examples juatlly deplorable

results, those results cannot be deaerving of greater
reprobation than the teachers themsglv9s'ot‘ unh_oly
and upsceidl snd revolutionising princip.ed Irigh-
men, then, in consequence of our.cpnduc_t, have gaid,
and their words bave been heard in Enrop_e.and every
quarter of Americs, where they form & mighty peo~
ple.” “We too were once & nation wby ehoild we
not be an independent people again. Is that fo_tbld~
den to ts, in the hour of our discontent and misery,
which is allowed to the Neapolitan and Sicilian, to
the Florentine and Parmese Duchies? England t.old
them to free themselves : why sre we alone inhibited
from claiming for our people independence and 80
Itish throne? What if we have for a ime forf'ened
our national independence; we have still a national
literatore and postry, and lengasge; our nt_nignal
spirit has not fled, nor has cur national patriotlam,
We still live, breathe, feel, move, and act a8 a nation,
England mey bend, but she oever can break our na-
tional character. Force ma) coerce the body, it
camnot trammel the souls of Irishman. The opprea-
gor and his rod we will never kise, nor shall our
aapirations for independence ever cease until Treland
is what she was in the days of her glorious and war-
liks kinga.” Such are the expressed feelinga of Irigh-
men. An elasticity of spirit raises them above the
power of oppressios, and a single ray of hope ma_kes
them rash forward to grasp at shadows and too often
1o plunge themselves and others into inextricable and
aver to be lameotcd miseries. Still, it is difficuit to
see how their Temarks can be fairly answered, if Eng.
land's statements and England’s interference with
other States and England’s palpable encouragement
of rebels, be capable of justification. .

Nor i3 this sll, Ireland hes beea the land of op-
pression and misery for & long while. No one can
travel through it and not be depressed at the sight of
inoamerable ralns, and wrecks, and evidences of the
gloomiest povertyend want. Her miseriea have been
described by the historian, by the orator, and by the
patriot; whilst the songs of her weetest poet are
full ef the bitterest sorrow, and of the most startling
prophecy.

The stranger sball bear thy lament o'er his plains;
The sigh of thy harp shall be sext o’er the deep;
Till thy tyrants themselves, 88 they rivet thy chaios,

Shall pause o'er the songs of their captives and weep.

Some of the greateat thinkers and writers have
detailed the cruel oppression and miseries of Ireland.
Lester, in his history of the “Fate and Condition of
England,” esys, “that Ireland is clearly an invaded
and plundered nation; her degradation ig directly
chargeable to Erogland; snd British cupidity, &c,
bas been the Alpha and Omega of Irish suffering,’ ii.
75. Dr. Smiles observes that * the records of reli.
gions pergecutions in all countries have nothing more
hideous to offer to our notice than the Protestant per-
gecutions of the Irish Catkolics. On them all the
devices of cruelty were exhangted.” Preface to ¢ His~
tory of Ireland,’ Catbolics were forbidden to inetruct
their children ; & price was set on the head of a priest
jost a8 if be bad been & savage ard oot the people’s
soggarth aroon. The apostate son conld expel bis
grey-headed eire from his own home aod possessions;
and eystematioally the Irish were oppressed in order
to drive them into revolt and despoil them of their
property. And ths explains the anomsalous and
otherwige unaccountable fact, that whereas four-fiftha
of the Irish are still Oatholics, more thsn three.
fourtha of the landed property i8 in the hands of Pro-
testants. ‘The short speech of Elizabeth on hearing
of the rebellion of O'Neil ia a full history ot ber horrid
policy. See Lester ii. 82. To adopt the language of
one of the Edinburgh reviewers, *' The conduct of
Elizabeth was guch 88 couird not be excused by any
principle either of justice or necessity.” Deacribing
the general character of the Governmsatal system in
referenca to I:eland, Burke says —" Their declared
otject was to reduce the Catbolics to a miserable
populace, without property, withcut education. .
They divided the nation into two distinct bodies
without common interest, syrapathy, or connection—
one, which was to possess all the franchises, all the
property, all the education; the others wera to be
drawers of water and cutters of turf for them.” Le.
land ig still more explioit: * The favorite object” he
tells us, * of the Irish Governors and Englisa Parlia.
menta was the utter extermination of all the Qatha-
lics of Ireland.” Nay, Clarendon assures ug that
Parliament had sworn to effect their extermination ;
end if they reproached the King, it was because ke
was supposed to be too kind to his Trish subjects
Well migbt Dr. Jobnson eay, " There is no ica'ance,
even in the ten persscutions, of such eeverity ag that,
which hag been exerciged over the Oatholica of [re-
land.” Mind, these histories of horrors have been
banded down from father to son in their entirety;
pothing has heen forgotten ; and these memories kelp
ucfortunately to give a coloring to recent hacdsbips
and uokind words, Who can wonder, then, if a cer-
tain sorenses and a good deal of uneasine:ss be occa-
sionally exhibited ?

What then ahould be the conduct of our Govern-
ment and of Englishmen generally towards our Irish
brethren? Why this : acknowledging past errors, we
should treat them kindly, affectionately, syrapatheti-
cally. We should convince them that we deeply
regret the divide et impera principle, and that at
length equal rights and liberties are to be enjoyed by
all the members of the United Kingdom. The worda
Englishmen and Irishmen should hereafter only indi-
cate a difference of origin, but not a difference of
treatmert, interests, and rights. Were this system
faithfully puraned, every Irishman would be a friend
to England ; and instead of & howling wilderness [re-
land would soon be,

The pride of tbis land and the gem of the ses.”
Truet the noble race : they are, whan well treated
among the very Lest specimens of human nature.
They are elevated, ckivalrous, refined, talented ; they
are also warmhearted, generous, sffable, ready witted,
and emphatically fitted to charm society ; they are,
100, bold and strong and daring, and well able to
contend with aay fee. Trust them, treat them
kin"dly, they will be found to be the best atays and
supports of England., Already they have done much
for us ; not only have tkey increased nur population,
but they have greatly ‘helped In developing our
resources., They have dug our canals, tilled our
lauds, laid down our reilroads, made our docks, and
agsisted us in every kind of omerous labor. fhey
have cheerfully enlisted in our army and navy, have
gallently fought our battles, and In t! e hour of revo-
lution have, a3 abody, been characterised by unflioch-
ing fidelity and loyalty. They have, in fige, added
immensely to the fame of this country as genarals,
orators, judges, siatesmen, lawyerd, poets, and musi-
ciana, Oan these things be known ; and it knowan,
ghall they pags norewarded in consequence of the vil-
lanies of & few woythless men unworthy of the name
of Irishmen ? N ’

One word more ind I shall conclade. I am strongly
of opinion, that wha$ is beiog done here is inconside-
rate and mischievouns, uoder the circumstances. We
are engaged in the veriest skiomachy~fighting with
shadows at the best We are converting our own
fears into enemies, againat which we rush with wore
than Quixotic fury. There is not, I &m sure of thig—
there is not a single Irlshman or Irishwomean or Irish
child resident in this city who has the remotest con-
nsction with Fenianism. Thereis not one who does
not detest it, They hate it because the Ohurch doos
8. . They hate it because they have ever been
taught to detest anarchy and lawlezaness, and to obey
the Sovereign for God's sake., Why, then, swear In
8o many special conatables, and make such prepara-
tions ag are calculated to lead the ignorant and
timorous and mischievous to imagine that danger ig
imminent? Itisbad at any time to awaken fear:
fear often eventuates in panic, and in a panic God
only knows what mischief will be done, The result
of this supererogatory work i¢ this: the Irigh are in-
jured materially 1hey are treated with suspicion, and
now with scorn, and now again with open insuit.

