RECEPTION OF THE PRINCE OF WALES, .

Our eliﬁrvoynnt reporter, who i3 possessed of the
power of seoing into the “dim aud misty” future, hes
supplied us with the following report of tho manner
in wbich His Royal Highness tho Princo of Wales
will ba received in this city.
