IDear Mr. Clark,

With reference to your letter of February 17, on the niatter of a more

strict delimitation of the districts in the Northwest Terriories in whichi wild-

catting rights might be reserved for nominees of the United States Governmnft,

I have now received a reply from the Departruent of Mines and Resources on

the subjeet.
The two areas mentjoned in your letter are contiguous, namnely:

1- District of Mackenzie-An area contiguous Vo the Mackenzie River,

approximately 75 miles each side thereof, and extending froma Fort Provi-

dence on the south to the Aretie Ocean on thie north. Within the delta

Of the Maekenziîe River, the line of reference shall be the East Channel.

2. Yukon Territor y-Aýi that portion of the Yukon Territory lying

north of the 66th parallel.

It is proposed to apply the samie regulations in these two areas as wýerc

wOrked out for the three areas already reserved by Orders-ifl-CouO1Ti P.C. 1138

dated l2th l'ebruary, 1943, and P.C. 4140 of May 18, 1942, as a resuit of con-

sultation between Mr. Sidney Paige,',Consultiflg Geologist attached Vo the office

Of Colonel Wyman, and Dr. Caniseil., These regulations were published in the

Canada Gazette on February 20, 1943, and provide:

First (clause 1),, that no one can prospect without first obtaining

permission;
Second (clause 14), that the Mînister should have the right to refuse

Vo issue a permit when, in his opinion it ight retard the search for and

the development of the oul resources or interfere with the production of

petroleum for the use of His Ma esty or of any country associated or allied

Wîth Blis Maj esty in the conduet of the present war.

t'This should afford ample portectîon against nuisance staking and ensure

tha-t any exploratory and developmeflt work that may be carrîed on by bona fMe

cormpanies other than those norninated by the United States Governnft Wl1

be ma)de available for our war needs.

1 trust that this arrangement will be satisfactory Vo ail parties.
