You will be asked to provide expressly that the provision for defence 

expenditures in the Appropriation Act No. 6, 1956, be used for the purposes 
of Canada’s participation in the United Nations Emergency Force for the 
Middle East in fulfilment of our country’s obligations to the United Nations 
Organization under the Charter. You will also be requested to authorize the 
provision of relief for the victims of the recent tragic events in Hungary.

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons:
May Divine Providence continue to protect this nation, and to guide the 

Parliament of Canada in all its deliberations.
