TRADE OF MONTRIAL,

Inaleadingarticle in arecent number of
the Montreal Herald, entitled “ The Times
we live in, and what we pay,” a compar-
ison is instituted between the imports at
the pc;rh of Montreal during the first ten
months of the years 187§, 1879 and 1880,
and likewise between the duties levied in
the same years. The figures given ave:
1878, imports 21,034,197, duties 3,183,790

1879 “ 10,306,520 % 3,803,535
1880 « 26,057,726 ¢ 5,401,056

‘We presume, of course, that the figures
are correct according to the customs re-
turns at this port, but we think it may

be interesting to give the figures from the
Government 'Trade returns for the fiscal
years commencing with that ending 30th
June, 1876.

It is, of course, impossible to institute a
comparison with the Herald's figures, as
they apply to different periods, but it
would be interesting, that a detailed state-

“ment of the leading miticles of import

should be given, so that the cause of the
great increase -in (1880 might be ascer-
tained.

It might be inferred from the Ierald's
remarks that the city of Montreal has
been burdened to 'the extent of $5,401,-
036, but this is obviously a mistake. The
consumers of the goods, and not the im-
porters, have to pay the duties, and if the
trade of Montreal has increased as it
would appear to have done, the inhabit-
ants generally have derived a benefit
thereby. There is one article regarding
which there can be no doubt that a con-
siderable increase has taken place, and it
s0 happens that it is precisely the article
on which very heavy taxation is imposed.
We refer to sugar.. Prior to the reopen-
ing of the refineries in MMontreal, and
during the admission of foreign sugars on
which bounty was paid on exportation,
those sugars were largely imported at
Toronto, IHamilton and- other western
ports, whereas, since the new tariff’ came
into force, sugars have been imporied
direct in considerable quantities. 1t scems
probable that some change may likewise
bave taken place ‘in other branches of
trade. Adverting to the alteration in the
character of the imports, the comparison
instituted by the Jlerald between the
two tariffs is calculated to mislead. "The
Herald adinits that he cannot guestion the
wisdom of the Government in attempting
by some means to bring about a closer
bulance between revenue ancd expendi-
ture. Lt is rather singular that one of the
chiel complaints against the tariff has
been that it has not accomplished that
important object, and yet we are now
assured that at a single port there has
been an increase this year of nearly a
million and a half of dollars,

Coucurring as we do with the Herald,
that the reaction in trade is not to be
attributed to the tariff, we ave equally
convinced that, in view of the increased
obligations of the Government, it wasab-
solutely necessary to raise more revenue,
and with that object to increase the cus-
toms duties. Of course the details of the
tariff are foirly subject to criticism, and

in the whole list thereis no item which
presents more difficulty than sugar, and
especially since the attempts that arve
being made to encourage the manufac-
ture of beet sugar. We should like very
much to see a statement of the Herald's
caleulations, shewing that under the old
tarift’ sufficient revenue would have been
raised to have met the deficits which have
existed in past years, and the increased
expenditure. We shall be better able to
discuss the details of the tarift’ when we
receive the trade returns for 1880, but in
the meantime, wo must point out that
the aggregate returns from a single port
for a portion of the year form nosatisfac.
tory basis on which to forma judgment uy
to the merits or defects of the tariil.

COTTON TRADE AND MANUFAC
TURE.

Ina series of articles under this cap-
tion, published nearly a year ago, we
pointed out, among other things, the ex-
traordivary progress made within the de-
cade in the cotton industries of the coun-
try. The year 1874 witnessed the highest
importation of manufactured cottons to
Cunada, and meantime there has been a
gracual decrease in the receipts of these -
goods, with & more than corresponding
increase of raw cottons, as shown by the
following table :

The returns for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1830, shortly to be laid before
Parliaraent, will undoubtedly show a still
yreater advance. Notwithstanding the
statements as to the great exodus to the
United States it would appear that the
consunmiption of cotton is increasing in the
country, for the falling oft' in the importa-
tion of manufactured goods is not at all
proportionate to the importation of raw
cotton. The total imports of raw cottons
from the United States to Canada during
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1879, were
9,709,864 lbs, valued at $983,013. The
following is a close approximation of the
average vulue per lb. of raw cotton im-
ported to this country from the United
States during the last six years:
1874, 1875, 1876, 1877, - 1878, 1879,
14 1-5c. 143e.  12c. ' 103e. - 10zc. 104c.

