INCREASING PRODUCTION.
The husjnes doue in shîipping cattle fromt

Manitoba this yoar has bec» an agrecable sur-
prisa to ioany, espccially, as previously stated
in these Coltinais, hecauso it; shows tho progrcss
made in mjxcd farming. But cattia shiimunts

alerte arc not the o nly eiicotiragirig fun, tires ln
tlio me dijrectioni. lis sheop raising tho resot
of the soason lias shown that the country is
înakiîîg goud progress. Nltnitobà lias net yet
hccomce a bicep.exportirg country, but site lias8
bccome nearly self sîîpporting in titis important
item. Titis iîîileed is soinatlîing, for liefcre wo
can expert ain artic'c, wo muet beconie self aup.
porting in tlîat coînimodity. Thle indications
arc tlint the list of exporte frontî titis couintry
iil in a short finie imcliled sheop nui? nîtuton.

Ileretofore a large nuin'ier of sheep have been
iînported annually into 'Manitoba, principally
front Montana, for local consumîption in Winnîi-
peg and othîcr parts of the country. Theso imi-
portations havo heen graduadly decrcasing, and
this year have hecn reduccd to a amall nuinber.
Arrivais of slieep in the WVinnipeg mnarket front
outsido sources this year havo onlyamounted to
about 2,600, and îîearly onoe ha! f of these arc
yet on lîand. Titis nuinber includes about 600
Blicep front western ranches at Maplo Creek and
iNedicine liat, in Canadian territory, the bal-
ance comning front Montana. Though cnnisuiiip-
tin nmtit havG beco greater titis ycar thtan last,
owiîng ta iîicreasa jn population, etc., yet im-
portations have only bec» abou* hall wvhat thoy
wvere last year. Formnerly drcssed mnutton wvas
sluippcd te sonie extent tramn Winnipeg te ont-
side towns in thc country. Now country tomes
arc Bupplied by farmers iii thecir vicioity, aud a
good deai of homte country mutton is aie mark-
eted in ii city. This accotints for the faliing
of in importsî. Next year imnporte of foreign
shccp wvill prohably cease entircly, and onc year
from now NManitoba will no <lanbt have sheep
and mutton for expert.

Rccipts of homne grwn poultry in the WVin-
nipeg mnarket aiso show coîîeiderablo increase
titis yaar, thongh it is carly yct ta tell how the
supply may bc for flic wintcr. Heretofore car
ioads of turkeys, geue an<l cuck have been ini
ported froin Ontario or the States evcry winter,
ta supply the local demand. This year s0 far
the market has bec» well suppiied ivith ail var-
icties of native poultry, anI it is hoped the
home supply will bc nearly equal tothedemand.
Turkeys, geesa, etc., have always brought a
goad price iii tlii market, and thora sluould be
big nîoney for our farmc'-s in raisingtheso birds.
Turiccys scldom brimîg under twelve cents per
pound in this market, ani front that up te
eighteen cents in the early fai. At these prices
there shouid be a wide margin for profit.

THE BbIERSON BRANCH.

Canadian Pacifie raiiway management here that
the Emerson braueh will ho closed as souri as
severe wuinter weather sets in Notice has heen
given grain men doing business on thtis braucli,
that thelina wili beciosed, and that they had bat
ter endeavor te get aIl grain out by the close of
the present month. If titis intention of the t.out
pany je carricd out, as it douebtiess will hc, un-
leuss ortie powerful influence intervene, a great
injustice wuili boc(donc the people residiDg along
thtis raiiway. In the interests of this part of
Manitoba, a strong protcst should bc vnade
against the closing of the road. The Emierson
branch je the oldest pieca of raiiway j» Mani-
toba.

Ftr.t(le:and are expericncing .(ifficuIty in getting
orclers.

At prescrnt the gouda rnovisig are principally
rnantlo eloths. Thcre is a pretty gond deinand
for beovers ini criimson, myrtie and f&.wn, and
sonie cnqîliry for riclh seilettes. A gooid trade
is expected te he donc in the latter gooda.
There is nothing particular doing iii fancy gouda
at prescut. Travellers arc niow shoîving saiîîpleq
in Borne Unes of spring goods, but these saînples9
are nlot yet preparacl and feu' orders have beeu
placed. Jt is a littlecearly yct to push tha
spring trade.

The cotton mnilis do flot appear to hc particu-
ladly active, owing probahly tu the lack of
orders front whotesale merchants. One maer-
chant gives it as bis opinion that flot abova 50
pur cent. of the orders placcad lust year have yet
been taken by the titilla this fail. A couple of
the mille are shut dovn at prosent.-lnkpire.

C-alifornia Raisins.
California raisins are now known ail over the

continent. A large slîipitent of tis fruit
reached Winnipeg lust wcek, front the firin of
Griffan & Skelloy, of Riverside. This liouse is
representcd iii Winvipeg by Ruhidgo, Kirk-
wood & Co. Ta showv the extent of the Cali-
fornia raisin industry it înay hae stated that the
firrn inentioned above lias been shippicg raisins
by the fn0l train load at intervals sinc the
season opencdl. One day's 81hipments of this
fruit alone arnotntcd ta 15,227 boxes, valucd at
$26,057, or a<1ual ta S1.75 par box. The finm
also chips oranges by the train load, employa
520 hands, anI lias paid $300,000 for fruit ta
the groiver of the 1ýiversidc district wbis year.
