Somehow Torontd has been very 
much behind otiher places in the way 
of extensions over the main lines run­
ning in different directions from the 
city*, True, the cars are now punning 
beyond Mlmdco on the Lake Shore to 
the west, beyond Weston to phe north­
west, and to Richmond Hill up Yonge- 
street, north; but in the matter of 
the east we see no signs of the trolley 
line to the western boundary of Scar- 
boro’ being extended to Whitby. A 
line running to the east *and north, 
from above Thornhill, through Unton- 
vllle, Markham and StouffvtUe, would 
not only bring a large amount off -busi­
ness to the city, but profit to whomso­
ever constructed the road. We hope 
to see a great advance made this sum­
mer In all these directions.

So far, no satisfactory arrangement 
has -been made for the entrance of 
suburban trolley cars Into the city, 
but we trust that the Legislature, in 
conjunction with the City Council and 
the various trolley lines, wtu be able 
to reach a satisfactory settlement to- 
this respect.

BOMB MMBLTISG.

Kootenay Should Have Her Own Bed action 
Flam and Save Money.

The marked increase In the ore ton­
nage of the Kootenay mines and the 
decision of the United States Congress 
to double the present tariff on lead 
Imported into that country ha» created 
a feeling in British Columbia mining 
districts that the time has at last ar­
rived when the province should do her 
own smelting and refining.

Since the first shipments of ore were 
made British Columbia mine owners 
have had to pay high freight rates and 
reduction charges. They have also 
paid to the American smelting com­
panies a duty on lead ores that was in 
some cases never collected by the 
United States Government, because the 
ore was placed in bond upon crossing 
the international boundary line and 
was not released untH It had been 
smelted, refined ana shipped out of 
the country.

The preference of United States smel­
ters for the rich sllver-Jead ores of 
British Columbia has threatened the 
prosperity of low-grade stiver camps 
In the Western States. As a result of 
this the Government of that country 
proposes to establish a duty of one 
and a half cents per pound on stiver 
lead ores, two cents per pound on lead 
bullion and two cents per pound on 
high-grade lead ores that contain mdre 
lead value than silver.

Upon this basis the ores of the Slo- 
can will be taxed more than 820 per 
ton. This, with the present freight 
and treatment rate of 821 from Sandon 
and Kaslo, necessitates a payment by 
the mine-owner of over 840 per ton to 
havtf-hla ore reduced.

resources. The scourges of scarlet fever 
and diphtheria have visited whole families.
The Isolation Hospital and Infection wards 
of the General Hospital have been more 
than taxed to the utmost, aud In the case 
of families where the children are laid 
low the father and mother are compelled 
by the proper rules of the Health Officer 
to also stay within until all danger of 
spreading infection has gone. In the mean­
time, how are these families to be sup­
ported and looked after? The head of the 
house cannot go to work. If work he does, 
the mother must nurse aud care for the 
children. We all know how in most ordi­
nary illnesses that light and delicate nour­
ishment is almost indispensable to the 
recovery of a patient, that the 'strength of 
the nurse must be kept up by good food.
The Relief Society has done its best to 
help in this great need, and Is doing ev­
erything in Its power to fulfil the promise 
of Its name ; but now an appeal must be 
made to the citizens and wealthy one® of 
the city to give help largely and freely at 
this time. The supplementary grant given 
to the House of Industry for fuel alone 
has assisted in this way, but oftentimes 
the delay In sending is great, and the 
quantity given exactly the same as that 
contributed by the Relief Society.