'IRISH INTELLIGENCE,

The Right Rev. Dr, Moriarty, the Oatholic Bishop
of Kerry, who on other occasions has honourably
stood forward to maintain the c4use of loyaity and
order, has addressed the following eircular to the
clergy of bis diogese : ‘

' Venerable Brethern,~ We eaw yesterday in &
Dublin weekly newspaper a list of places where
requiem magses or other go’':mn services were cele-
brated for the persons lately execated in Manchester.
To our great surprise one of the places named was
Killarney. Welose no time to contradict this atate-
ment, which is-a.calombpy, no doubt unintentional,
on the clergy, secular and regalar, of this town, and
which would be, if true, a ecandal to the diocese. As
rome of the Jaity were very pressing in their demaods
“or such services, it may be useful tostate the grounds.
of our refusal. It is, of course, & right and boly
thing to pray for all who died in tbe peace of the
Churek ; and those who pay the last penalty that
human jostice can exact bave a special claim upon
our charity, Prayer for their eouls is the only mercy
with which society can temper the severity of this
dread award. It takes from pupisbment the ap-
pearance of vengeance. It reminds us that God
loves to pardon those whom man condemns. There
are circomotances which render the victims of the
Iate executions more special objects of compassion.
Their erime had not that character of atrocity or
brutality which marks the murder go frequently re-
ported in the English newspapers. It was not per~
petrated through hatred or revenge, or tor gordid
gain, We may charitably suppoee that all concerned
bad wished and hoped to effect their purpose without
shedding humen blood. The maoner in which the
executed met their doom was, by al! accounts, edi-
fying and Christianlike. Many, too, are of opinion
tkat, however certain the alleged facts may be, there
wag not a fair trial inasmuch as the evidence was
proved to be falge with regard to one of the accused.
For these reasons, in addition to the gereral motives
of charity, we prayed for them in secret, and asked
the Almighty to take them to His eternal rest. Now
‘if the demand for special public service was based on
such considerations we ghould not deem it objec-
tiocable on the ground of morality. But it was not
sympathy or compaesion that we asked for, bat
honor ; and it would be falge to assert and childieh to
believe that it was for such reasons that it was
seught to psy public exceptiona! honour to the
decensed. Those among us who planned funeral
processions, or who asked fuperal services, must
bave believed that the conduct of the executed was
praiseworthy, and that they sacrificed their lives in
a just and noble cauge, If their conduct was morally
wrong they should not be made objects of pubiic
bonour and admiration ; and to participate in paying
such honour, or to sanction it, wotld be a violation
of our duty, a8 the divinely appointed guardians of
morality, In what light, then, must we view thoze
acta of violence which eventuated in the death of a
fellow-being.

'First, it seers plain to us that they were per-
petrated in the cause of revolution; and though
these poor raen may not have been conscious of the
tendency of their scts, yet we know that revolution
is the chief form of antagonism to God and to religion
which the spirit of evil assumes in our day.

¢ Secondly, it will not be denied that thesa acts
were done in defence, ang for the furtherence of ‘the
Fenian conspiracy—that is, of an excommunicated
secret society. We tell our people that to belong to
this society is & grievous sio. Usn we at the same
time applaud its champions ? We tell them that the
Sovereign Pontiff forbids us to absolve members of
gecret societies unless they renounce tke society and
repent of the sin, and we are to tell them in the same
breath that it is heroiem and patriotism to fight and
to die for that which the Pope has condemned ? God
forbid that any Kerry priest shoold be ever guilty
of sush double dealing towards the people, and of
goch disrespect to the Holy See!

¢ Thirdly, if those ncts of violence are lawfal and
praiseworthy it muat be lawful and praiceworthy to
repeat them. Are we, a3 prieats of the living God,
vrepared to give such counsel ? s it lawful te fire
shots in a crowded street, with danger to the lives cf
innocont apd unoffencding people? If a band of
Orangemen strove to rescue one of their brotherbood
charged with felony or treason, and, in the effort,
ghot an unarmed Oztholie, should we not deem it
immoral, nay, brutal to give to the homicides a
popular ovation ? We have beard of snother fearful
outrage causing death and damsage to several who
never did harm to us or to our country. Are we
expected to canonize the men who fired the guae
powder at Clerkenwell ? And yet to make & breach
in a gaol wall by a dangerous explosion does not
imply ag direct an intention of bomicide &8 tie Gring
land-laden revolvers. We are told thst political
offences should not be punished with death, If this
doctrine is to be accepted, all political offenders
sbould benefit equally by the immunity it affords.
The British Government, which is deemed the oldest
political offender in this country, may fairly demand
that its gervants shall not be put to death by their
agsailants, It is too much to expect that there
ehould be such a onewided bargain es would give
the power of life and death oaly to the subject and
take it from the ruler. If those who gee to redress
the wrongs of our country will abatain from acts or
threats of violence, there i3 no fear in thie age that
sny amount of written or spoken disaffection will
ever be visited with the last penalty of the law. The
struggle for justice and for reform can be carried to
a favorable issue under the conditions and according
to the rules and principles laid down by the great
Kerryman who bhas been as yet the cnly successfal
champion of Irish freedom.

On ioquiry, however, it was found that Lhe
mysterious hams sad flitches formed a quantity of
disensed meat, which the owner, having no other
way lo get rid of, consigned to the water, from the
deptus of which they now rose accusingly. A more
serious feature of the occuriecce i the fact that for
some days proviously the water had been found totally
uafit for houerho d uies, baviog become very impure,
and the discovery of the cause in the presence of the
corrupted meat led to 1 very general feeliog of io-
dignation among the residents in the neighbourhood,
who had been wuch inconvenienced by the circum

stance.

Ibave not at this mo-
ment access to books of Parliameatary refersnce, ru
ag to cite instances and figures, but it is the _general
practice that select committees or commisgiond on
Irish questions contain a half. more or less, of Eng-
lishmen. In Scotland, on the other hard, such in-
quiries are prosecuted almost golely by Bcotchmen,
occasionally an Eoglishmar is thrown in‘o preserve
the semblance of imperial authority. Tkus I police
that in 1666 there were select o-mmittees of the
Houge of Commons on the legal question of the
menagement ¢f the Registers of Scotland, on the
scclesinntionl question of the Anuvity Tax-on tbe
rural question of the valuation of Lands, and io each
of these wera s dozen Scotchmen to & couple of Eog-
lishmen, while a commitlee of the Houae of Lorés on
glebe "lands was similarly composed W:t!uu the
Ingt faw years we have bad Royal Commissions on
Ednostion, on the Universities, and oa Hypothec
(distreas for rent) in Scotland, ned in all these every
member, if [ mistake not, was & S'cot_c.hmsn. ‘Here
ia eertainly a wide enough distinction in the prac-
tleal and present g-vernment of l_he two countriea.
And I do not hesitate to say that if the Irish system
were imported into the mansgement of S_cotlnnd—
it for our Lord Advocate we had an l_hghsh Becre~
tary ; if the representative of Roya.lty in the Charch
were an Engliskman ; if the exsm’nation iato Scot-
tish grievances wete made with 8 preponderance of
Englishwen to overrule, ia case 9! difference of
opinion, the Scottith majority ; and if the resolution
of the Scottish membera on Suottish bills were babi-
tually set aside by the English representatives—there
wonld be io Beotiand a disaffaction as desp and, if
disregarded, aa dangerons as thers is in Ireland, =

The remedy to which these suggestions poiat has not
only the support of analogy, but the advantage of
simplicity aod esse of introdustion. It peeds o
constitutional change, not even any legislative enacte
meat. Ail that is cecessary is that we aliow Irigh-
men to govern Ireland, sobject to no control bat
that of such general principles as the Imperisl Legie-
lature lays down. Let us leave to them tc abolish
the Trish Charch, let them decide on the application
of the funds, limited cnly by tha rule thata nsw
chureh shall not ba endowed ; let the Irish members,
in the existing or the reformed Parliament, settle
tenao’-right ; let Eoglisk members, wkile they freely
offur friendly counsels, 1esolve to leave the ultimate
arbitrament of Irish questions in Irish hands; let an
Iriah nobleman be Lord Lieutenant, and ae Irishman,
indiffzrently from Ulster or Connaaght, be the Se-
eretary ; ip every Irigh appnintment let an I¢ishman
bave the preference, and let Roman Catholics receive
the proportion of offices due to their numerical
strength, and | will ventute to say that lrish discon-
tent will vapish a8 rapidly and completely as Scot-
tish animosity has doae.’