Such a reduction ought to account in
some degree for the impraved position of
many of the mills, and a glance at the
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highest and lowest prices ol raw cotion in
the New York market for the yewrs
quoted shows thal our people know when
and how to buy to advantage. Canadian
manufacturers  have hitherto devoted
themselves chiefly to the makingof brown
or grey goods, but the success which has
attended the Montreal Cotton Company’s
bleached goods factory at Valleyfield, and
ihe large quantity of British goods still
being imported, have slirred up some of
our wholesale merchants, and there is
some probability that another factory will
be established ere long nol far from Mont.
real, wherever the greatest inducementas
to locality and bonus ean be had.

The Victor Hudon Cotton Company
mill at Hochelaga is adding to its already
enormous capacities. An engine of 800
horse power has just been put in, thus
doubling the driving force of the fuctory.
The number of looms now in operation is
about 850, and tha old machinery is
being rapidly replaced by new improve-
ments. The present consumption of the
factory, ns staled by the manager, is 170
bales of aboutl 500 1bs. each per week,
and the turn out is about 75,000 lbs. of
piece goods or 250,000 yards, making an
annual product of about 13 million yards.
The company, instead of adding to their
small capital of $300,000 have devoted
their surplns profits to the making of
improvements, and the result is that the
property is’ now worth about $750,000,
realizing handsome profits, and paying
what appear to be heavy dividends to the
shareholders. . This factory aflords one of
the best illustrations of a wise application
of the best principles of Political Eco-
nomy to be found on the continent.

Whatever may be said of the N. P,
for or against,” there can be no two
opinions as to the benefits bestowed
thereby upon the cotton industries, the
thousands of operatives and their families,
—who ' in turn become additional con-
sumers of other goods,—as well as the
shareholders in- these enterprises.. The
Canada Cotlon Co. of Cornwall, whose
stock, quoted at more than 30 per cent.
above par recently, was offered at ten
cents in the dollar a year ago, divided a
four per cent. dividend for the last six
months ; the Stormont of the same place
paid five per cent; Valleyfield, five per
cent; Merriton, 4 per cent; llochelaga,
five per cent,—and: Dundas eight per
cent for the 12 months of 1879, Therve is
a feeling among the trade that prices are
maintained too high, that the directors are
{oo mmeh disposed to bleeding the goose
that lays the golden eggs, and they point
{o the developed condition of the woollen
manufnctures as a warning,” On the

other hand, some of the directors say that
they have already had a surfeit of the
cotton tariff as recently inaugurated, and
that the wholesale dealers or jobbers
would be obliged to pay from five to ten
per cent. over present figures under such
a tarift’ as that anterior to the National
Policy.

We shall endeavor in a future arvticle
to give some idea of the cost of prepming
the raw material {for the wholesale and re-
tail denlers.

- HARBOR DUES AND TRANSIT
CHARGES.

The joint reply of the Board of Trade
and of the Corn Exchange “Association of
Montreal in answer to inquiries made by
the Minister of Public Works relating to
canal tolls, harbor dues, wharfage and
other charges affecting the navigation of

the St. Lawrence has been published. It

does not contain any point that has not
already been discussed by the press, and
there is n lack of preciseness in the
remedies proposed by both institutions
that is not conducive to a firm and a de-
termined decision on the part of the Gov-
ernment. The first rection of the pam-
phlet is but little more than asynopsis of
the progress ol the carrying trade of
North Amerien during the past quarter of
a ‘century. The extensive tables of
statistics brought forward to illustrate
the increase of the carrying trade are not
all to the point. For instance, the table
comparing the quantities of vegetable
food of all kinds carried eastward by the
New York Central and Erie railroads to