Rirvarnm. —~Viscount Sycdney, M.P, the Lord
Lieatennnt of Kent, and several other rentlemen
have forwarded & memorial to the Archbisbop of
Canterbury: —They say it is their duty to bring
under your notice the extent to which the tenching
of doctrines of a Romish character and chapges in
the Ritoal have been carriad on in our parish chureh,
aud to appe-1to your Grace to reatore the gervices
of our Oburch and tha teaching of the clergy to that
Seriptural Standard which i3 maictained ia the Ar-
tic'es and Liturgy. The Rituslism arizes from the
views of our rector, the Rev. F. H. Murray, with
regard to tha Euacharist, the priesthood, and the
altar. The doctrines which Mre. Murray teaches may
be ascertained from a letter which he has published
1n tbe Snssex Fypress and from & book centitled The
Eucharistic Maousl, which he Has circuluted. In
this ietter and manual there is abundunt evidence of
doctrinal eentiments at varinnce with the standarde
of our Church, The Sacrament i3 described as ‘a
sacrifice offared up 10 God the Father’ by ths minis-
ter., The Lnrd's tablm i3 represented as an * altar’ on
which a sacrifice 15 offered, and the pri~st i3 assumed
to bave the oflice of a sncrificing priest The doc-
trine of the real presence i3 asserted, and the whole
spirit of the boak and letter are in close uffiaity La
the docirines of the Church of Rame. Your Grace
will feel the grent hardship of either bavicg to listen
to such tenchicg or tv withdraw from onr parish
courch.’ Tha Archbishop ijn ackoowledging the
address seys he h:s received & meaorinl from 24
other influentis] genilemen stating that Mr. Murrny
does pot hold doctrines inconsistent with the teach-
ing of tha Charch of Eegland, aod speak'ng in
grateful term3 of the privileges they enjoy throngh
his winigtry. He bns, therefore no reason to ttink
that the bulk of the congregation are dissatisfied
with the existing order of the services. His Graze
remarks :—* That the doctrine of the Renl Presrnce
in one way or anotheristhe doctrine of the Church of
England it wouid te impossible to deny, for her lan-
guaga atlests this. But it i3 a8 apiritual prezence to be
realized by faith, not a cnrporal presence. It is,
pevertheless, a resl presence in the gsense of its being
effectual for all those purposes for which Christ's
body was broken and his bluad shed ; just ns the
sun though its bodily presence be in the heavens, is
present on exrth fur all the purpoases of light and
beat. Bat our Church warns us that uno sdoration
should be offered either unto the sacremental bread
and wine or t¢ any corporal preseuce of Christ’s na-
tural body and blood’ Arnd ss to any local pre
sence, except in the beart of the believer, she pro-
nouncea nothing.? With regard to the Eucharistic
Maoual, bis Grace considera that is doea not reflect
tbe doctrines of the Cburch of England, sad strongly
objecta to its eirculation,

The peculiar kind of religious fervonr exhibited by
Mr. Pembridge Langston, at the church of St.
Ethelburgs, on Sueday week, is bappily rare. A
general imitation of it would lvad to some very
unedifying scenes. Mr, Langston, as appears by his
recent conduct, remaios to cough whers others come
to pray, fliogs his lepa —they nro rather long - wildly
nbont the aisle, waves his hat instead of eaying,
t Amen, gobbles like a turkey-cock when thaclergy:
man advasces o the altar, and givesa * guffaw’ when
he hears any thing in the sermon that he does not
approve. These practices are certaialy not enjeined
io the rubric. and at first sight we cannnt see why
this very s‘aunch Protestant should indulge in them
But an explanstion ig given. Mr. Langston s a
leather agent at Dalston, snd the church of Sr.
Ethe'burga, Bishopsgate, lain another parish. Never-
theless the soul of this inte ligent leatber man has
been vexed at the thooght tbat the pariebioners of St
Etbelburga were beiag led astray safter strange
practices. Cresses and incenge and other Puseyite
absminatione bud been introdnced, and instesd of
protesting agaiost them the coogregaticn were quies
cent, if pot &8 enting.  But if they =ere so degraded
ra to relish such novelties Mre. Largston of Dalston
wasnot He was not like the old geotieman who
refused to weep at & pathetic permon because he be-
louged to another parish; his great gpirit was not
torn to be reetrained parochial limits; the hide of
his soul, if wo may be allowed the simile, cou'd
gtretch iteelf 80 a3 to symvathise with suffering beyond
the bounds of his own parish. 1t the congregation of
Ethelburga would not do their doty, Mr. Langston
would do it for them. If they would not adopt the
truly Protestant practice of flingi g their Jegs about
the aiale, he would teach them that boly trick. He
would. teach them in coughing, and lead them in a loud
guffaw. But uobappily, thia neither mute nor in-
glorious Tell could not rouse the degenera‘e wretches
to s proper chorus; this Jeony Geddes in man’a
attire flung his right ley instead of a stool, but no
popular enthusiasw hailed theact  The bero was left
alons ; bis martyred spirit was woanded ; and he was
threstened with a peremptory policeman Deprived of
popular gympathy, be was gilenced, not to 5y cowed
bat he averged himself, and bore testimony, by
makiog faces at the clergyman, and expregsing bia
sversion to incense by turning up h's Protestant—
certainly oot Romau —nofe. When Law once paint_
ed the portr1it of Tom Moore, Sydney Smith asked
the artist if he cou'd not manage to throw into the
face a stronger expression of hostility to the Oharch
Establishment. This Protestant facial contortionist
caun, it appears, throw into hia face the concentrated
ergence of opposition to everything that savoura of
Rome. There was one remarkable result of his oa-
pers and grine: the clergyman of the day was eo
disturbed that be forgot to repeat the Fifth Com-
mandment. After this the man who could argne the
leg off an iron put muat hide his diminshed bead.
We only hope that Mr, Langston will abate his pan-
tomime, and that, 8s he has already expunged one
of the Commandmente, he will kindly leave us the
other nime, If he persist in grinoing Away our
Decalogue, we -nust rouse ourselvea to resistance,
and prererve 1t in spite of bis teeth.—Daily Tele~
graph.

Abont the game time there is to be a *Oangress of
the Heads of Earopean Natioos, vnder Napoleon’s
auspices, and susuing rapid progress of the Roman
Imperlal world towards its final ten kingdomed
division, iavolving a complete reconstraction of the
map of Europe.’ This ia perhaps the conference
woich Napoleon is now trying to get up. ° These

avents will be followed by ‘a great agitation throngh-
out the Ohareh militant ;> a fresonstruction of the

sacrifices and oblations in the Jewish Temple, s
spre-a.d,‘ in the second year, of *Infidelity, demo-
cralic despotism, and Jesuitical propagandism ; and
next in the catalogus comes a t great war’ by
Napoleon upon the Pacha of Egypt, in which the
Egyptian army will be Gefeated. The Turkish
empire will be deeolved ; Syria will ba set up iade-
pendently, as also Greece, Egypt and Thrace. These
events complsie the second year. The 1bird jyear
is to bewin with the ascension to heaven of ¢ 144,008
living, watchful Ohristians ' to be followed by an
‘unparalled religious revival ;' and this in turn
by showers of bsil, fire and blood, which will burn
up a third part of the trees and grass—causiog, it
may be supposed, a geaeral scarcity of fruitand milk.
It may be nseful toadd that ‘a few deya’ previous to
the shower there will be an earthquakd, ceused
probably by a pew purchase of territory by Mr.

Itis to te
noticed that most of the plagues, wara, eartbquakes
and otlier troubles are to bappen ic Europe iadeed,
we have great faith ia General Grant's ability
1o leep the peace on our side of the water. s
recently remarked that the couniry needs repose;
and heia not the kind of man 1o et demon-horsemen
or any other kind of vagrant chivaicy go about
making a dizturbance while our beloved eagle wantis
to elrep.

nige bim a8 either Cuptain Desssy or Kelly ; and
after a private examnation Granville wag discharged
from custody, no evidence being forthcoming to im-
plicate bim with any of the Fenian outrages. Heis
indebted eotirely to bis own conduct and statements
for his arsest and the implications connected thera:

Thereis a
momentary ull ia the Fenian excitement; and
the meetings of Irish, and other Catholics, which
Bave been held 1 all parts of the country, indig-
anatly disclaiming all sympathy with the party
engaged 10 revolutionary designs, have, we hope,
kad some effect towards dispething the gross illu-
ston as to the 1deatity of Feniami:m with Catho-
hcity under which some of the people of England
seem to fabor. We learn by telegram that the
Imty of Killarney bave come to an open rupture
with the Catholic clergy of that city, who refused
to take any part w the public demonstrations
honor of the men lately executed at Minchester.

" The French Army Bill has fically passed ; the
people grumble at the prospect it opens out to
¢hem ; and uoless the Emperor can speedily prove
to them that the measure was necessary for the
safety and honor of Fraoce, his popularity will be
greatly impaired in the rural districts. Everyone
therefore looks forward to war as an ievitable
eontingency 10 Europe, and it will be no very
&ficolt matter to fiod the casus bells.  Spaias
w view of the perils te which the independence
of the Sovereign Pontfl is expored, is takiog
steps for the formation of a Papal Legion. Al
was quiet up to latest dates at Rome. There
Bas been another battle between the Turks and
Cretans 10 which victory remained with the lat-
tec: here we bhave mn germ another Eastern
Questiocn.

It we moay believe the correspondent of the
N. Y. World, war between Great Britan and
the U. States is wnevitable. The demand for
sewpeasation for injuries oflicted vpon the com-
frerce of the Northern States by the Confede
rate ship of war Alabama, are to be reiterated
by the Washington Government, with the alter-
mative, “pay or fight.” 'The British Govern-
ment has, as our readers are aware, offered to
submit to arbitration the questions whether com-
peasation at all, and if so te what amount com.