the quantities of wheat and flour moved -

in the same direction via the New York
canals cannot be talken as a fair exhibit of
the trafic of the canals. Vegetable food
comprising all kinds of cerecals compared
with only one kind of grain cannot bLe ad.
mitted as leading to exaet conclusions.
The comments on the inferiority of canals
vs. railways do not show a serious con-
sideration of the question. Railways, of
course, competing with the canals of the
State of New York must increase in traftic
every year, while the canals cannot do
more than maintain their averaged trans-
portation. The capacity of canals is
limited. The Xrie canal cannot move
more than 5,000,000 tous, the capacity of
the boats is limited to 8,000 bushels,
while railroads have no limits. The rea-
son why, in 1861 and 1862, the canals did
o larger business than in any other year
is a very sitnple one. The rvailways were
at-that time inken possession of by the
Government for the transportation of war
material and troops. ‘

‘The report inclines to the belief that

canals are not able to keep their traffic,
though their rate of freight per ton be 33 to
50 per cent. less than by rail. The report
does not take into consideration that the
small canals of the State of New York
have been virtually abandoned by the

. Btate, and that many aflluents that fed the

main canal have ceased to serve this pur-
pose. Another reason for the decline of
traffic is the through freight business from
Chicago or Milwaulkee to Earopean ports.
The freight is engaged on board dJesig-
nated steamers, and the goods musi be at
the port of shipmnent on the Atlantic at a
fixed date; the slow canal barge with the
risk of detention on the way can no
longer be used for quick transportation ;
railroads alone can serve ithe purpose.
Jt hias been already pointed out in this
JounNaL that the railroads having been
extended in  the Sonth-West, bring to
Nem York breadstuits that Montireal
could not attract, and that the proportion
of Montreal in the shipments from the
lakes has not decreased though its per-
centrge in the total veceipts at the sea-
board has been lowered.

The annual average movement of grain
for ten years on Lake Ontario is stated to
be 31,601,833 bushels, aud the proportion
of Montreal in the movement appears to
be during the last five years a yearly per-
centage of 64.38. The compiler does not
know how to account for the decline of
Oswego as a receiving port, its share hav-
ing diminished from 43.42 per cent. in

1869 to 23 per cent. in 1879. The cause

of this decline is the decrease in the mill-
ing business. The superior grade of
wheat produced in the Genessee Valley
gave to the milling business a large inter-
est in the towns of Watertown, Rome and
Syracuse. The Genessee wheat ceased to
be grown, owing to the impoverishment
of the soil, and the millersimported wheat
from the west to mnintain theirbmnds,——
now, the State of Minnesota, owing to
Smith's process, has the monopoly of
grinding the “family flour,” and the re-
ceipts in the port of Oswegoare becoming
less, year alter year.

It were useless to follow the report of

the Board of Trade and the Corn Exchan ae
Association in its statement of vates of

freight and canal tolls, so much having,

been said already in the Jourxawn or Coxr-
MERCE on this important question. If the
toll on wheat on the Erie canal is 33 cents
per ton of 2,000 lbs., the toll is said to
Le: 20 cents per ton on  the Canadian
canals ; but the 25 cents charged in Mon-
treal per 100 bushels, thatis to say, on
wheat 8 c. per ton, ought to be added to

the toll, if the right charge on wheat is to .
be given. The difference in :tolls om ..

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that between the two countries is about |

5 cents ; it is less on corn and on bzuley
owing to the weight per bushel.

We have already referred to the long
list of charges on vessels in the five At-
lantic ports, and pointed out the position
occupied by Montreal. Iarbor dues,
pilotage, towage are higher in Montreal
than in any other port, but the distance
from the sea ought to he considered in
regard to pilotage and towage. - The com-
parison between the rates of freight in the
five ports cannot be of any interest.