- pensation is due by Great Britam to the govern-
ment of the Nortbern States for injuries caused
By the Alahama ; bt the question as to whether
tbe British Government wus right or wrocg in
reccgnising the belligerent status of the South-
ern or Coslederate States duning the late wer, is
oue which that government refuses to submit to
the judgment of any Foreign Power. That
guestion, in matter of fact, involves the questicn
whetber (he DBritich Government did right :o re-
ceguizing the valdity of the blockade prociaimed
by the Northern States; for to recoguise the
validity of that blockade, 1t was necessary to re-
cognise the belligerent character of the Staies
peoclaiming it, and therefore the belligerent
character of seme other party whose coasts were
Blockaded—{or there can never be but oue bellige.
reat: it takes two to make a quarrel, or to get
ep a fight. Had the British Goveroment refused
to recognize the belligerent rights of the South-
era States, it would have been compelied by the
sterp, inexorable laws of logic, to withhold belli-
gevent rights from the Northern States. Now
the right of blockade is, exclusively a belligerent
reght -to.the exercise of which none but a belli-
gerent can preiend.

If, for instance, the Fenian insurrection 1o
Tceland were to assume such pioportiors as to
cree the British Government to proclans the
wish coast 1 a- state of ‘blockade, and to claim
& consequence the right to exercise belligereny
fights cn the high seas over ships covered by a
weatral Bag: to viait and’ examine them for con-
traband of war; and to seize them as good and

* Eawlul prizes should cuch contraband be found

to recoguise the Fenans as belligerents, granting.
them all customary belligereat rights ; but should
it reluse to adopt this - course, then it-would be
compelled, in self defence to ignore the bellige-
rent character of the British Government, and to
refuse to-the latter the axercise of these bellige-
rights without which the proclaimed blockade
would be impossible. The rule that no mation
can. blockade its own coasts 1s absolute, aod
fouvded on. common sense. When therefore the
Northern States proclaimed the coast and p~ris
of the Soullfern States i a state of blockade, it
-declared them to be the coast and ports of a helli-
gerent ; "and Great Bntain did but recognise a
fact prochimed by the Northern States, when
she recognised the belhigerent character of the
Southern.

The local legislatares of the several component
parts of the Province are in session, but as yet
hase brought forward no great measures. In
Nova Scotia the cry is stil for Repeal ; and if
the press and the meetings be fair expouents of
public sentiment, it 1s but too certain that the
Union 1s anything but popular amongst our fellow
subjects of the Lower Province. They object
to 1t because of the manner io which it was im-
posed upon them, as arbitrary ; they draw the
most gloomy pictures of its probable consequen
ces, which will, so they pretend, crush them
beoeath the weight of debt, and burden them with
an 1ntolerable load of taxation.

In the Dlinerve of the 30th ult., we find an
mteresting account of the reception into the Ca-
tholic Church of a convert from Protestantism,
by the Rev. M. Provencal, Parish Priest of St.
Cesawre.  Our respected contemporary will we
trust pardon us,sf we express our ebjection to
one phrase in the report—a phrase however very
commonly used, though very mncorrectly, by Ca-
tholic Journalists, and one calculated to convey a
very false impression. We allude to the phrase
s abjuration of the Protestant religion.” Tlis
error is of more consequence than many are dis-
posed to admit, for it is an admission that Pro-
testantism per se 19 a religion, in the sense that
Judaism was a religion, or that Catholicism is a
religion.

But this is philosophically false. Protestant-
ism of itself is oot a religion, but merely the
negation of a religion—of the Roman Catholic
rehizion to wit. Not that we mean that Pro-
testants have no religion ; but what religion they
have is not a religion distinct from the Roman
Catholie religion, but part asd parcel of 1t so
that, no matter from what sect he may be re.
ceived into the Roman Catholic Church, the
convert abjures notking, but merely makes pro-
lession of something which previously he had
denied, or protested against. There is not a
Protestant Faith, that i1s to say belief common to
all Protestaats, and by them held as the neces-
sary consequence of their n0f believing what the
Romuin Catholic Church believes and teaches.
When we say of a man that ke 1s a Protestant,
we predicate nothing whatever of bis fatth or
religtous optnions more than this: —that he s not
a Catholic, that he does 70f believe all that the
Roman Catholic Church believes and teaches
but whether he be an Anglican Episcopahan,
or a Baptist, whether be be a Trnitaridn or a
Unitarian, whether he be a Calvimst or a2 Uni-
versalist, whether he be a Ralionalist or a Su-
pernaturalist, are matters not determwed by his
character of Protestant. Dr. Colenso, Anglican
Bishop of Natal, 1s much a Protestant asis Dr.
Pusey ; Gibbon was a Protestant, so was Wesley,
vet these men had no religion 1n common,

We think 1t important to insist upon this
point, as herein lies an essential diffsrence be-
twixt conversions from the Catliolic Church to
Protestantism, and conversions from the latter to
the Church. Tun the first case there is wndeed
“ abjuratioe,” for the convert denies, repuliates,
cr throws off some doclrines, some religion that
he bad bitherto held, or professed to hold a
true. Tn the second case there is uo ahjuration,
berause the convert retains every particle that
he had beld before, and merely accepts as true,
that which previously he had rejected. There 12
no anzlogy then betwixt these two acts s and tt is
not only philosophically false, but practically in-
jurious to designate them by the same term.—
Protestants are only too promnt te avail them-
selves of this very common error on the part of
Catbolics, and to cite the ill chosen words of the
latier, as an admission that Protestantismis a re-
ligion. Now a man may be a very sound Pro-
testant, and yet deny the being of a personal
God: indeed the writer of the « Comedy of
Convocation” shows conclusively that not only
is the belief in such a God not necessarily a part
even of the Anglican religion, but that no one
can positively assert such a doctrine consistently
with the 39 Articles.

The Montreal Witness referfing to the doc-
trine of purgatery, and some remarks thereon we
lately offered in this journal, puts the subjoined
question : — '

Very simply deed, even were the facts as
alleged by the Montreal Witness true. Were
it true, which it 13 oot, that the New Testament
contained po allusions even to the doctrines and
practices in dispute, that silence would afford no
argument whatever against their truths, uoless it
were previously proved that o/l the doctrines by
God revealed to man turough Christ, were esun-
ticted more or less distinctly o the New Testa-
ment. Now this is to be proved, not to be
assumed. We have oo reason for supposing that
the Bible contains 2Hl that 1s to be believed:
aithougb all that the Bible contains may be true,

‘The argument of the Witness against purga-
tory 13 precisuly the same as that of Ubitarians
agawnst the doctrine of the Trinity. The latter
assume—and against other Protestant sectaries
they have the right to assume or take fer granted
—that nothing 1t te be believed but what can be
read 1 the Bible. But, they aigue, the Evan-
gelists and Apostles powhere allude to the Truity
or a Tri-Uae God; nowbere do they use the
expression, though on other poiots of less import-
ance they are often full and precise. How then
can this silence be acccunted for? they ask
triamphaotly of their evangelical opponents.

All that the latter can reply s, that in theiwr
private juizment, the doctrioe of the Trioity
taught in the Bible. DBut the Unitarizas are to
say the least, as good scholars, as intelligent, as
bonest, and as pamns takiog men, as are the evan-
gelicals 5 and in thewr private judgment no such
doctrine as that of a Tri Une God s to be found
in the Bible—and the texts cited by the evaoge
licals are by them set aside as irrelevant, or mus:
vaderstood. So too, we might cte texts at
least as clear 1 proof of purgatory, prayers for
the dead &ec., &c., as any that the Witness can
cite in support of the doctrine of the Triniy,
which tests 10 like manner our opponent would
scout as not to the purpose,and as distorted
from their real meaping  Now private Judgment
for private judgment, our’s 1s as good as 13 that
of the Witness: and therefore on this poiot
there could be no end of controversy uuless we
were to admit a competent, 2.e. infalhible judge
to decide upon the relevancy and true meaping
of the texts by us respectively cited.

Still this<does uot affect
given to the Witness, to wit :—That the silence
of the sacred penmen or certain doctrines would
prove nothing against their truth, unless it caa
first be proved that a/ Christian doctrine is con-
taised 1z Scripture, or 10 otber words that nothing
i to be held as true in rehgion, but what cen be
read 1o the Bible. The truth of this proposition
we deny : ot 15 for the Witness to prove it.