Averaging daily quotations of rates be-
tween a port where vessels call for a
freight and another port where the enter-
ing vessels have been chaitered to arrive
ig of no avail. 1 the Noiwegian, Italian
or Austrian fleet of Merchant vessels flock
10 New York in search of- a freight, Mon-
ireal is not a port of call, and no vessel
comes here on ballast.

The comparison between the rates of
jnsurance is also useless Montreal in-
gurers do not tuke any risk on vessels
Jonded with grain that are not A 1; New
Yoik and the other ports will insure
vessels quoted A 14, and sometinies under.
There are besides the higher rates, heavy
even in the middle of Sepiember, that
the American insurers do not demand.
The small number of vessels dispatched

“ here for ¢ A port of U. K and a market "

hias no other cause than the heavy charges
on navigation that compel them to pay
for improvements they did not require.

The conclusions arrived at in the report
are too well known to require notice, but
we would. have preferred to hear the
representaiives of the commerce of our
city express themselves more decidedly
and .with stronger arguments upon such
an all-important subject.

- THE BOOM IN STOCKS.

The abundance and cheapness of money
hLas naturally caused a considerable ad
vance in stocks in the United Kingdom,
the United States and Cunada. Counsols
have been quoted above par, and it seems
tar from improbable that there may be a
new creation at the rate of 24 per cent. Qur
own Government will probably reduce the
5 per cent. Dominion stock to 4. 1t is, of
course, difficult to form any correct opinion
as to the extentof the transactions on the
Stock Exchange for speculation, which is
always rile under the circumstances which
exist at present. The alteration in the
law which pievents banks from making
loans on the collateral security of bank

stocks does not seem to huve prevented .

extensive dealings in those securities, and
the prices are highin view of the current

¥

dividends
after the cemplete weeding out of insoly-
ent firms, that has taken place, the banks
will suffer less by bad debts than they
have done in the last few years, and that
they will share in the general prosperity.
Among the miscellaneous secwities the
prineipal rise has been in theshares and
bonds of ecotton manufacturing com-
panieg, which have materially advanced.
If we may judge by the price of Dominion
stock and Montreal Corporation secuities,
both of which may be considered Al in-
vestors are disposed to be satizlied with
rather less than 5 per cent.interest, which
is considerably more than can be obtained
from the leading bunks. The prices of
securities generally are based very much
on aun earning of 5 per cent., the more
speculative ones, of course, being expect-
ed to produce higher rates. In New York
the bulls and bears have been waginga
fierce war, the advantage having been
with the former until within the last
few days.  The two gigantic public works
about to be undertaken, the Cana-
dian Pacific and Northern Pacific, will ab-
sorb a consideirable amount of capital, and
it is fortunate that s great portion of it
will be obtained in Europe.

THE PACIFIC RAILWAY.

In view of the near approach of the
meeting of Parlinment, when the precise
agreement entered into between the Gov
ernment and the Lacific Syndicate will be
made publie, we=have some hesitation
in noticing the article in the Toronto
Globe of the 30th, which professes to give
the substanceof that agreement in greater
detail than it has been furnished by the
Ministerial journals. We do not find any-
thing in the Globe's article that leads us to
doubt its correctness, nor anything that
might not as well have been given by
those journals which are more in the con™
fidence of the Government. Concealment
is caleulated to damage those who resort

" to it, and the Globe has certainly availed

itself of the opportunity to excite opposi-
tion to the Government scheme. After
all, the infermation furnished by the Globe
is confirmatory of the reports which have
been generally circulated, viz, that the
subsidy to the new Syndicate was to be a
land grant of 25,000,000 acres of land, and
$25,000,000 in money. It nevercould have
been imagined by any one that, in arriv-
ing at an agreement for a subsidy, a mle-
age rate for the entire line was likely to
have been adopted. It has always been
known that the line between Nipissing
and Thunder Bay, on the North of Lake
Superioy, would be much more costly than