The Mincrve gives a brief outline of some of
the works of charity unostentatiously performed
by the Seminary of St. Sulpice of this City. 1t
has established Soup Kitcheas where every day
numbers of poor are furnished witl excellent
soup: it distributes annually some three or four
hund'red cords of wood to the same class, and
bread to the amount of about five hundred loaves
a weck., Desides the houses of 1ts own which it
opens gratuitously to the poor, it pays the rent
of some (wo bundred families; it gives gratuitous
education to ten thousand clildren, und provides
the destitute sick with medical asustance. Tt
might be added that the Seminary also comes
generously to the aid of all tbe other charitable
societies of the City, as the St. Vincent de Paul
Society for 1astance—to enable them the more
effectually to continue and extend the works of
charity which ttey perform according as their
limited means will allow, and which are nobly
supplemented by the Fathers of St. Sulpice.—
We ure certan therefore,/that we do but re-echo
the sentiments of every member of the St. Vip-
cent de Paul Society, when we acknowledge the
debt of gratitude which they all gwe to the
Seminary for ils kind eocouragement, and for
the substantial assistance which 1t gives to them
in the prosecution of their pleasant labors of al
leviating the sufferings of the members of Our
Liord Jesus Christ upon earth,

The Kingston Daily News publishes a report
of the sayings aod doings of the . ¢, M. So-
ciety of that City; from which we gather that
Protestants are the “ sons of God,” and that the
ouly object ot the Society 13 to raise us poor
Papists, who are claldren of the devil, to the high
level of Protestants, and to the enjoyment of the
privileges which they themselves esjoy, We
are courteously wformed also that our religion is
the “Devil’s master-piece”—1his mforsation was
vouchsafed by a ¢ son of Gad” styled the Rev.
Mr. Macdonald—whilst another ¢ son” gave his
acdience Lhe somewhat startling intelligence that
“ Roman Catholics and Fenians,” whose society
is under the ban of the Church, “are ¢ne.”—
Well! 1f our evangelical friends can find hearers
to credit these astounding asserlions, there are
more [ools 1 the world than we thought there
were.

Foully belied, and falsely accused.”

If they bad not used their great in-
fluence in seconding the efforts of O'Connell and
other patriots, Irefand might now be languishing
under a syster= of penal legislation that was har-
rowed from the code of Nero aad Domitian.—
The peculiarities of Irish politics make it a neces-
aity for the priest to mterfere. There 15 gene-|
rally a religious side o every election, which
either favors or oppases the interests of the Ca-
tholic people of Ireland. Ground down and per-
gecuted for conscience eake, the priest has ever
been in the foremost ranks, whether to bear the
blow or obtain a conversion. The people know
this well, and have the influence of their clergy
gver them. They are gentiemen of education,
and both as men and priests are the patural
leaders of the people. They are above the con-
tagious influence of demagogues who would burry
an impulsive race into dangerous antagonism to
power. This was mitpessed a few months ago,
gnd excited the admiration of thewr bitterest ene-
mees, throughout the empire. And yet,in the
face of this universally acknowledged [act, our
stupendaus crilic, © Veritas” has the effrotery
lo 52y that such interference 13 one of the cause
of Ireland’s ille? 1Ie may be “a rmghty fine
fellow” in his own conccit, but should remember
that no one, whose opinton 16 worth having, will
be misled by such abused nonsense! The old
couplet 13 admirably adapted both to him and
those who hsten to inm :—

Lot blockheads read what blockneads write,
Axzd fcols peruse what tools indite.”

Tt seems to me that the rea! explanation of
Trish disaffection does not ke i the Church Es-
tablishment, tenure of land, or any of the com—
wonly alleged grievances. 'These are 1lls, it is
true, but there is something that hes beyond t}leﬂl
which 15 usually lost sight of.  That “somglbmg’
i3 the general antznus of Eoglsh legislation to-

ward 1reéland because the latter is Catholic.— |

The Church Establishment grew out of this

spirit, and even to this day 18 fostered and upheld |-

by it. The relation of landlord and tenant might
be termed a negative result of this state of Eng-
lish feelmg, for the great injustice which the
tenant 19 obhiged to endure fails to ecite the
Government to eny measures of reliel whatever.
This apathy may not proceed from actual indif-
feresce on the part of a Cabinet—Why or
Torg—but merely from the probability that any
Ministry would be dismussed from cffice that
ghould make a just seltlement of the Irsh Quf:g-
tion any part of its avowed -pohey. This being
the case, 1t logically follows that it was never
the will of the Eoglish people that relief should
be afforded 1o those whom they rather nconsist-
ently style ¢ our fellow subjects,”” This receives
a further confirmation from the uspusual disposi-
tion of the Derby-Disraell mmstry to cousider
the Irish claims. For, the spread of liberalism
amangst the Roplish masses, bas begtn to have
_its effect upon the rulers of the country. The
Liberals—perhaps’ uawillingly—perceive that
they shall ‘have a powerful ally, if they make
concession to Ireland a part of thewr political
platform. The Cabinet 1 disposed. to do justice
to Ireland because o large number of Englishmen
will it : they would decide to do justice, if such
a course would meet the approval of a mejarnity.
From this view of the matter it is, easy to ex-
plain the strange ‘inconsfstencies ‘and contradiz-
tions that are apparent in the policy of successive
cabinets.. . 1f they stood 1o peed.of supnort t\'mm
the Irish members, they made great promises—

“whitch 'fell "to ‘tbe ground before the clamor of
English prejudice. If this fact had been tuore
carefully considered, there would bave been less
eloquent depunciation of Prime Ministers, acd a
bitter appreciation”of the real situation. It may
not have been atiributable to ministers, but
rather to the position in which they were placed

Cla-ming then that such a spirit of prejudice
and—shall we say 2—hatred, really existed, and
now exista,—although, perbaps, m a much milder
form — the complaiats of Irisbmen become more
inteligible to outsiders. The special cases
which are alleged as grievances, may be belittled
or even denied, but the real sorrow of Ireland s
much more burdensome and harassing. A per-
t0n may be very sick and yet unable to specify
any particular ailment. But he would be a fool
who should deny the existence of the evil, ssmply,
because mn 1ts prayers it left but few marks oa
the surface, ‘'This, we contend, is Irelaod’s case.
For six or seven fiundred years ber progress has
been up-hill work —her advancement has heen
sileatly but powerfully opposed by the baleful
current of Eoglish feeling,—and swhen, at times,
the Catholic people of that unforiunate country
grew restive and impatient, the wild passion of
vengeful suppression which they aroused, clearly
showed the animus that lay dormanot in the
English mind. People refer us to Scotland, and
triumphantiy demaod 2n explanation of the un-
doubted fact that while Ireland is contimually n
a state of chronic rebellion, the former couatry
18 wrapped in the apathy of deep content? Tan-
stead of weakening our position the question 1o
realily strengthens it. We have said that Eng-
tand hates Ireland because she is Catholic.—
Scatland purchased equality by a process of reli-
gious assimilation, the explanation of which we
teave tc those who are skilled 1n the chemistry of
heresy. She purchased peace at the expense of
conscience, and, accepting the doc(rine of royal
supremacs, abandoned her religion to tie Eaglish
congueror when she sold her King.

It1s extremely easy for any boby to put such
a question as—¢ What are the 1lls of Ireland?”?
but it would requre many a long hour to recount
one halt of tiem. It israther too late now, to
make such a puling display of affected ignorance
ag sapient * Veriras” has seen fit to induige in.
* Magna est veritas et prevalebit™ would never
have been written if such men as the Gazette
correspondent were the sole illustration of Truth.
Dr. Irvine said the other night that the iehabi-
tants of Ulster could not be considered Irishmen
—that those of the South would not admit the
relationstip. No, they are not Irishmeo, for,
bemng Protestants, they are not deprived helots.
But history teaches many a lesson that modern
governmen's would do well to stndy. Spam sul-
fered from the Moors for eight hundred years.
Where are the latter to-day ?

;than 400,000 of the new National Guards, who
will probably, under the Tmperial disciplioe, differ
httle from ordimary soldiers, They are to be

orgamized for the express purpose of defending

the soil of France ; they will perform garrison
duty, and be stationed in the fortified places on
the frontier ; at a moment of pressure taey may
probably be carried beyond it. The French
Empire will therefore support under various
nawes an army of 1,200,000 men.— Temes.