|
1t may {airly be assumed that

that over the prairies West of Winnipeg,
On the assumption that the figures given
by the Globe are correct, we think that
they are not open fo criticism, indeed
we do not inter irom the Globe’s article
that he is of a different opinion. He
objects, and there are doubtless many
who are inclined to concur in his opinion,
to the ynosecution of the line between
Nipissing and ‘T hunder Bay, believing that
that branch might well be postjoned,
especially if the connection with the
North West, by a branch to the Sault St.
Marie, were secured. On this point there
is room for wide diflference of opinion;
but, in view ol the fact that a consider-
able portion of the line in British Columbia,
is already under contiact, and that it is
most important that a terminus on the
Pacitic should hLe szecured, with as little
delay as possible, we are unable to dis-
cover any tenable ground for postponing
the construction of uny portion of the road
West of Thunder Bay. 'The line north of
Lake "Superior is, it cannot bLe denied,
open to more doubt, in view of the great
cost which it will entail.  We think it
only right,to give the Globe's figures which
seem likely to be correct.

TOO MUCH CASII,

One of the most singular features of the
general improvement in business is seen
in the readiness with which retail pur-
chasers make cash offers for gnods. After
employing his' usual -eloquence, and,
owing to the greater confidence brought
about by the better timeg, having submit-
ted to a considerable “ beating down’ in
agreeing as to the price of a bill of goods
which leaves his firm the closest possible
margin on the ordinary four months cre-
dit, the traveller is surprised to hear
his customer say,—%“Come mnow; what
will you take off' for cash ?” or, “ Come,
take off' five per cent. for

cash, and you
can have it.”

This means to the whole-
gsaler fitteen or twenty per cent. per an-
num on four months’ notes, which his
banker discounts for him at six, seven or
eight per cent. The  new departure is
not confined to any particular districts]or
Provinces; it is said to be quite generul
east and west, and the purchaser usually
succeeds in getting a considerable dis-
count off the prise of the goods. The
wholesalers do not favor such an abun-
dance of cash. . If the retailers who, as a

- rule, do not' employ farmers’ notes to dis-
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count were to be met by their customers
with similar proposals they would have
less " hesitation in knowing what to do.
Aud it is wnot alone the man who huas
usually been recognized as a good mark
that takes the commercial traveller by
gurprise with cash offers for heavy dis-
counts: the man whose custom to the
wholessler bordered on speculation has
also begun o discount his own paper.
The position of the traveller is renlered
exceedingly dificult by this change, a
condition af things brought about largely
by the increased amounts of country pro-
duce, grain, cattle, &c., sent to outside
markets—by the lurger number of persons
employed in the various new or enlarged
industries, but also, to a great extent, by
the thorough weeding out of superfluous
dealers during the depression, whiclt thus
happily wrought its own cure. We trust
that the many thousand readers of ‘the
Jovryar or Coyniercr have each and all
become partakers of the long deferred
improvement, and shall be glad to have
substantial proof thereolf from those
whose date on their address label still
shows 79,778 and even remoter years.

THE RIVER DISASTERS.

The camparatively open weather of the early
pact of the week effected Littfe townrds wateri-
ally improving the positions of the grounded or
iee-bound vessels down the river. The leruvinn
and  Dominion after an ineflectunl attempt to
get away huve been obliged to put back iuto
the mouth of the Richelicu river, while the
positions of the Boyne and the Dominion steam-
ship Ottaira huve become more threatening. It
15 feared that the latter may become a wreck.