The statement made the other day in the Le-
gislative Body by M. Rouber, during the debate
on the Army Bill, to the effect that at any mo-
ment France was exposed to be menzced by
1,20 0000 Austrians, 1,449,000 Russians, 1.300-
.000  Prussians, and 900,000 Italians, would, if
well founded, be mdeed alarming, 20d would jus-
tify the Goveroment tn all that is dowg for the
pational defence. The Minister of State added
that 1t was much to expect irom the courage of
the French soldiers and the power of the army
of Fraace that a military force of 800,000 men
.could resist everywhere acod at all times an army
of 1,300,000 men. If the fears are well founded
that France may have for enemies, and at the
same time, Prussia, Russia, and Ttaly, an army of
2,000,000, iostead of 1,200 000, would not be
excessive, A writer in the Temps, M. Maurice
Biock, strong in statisties, undertales to show
that these hosts which M. Rouber conjured up,
perhaps to facilitete the paesiig of the Bill
through a reluctant Chamber, have no existence
in reality. e has examined the question with
bis usual care, and he demonstrates by fizures
that the calculations ot the Minister of State
were erroneous. Prussia and the Northern Coo-
federation put together do not figure for more
than '719,641 men, plus the second ban of the
Landwebr, which may stand for the National
Guard, as they bave no other, and this second
bap, as appears from the Annuaire Militaire
of Prussia, 95,000 men. Of these 800 and odd
thousands of men there are but 421,528 forming
part of the active army, which s seven vears
may reac! 585000 men.

The Avenir Nattonal, voder the title of

1867, 1868,” gives a gloomy account of the
present state of affairs in France. The year
just terminated was a deplorable oue, and that
which 13 now commencing will probably not be
anything beiter. Among the principal disap-
pointments of 1867 it reckons, first, the won-
execution of the Liberal reforms promised in the
Emperor’s letter, and, next, the result of the
Uhniversal Exhibition, desigoated by the writér
% a upiversal deception.”
. In.its review of the events of the year, which
bas: Just. come to an ead, La France, being to
some extent the organ of a considerable portios of
the Senate, and edited by a Senator, examines
woether it should be coucted among those yesrs
that have coatributed te the cimihzation of man-
kind.

Uofortuvately, there has grown up in latter
times a school half revolutionary, halt Ciesariaa
—a compound of despotism and anarchy—swhich
attacks all principles, upsets all tradinons, and,
both o a pelitical and a reltgious point of view,
wants to subject the intelligence as well as the
conscience of men to the domiation ol brute
foree. ZLa France says:—

# The type of this new acheol is Garibaldi. Gari-
baldism overflows on all sides. It has peneirated
even into cld England ; and we havs seen nohle lords
swe'ling the trinmphal corleee of the hero of Caprera,
and peeresses themaelves claim the honor of offering
bouquets of flowers.  Garibaldi bes left in Eogland
the seeds of revolution. They bave quizskly frocti-
fied ; and now the English Fenians may stretch out
the hapd to the Garibaldians of italy.”

It .ig'in the midst of a crisis cansed by this donble
movement of sooial confusion and political perturba-
tion that the present year opens, Ou one bacd, the
Fory principles on which society ia constituted are at
ptake; on t1be other, the organic principles of the
existence of Europs s1e menaced: The object which
rulers and statesmen must have in view in the course
of the preae=zt year Isto extricate us from this dan-
ger; to save ug fromthe pestilence whiel is invading
us; to restore the great principles which have been
g0 andaciously put aside, to arrest brutal force and to
reconatitate right, to give ns an honorable peace with

- cbnstitational liberty at bome for its guarantee and

respeoct for tte influence of France ag its ratification
‘abroad  If 1868 fulfils this noble mission it will bave
repaired many faults aud many éisasters.— Times,
Advices from varions parta of France 8penk of the
great migery of tte poorer classes. The Avenir Na-
iional says that the accounts from the north, centre,
and south are deplorable. The general disquiet ac-
ocrsioned by the uncertainty of tie Government policy,
jn.which politica do not much euter, paralyzes inc us-
try and oommerce, The Gironde mentions iLhkat in
Bordeaax t*e number of those who demand bread and
work is greatly inereasing ; that the guards at the

The Pontifical army, like the French, will bave
two kinds of musket some transformed on the French
gystem, and some. entirely new, on the Remingion
plan. Tke former will have the advantage of being
ready very scon. They will cost, with supply of
cartridges to the value of 50f, 75f. each; that is,
375,000f. for 5 000 muskets. The latter are of re-
msrkable simplicity, aud are approved by all com-
pétent men, With 75. warth of cartridges they will
cost 160f. ; that is, for 5,000, 800,000f., making al-
togather 1,175,000f,, sn amount wkich the appaid
subscriptions will certainly cover. Both systemsare
in couarse of execution, and will. be pushed forward
with the greatest celerity. Theee woapons will meet
the firat necessities of the Pontifical troops. but will
not sufiice to comstitule the reserve indispensable
for every army. According to the views of the
Minister of Arms, there are still reqnired 10 060 new:
carbices ; to complete the works of fortification a
cartain number of tifled capnon for the ramparts of
the game calibre as tbose which M. de la Rouche-
foucauld gave in 1860 ; to construct a cectral bar-
rack to remedy the excessive division of tha garrison
of Rome; 1o establish two or three emall powder
iagazines, far from the habitations and rear the
most important pomtions, These necessities will
entail atill further expenses. Thus, in concluding,
the commitee expresges the hope that the zeal of the
Qatholics will not slacken, and suggests that next
yesr— witheut interfering with Peters Pence— 15,000
contributicos of 500[., spread throughont the Chris-
tian world, may provide for the support of 15,000
soldie=s, while 8 new aubscription wijl meet the ex-
traorginary expenses of the Minister of Arms’—
Times.

War 18 Eorore.—On the conclusion of the last of
the Advent sermons preached by father Hyacinthe, at
Notre Dame, the Acrchibisbop of Faris addressed a
short speech to the congregation which in one part
predzced a certein sensation. . . *Ths coocla-
gion,’ the prelate said, * which we drew from the elo-
quent lessons of our dear preacber j3 that society
cannot exist without religion, without moraiity, with-
out the sentiments of duty, and the reciprocal respect
for rights.

The declaratin was followed up by an eloquent
appeal to his auditory, compoeed of the young and
inexperienced, whom he exhorted to remember their
mothers as the safeguard of their morals; those of
maturer age, who labour for the good of their coun.
try; and the sged, * who have survived many revolu-
tions, bave seen bow much authority loses in them,
but not seen hnw little hberty gains; and he con-
cluded with s fervent prayer for the protection of
France, * oldest sister of the nations of the West,—
for her protection both in peace and in war, ' when
war cannot be any looger avoided.’ It was these
last words that prodoced the effsct. Maony persouns
called to mind that at a very pacific bAnquet at the
Hotel de Ville, a few weeka ago, the refect of the
Seine made pge of warlike langnage ; and they asked
themselves whether the Archbisbop really meant fo
say that war is inevitable. At any rate, there is
some contradiction between these words and the
pacific addresaes of the Emperor.

SPAIN.

The Chamber of Deputies bas unanimously passed
the draft of the addreas in reply to the speech from
the Thronelaid before it by the committee.! The
moat notable pagsage i3 the following, in which the
Cbamber refera to the pasition. of Spain with regard
to the Roman gnestion : —

¢ The deputies may be permitted to express their
satisfaction ut the flattering and pacific atate of our
relations with {riendly Powers, and to render them-
selvas the interpreters of the extreme joy tbat has
been produced in all truly Spanish, and consequently
Catbolic hearts by your Majesty's magnificent words
relative to the Pontifical Power, and favourable to
to the independence suc stability of the legitimate
power ard the incontestable rights of the Holy Ses,

* While makiog use of the initiative and takiog
up tha attitude guitavle to an emianntly Cathbolic
nation, and while offerfng to the Emperor of the
French —a friend sud ally of Spain ~the support of
our moral co-operation, and even of onr forces, in
cage it should be thougit necessary to employ them,
in the defenca of the legitimate =ighta of the Holy
Ses, the Government has deserved well of the ration,
bas shown itielf worthy of the Queen who happily
occupies the throre of Isabella I., and wortby also
of tbe nation which bas combated for the Integrity of
its faith during seven cemturies. In the horrible
struggle of the revolution against legitimacy, of force
against right, the Holy Ses eymbolises the cause of
right and of legitimacy. By ber filial love towards
the Holy Father, by the moral inflaence of ber opix
nion, by ber language and her vote, if the Europeon
Conference came to be realiced, Spaic must nssnme
the post of hozour and of juatice at the right of the
Sovercign Pontiff, who is the most august, the calm-
est, and the most venerable figure of contempcrary
history.?

The Queen to day, in her reply to the address,
gail ;—* My fideiity to the cocstitution will be as
lasting as my catholicity.’

ITALY,

P:epuoxT.—LowrpoN, Jan. 39,~The-internal con-
ditjon of Italy ia becoming critical. Fears are
entertained that & coup d'elal is contemplated at
Florence. [

It is believed the French and Italian Governmenta
arae not #o cordisl as they bave been.