Variouns cnuses are assigued for these disns-
ters apart from the main cousiderition that
they imprudemily delayed their departure, and
perhaps m one or two instances were greedily
overionded. Blame is attached to the pilots by
people who fancy that these so-called experi-
enced navigators should be able in case of
necessity 10 run the channel without buoys or
other water marks to guide their course. [t is
said thut the Otawd’s pilot, uncertain as to the
new chanuel, which is only 300 feet wide, at-
tempted to enter the old passage and instead of
striking it, ran on the boulders in the ridge be-
tween,  The vessel is said to have been draw-
ing 23 feet 6 inches at the time, and in view of
the fact that the heavy westerly storm had
blown much walter out of the channels, quite a
common occurrence when rivers at intervals
widen into lakes, it is doubtfui whether, being
so deeply freighted, she could have steamed
througl the older channel which is three feet
shnllowed than the new one, even hiad the pilot
suceeeded in entering it. [t is suggested that
Can-Bnoys surmounted by flag stafls would be
more serviceable than the light poles now in
use, as less linble to be over run by new ice.
The former ave lable in frosty weather, leaning
at a sharp angle with the current, to accumulate
ice on the upper surface; the weight of which

very soon sinks them ; but there is nothing to
prevent their being made cross-shaped or with
such an wttachment to the pole, so that as one
sinks through the weight of ice another arm
would be raised in its stead.  Complaint is also
made a8 to the nnerowness of the channel, many
of the vessels passing through heing over 300
feet in length, but as there is little possibility
of auchorage in such a bed there can be little
or no probabilty of swinging ncross sireain. It
is not likely, bowever, in view of the expecta-
tions that the Ouawa Government jmay as-
sume the channel deot Uit further widening
willthe undertiaken very soon.

The whole circumsiances. are most unfortun-
ate, for apart from -the direct losses to owners,
shippers and insurance companies, the reputa-
tion of our maguiticent water course will saffer
in other parts of the world and, of course, with
the uswd exnggerations.  The lesson, however,
will not be losi: masters of vessels are not
fikely to be caught again so late in port, and
chaumpagne suppers will he postponed to a
more auspicious season. The increased bnsi-
ness at this port has been more than enough for
the carrying service, and some of the owners
may have canse to remmember the * Last straw
that broke the camel’s back. Perhaps the
wmost practicnl suggestion for a preveution of
future aceidents of the kind is that & strong
vessel such as the rogress (unfortunately in
the lower waters recently when wantsd) should
be ready and close at hand during the few
weeks about the close of navigation. There:
need be no lack of employment for such a ves-
sel during the early part of the senson. It is
also suggested that had there heen more un-

animity among the underwriters the recent un-

fortunate delays in port would not have been
made ; but companies who felt that in ceasing
to write on the 1st November in previous years,
they had been losing customers, tended rather
to the other extreme to make amends the pre-
sent season, and with most unfortunate results.

It was provided also that none of
the said trustees should be repousible for any

of the defaults of the others. The complnint
then set forth that the said Keller, on or about
the 2ud of Fannary 1879, did, wilh intent to
defraud, approprinte $7,140.75 of thz trust
funds to his own purpose. - Mr. Keller was ac-
cordingly tuken into custody, bnt was released
on bail of S4000 furnished by Mr. Millen, con-
tractor, and another distant conpection resi-
dent in Montreal. His sarrest on a4 capias was
avoided by his sudden - departure on the west-
ern train on Wednesduy night. Ile has been
heard of from Ogdensburg, N.Y:, and it is not
probable he will make his appearance in court
ta-day. Althongh said to be in possession of &
good practice, Mr. Keller somewhat surprised
lis friends by the manner in which he dressed
and lived, and he is said to have been hately
addicted te yumbling at cards.
prapristion was discoversd some time ago,
when Mr. Keller's pretext that he had invested
the money inlife insurance policies would no
lungcr weary and exposure was avoided by his
wite's relinquishiug 10 the Hepburn family her
sole right under marringe contract to the
furniture and household eftects. She is report-
ed ns having returned to her family in Quebze.
Mr. Keller is reported to have atiempted blow-
ingout his broinsin « restaurant on Wednesdey
evening, but was preveated by a hrother bar-
rister. He stated to some friends at the Bona-

veature depot, when stepping au the train, that
the matier was not likely to be presccuted for
the sake of some clderly persons, whose cun-
nection with the business would 1ot well bear
light. His papers will probably furnish some
interesting informaltion.