According to the Jalie,, the total deficit up to the
end of 1863 will be 603 millions, or about 24 millions
sterling. If the Finance Minister can succeed in
establishiog an equilibrium in the Budget of 1869,
and getting it voted this year, the lNalie thinks the
accumulated deficit may be grappled with and paid
off—even though it should prove to be 700 or 800.
millions instead of 800. The principal means recom-
mended 18 the ecclesiaslicol property, and a. com-
bination is alluded to as already devised by which
the State sbounld receive an advice of 400 or 500
millions, guaranteed more or lese directly by the
sale of the Ohuret property, which the Jialie declares
to be proceeding very well. On the 28th of December,
it says, property had been sold to the eatimated valus
o1 88 millions, but which produced 52 miilions. A
more importaat guestion than how to pay off the
deficit is, in the opinion of the Italie, how to prevent
its increase ? Deficit is & monster that advancea with
giant strides when pot effectnally and completely
checked. Two yeara sgo Scialoja estimated the one
thep exiating at 237 millions, Ferrara songht 400
millions to cover arrears up to the end of 1857.
QOambray Digoy cow neads at leest 600 millions in
order to pay ofl all that will be dne over and above
the estimated revenue up to the ead of 1868. Ang,
unhsppily, the estimated revenue cannot always be
collected, 60 that one never knows exactly what the
real defieit will be,

With respect to Italy the Relazione del Maggiore.
Generale M. Torre speaks of 576,045 men, all o~
cluded, and it ia very doubtful whether all could be
got together in 1866. On what gronnd, then, did the
Ninister spesk of 900,000 men, exclngive of the
National Guard 7 1o Italy 1t ia calenlated, asys M.
Block, that the conntey can farnish for the army a
maximom of 2,400 men out of every million of popu-
lation. Inthe same proportion France with ber
38 millions conld raige every year 138,200 recruits;
and in Italy the annual contingent cannot exceed 24
timee 3,400, or 81,600. Of this number 5,000 are
intended for the pea gervice ; the remainder, 76,600
The annual contingent is

divided fnto two parts, or categories, - The first fa
composed of 55 per cent. of :the contingent.. or, in
round numbers 40,000 men, These men have -to
serve for 11 years~—five with the colours, snd six .in.
the reserve, 40 000 multiplied by 11 give 440,000 ;
and from theege must be deducted for deathaand other
osgualties 10 per cent. : there remain, therefore, 396,
000. The remaining 3€,600 form the second cate-
gory, who gerve five years in the reserve. 36,600
multiplied by five give 183,000; deduct 5 per cent,
for deaths, &e., and there remain 173,250, making a
total of 569,260 men. .

M. Erdan, the Florence correspondent of the Paris
Temps, eays :—* The 160 pages of governmentgl re-
velations which Signor Gualterio bas just publisbed
before quittieg the old palace of the Medicis are cer-
tainly of a kind to cause & sensation. Almost to the
last moment, almoat tc the 18th of October, the date
of his resignation, Signor Ratazzi, and hiv secretary
geuerel, Signor Monzani, sent throughout the country
instructions in the sense of respect for the convention
of beptember. The reports addressed to them by the
prefeeta on the Papal frontier, to the 18th October,
bear traces of thes» asvere instractions. There is no’
definitive, loog, o- detailed report indicating the
complicity of authority with the invasion. Every-
thicg written wae measured and wise. There is
gearcely matter for any iodoctions. But the com-
promiging part is that played by the telegraph.
These despaschis, of which some were supposed to
be destroyed, seem 2 have been preserved in those
small slips of paper that have to bo kept for some
time in the telegrepic station The history of the
departure of Gsribaldi on the 21at Osctober and bis
entry on Papal territory, is very sigoificant. A
despatch i3 talked about, saying ¢ Pursue Garibaldi
but without overtaking him, countersigned by the
King. But, naturally enough, this despatch ia not,
published, People persist in roaintainiog that it s
in existence, As regards the respect due to autbo-
rity thie publication is to be regretted Suchmatters
ghould never have seen the light, not even after the
decision ot the Chamber, and tbe boid provocation of
Sigoor Ratezzi. More tban 100 police agents are
disclosed. The prefects show that their confiiential
or gecret agents were enrollers. they gossip with Me-
potti, &e. In fact & government which *tells every-
thing.! Nothing like it has ever beea seen before.
It is & terribly childish act, iotended to destroy Ra-
tazzi, who will instead #ise higher throughout the
country, inasmuch as the Italiacs of the Left will be
grateful to him for having desired Rome so much,
Je i3 alrerdy openly exalted by several journals.”

Ganrieaipl's Dargat.— Garibaldi is said to have
suffered from extreme prostration after Montana. Oo
the following day, several Italiun offizers condnled
with him on his defeat, and put the question whether
the Freoch had beaten him. *¢No,’ replied the Gene-
ral, *it was our own men’by which he evidently
meant *hat however gallant, his army waa not sufg
ciently disriplined to meet experienzed troops. He
even remarked toa General ‘It was impossiblo o
couquer with the cencille I bad under my orders ’
The affsir at Monte Rorundo was a fresh instance of
the danger to which uadisciplined gallavtry way ex-
pose ap army. The Pontificals lost but two men,
and only surrendeted when they had speont their iast
cartouche, and when the bouses of the town wera
actuslly on fire, while the General himeelf admits he
lost three bundred men in that sction alone. It was
this heroic siruggle which prevented @Garitaldi from
marching on Rome, and which gave the French time
to come up.

Bellazi, a member of the Italian Parliament, and
secretary to Garibaldi, receatly blew his brains out
with a revolver,

Loxpon. Jan. 31. —~Despatehes received frcm Foo-
rence last night ailege that the Italian Governmnt
is about to send out a naval expedition to the Rio de
la Plata, South America. Nothiog is known as to
the causes or the object of this movement. Prme
Minister Menabren, when in‘errogated on the suhject,
declined to give any explanation.

The difficulties of Goveroment in Ttaly are not so
much political a3 personal  There are, propsrly
speaking, no points at issue before parliament con-
cerning either home or foreign policy. The only
open question with respect to other Powers is the
Romean question, on which the Itaiians are so far
agreed that they see their ioability eitber to coax or
to force the French out of Rome, and that they must
wait until they can weary them ont of it, War with
France is acknowledged by all men, Garibaldi biwm-
self not excepted, ma imposeible; and, altboogh all
are of the one mind as to the proprety of assuming a
dignified attitude a8 regards France, a ceriain dis.
cretion must be allowed to the Executive, which
alone cen appreciate tbe daogers and difficulties of
negociation with an exacting and susceptible Power
Ay home thers is also only one question, but it is
precigely the question of life and death for the na-
tion, and its solaticn depends to a great extenton
the chances Italy may still have of getting out of her
presentembarrassment. It-ly exhibits the melancholy
phenomenon of an oréerly people living under an
anarchy. The Italian peopls ask for nothing better
than rule and guidance; their political men or what
we shoald call their governing clasaes, give them no
other example than that of discord and impotence.
There is nothing but delay and incoasistency in le-
gislation; nothing but confuslon and hopelessness
in the admioistration; the equal distribution and
punctual collection of the tuxes, the maintenance of
publio security, the prompt execution of justice, all
the merest radiments of government, &re still inso-
luble puzzles to Itelfan statesmen. With the moat
extensive meang they obtain the least results; with
the most numerous and complicated staf of fune
tionaries ever known, they bave arrived at the most
complete dead-lock in the management of public
affairs that the wo !d has ever witnessed. The evils
spriog from a variety of caunses, but from one chiefly
—that Parliament is split into parties, none of which
is either able to govern or willing to allow the
others to govern. The predicsment in which
General Menabrea now finds bimself is a flag-
rant oase in point. The cecessity for a strong
Oonservative (overnment i3 universally acknow-
ledged. The talents mod principles of the.
present Premier ars unanimously admitted. His
conZuct under most difficult circumstances defies
criticism. His devotion in accepting a charge which
everybody elee declined meets with the approbation
of friende and foes. It is meither ambition wor
rivalry that keeps good and true men from him; but
there are & variety of petty antipatbies, of mean
punctilios, which bind public men to a par.ow line
of action, array them in bigoted eecta and brother-
boods, and tis them dowa to paltry local interests,
till the genaral policy of the country hecomes with
them 8n object of indifference. No party at the
preeent crisis hag given evidence of more glaring
personal and provincial selfisbness than the Pjed
montese, whe, from the day Turin censed to be the
capital, reemed determined that 1-'sly bergelf shall
cenge to be a country. There are no abler men in
the Obamber tben these sullen sub-Alpines, but
Picdmont, which was orginally the bulwark of
natiopal unity, has been turned into d4s active ac
element of dissolntiou ag Naples and Sieily ; only
more dangerous. For, after all—painful as it may
be ¢0 avow it [taly is in danger of dissolution. and
from inoternal disorders rather tben from foreign
violence. It is not by France or Austria, »ot by the
Pope or by the Bourbon, that the roin of Italy can
ever be compagsed. If [taly falla 1t will be by ber
own hand : by the improvidence and wfatuation, by
the blind selfishness of her leading men.

that all the Irish were to be compelled to keep the
house all day. Mutiny and disafection followed,
but the Pope's government was firm; the civilian'
who attends a well-known book shop on the Place
of Spain was ordered to quit the cily for promoting
disaflection among the troops, and the cbief grum-
blers availed themselves of the permission sent,
ronnd by Dr. OCharette, that those who wished to
return home could sign their names and depart.
They all belong to the party to sixty men who came
out from Scotland a few werks after Gordon's.’

We (Week!y Regisier) bear that for the present the
Papsal autborities do not wigh any more recrnits to
be sent out to Rome except such as ars able to sup-
por* themeelves nt their own experse. The barracks
are now quite foll. Tte Commaader in Chief of the
Roman army has determined to draft the various
English aud Irish recrsits into different corps, in-
atead of forming & digtinct British regimernt as was
contemplated at first, The reason for this is said to
be the Feninu, or republicen spirit, shown by some of
the Irish recruits that joined lately from Glasgow.
Volunteers— gentlemen who are able to support
themselves and wiil take service in the Zouaves—are
still welcome, and we are glad to hear that many are
still fiocking te Rome ; bat amongst those who are
entered merely for the sake of the pay there iza
great deal of disceatent and bad feeling, so much so
that the Roman Government would, if possible, be
glad to disperse with their services. Biill it seems
bard that for the sake of a few ill-behnved men the
plan of baving & Britich regiment should be aban
doned.’

Frorexce, Jan. 3. —Itaiy has in all ageq been the
‘been the country of plots and counterplots, of con-
spiracies and intrigoes, and it is curious to observe
how, even in our matter-of fact centary, the traci.
tion ig preserved and the practice Aourishes. To
atinin & common national aim snch 88 the aecquisi~
tion of Rime. one might suppoae that harmony in the
means might have been arrived at, but such, it bag
lately been clearly shown, has never been the case;
and it even sezms proved beyond a doubt that, be-
gidez the few bigoted Papists who, declaring them-
gelves ' Qatholics before they were Italians,’ openly
disapproved all attacks upon the temporal power, &
great number of persons in this country are secretly
but actively hostile to the acquisition of Roma.

Deputy Monterchi, one of the best known and
most respectable members of the body of Roman emi-
grants in Italy spoke of the so-called Roman Na-
tional Committes a3 an association festered by the
Moderate party, and consisting of a few {ndividoala
who made a trade of conspiracy, and wonld have re-
garded the settlement of the Roman guestion as a
great misfortuae to themr personal interests. There
are good grounds to believe that Montecehi was jos-
tified in this assertion, The Committee was formed
after the war of 1859, and most of the Italian Govera-
meunts that since then have aucceeded emch other
allowed it a monihly eum, which from 5,000f., was
raised to 10,000. Bat a small portion of this subsidy
can have been absorbed by the malcontent demon-
strations (for the most part trivial} which from time
to 1imd were go! up in Rome, The object being the
overthrow of priest goveroment as #oon as the depar-
ture of the French and other favorable circumstances
should seem to sutborize the attempt, it is obvions
that the first daty of the Committes was to provide
armg, and. bad it been sincere and earaest in its mis-
gion, it might certainly have contrived to collecta
store of serviceable weapons in Rome, in readiness
for the bour of insurrection. All it did in this way
seems to bave beez the merest sham and make-be-
lieve. In the narrative of recent events in Rome,
already referred to the following curious passage
oscurg :—

‘The National Committee, in spite of al] the means
at its disposal and of the slum-er inte which the
Pap .l police bad sunk, had been uoable or unwillisg
during six yeara to introduce other arms than 1,000
halberts, good at most, ag was energetically replied
by one to whom they were nffered, to arm melodra-
matic regiments on the stage of s minor theatre.
Later, almost on the eve of the ontbreak, the report
wa3 gpread that the Committee had 1,000 muckets jn
store, the which, if true wonld be the worst of all
the charges against it, since it did not distribute
tbem,

The official journal of January 7th publishes the
retraction of Cardioal Andrez. Tt ja dated the 28th
of Dec. The Cardinal ssks pardon for baving gone
to Naples, rotwithstanding tbe prombition of the
Pope ; be deplores the scandal he has caused, and
bis connexion with the Exuminalore vewsyaper at
Florence, the heretical doctrines of which he disap-
proves, The Cardinal adberes to the addreas of the
bishops aszembled at Rome in June, 1867; ke with-
draws his p-otest againgt the Pontifical brief of the
12th June, 1866, and asks pardoe of the Pope and
sll those whom he has offended.

Frorexor Jan. 29 —The Unilu Catolica newaa
paper eays that a special agent of the President of
the Urijted States has arrived at Rome on a secret
mission to the Pope, and that he will be supported
by A}dmiral Farragur, whose fieet is bourly expected
at Naples, and whose arrival in Rome is looked tor at
an eariy day,

The journal gives no information as to the charaes
ter or effect of the mission upon which the American
agent hag heen sent,

Roue, Jan. 7. —Two bundred fresh recruits for the
Antibes Legion arrived bere to-day, thus raiging its
strengih to 1,835 men The Papal Zonaves number
above 5000,

AUSTRIA.

The Presse states that the relations at present exje.
ting between Austria ané Italy are of the most
friendly nature. It adduces as & ‘preof of thig the
presentation of the Grand Oross of the Leapold
Order to the Itslian Ambassador. Count de Barra)
who has jost been recalled, and also the exchange of'
cordial New Year's congratulations between the
Oourts of Vienoa acd Florence. Equally friendly
congratulations were interchanged on the occasion
of tbe New Year hetween Austria and France.

As regards Austris, official documents (Stalistiches
Jahrbuck) published by the statistical departmeat
show 1he effective strergth of the Imperial army, on
the 15! of Taauary, 1866, to be 374,371 on the peace
and 728,915 wen oo the war footing, [t is well
known that in the campaign of 1866 whe effectjve
strength could pot be attained, and that money, as
well a8 men, was wanting, After the great digaster
of that year, an Imperial Decree gave, it is true, the
basia for & new military organizatior, which was to
increase the strength of the army to 850,000 in peace
sod 1,100,000 in war. This' Decree, which was
issued simply to tranquilize the public mind, then go
agitated, bad to be withdrawn when the Constitg.
tional state of Austria was established each Diet
baviog the right to vote one half of the contingent.
Her contingent Hungary tixed at 40,000 men, with the
obligation of rerving for six years, three of them ip
the reserve. The Hungarisn army can therefors be
counted at Do more than six times 40 000 or 240,000
men. The other half of the Empire will in this case
probably yield no more than six times 50,000, or
300,000 men—namely, s total war fooling for the
whole Empire of 540,000, and allowance must be
made for pon-effectives. No ooe, not even the Go-
veroment itzelf, knows saccurately what ja the
smount of the present war establishment of Austria;
acd her rulers bave been for some time too much
occupied in organizing peace, to attend to war.

PRUSSIA.

Lospow, Jan, 29 —The policy recently adopted by
Pruszeia on the Roman quostion, aré her sgreement
with France on the treavment of that subject, has
caunsed some surprize, but an explanation of this
courge is found in the fact that in gustaining the
temporal power of the Pope the Prussisn Govern-
ment fisds & powerful means of conciliatiog is
Catholic subjects and of strengtheving its iofluenee
over the Oatholic States of Sontkern Germany.

The Berlin cor:espondent of the Times writing on
the 8th says:—People at Berlin cannot close their
eyes to the fact that while making alvances bere
France is io such a kurry to strengthen her Eastern
fortresses that the works are not suspended even in
mid winter. Prussia likewise military netivity is
not intecrupted by the iaclemency of the season .
Qrders have just been issued for & general ingpection
of railweye and rolling stock, for the purpose of
a?certnming what may be expecled of them in time
of war,

RUSSIA.

If M. Rouher believes jn the 1,444,000 men of
Ruesia, it is_becauee it pleases bim to indulge in
illusions. M. Block affirms, ae in the case of Austria,
that nobody koowa and the Czar less than aoy one
the pumerial strength of the Russian army ; and the
formidable bumbers paraded in terrorem before the
world exiat only on paper. He 1s prevented by want
of space from explaining in detail tte mode of re-
cruitiog in the Ruseian Empire ; but it is a fact that
at the period of the war sgainst Frence, Ergland,
Turkey, and Jtaly, and in the presence of hostile
Austria,the statistics of the Ruseian army showed 795,
